If you don’t find what you're look-
ing for, come back on another day.”

What about parents who really don’t want
an animal, but are pushed into getting one
by their children?

“The judgment as to whether a family
should have an animal or not is best left up
to the parents,” Travis believes. “If parents
really don’t want a pet, the kids are not go-
ing to get a good picture.”

Although the Center is primarily involved
with dogs and cats, a few gerbles, ham-
sters, or a rabbit or two occasionally are
received.
