Plants can
grow indoors with a fairly
broad range of temperature;

" little girls began appearing

on TV as well as in such pur-
portedly respectable maga-
zines as Time and Reader’s
Digest. The little girls now
adorn highway billboards as
well. :

“Why do these ads always
use little girls?"’ asked. the
Rev. Jerald Huntzinger, a
Richmond Methodist = min-

ister.

His question was, of
course, rhetorical. For Rev.
Huntzinger, as advertising

manager of CCF, knows full
well why. And he says so, in
a newsworthy article he
wrote for Fund Raising Man-
agement magazine :

‘‘Because the person most
apt to become a CCF sponsor
($12 per month for a guaran-
tee that ‘Your child will
write ~to you') has a
well-defined profile: -

She is* 50 years old, her
family is grown up, she has a
normal residue of guilt...Her
happiest days were when her
babies were in diapers - and
now she is just plain lone-
some...Not all CCF's pros-
pective sponsors are going to
fit into an exact profile, but
if every ad is slanted for this
profile, the people on the
fringe of this profile will be
most apt to respond. Because
let’s face it, America, the
problems of the woman in
middle age are the problems
of us all.”

jar lid

1. Cut piece of nylon stocking
and double it. Place plastic
foam balf®in center, pull ny-
lon up all around and tie with
a plece of string.

2. Remove squeezé lemon
centers. Cut off extended end
of 4'%2 oz. squeeze lemon.
Place base of this container
on lid top and run screw
through lid and container,
first dipping it in glue. Glue
circles of cardboard and felt
into bottom of lid for added
support.

3. Squeeze glue generously
into open top of squeeze lem-
on and place gathered end of
nylon covered ball into it.

4. Measure 1% down from
top of 2% oz. squeeze lemon
and mark with black crayon.

Secure
with two small straight pins.

5. When dry, paint body and
hat with two coats of flat
red, letting it dry between
coats. ,

6 When"dry, glue row of
pom poms around -Santa’s
neck and another around the
base. Make hair, beard, and
mustache from-moss fringe,
curving sides up to meet hair
line as you glue it on.

7. Glue row of white pom
poms around edge of hat and
1" pom pom to top.

8. Glue 3" strip of black felt
around center of body for
belt. Gold felt belt buckle
and black felt buttons are
glued on next. Two white
pom poms make hands.

9. Red bead for nose and
black sequins for eyes are at-
tached with straight pins.

Two circles of pink felt give
Santa rosy cheeks.
