City planners propose new' ' downtown

PLYMOUTH-A pedestrian mall for
Pe-man Avenue and a downtown de-

velopment authority to stimulate new
development are keys to revitalizing
Plymouth' s central btmness district
(CBD). according to Jay Eldridge of
Vii„foman Associates. city plan-
Mrs.

The plamers called for those and an-
other pair of major changes in a
study released last week at a joint
meeting of the plamung commission
and the city commission

wrrnour THESE improvements.
the study warns, downtown Plymouth
could become a casualty of com-
petition with suburban shopping cen-
ten which are going up on all sides of
the comrntnity

'Within the Detroit region." the re-
port said. -population growth and mi-
gration is such that new shopping cen-
ter development is now beginning to
seriously affect the retailing function
01 the Plymouth central business dis-
trict

"The size and proximity of existing
and proposed shopping centers are
such that without prompt and contin-
ous action they will adversely affect
the current vitality of Plymouth's
downtown."

In addition to a downtown devel-

opment at*hority and a pedestrian
mall where Penniman stands, Vilican-
Leman also stressed the need to com-
plete the loop road which would en-
circle the CBD and to create more

parking in the vicinity of Harvey and
Fralick. and Deer and Ann Arbor
Trail.

It's been seven years since the last
comprehensive study was made of the
downtown area "The basic pattern of
development found to exist within the
CBD in 1974 has not changed sub-
stantially from that found to exist in
1967," the report said.

'*ALTHOUGH AN increase in com-

parmon commercial uses (clothing. de-
pertinent, furniture stores. jewelers,
etc.) has been observed within the

CBD since 1967. the necessity for a
comparison 'anchor' store remains
paramount "

That 'anchor' store would be a

larger clothing or department store
which would attract shoppers and gen-
erate customer traffic which would

benefit smaller shops throughout
downtown.

While all four of the proposed im-
provements-the Penniman mall, loop
road. more parking and more devel-
opment-are considered vital parts of
an overall effort to improve the ap-
pal of downtown, the last of the four
is the top priority goal.

-The stimulation of new devet-

transform the existing streets into the
loop road has already been acquired
by the city. but some parcels must
still be purchased. The plan also calls
for rotmdlng off the intersections of
the streets involved to permit easier
circulation.

To complete the loop road. the plan-
ners propose widening Harvey Street
and closing a portion of Church north
of Adams to prohibit the interference
of traffic moving out of the Central
School unloading areas

WrAL COST of right-of-way acqui-
sition, site clearance and construction
is estimated at about $557,000. No fi-
nancing has been arranged yet for the

According to the study, the loop
road "will increase the efficiency of

circulation and separation of through,
service and shopper traffic; service
parking facilities located around the
core of the CBD: and define the
boundaries of the CBD."

The planners advocate construction
of parking decks adjacent to the loop
road on Deer Street south of Ann

Arbor Trail and along Harvey Street
where Fralick would be vacated.

In calling for a pedestrian mall
down Penniman. the planners noted
that "sales generally increase, some-
times dramatically. during the first
year or two after development of a
permanent mall. Alter this initial
rise, sales level off and show slower
rates of increase. In no case have
sales declined after mall devel-

opment.

"Vacancies decline. occasionally to
zero, once the mall is developed. Prop-
erty values and subsequent tax reve-
nues have, in every case, increased
over pre-mall levels, sometimes dra-
matically." the studv said.

The planners would like to see the
'anchor' store built in the triangular
parcel bounded on two sides by Ann
Arbor Trail and Union Street. The
Penniman mall would cross Main and

run eastward between the park and
the theater to the seven acre site

which has "the ability to comfortably
accommodate a sizable commercial

establishment without necessitating
development of a parking structure."

Also proposed is the creation of a pe-
destrian mall on Forest, between Ann
Arbor Trail and Wing. A parking facil-
ity is also considered for that sector.
"The basic planning concept," the re-
port said, "is to develop parking in
relationship to the loop road with the
facility oriented toward Forest Ave-
nue.

The planners stressed the need for
downtown merchants and the city to
work together to create more attrac-
tive storefront facades.

"As is readily apparent," the study
notes. "the 'colonial' image has not
been totally carried forth in the fa-
ca(le treatments. This is due in part
to the fact that most of the structures

in their existing condition do not re-
fleet a 'colonial' image. Further, in
most instances the structure itself is

not readily adaptable to such a
theme. It was, therefore, decided to in-
stitute a more contemporary theme,
but one which would respect the colo-
nial image.

ket area contained a total population
of about 53,500," the study reports,
while it projects a 1980 primary mar-
ket area population of 93,700, an in-
Crease of 75 per cent.

The study concludes that the mar-
ket area will be developed to capacity
sometime between 1990 and 1995. The

number of households in the primary
market is expected to grow from
16,480 in 1973, when the study began.
to about 73,000 in 20 years when capac-
ity is reached.

With Northville and Plymouth town-

ships' residents expected to lead the
way, Vilican-Leman also projects sig-
nificant increases in personal income
in the primary market area.

"Now, as was the
case in 1967," the study said, "there
is more economic justification for
comparison store uses in the
Plymouth CBD then there is physical
space on which to place it.

"The city can support. from a mar-
ket standpoint, significant increases
in comparison store space, particu-
larly in the form of a junior depart-
ment store. Such a store would be the

nucleus of the overall comparison
group within the city."

The planners emphasized that devel-
opment in Plymouth should be concen-
trated in commercial uses, as the De-
troit area is sufficiently saturated
with office communities in suburbs

such as Southfield, Troy and Dear-
born.

With the city's economic well-being
dependent on a strong commercial
core, the report concludes. "It should
be stressed that the realization of this

program is not only essential to the
continued vitality of the central busi-
ness district, but, as many urban
scholars will argue, to the entire
city."

PLYMOUTH - Much after the fash-

ion 01 the veterans of stage and
screen, downtown Plymouth is getting
a face lift.

When it is finished there'll be a new

bank, amotelandaroof garden right
in the heart of the business district.

This new activity is the brainchild
of Ralph urenz, the rotund inn-keep-
er, who is investing approximately a
quarter of a million dollars to prove
that people can be attracted to the

dolt¥n area.

The present face lifting began with
the building of an addition to the Meet-
ing House. It will house the new
Plymouth National Bank. Next came
the idea of making the second floor a
roof garderl both for dining and dane-
ing in the summer months.

To obtain the roof garden and make
it accessible for diners and dancers,

openings have been cut into the south-
ern wall of the Meeting House and
thus provide spate to accomodate 700
persons.

The third step in the facelift is the
erection of an 18-unit motel in the

rear of the Meeting House. This is the
first of what could be another unit pro-
viding as many as 40 units and park-
ing space.

To acquire the space necessary for
the facelift. Inrenz razed three old

THE QUARTERS for the new bank
are only temporary, according to I»-
renz. who now ispreparing plans for
a new bank buildmg on the south side
of the meeting house in a devel-
opmentthat mayrun as faras Wing
Street and contain a parking complex.

"I owe something to my home
town," Lorenz said while discussing
the downtown Plymouth of the future.

" 1 TIRED of waiting for others to
bring about a change downtown and
have people strolling the sidewalks in-
stead of pigeons," he continued, "so I
decided to go it alone."

His p present activity is the third
step in a long -range program. The
first came with acquiring of the
Wiedeman parking lot in conjunction
with several other downtown mer-

chants. Then came the shingle exte-
nor of the hotel. Following that came
the refurbishing of the south exterior
wall and the presentation of the mer-
maid on the roof of what he has cho-

sen to call the Crow's Nest.
With the establishment of the

Crow's Nest, a take-off on an old Eng-
tish Pub, came the transition of the
old time coffee shop into a steak
house.

Two weeks ago he opened the 'new"
dining room. This is still the same
room with its cherished pictures of
the Pilgrims' landing at Plymouth
Rock in 1620. But it is now a mahoga-
ny paneled room with indirect lighting
and an entirely new decor.

"We're not finished yet," he
chuckled as he looked at the work
being done. "If all goes well, we'11
have the new bank building, a series
of speciality shops on the south side
and a spa over the present Round
Table Club.

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PEA, school officials discuss strike' s issues

PLYMOUTH-Representatives from
the Plymouth Education Association
(PEA. teachers' Muon) and the school

district met at Plymouth-Salem High
School Wednesday to present their
sides of the teachers' strike to inter-

ested students

Margaret "Dolly" Carter. PEA pres-
ident. and Al Nurmi. PEA negotiator,
debated Earl Hogan. assistant superin-
tendent of the 'district. and Gary
Mirto. school board member. while

some 50 Plymouth students fed them
questions.

Mrs Carter used her presentation
to explain why the teachers. though
havmg reached an impasse in negotia-
tions, felt it would not be in their best
interest to call in an arbitrator.

"WHEN A THIRD party is called
in," she said. "you may as well erase
what negotiations have already tran-

spired. Someone else will make the de-
cision for you."

She said that teachers were not
given the right of collective bargain-
ing .til the early 19605 and they
were not ready to give up what they
were guaranteed by law.

l'he teachers' only resource for
pressure when negotiations halt and a
compromise cannot be reached is to
withhold their services or strike." she

added. "It is a power play. a waiting
..

game
Mirto defended the board's position

to call in an art,itrator or fact finder.

'There should be no reason people
can't meet across a table and reach

decisions by compromiser he said.
"bt* sometimes you can't and then
you seek other methods."

Even nations bring in arbitrators,
he noted. "It is a tested method. Nei-

ther side may be happy at the deci-
sion but the alternative is a long cos-
Uy strike." he explained

Let's put this matter to last posi-

tion arbitration," Mirlo added. "We
made a 'good faith' offer and will let
someone else test it by making the
judgment."

(Under last position arbitration, an
arbitrator selects between the two

final position offers and chooses one.
Binding arbitration means the arbi-
trator's decision is final. A fact finder

is an arbitrator called in under a non-

binding role. )

After the presentations, the au-
dience comprised of students was
given the opportunity to ask questions
about the strike. Mrs Carter explain-
ed that the board had offered a 7.5

per cent increase for the first year of
the contract and a six per cent in-
erase or a raise equal to two-thirds
the cost of living increase for the sec-
ond year.

When asked what the teachers are

seeking, Mrs. Carter replied that the
table position is 12.5 per cent but that
they hope to compromise within the

7.5 and 12.5 range.
Asked if the board could offer more,

Milto said, "WA wouldn't be in a
strike position if we could." Mrs. Car-
ter was then asked what made her

think the board could offer more and

she pointed to the line -average for
teacher salaries.

"We are making a smaller percent-
age of the total school budget than we
did in the past," she said. "That
means the board is spending more
money than is needed in other areas."

When asked if she thoughi she knew
better ways to spend the budget than
the board, Mrs. Carter said she did

and Hogan added, "That is the area
of conflict."

A question was raised concerning
why the teachers should get a raise at
all and Mrs. Carter answered, "I
don't want to seem facetious but if

you've been into a store lately you've
seen the price of blue jeans. It's in-
nation."

The inflation rate in Detroit. she

noted, was 12 per cent from August
1973 to August 1974.

"The UAW will probably settle for a
nine per cent raise," Mirto said, "but
then the auto companies can pass the
rising costs on to the consumer. As
for schools, we would have to pass the
cost on to the taxpayer by trying to
raise the millage."

Hogan, responding to a question,
mentioned that the union representing
custodians, secretaries and adminis-
trators settled for a six per cent raise.

Mrs. Carter was then asked why
she thought teachers should expect a
higher raise to which she replied,
"We're professionals."

THE QUESTION WHICH seemed
most to concern the students-*'When

would school start?"-was never

asked. But both Mrs. Carter and

Mirto mentioned it in their presenta-
tions.

"We have to by state law guarantee
180 days of school," Mrs. Carter said.

"It may not be at the most convenient
time for any of us."

Mirto said the quickest way to
bypass the present obstacles was
thivugh the use of binding arbitration.
The teachers would be able to return
to school while the arbitrator chose
the better contract offer.

Charles Kramer, a teacher at
Plymouth-Salem, said that a few
years ago when ex-President Nixon
first imposed the wage and price
freeze, Plymouth teachers applied for
a raise under the guidelines and when
it was granted by the federal govern-
ment, the board bpposed it.

"It was months before the issue
was settled," he explained. 0'and yet
we are asked to return to work in
'good faith' while our contract is nego-
tiated through arbitration." He re-
ceived scattered applause.

The presentation lasted an hour
after which time the representatives
for the teachers and the board had to
leave to continue contract talks.

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IFes tland 'tinkerer'
wants to iuse sun

to heat his home

BY SHERRY MAHAN

This winter,when everyone is talking
wisully ab€m* the potential of solar
heat one Westland home should al-
ready beequpped with a special kind
01 -sandwich" designed to harness
the sin's rays for warming purposes

Its owner is Robert Holmes. and the
eq:lipment he proposes to molmt atop
the house on Joy Road sandwiches not
tal•mi and rye but nmning water be-
tween aluminum and gias,

Holmes is not an engineer Rather
 describes himself as a tinkerer and
the son of a tinkerer He turned his
tinkering to work on solar energy be-
cause of the escalating costs of fuel

"I FEEL THAT MORE than half of
the heating in homes should come
from the mn." he said. "I can't say
100 per cent. because in this climate
we will always have to have a back-
up system."

But this Ford Motor Co experimen-
tai layout teclitician figures he's on
his way to some reduction of fuel
costs and energy reserve depletion

I plan to use sheets of glass. and
corrugated aluminum sheets four by
10 feet." Ir continued "1 have tanks
to put in the basement which will
store up the heat in the day for use in
the night. 1 plan eventually on a 5.000
gallon water tank."

HOLMER PLANS to install only one
bank of his alumintan and glass sand-
wich on hEs house this winter as a
kind of experiment

My house faces due north giving 86
feet of exposure to the sun." he said
"When completed there will be a total
of 800 square feet of collection on the
root "

With the help of a pump, water will
be fed over the aluminium and under

the glass picking up the heat of the
sun. "This will be fed into the tank in
the basement

'The tank will contain salt in plas-
tic cylinders set into it," explained
Holmes. "This is because salt water

holds 12 times more btus than plain
water "

Holmes' house already has one of
the more unusual types of heating
Called ra,hant heating. the system
warn* the house by passing warm
water in copper tubing set beneath
the floor

Holmes plans to feed his heated
water into this system which will then
feed it through the floors of his house.
However. he feels a solar system is
even more adaptable to forced air
heating

"Heated water will go down to the
tank." he said. -With a fan the hot
air will be drawn from the top of the
water and forced through the house
Most houses already have the duet
work for carrying the air and the
fans They would just need an extra
duet to run over to the tank of sun-
warmed water "

HOLMES ESTIMATES that the
total cost of his new system will be
about $2.000. The entire weight on the
roof he believes will be from 4,000-
5,000 pounds. which he said is not too
heavy for it to hold.

"I hope to invert the system in sum-
mer." he stated. 1 would like to take
cold water from the basement tank
and run it through the radiant heating
tubes."

He added: "It can be cooled at
night by having a fine mist sprayed

ta te

on the collectors. Once cooled they
will be returned to the basement

'*rHE RISING COST of heating
made me start trying to do something
about what I believe will be very high
heating payments five years from
now he, said. "If I don't, I think by
then I may be paying more for heat
than for house payments."

He believes there is going to be no
instant salvation from these high
prices.

"People are going to have to make
concessions in the shape of their
house and its location in exchange for
lower heating bills," he said. "When
heating bills begin to go higher and
higher, I believe people will begin to
make the choice."

HOLMES HAS ALWAYS wanted to
be an engineer but "I couldn't handle
the math."

Instead he went through the tool
and dye apprenticeship program at
Ford and later spent four years there
as a tool development supernsor.

He also created an unusual attend-
ance record at Henry Ford Commu-
nity College, having amassed 138 cred-
it hours there. (Between 52 and 62 are
needed for graduation.)

At college he took many courses in
business administration and educa-
tion. At the same time he was also
boning up on solar energy.

"When I am interested in a subject
I can store mformation away when
my eye goes over it," he said.

'*Right now I think there are more
books out on solar heat than there are
houses usin it." he laughed. "To date
there are only 20 houses in the U.S.
heated by the sun."

By next year there may be 21.
