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 Teachers, schools reach tenative agreement

Tenative agreement was reached
last week on a new two-year contract
between the Board of Education and
the Plymouth-Canton Education As»
ciation (PCEA), the teachers' union.

Although specific terms of the agree-
meat were not released, union sources
said the pact includes a wage freeze
and an open-ended agreement to bar-
gain for salary changes next year. The
freeze does not apply to wage-scale in-
crements built into the contract.

Contract language will remain the
lame for both years, teacher sources
said. Adjustments are made in the
teachers'school calendar - but not the
student calendar - under the agree-
ment.

A pay adjustment for high school
teachers also is part of the proposed
contract Although that "pay adjust-
ment" waim't discussed in detail, some
teacher• privately said it pertained to a
reimbursement of one-day's pay
forfeited by many teachers who con-
ducted parent-teacher conferences in
classrooms, rather than reporting to

assigned spots in a cafeteria last year
The school board agreed on the pro-

posed contract at a apecial meeting at
7 a.m. Friday, according to Norm Kee,
amistant superintendent of personnel.
Some 750 members of the PCEA are
scheduled to meet at 4 p.m. today at
Plymouth Salem High School's audito-
rium to discuss the settlement, said
Candi Reece, PCEA's chief negotiator.

A ratification vote will follow.
REECE CREDITED state mediator

Ed Phillips for bringing both sides b
gether. Union and administration offi-
cials met, under mediation,several

times since mid-December
"There was not a proposal on the

table," Reece said. "It was all very
verbal.

"It is because of Mr. Phillips that we
have an agreement because he said,
'you (both sides) are going to sit there
and talk.' "

Communication with Phillips, ad-
ministration and the union continued
late last week - even after an all-day
session on Wednesday, Kee said.

"He wanted to make sure both sides
could live with his suggestions," Kee
said. "We've been working off what he

had been suggesting."
PCEA members, along with the dis-

trict'B six other labor groups, have
worked without a contract since latt
fall.

The board, faced with a projected
$3.5 million deficit, offered teachers a
one-year agreement (freeze plus incre- 6
ments) last April when negotiations
first began. Il never moved from that
position, although it offered a sum total
of $540,000 (representing increment in-
creases) to be divided anyway among
PCEA members.

The union, disgruntled because the

increment-only propoial represented a
pay freeze for 38 percent of the mem-
bership, originally asked for a 94 per-
cent wage increase for three years.
Later, the union shifted to a 6 percent
raise in 1982-83 and 8 percent ratoes
the following two years.

A 1 percent wage increase for dis-
trict employees represent8 approxi-
mately $300,000, school officials laid.

For the first time in the depart-
ment's history, Plymouth pollee have
fired shots in the line of duty.

Gary Lee Willougby Jr., 22, Apart-
ment 1 of Manor Rooms, stood mute
Wednesday to charges of compiracy to
receive and conceal stolen property,
felonious assault with a :irearm, and
use of a firearm in a crime (fiream
felony).

A Jan. 20 preliminary examination
and $5,000 bond were set for Willougby
by 35th District Court Judge Dunbar
Davis.

Clay Kennedy White, 18, Apartment
2 of Manor Rooms. stood mute Weines-
day to charges of conspiracy to receive
and conceal stolen property. A Jan. 20
preliminary examination and $2,500
bond was set by Davis.

As of Friday, neither Willougby or
White had posted bond and were being
held in the Wayne County Jail.

Police had obtained a search war-

rant after receiving information that
stolen property was being concealed by
two tenants at the boarding house, ac-
cording to Police Chief Carl Berry.

The officers knocked on the door of
one of the apartments and identified
themselves a policemen, Berry Mid

When the door wasn't opened, officer
Thomas Zedan kicked the door in and
fell into the room, he said.

Zedan yelled, "Gun, shotgun," ac-
cording to the police reports Willough-
by allegedly was behind the apartment
door with a gun

Lt Robert Commire fired a shot into
the door

'Commire'; shot went through the
door and lodged in a jacket hanging on
the back of the door," Berry sald.

'Officer Melvin Meek fired a second
shot which ricocheted off the door," he
sald

Both Commire and Meek ran into the
room, while officer Robert Scoggins
reached in and grabbed the barrel of
the rifle the suspect wu holding.

The man let go of the rifle and
lunged toward a 12-gauge shotgun
leaned againat a far wall. The man
then was subdued and arrested, Berry
sald

"Officer Zedan couldn't fire his gun
(when he fell Into the room) bee•u,e
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"He (Gary) said something about kill-
ing his friend," the witness said

"Gary filled Richard in on the details
of how he had done it," Gornowjch add-
ed

The witness also testified "After they
talked about it for a few minutes, Gary
said 'I got to go' and headed out of the
living room "

Gornowich and Richard saw Cook to
the back door of the borne, a half·block
from the hotel, he said

"Richard said he didn't hear any
sirena Gary said, 'You will soon
enough,"' Goronwich testified

Defense attorney Robert Delany
questioned Gornowich about Cook's
physical condition

Gornowich laid Cook didn't walk

steadily and had slurred speech But,
Gornowlch said, thii was the first time
he had met Cook

GORNOWICH. who was seated with-
in a few feet of Cook, Bald he did not
smell any peculiar odors, such as alco-
hol, turpentine or gasoline

As hornowich left the stand, he
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paused to speak to Cook, who was seat-
ed at the defense table Cook, dressed
in a plaid shirt and jeans, turned to
speak with Gornowich

When Gornowich departed, he pitted
Cook on the back and wished him good
luck Cook kept quiet through most ol
the proceedings, occasionally turning
to talk with his attorney

Initially Cook didn't want an attor
ney, but agreed to let the court appoint
Delaney to represent him

Hotel owner Eugene LaB]anc testi
fled that he asked Cook to move ir

April because of Cook's rowdiness
drinking and fighting and because of a
fire in his room Cook complied with
his request, LaB]anc said.

THE OWNER admitted that he nev-
er saw Cook fight or light the alleged
fire in his room. The hotel owner said
he did not file complaints to police
about the alleged rowdlness or drunke-
ness

evidence which led him to believe a

Testifying at a preliminary examina-
Uon of Gary L Cook, 34, of Livonia, a
witness said he overheard Cook tell his

brother about killing a man
"I heard him (Gary Cook) discussing

a fire, and the fact that somebody had
died," uid Robert Gornowich of
Starkweather

Assistant Wayne County Prosecutor
Mike Gunkin asked Gornowich if Cook
eIplained why he killed his friend

"Becaume he was upset with his
friend for some reason," Gornowich
Mid. "To leach him a lesson . . he
would dow him"

COOK, A former hotel resident who

wal uked to leave the hotel in April, is
charged with fint degree murder, ar-

son and felonious assault with the in-
tent to murder

The Old Village Inn was gutted Jan.
5 by a fire which officials said was de-
liberately started A hotel resident,
Clifford Bearden, 61, was found dead In
a second-floor hallway An autopey
showed he died from smoke and carbon
monoxide inhalation

Four witnesses testified at the exam-
ination Thunday before District Judge
Dunbar Davis recessd the case until
this Thur•day. The examination wil]
continue at 930 a m in 35th District
Court in Plymouth

Gornowich, a group home worker in
Canton, lives with Cook'a brother and
sliter-in-law, Richard and Cathy Cook
Cook came to the home shortly after 6
pm. on the day of the fire, he said

GORNOWICH said the brothers
talked for about 15 minuteb in the liv
ing room. "Richard and Gary were dis-
cu-ing a fire at the Nelson Hotel (the
former name of the Old Village Inn)
and the fact that somebody had died,"
Gornowlch testified.
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flammable liquid was used to acce]-
erate the fire.

He said two container·s were found in
the building which could have con-
tained gasoline or a petroleum di•Ul-
late, such as paint thinner or turpen-
tine

LaBIanc said such items weren't
stored in the hotel

Plymouth police LT Robert Com-
mire testified to seeing the body in an
upstairs hallway of the hotel, after the
fire.

Cook was arrested because of Infor-
mation given to the police by tenants of
the hotel and becauae of statementa
given police by Gornowich and Richard
Cook, he said

Livonia police arrested Cook the day
after the fire at lhe Livonia Post Office
on Merriman at Plymouth Road.
Comire said an unidentified woman
told police where they could find Cook.

Cook is being held without bond in
the Wayne County Jail If convicted, he
faces a total of two life sentences and
20 years In prison.

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| Math skills hold steady Olbstruer
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Local students' reading scores on the rise

- MESC employee charged in scam

Administrators say students attend-
ing Plymouth-Canton Community
Schools coatinue to perform well in
reading and mathematics, according to
the Michigan Educational Assessment
Program (MEAP) test scores released
last week

One board member, however, be-
lieves these test scores should be high-
er.

MEAP tests, established by the state
legislature in 1969, provide informa-
tion about basic skill achievement and
understanding of specific objectives for
fourth-, seventh- and tOth-graders. The
test 18 given every fall at these three
grade levels.

Plymouth-Canton students improved
in reading scores at all three grade lev-

els and in fourth-grade mathematics.
Seventh- and 10th-grade mathematics
scoree remained about the same.

"De:pite the effects of declining en-
rollment, budget cuts, staff reductlons
and program adjustments, students
showed a gain in reading scores and
consistent performance in mathemat-
ics," said Mike Homes, a.ilitant super-
intendent of instruction.

"We can be proud of the perform-
ance of our students. Their achieve-
ment reflects the high quality of our
instructional program and staff."

THE MAJORITY of Plymouth-Can-
ton students finished in the top quartile
(above 75 percent) in understanding ob-
jectives of particular concepts, as
determined by the state in ME:AP test-
ing

Board member Flossie Tonda, who
Openly has criticized MEAP results in

put years, believes Plymouth-Canton
itudents should xore higher oo the
test.

"They (administration) are uti,fled
wben 70 percent of the kids meet 75
percent of the objectives They think
that's great," Tonda said.

"Well, I don't think they should be
satisfied until at least 90 percent mas-
ter 75 percent of the objecuves, be-
cause they are minimal objectives"

Fourth-grade results are as follows:

• Mathematics - 79.3 percent
achieved al least 75 percent of the ob-
jectives, compared to 76.5 percent in
1981 and 78.7 in 1980.

• Reading - 83.9 percent fihished
in the top quartile, compared to 77.0 in
1981 and 78.3 in 1980.

Seventh-grade results are as follows:
• Mathematics - 67.8 percent fin-

ished in the top quartile and 26.0 per-
cent in the second quartile (50-75 per-
cent understanding of objectives).
Some 67.8 percent also finished in the
top quartile in 1981 and 71.3 percent in
1980.

• Readlng - 87 3 percent finished
in the top quartile in 1982, compared to
84.9 In 1981 and 87.8 in 1980.

Results of 10th-grade students are as
follows:

• Mathematics - 71.3 percent fin-
ished in the top quartile and 19.7 in the
second quartile in 1982. Some 71.7 fin-
ished in the top quartile in 1981 and
75.1 in 1980.

• Reading - 86.9 percent finished
in the top quartile in 1982, compared to
83.4 in 1981 and 86.3 in 1980.

Seventh-grade mathematics scores
traditionally are lower in Plymouth-
Canton schools because decimal• and
fractions are introduced in detail later

in the seventh-grade curriculum, after
testing, according to Homes. Plym-
outh-Canton's mathematics curriculum
heavily stresses whole-number compu-
taUon from grades 1-6, he said.

Statewide results of the MEAP test-

ing will be available Jan. 20, according
to Dave Rodwell, research and data di-
rector. A separate comparison report
between Plymouth-Canton and the
state will be released at that time,
Rodwell said.

This was not always the case. The ghosts which popped up in
movies of the 19303 and '40; were more likely to be mischievious
than malicious. They spooked about in such films as The Ghost
and Mrs. Muir," the Topper series, "The Ghost Goes West" and
'Blithe Spirit."

"Kiss Me Goodbye" belongs, in spirit, to these earlier films,
though it doesn't match them in wit or sparkle. It'B a pleasant
romantic comedy about an engaged couple pestered by an atten-
tion-loving ghost.

Sally Field as Kay, a young widow of three years, is half the
engaged couple, and Jeff Bridges as Rupert, an Egyptologist, is the
other half. The ghost is Kay's late husband, Jolly (James Caan), a
Broadway dancer-choreographer who tap danced his way to obli-
vion.

HE MATERIALIZES when Kay is about to remarry. She moves
back into the Manhattan townhouse she and Jolly had occupied and
begins redecorating it with the intenUon of now living there with
Rupert.

A dancing ghost does not fit into her interior design scheme and
definitely dbes not fit into her domestic plans. Jolly doesn't see
things that way. Accustomed to the limelight while alive, he is not
content to be a quiet, retiring spirit around the house. He's a ghost
with an ego who still wants to be the focus of Kay's interest.

This leads to a number of scenes built on the classic situation of
ghost-movie comedy: The ghost is visible to only one person (Kay,
in this movie), who keeps yakking away in conversation with it
while everyone else within hearing thinks that person has gone
bonkers.

Embarrassing as that may be in public, it'a wone in private
when Kay and Rupert try to make love while Jolly mits on the edge
of the bed offering disturbing observations.

Jolly might have been a jolly entertainer, but he 18 not an enter-
taining ghost. He is conceited to the point of being an irritant, and
Kay is too naive and hysterical to be endearing. This makes it a
matter of indifference to us whether she cling, to an old love and
lives with a ghost or builds a new life with her fiance.

JEFF BRIDGES and Claire Trevor, as his future mother-in-law
Charlotte, are the two characters responsible for giving this movie
some tang and perkiness.

Charlotte loudly, rudely and often, extols the meriw of Kay'•
late husband, whom she praises for his talent and personality. In
contrast, she ha nothing to say about Rupert eICept that he dip
up dead bodies.

Rupert, however, loves Kay and in't going to let a mother-In-
law or a ghost push him out of her life, 111: exchanges with Char-
lotte are the movie's best moments. Bridges bring, an enthuslamn
and spunklness to his role that, along with Trevor's inobblah lar-
casm, rescues 'Kis, Me Goodbye- from a trough of mentlmentality

Dorothy Fielding as Kay'; best friend also hu a poiltive effect
on the film, which generally labors for laughs. The worst instance
of this is the finale in which the director, Robert Mulligan, trim to
organize a sequence of disasters into & apectacular ending. The
individual elements are brought together clumsily and predictably
for a lame, if happy, conclusion.
