While the Wayne County Sheriff tries
to quell patrol controversies in Hines
Park, one police official isn't satisfied
with the plans.

Plymouth Police Chief Carl Berry
sald the sheriff's patrol will come too
late.

"My concern is that they're going to
be down there after the problems
start," Berry said.

Some 19 deputies will patrol Hines
Park, from May 16 until Oct. 20, thanks
to the new county charter (sec. 4.223),
Sheriff Loren Pittman said.

Last year local police were forced to
patrol the 17-mile park which runs
through seven western Wayne County
communities.

Angered local officials went to the
county Board of Commissioners re-
questing the sheriff's department pro-
vide the patrol.

Citing a lack of funds and equipment,
former Sheriff William Lucas refused

to send his men into the park.
Pittman has a *316,000 budget for

park patrol this year.
"We're now in the process of gearing

up to go into the park," Pittman said.
However, Pittman's plan isn't

enough for Berry.
"We're trying to figure out what's

going to happen in the time before May
16," he said.

"As soon as warm weather hits, the

problems start and that's when we
wan to put a stop to them.

"The problems are illegal parking,
large gatherings of people drinking,
shooting dope, or doing whatever
comes to their minds that is illegal," he
said.

Last summer Berry closed the Plym-
oath secoon of the park for one eve-

ning. The closing was prompted by 

large gatherings around the Haggertfield area.

"I don't want to reacl to the prot
lems. I want lo solve them before th*y
start.

"We know what the solutions to the

problems are. We will offer any amlist-
ance we can to the sheriff's depart-
ment," Berry said. He wouldn't com-
ment on the solutions.

Pittman is pleased with Berry'* of-
fer, but said his "budget says start May
16. Obviously I can't do much other
than that.

"However, there are a couple outside
chances of getting into the park before
then," he said.

"If I sense problems starting in the
park, I would not hesitate to ask the
county executive to go in early."

The second option centers on using

secondary road patrol officers in the
park.

"Under state law, the secondary
roads program allows those officers to
go into the park for traffic enforce-
ment. If problems start early, I can
send secondary roads people down
there."

After May 16, the secondary road of-
ficers will back-up officers assigned to
park patrol. The park deputies will be
former road patrol deputies now on
layoff, he said.

Pittman also hopes lo open the Hines
Park mini-station at Newburgh Road
and revive the mounted patrol.

"The mounted division was totally
funded by private contributions. We
will have to start from scratch again."

Pittman plans to collect a $10,000
Hudson-Weber Foundation grant set
aside for the mounted division two

years ago.

Bob Caloia was a continent

Caloia gave of himself all his life, in-
cluding giving to others in his death.

The 32-year-old former Plymouth
Township firefighter died Wednesday
in a Traverse City Hospital. He was a
victim of cancer.

Yet, even in death, Bob overeame the
cancer which claimed his stomach,

spleen and bone marrow.
"In the last hour of this guy's life I

saw hope, encouragement and power,"
said Connie Newell.

Newell and Caloia were working on a
movie exploring the devastating ef-
fects of cancer. The film features can-

did discussions Caloia had with some

Traverse City high-school students.
Caloia and his wife Beverly moved lo

Traverse City in December 1980. In
August of 1982, he was told he had can-
cer of the stomach.

He underwent surgery and was re-
leased from the hospital. After the sur-
gery, Caloia and Newell decided to
make the film.

"It is one guy's effort at sharing him-
self openly, allowing himself to be used
to teach these kids. Any question they
wanted to ask, he answered," Newell
said.

Talking with students was something
with which Bob was familiar. During

his eight years as a township fire-
fighter, he frequently paid visits to
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools

"He was well knoin in the schools

here. He put on CPR classes and fire
career talks," said Township Fire Chief
Larry Groth.

"He loved the kids and they wanted
him back - it's obvious by the letters
we received," Groth said

Caloia planned to film four sessions
with the Traverse City students. Each
of the sessions wa to deal with an as-

More than 10 tons of ice and more than 50 of

Michigan's finest chefs will be in Kellogg Park in
downtown Plymouth Feb. 12 for the Plymouth Ice
Sculpture Spectacular.

Student chefs from the culinary arts department
at Schoolcrafl College also will be participating
along with the professional chefs, many of them
members of Michigan Chef De' Cuisine Association.

Many of the area's top restaurants, including Bay
Poinle Colntry Club, Plymouth Hilton, Mayflower
Hotel and the Plymouth Landing will be sending
their best ice carvers.

The itudents are members of the culinary arts
department headed by Robert Brilaupt

The Johnny Mann Choral Singers are scheduled
to use the ice spectacular as a backdrop for a na-
tionally televised program to be aired later in 1983
Some 20 million people are expected to view th€
two-hour televison chora] special.

The original concept of the ice sculpture event
wu conceived by Scott Lorenz, general manager of
the Mayflorer Hotel which sponsors the annual Hot
Air Balloon Festival each July.

"The purpose is to send up a trial balloon, so to
speak, so that we can prepare for the big ice spec-
tacular to be held in January 1984," said Lorenz
who, with Plymouth City Manager Henry Graper, is
coordinatlng the event.

"Imagine 20 or 30 massive blocks of ice carved
into life-sized houses, animals. cars. and who knows
what elle - all lit by colored lights at night. It will
be an unbelievable sight '

LorenI also hopes it will become the major annu-
al event Michigan needs in the dead of winter to
promote tourism in the state.

"We want to see if the concept will work," says
Graper, "30 we are trying this out on a smaller
scale."

A trial run was held earlier this month in the
park to Nee how many blocks can be done by one
man In an eight-hour period. Usually ice carving ts
done Indoon and the temperature ideal for carving
should be between 37 and 42 degrees.

It it's 32 degrees or colder, the ice becomes very

brittle and great care must be exercised to insure
completion of the sculpture, Graper said.

Some 50 sculptures, made by individual entrants,
are planned. "We are going to use in excess of 350
ice blocks," said Lorenz.

Midwest Ice Company in Detroit already has be-
gun to prepare the blocks in its giant freezen

There will be two large sculptures using 50
blocks each.

One will be 20-by-25 feet and will be carved by a
specially designated team from Schooleraft under
the supervision of chef Jim Van Vuren. The piece
depicts two rising phoenix enacting a cherub.
More than 50 man-hours will be needed to complete
the phoenix sculpture.

Another of the large sculptures will be created
by George Greenwall of Midwest Ice who will
sculpt the characters of Disneyland. This piece will
require three days work and more than 65 ice
blocks.

Spectators can view the carving beginning at 8
a.m. Saturday, Feb. 12, at Kellogg Park. Colored
lights will illuminate the sculptures both Saturday
and Sunday nights.

Two competitions wil] be held, one for profes-
sional chefs and the other for 5tudent chefs

Students will be competing for a scholarship
sponsored by Chrysler Corporation, for a ice carv-
ing toiots and for a chainsaw donated by Saxton's
Garden Center.

The winner of the professional chef competition
will receive two roundtrip tickets to Orlando, Fla.
and two tickets to Epcot Center, courtesy of East-
ern Airlines.

Cash prizes will be.awarded for second and third
place

Found guilty on 2 counts what's inside

City hall sniper faces sentencing
More than a year after his sniper at-

tack on Plymouth City Hall, Billy W
Metcalf has been found guilty on two
charges

The 34-yeareld Plymouth resident
was found guilty Thursday of using a
firearm in the commission of a crime
and guilty, but mentally 111, of mali-
clous destruction of property over
$100

Metcalf was found innocent on the
charge of assault with the intent to
commit great bodily harm lesa than
murder.

Wayne County Circuit Court Judge
Patrick Duggan scheduled sentencing

for Feb 23. Metcalf currently is free
on bond.

Metcalf faces a mandatory two
years in prison on the firearm felony
and up to four yean on the destruction
of property conviction.

On Jan. 4, 1982, Metcalf fired five
shots toward the back of city hall. The
shots were fired from his home at 183
S. Union.

Three of the mhots lodged In a fire
department pick-up truck parked out-
side the building.

Two of the thots ripped through the
building'i exterlor wall. One lodged in
a desk and the other landed on the floor

of the police detective bureau
No one waa seriously injured in the

attack, which ended in a wrestling
match inside Metcalf's home. Plym-
outh officer Robert Henry sustained an
injury to his knee during the scuffle.

Once the firing started on Jan. 4, po-
Hee contacted Metcalf by phone and
tried to talk him into surrendering. The
back wing of city hall was evacuated
and the neighborhood wag blocked off.

Officers from Plymouth, Canton and
the Michigan State Police surrounded
Metcalf's home, but didn't return the
gunfire.

Plymouth Lt. Dan Carpenter agreed
to enter the home and talk with

Metcalf Once inside, he secured
Metcalf's gun and yelled for additional
help.

Officers rushed inside the home and
physically subdued Metcalf.

Metcalf plead insanity and went
through forensic examB before stand-
ing trial on the charges.

Some 24 pieces of evidence were en-
tered during the trial, which started
lut Monday

Judge Duggan delayed sentencing to
allow Metcalf time to prepare for jail,

 HE CITY of Plymouth is plan-ning a massive renovaUon of
its Department of Public
Works (DPW) facility.

The DPW facility dates back about
25 years and ts being used to store
more than 40 pieces of equipment.

"Many of the structures wed are not
only energy inefficient" said Mayor
Bud Martin, "but lack the necessary.
square footage, layout and safety
needs "

The city owns more than 40 pieces ot
equipment, including additional equip-
m€pt purchased last year, such as: A
small cemetery backhoe, an Army sur-
plus fifth wheel tractor, a new leaf at-
tachment called the "claw," a used aer·
lai truck, two new dump trucks, a new
snow blower attachment and a riew ro-
tary-type salt spreader.

The city can house the equipment
and service it, says Marton, but cannot
do so in an efficient and effecUve man-
ner.

"With the completion of a new DPW
garage and yard, we will find ourselves
ina poeition whereby we will beable to
meet the goal• and objectives which
hav€ been eltablished by tht: admints-
tration for that department."

Once the renovation is completed,
the city won't need all five acres at the
DPW yard and expeqts to have about
34aeres which wouibecome avail.
able for sale as industrial-property for
future private development.

Stained glass exhibition
blends old with new

Mary Czarnowski titled the three-week stained
glass exhibition sponsored by her employer, the Au-
tomobile Club of Michigan, as "Harmony in Glass"
- blending the old with the new.

She couldn't have picked a better title - for a
number of reasons.

It took a lot of harmony on both their parts to
sth·ge the exhibition that shows 23 items designed
and created by Czarnow:ki in the off-hours from
her AU job u a programmer in the systems de-
velopment department.

At the time of the suit, she was a
travel counselor. After an upgrading of skills on her
part, she has become a programmer.

It was also about this time that AAA initiated an
arla program involving employees. Each year, the
company staged a major art show; all employees
were invited to participate.

It was at one of these shown that Curnowski's
works caught the eye of AAA'§ advertising art and
display coordinator Dwight Smith.

Acting on the recommendation of
president C. Nblson Grote, the Board of
Trustee: changed the college's alcohol
policy. It oow permits the use of beer
and wine on campus, not exceeding 16
percent alcohol contept, for clitain
programs and special activities.

"We think there are times when the
beverages should be permitted, such as
in the culloary arts program where
they teach the use of wine with foods,"
Dr. Grote said.

Karl Sjogren, vice president of the
Student Senate, represented the stu-
dent: at a board meeting at whlch the
change of policy was requested. "Stu-
dents will be able to enjoy their right-
ful adult privileges while going to
ochool," he told a newspaper reporter.

THE DONATION, a check for
$25,000, went to the Schootcraft Col-
lep Foondatton from the estate of
Look Thayer Bryan of Northville.

Summer taxes could save S'craft $ 100,000
Schoolcraft College could save about

$100,000 this year if local communities
opt for asommer tax collection

The college board of trustees
Wednesday voted unanimously to noti-
fy city and township officials in the col-
lege district to collect part of the gen-
eral property tax in summer instead of
waiting until winter.

'The purpose of collecting a summer
ta is to avoid beavy borrowing loan-
ticipation of winter taI receipts," said
boar;d Chalrperion Harry G. Greenleaf
The college's fiscal year begins July 1,

but currently it get: little of its proper-
ty tai revenue until the Dec. 1 bills are
sent out by cities and townshipi.

BECAUSE OF the uncertainty sur-
rounding state aid payment:, the col-
lege borrowed *2.1 million last year,
said Adelard Raby, college comptrol-
ler.

If taxes are collected in the summer,
the college could avoid borrowing the
money and paying interest ona lbort-
term loan, Raby said. East year, the

college paid nearly $100,000 in interest
on the loan.

Schoolcraft receives roughly a third
of its revenue from property taxes, a
third from the state and the remainder
from student tuition and fees..

However, whether the college actu-
ally will save $100,000 depena on
whether six school districts which
comprise the college district decide to
collect a summer tax.

So far, Livonia is the only city which
has opted for a summer tax collection
this year.

Under the new syltem, a Livonia
taxpayer whoee home was anessed at
HO,000 would pay 177.60 in taxes to
the community college during the sum.
mer rather than the winter.

UNTIL RECENTLY, community
college and Khool district taxes were
payable in winter, along with city,
county and other property taxes. A re-
cent state law allows school districts to

request that taxes be collected in the
Emmer and winter.

Community colleges, howevet, don't

have the same option. They can only
r,quest a single Bummer tax collection
if aree public *chool districts vote to
collect tales in thesummer.

The college faces yet another stum-
bliag block. If the state delays pay-
ments put July, then the coUege may
*111 have to borrow money to meet its
..h flow requlrements, Raby said.

The Itate already has delayed two
0-thly payments - totaling $834,000
-tothe college.

In my last column I discussed the value of
heat therapy in the treatment of arthritis.
Today I wm discuss what forms of heat can be
used, advantages of heat over other treatments,
and finally, the limits of heat therapy.

The two forms of heal are "WET HEAT," AND
"dry heat". You are feeling the warmth of wet heat
when you use a hot water bottle. Dry heat is what
you get from a healing pad. For reasons unknown,
wet heat penetrates further Ihan dry and is
generally the preferred form.

The greatest asset of heal Is that it can be used
at the convenience of the usef and be applied
repeatedly with no danger. All other therapies
carry the risk of toxicity or the possibility of an
allergic reaction.

The limits to the use of heat are twofold. One, if
proper care isn't taken, burns from its application
can occur. Second, there are numerous instance
In which heal cannot be applied often enough or
penetrate into the joint deep enough to light
Inflammation. In such circumstances the use of

"Sophie's Choice" (R) calls to mind an observation by Sholem

Asch: "Not the power to remember, but... the power to forget, is
a necessary condition of our existence."

Meryl Streep, in a magnificent performance, is Sophie, The
Catholic survivor of a Nazi concentration camp, she is a Polish
immigrant in the United States (in 1947} engaged in a grand and
passionate affair with a dashing Jewish scientist, Nathan Landau
(Kevin Kline). '

Based on William Syron's novel, the movie brings the characters
to life with impressive strength The excellent acting is comple-
mented by costuming, lighting and photography used in ways that
dramatically heighten the impact of events and emotions.

The direction by Alan J Pakula succeeds in accomplishing a
difficult task - holding together an involved tale that unfolds in
layers of flashbacks and one that features characters with wildly
different temperaments.

STINGO (PETER MAC NICOL), narrator of the story, is an
aspiring, naive, young writer who comes to New York from the
South to pursue a literary career He moves into a roaming house
in Brooklyn where Sophie and Nathan are tenants.
