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Quiet school board campaign grinds to an end
One of the quieter school election

campaigns in recent years will come to
an end at 8 pm today.

At that time the polls will officially
close and shortly after it will be known
which three trustees will be elected to

the Plymouth-Canton Board of Educa-
tion.

A seeming lack of interest among
voters suggests a small turnout at the
polls today. School officials also

project a low voter turnout, based on
the number of applications for absen-
tee ballots which is running far behind
other years.

Because of the election, the school

board has postponed tonight's regularly
scheduled meeting until tomorrow at
7:30 p.m

The main business to be discussed

Tuesday night is expected to be recom-
mendations to eliminate some tempo-

ran, (safety) busing routes to cut trans-

portation costs for the coming school
year.

In today's election, two trustees will
be elected for four-year terms and one
for a two-year term.

THE CANDIDATES for the four-

year terms are Thomas Yack of Can-
ton, Roland Thomas Jr. of Plymouth,
Roberta Woolard of Canlon, and Harry
Stearnes of Plymouth.

Running for the two-year term are
Karen Murphy of Plymouth, David Art-
ley of Carton and Nancy Quinn of
Plymouth.

Yack, Artley and Thomas have been
endorsed by both newspapers in the
school district, while Quinn has been
endorsed by the Plymouth-Canton Edu-
cation Association (PCEA).

Trustee Sylvia Stetz of Plymouth had
been up for re-election this year but de-
cided against seeking another term.
The remaining members of the board
not up for election include Flossie Too-
da of Canton, Elaine Kirchgatter of

Canton, Glenn Schroeder of Plymouth,
and E.J. McClendon of Plymouth.

Yack is the senior member of the

board with nine years on the board, in-
cluding four as president. He is a for-
nner administrator and teacher for

Wayne-Westland Community Schools.
Thomas was appointed to the board

last summer to fill the vacancy left by
the resignation of William Decker.
Thomas is a financial analyst for Ford
Motor Co.

Artley, president of the Plymouth-
Canton Band Boosters, is plant mana-
ger for Dy-Dee Service and is active in
PTSO.

QUINNIS IS a homemaker and for-
mer teacher who is active with the

Plymouth AAUW, Plymouth Communi-
ty Arts Council, and Plymouth-Canton

M'O Council. She holds degrees from
EMU and MSU.

Starnes, a 15-year resident of Plym-
outh, Is an assistant public informaUon

specialist with Wayne County Board of
Commissioners who ran as a RepubU-
can candidate in the August primary
last year for Wayne County Executive.
He has experience as a newspaper edi-
tor and publisher, and in advertising
and public relations.

Murphy is a 1980 graduate of Plym-
outh Canton High School who attended
schools in Plymouth-Canton Communi-
ty Schools from first through 12th
grades.

Woolard, who has a professional
background In social work, haB been
active in the Neighborhood Watch pro-
gram, with Christian Moms of the
Methodist Church, and u a gymnatic
teacher with Wayne-WesUand YMC,
plus serving on the PLUS Advisory
Council of Plymouth-Canton Communi-
ty Schools.

The polls close at 8 p.m. Anyone
standing in line at that time will be at-
lowed to vote.

Plymouth Township officials, cup
rently looking at police service alterna-
tives, received a proposal for service,
from the Wayne County sheriff's office
lut week.

The sheriff's propoeal, several op-
tions for A cootract and a shopping list
outlining various services and prices,
was received by Town:hip Supervi,or
Maurice Breen.

"The township admini,tration is cur-
renlly reviewing the propoial," Breen
said.

Wayne County Sheriff Robert Ficano
said the proposal 18 "in the discussion
stages" and would require "a joint ef-
fort of the county executive's office,
the sheriff '8 department and, of course,
Plymouth Township."

Plymouth Township currently is in-
volved in a police Bervice contract with
the city of Plymouth. However the rls-
ing costs of that contract have forced
township official; to look into alternate
methods of providing police service.
That contract will cost $476,000 for
1983-84

THE SHERIFF'S proposal included
six nparate option*, five of which out-
lined a Ipecific package of services for
a fixed price. The sixth option was a
price lit for -rvices from which the
town,hip could pick and chooae.

The package plans ranged in price
from *700,000 a year to 0302,000 a
year, according to Breen

The $700,000 package provides for
constant supervision with a patrol of
two one-man cars during the day shift,
and three one-man cars on afteri,oons

and midnights.

The $302,000 package provides for
minimal supervision with a patrol of
one one-man car for all three shifts.

Included in some of the packages are
detective services, u well as other po-
lice support lervices, according to Fi-
cano.

Breen, who said the proposal would
be presented to the township board, be-
lieves he ihouldn't have to contract for

some of the sheriffs services.

"I'm already suppoie to have access
to all that becaule I pay county taxes,"
he said.

FICANO SAID the proposals call for
Ervices beyond what is being offered

through the secondary road patroJ cur-
renUy operating in the town,hlp.

"Our concern 11 law enforcement

and we are golng to continue reodering
thoie services to that end. Anything

that Plymouth Township might con-
tract for will go beyond tboN basic Der-
vices," be said.

"It would be a separite contract for
specific patrol, and thing: along that
line."

A factor which may play apin:t a
contract with the shelffs department
is the fact that the sheriff'i patrol wu
forced to pull out of the township sev-
eral years ago, leaving it without po- '
lice protection.

"It will be the commitment of my
administration to fulfill our contracts,"
Ficano uld

"I am going to do everything within
my power to live up to our commit-
ments," be said.

Other options for the townihip in-
clude continuing the contract with the
city while looking for way: to reduce
coots, or itarting a township police de-
partment.

The township board 12 faced with an
informal deadline of Oct. 1 to have any
alternate service in place.

Schoolcraft College's athletic pro-
gram began in 1964 before the physical
education building was even on the
drawing boards. The first sports in
which students participated were cross
country running, basketball and swim-
ming.

Dr. Marvin Gans, assistant dean of
arts and sciences, has been director of
athletics since the college opened. Gans
holds degrees from Hunter College and
the University of Michigan, and 4 doe-
torate from the University of Utah. He
has been president of the Michigan As-
sociation for Health, Physical Educa-
tion and Recreation, and has served as

consultant on facility planning to a
number of school boards, college
boards and architects.

Between 1964 and 1970, the year the

physical education building was com-
pleted, Schooleraft basketball teams
played home games at five different
high school gymnasiums. For budget-
ary reasons, the players had to make
use of new or second-hand University
of Michigan uniforms from which they
plucked the U-M letters.
