The marathoner and Plymouth red·
dent had dropped out of a flve-mile
road race and was headed back to the
starUng line nhortly alter 9 8.m. when
she was kidnapped and held for two
hours. Four similar incidents havebeen
reported :ince mid-April

To avoid danger, the sheriff'a depart-
ment recommend• that you:

• Run with another person or with a

group;
• Run close to the road or on

bikepaths in sight of traffic - not in
secluded arew. U you quit a race, don't
turn back. Follow runners along the
race route;
• Step out of the way of a suspi-

cto-looking per,on who'* approaching
you. Cross the street or walk tn the
middle of the road. U danger persists,
yell;

• Consider carrying a Mmall canis-
ter of Mace-like repellent sold at many
drug:tores (law enforcement agencies,
however, aren't in agreement about

their effectiveness>;
• U you're attacked, don't let your

assallant know you're afraid;
• Report incidents immediately to a

law enforcement agency. While the sus-
pect's trail 18 hot and the memories of
patroling officers and victims are
fresh, the chances of catching the gus-
pect are greatly enhanced - M 15 the
likelihood of someone else being at.
tacked. You may be able to provide the
key clue. Also, a molester may not
have traveled too far following tbe in-
eldent;

But inside of de first unit is what ts officially
known as the American Indian Heritage Center for
students with some trace of Indian ancestry. They
gather each day during study hour of the regular
school day to learn more of the traditions of their
forefathers.

They ale taught.such thingl as bead work. pot-
tery painting, arts and crafts, and other activiUes
whlch their grandparents and great-grandparents
engaged in when the Indian tribes roamed the
Plymouth-Canton area.

"We have about 125 students here," said Rick
Smith, center director, "and each day we have 30 or
40, with at least 125 students each week.

"Our enrollment is down a bit in the past two
years because the government has altered some of
it5 rules, but the interest 18 just u keen."
