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Court denies ban against 8-hour polic

A Wayne County Circuit Court judge
denled a restraining order against the
city of Plymouth Thursday that would
have prohibited scheduling police offi-
cers to work eight-hour days.

The Plymouth Police Officers Asso-
ciation sought the restraining order on
the basis that the city hadn't bargained
to an lmpasse on the issue. The union
recently filed an unfair labor practice
charge with the Michigan Employment
Relations Commission (MERC) coo-
cerning the issue.

The officers will continue working

“The judge ruled in our favor, and
the city never even had to present any
of its proofs” City Manager Heary
Graper said.
