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The Mayflower Hotel beoelitted
from industrial expansion in Plymouth
Tolvaship after World War II.

Burroughs had built its plant here in
1938 and enlarged the operaUoo after
the war. Then came Evans Products
Co., Whitman and Barnes and Barnes-
Gibeon-Raymond. The employees and
vilitors of all of these firms provided
plenty of business for the hotel and its
restaurants.

Meantime, Ralph I,orens had ac-
quired his first stock in the Mayflower.
