Better schools will cost

people time and money -

TWO MONTHS ago I wrote a column on "A Na-
tion at Risk."

That was the report written on the nation's edu-
cational system by an 18-member panel commis-
sioned by the federal government. Among other
things, it said schools in the United States were
threatened by a "rising tide of mediocrity."

The report declared that scores on standardized
tests given high school students have dropped con-
sistently over a 20-year period. It noted that the
average school year in this country is 180 days vs.
250 in Japan. It said most school children in the
United States attend classes for six hours a day vs.
eight hours in most of the world.

In that column, I complained that the report
would gather dust in the offices 91 most suburban
school districts. From the stories published in our
newspapers, it appeared that local districts were
doing Uttle to respond to the scathing indletment.

I'M HAPPY to say that since then I have noticed
some improvements. Good examples:
• The Wayne-Westland School District studied

the report and issued its recommendations. Wayne·
Westjand will continue making curriculumchanges
and is now writing five- and 10-year plans for the
district.

. • Schooleraft College will increase the number
of students in its Learning Assistance Center by 30
percent during the next academic year. This center
teaches incoming college students basic academic
skills needed to succeed in college.
• Southfield's Dr. Yvonne Walker was among

the first in this country to earn a master teacher
certificate, a classification recommended in"A Na-
tien at Risk" for teachers of special merit. She
received it this summer from Wayne State Univer-
sity

• Bloomfield Hills started a commission to
evaluate "A Nation at Risk." It appointed a former
principal to spend 20 hours per week coordinating
the work of the commission.

WHILE ITS ENCOURAGING to see some activ-
ity on "A Nation at Risk," I still suspect it will have
little effect in most school districts.

Our schools will not improve until education be-
comes important to everyone. It will take a com-
mitment of time and money to turn our schools
around.

As Gerald Boston, Southfield school board prest-
dent, says, "The different elements that make up
the educational community - all citizenry - must
agree that education is a priority. That hasn't hap-
pened since 1958 whqn Sputolk was launched."

Schools must be in Nession longer than 180 days.
Children must attend Classes for more than six
hours a day. Science, mathematics and foreign lan.
guage studies must be emphasized. That will mean
more tax money for schools.

The state must raise academic requirements. Al-
though the state mandates many programs from
hot Idnches to special education classes, the only
graduation requirement is a half-year classroom
instruction in U.S. government.

Local businesses must send employees into the
schools to teach science or calculus and tell stu·
dents how their sta*es wlll translate into jobs.

All parents, not lust those with axes to grind,
must become involved in their local schools. They
should demand that the flaws outlined in "A Nation
at Risk" be solved,

Like motherhood and the flag, it's easy to favor
better education. It's different when we are re-
quired to commit time and money.

But we'd better start now before it's too late.

GIVING MERIT pay to exemplary teachers is

like putting new tires on a car that has a faulty
transmission and windows that won't roll up.

Yet the idea is being pushed as a panacea to the
nation's educational ills. Let's not kid ourselves;
merit pay does not begin to address the failures of
public education. At best, it touches upon rewarding
teachers for going the extra mile.'

Everyone agrees that children are a precioua re.
source and, in an ideal world, deserve the best
teachers that money can buy. But despite the fact
that college graduates are turning their backs on
teaching in order to pursue more financially
retvar(ling jobs in the business world, there are a
couple of factors that serve to hold down teacher
.alaries.

One is that in an age of declining Behool enroll· #
ment*, demand for teachers ts far outweigh by
the supply.

It's predictable that unions would expect to
have a say in lengthening the school calendar. And
it's the role of the union that conflicts with the idea
of merit pay. Union structure rules the professional
lives of teachers. Union# tend to lump all employees
- good, bad or indifferent - into a single category,
namely sentority, and demand that ati be paid ac
cordingly.

School districts have the option of evaluating
teachers during their non-tenured yeats, but once a
teacher receives tenure, there ts little a district ean
do to either reward or remove a unionlzed teacher.

LABOR CONTRACTS aside, merit pay has an •
iffy future. It i• an ismue which raises more ques·
tion*than providd solutions.

Janet Zielasko, coordinator of the
hospital-based program, said Lifeline
i, an electronte device attached to a

subscriber' s telephone that provides a
communication link to the St. Joseph
Mercy Hoepita] emergency room.

A hand-held portable device alm is
available.

"In an emergency," Zlebko said, "a
subscriber can push the Lifellne button
to Bend an electronic memage to the

i emergency room. Trained personnel
i then pull an information card field on

each subscriber, listing the person'B
name, addres, telephone number,
medical condition and the names of

responden (nearby friends, Belghbors,
family) to be contacted."

WHEN A signal for help has been
received, hospital penonnel first at-
tempt to contact the subecriber by tele-
phone. If there ts no answer, the desig-
Dated respooden are then lent to the
home of the subscriber.

On arrival, respooders reset the Life-
line unit gignalltng the emergency
room that Bomeone in there. An emer-

gency room staff member then will
call to find out what kind of help, Lf
any, is needed.

Zielanko said the Lifeline unit also is

equipped with an automaUc timer
which alerts the hospital if the sub-
scriber has not used the phone or reset
the timer in a 24-hour period.

"That feature Is extremely import-
ant if something happen, and the sub·
scriber la phyalcally unable to pren the
button for help."

The reassurance that emergency as-
sistance is avallable has had some very
specific benefit8, adds Zielasko. "A
three-year study in Boston showed that
users spent fewer days in the hospital,
were more relaxed and slept better and
were able to live at home by them-
selves instead of in a numing home."

LIFELINE IS available at a month

ly charge, or will be provided free by
the health center to those who cannot
afford it. There is no age limit, but can-

The Meadow Brook Music Festival is
now drawing to an end - with this
week left. The artistic director of the
festival for the last few seasons, Nev-
ille Marriner, came here to conduct the
final two weeks of this season.

While his contract should have lasted
one more season, he had asked to be
relieved of his duties here at the end of
this ooe. Marriner, of· course, has a
very wide internationklreputation. His
name is mostly associated with the
Academy of the St. Martin-in.the-
Fields, a prominent chamber ensemble
that he founded.

ms skill in conducting a large major
orchestra, however, is not universally
acknowledged. His performance on this
latest program was an improvement
over his performance last season,
which was considered by many to be
disappointing.

However, some flaws in this per-
formance still tend to give some
credence to his critics.

THE PROGRAM consisted of the
'Divertissement' by Ibert, a suite from
'Der Rosenkavaller» by Richard

While the massive-
ness was there, at least in terms of de-
eibels, the refinement was missing.

THIS WAS the case in the waltz fol-
loving the introduction. But even in the
more massive Bections, the tonal spec-
trum that came through was narrow
and deficient.

The Tchalkovaky concerto is, of
courle, a popular *war-home,» and it is
a major challange to make it not sound
like one. In this respect, planist Andra,
Schill was at least musically Bucce-
fill.

ertoire, and Schiff was having some
difficulties in this area.

SOME of the compounded arpeglos
and double octaves in the first move-
ment contalned wrong notes, and in the
coda of the third movement there were
a couple of very rough landings.

A town can get to be a capital in a Berendipitous way.

TradiUon has it that George Cary, representing a
wholesale grocer, called upon a St. Johnsbury retailer to
setue an account back in 1898. The local man had no
cash, 30 he paid with 1,500 pounds of maple gugar he had.

"Carys bass didn't think that 1,88 30 great, so he had to
unload it," says Terry Hoffer, execuuve director of the
St. Johnsbury Maple Festival Fortunately, be ran into a
tobacco company salesman and learned that tobacco waa
packed for shipment with imported cane sugar.

Broder adding, "she wanted to Bee ev-
erything...In the tapes, my mother
said'you must write about the Revolu-
tion.' She wa, passionately against the
Bolshevik•.*

Margolls'; mother, however, remem-
bered thole same times with warmth
and affection.

THE DIFFERENT points of view
about the Revolution and the turmoil
show up in the sisters in the book. Ek,-
terina and her father looked rather fa-
vorably 00 the Germans, Sophie had
eyes for a Polish officer and Kala was
involved in the politics of the Revolu-
tion.

.As be commented on the complicat-
ed politics of the time, Broder said,
*The Jews really wanted the Germans
coming in. They were less ant!-Semitic
than the Russian government which
was Inciting the peasants against the
Jews. So they were looking forward to
the Germans. And then there was the
similarity of language (Yiddish and
German)."

Feellogs in the book were as mixed
as they were in real life. Kala deciderd
her place was with the refugees and the
Rumian peasants, the rest hld and walt-
ed for the Germans to arrive.

But, it was this very independence of
spirit the freedom and and conviction
which these young women had that was
one of the mouvations for writing the
book.

THE FOUR daughters each have a
strong identity, but the overriding
strength that nourishes it comes from
Malkeh, thelr mother. She, who owns
and operates the village bakery. wields
the power not only in her family but
among all the villagers as well, Jew
and gentile.

=My grandmother," aaid Mrs.
Broder, 'was a lot nicer, but every bit
83 strong ...I always thought she
could have been prime minister. My
grandfather, I took as a model for Nal-
tall.

IN THE BOOK, Naftall 1, almost at-
ways overthadowed by his wile, but in
ooe Iequence, when be goe, alooe to
Moieow to bring Kala home, he grows
dramatically in color and stature.

Once back in the village, seated in
the bakiry, telling of hts adventures Ln
the blgcity, he reverts to his old self -
an ineffectual boaster whom nobody
really pays much attention to. But he
had his moment, and Kal, and her him-
band, MikhaU, learned to appreciate
him.

In addition to dispelling myths about
the dependent, subsurvieot role of
women lo the Old World, the Broders
wanted to do a book that detailed the
lives of people before they came to the
United States as oppoeed to the more
common formula of using the arrival
here u the take off point.

MRS. BRODER said, «Even with the
stories, we had only a vague notion of
who we were and where we came from.
One of the greatest rewards in wriUng
the book is that now we have the whole
picture:

Broder added, «This real family of
five sisters and two brothers grew up
right in the midst of history. America
has this great island status. We wanted
to show the conjunction of history and
the personal life and the choices they
had to make... Lyesk was our image
of what Luniyetz was, We placed it a
little differently, but it was a railroad
town and a border town just like Loni-
yetz was.

BOTH STRESSED THAT they did a
lot of research to establish geographi-
cal and political facts that were vague
in the tapes; but the tapes, both said,
were invaluable.

In the book, Kala is a watch repairer.
And on the tapes, someone remem-
bend a young woman from one of the
villages who was trained to repair
watches.

In the book, the family owns a bak- 
ery - Mrs. Broder Bald her grand-
parents really owned a small hotel.

THE BOOK, which flows well and
reads easily, drew its most treasured
praise from those most closely assock-
ated with the original events.
