The use of videotape could change
the way government meetings are con-
ducted, according to a Plymouth Town-
ship report finished last week.

The report — a year in the making

uses of videotape, including presenting
information to governmiental boards
and taping board meetings.

The uses of videotape are almost
limitless for local governmenis, ac-
cording to Joanna Steinman.

Steinrnan was hired to complete the
township’s research project lnto gov-
ernmental uses of videotape and cable
television, made possible by a $20,000
Housing and Urban, Development
(HUD) grant. Her final report will be
forwarded to Supervisor Maurice
Breen this week.

“The cablevision aspect of the
project has been & total failure,” Stein-
man said.

She cites two reasons for not recom-

mending cable’s use for live broadcasts -

of meetings.

Since meetings never end at a set
time, “you have to have a whole chan-
nel to yourself. That isn't avdilable
here. .

“Secondly, the cablevision compai

With no
milk ordinance, the village was running the risk of
an outbreak of typhoid fever (one did occur three
years later).

Harry Robinson, the new president of the village,
had just fired village manager Sidney Strong. Rob-

" inson said Strong hadn't responded fast enough
when a resident complained about the condition of
her sidewalk.

That was the setting, 56 years ago, when a young
woman arrived in town to begin her local teaching
career. Her name was Nancy Walton Holliday. She
is better known today as Nancy Tanger. She was to
play a prominent part in the Plymouth-Canton
school system for the next 34 years.

BORN NANCY WALTON in Oklahoma, raised on
a Virginia tobagco plantation, Nancy arrived in
Michigan with her family while still in her teens. A
graduate of Central Michigan University, she taught
in Lansing for a short time before coming to Plym-
outh as the bride of Tom Holliday {who died in

1931).
Ngncy’s first job here was at the old Central

School where she taught the 6th grade. The superin-
tendent of schools at the time was George A. Smith,
a strict authoritarian. Nancy remembers that Smith
would not permit his teachers to go to the movies or
to use nail polish. He also made it clear that he
expected teachers to remain in town over the week-
end.

Nancy married Roswell F. (Mike) Tanger in 1947.
Tanger, born on Bowery Street (later called Maple),
was Plymouth’s first parcel post delivery man in
1919 then he was 19 years of age. At that time the
post office was between Huston’s Hardware and the
bank on Penniman Avenue. Later it moved to the
same side of the street, west of the Penn Theatre.
Then, in 1939, it was moved across the street to its
present location. Mike Tanger was with the post
office 41 years (1918 to 1960).

Among her recollections, Nancy remembers that
the local PTA began about 1930 and that Claude
Buzzard was its first president. She also recalls that

ASKED TO COMPARE teaching conditions dur-
ing her early days with those of today, Nancy says
one thing that differed was class size.
She had 49 children in class during the first year
she taught here. In her easiest year, she had 40.
Today, classes run from 25 to 30, and she thinks that
is a step in the right direction.
In Nancy Tanger's early days of teaching there
were' no school buses. Everyone walked home for
lunch. There was good cooperation between the ad-
ministration, the teachers and the parents. Rapport
was especially good between teachers and parents,
There was no difficulty getting in touch with moth-
ers 1c‘im'ing the days when few women went out to
work.
But the old days had its problems, too. Ameng'
them, Nancy remembers overcrowded classrooms,
lack of supplies and equipment and the lack of re-
seurce people.

After Mrs. Tanger retired from the Plymouth-
Canton school system in 1961, Madonna College
named her coordinator of teacher education, a posi-

Nancy “{s she got the most satisfaction during her 34
years in public school education from teaching children
to achieve their utmost and to work together. She says
she always 'strove to find something good to say about
each child. She feels that a dialogue between teacher,
student, parent and principal is of vital importance.

In 1952, when she was principal, Bird School instituted
an Outdoor Education Camping Program. Teachers went
on campouts with the children. The sixth-grade camp pro-
gram wag cancelled by the schoel system in 1880 for fi-
nancial reasons. Nancy was sorry to see it go.

Nancy Tanger is a past president of the Women's Club
and is active in the Plymouth Historical Society, the Or-
der of Eastern Star and the Presbyterian Church. She is
an honorary member of Delta Kappa Gamma for out-
standing achievement in education. The Nangy E. Tanger

Sitting at home on a recent afternoon

suddenly there flashed on the TV
screen the introduction of the soap op-
era “As the World Turns.”

Having no interest in the afternoon
opera the message did bring about the
thought that the world really does turn
— and it is noticeable more and moreas
Labor Day nears.

One of the great turns is the change
that has come about when presidential
election nears. There was a time when
Cadillac Square in downtown Detroit
was the scene of the opening verbal sal-
vos of the candidates on Labor Day.

One of the first to take advantage of
the setting was Franklin Delano Roose-
velt and the crowd he attracted still
stood as the record until the old City
Hall was razed and in its place came

the horrible looking area that now ex-
ists.
In glowing oratory FDR stood before
the gathering in 1933 and sought the la-
J bor vote. It was a stirring address and

helped start him on the way to the
White House.

Because of that start, he never forgot
Detroit and returned later on speak at
the Naval Armory and started a tradi-
tion.

In his wake came Harry Truman to
open his campaign. Then came Adlai
Stevenson, John F. Kennedy and Lyn-
don B. Johnson.

IT WAS while sitting on the plat-
form at the City Hall Square that a
press photographer suapped the picture
showing that Stevenson had a large
hole in the sole of his shoe. That picture

became a major part of the campaign
publicity and was shown throughout the

country.

But with all the furor of entertaining
a candidate for the presidency, no one
captured the gathering as well as FDR
until Kennedy came along.

Well, The Stroller remembers the
day this boyish looking lad from the
aristocratic regions of New England
made his bow in the battle for the
White House.

There seemed to be a touch of the
drama in his every word. And the gath-
ering that covered all of Cadillac
Square took him to their hearts. In that
hour or two at the speakers stand in
front of that old granite City Hall, he
left a feeling that hie had the ability to
run the country and follow in the
footsteps of Dwight Eisenhower. -

'In fact, s0 great was the impression
he made that when he took over the

White House the spbt on which he
opened the successful campaign was
named Kennedy Square. It still is Ken-
nedy Square — and always will be a
reminder of that first big day.

So great was his charm that he had
to fight his way back to his suite at the
Book-Cadillac. It was a lasting mem-

ory.

Now the old city hall is gone. The
Book-Cadillac is struggling to keep its
doors open and the candidates for the
presdency no longer look upon Detroit
as the site to usher in their campaigns.

It is a sure sign that the world does
turn. But those of a8 who can recall the
day when Franklin D. Roosevelt made
his stirring speech to the gathering that
jammed Cadillac Square back to the
old .County. Building, easily can bring
back that scene again. gy W

“Country"” is a state of mind, a'feeling. not a place on’s map. Whether you call home
a high-rise condo or a colonial saltbox, country is experiencing the best of the past while
keeping up the present. Country is warm, friendly people; neighbor helping neighbor.

In the spirit of country the home economists at Ball Corporation have adapted
several down home pickled “receipts™ of yesteryear into simple up-fo-date recipes such
as Home-Style Dill Pickles, Biue Ribbon Pickled Peaches, and County Fair Pepper
and Onion Relish.

Pickling was once a way of preserving food for the long winter months ahead.
Today, pickling is done, not out of necessity, but for unmatched flavor, economy, and
personal satisfaction, Almost anything that grows ina garden or orchard can be pickled.
Besides cucumbers. there are peppers, beans, corn, squash. melons. peaches, pears,
and apples. to name a few.

The best pickles begin with the freshest vegetables or fruit, just picked {rom the
garden or tree, if possible. If fresh dill is available by all means use 1t, although dried dill
seed is an acceptable alternative. Use two tablespoons of dill seed for each head of fresh
dill. Be sure to purchase spices each pickling season, as spices tend to deteriorate and
lose their flavor during storage. Select a high grade white distilled or cider vinegar of
four to six percent acidity. You'll also need to buy canning salt. It acts as a preservative,
adds flavor. and crispness to the pickles. Do not use regular table salt; the additives in it
can cause discolored pickles and cloudy liquid. ’

Today's country kitchen pickles, while preserving the old-fashioned flavor of the
past, keep up-to-date with the present. Homemade pickles are now heat processed in 2
water-bath canner. This insures a good seal, while destroving the microorganisms that
cause spoilage. Even though it might be tempting to pack pickled foods in old-style
glass top jars with wire bails, standard-home canning jars with two-piece lids give the
safest. most reliable results. After processing the recommended times, allow the jars to
cool: test for a seal by pressing in the center of the lid. If the dome is down, the lid is
scaled. Remove bands and store pickles in a dark, cool; dry place. Pickled fruits and
vegetables taste.their best if the flavors are allowed to mellow for several weeks..
