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Question marks still loom in state school financing
Financing education in Michigan is

not M rosy as some reports show.
That assessment was given by Dr.

John M. Hoben, superintendent of
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools,
In a "state of the State" report given
this week to the school board.

"Much has been said and many facts
have been misrepresented to.ter= of
the current status of the state of Michi-
gan relative to its fiscal standing and
ita support of education," said Hoben.

"There is no question that the limited
income taI has been a shot in the arm
in helping to finance education for the-
fiscal 1983-84 ehool year. However,
one does not have to look fat into the
future to realize that this is tantamount
to a Band-Aid on a cancer."

THREE OMINOUS questions marks
face the I.£gislature in determlning fi-
nancing for education in flscal '84-85,
said Hoben.

The first concern 13 that the income

tax, by design, 18 in a phase-out mode
of operation and will produce consider-
ably less income for the next fixal
year, he said.

The second concern, said the superb-
tendent, is the effect of the Headlee
Amendment which is estimated to pro·
duce a deficit of about $129 million
during fiscal '83-84.

Hoben Bald there is talk in Lansing of
using more "Oriental-type bookkeep
ing" by having the state send a check to

local districts for its rettrement contri-
button with instructions for the dis-
tricts to endorse the check and return it
to Lansing as "asa means of obviating
their raponsibility with respect to
Headlee."

The third concern, said Hoben, ia the
Legislature's commitment to the eco-
nomic stabilization fund.

When all three concerns are com-
blned, he laid, there 18 an estimated
shortfall for fispal '84-85 of about *500

to,600 million statewide.
"The tenuous status of the Executive

Order that took away and gave back -
and takes away and gives back -
(which in our district amounts to
0855,000) must be considered a con-
tingent liability."

Hoben added that it ts very realistic
to expect an Executive Order cutback
will be imposed upon public education
during the next fiscal year.

"As in the past, shortfalls of this na-

tu]re have not been balanced between
welfare, state highway, or other *le.
ments of the state budget, but direct
application of Executive Orders has
impacted upon higher edueatioe. mu-
nicipalitles and, more importantly,
upon local school districts."

Bned on that forecast, Hot,en
stressed, the administration has been

The start of October could bring
good news to people interested in sav-
ing money.

Oct. 1 15 the date interest rate wit-
ings and minimum deposit rdquire-
ments are eliminated for time depos118
of more than 31 days maturity at banks
and savings and loan associations.

After Oct. 1, those inatitutions can
set their own deposit requirements and
interest rates for short.term time depo.
ilts. The change is expected to bring a
wealth of new lower-minimum, higher.
intereat accounts into the banking in-
dustry. ,

"The lower balance requirements
will help the small saver to acquire
higher yields of return on hia money,"
uld Ken Currie, president of First of
America - Plymouth.

Until now, the higher yielding ac-
count• requtred large deposits that
were tied up for longer periods of time,
The effect was that small savers, need·
ing qukker access to their funds,
coutdn't obtain the higher tnterest
rates.
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"The change will allow banks to of·
fer short-term deposits at market rates
right around the Treasury bill rate -
between 9 and 9.5 percent," Currie
said.

He expecti to see banks coming out
with 90-day time deposits offering
market rates on a minimum deposit of
$500.

The deregulationof time deposits of
more than 31 days should Nencourage
greater uvings on the part of the con-
sumer," he said.

While the interest ceilings have been
eliminated, penalties for earlier with-
drawl still are intact. For Ume deposits
of 32 days to one year maturity, early
withdrawals result in the loss of one
month'B interest. For depoeits of more
than one year maturity, the penalty is
three month's Interest,

Th; Depository Institution Deregula-
tion Committee (DIDCf recently an-
nounced the lifting of regulations as
part of Its efforts to totally deregolate
the banking industry by 1086.

Ill·fitting shoes lead to injuries rang-
Ing from bothersome bltsters to a wide
range of debilitating ailments.
• After purchasing new shoes,

break them in slowly, alternating be-
tween your new and old pair. If you
don't, you're asking for painful trouble.

• Drink six to eight ounces of water
before you begin running, and every
244 mile during the run. Dehydration
and a lack of sodium and potassium (el-
ements lost through sweattng,) can
cause muscle cramps and many heat-
related injuries.

By running, three to eight times your
body weight (varying with your stride
and speed) is placed upon your hips,
knees and feet, said Kaczander.

Concrete surfaces are toughest on
the body; wood chips the easiest.
Schooleraft Community College has a
wood chip path for runners' use. A dirt
path is your next best bet.

I If running on a road or street, its
banked surface probably means your
feet are striking the ground at different
levels. When you swltch direction and
head homeward, stay on the same side
of the street. You'll equalize the trau-
ma both extremities are experiencing.
• Increasing your mileage by more

than 10 percent a week is a tempting
invitation to injury.
• Stretching before and after run-

ning is a must no matter what your
age. You should zitretch the upper and
lower body. Bouncing while stretching
is a definite no, as this can cause severe

ligament, muscle or tendon damage,
Kaczander said.

To stretch properly, assume a post-
tion where the muscle 13 contracted,
and hold it there for a count of ten. Re-

lax and repeat the movement, he ad-
vises.

The
sooner you ice it, the better you'll be
able to speed healing, reduce gwelling
and innammation.

Compresdng the injury by wrapp-
ing it with a cloth bandage will reduce
swelling, as will elevating the extrem-
ity.

Donning a life jacket, jumping into
the deep end of a pool and simulating
runnlng three or four times a week
may sound like a Billy thing to do, but
it's a great way for a lame runner to
stage a comeback. Just ask Kaczander.

With soccer'booming in popularity
among the young, "we're seeing a lot of
soccer injuries to the lower extremity'
(and fewer hobbling Little I,eaguenk
shin splints in basketball players and
many aerobic injuries," said Kaczan·
der, who also treata diabetic patients.

"A lot of the injuries I mee can be
prevented. A great many of them fall
into the over-use category - people
doing too much, too fast."

Athletes can ward off injury by edu-
eating'them;,elves, adds Kaczander -
who to that end often gives talks, holds
clinics and makes available to patients
a plethora of reading material, includ-

. ing "The Foot Ownefs Manual."
RUNNERS GENERALLY ARE

welbeducated professionals "who want
to know," he adds.

To spread the word about the short-
age of sports podiatrists, Kaczander
speaks at school career days. He also
has volunteered for first aid duty at the
Detroit Free Press International
Marathon, and America's Marathon in
Chicago.

On October 9, Kaczander will assist
ailing runners at a medical station 22
miles through the Free Press
marathon's 26.2-mile course. Coinci

dentally, his wife Karen - a runner
temporarily sidelined by pregnancy -
is expecting the couple'B first child
right around the 9th of October.

WHILE KACZANDER has run for
seven or eight years and still enjoys en-
tering 10-kilometer races and half-
marathons when he can get away, he
emphasizes that "running ian't for ev-
eryone - from a medical and a non-
medical standpoint."

Children who run marathons before
maturing skeletally risk bone deformi-
ties because of the repetiUve pressure
placed on growth centers in the long
bones. Others, though physically able to
withstand the rigors of running, just
may not like it, he says.

But there's no excuse for not keeptng
physically fit *aid Kaczander.

"EVERYONE CAN FIND 20 min-
utes three or four times a weektoper-
form ®metpe of exerclne. Time
should never be a factor." . '

Tbe per#onable ° podiatrist admits
that even t),e *ell-educated, cautious
runner can be injured. Kaczander him-
sell is injured atpresent and unable to
run. It hagn't tempered his passion for
the footpaths, however.

"Running can be addlctive," he said.
"You don't have to belong to a health

club. The only thing you need is a good
pair of shoes. You can do it all year,
whenever and wherever you want. You
can run down your own street. It's a
sport easily accessible to everyone."

In the late 1964 when the state'# universitlel
were crowded, Rus,ell I:bister was ooe of sit re·
gional Ichool supe,intendent, who urged their
board, to coosider the formation of a community
college In north-t Wayne County.

The boards re,ponded favorably, citize,' coin-
mitt- were appointed to foeter the idea, amd the
result wu Schooteraft College, establbhed in 1961.

During the 19603, Iibloter and,ehool board mem-
ber Carl Schultela an engineer, conceived the idea
of an educational par¥ for Plymouth·Canton Com·
munity Schools. They suggested that the achoot sys·
tem buy a large tract of land, centrally located, to
house the ditrict': high school students and to pro·
vide facilities not ponible with a decentralized sys-
tem.

The proposal for the park referred to the .cquist-
Uon and development of an educational, cultural,
recreational, historical and scenic park near the
geographical and future population center of the
school district.

Russell 15bistefs dream of a unified government
for township and city is apparent in several of the
phrases used in the proposal. 'This facility," it de-
clared, "would be a strong unifying foree among
the people."

In considering the proposal, the statement read,
"citizens should attempt to visualize the Plymouth
communty of the future as it relates to emerging
larger communities in western Wayne and Wash-
tenaw counties. It is conceivable that the enlarged
Ann Arbor community will move rapidly outward
to a point where it may encroach upon the present
Plymouth community. Likewise, the push east by
Livonia, Westland and Wayne communities will
have a similar effect."

The proposal Bald that action now by those who
were interested in preserving the Plymouth com-
munity concept could bring to reality "an irreslsti-
ble power which will ward off any movements, ei-
ther from within or without, to splinter the
community. . . One large open space in the center
for all the people should be reserved before it is too
late. If one wished to be real bold he might suggest
that it be enlarged to include space to house
One City Government if, and when, it becomes a
reality." (The itatics are mine).

VOTERS APPROVED the proposal for what
turned out to be Plymouth Centennial Educattonal
Park (CEP).

During the 1966-67 school year, 305 acres were
purchased on Joy Road between Canton Center and
Beck roads. The master plan called for "two pairs
of two high schools" with complementary facilitles
including a school farm, a nature center, wildlife
habitat and large open spaces along with athletic
facilities.

Much of what was planned was carried through,
although, as thiB 13 written, only two high schools
have been bullt. The school farm (now discontinued)
was opened with the aid of a grant of money from
the Plymouth Rotary Club. It had full·time farm
manager and a variety of livestock. It was used to
aequaint school children of the district with farm
animals in thetr natural surroundings.

It is not difficult to see why Isbister and Schul-
teiss were attracted to the idea of centralization of
the high schools. Facilities can be made available
under that philosophy that would not be econimt·
cally feasible under a decentralized plan. One
wonders, however, how they would have applied
their visionary minds to the problems that accom-
panied centralization: the increased traffic, the in-
creased amount of busing, and the problem of con-
trolling large numbers of students congregated at
one location as opposed to two or more locations.
Since they both died prematurely, we will never
know.

"There is danger in every one - you
never know what will happen," said
Detective Sgt. Richard Magen

He Baid that family trouble calls are
one of the most dangerous things an of-
ficer faces.

The veUran officer talked about the
growing problem of family trouble re-
port: and domestic violence while put-
ting. together information for an up·
coming murder hearing scheduled for
today.

That hearing, if held, involves Marc
Davis, a Wayne County sheriff's depu-
ty, charged with the fatal shooting of
his siter-in·law, Kimberly Wilson of
Garden City, and the serious wounding
of her husband, Todd, and Davis' wife,
Diane.

Mn. Davis, also a sheriff's deputy,
was separated from her husband for
several weeks and wAs living with her
sister, Mrs. Wilson, at the time of the

shooting in the early morning hours of
Sunday, Sept. 18.

While Mager was talklng about famb

ly trouble from the police departments
viewpoint, his amall office in the de·
partment'• detective bureau was
cluttered with piece, of evidence to be
u»ed in the preliminary hearing,

One item was a purple woman'$ robe
worn by Mrs. Wilson when she was
shot.

MAGER SAID the Garden City de·
partments which coven a city with
36,600 persons, has about five family
trouble calls a week, and he said that
he is providing a consgrvative est!·
mate.

What happens when an officer is
called to a family trouble call?

"The officer is urged to use caution,"
Mage said.

"The couple are usually trate at any-
one involved.".

The officer tries to find out what the
problem is about and take what steps
he can, Mager added.
