0 ./I Lawsuit ready

Tewnship boards in Plymouth and
Canton will be asked Tuesday night to
concur in a decision to file a lawsuit to

recover money pumped into planning
the now defunct Supersewer project

Notices of claim - alerung the
named parties of the townships' inten-
tions - were gent last week to some 30
governmental agencies allegedly in-
volved in the decision to exclude »even

northwestern Wayne County communi-
ties from the project.

The remaining Supergewer commun-
ities are proceeding with a scaled-down
version of the project - expected to
solve sewer capacity problems for the
southwestern Wayne County and down-
river municipalities.

The two townships plan to seek some
$200 million in damages from the 30-
member group which includes Wayne
County, Detroit, the Detroit Water and
Sewer Department, the state of Michi-
gan, the Michigan Department of Natu-
ral Resources, the federal Enviromen-
tal Protection Agency and the
Southeastern Michigan Council of Gov-
ernments (SEMCOG).

"All these people have acted togeth-
er to the extent that these two town·
ships are oot in Supersewer," Bald Bri-
an 4rnes of the Plymouth Township
attorney's office.

"WE KNOW how it happened, and
we now want to find out why it hap-

Pe$2sought includes the
townshipi investment in Super,ewer
planning and the calculated damages
for "stunting the growth of the ttvo
townships" by denying them increased
sewer capacity, he Bald.

The two township boards will be
asked for authorization to nle the law· '
suit in either federal or county circuit
court

"There is absolute reason and justift-
cation for the lawsuit" said Canton
Township Supervisor James Poole.

"When I'm told in 1983 that Canton

was included in a project for 811 years
just for financial reasons, I begin to
wonder about the motives," Poole said.

The Supenewer ordeal wa, the "ulti-
mate fleecing of the taxpayers of Can-
ton Township," Poole said.

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Downtown taxes wntown

The first reading of a plan to use
property tax increment financing for
projects in the downtown Plymouth
area w. approved by fae city commiL
sion lut week.

Before going into effect the plan
faces a Nov. 21 public hearing and »ec-
ood reading.

The plan calls for using increaled
tax revenues, brought on by higher
valuattons (asiessments) in the down-
town development district to pay for
construction or Improvement projecti
within that district.

Action on the plan is being expedited

Federal funds are available to help
Plymouth-Canton residents winterize
their houses.

More than $100,000 is being made
available through the Wayne County
Energy Conservation Program, accord
ing to Paul Sineock, Plymouth grants
coordinator.

The program offers residents loan
reduction assistance for energy conser-
vation improvement loans from qualt-
fled institutions.

"Just about any home energy im-
provement qualifies as part of this pro-
gram," Sincock said.

Allowable projects range from win-
dow caulking lo furnance replacement
and repairs.

The targeted types of work are insu-
lation improvements. upgrading heat-
ing and cooling units, and installation
of solar and wind devices.

In most cases, the work must be clone

by a contractor participating in the
program.

Participants must have an energy
audit conducted on thetr home before

they qualify for assistance.

THE PROGRAM requires the home-
owner to acquire a loan from an au-
thorized bank for the total amount of

the energy improvement8. Once the
work is completed a check will be is-
sued for the determined amount.

Assistance levels will be determined

according to the income guidlines out-
lined in the program, Sincock said.

"For example, if a homeowner earns
less than $24,640, they can qualify for
up to $1,250 in grant monies," be said.

"Homeowners can earn as much as

$46,200 and still qualify for some mon-
les under this program."

"The money will be given out on a
first-come, first-served buis. They
want to have 40 percent of the funds

"I don't take sides. I just take pictures," Russell says when he
arrives in Nicaragua. By the Ume he leaves, he's doing both. He's
making the news and reporting it.

If Russell is moved, so is the movie audience. The movie is very
effective in conveying the horror of war for the civilian popula-
tion, whether in cities or villages. From one street to another, one
vegetable patch to another, there is chaos. No one knows who is in
control, who is firing shots, what places are safe, what roads are
drivable.

"UNDER FIRE" WAS filmed in Mexico and has a very authentic
look to it. It's fast-moving and superbly edited and photographed.
It captures the immediacy of the news photographer on the scene
of dramatic action.

Nolte ts the single most effective and dominating character in
the movie. Cassidy is an attractive and moderately credible sidek-
ick. Hackman, unfortunately, doesn't develop any depth to his role.
He seems less a real character and more a mere device for setting
up the movie'a climactic ending.

Ed Harris distinguishes himself as a mereenary who scareely
knows what side he's fighting for. At one time, in Chad, he actually
