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Police set targets
for drinking drivers ,

Teams of suburban police officers
and sheriffs deputies will be targeting
the roads favored by drinking drivers
in an effort to boost the arrest rate 25

percent.
"It's the first time I can recaU all of

the police agencies have gathered in a
common cause," said Charles Wilmoth,

Garden City Police Chief and director
of the 43-department project.

Beginning Friday, the teams in
marked cars, armed with PBT portable
breathalyzen, will patrol targeted
roads under terms of a $400,000 feder-
al grart

Altogether, 25 such teams Will be on
Wayne County roads from 6 p.m. to 3
a.m. Friday and Saturday and the
"happy hours" of 3-6 p.m. on weekdays.

Dr. Owen Garrlot an amateur radio
operator and astronaut aboard the
ninth space shuttle mission, is sull
scheduled to transmit to harns back on

Earth when the mission finally gets off
the ground. That's been tentatively
scheduled for November 28.

NASA officials are trying to correct
a problem that was discovered in the
carbon insulation of the exhaust farr-

ings of the solid rocket boosters.
It will be the first time amateurs on

earth will be able to talk to an orbiting
astronaut. Earth-bound listeners don't

need an amateur radio license to

eavesdrop though.
"It's not just for amateurs," said

Bernie Glassmeyer, amateur satellite
program director for the American Ra-
dio Relay League (ARRL).

Anyone with the proper receiving
equipment will be able to listen in.

"We encourage that," he said.
All you need to listen in will bea po-

liee-scanner-type radio that is capable
of receiving the two-meter amateur ra-
dio band (144.00 mhz-148.00 mhz). The
main frequencies that will be used to
transmit to Earth are 145.510 mhz-

145.770 mhz with the back-up frequen-
cies being 145.53 mhz and 145.57 mhz.

The ARRL has established a special
telephone line (1-203-666-0688) you can
call to obtain up-to-the-minute infor-
mation on launch dates and frequency
changes.

The main purpose of this shuttle mis-
sion is to take the European Space
Agency's Spacelab into orbit.

Thinking big in Stuart Solin's world
is a small matter - real gmall, like in
angstrom-size measurements.

The Michigan State University phys-
ics professor is the proud father of the
newest scientific baby on campus - a
$500,000 electron microscope which is
safely cradled away in the basement of
the university's physic's building.

Acquisition of the microscope has
put MSU in league with only five other
universities around the nation. And

with Solin's innovations, the MSU mod-
el has been transformed into a one-of-

a-kind instrument for the time being.

"I don't know if this is the most im-

portant thing that has happened to me,
but it eertainly has the potential of
being one of the more important
things," said the 41-year-old director of
the MSU AnalyUcal Electron Microsco-
py Laboratory.

Obtlining the precision microscope
was Solin's objective since the first day
he stepped on the East Lansing campus
back in 1979.

And since its installation earlier this

year, the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology graduate has found himself
the center of media interviews and a

flow of business inquiries.

SINCE THE electron scope was in-
stalled, the university has found itself
aiding such companies as Ford Motor
Company, General Motors, Dow Chem-
ical and Monsanto in their research ef-
torts.

Bedecked in mocca8ins and a plaid
flannel shirt, Solln's casual attire belies
his physical and mental intensity, ac-
centuated by a machine-gun style dia-
logue.

"Most microscopes don't take advan-
tage of the capability to analyze," he
said.

And that is just where the MSU mi-
croscope is a big step ahead of previous
models.

Electron microscopes have been
around for approximately 30 years.
Unlike the much older and more famil-

lar optical microscope, which magni-
fles objects by the use of glass lenses
and light, an electron model replaces
light by shooting electrons at the speci-
men being examined. While some of
the electrons are stopped, others pass
through the object and create a picture
of the objects relative density.

The MSU scope goes a step further
and actually analyzes the kinds of ele-
ments and how the atoms of that ele-
ment fit together. Also unlike other
electron scopes, the MSU one records
diffracted electron beams which, in
turn, allows scientists to calculate the

atoms' structural arrangements.

THE ELECTRON microscope Is ca-
pable of examining an object a thou-
sand times smaller than a hair which,
when translated means measuring ant
stroms - one-hundred millionth of a
centimeter.

The MSU scope also has scanning
transmission capability. Electrons are
focused into a narrow beam that moves

rapidly back and forth over the object
being examined. The image is then
viewed on a televiBion screen over

which a person can view atoms just a
few angstroms across.

Solin, a person who admits to always
looking for "new intellectual," rewards
went to work and built in two new lea-

tures to the instrument which the man-
ufacturer will add to future models.

One adaptation will allow crystal
structures to be examined. The second
will compensate for a slight movement
of the specimen which previously hind-
ered an observer from distinguishing
one spot of the element from the next. -

THE NEXT TIME the engines quit
on the airliner you're aboard think of
this a large aircraft such as a 747 or
767 is capable of gliding up to 60 miles
providing it is flying at cruising alti-
tude (around 30,000 feet) and a speed of
500-600 miles per hour.

A modern aircraft such as the 767
has a glide ratio of 20:1. That means
that the craft is capable of gllding 20
feet forward for every foot of altitude
it loses. Contrary to what most people
think, it's the wing that produces lift
not the engine

That's not much consolation U a

problem develops during take off or
landing - the two most critical phases
of flight. During that time the airplane
has little altitude and the pilot doesn't
have much time to compensate for a
malfunction.

[F SOMEONE were to ask you what
the highest mountain was you would
probably say Mount Everest. Well,
that's not quite right. As measured
from the ocean floor Hawaii's Mauna
Kea volcano towers 33,476 feet above
the sea bed The total height of Mount
Everest ts 29,028 feet Mauna Kea was
formed millions of years ago when a
rift opened in the floor of the Pacific
spewing milliou of yards of lava into
the ocean. The mound continued to

· build in size until it finally broke the
surface of the water. Today, the vol-
cano stands 13,796 feet above sea level

Laser spots danger that human eye misses

Several people died and dozens were
injured some years back when a see
tion of a bridge carrying auto traffic
over a river collapsed, plunging pass-
ing car, into the stream.

Suffering the ravages of age, weath-
er and constant traffic, the bridge had
become structurally unsafe - but not
to the point where its flaws could be
detected by the human eye.

How can such flaws be spotted in
time to avert such accidents?

Two Oakland University engineering
professors, using more than $100,000 in
federal grants, are testing what they

believe to be a simple, direct means of
scanning bridges, overpasses and other
large structures for critical flaws in
stressed areas.

Joseph Der Hovanesian, a longtime
Farmington Hills resident and the
chairman of OU's Mechanical Engi-
neering Department, and colleague
Mike Hung of Rochester are doing re-
search on a process called optical
shearography

Combining the use of a laser beam
and a special shear camera developed
at OU, their device might be used to
determine defects in critical stress

areas before they pose a danger.
In lay terms, the professors use the

laser - which produces Intense, nar·

rowly-focused beams of light of only
one or two colors or frequencies - to
illuminate the object, and the camera
to take a double-exposure photograph.

Stripes, something like those seen in
the rainbow effect on an oil slick, arc
superimposed on the photograph.

SAID HOVANESIAN, "The camera
produces a photo of the object with
lines or fringe on it. If there are a lol
of stripes, ; call them interferenc€
fringes, that indicates the structure u
weak or flawed

"If there are very few fringes, or
none at all, that means the structure is
safe "

The professors' device will help in
the study of underwater structures

such as oil rip, which face special
problems because of water currents
and pressure and the action of surface
waves.

"The water pressure can be quite
significant because some of the rip go
down quite deep - more than a mile
under water," Hovanesian said. "But
what is worse is the motion of the wa-

ter.

"The surface waves are strong and
the underwater currents going in dif-
ferent directions at the same time can
be disastrous."

Often tubular with welded sections,
the underwater structures could be en-

dangered by flaws in the welded spots
The OU device will spot the weak spots,
Hovanesian said.

A version of the OU process is being
used to inspect rubber tires for flaws.
The tire is placed inside a chamber and
subjected to a vacuum. Photos are tak-
en with a special camera.

"If there is a ply separation or an
internal void in the tire," Hovanesian

said, "you would notice because of the
large numbers of interference fringe
on the photo."

HOVANESIAN STRESSED that

their work in optical shearography is
still in the laboratory stage.

"We're not studying the actual bridg-
es or underwater structures yet," he
said. "This Is still the background work

which would prepare for that. Field
testing may be a couple of years down
the road, and it's not part of our (feder-
al) grant."

The concept of optical shearography
"is not an idea you think of overnight,"
according to Hovanesian, a professor
at OU since 1970

"It evolves over the years," he said.
"We've been involved with lots of work

utilizing lasers. I've been doing work in
stress analysis with lasers practically
since lasers were invented. I owned one

of the first commercially available
lasers way back in 1962 "

Funding for the project comes from
National Science Foundation, which

has provided money for another year's
work.

"What we're doing with this new
work for the National Science Founda-

tion is to adapt this shearographic cam-
era so it can be used underwater," Ho.
vanestan said.

"We've done some experiments al-
ready. We've used real sea water. You
can buy sea water. People use It for
certain kinds of tropical fish."

Reaearch on the project was slowed
somewhat last summer when the 53-

year-old Hovaneslan Buffered a heart
attack "Fortunately, we were just at
the beginning of it," said Hovanesian,
who ts recovered and back •t work in
his OU laboratory now

The front pageof the Plymo,th Mail
on May 21, 1916, reported buslness was
booming at the Alter Motor Car Com-
pany on Farmer Street

The company, which opened in
Plymouth in 1914, was more than 600
cars behind in it, orders. The plant pro-
duced 33 cars the previous week, and
an output of 44 was hoped for Ln the
following week. The Mal] said the Alter
had been a success in every way. What
the editor couldn't have known was

that the car company would go out of
business early in 1917,

contained national advertisements for

a variety of nostrums. Included were

'The Right Stuff
packs too much
into 3 hours

Don Greenberg, guest critic for this week's movie review,
is a him instructor at the Orchard Ridge Campus of Oakland
Community College in Farmington Hills.

Although many are raving about "The Right Stuff,» it is difficult
to understand why. The film does have a lot of stuff, good, bad and
mediocre. But too much stuff is crammed into this three-hour saga
of the Mercury astronauts.

Their trials and tribulations, at home and in the air, are inter-
mixed with national and international politics and the business of
space flight The super heroics of test pilot Chuck Yeager (Sam
Shepard) frost the cake.

Although not qualified as an astronaut, near the film's end he
mystically gains great moral stature, surviving a jet crash while
the seven Mercury astronauts receive world-class Reclamation in
Houston under Lyndon Johnson's political patronage and Sally
Rand': feathered fan dance.

If that all sounds a bit much, it 13, even for a three-hour epic.

THE RIGHT STUFF" opens with a 40-minute, softly photo-
graphed, nicely nostalgic sequence of jet test-piloting In the late
'401. Air Force Test Pilot Yeager rides the X-1 through the sound
barrier (Mach 1) with broken ribs.

In case you wonder how he broke his ribs, there's a nifty
sequence u he picks up hil wife Glennis (Barbara Hershey) in
Pancho's Happy Bottom Riding Club (the local flyboy's bar) and
crashes through the desert underbrush on horseback.

Of coune, his sexual expectations are thwarted in a riding acct-
dent But the great gum-chewing hero flies Mach 1, broken ribs
and all. It may be historical, but on a wide screen it is pure hokum.

The soft, muted reds and yellow of the opening segment beauti-
fully convey reverence for Yeager and other pioneers. Silhouetted
mourners at graveside services for test pilots and a lovely shot of
Mrs. Scott Carpenter (Susan Kase), despondently clutching a pillow
as she sinks to a desolate bed, sum up the loneliness and fear of
women whose men fly.

However evocative such scenes, writer/director Philip Kauf-
man fails to restrain his extensive material. Selecting and training
astronauts was a long process. Ultimately, Shepherd, Grissom and
Glenn rocket to glory. Theirs was a long journey. Director Kauf-
man makes ours too long - three hours and counting.

ONE CAN ONLY watch 30 many faces in space belmets filling
the screen at acute angles, 30 many rockets exploding, so many jet
fighters and rockets whizzing by - and clouds, lots of clouds. A
good jet whoosh is fine once in a while, but this WaB just plain
tiresome.

The overly broad saUre, particularly of Lyndon Johnson and the
press also evidences 1mmature direction. Johnson's portrait as the
godfather of the Houston space industry is plain milly. President
Johnion may have been a politician in the worst ne:vie of the word,
but he was neither a fool nor a childish buffoon.

Nor can one believe that all reporters are bowling jackals ready
to kill for a story. The exception, of coune, being Eric Sevareid,
sitting woodenly at an outdoor table commenting with total distn-
terest u rockets are launched.

The film'a historical figures include Presidents Einnhower and
Kennedy, the former portrayed by an actor, the latter in newsreel
footage. John Glenn (Ed Harris) 18 a truly heroic figure. It will be
interesting to Bee if this film provides the right stuff for Senator
Glenn's presidential campaign.

The musical score 13 excellent, whether in booming emphasis of
astronautical triumph or in setting the historical scene with hit
tunes of yesteryear. The 'Hallelujah Chorus," however, is the
wrong note for the astronauts' introductory press conference.
