With 93 percent of the summer taxes
collected, and more than $700,000
worth of savings, Plymouth-Canton
Community School’s dual tax collection
has been deemed a success by its orga-
nizers.

“There were some bugs,"” said Rich-
ard Egli, administrative assistant for
community relations, “but it was well
worthwhile for the district.”

The primary benefit from the dual
property tax collection was the elimi-
nation of the need to borrow large
sums of money, Egli said.

Instead of the $16 million borrowed
last year, only $6 million was needed
this year because half of the property
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taxes were collected July through mid-
September.

Egli said the percentage of taxes col-
lected was “actually better than we an-
ticipated. It was about the same as in
the winter.”

Winter tax bills went out to residents
Dec. 15 and are due by Feb. 15. A total
of 23,000 bills were sent out in July.

Although less money was available
to invest because less was borrowed,
Egli said there is a greater possibility
of investing on a daily basis because of
the additional collection in the sum-
mer.

Also, because the school district col-
lected taxes in three of the six com-
munities, they had use of the money
immediately, said Diane Barnes, assist-

ant director of finance.

After the 1st and 15th of the month, a
local governmental unit has 10 busi-
ness days in which to turn the money
over to the school district, a factor that
would obviously slow investment possi-
bilities, Barnes said.

THE SUMMER TAX collection also
saved the taxpayers one-half mill be-
cause money was levied early, in time
for the October payment on the debt
levy, Barnes said.

Through the First of America Bank-
Plymouth, school district officials col-
lected taxes this summer in Canton,
Plymouth and Northville townships,
while the city of Plymouth, Salem
Township and Northville Township col-

lected the taxes themselves.

Raymond K. Hoedel, assistant super-
intendent of business for the district,
said he is pleased with the collection of
$16.4 million of the $18.2 million that
should be collected in taxes for the
school district.

Among the factors Hoedel attributed
to the success of the summer collection
was the good communication process.

Overall, people were extremely re-
ceptive to the summer tax collection,
Egli said, adding there were a few
“bugs” due to the newness of the pro-
cess.

Even though a four-page pamphlet
was distributed to residents along with
their July billing, Egli said some tax-
payers did not understand the new tax
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Schools proclaim summer tax a success

bill, or were unaware of it.

Also, there were several “clerical er-
rors” in which some property value es-
timates were incorrect, and the school
district could not immediately correct
these assesments. However, Egli said
no major problems arose.

“Initially some people were upset;
they didn't like it until they under-
stood,” he said. “Then many said it was
just good management and they won-
dered why we didn't do it sooner.”

BARNES SAID there have been addi-
tional residents paying the summer tax
within the past few weeks, since the
December billing has been sent out and
they realized they had only half their
property tax bill.

“When they saw their bill, they saw
how low it was. They knew something
was wrong,” she said.

Barnes added that 13,000 of the bill
recipients are making mortgage pay-
ments in which taxes are collected in
an escrow account and so their tax pay-
ments probably were not affected by
the summer tax collection.

Some 44 percent of the school dis-
tricts in Wayne County also have a dual
tax collection process, and Plymouth-
Canton will continue with its next year,
Egli said.

“We had good response because
when people understood this, they real-
ized the benefits,” he said. “People are
happy now because their bill isn't so
large in the winter.”

Bitter weather bites Plymouth
Low temperatures take toll on cars, water mains

The bitter cold weather that has
gripped mest of the nation during the:

The sub-zero temperatures, coupled
with wind chill factors dipping as low

Bill Harfoot feels a bit uncomfort-
able talking about hungry, lonely peo-
ple.

He'd much rather get on with the
business of giving a helping hand, qui-
etly and with dignity.

But Harfoot, captain in the Salvation
Army, has a mission. If talking to
reporters can help fund community
work, he’s willing to do it.

“You need some (publicity) to make
people aware, but you need to protect
the self-esteem of the people you're
helping,"” Harfoot said. “Telling the sto-
ry becomes a necessary part of it."”

THE SALVATION ARMY, a relig-
fous and philanthropic organization, as-

“It gets tough to find the hydrants at
night if they're covered with snow,” he
said.

THE COLD WEATHER has brought
good and bad news to local police de-
partments. The freezing temperatures
are being cited for a drop in crime, and
an increase in assists to motorists, ac-
cording to Canton Sgt. Alex Wilson,

Local police have been keeping an
eye open for stranded motorists who
might need a ride because a long walk
in the cold could result in frostbite.

“It is a problem because of the sub-
zero temperatures. The motorist is in

danger himself, in regards to succumb-
ing to the weather,” said Plymouth Po-
lice Chief Ralph White.

The Plymouth department transport-
ed an increased number of stranded
motorists during the holiday weekend,
White said.

“We're aware of the situation, and
that's why we keep an eye open for
them. In this type of weather we will
not pass a stalled car that is occupied,”
he said.

However, just getting the car started
proved to be a problem for many mo-
torists. The wait for a tow truck in this
area averaged between two and five
hours during the weekend.

Alberts Automotive, providing AAA
emergency road service in the Plym-
outh area, reports answering some 250
calls over a two-day period,

“There is about a five-hour back up
of calls,” said owner Paul Alberts.
“Most of the calls are for cars that
won't start.”

Likewise, Doug's Plymouth Standard
at Main and Ann Arbor Trail was bom-
barded with requests for the tow truck.

“Most of the calls were for cars that
wouldn't start. On Friday the wait was
running between three and four hours,”
said owner Doug Swatosh.

To avoid starting problems, Swatosh

advises motorists to keep their gas
tanks filled with quality products,
check the battery and anti-freeze and
get a tune-up.

The majority of the starting prob-
lems Swatosh encountered were the re-
sult of improper maintenance.

THE BITTER COLD also is being
blamed for an increased number of wa-
ter main breaks, according to Tom
Wolfe, assistant supervisor of the
Plymouth DPW.

The Plymouth DPW repaired four
breaks between Thursday and Tuesday.
All of the breaks were caused by the
record cold temperatures, Wolfe said.

Timely reminders to bundle up have
kept the number of frostbite cases at a
minimum, according to Ann Schrecken-
gost, emergency room nurse at Qak-
wood Hospital’s Canton Center.

As of Tuesday, the clinic had treated
only one case of frostbite.

Schreckengost advises people to
dress properly for the cold and watch
for symptoms of frostbite. Those symp-
toms include whiteness of the skin and
pain, she said,

If frostbite occurs, she recommends
gradual warming of the affected areas
with warm water. Exposed areas of

skin are prone to frostbite, as well as
feet and hands.

Harfoot lends assistance
to local poverty-stricken

signed the 35-year-old Harfoot and his
wife, Sue, to the Plymouth-Canton area
eight years ago.

The couple, parents of three chil-
dren, direct community service proj-
ects for residents of Plymouth, Canton
and portions of Northville. Also includ-
ed is the area west of Wayne Road in
Westland.

Pockets of poverty and short-term
need exist in these affluent communi-
ties, according to Harfoot.

“It's a shame we have such a percep-
tion of who the poor are,” Harfool said.
“Contrary to what people think, they
are not getting rich on ADC (Aid to De-
pendent Children)."”

The Salvation Army, based on Main
Street near Ann Arbor Road in Plym-
outh, functions as a short-term assist-
ance agency The organization works
with community groups, Goodfellows
and several churches.

For example, the Salvation Army
just finished its annual Red Kettle
fund-raising drive. About 450 area fam-
ilies will receive holiday-meal food
baskets, about the same number as last
year,

In addition, Salvation Army staff and
volunteers have packed and delivered
gifts of candy, fruit, toiletries and
small clothing items to 2,900 people
living in area nursing homes, psychia-
tric facilities and prisons in the west-
ern suburbs.

Each month, the Salvation Army
branch distributes an average of 100
food baskets, helps people apply for
home-heating grants and distributes
government surplus cheese, milk and
butter to low-income familles.

MOST OF the clients are unem-
ployed people who have exhausted
their benefits, or young, unskilled or

seasonal workers who earn poor wages,
Harfoot said.

"“So often the older people are too
proud to request any kind of help," add-
ed Harfoot, who blames Michigan's
poor economy and aid cutbacks for
much of the poverty problem.

“We will have requests all during the
year that we would like to meet,” Har-
foot said. “We have tried fund-raising
for food during the year. While it was
successful, nothing is as successful as
our Christmas (drive). We hope to raise
more than we will spend at Christmas.”

Although the Salvation Army is a re-
ligious organization, with weekly ser-
vices, there are no religious ties at-

tached to the community help that is
offered.

Both Bill and Sue have deep ties to
the Salvation Army, with affiliation
dating for several generations.

Harfoot, a former Detroit high
school math teacher, decided several
years ago te obtain training to become
an ordained officer in the Salvation
Army. The couple received their train-
ing together in Chicago and moved to
western Wayne County eight years ago.

They work as a team. Both hold the
rank, or title, of captain.

“For both of us, it has been our
church home for our entire lives,” Har-
foot said. “Being a Salvation Army of-
ficer is much like being called clergy

it's viewed as a calling, a religlous
commitment.”

ONE OF Harfoot's long-term goals
18 to spearhead some “character-build-
ing” projects, such as scouting and day
and week camps.

“From my point of view, we haven't
done our job if we have just given
food,” Harfoot said. “If we aren't alert
to ways we can help them in other
ways, we are not doing our job.

His hope — one he sees fulfilled quite
often — is for formerly needy people to
get back on their feet and start giving
time and money to help others.

Meanwhile, Harfoot finds it exciting
working with volunteers, service clubs
and people who want to help others.

“We see the generous side of the
community,” Harfool said. “The com-
munity is rather exciting. In one day, I
could be Involved with some of the
wealthiest people in town, and in the
same day be involved with some of the

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9 protestors freed of contempt charges

QOakland Circuit Judge George La
Plata dismissed contempt of court
charges against nine of the “Williams
53" anti-nuclear demonstrators Tues-
day. i

“This court is not satisfled with the
evidence shown here that the defend-
ants knew they were in violation of the
injunction,” La Plata said.

“This court notes that State Police
trooper (Debbie) Lapp testified that the
infunction was posted and there was
talk of the injunction at the Sunday
meeting and that it was announced
with a bullhorn at Williams twice. But
the court is not certain that the nine
defendants acknowledged the injunc-
tion.”

ALL NINE were charged with con-
tempt for their actions Nov. 28 outside
the Williams International Corp., a de-
fense subcontractor in Walled Lake,
which makes engines for low-flying
cruise missiles.

Oakland Circuit Judge James Thor-
burn last May had forbidden such ac-
tivities which attempted to shut down
Williams.

Williams International had prosecut-
ed the contempt charge as a civil case,
in addition to the trespassing and con-
spiracy charges filed by Oakland Coun-
ty Prosecutor L. Brooks Patterson.

Williams attorney Dawn Phillips had
asked four Oakland sheriff's deputies to
take the stand during Tuesday morn-
ing’s hearing. All testified they told the
protestors they were violating a court-
injunction and would be arrested if
they did not move or cease their activi-
ty.

Defense attorneys Neal Bush and Ju-
lie Hurwitz took up the majority of the
court’s time cross-examining the depu-
ties.

THERE WERE cheers in the court-

room following LaPlata’s announce-
ment.
Protestors and their supporters took
the majority of the spectator seating.
They hugged and congratulated one an-
other.

“Im absolutely shocked,” said de-
fendant Chris Smallegan happily.
Smallegan, 34, of Grand Rapids and
other defendants had prepared for the
hearing by wearing two pairs of under-
wear. Had they been found in contempt

pair would be nice to have for a 30-day
stay.

“This is a surprise,” said another de-
fendant, Vivienne Kell, as tears grew in
her eyes. “I feel sorry for the people
who pleaded guilty.”

Of the 40 protestors who pleaded
guilty to the contempt charge in the
first week following the protest, 39 are
serving 30-day jail terms. One prisoner,
Maurice McCracken, was released
when he began fasting and jail officials
feared for his health.

Pleasant Ridge was visibly relieved.
“Defending myself was not my sole
choice, but it was felt that some issues
needed to be raised that I could raise
best,” said Shor.

All nine defendants had spent some
time in jail after their arrests. La Plata
later reduced the $5,000 personal bonds
set for a dozen or so demonstrators to
$1,000, enabling most to spend the holi-
days at home in the Detroit suburbs,

Sometimes the old dreams are for-
gotten and the dreamers fade away.
But there is one we should remember.
A long, long time ago in 1825 there was
a young man in our tow . named Luther
Lincoln — a brave and hopeful man
with a dear wife and two children.

I have chosen to resurrect Luther
Lincoln because 1 think he is worthy of
our remembrance. He should be re-
membered in this place because he
helped to build it. He was one of the
founding fathers of our town. And what
is even more, I think, he should be re-
membered because he was a human
being with a mind and spirit unlike any
other.

LUTHER LINCOLN of Plymouth,
Mich,, 1825, was not unlike his great-
great grandfather Thomas Lincoln
(1635) of Bare Cove, Plymouth Colony,
Mass.

Both Lincolns were millers and
farmers and both were not afraid to
challenge the unknown. They were
seeker$, these Lincolns, always looking
fof a better place — over the rainbow.

Before we begin the saga of Lincoln
let us to understand his “roots” —
those ffitangible forces which can shape
a mah or a woman — a person. These
forces are his heritage and sometimes
they may govern his life and determine
his destiny. So it was with Luther Lin-
coln.

There were Lincolns in Norfolk from
time immemorial and their name was
variously spelled. Among the variants
are: Lenckhome, Lencome, Linckhorn,
Linckhone, Linckorn, Lincoll, Limcolm,
Lincolne, Lincon, Lincorne, Linckcolm,
Linckhornew, Linkok, Lyncolm, Lin-
kornen, Lyncolne, and Lynkon.

The Lincoln name was a common
nate. Some of them were said to have
been descendants of a distinguished
family.bf Lincoln. Elizabeth de Clinton,
the Duichess of Lincoln, took a particu-
lar interest in the Plymouth Colony,
and her chaplain planned to accompa-
ny the Pilgrims to America. However
that may be, our interests are with
plain Thomas Lincoln, miller and
tarmer, of the area of Hingham, Nor-
folk, England.

THOMAS CAME to America in 1633
or 1634 (authorities differ on the exact
date) with his wife, two children, many
neighbors and friends and Lincoln rela-
tives.

They risked their lives and all they
possessed in a leaky, old ship which
barely made it past the rocks in

Charleston’s harbor. But any harbor
was better than the turmoil and trouble
they left behind them in England.

The 1600s were not the most auspi-
cious time to look for peace in this
world. The interminable Thirty Year
War was grinding away on the conti-
nent and England was wrestling with
the intolerable tyranny of the Tudors.
The high-handed policies of King
James inspired the Pilgrims to look for
a new life in a free land and so the
Plymouth colony was born.

James died in 1625 and his son and
heir, Charles I, continued his father’s
policies and added a few nuances of his
own. Charles, whose greed knew no
bounds, thought little of finding devious
ways of stealing from the public. He
was blessed with his father's inflated
notion of royal power and raised mon-
ey by various means. He even went so
far as to revise obsolete feudal laws so
that he might collect from all who diso-
beyed. And he forced wealthy people to
apply for a knighthood so that he could
charge them exorbitant fees for their
titles. He forced judges to increase
fines and to arrest people on trumped-
up criminal charges.

Then Charles levied taxes on ships
and shipping — an outrage to every
Englishman. He tried to force the Epis-
copal system of church government
upon the Puritans and the Scotch Pres-

byterians. The result of all this was

aymed revellion and the outbreak of | JItj1outh
civil war. January 30, 1649, was the AL

end of the road for King Charles. Oliver Q)h spruer

Cromwell witnessed his execution on a
common jail stand in front of his old
Whitehall Palace. All England rejoiced
except for a few diehard loyalists and
their minions.

But long before this welcome event
occurred the Lincolns of Norfolk had
fled their familiar fields to seek peace
in America. Thomas Lincoln and his
family were in the vanguard of a group

Charleston, Mass., and preparing to
join the Lincolns and others of his old
Hingham group at Bare Cove on the
south of Massachusetts Bay. (Bare
Cove was so-called because the rocks
on shore were exposed at low tide). Un-
der Hobart’s leadership, Thomas Lin-
coln and his friends drew for home lots
on Sept. 18, 1835.

There were 26 lots drawn and Thom-
as Lincoln was lucky in the draw.
Granted an excellent location for a
house lot and five acres for a farm and
mill on the river, his land was near
Main Street which today is called South
Street. Later he added considerable

" acreage to his holdings.

Thomas Lincoln, highly regarded by
the settlers, was a successful miller.
Bare Cove became Hingham because
Thomas Lincoln and Rev. Hobart and
others wanted to remember their old
home in England. And the Lincoln mill,

community. He graduated from the
University of Cambridge in 1625. There
were opportunities for Hobart even in
King Charles’ England, but he pre-
ferred the company of his townsmen
and the freedom of America.

In June 1635 we find Hobart living in

which was strongly fortified, was re-
garded as a safe place to be in event of
another Indian raid. But the town did
have an adequate blockhouse and a vol-
unteer militia.

The town had four Thomas Lincoln’s
whom they distinguished by occupa-
tion: Thomas, the weaver; Thomas, the
miller; Thomas, the husbandman;
Thomas, the cooper. All were related.
So Hingham has many Lincolns today.

Thomas and his second wife, Eliza-
beth Harvey Streit (widow of Francis
Streit) had seven children. Among them
was Thomas Jr. who was baptized by
the Rev. Hobart on Feb. 6, 1637.

PERHAPS TO MEET the needs of
his growing family, or perhaps as the
result of some local dispute, Thomas
moved his family and mill to Taunton
before 1650. His will states that he was
80 in 1683, the year he died in Taunton.
But he is not forgotten.

The town of Hingham, Plymouth Col-
ony, has a lovely old Lincoln Street that
leads down to the area where the mill
used to be, and near there is a charm-
ing old house open to the public. It has

ations of Lincolns with Perez
who settled in Hingham in 1633.
Another dis house in this

old town is that of Samuel Lincoln,
ancestor of Abraham. It was erected in
1807 and designed by Charles Bull-
finch, a noted colonial architect. These
places are well worth seeing. Another
place I enjoyed is at 19 Lincoln Street,
part of the “Ordinary,” an ancient pub
built in 1650. While you are there, look
at the nearby cemetery which is the
resting place for many Lincolns includ-
ing Governor Levi, and old General
Benjamin Lincoln of Revolutionary
War fame.

So there always will be Lincoln
memorabilia in Hingham, but we must
follow our genealogical train a few
miles to the southwest and the town of
Taunton and its nearby town of Norton.
That is where we will find Luther Lin-
coln and his family.

F.W. HUTT'S HISTORY History of
Bristol County states that the Lincolns
(Thomas Sr. and Jr) were among 35
persons who paid in 1652 some 12 shill-
ings each to have the right to all future
divisions in Taunton. The money was
for public use and to “Extinguish” Indi-
an titles.

Another old story, widely believed, is
that King Philip (Massasoit's son) and
some sachems of his tribe met at Lin-
coln’s mill in 1675 and passed the peace
pipe. But it was to no avail. King Phil-
ip's War was one of the bloodiest of

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Used car dealers lose 1st tax appeal

Used car dealers have lost round one
of their fight against two state laws de-
signed to increase new-car sales.

Oakland Circuit Court Judge Hilda
Gage last week denied dealers an in-

unction to block two amendments to
sales tax laws, slated to take effect
Jan. 1.

THE LAWS will apply the state sales
tax only to the difference between the
value of the trade-in car and the new

car.

Under the new laws, a person trading
in a car valued at $4,000 and buying a
new car with a sticker price of $10,000
would pay tax on the $6,000 difference.
In such a case, the 4-percent sales tax
would -be $240.

In the past, the buyer would have
paid $400 sales tax on the full price of
the new model, regardless of whether
he had traded in his old car.

Gage told the used car dealers that
further hearings in the case are possi-
ble. But she added, “I think your activi-
ties are better. directed at the Legisla-
ture.”

“THIS WAS a hasty effort,” sald
Steve Slankster of the Committee for a
Fair Used Car Trade-In Law. “We were
working with the Legislature in Lans-
ing to get things changed. But the ses-
sion ran out before things were re-
solved, so we quickly filed suit for in-
junctive relief.”

The used car dealers’ attorney,
Thomas McGinnis of Birmingham, said
he will make an emergency appeal to
the Michigan Court of Appeals.

The committee is counting on the
swiftness of an “emergency appeal” to
force a decision from the appeals court
before the laws can take effect.

Slankster said the used car dealers
will continue their fight in Lansing as
well. They are working to have Senate
Bill 491 brought up for a vote. This bill
would create a voucher system method
of providing a tax benefit to people
who sell their cars to used car dealers.

Special Olympics which is for mentally
impaired persons.

Cerebral palsy is a brain dysfunction
which occurs during birth or shortly af-
ter which affects that part of the brain
which controls motor coordination, ex-
plains Sellman, differing in severity
from affecting the little finger to the
entire body. '

Besides his direct work with physi-
cally disabled youth, Sellman has as-
sisted in community education of Cere-
bral Palsy by making numerous radio
and television appearances and has
been an active fund-raiser for C.P.
Sports Teams, helping to raise some
$12,000 for the trip to Fort Worth. He
has worked as a therapist with Clinton-
Eaton-Ingham Community Mental
Health Board in Lansing.

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The house doctor calls
Energy auditor does work on the spot

Most doctors treat patients with
bandages, pills and hypodermic syr-

inges.

Dell Schott cures his ailing patients
with shots of caulking compound, bands
of weather-stripping, and selected
doses of insulation.

Schott is a new breed of energy con-

servation professional called a “house
doctor.” His mission is to go into a
“gick,” heat-leaking house, diagnose
how the heat i escaping and adminis-
ter on-the-spot cures.

The house doctor concept provides a
new alternative to the widely available
utility home energy audits.

“THE MAIN difference between the
utility company energy audit and our
visit is that we deal in remedies,” said
Schott, who is with Princeton Energy
Partners in Troy.

Remedies K may include sealing
plumbing plpe penetrations, furnace
tuneups, and installation of such energy
saving devices as set-back thermostats
and flue dampers.

“We want to avold givlng homeown-
ers a list of things to do,” Schott em-
phasized. “We do the work to assure the
quality of repairs and the energy sav-
ings.”

The house doctor approach to home
energy conservation was hatched in the
early '70s by a Princeton University re-

search team. Its studies revealed a big -
theoretical models

difference between
ohbomecbeatloumdmuctmlly
was being wasted.

The solution: Send a trained
team equipped with the latest heat-
sensing gear into a home and maximize
energy savings.

“THE SPECIALIZED equipment al-

~ lows me to find areas of heat loss over-

looked by other audits,” Schott said.

Typically, Sehottwulusuhm(an.
called a “blower door,” to depressurize
the house. Then, aided by an infrared
viewer that surface tempera-
tures, he will locate cracks and insula-
tion bypasses which allow outside air to
Infiltrate the house.

“Due to the nature of the construc-
tion, kouses in this area will lead three-
quarters to one air per hour,”
he said. In layman’s terms, it means
nearly all the volume of air in a house
would be exchanged with new air every
hour.

According to Schott, these air infil-
tration losses account for 40 percent of
the heating bill. His efforts are concen-
trated on plugging these air leaks or
“shell tightening.”

HOW EFFECTIVE is the visit in re-
ducing energy bills?

“In most cases, we can save 15 to 25
percent of the total utility bill,” said
Schott. “Generally, the savings pay
back the cost — $450 to $500 for an
average size home — in two years or

mous and nervously anticipated
year since 1000 AD, which, at the
time, was expected to bring the end
of the world. : :
George Orwell (1903-50), a British nov-

IT‘S ALMOST here. 1984. The most fa-

elist ‘and political essayist, made the year .

famous in his novel “1984.” It was an ex-
ample not of Utopia, the perfect society,
but of a negative Utopia. And because
Orwell picked a specific year when he
wrote the book in 1948, his novel has been
more memorable than such similar works

as “We” and “Brave New World."”

Orwell's tale is about a Londoner
named Winston Smith, 39, who rewrites
historical documents in the Ministry of
Truth's Department of Records. Smith
rebels, both politically and in a romantic
fling with Julia. His rebellions are discov-
ered. Before being vaporized, he is
brainwashed into loving Big Brother, the
Stalinesque chief of state and symbol of
the Party.

Well, how true were Orwell’s series of
warnings and predictions?

Orwell correct

on surveillance . . .

ORWELL'S CHIEF claim to fame as a
prognosticator rests on his warning that
television could be not only a method of
spreading information but a means of sur-
veillance.

Ordinary Party members in ‘“1984"
could never switch off the camera watch-
ing their apartments, and inner Party
members could turn it off for only 30
minutes. Even in the countryside, micro-
phones everywhere allowed the Thought
Police to keep tabs on people.

Modern stores are loaded with surveil-
lance cameras. A few years ago there was
a celebrated case in the metro area where
department store ‘“‘security’” neople even
watched women in dressing rooms.

Public buildings such as the Federal
Building and Frank Murphy Hall of Jus-
tice in Detroit have security checks for
weapons and metallic objects before one
can enter. Airport terminals have had
such measures for years. Chiefly, they are
a reaction to bombings and shootings. On
balance, they are probably as protective
of the public as they are onerous.

THE MOST annoying security precau-
tions, however, occur not at governmental
establishments, which Orwell dealt with,
but at private sector establishments. The
guards at apartment and condominium
complexes are well known. The security
system at an office building like Detroit
Edison's downtown headquarters is noth-

ing short of obnoxious. And industrial
espionage is a booming industry.

It's true, cable television can enable a
householder to have sensor devices linked
to TV cables. When one isn't at home,
cable TV can be used to’'scan the home
every few seconds for intruders.

Yet the critical point is that the private
citizen hires it done and pays for it volun-
tarily; Big Brother doesn't require it.

Technologically, Orwell’'s predictions
have come true. In practice, however, the
American citizen is still wonderfully free
to live his own life in his own home.

@

IT IS ALMOST commonplace to credit
Orwell with exposing the manipulation of
language through doublespeak. He wrote
at’ a time when our government was
changing the name of the War Depart-
ment to the Defense Department and
when retailers were urging us to save
money by spending it. It continues today
as advocates of unilateral disarmament
call themselves the Peace Movement.

Again, the point is that government
alone does not manipulate the language.
The private sector — and even social
groups such as teen-agers — redefine
words to suit their own interests.

Today’s brand of doublethink is a pain
to those of us who are language purists,
but hardly a threat to human freedom.

. . . but off on bomb,
bigness, economy

ORWELL WROTE at a time when big-
ness was “in." Cities, companies, ma-
chines. bombs. office buildings — bigger
was automatically assumed to be better.
He carried the trend to its logical conclu-
sion in constructing his world of *'1984."

And it hasn't turned out that way.

Orwell wrote of three supernations:
Oceania, which included the Americas and
the United Kingdom plus South Africa;
Eurasia, which comprised the northern
part of the land mass from Portugal to the
Bering Sea; and Eastasia, including China,
Japan and tbe Far East. '

SINCE THE 1960s, fragmentation, not
supernations, has been the rule.

Africa has become a Babel of tiny
states, Great Britain has been threatened
by a Scottish nationalist movement eager
to hang onto North Sea oil. Canada under-
goes tremendous stresses between Quebec
and the western provinces. Pakistan fell
apart, and Nigeria almost did.

Fragmentation continues in southeast-
ern Michigan. After a wave of school con-
solidations in the 1940s and '50s, the pro-
pensity of people to hang onto tiny units of
government exerted itself more strongly
than ever. Rochester and Avon Township,
Farmington and Farmington Hills, North-
ville city and township, Plymouth city and
township, the balkanized multiplicity of
governments around Birmingham and
Royal Oak — all attest that the trend to
bigness which Orwell assumed would con-
tinue indefinitely is dormant or dead.

We are unable to put together a region-
al system to handle water and sewerage
services. The regional parks authority,
founded in 1940, has given up trying to get
more millage since then. SEMTA, the re-
gional transportation system, is falling
apart before our eyes because it can't win
approval of any kind of local tax mecha-
nism.

IN ECONOMICS, Orwell went entirely

ing in perpetual, limited wars. “The prob-
lem was how to keep the wheels of indus-
try turning without increasing the real
wealth of the world. Goods must be pro-
duced, but they need not be distributed.
And in practice, the only way of achieving
this was by continuous warfare,” he
wrote.

In America, at least, no one is talking
about underconsumption any more except
possibly a few old UAW zealots. Modern
America is overconsuming and underin-
vesting, with the lowest rate of personal
savings in the industrialized world, econo-
mists say.

And the national defense budget is
smaller as a percentage of our gross na-
tional product than in the early 1960s.

Orwell saw the supernations fighting
wars for the labor power of northern Afri-
ca and southern Asia — “‘a bottomless re-
serve of cheap labor.” It hasn't occurred.

But he wrote not a word about the bat-
tle for resources of the last 20 years — the
oil and natural gas of the Middle East and
Latin America, the industrial metals of
South Africa, the key waterways of Suez,
Panama, Gibraltar and the St. Lawrence.

THE SOCIETY Orwell envisioned
frowned on marriage and sex except for
reproduction. Party members’ energies
were to be channeled into patriotic fervor
and hate-the-enemy rallies.

Instead, today's permissive society to-
lerates almost any kind of non-marital
sex, branding it an "“alternative lifestyle.”

Orwell had expected a full scale atomic
war between the supernations during the
1950s, and on this point was of course to-
tally wrong. Yet he was strangely pro-
phetic when he predicted that no nuclear
bombs would be used after the 1950s.

The opportunity to wipe out hundreds of
millions of the enemy never comes in
“1984," not because such a war is too hor-

‘Newspeak’ hits home towns

GEORGE ORWELL'S fictional “1984"
has come true in some ways for those who
study changes in institutional and political
vocabularies.

Orwell wrote of the Big Brother gov-
ernment’s use of “newspeak.” The plan
was to change the vocabulary so that
thoughts which the Party considered un-
favorable to itself would be impossible.

Today much of that vocabulary trickery
is evident in local government and busi-
ness. The words are standard English, but
their meanings have been twisted or ob-
scured.

For example. companies used to have
“employment” offices where workers
would ask questions about their paycheck
deductions. Later they were retitled *'per-
sonnel,” and now have become “human
resources’ offices.

PUBLIC EDUCATION is a gold mine
for phrases which tend to give an opposite
impression of the truth.

Home economics classes have nothing
to do with buying and selling homes. The
term is a polite way of describing sewing
and cooking classes. Now they are called
“home and family living"” and cover a
wider variety of domestic problems.

We used to get book and movie projec-
tors from the school “library.” But now
the books and audiovisual equipment are
in the "media center” or “instructional
materials center.”

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Students who had problems were put in
the “special education department’ while
those with high IQs or skills were in the
talented and gifted programs.

Educators now classify all of those stu-
dents as “exceptional.”

School district business managers long
have given boards of education a periodic
update on the budget, where the money
was coming from and where it was going.

The administration and board talk
about “budget alternatives" when they re-
ally mean slashes in spending to offset the
governor's latest ‘‘executive order.”
Translated, it means a cut in state aid to
the local district.

CHURCH PEOPLE have tried to keep
up with Orwell’s newspeak.

There is a “'Jews for Jesus™ which rem-
inds us of the “Democrats for Nixon" in
the 1972 presidential election.

About the time Orwell published
1984." Congress changed the name of the
War Depariment to the “Defense Depart-
ment.”

More recently, the U.S. Department of
Health, Education and Welfare became
the Department of “Health and Human
Services." Welfare, it seems, is a bad
word.

During the Vietnam War, the military
said its air force was “engaged in protec-
tive reaction,” meaning its pilots were
firing back at enemy planes.

City governments are falling into line
with newspeak.

Ditch diggers and road workers became
first the “public works department” and
more recently “the public services de-
partment.”

In the wonderful world of television
news. riots became ‘“‘civil disorders.” and
announcers reading weather reports be-
came “‘meteorologists.”

State prosecutors used to charge
suspects with murder. In the publicized
Vincent Chin beating death, the feds got
into the act. But since they can’'t make a

murder charge, the defendants are
charged with “violating Chin's civil
rights.™

In merchandizing, clothes for the

overweight or heavy women were dropped
and overnight became clothes for the
“full-figured woman."

Another year of big changes

IN A COMPARATIVELY few hours, we
will be welcoming a new year, and as the
bells toll the start of another chapter in
life, a big question arises:

What kind of year will it be?

From coast to coast and in every com-
munity, the entry of 1984 is being met
with mixed emotions.

On one hand, there are signs of a re-
vived economy and the so-called “good
times” will be back with us before another
12 months pass.

On the other hand, there are the skep-
tics who are looking upon the coming year
with trepidation. They see the age of ro-
bots changing the entire way of life and
leaving more and more people unem-
ployed.

During the past fortnight, The Stroller
has been a listener on both sides. While he
usually is optimistic, the arguments were
solid on each side of the question.

SITTING WITH a group of World War
I1 veterans the other afternoon, the ques-
tion of what will 1984 bring came up. One
the oldtimers, who is proud of his coun-
nd the fact that he saw service, was

pessimistic.
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Across the table, another veteran spoke
up and pointed out that we are going to
build more automobiles than ever, “so
there should be work for all of us.”

“Who is going to buy them when there
will be so many people out of work
because of these robots? And now we have
computers, and they will take more and
more folks out of employment,” said the
first.

It seemed like a good rebuttal, but he
soon got an answer.

“YOU MAY see a complete change in
working habits,” the original veteran said.
“They'll build the automobiles, but the
eight-hour day may be a thing of the past.

“Chances are the manufacturers will
divide the work. And on the share-and-
share-alike basis, we will see the birth of
a four-hour day.”

This settled the arguments — at least
there was no rebuttal to the four-hour-

da pmoul.
Kt show that the entry of the new
year is being met with miixed feelings, and

workers across the country are anxiously
awaiting the new year just to see wh’at
happens.

With all the new equipment on the mar-
ket and more still to come, one thing is
certain: It will be an interesting year. And
there is no telling what we will see before
the old man with the scythe makes anoth-
er trip.

ONE OF THE latest, and most fasci-
nating, has to do with payment of your
monthly bills.

Components of computer literacy already exist
in most elementary and secondary schools, pres-
chools and many colleges and universities. Harvard
now requires graduates to demonstrate the ability

and technical colleges, students are required to own

i a personal computer and show com

The demand for computer literacy in technical

and business professions is expected. Most persons
I employed or in training for these occupations em-
brace computer education.

5. Applications in soclety — Each student should
be made aware that there is hardly any occupation
not affected by a computer.

The effect the computer will
have upon future career choices is another topic not
to be overlooked.

" 8. Possible threats — The student should also be
presented the concept of computer crime. What
types of computer crime exist now? How can they
occur? How do they affect the individual? What can
be done to control it?

Also, the student should know what effect the
computer will have on our national employment
figures. Is a large personal information bank good?
Are there any threats to privacy rights of the indi-
vidual?

year. This includes many letters of rec-
ommendation for admission and schol-
arships.

Plymouth (sic) participates very ac-

WCZY tively in the largest “College Night”

program in the state. Sponsored by
Schoolcraft College, this yearly event
features all types of colleges and uni-
versities, private and public, in-state as
well as out-of-state. It has been ex-
tremely successful in bringing infor-
mation to students and parents. In ad-
dition, dozens of these representatives
visit our high schools yearly to talk in-
dividually with students.

The rate for students going on to col-
lege upon graduation from Plymouth
Canton High School is approximately
52 percent, which is very close to the
national average. Therein lies an addi-
tional concern. Some years ago our de-
partment was accused by a local dis-
trict board of education member of
spending too much time on the college-
bound student; we were called “college
brokers.” I think that we have become
very sensitive to the needs and prob-
lems of the large number of students
who do not go on to college and/or do
not really know what they want to do.
This al] takes a great deal of time.

In regard to the CEP Perspective
(student newspaper) doing an article on
inadequate college counseling services,
1 was told that there was enough evi-
dence to the contrary that there was no
need for such an article to be pub-
lished. Indeed, our department has con-
ducted numerous surveys among gra-
duating classes; the evaluative com-
ments as to the quality and quantity of
services offeered were overwhelmingly
positive.

Also, there is no question about the
need for feedback from the community
in general regarding the seivices we
offer. Unless we hear from parents and

other concerned residents, neither we
nor the Board of Education has enough
valid points of reference to evaluate
programs and effect changes if war-
ranted.

However, unjustified and unsophisti-
cated criticism of an entire department
produces nothing positive. It doesn’t
help the public understand the scope
and limitations of available services
nor does it help students have confi-
dence in the adults who are supposed to
be providing these services.

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Children’s problems deserve response

Holiday family gatherings flood us

with nostalgic memories of childhood
combined with dreamy hopes for to-
day’s children. A touch of reality
stretches the mind out to think of the
future for all children. Current facts
are disturbing.
A report on infant death from the
United Nations Childrens Fund is both
sad and challenging. The number of
deaths of children each year in Third
World countries is equivalent to all the
under-5 tion in our country.
These 15-million deaths annually could
be cut in half with low-cost remeties.
Relatively few are deaths from éxotic
illnessess requiring complex medical
treatment. One third of these children
die from dehydration caused by simple
diarrhea. Oral rehydration techniques
can be taught to health care workers
and parents. Preventing half the annu-
al child deaths would be a revolution in
child survival.

Closer to home, America’s children
are on our hearts. Again the facts are
sad. The poverty rate for children in
the U.S. is about 50-percent higher than

for the population as a whole. More
than a million children a year are be-

poor. We keep slashing state
and federal budgets which could
change the picture. Twenty-four states
have reduced funds for training child-
care workers. Thirty-three states have
lowered child-care standards. Twenty
states have made it harder for mothers
in school or training programs to quali-
fy for financial aid for their children.
Reductions in aid for dependent chil-
dren are rampant.

THE PERCENTAGE of income
going to income tax has doubled in the
past five years for families below the
poverty level. Hunger and malnourish-
ment grow. Tests show intelligence di-

minishment and brain damage from
lack of proper nourishment. Current
policies perpetuate the problem of
rearing generations of people who do
not have the ability to earn a living.
Psychological realities among
deprived people compound social prob-
lems. Since 1926 research has been be-
yond debate that depriving young chil-
dren of caring warmth results in iliness
and retardation. We worry about sub-
stance abuse and inability to establish
relationships among adolescents when
the cause lies back in early childhood.
We are naive to think prob-
lems in deprived individuals will be
solved by lectures, moralistic advice or
increased policing. Will power in vie-

tims doesn't dent deep problems
caused by social policies regarding
children. It Is in our self-interest to

“For this task,” Strong said, “the
boy was paid 50 cents for the four-
mile round trip.”

At the building site, materials
were gathered from the surrounding
terrain. Water again was a problem.
To make the mortar, water had to
be carried a half-mile on the heads
of the women. Gravel was carried
the same way — on the heads of
about 20 women.

HAITIANS WHO helped with the
building were paid a small amount.
Thirty-five-pound cement blocks
were carried up the mountain for 10
cents. Sixteen-foot rafters were also
carried on the workers’ heads up the
twisting path to the construction
site.

Even though a language barrier
existed, the Livonia team and the
Haitian workers became friends,

IKE McBRIDE HAS to won-
der what it takes to get a
little recognition.

McBride was a three-
year starter on the Plymouth Salem
basketball team. He was an outstand-
ing scorer, an aggressive rebounder, a
solid defensive player and, most impor-
tantly, a classic “team” player.

In his senior year, 1981-82, he aver-
aged 15 points and six rebounds per
game for a team that won league and
district titles and was eventually oust-
ed from the state tournament by a De-
troit Southwestern team lead by An-
toine Joubert in the regionals.

“Mike was like Mr. Consistency for
us,” said Salem assistant coach Bob
Blohm. “He did a lot of mice things for
us. He was a good inside player, could
hit the 15- to 17-foot jump shot, played
tremendous defense and became an
outstanding rebounder.”

YET, UPON graduation in 1982, only
two colleges had expressed an interest
in the 6-foot-3, 190-pound small for-
ward: Olivet and Albion.

McBride was disallusioned, if not
hurt.

“I had hoped to go somewhere bigger
than a MIAA (Michigan Intercollegiate
Athletic Association) school. I thought I
could play at like, Hillsdale, Saginaw
Valley or Grand Valley, places like
that,” McBride said.

He asked his high school coach, Fred
Thomann, to do some asking around to
various colleges. Thomann got Mec-
Bride a visit to Grand Valley. The re-
sults were somewhat humiliating for
McBride.

“I wasn’t really impressed by what
they told me,” McBride said. “They
didn’t seem real interested. The coach
said he wouldn't cut me as long as I
was good enough to make the team.”

McBride was close to saying so long
to basketball. Here was a player that
was a major contributer to one of the
top-ranked high school teams in the
state. He was named to All-Area, all-
league, all-suburban, all-metro and
fifth team all-state teams.

AMONG HIS high school highlights
was a 34-point performance against
Livonia Franklin.

Yet, this consistent scorer-reboun-
der, this solid, fundamental athlete,
this 3.0 student, was overlooked by all
but two colleges.

“I don't think I was thought of as
being really an outstanding’ player. I
wasn't like the Judge (Joubert),” Mec-
Bride said. “But I thought, as far as this
area goes, I was one of the top players.
I thought there would be more people
Interested, but there wasn’t.

“I don't know why. I'm not real
quick, that was one problem. I don't
have outstanding size and my stats
weren’t all that outstanding.”

But, anyone who saw Salem play, es-
pecially in 1981-82, knew that McBride
was a key marfin Thomann’s system of
play and that system didn’t always ac-
centuate individual talents.

AFTER THE GRAND VALLEY vis-
it, McBride said he put a stop to look-
ing for a school to go to.

“I had a lot of friends and my par-
ents had a lot of friends at Albion. I just
figured I'd go there, not really thinking
about basketball too much, and let
whatever happens happen,” he said.

What happened was McBride started
for Albion's junior varsity team. He
hadn’t really worked out much in the
summer, so his performance, in his
own words, “wasn’t as good as it could
have been.”

Then, out of the blue, came a call
from Albion track coach Dave Egna-
tuk. McBride had been a successful
runner for the Rocks, specializing in
the 440-yard dash. Egnatuk asked him
to come out for the team.

McBride obliged. He was a major
contributor in Alblon's undefeated
league championship season last
spring. It was the fifth straight league
title for the Briton runners. McBride
was a member of the Briton's league

champion mile relay team and he also
lettered in the quarter mile.

THE TRACK EXPERIENCE rekin-
dled McBride's competitive spirit. He
came to basketball camp in great
shape, both physically and mentally.
He earned a spot on the varsity cage
team and is trying to work his way into
a starting role.

The major stumbling block for Mc-
Bride now is sophomore Dwayne John-
son from Saginaw. As a freshman,
Johnson started and led the varsity
Britons in scoring and was ninth in the
league with a 14.3-points-per-game av-
erage,

McBride plays behind Johnson.

Still, McBride has had his moments
during this young season. In very limit-
ed playing time, he has averaged eight
points and almost five rebounds per
game. His shooting proficiency has
been phenomenal, hitting 20 of 29 shots
from the floor.

McBride was at his best last week
against Concordia College of Ann Ar-
bor. McBride entered a fairly close
game in the first half. Twenty minutes
later, he had tallied 18 points and
pulled down 10 rebounds leading the
Britons {3-3) to a rout.

YET, McBRIDE still lingers in ano-
nymity on the Briton bench. In the
game prior to Concordia, an Albion loss
to Wabash, McBride didn't get off the
bench. The coach, Mike Turner, said
nothing to him afterward.

Again, nothing was said to him after
his 18-point performance against Con-
cordia. No congratulations, no pat on
the back, nothing.

“I really don't know what to think. I
just want to . ¥1l doall I can do to
help the team, I'm not going to make a
big deal about not playing. I don't want
to cause problems,” he said.

The “preseason” is over.

Not that the contests prior-to the hol-
iday break didn’t count. But for most
coaches, that's the time to test your
team’s members, evaluate them, pre-
pare them for the league season.

With the season’s first phase com-
pleted, what are Oakland University’s
chances in the various upcoming cam-
paigns?

So far, the Pioneers have won with
oﬂetn:eil’]l‘heir defense has been ade-
quate, allowing 74.3 points per game
and limiting opponents to .457 percent
on field goal attempts.

Their offense has made the differ-
ence. OU is scoring over 83 points per
game and hitting better than 55 per-
cent of their floor shots. Through the
season’s first four games, QU was the
second-best shooting team in the NCAA
Division I1.

SPARKING THAT OFFENSE are
starters Mike Mohn (19.5 points), a 6-8
senior forward, and Chris Howze (19.1

While the offense has clicked, the
Pioneers’ rebounding hasn't. In a loss
to Northern Michigan last week they
had just 18 rebounds. Before the season
got underway, OU coach Lee Frederick
said that rebounding would be a decid-
ing factor in winning the GLIAC.

OU must improve on the boards if it
harbors serious title hopes. In five of
eight games, the leading OU rebounder
failed to reach double figures.

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Symbols of life
grow amid the
rocks of ages

When the Society of American Travel Writers
met for its annual convention in Israel in Novem-
ber, I was one of the 400 members who planted a
tree by hand on that hill. Some of us bought addi-
tional trees for friends and family. We couldn’t
plant them ourselves, but they will grow there to-
gether in the Judean hills.

THERE ARE MANY people with political views
for and against Israel, but these trees are apolitical
to most of the people who plant them. To quote a
tourist guide:

“A tree is much more than a tree, it is a symbol
of life, of a green revolution. You are planting a
tree with your own hand in the city of Jerusalem.

“Qur dream is that one day the city of Jerusalem
will be surrounded by trees. Twenty years ago it
was a dream. Come back in 10 years and it will be
reality.”

Some people will tell you that the land of milk
and honey was forested in biblical times, but you
must be careful with that word.

There was tree cover more luxurious than the
scrub that so often covers the desert hills of the
Middle East these days, but they were never forests
as you would understand that word in the lush
woodlands of Michigan.

The Bible tells us that Jesus walked among the
olive trees in the Garden of Gethsemene, which still
has many of its ancient trees, and that Joshua
advised the tribes of Ephraim and Manasse, when
they complained about the lack of arable land.

“If you are a numerous people, go up to the forest
and there clear ground for yourself ..."”

Unfortunately, every generation and every wave
of invaders did exactly that: clear ground. The
tribes cleared and the soil was washed into the sea,
leaving naked rock behind. The black goats chewed
any young shoots that grew.

The Romans felled entire woodlands to fortify
camps, construct war engines and build crosses.

Every invader that followed did the same — in-
cluding the Crusaders and the Turks. The Turks
cleared huge tracts during World War 1.

When the first Zionists immigrated to Israel at
the end of the 19th Century, they found something
similar o the American badlands, barren rock.
Much of Israel still is barren rock. In 1904, a group
called the Jewish National Fund began reforesta-
tion projects, and they have been planting ever
since.

THE FIRST TREES were Australian eucalyptus
trees brought in to drain swamps in the north. They
became so identified with Jewish settlements that
the Arabs called them ‘‘Jews Tree.” After World
War I the plantings became more scientific and di-

versified. By 1934 they had planted 1.5 million
trees.

That is the practical side of the green revolution,
creating forests to preserve the soil, provide recre-
ation areas and to improve the quality of life in a
desert land. There is a mach more sentimental side
of the story, however, for both Israelis and tourists.

There is an old Jewish tradition called Tzdaka, in
which people contribute to the poor or to some wor-
thy cause when a loved one dies. For a half century,
Jews have bought trees in the Holy Land in the
name of those who died.

Israeli tour guide Yehuda Ackerman was born in
Germany, but his uncles, who had emigrated to
Palestine, planted a tree to commemorate his birth.
The certificate was lost when the Nazis destroyed
Jewish homes during Crystal Nacht, but the tree
remains.

Today, Ackerman is often tipped by having a tree
planted in his name. No record is made of the recip-
ient of an individual tree, but loo tree, planted as a
unit, is recorded ask a garden in the Garden Book.

The Martyrs Forest in Judea is planted in mem-
ory of the 6 million Jews who died in the Holocaust,
but most forests reflect happy memories; the Presi-
dents Forest, Ben Gurion’s Forest and the Moshe
Dayan’s Forest.

THROUGH ALL THE years, there have alsc
been special books where people are remembered:
the Bar Mitzvah Book, the Children’s Book, the
Book of Marriage and the 23 volumes of the Golden
Book.

An American woman, whose parents died in the
Holocaust, found her own name and photograph re-
corded in the Golden Book — it was the only sur-
viving memento of her family.

For most of us who plant trees in Israel, there
are no such memories. We plant a tree, for ourself
or a friend, because it is a small but very perma-
nent way of remembering someone you care about,

When I planted my tree, I rode to the site in a car
that switched downhill through the ancient terraces
mentioned in the Song of Songs. There were tiny
green trees, like a bristle of beard, on the rocky

face of the hill to my left. Across the valley, a
grown grove of trees rose in a swath of green. They
were planted 15 years ago.

I planted my tree beside the road, at the foot of
the hill marked by the SATW plaque. Your tree was
planted on the same hill. We may not be able to
identify exactly which tree is yours, but I know ex-
actly where mine is. I lined it up with a mountain,
and an electric tower so I could visit it again some-
day.

Artifacts

To ancient Oriental artists, one picture may well
have been worth a thousand words.

For example, writings and drawings were includ-
ed on the same scrolls in China, says Ralph Glenn,
an instructor at Madonna College in Livonia.

Beginning In January, Glenn will conduct an
overview course of the art and culture of Africa,
the Near East and Asla. The 15-week course will
meet Thursday evenings and will try to provide an
understanding of the art and what influenced it.

THE COURSE, being offered for the first time
at Madonna College, is a relevant one, according to
Glenn.

“Generally one hears only about art traditions of
the West, that is, Europe and America,” the Bir-
mingham resident said. “This will be very informa-
tive and will help in understanding the cultures.
There isn't the isolation there was previously. We
are having more and more contacts with Africa and
Asia all the time.”

While African art Is more recent, India and China
can boast of having the oldest continuous art tradi-
tion on earth, Glenn says.

“It goes back 5,000 years and is still being made,”
he said.

CHINESE PAINTINGS often featured
landscapes, Glenn said. They were painted with ink
on silk scrolls, many of them more than 100 feet
long. Narratives were written in calligraphy (called
shu fa by the Chinese) in sections of silk next to the
picture.

Glenn unrolled a reproduction of a Chinese nar-
rative scroll as he spoke. The scroll’s artist, Wang
Wel, was a famed poet of the eighth century. The
drawing featured mountains and trees, and carried
the old seals of persons who had seen and approved
the drawing.

“They felt that color was unnecessary, that it dis-
tracted,” Glenn said. “All the great painters were
poets. Many were monks.”

It was the tradition to roll up the delicate draw-
ings and put them away, instead of keeping them on
display, Glenn said.

couldn’t stand extremes of temperature
and light,” he said.

AFRICAN ART was used in combination with
dances, according to Glenn. He said that the Chi-
nese and Japanese saw art as a sign of education.

“It meant education because you had to read the

calligraphy,” Glenn explained.

African art consists mostly of ceramics, archi-
tecture and small sculptures, while Indian art in-
volves many temples, sculptures and miniature
paintings. Glenn said these paintings are brightly
colored, unlike the Chinese works,

Glenn has degrees in art and history from the
University of Michigan and Harvard. He also stud-
led in India, Taiwan and Japan. The slides he will
present throughout the course are ones he made
while In those countries.

THE INSTRUCTOR has taught similar courses
in local colleges and lectured for the Boston Muse-
um of Fine Arts. In addition, he has lectured around
the world for the U.S. Information Agency on the
subject of American sculpture and painting.

“Through the visual lrunndlgnntnmyougetto
know what the-people are aboat,” he said.

The course will feature trips to the Detroit Insti-
tute of Arts and an authentic Japanese tea house in
Ann Arbor. Glenn will bring in original works of art
and reproductions of scroll paintings.

The course may be taken for college credit or
non-credit. Call the office of continuing education
at Madonna, 591-5188, for more information.

It is said that if you aim at nothing you'll
hit it everytime.

A reasonable goal to aim for is expression.
The term expression with regards to artwork
means to show your feelings. So in the cre-
ative efforts of artistic endeavor it is import-
ant that you do not forget one of the main
goals, which is expression,

But how can you show feelings when you
possess no feelings? To acquire the feeling is,
therefore, the primary goal before beginning
any work of art. I remember one man sald,
“Hey I draw my fingers to the bone trying to
do a simple still life, how can I express any-
thing in a still life?”

Any group of inanimate objects can ex-
press feelings by the way they are placed,
their color, condition, texture, etc. Just this
week I framed a print for a customer.

Because of the artist’s use of color in draw-
ing white dishware on a white table cloth, I
thought it might Interest my Wednesday
morning art class.

Jane walked over and said, "My, doesn't
that give you a quiet feeling?”

NOW IF white dishware on a white table
cloth can express something, then just about
can

help you learn to express and more eas-
ily acquire feelings you must do two things,
consider and appreciate. The word consider
means “to take thought of.” Take thought of
the color, texture and shape of what you are
about to draw.

Don't merely copy color, texture and
shape, because then you are only
your technical abilities and those who
can only judge how close or how f

i

E
i

came to realism. In all those lines and shapes
you really expressed nothing if you didn’t
coinsider what you were drawing.

Many times you are asked to draw some-
thing you don’t particularly care for. Then it
is difficult to “consider,” because the more
you take thought of the subject, the more you
dislike it.

Cats for example are not among my favor-
ite subjects to draw. A cat can scratch it's
claws on my new outdoor furniture, walk all
over my new car, eat my pigeons and leave
his calling card in little Adam’s sand box, just
in case I might have missed him.

If, on the other hand, a dog happens to trot
three feet out of the driveway, it's time to
call out the dog SW.A.T. team and get that
beast off the streets. I mean really! A cat will
slice my pool cover to ribbons and then kind
of smile at me as he leaps over the fence. You
see, cats have no conscience.

NOW A dog is loyal and possesses an ac-
tive consclence. My standard poodle is a
large dog and occasionally she will steal a
cookie out of Adam's hand. Without even
being scolded, she will creep around with
guilt all over her muzzle. (Gee, I didn't know
I was going to say all that. Now that I have
that off my chest let’s get back to the article).

So if I am asked to draw someone’s lovely
cat I must learn to appreciate the animal.
The word appreciate means “to become
aware of the value.” I must look at those
beautiful eyes which sparkle with independ-
ence and study the color and softness of the
fur.
