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Plastics firm eyes buying
Associated Spring facility

An abandoned industrial site in

Plymouth Township soon may become
a major source of employment for the
area.
Key International Manufacturing
Inc. is considering acquisition of the
vacant Associated Spring plant on
Plymouth Road. Associated Spring
closed the plant and removed most of
its equipment last year.

Key International, a Southfield-
based corporation with plants in Farm-
ington Hills and Walled Lake, is consid-
ering a consolidation of plastics opera-
tions at the Plymouth Road site.

FAVORABLE ACTION by the Plym-
outh Township Board on a request for
property tax abatement and Economic
Development Corp. (EDC) financing
will confirm the decision, according to
James Rose, vice president of Key's
plastic manufacturing groups.

“If they give it, it's certain we’ll

move there,” Rose said.

The township board is expected to
act Tuesday night on Key’s request to
start the gears moving toward Act 198
abatement for the project. Following a
series of public the board
could grant up to 12 years of 50 percent
abatement on real and personal prop-
erty taxes.

Even with 50 percent abatement,
Township Supervisor Maurice Breen
said Key's acquisition of the property
would mean increased property tax
dollars for all taxing jurisdictions.

In 1982, when Associated Spring bad
the plant in operation, more than
$200,000 was paid in property taxes. In
1983, after the closing, the tax
bill dropped to less than $100,000.

Also at Tuesday night's meeting, the
township board is to approve
the establishment of a local EDC. If ap-
proved, Breen said the EDC's first item
of business will be Key’s request for $8
million worth of funding.

EDCs are allowed to sell tax-free
bonds to finance private industrial and

commercial developments to assist in
economic growth. By utilizing EDC fi-
nancing, developers obtain needed
monies at lower interest rates.

THE COMPANY IS considering
other sites for Its, consolidation but
wants the Plymouth Township plant —
if the economic considerations are of-
fered, Rose said.

‘“The company would use the facility
to consolidate its existing A-Line Plas-
tics Division operations, which are cur-
reatly located in a $9,000-square-foot
facility in Farmington Hills and a
45,000-square-foot facility located in
Walled Lake,” he said.

“The A-Line Plastics Division is in-
volved in the molding, assembling and
shipping of plastic injection molded au-
tomotive parts and components.

“The company seeks to consolidate
its Farmington Hills and Walled Lake
operations in a new facility in order to
achieve greater economies of scale and
to acquire sufficent space for possible
future expansion,” he said.

Currently Key International employs
some 100 people at its F
Hills operation and 150 at Walled Lake.

“These employees will have the op-
portunity to transfer to the
Plymouth Township facility; however,
a number of them will not transfer due
to the increased distance from their
homes,” Rose said.

“This will create immediate job op-
portunities for Plymouth Township res-
idents. the second quarter of
1084, additional new business is antici-
pated which would require a number of
new employees.”

According to Rose, turnover at the
plant is high. And, with three shifts
working a day, he said 200 to 300 em-
ployees are hired a year.

If Key receives the needed economic
considerations, Rose said a price for
the plant will be negotiated with Asso-
clated Spring.

Should things go as planned, Key In-
ternational plans to have the Plymouth
Township site in full operation by mid-
June of this year.

Downtown employees scramble
for parking as deck work starts

Parking in downtown Plymouth may
become difficult after Friday as con-
struction starts in the Central Parking
Lot area.

Although construction of the Huron
Arbor medical clinic and adjacent
parking deck won’t start until March
15, employees in the downtown district
have been asked to avoid parking in
Central Lot starting Friday.

The city administration met with
downtown employers and employees
last week to discuss the parking situa-
tion during construction.

“May I say that we are human and
that we realize that we're not going to
be able to anticipate every problem
that may arise,” City Manager Henry
Graper said.

“We are, however, trying to antici-
pate as many problems as possible pri-
or to construction and, hope-
fully, wé will be able to make everyone
aware of what we are trying to accom-
plish to keep any problems from be-
coming an overwhelming nuisance to
you,” Graper said.

DOWNTOWN WORKERS HAVE
been asked to park in other lots to keep
Central Lot spaces open for customer
parking. Due to the construction, the
city administration anticipates some
100 parking spaces in Central Lot will
be tied up.

“There will be a rotation so that the
same 100 spaces are not lost the entire
time,” Graper said.

The city manager went on to list
other anticipated problems.

“Construction equipment will be in

the area and working all of the time,
and will cause some traffic problems,”
he said.

“Detroit Edison workers and the use
of their equipment are unmanageable.
This is based upon their union agree-
ments and the manner in which their
crews work.

“Construction workers historically
want to park pear their work area and
have very little concern for the aver-
age indlvidual or shopper. We hope to
meet with these people and try to edu-
cate them as to what they can do to
help us out.”

During the construction period,
Graper anticipates some 50 construc-
tion workers on site.

DOWNTOWN EMPLOYEES are

being issued parking permits to park in
other city lots at no charge. Thus far

some 200 permits have been issued, ac-
cording to Paul Sincock, who will be
responsible for parking problems dur-
ing construction.

The city administration estimates
some 140 employees are in the down-
to'l:in area at any given time, Sincock
said.

These employees can park in the
East Central Lot, at a lot at Forest and
Wing, and in front of Four Seasons Mall
on Main Street with a permit, he said.

“In closing, I would like to say that
the success of this project will depend
on ;u of us working together,” Graper
said.

“You are the people who will benefit
the most and we hope that through all
of the meetings that will be held, we
can establish a program which will en-
able us to solve our common prob-
lems.”

The governmental units have 20 days
to respond with any concerns related to
the construction in the floodway.

City Manager Henry Graper sald the
wait for the DNR permit shouldn't in-
terfere with the conmstruction timeta-
ble.

Bonds for the deck construction have
been sold, but not delivered, according
to Ken Way, city treasurer.

Last week the Municipal Building
Authority awarded the construction
contract for the deck to the Walter L.
Couse Co. of Detroit. Couse was the
lowest bidder for the project, at a base
price of $755,300.

Graper doesn't anticipate any objec-
tions to the proposed deck because It
will be an elevated structure which
shouldn't interfere with floodwater
flow.

However, the city must obtain the
floodway permit before comstruction
starts, according to DNR officials.

“The board may consider submitting
comments to the DNR; however, this
probably would not affect the permit
issuance as the township would not be
impacted by this project,” Township
Engineer Michael Bailey writes in the

report.

Although Balley said the deck won't
affect the township, he does suggest it
could have an impact on surrounding

property during a flood.
“In so far as the

parking
deck is concerned, this is to be an ele-
vated structure above the existing Cen-
tral Parking Lot which would be sup-
ported by approximately 45 two-foot-
square columns,” Bailey wrote.

“In addition, there will also be two
stairways and a vehlcular ramp which
will penetrate into the floodway zone.

“The application submitted by the
city does not indicate if a hydraulic en-

gineering report was prepared to
determine the impacts of the columns,
stairways and ramp on the floodway,”
Bailey said.

“We would not attempt to predict on
impacts the structure would have on
the floodway zone through the central
part of the city without conducting a
comprehensive study.

“In that the existing parking lot is
unobstructed, the introduction of the
grade level improvements for the park-
ing deck may have an impact during
periods of high flows through the flood-
way zone,” he wrote.

“IN THAT BOTH THE city and
township share use of the Tonquish
Creek as a major drainageway this en-
croachment should be carefully re-
viewed by the city as any Impacts will
be felt within close proximity of the
structure which now is an area of prob-
lem flooding,” Bailey wrote.

Should the DNR receive letters of
non-objection from the various govern-
mental units prior to the expiration of
the 20-day period, a permit could be is-
sued in advance.

According to Bailey, the DNR now Is
awalting letters of non-objection from
the county drain commissioner and the
county health department.

Schrader marks
80th anniversary

The Schrader Funeral Home marks
its 80th birthday March 1 as the oldest
family-owned business in Plymouth.

When Fred Schrader and his brother,
Nelson C. Schrader, founded the funer-
al home on Penniman Avenue in 1904,
there was little thought that it would
survive three generations. ;i

But that became fact when Edwin C.
{Win) Schrader Jr. took over the busi-
ness upon his return from active duty
with the U.S. Navy in the Pacific a dec-
ade ago.

When he assumed charge, his father
retired and the entire home was remo-
delled to become one of the most mod-
ern of its kina.

WITH THE MANY improvements
being made on Main Street, the
Schrader Funeral Home remains a
jewel on the thoroughfare.

The history of firm thorugh the 80
years furnishes the interesting story
that the funeral home had its origin as
part of a furniture store,

In those days there was no such title
as funeral director. He was the under-
taker. And that was the case when the
Schrader home was founded.

The two brothers started by purchas-
ing the Bennett and Millspaugh home
In 1904.

After four years, Nelson Schrader
moved to Northville and continued to
operate a furniture store and the funer-
al home under the name Schrader.

The furniture store was sold in 1938
and the partnership with Nelson was
dissolved. It then operated as the
Schrader Funeral Home.

Since the early days the building on
Main Street has undergone three major
changes — the last several months ago.
This change brought about the razing
of two business places to provide the
present parking area, and a complete
restoration of the interior.

ALL THIS came after Fred D.
Schrader, one of the original owners,
died during World War II. His son, Ed-
ward, then took over the business until
his son, Edward Jr., was able to run the
firm.

Edwin Jr. became active in World
War II and saw combat duty with the
Navy. He joined the firm in 1972.

Win, as he is known, graduated from
University of Michigan with a master’s
degree in business administration and
followed that by graduating from
Wayne State University with a degree
in mortuary science in June 1972.

He then became very active in the
business of the funeral home and su-
pervised its remodelling.

The Schrader Family has been active
in Plymouth over the years. In May
1973 Edwin A Sr. (Win's father)
received the 40-Year Service Award
from the Funeral Directors Associa-
tion.

Myrilla Schrader, his wife, has been
active until recently in beautifying Kel-
logg Park. She was a leader in making
the park the center of activity that it is
today.

(Part 1)

A group of University of Michigan
students came to Plymouth 23 years
ago to conduct a survey. The purpose
was to determine whether the commu-
nity needed a family counseling ser- *

vice.

The results of the 1961 study
surprised a number of residents, in-
cluding Robert K. Barbour, then head
of the Plymouth branch of the National
Bank of Detroit. Barbour, who was lat-
er to chair the Family Service Advi-
sory Committee, told Margaret Miller
of the Observer:

“The results were shocking — unbe-
lievable to me. I thought, like most peo-
ple here, that in a settled, rather af-
fluent community like Plymouth, se-
rious family problems were something
that exisied elsewhere. [ guess we just

wanted to sweep such problems under
the rug and pretend they didn't exist.”

said the survey showed Plymouth was
doing a good job of meeting the needs
of the community “except in this area.”

Fourteen years later, Ethel North,
one of those active in establishing a
Family Service office here, recalled
that it was hard to convince the Plym-
outh Communi®y Fund board that fund-
ing such a facility in Plymouth was
something it should tackle. She credit-
ed the Rev. David Davies and Russell
Isbister with not letting the matter
drop. €

Davies, who had arrived in Plymouth
in 1951, was rector of St. John Episco-
pal Church. Isbister was superintend-
ent of schools. Both were in positions
which gave them more than usual in-
sight into the social needs of the area.

Isbister, who chaired the Plymouth
Community Fund drive in 1960, was
elected chairman of the Fund’s board
of directors in 1963. It was during his
tenure that a Family Service office
came into being in Plymouth. In Janu-
ary 1863, Isbister, Rev. Davies and
Mrs. North began negotiating with
Family Service of Ann Arbor in an at-
tempt to buy services from that agen-
Cy.

AT A MEETING in Plymouth on
June 28, an agreement was reached be-

tween the Plymouth Community Fund
and the Ann Arbor agency.

Ann “Arbor Family Service would
sponsor and operate the Plymouth off-
ice with one fulltime caseworker serv-
ing only Plymouth-area families. Costs
would be assumed by the Plymouth
Community Fund, with sliding scale
service fees to revert to the Fund, par-
tially defraying costs.

It was hoped that the service would
be available in Plymouth by the fall of
1963, but the search for a person to fill
the job took longer than expected.

Just imagine, if you will, an after-
noon on the University of Michigan
campus while the draft is goingoniga
far-off city.

" IT WAS A lot different before profes-
sional sports teams — both baseball
and football — adopted the draft sys-
tem.

One of the most notable cases was
Charley Gehringer, the best second
baseman the Detroit Tigers ever had.

Gehringer came in from Fowlerville
and got a tryout with the Tigers, then
owned by Frank Navin. He was given a
chance and sent to London in the Michi-
gan-Ontaric League for a year. He
came back and rose to the heights.

Another . outstanding example was
Jimmy Foxx, the great first baseman
for the old Philadelphia Athletics. He
walked from his home in Easton, Md.,
to Philadelphia and asked for a tryout.
Foxx got it and proved himself.

There were many other cases. Ty
Cobb, considered one of the greatest
players of all time, came to the Tigers
when he cost a measly $700. What a
bargain!

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Passions mount
as dancers relive
the ‘Carmen’ story

“Carmen,” which opened Friday at the Maple Theatre in Bloom-
field Township, is at least the 20th film based on Bizet’s opera and
Prosper Merimee’s novel of passion, jealousy and intrigue.

Even if you've seen all the previous film “Carmens” and some at
the Met too, you're in for a visual, musical and dramatically chore-
ographed treat in Carlos Saura’s latest version.

That noted Spanish director garnered an Oscar nomination for
“Carmen” as Best Foreign Film. Working closely with friends and
previous collaborators, Spanish dancer-ballet master Antonio
Gades and producer Emiliano Piedra, Saura has created an in-
tense, gripping motion picture. The film'’s visual impact lingers as
you reflect on the ambiguity of human experience and the shifting
borders between theatrical performance and daily life.

But you don't have to be an opera or dance buff, or even interest-
ed in the psychology of human experience, to enjoy “Carmen.” The
film is so well photographed and so attractively staged that it is
quite easy to sit back and enjoy the sensuous appeal of song and
dance, particularly dance.

“CARMEN” IS A FILM about the rehearsals for “Carmen”
staged as a dance performance rather than an opera. Excellent,
but brief, operatic performances by noted singers Regina Resnik
and Mario Del Monaco are classic presentations presented as
voice-over background to the-choreography.

Antonio Gades is Antonio, director/choreographer/lead dancer/
male lead of “Carmen,” the film, and “Carmen,” the dance per-
formance within the film. As such, he shifts from director to par-
ticipant, often with subtle, barely perceptible movements.

As the film opens, Antonio is searching for a dancer with the
smoldering sensuality that epitomizes Carmen: . . . “a woman,
like a stray cat, who comes when you don't call her.” That fictional
film-story activity was paralleled by Saura’s and Gades’ search for
a dancer-actress to play Carmen. :
