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1 Fewer tax appeals expected this year

Local officials are expecting fewer
property tax assessment appeals this
year as Boards of Review begin meet-
ing next week.

"1 certainly hope we'll have less
appeals this year. Man, I don't want an-
other year like the last couple we've
had," said Ken Way, city of Plymouth
assessor

"Things should be a little easier this
year," Way said.

Appeals in past years were made in

THE BOARD OF REVIEW in Plym-
outh will bold its first session from
noon-6 pm on Tuesday. The second
senion will be from 3-9 pm on
Wednesday. Both meetings will be held
at City Hall the corner of Church and
Main Street.

Board of Review should be made at the
treasurer'B office in City Hall. Persons
making appeals without an appoint-
ment Will have to wait for op•ningR,
Way said.

massive numbers u the real estate

market dropped. One of the worst
years for appeals was 1982, when large
numbers of property owners turned out
to appeal their 1981 assessment.

Fewer appeals were made in 1983,
when 12-month sales studies were used

in calculating 1982 assessments. The
12-month study, opposed to the 30-
month study used earlier, more accu-
rately accounted for the dip in real es-
tate sales.

Also, the effects of a reassessment in
Plymouth and Plymouth Township
were shown in the 1982 assessments.

The 11-month studiee used in the

reassessments helped reduce Uke num.
ber of appeals last year. During times
of declining property values, shorter
sales studies tend to work to the prop-
erty owner'a advantage.

Conversely, the real estate market is
strengthening this year, and property
owners most likely will be satisfied
with anessments because Plymouth
and Plymouth Township are using 2-
year sales studies. During timel of ris-
ing property values, longer sales stud-
les work to the property owner's ad-
vantage.
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end of the week, Way said.
"The trend this year will be down a

little bit, at least it seems that way," he
said.

"People should bring whatever data
they have to the Board of Review; it's
not a formalized hearing.

"The board will listen to what the
people have to Bay and then they go out
and look at the property. A notice of
the board's decision on the appeal will
be mailed to them," Way said.

EDC

The first item on the new EDO

agenda will be Key International's re-
quest for the sale of $8 million worth of
bonds.

In answering a question raised by
Trustee Smith Horton, Supervisor Mau-
rice Breen explained the township
wouldn't incur any liability for the
bond sale.

"There is no pledge of faith by the
township or the EDC," Breen said.

Defaults 00 bond payments revert to
the party receiving the funding, ac-
cording to Bowden Brown, an attorney
representing Key.

Funds for the EDC's operational
costs are generated through adminis-
trative fees charged for the bond sale.

Nine people were appointed to the
EDC board of directon, all residents of
the township with the exception of Rob-
ert DeMatUa who owns the Metro West
Industrial Park.

Breen explained that DeMattia
would have to abstain from voting on
the board when projects inside the in-
dustrial park are considered.

IN OTHER ACTION related to the
industrial park, the Township Board
budgeted Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG) funds for a con-
nector road to the park.

The board voted 6-0 to allocate
$300,000 in CDBG funds to construct
the Helm Street connector from She]-
don Road to the eastern boundary of
the industrial - on Five Mile.The budgetmount represent8 a
portion of 1982 CDBG funds, and all of
1983 and '848 CDBG allocation.

"This program was to install approx·
imately 1,115 lineal feet of Class A ac-
cess roadway from Sheldon to the ex-
isting Metro West Industrial Park,"
said Terry Carroll, township grant
coordlnator.

By reallocaUng a portion of 1982
CDBG funds, Carroll said the road
could be extended further into the
park.
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The initial budget adopted in June
1983 did not include funds for a wage
increa,e but provided for increment,
only (step increues in the salary Ehed-
ule).

Effects of the ongoing economic re-
covery were evident Tuesday night as
the Plymouth Township Board took
several strides toward an increased in-
dustrial base.

In separate actions, the board put the
gears in motion for tax abatement
needed for a plant sale, established a
local Economic Development Corp.
(EDC), and budgeted money for an ac-
cms road to the Metro West Industrial
Park.

A March 13 public hearing was set to
consider Key International Manufac-
turing's request to establish a plant re-
habilitation district, which would en-
compass the old Associated Spring fa-
cility on Plymouth Road.

Once the reh*ilitation district is ap-
proved, the Township Board can act on
Key's request for Act 198 property tax
abatement. Key plans to consolidate its
plastics operations at the Plymouth
Road site, if 12 years of 50-percent tax
abatement is offered.

The Plymouth Road plant has been
idle since Associated Spring closed the
doon last year. Key plans to renovate
the plant for its A-Line Plastics Divi-
Sion.

Besides increasing the township's tax
base, sale of the plant would generate
employment for the area.

TIED INTO KEYS request for eco-
nomic assistance in acquiring the plant.
is the need for EDC financing.

Discussion of a township EDC start-
ed before announcement of Key's inter-
est in the Plymouth Road plant. How-
ever, Key's request was menUoned in
support of establishing a local EDC
Tuesday night.

In 6-0 votes, the board approved the
articles of incorporation for the EDC
and appointed its board of directors.

The EDC now can agist industrial

and commercial developers in obtain-
1ng funds through the sale of tax-free
bonds.

The number of mentally retarded ciU-
zens living in state institutions dropped to
the 2,600 mark, the lowest level in more
than 60 years

The 1984 level was a drop of 12 percent
from the previous year and the lowest
since 1921 The mentally retarded popula-
tion in state institutions had peaked at
13,000 about 20 years ago.

Those figures certainly suggest the
state has reached its goal of lowering the
number of patients in state institutions
and placing them in group homes. The
move was started because mental health

authorities came to believe that the de-
velopmentally disabled person would
progress at a faster rate in a small, home-
like atmosphere.

Plymouth has one privately-operated
group home and one state-controlled
home while Canton has five and Plymouth
Township one.

State authorities also were unhappy
with the high cost of caring for the retard-
ed in an in:Ututlonal getting. The e:Umat-
ed colt of caring for 13,000 mentally re-
tarded in a state institution 10 $530 million
a year, according to the Michigan Depart-
meat of Health, compared to $225 million
the state now spet¥12 on its centen and
community programs.

The unofficial rewards for work

'eddy at the station

For most of us, work is a search for
daily meaning as well as a search for dai-
ly bread.

So the official reward for work (the
paycheck) is not the only thing we seek
from work. Work can provide rewards be-
yond a paycheck - rewards we could call
"unofficial." They aren't part of the nor-
mal wage, salary and benefit aspeqts of
employment.

The teaching profession, for many
years, had a number of "unofficial"
rewards for its membed prestige; re-
spect from parents and students; job ata-
bility; mimmers off; free access to re-
search studies and materials; time off for
advanced study; sabbaticals; peer recog-
nition for innovations in instructional ma-
terial, teaching processes, methods and
techniques; inservice lraining opportunt-
ties; promotional opportunities.

In areas where enrollment declines oc-
curred, however, many of these privileges
were curtailed or made less available be-
cause of budget cots. And with budget cut-
ting also came a deeper look into the
whole process of education froma social
cost and benefit perspective.

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For the first time in American history,
a prized institution (public education) fell
into public disgrace, not because the sys-
tem itself was so bad but because the pub-
lie believed it was. After hiding in their
academic ivory towers for a century, edu-
eaton were called to account.

A fak and honest assessment of Ameri-
can educaUon would show it has warts,
but not that it is cancer-ridden. With edu-
cation under attack, we sometimes forget
its accomplishments. Worse yet, if the at-
tacks persist we may end up destroying a
system whicb by and large has served us
very well indeed.

What educational system in the world
chas ever assimilated in a short time 100
million sons and daughters of foreign
born people of diverse languages, races,
religions, customs and traditions? What
educational system in &e world has ever
provided more opportunities for more
people for advanced studies? What sys-
tem, in a single generation, has taken the
sons and daugkters of illiterate people and
turned them into lawyers, doctors, engi-
neers, accountants, teachers, technician14
political leaders, scientists and artists?

What impact has all the criticism of ed-
ucation had on school teachers? Fair crit-
icism has dooe nothing to damage morale
or teacher effectiveness. But all critici,m
has not been fair. So we find many teach-
en dipirited and demoralised to the ex-
tent that ¢1-1. behavior appean binart
How else can you explain teachers strik-

making spleches from the rearplatform

ing for higher wages when taxpayers are
in revolt? That would seem irrational.

BUT WHAT THESE wage demands
represent is not more compensation per
se, but a trade-off for the loss of a number
of unofficial rewards.

Many school districts aren't financially
stable any longer. Long-term employ-
ment in teaching is not guaranteed.

Promotional opportunities are few.
Prestige and respect are no longer inher-
ent in educaUon. Teachers are now

perceived as educated "grunts" by many
members of the public.

Merit pay doesn't solve their problem
either. Who is to judge? Lay school board
members? Parents? Students? The feder-
al government? And based on what crite-
ria of excellence? Whose critieria? How
can that criteria be objectively measured?

The fact is that merit pay for educators
is not unlike the piece work notion of
compensation for industrial workers. The
"piece-rate" notion would suggest that
the ecooomic incentive is the only one
»lch is truly effective in providing quick
and long-term motivation of employees.
But, for some reason, the plece-ratdmo-
tive has often brought on labor strife.
Workers tend to feel allenated from one
another u they compete for attention and
cash

The piece rate probably did more to
foster the torn*tion of unions than any
other gingle act of management abuse or
exploitation of worken The reason is that
man is not one dimensional. Man does
have an economic side, but also has a so-
cial, political and spiritual side to his ex-
isteace. Removing the social side is a loss
01 Iomething mo,t of us feel has value in
Oe livel.

The invited guests included members of
church and dvic organizations, Wayne County
Commisslooer Mary Dumas, R-Livonia, and West-
land Mayor Charles Pickering.

The shelter is designed to help women whohave
to flee their homes with their children because of

violence being inflicted upoo them by their hus-
bands or male companion:.

Since February 1983, the First Step shelter has
housed more than 130 families from western
'Wayne County and downriver communities, First
Step eigecutive director Jane Dewey said.

Dewey said eight Livonia families stayed at the
shelter during the year, and 43 others used the fa-
cilities. Figures for other local communitieseere
Westland, 13 and 71; Garden City, one and 17; Red-
ford, three and 20; Plymouth, two and 18; Canton,
two and 44; and Wayne, six and 20.

Families can stay up to 30 days at the shelter,
where they are given counseling, support, and as-
sistance they will need to start new lives away
from the men whohave been abusing them.

First Step, a non-profit agency, has provided ser-
vices to more than 4,500 women since it was found-
ed in 1979. The other services available include a

24-hour crisis line, individual and group counseling,
legal advocacy, and Wormation and referral.

Results were dramat-
ic. The park became the home for 80
industrial firms with more than 26,000
employees. Today this area forms the
eastern slope of Silicon Valley.

Similar university-industry partner-
ships occurred in North Carolina's Re-
search Triangle, and along Route 128
in Massachusetts.

During the 1980-83 recession, several
states embraced this university-high
tech industry model. Mounting a pub-
Ucity campaign to encourage high tech
companies to expand or relocate in a
given state was the order of the day.
Advertisements were run in national
publications, professional journals and
major metropolitan newspapers.

It seemed that every state with a
major university, an electronics corn-
pany, and an unemployment rate above
10 percent was out touting itself as the
best location for high tech industrial
development.

He coaches basketball at Madonna Col-
lege. That's in Livonia. It's a small school
best known for its nursing program and few
outside of medical circles ever heard of it.

That includes most basketball players.
Other than "Dr." Julius Erving, they don't
dawdle much in that profession. Few would
have an interest in attending a nursing

1 school.

Sobocinski is like any other basketball
coach, however.

Investors Service. Rates usually con-
sider four key factors.

First, the rating services look at the
community' s economic base. Is it de-
pendent on one industry or company?
If so, how is that industry or firm
doing?

Second, they look at the finanicial
position of the issuer. Is the communi-
ty's income meeting its expenditures?

Third, they look at the issuer's histo·
ry of meeting debt payments and ex-
amine the financial backing of the debt.
The rating agencies ask how much ad-
ditional money the city or state will
have to borrow. Will that impair the

ability to pay off present debt?
Fourth, they examine the political

factors surrounding the issuer. How
well is the municipality governed? In
the case of publicly owned utilities, rat-
ing agencies also consider whether
state regulatory commissions are will-
ing to allow rate hikes to cover in-
creased costs.

Do politiel factor, cause a city's
bond rating to fall? Yes, they do. For
example, in 1983 Standard Poor's re-
duced Chicago's rating because of ma-
jor differences between Mayor Harold
Washington and the city council in dos-
ing a $100 million deficit.

Brokers also sell unit trusts - port-
folios of municipal bonds that are usu-
ally held until maturity.

In-
spired to the nose holes, they begin an
"incredible work," probably their
"best," but soon find themselves with
half a drawing and no inspiration what-
soever.

Let's look at the meaning of the
word, impiration: "to breathe life
into." So when you lose your inspira-
tion, your idea suffocates and the art-
work falls dead on your easel. You see
inspiration excites the mind to create
the work of art. As this inspiration
fade your creativity lessens and the
work dramatically suffers. The stroke
of brush or pen become tentative and
halting. You doubt your choice of color,
question your shading and soon at)an-
don the work altogether.

Here 18 where the amateurs and the
pros separate. Like the stone amateur
that I am in golf, when I hit a ball Into
the woods I fall over stiff on the fair-

way. A better player or pro would con-
fidently walk into the woods to better
plan his next shot.

PROFESSIONAL ARTISTS do not

require inspiration to work out a de-
cent piece of artwork. And indeed
many commissions are 180 degrees
from ingptration. A profeulonal artist
knows that if he or she ia going to sign
the work it has to be worthy of their
signature and indicative of their abill-
ty. Every slngle week at least one of
my students looks at me with eyellds at

half mast and ask-s "can I be done

now?" The "push" required when ingpi·
ration 18 gone only comes from years of
eIperience and technical skill. Thts is
why art lessons are so critical for stu-
dents hoping to excel in the field of art.

Few works done by a student at home
with the usual domestic distractions

can be rendered before the inspiration
lifts, however, the teachers technical

knowledge should belp the uninspired
student push his or her work to comple-
tion.

So when faced with a commission,

seek to be inspired. First consider the
object of the commission. Remember
the word, "consider" means to take

thought of. Perhaps your commission is
of something that appears to be boring.
H so, your careful consideration of it
may somehow spark your interest and
thereby initiate creativity. Next appre-
ciate the object of your commission if
it is inanimate. Study it closely for its
basic shapes. If it is manmade, look for
the craftsmanship or technology within
its construction. If it is of nature take

thought of the power that fashioned it,
and automatically it w11 increase in
your opinion. Don't seek to copy, seek
to re-create.

I was looking through a wildlife
magazine and noticed a photo of a baby
cheetah attacking a little impala. What
caught my eye was that the baby chee-
tah seemed to be looking at its mother
as if to seek her approval. And the baby
impala seemed so calm as if to say, "to
this end was I created." So after con-

sidering this scene and appreciating
the structure and beauty of each ani-
mal, I began to re-create this scene
which ultimately caused it to be origi-
nal expression even though it was tak-
en from a photo.

Q: "When will my son or daughter be
able to draw withoot looking at some-
thing for reference?"

With the proper approach to any sub-
ject your own feelinp will come
though onthepaper orcanvas and the
expression should be even greater than
the photo used for reference. After all a
camera is limited to record only what
is seen by the lens. So you the arUst are
free to not only be accurate with what
is seen but also express visually what is
felt. Any artist is pleased when viewers
appreciate his or her technical skills.
But the artist is doubly rewarded when
viewers "feel" his expression in his re-
creation.

Q. Shirley ask's "how do you shade
something like a glass of wine?"

A: Glass and chrome are a little diffi-

cult to draw because there is no defi-

nite color. All you really see is the re-
flections of light and surrounding
shapes and colors. In the example of a
glass of wine the glass where the wine
is held would appear to be the purple
color of the wine. But the reflection of

light and objects around the glass
highlight and shade its smooth surface.

So even though the wine is purple. its
color is secondary to the reflections on
the outer surface of the glass. Anything
wet or glassy or even chrome must
have a strong white highlight to appear
shiney.
