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Federal

Thanks to the federal government,
an old, dilapidated water pump house
in Old Village will be getting a face-lift
this year.

The transformation of the rundown
pump house into modern offices for the
Old Village Association is one of the
projects approved Monday when the
Plymouth City Commission approved
spending a minimum of $71,000 in 1984
in US. community development block
grant money.

The city expects to get from $71,000
to $80,000 from the federal program
this year.- The exact figure, said grant
coordinator Paul Sincock, depends on
how much surplus money is turned in
by cities participating in block grant
programs {n previous years.

In 1983, the city received $80,000 un-
der the program. More than half of the

was used to renovate fire sta-
tion No. 2 into a home for the ambu-
lance service.

The city originally proposed using
$51,500 of this year’s grant to renovate
the DPW yard. But the Wayne County
office, which administers block grant
funds, ruled
the federal on {

,ﬂ::e money cannot be used for any pub-
the yard in 1983.

THE DPW’S loss, therefore, becomes
the Old Village's gain.

Somewhere between $31,500 and
$38,000 of this year’s funds will be used
tornew:t.reetllghu.treesandprmno-
tional projects in the village. This in-
cludes fixing up the pump house for of-
fices for the village’s association,
which is composed mostly of business-
people. The pump house was used when
the city had its own water system, but
fell into disrepair after it was struck by
acar. ;

Block grant funds primarily are in-
tended to benefit low- and moderate-
income people or to meet emergency
community needs. Sincock said the Old
Village area is the only area in Plym-
buth which has a concentration of low-
to-moderate-income people. The vil-
lage is west of the railroad tracks,
north of Main.

The city intends to set aside a por-
tion of the Old Village funds for promo-
tional purposes.

- “This gives us a flexibility factor,”
Sincock said. “We can assist them in
the economic development of their
area, bringing in shoppers or belping
landlords develop the area.”

- Joint venture

Home security system still far off

The ADT security firm has decided
against joining with Omnicom Cablevi-
sion to provide home security for local
residents.

Omnicom had hoped to form a joint
venture with ADT to provide long-
promised security service in the next
few months. )

But Steve Larson, Canton trustee, re-
cently was informed ADT has bowed
out for financial reasons. That infor-
mation came from Peter Newell, a sen-
for vice president for Capital Cities
Corp., which owns Omnicom.

Larson, a member of Canton’s cable
advisory committee, recently asked
Newell to make a progress report to
Canton’s board of trustees on the cable
home-security system. Omnicom,
which has franchise agreements with
Canton, Plymouth and Northville, has
promised optional home security for
these communities, but the system pev-
er has been ted.

“I'm not willing to let this die,” Lar-
son said. “Pete (Newell) is going to
other security systems in the country to
see if the response is the same.”

ADT, SAID to be the oldest and larg-
est security firm in the country, Is cur-
rently testing a wireless home security
system which transmits over radio fre-

N.Y., and not expand into any other
markets for now.

The failure of Omnicom and ADT to
reach agreement “doesn’t bode well”

for implementation of the home securi-
ty service in the near future, Larson
said.

The proposed security plan, as in-
cluded in the franchise agreements,
calls for burglar and fire alarms, as
well as medical alert. The ADT
al had called for a wireless unit in the
subscriber’s home which could
transmit emergency calls over radio
frequency.

The calls would go through Omnicom
cable lines to ADT who would, in turn,
call the police, fire or emergency medi-
cal service.

Newell recently told Canton officials
he has been unable to find a security
firm capable or willing to provide the
service at an affordable cost.

While Newell had projected a cost of
$695 for installation, and around $20
per month to monitor the system, other
companies were pegging costs in the
$2,000-83,000 range, he said. .

ACCORDING TO Larson, many
firms are reluctant to risk a costly law-
sult, in the event the equipment or sys-
tem fails during a call for help. Newell
has acknowledged cost and liability are
key issues.

Larson, while admitting the pro-
posed home security plan is largely ex-
perimental, and a “huge job,” believes
Omnicom has not moved fast enough to
fulfill its agreement.

The existing system is bullt to accept
a two-way plan, and could use ADT
equipment, according to Larson.

“All you need 18 a magic box in our
house that can electronically inquire,

A sensitive subject drew dozens to
the Plymouth-Canton school board
meeting at Tanger Elementary School
Monday night.

Rick Coleman, Omnicom general
manager, pointed out that there are no
cable-firm home security systems in
operation in the metropolitan area, and
few In the country. He believes the
market for such service is small.

“The market isn't really there”
Coleman said. “It has to be economi-
cally viable for both the cable company
and the security firm. It isn't easy.”

ANOTHER OPTION, which Larson
calls a “remote possibility,” would be
“for the cable system to be hooked into
the township's proposed central police-
fire dispatch system. That joint system
is expected to be established when a
new police station is built in the next
Year or so.

“I don't want the township (to as-
sume responsibility) but if that's what
it takes . . .,"” Larson said.

Larson said he wants more discus-
sions with the police and fire depart-
ments and the township board before
p on such a plan.

“It may ultimately be the only way
to get the service,” Larson said. “There
is going to be a price tag, there is no
question."

Clerk John Flodin expressed skepti-
cism about the feasibility of such a
plan.

“If private industry can't do it, how
can we do it?”

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Back taxes SPUr obituarles
city rescue plan

The city of Plymouth has offered to
lend a helping hand to a Mill Street
company struggling to pay off its debts
in U.S. Bankruptcy Court.

The company, Bathey Manufactur-
ing, 100 S. Mill, owes the city $59,585 in
back taxes. In early 1983 the company,
which still is operating, filed for reorg-
anization under Chapter 11 in the East-
ern District bankruptcy court.

Instead of stretching payments over
56 months to the city, as ordered by the
court, the city has asked the company
to sell eighth-tenths of an acre owned
by the company. The land is behind the
company cn the northern tip of its
property, near Amelia, Mill and the C
& O Railroad tracks.

The city, in turn, would sell the land
(zoned heavy industrial) and pay off the
company’s tax bill, said City Manager
Henry Graper.

Graper highlighted the proposal at
Monday's City Commission meeting,
saying the proposal had been made by
letter that day and that the company

had 10 days to respond.

Assistant city attorney Ronald Lowe
gave several reasons the swap would
help the company.

“THEY WILL no longer owe the
$59,000; it would be a wash-out,” Lowe
said. “They are now in reorganization
and have to make payments to us. Next
year, at tax time, there would be no
further liability for taxes on that prop-
erty. And this would help them with
their cash-flow problem. It will do
away with some of their debt.”

The arrangement would have to be
approved by the court, Lowe said, add-
ing that the company still would be lia-
ble for any back taxes owed to Wayne
County or other taxing units.

Since February, the city has been
waiting for the company to come up
with a payment plan, Lowe said.

If the swap went through, the city
would immediately try to sell the land,
possibly to a nearby business for extra
parking, Graper said.

Lowe said the proposal was briefly
discussed recently with company presi-
dent, Wendell Flynn.

Ford Motor Co. has agreed to pur-
chase the historic Dearborn Inn from
the Edison Institute, Ford Chairman
Philip Caldwell and Institute President
Harold K. Skramstad announced. The
company gave the institute the inn in
1953.

Caldwell told the Economic Club of
Detroit the purchase was made “s0 we
can maintain its historic &harm and
continue the type of quality service and
accommeodations that are needed in our
community.

Skramstad said. “The sale proceeds

NOTED FOR its Early American ar-
chitecture and f Dearborn
Inn has long been a favorite stop for
travelers and buffs and was one
of the world’s first airport hotels.

Henry Ford, founder of the auto com-
pany, to accommodate air passengers
at his nearby airfleld, now a company
test track.

Ia 1853, the company donated the inn

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Among the traditions of me Lincoln
family — the handed-down folklore
that is & part of every family's acultur-
ization — may have been old stories
about grandfather Thomas Lincoln and
the mill.

One of the family tales revealed how
in 1875 Thomas Lincoln and other local
leaderp negotiated a peace settlement
with King Philip, the Indian chieftain
who had declared war on all of white
New England. The treaty hammered
out at Lincoln's mill slowed the impet-
uous Philip for only a short time —
about six months. But when Philip re-
turned to the warpath his pace was
more cautious. The Lincoln Mill Treaty
probably paved the way toward the fl-
nal peace.

'. THE LANDMARK Lincoln mill
gerved the community for almost two
¢enturies.

+ Solidly built of rugged old oak and
ather hardwoods, it was regarded by
the people both as a mill and a meeting
place. In emergenices it served as a
blockhouse for those working nearby.
Those who have been following this se-
ries may recall that the mill had been
built about 1652 by great-great-grand-
father Lincoln who was called Thomas,
the miller, to distinguish him from
three other Thomas Lincolns in the
Hingham area. They were: Thomas, the
cooper; Thomas, the husbandman; and

'Helen
Glibert

Thomas, the weaver. All were belleved
to have been related.

When Luther’s Thomas left Hingham
in 1652 he may have been seeking a
more independent identity as well as
more opportunities for the milling busi-
ness, At the time he moved to Bristol
County it still was a part of the old
home base, the Pilgrim county of
Plymouth.

The histories of that early period de-
vote many pages to King Philip's war
and many mention the Lincoln mill.
Probably we cannot approach an un-
derstanding of this early time and its
people withotu a of the Indian
troubles of that time and place.

FOR 50 YEARS the Plymouth Col-
ony had enjoyed a peaceful coexistence
with Chief Massasoit, ruler of the
Wampanoags who lived between Taun-
ton and Plymouth.

Massasoit also was the chief saga-
more and overlord of the Indians on
Cape Cod and all around Massachusetts
Bay.

The Pilgrims also were befriended
by Squanto, Samoset, Hobamack, -and
others. Governor William Bradford in
his journal calls Squanto a “special in-
strument sent of God for their good, be-
yond their education.”

One day Squanto walked the corn
field with Captain-Myles Stapdish and
others showing them how to. fertilize
the soil with alewives (herring). Using
his own private hoard Squanto placed

SOME CRITICS would suggest that
“modernism” is to blame for this flaw
in public life. Modernism has given us
high tech and unparalleled success in
the production and exchange of goods.
We can make things we have never
heard of before and we can et and
sell them anywhere. But we have be-
come separated from one another and
we do not trust each other.

Modernism should not be blamed en-
tirely for the breakdown of contracts

today. Contracts were composed iong
before modernism took root and con-
tracts were conceived precisely be-
cause the potential for dissolution was
recognized. Contracts were written be-
cause it was possible that two consent-
ing parties might not be able to keep
the original intent.

I do not know what Jerry Argovitiz
or the labor unions intend to do in the
process of future contracts, but I do
now that whenever I am called on to
participate in the community ordering
of marriage, I feel the great responsi-
bility to share the potential of its abuse
as well as its use in public life. It is not
enough to want to live together forev-
er. It is important to recognize the ca-

pacity we all have to turn aside from a
common good to a strictly selfish one,

This makes the marriage “contract”
an unfolding process. A marriage “con-
tract” is never signed, sealed and then
ignored. A marriage relationship is the
deliberate intention of both parities to
mutually support and affirm each
other for the realization of their re-
sponsibilities and fulfillmeht of God's
gifts.

A NUMBER OF marriages I con-
ducted before God and for the state of
Michigan have ended in divorce. Upon
reflection, it has not been particularly
difficult to trace these divorces back to
their beginnings. What has been impos-
sible to this date is to predict what ef-
fect on the marriage relationship, spe-
cific actions create.

Being aware of its fragile nature
should give those reponsible for com-
posing contracts a concern and care for
the parties involved. If there is no care
or concern, there is no common unit,
and if there is no community, there is
no life. That is even a worse state than
broken contracts.

The deadline for filing 1983 tax re-
turns is April 15. This four-part article
will suggest ways (o save on 83 re-
turns.

Here are several ways of identifying
incomes that are not taxable.

BENEFITS — Social Security pay-
ments received in 1982 are tax-free.
Also untaxed are veteran's benefits, the
part of a penslon that is a return of
what you put in, most death pay-outs
from insurance, worker’s compensa-
tion . benefits and most scholarships
which are not pay for work.

You may be taxed on part or all of
unemployment compensation if you
had other income. Jobless pay is ex-
empt only if your adjusted gross in-
come plus the jobless pay and other in-
come totals no more than $18,000 on a
joint return.

MARRIAGE PENALTY — Working
couples will receive a bigger break for
1983. Ten percent of the lower-paid
spouse’s earnings — after deductions
for an Individual Retirement Account
— can be excluded from taxation up to
$3,000.

DIVIDENDS — Up to $200 of stock
dividends are tax-free on joint returns.
The exclusion applies to mutual funds
that hold stock, but not to dividends
paid by money-market funds. Public
utility investors can receive a break by
reinvesting 1982 dividends in more util-
ity shares.

In approved plans, up to $1,500 may
be excluded on a joint return. If you
meet the rules, tax is not due until the
new shares are sold, and then at the
low, long-term capital-gains rate if

Alvin again
Director stars in musical hit ‘I Love My Wlfe

“I LOVE My Wife” isn't the first
show the actor has directed. He direct-
ed “All the Way Home” at the Ensem-
ble Studio Theatre in New York and
took the show to the Peterborough
(N.H.) Players, “one of the oldest sum-
mer theaters in the country.”

He also taught at Colorado College,
directed a student production of “HotL
Baltimore” at Franklin Pierce College
in New Hampshire and directed
“Krapp’s Last Tape” at the Museum
School of Boston.

Seymour's second off-Broadway
show was “Small Craft Warnings,” a
production that saw him playing both a
role onstage as the pickup Bobby and
later behind-the-scenes as stage mana-
ger.

The man in the
shot entitled “Goose and Friend,” taken
in Denmark, didn't know he would be
included in the picture.

Webber took a course in portraiture
and attended photography seminars,
but most of his photographer’s knowl-
edge came through experience, he says.

“I bought my first camera when I
was in the Navy,” Webber said. “I took
primarily family pictures. Then I
Joined the Photographic Guild of De-
troit. The competition makes you get
out and take pictures, and I learned a
lot.

“I would advise would-be photogra-
phers te join a good camera club,” he
added. “It will get you started. Most of
them have instructional classes and
competition among members. Part of
the club is going on assignments, so you
take pictures you might not take other-
wise.”

He joined
the Detroit diesel engine division of
General Motors in 1948. Webber later
worked as production control manager

-for a diesel engine and farm tractor-

firm, procedures supervisor at Willow
Run for the Kaiser-Fraiser Corp. In
1953, he became an organization ana-
lyst for the Ford Motor Co. He has been
president of the Plymouth Symphony
Society and the Northville Chamber of
Commerce.

Webber zaid.

“I like the fact that you got some-
thing to show for your work,” he said.
“Lstill get excited about seelng a roll of
film as it's developed.”

Webber, who has been to all but four
U.S. states, wanis to visit England
again to photograph the ice skating
pair of Jayne Torvill and Christopher
Dean who won a gold medal at the Win-
ter Olympics in Sarajevo. He has never
seen Australia and New Zealand and
hopes to visit those places someday.

The Webbers' 1982 motor trip
through Eutope cost them $55 a day.
They wrote about how they kept their
travel costs down and offered the re-
ports for sale.

“We met a lot of nice people who told
us what to see,” Robert Webber said.
“So we saw a lot of museums and
things the tour buses never stop at. We
learned some unknown history by visit-
ing small towns.”

the artist is silenced. This thought adds
a little weight to those many quick
sketches most artist have laying
around. Indeed a significant percent-
age of art works we frame at the art
store are cherished pieces, perhaps
only casually observed during the art-
ist’s lifetime. For this reason I feel it is
of particular importance that your
choice of paper and media be of a good
quality so that your works of art will
hold up to the passage of time.

This week we framed a pencil draw-
ing dome in 1977. It is hard to belleve
that in just seven years this paper had
drastically yellowed and even cracked
in some areas. When you consider the
time spent doing any work of art it
would be a shame if it turned out beau-
tifully and was on an inferior grade of
paper. If this happens, you can always
transfer your drawing to better paper.
The best way to approach this, howev-
er, is to do a rough sketch on bond, lay-
out or poster paper. When you have es-
tablished all the critical areas transfer
(by rubbing graphite on the back of
your drawing) the main shapes to a
good quality paper. High rag or 100
percent rag paper has a good chance of
staying white over the passing of time.
I bad better go to a question to change
the subject before this sounds like a life
insurance commercial.

@ My name is Janice and I am bav-
ing a difficelt time drawing this idea I
bhave of a man holding up the world,
similar to Atlas.

A: As you probably already know,
Janice, people are very difficult to
draw. If you draw them even a little
out of

studying the shape as you do sketching
it. Make it clear in your mind before
you even attemnpt to make a visual ex-
pression.

Circular File: “You sald anything
can be fixed, now fix this drawing be-
fore 1 throw it away" said Bella, as she

slammed her drawing down on the art
table.

She had a beautifully drawn picture
of an opossum in a tree. The problem
was that you couldn't make out the
structure of the opossom because it is
so furry. This problem was easilyl cor-
rected by adding heavily sheded areas
to show the structure of the animal. Af-
ter the structure was established, Bella
added a fine lines here and there to
give it the hairy texture. The proper
approach to drawing furry, fluffy or
hair covered animals is to always de-
velop the structure first. Then define
the planes and shapes of bone and mus-
cle. Then and only then add the finish-
Ing details.

Sometimes the strokes of hair or fur
will completely cover up the structure
you may have struggled to produce.
But that structure is critical because it
supports the finishing details and adds
a lifelike quality to your animal rend-
erings. Some animals have very short
hair which because of its shiny texture
emphasizes the bone and muscle struc-
ture. A horse, for example, is a study in
bone, muscle and proportion. The fact
that a horse even has hair is only evi-
dent in that it has a shiny coat, which
wonderfully bends light and shadow to
emphasize its massive structure.
