would be a task.

“And we are satisfied that we
have foutid: & buyer who is just as
interested- in the work of Frank
Lloyd Wright, as we are, and will
see that it is maintained with the re-
spect it deserves.”

What makes the home so unsual,
is the fact that one of architect
Wright's principals in design of
buildings is to use the materials
which are native to the region.
That's why the Wall home features
cypress wood, and bricks made in
the area, and the other materials
found in and around Plymouth.

Taking schoolto home

Homebound teacher on tight schedule

Janet Shazer walks stiffly to her
worktable and carefully grasps a pen-
cil in her swollen fingers.

For the pasi several weeks, 13-year-
old Janet has been confined to her
Livonia home with a painful bout of
arthritis. With swollen, painful joints,
Janet is unable to attend regular sev-
enth grade classes at Holmes Middle
School. '

BRINGING SCHOOL to Janet is
Lorna Durand of Canton, homebound
teacher for the Livonia school district.
Janet is one of a handful of students
temporarily served at home until they
are well enough to return to classes.

So far this year, Durand has had 17
students who have been out for varying
lengths of time because of surgery,
sports injurles and automobile acci-
dents. Policy calls for the student to be
out for at least four weeks in order to
qualify for a homebound teacher, but
some recover more quickly and go
back earlier.

Durand delivers assignments from
ber students’ teachers in a warm, en-
couraging manner. After a quip or two,
it's down to business. Durand visits her
students for one hour twice a week, and
every moment must count.

“] have some tests for you,” Durand
sald. “You're on your honor. It's a
" “Oh, boy, just what I need,” Janet re-
sponded, with a smile.

DURAND, A 1968 graduate of Thurs-
School in Redford, has

Durand became the homebound
teacher last fall. When she isn’t per-
forming those tasks, she works at
Emerson Middle School in Livonia, as-
sisting children with learning disabili-
ties and mental or physical impair-
ments.

“1 like this a lot,” Durand said. “1
don’t mind traveling. I meet different
people and work with different kids,
different grade levels.”

Most of the homebound students are
recuperating at home. On occasion Du-
rand may visit a pupil confined to a
hospital. Since few districts in western
Wayne County have homebound teach-
ers, Durand sometimes provides short-
term assistance to students in nearby
communities.

In one such case, Durand has been
working with a girl who suffered paral-
ysis and speech loss as a result of car
crash injuries.

ADAPTATION TO a student’s medi-
cal condition requires Durand to be
flexible.

For example, Janet's arthritis was
diagnosed late last summer. Currently,
ghe is resting at home while undergoing
a series of injections of gold, which her
physician hopes will put the arthritis in
remission.

Janet receives temporary relief
from pain by soaking her hands, feet
and ankles in a liquid solution of hot
wax, kept in & heating unit in her home.

The athletic Janet enjoys softball
and cs — activities which
must be set aside right now.

“I love running,” Janet said. “Hope-
fully, the medicine will work and I can
go back to it.”

Janet's mother, Jean, is grateful for
the homebound . “I was send-
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will make adjustments and go on with
things. She is bright and mature.”

AT THE END of an hour, Durand
and Janet have reviewed proportions
and ratios for math, and plant repro-
duction for science. It was time for Du-
rand to climb into her car and drive to
the next assignment with 14-year-old
Leisa Mellberg.

Leisa, an eighth grade student at
Riley Middle School in Livonia, recent-
ly underwent surgery on her back and
was in a body cast. Unable to sit com-
fortably, Leisa reclined on a couch
while Durand curled up on the floor

“The cast is uncomfortable at times,
but most of the time it's okay,” said
Leisa.

From Leisa’s teachers, Durand
brought several assignments: Tapes of
French lessons, a history piece on the
Civil War and a project on the influ-
ence of advertising.

“I think I've overwhelmed you with
these assignments,” Durand said. “I'm
going to be home all weekend. Call me
if you have a problem.”

OBVIQUSLY, DURAND cannot du-

plicate the education a child would
receive in his or her regular classroom.
Some subjects are too accelerated or
too specialized. But she enjoys the chal-
lenge.
“T have had a marvelous year," Du-
rand said. “I have to do some paring
down (and) develop lesson plans for
each child. I have met a cross-section
of (peopie).”

When she isn't teaching, Durand en-
joys bowling and playing golf with her
husband, Bob, an electrician with the
family-ran Durand Electric Co. "of
Northville.

Durand also teaches Sunday school
at Holy Trinity Lutheran Church in
Livonia and spends plenty of time with
daughters Nicole, 11%, Alicia, 6, and
Carrie, 2%.
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in assault charge

A judge has ruled in favor of a Plym-
outh-Canton school teacher convicted
in December 1982 in 35th District
Court of assault and battery against a
15-year-old student.

Wayne County Circuit Court Judge

_Paul Teranes ruled last week that Scott

Kurtz, 81, was acting in a proper super-
visory role when he used physical force
to subdue John James during an alter-
cation which took place in Central Mid-
dle School in October 1982.

Teranes’ decision overturns one giv-

" en in 1982 by District Court Judge Dun-

bar Davis. Davis found Kurtz guilty of
the misdemeanor and fined him §135.
Davis ruled that James was not under
Kurtz's supervision at the time of the
incident and therefore Kurtz had no le-
gal right to discipline him. Kurtz ap-
pealed Davis’ ruling, which was based
on a 1956 state attorney general's opin-
ion.

In his decision, Teranes ruled that
James was indeed under the supervi-
sion of Kurtz and that Kurtz never
gave up supervision of James through-
out the whole incident.

ACCORDING to district court testi-
meony, the altercation began in Kurtz’s
drafting class.

James came into the class, even
though he wasn’t a student in the class.
Kurtz James to a. classroom
across the hall, where the student ap-

It was at this point, Davis ruled, that
Kurtz gave up supervision of James,
turning him over to the teacher in that
room. Any physical force used by Kurtz
after that turnover was illegal, Davis
ruled.

Teranes overturned Davis' reason-
ing, apparently agreeing with a 1964
state statute which states teachers may
use reasonable force on any students

attending schoo! when such force is
necessary to maintain discipline.

“This is a significant case,” said
Charles Bokos, Kurtz's attorney. “Dav-
is ruled on that one issue of supervision
to find him guilty of assault and bat-
tery. It was the first time a judge said
an element of supervision was neces-
sary to discipline a student.”

Bokos said Teranes also ruled that no
unnecessary force was used in the sub-
duing of James and that the amount of
force that was used by Kurtz was rea-
sonable.

IN DISTRICT court, James testified
Kurtz grabbed his arm, pulled his hair,
physically lowered him to the floor and
pounded his head against the concrete
floor.

Teranes’ ruling has “ne bearing” on
disciplinary action taken against Kurtz
by the Plymouth-Canton Board of Edu-
cation, said Norman Kee, assistant su-
perintendent for employee relations.
That action is now being appealed by
Kurtz to the State Teacher Tenure
Commission.

In November 1982, the board
accused Kurtz of “excessive use of
physical force™ against James and
placed him on an indefinite suspension,
with pay, pending the outcome of a
board hearing.

In February 1983, the board ruled
that Kurtz could have avoided the
altercation, that he had. previously
shown a propensity to use excessive
force sgainst students, that he waes

- trdined in karate and that, even-though

James was defiant, he didn't pose a
physical threat to Kurtz or to other stu-
dents or teachers. The board also ruled
Kurtz acted in a highly unprofessional
manner.

The city of Wayne resident was sus-
pended without pay until the second se-
mester of the 1983-84 school year. On
Feb. 8, he returned to the district as a
substitute teacher.

KEE SAID the board never agreed
with Davis’ decision in the case and
won't waiver now, in light of Teranes’
decision, from its judgment that Kurtz
used excessive force against James.

“We didn't agree with the court’s de-
cision in the first place,” Kee said.

-“That’s not our philosophy at all.

Teachers have the responsibility to
take corrective action, but in this case
that action was excessive. It’s a district
policy not to use excessive force.”

School Superintendent Dr. John
Hoben said the district follows state
law in determining what teachers
should do when faced with a disruptive
student.

“Teachers are not to use physical
force unless the teacher or students are
threatened, only when they feel their
life is in danger,” Hoben said. “They
have the freedom to make that deci-
sion, but it’s a fine line to walk.”

WHILE THE courts have now ruled
on the criminal charge against Kurtz,
the state tenure commission has yet to
give its decision on Kurtz’s appeal of
the board’s ruling.

A decision from the commission is
expected within 90 days, said Steven
Amberg, attorney for Kurtz. Amberg
predicted the commission will reverse
the board’s ruling.

“The record establishes Kurtz's ac-
tion was proper, appropriate and didn’t
violate rules,” he said. “The school dis-
trict's actions should be reversed.”

In January 1982, Davis denied a
motion filed by Bokos to reconsider his
guilty verdict. But, at that time, Davis
admitted his decision raised difficult
legal questions.

City prosecutor Ronald Lowe has
maintained Kurtz shpuld have taken
James to the principal’s office instead
of trying to find out where he belonged.
James has since left the school district.

State to rule on teacher’s
1-year job suspension

It's been a long, costly 17 months
from that day in October 1982 when
Scott Kurtz was first accused of as-
saulting a student to a day last week
when a circuit court found him not
guilty.

But for the Plymouth-Canton indus-
trial arts teacher, the ordeal is not yet
over. There’s at least another 90 days
to go before a state commission rules
on whether the district erred in
suspending Kurtz for using excessive
force against a student and for acting
in an unprofessional manner.

For punishment, the district took
away Kurtz's job and his paycheck for
one year, an action now on appeal be-
fore the State Teacher Tenure Commis-
sion.

The one-year suspension took place
back in February 1983. From that time
until Feb. 6, when he returned to the
school district as a substitute teacher,
Kurtz learned the meaning of the word
lllm."

“I certainly suffered financial loss-
es,” said Kurtz Thursday after getting
the news that his assault and battery

conviction in 35th District Court, a mis-
demeanor, had been reversed by
Wayne County Circuit Court Judge
Paul Teranes.

“1 was used to a teacher’s salaryat a
certain level I had bills, responsibili-
ties. I had to get out and scramble and
find something. 1 worked five different
jobs, sometimes three jobs at one time,
to make ends meet.”

Kurtz ticked off other losses he en-
countered during the last year: the loss
of a year's seniority and the loss of
prestige. “I had to take nonprofessional
jobs,” was the way he put it.

BUT THE losses did not come with-
out a silver lining.

“1 tried to turn this into something
positive, a real learning experience,”
he said,

One of the things implanted firmly in
his mind is how to handle an unruly,
belligerent student.

“Of course, it's easier to say from
hindsight, but I know I would handle it
completely different. I would have the
same feelings about it, but I would
adopt a complete ‘hands-off’ approach.
It was a unique experience, and will
probably never happen again, dealing
with someone out of control. But if it

did, I would not touch the student.”

The commission's decision on Kurtz’s
appeal will decide whether the teacher
will be able to regain his losses and get
back his lost pay and seniority. In the
meantime, he is substitute teaching at
all levels in the school district, await-
ing a permanent Opening.

Kurtz started with the district in
1976 as a high school industrial arts
teacher. He was transferred to Central
Middle School in 1981.

WHATEVER the commission’s deci-
sion is, Kurtz said he will greet it with
the same unemotional detachment he
greeted the decision of the circuit
court.

“I felt my obligation throughout this
whole thing was to keep a clear mind,
to try to stay as unemotional about
things as I could. I have hardened
myself to news, whether good or bad. ]
got a lot of disappointments as the
months dragged along.”

Kurtz said he never felt a “wash of
relief” on hearing of Teranes’ reversal
because he felt he had been in the right
all along. “It’s like being right and hav-
ing someone else tell you you're right
again. When I get everything back
{seniority, back pay) that’s when I'll
take a big breath.”

Schweitzer tells"of

She says the agen-
cy has a much more sophisticated
record and billing system than when
she arrived.

“We were not in a position then to
accept Blue Cross and other insurances
as partial payment of fees are we are
today.” J

Connie says when she joined Family
Service the agency often had a long
waiting list, but today clients are usual-
ly seen in one Week, or less, depending
on the urgency of the case. )

Some clients contact the office di-
rectly. Others are referred by schools,
physicians, attorneys, clergymen, in-
dustrial firms, social service agencies,
medical units, the courts or others
community-based organizations.

Clients are counseled on a variety of
everyday living problems including
marriage and family, divorce adjust-
ment, alcohol or drug abuse, child man-
agement, issues of aging, death loss
and grief, single parent problems,
stress reduction, job-related problems,
spouse or child abuse, and sexual abuse
and harassment. Clients also have
sought assistance in cases of excessive
shyness, loneliness or depression.

Because of the support Plymouth
Family Service receives from the Com-
munity Fund, Plymouth residents and
those who work here can avail them-
selves of counseling service at a re-
duced rate, depending on family size

cases fees are waived completely; no
one is ever denied service because of
his financial limitations.

People in all income brackets have
availed themselves of the services of
the agency.

Mint-frosted bars
are easy 1o prepare

cushions.

This recipe serves a crowd and the
bars are easy to serve and eat. The
dough can be mixed and baked quickly,
and ready-to-spread frostings make
quick work of decorating.

MINT-FROSTED BUTTER BARS
1 cup firmly packed brown sugar
1 cup margarine or butter, softened
2 cups all-purpose flour
1 cup flaked coconut
15 tsp. salt
Y2 tsp. baking powder

1egg

1 tub vanilla ready-to-spread frosting
4 tsp. peppermint extract

2 drops green food color

"% cup creamy deluxe chocolate ready-
to-spread frosting

Heat oven to 350 degree. Grease jelly
roll pan, 15% x 10% x 1 inch. Mix
brown sugar and margarine in large
bowl. Stir in flour, coconut, salt, baking
powder and egg. Spread in pan. Bake
until light brown, 15 to 20 minutes;

2 or 3 drops green food color
12 to 15 spearmint gomdrop leaves

Sugar

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Cover
cookie sheet with aluminum foil or
heavy brown paper. Beat cake mix
{dry), water and vanilla on low speed,
scraping bowl constantly, 30 seconds.
Beat on medium speed, scraping bowl
occasionally, 1 minute. Fold in nuts and
coconut. For each shamrock, drop
batter by three !2-teaspoonfuls with
edges touching (place each shamrock
about 2 inches apart). Bake until set
and edges are brown, 12 to 15 minutes.
Slide foil onto wire rack; cool cookies
completely before removing from foil.

Mix frosting and food color; frost
cookies. Flatten gumdrop leaves on
sugared surface with rolling pin. Cut
flattened leaves lengthwise into halves.
Place 1 half between 2 leaves of each
shamrock to form stem. 2 to 2% dozen
cookies.

Growth Works offers
job training, placement

Growth Works Inc. is recruiting 16- to 21-
year-olds for job training and job placement
opportunities.

CHAMBERLAIN said, “In addition to our
placement success, we emphasize developing
foundation skills that not only enhance jqb
performance but promote life skills import-
ant for continued growth and success.”

Trainees are eligible to receive compensa-

tion for participation in the program. Levels
of compensation are based on the training ac-
tivity and trainee’s performance.

Program enrollment can last from two to
six weeks. Transportation is provided for
those most in need. .

To qualify for the Growth Works program,
applicants must be residents of western
Wayne County. The applicant’s income must
meet federal guidelines in order to be eligible
for program enrollement. These guidelines
are based on family size and the household
income during the six months previous to
date of application.

FAMILIES receiving unemployment bene-
fits, disability payments or limited income
from working, generally meet income guide-
lines for eligibility.

This annual All-Area Wrestling Team brings out
the best in each weight class, but Catholic Central's
Joe Urso, the state Class A champion at 167 pounds,
is definitely The Elite among the elite.

The CC standout leads this year's team, selected
recently by the coaches.

“My kids are special, but this kid (Urso) is spe-
cial,” said CC coach Mike Rodriguez. “He'd run five
miles in practice, go home and eat dinner, study,
and then run 15 on his own.

THIS IS AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 83, AP-
PENDIX TO ARTICLE NO. 3 TO ESTABLISH THE OBLIGATION
OF PROPERTY OWNERS TO PAY FOR THE MAINTENANCE
OF A STORM DRAIN(S) WHICH BENEFIT THEIR PROPERTY
AND TO ESTABLISH A PROCEDURE BY WHICH UNPAID
STORM DRAIN MAINTENANCE COSTS BECOME A LIEN ON
THE PROPERTY BENEFITED BY SAID STORM DRAIN(S).

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS, it is the public purpose of the State of Michigan and its principal
subdivisions to provide stormwater drainage for its citizens; ;

WHEREAS, storm drains are under the original jurisdiction ‘of the County of
Wa

v{rmm.\s. said Wayne County requires the Charter Township of Plymouth to
assume jurisdiction over and financial responsibility for the repair and maintenance
of storm drains within the Charter Township of Plymouth, located within the road

right-of-way and/or public easement to the extent the drain is located within the road

right-of-way and/or public easement;

WHEREAS, the Charter Township of Plymouth desires to pass along the costs of
repair and maintenance of a storm drain to those property owners whose property is
benefited by said storm drains;

WHEREAS, MCLA 41.341 authorizes the Township Board to promulgate rules and

regulations establishing possession of and maintenance of public water systems;
WHEREAS, on June 14, 1983, the Board of Trustees of the Charter Township of

Plymouth adopted an Appendix to Article III, Floodplain and Stormwater Districts,

Ordinance No. 83 (zoning), which, to the extent inconsistent herewith, is being amend-

ed hereby.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

STORM DRAIN MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS

Section 1. Costs. All repairs for or replacement of storm drains shall be made at
the expense of the owners of the premises served. The Township may in case of an
emergency repair and/or replace any storm drains and if this is done the cost of such
mpairorrephcementworkshauberepaidtothe%mhipbyweownerofthe
premises served.

Section 2. Lien. Charges for storm drain repair or replacement shall be a lien upon
the premises whenever a bill for storm drain repair or replacement remains unpaid
for sixty (60) days after such repair or replacement has been rendered. The Township
Clerk shall file a statement of lien claim. This statement shall contain the legal
description of the premises served, the amount of the unpaid bill, and a notice that
the Township claims a lien for this amount as well as for all charges for storm drain
replacement or repair rendered subsequent to the period covered by the bill.

If the tenant on the premises is not the owner of the premises, and the Clerk has
notice of this, then notice shall be mailed to the owner of the premises, at the last
known address on file with the Clerk, whenever a repair or replacement bill remains
unpaid for sixty (60) days after a service is rendered.

The failure of the Clerk to record such lien claim or to mail such notice, or the
failure of the owner to receive such notice, shall not affect the right to foreclose lien
for storm drain repair or replacement as mentioned in the following section.

Section 3. Foreclosure of Lien. Property subject to a lien for unpaid storm drain
maintenance charges shall be sold for nonpayment of the same, and the proceeds of
such sale shall be applied to pay the charges, after deducting costs, as in the case is
the foreclosure of statutory liens. Such foreclosure shall be by bill in equity in the
name of the Township.

The Township Attorney is hereby authorized and directed to institute such proceed-
ings, in the name of the Township, in any Court having jurisdiction over such matters,
against any property for which storm drain maintenance charges have remained
unpaid sixty (60) days after service has been rendered.

Section 4. The various sections and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to
be severable, and should any section or provision of this Ordinance be declared by
any Court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, the same shall
not affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any section or provision hereof
other than the section or provision so declared to be unconstitutional or invalid.

Section 5. Repeal. All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the
provisions hereof are, to the extent of such inconsistencies. hereby repealed.

Section 6. The Township Clerk shall publish this Ordinance in the manner required
by law.

Section 7. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon publication
thereof.
