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Two years ago, just before school let
out for the summer, a custodian un-
locked a door at Starkweather Elemen-

tary School and walked in on a mess.
Clocks, torn from walls, lay smashed

on the noor. Ceiling tiles had been pi-
ereed and ripped out. Typewriters and
other office equipment had been
thrown on the floors. And the floors

were littered with broken glass.
In the words of one school employee,

the staff greeted the act-of-thievery-
turned-into-vandalism with tears. But
that same staff - from principal to
teachers to lunchroom aids - vehe-
mently shook their heads when some-
one suggested the vandals were stu-
dents, or former students, at the school.

.Fingers were pointed at the stu-
dents. People were saying, 'the kids
from your school did this,' " recalled
Phillip Radant, a third-grade teacher

t

at Starkweather. "But we sati 'not our
kids.' Our kids are capable of doing
this, but they didn't. We knew our kids
had concern and care for that build-

ing."
And the staff was right. The vandals,

police later determined, were in no
way connected to the school.

they know well the families the stu-
dents come from.

Many teachers are teaching the sec-
ond - and even third - generation of
the same family.

Starkweather is the kind of school
one retired teacher affectionately
called as comfortable as "an old shoe."

"It's more than just a school where
students go to learn," said John Howe,
who was principal for 13 years at
Starkweather before moving to the
same spot at Fiegel Elementary. "It's
the focal point of the neighborhood.
And it takes time te build that kind of a
feeling. It's the place that takes care of
the 'little insignificant' things - the
place to go if you need shoes, glasses,
clothing, medical advice, counseling,
even breakfast.

on) for the surge in arrests on two in-
novations launched in 1983. Both were
designed to keep drunks off the streets
and in their homes.

One of the innovations has something
in common with a popular television
program. Its official name is the Alco-
hol Enforcement Program (AEP), ad-
ministered by the Michigan Office of
Highway Safety Planning and formed
by 36 local police departments, the
Wayne County's Sheriff's Department
and State Police.

But police call it simply "the A-
Team."

Last Nov. 1, the 36 communities
started using funds from a $400,000
federal grant to beef up police patrols
- "A-Teams" - during peak drinking-
and-driving hours. Monies from the
grant pay for the salaries of officers
who volunteer to ride duty during the
peak times, often Friday and Saturday
nights.

Statistics for the first four months of
AEP show that the teams have made

more than 550 drunk driving arrests in
the county "that wouldn't have been
made without the program," said Gar-
den City Police Chief Charles Wilmoth,
head of the program.

The "A-Team" arrests, Wilmoth said,
are in addition to more than 500 drunk

driving arrests recorded during the
same period by regular police patrols.

THE SECOND innovation was the

launching last April 1 of a stricter
drunk driving law, passed by the Michi-
Ran Legislature.

The new law gave police depart-
ments extra tools to work with in their

crackdown on drunk driven and

brought numerous changes in the way
such drivers are arrested, charged,
tried and sentenced.

One of the handlest of the extra tools

now used by police is the portable
Breathalyzer. It's also one of the effee-
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dAver
0.10 percent before the driver can be
slapped with a drunk driving charge.
The field test is then buttressed with

another test, given at the staUon.
But, under the new law, the court ac-

cepts the test given at the station as
"primae facie" evidence that the per-
son was drunk. All guess work has been
taken out of the arrest And, to further
document the drunk driving charge, po-
lice continue to give simple field sobri-
ely tests.

"We used to let the borderlines go; it
took too much time to bring them in for
a test," Henry said. "Nowl with the
portable breathalyzer, we arrest
them."

Under the old law, a driver with a
0.10 percent test reading was only pre-

' sumed to be drunk. It was up to the
prosecution, using such evidence as er.
ratic driving, slurred speech and*
staggering, to prove the charge.

The new law also requires at least a
90-day automatic suspension of a mo-
torist's driver's license if the person is
convicted. It gives stricter penalties
for persons convicted of impaired driv-
ing and for refusing to take a breath
test.

To be charged with impaired driving,
a person's test reading must be from
0.07 percent to 0.10 percent.

"It's not very often that a driver will
refuse to take the test," Henry said. "If
they call an attorney, he will tell them
to take the test. You can fight the read-
ing on the Breathalyzer easier than you
can fight a refusal. An attorney tan al-
ways cast doubt on the Breathalyzer
operator's ability or say something was
wrong with the instrument." '

"When kids come to school without

breakfast, they can go to the kitchen
and get something to eat. When a child
is hungry, he's not ready to learn."

HOWE ADMITTED most of the

above is not a school's job.
"But that explains our uniqueness,"

he went on. "We're family oriented.
Our teachers are involved in the fami-

lies and their day-to-day living. The
kids here are greatly loved by their
parents. But these parents have social
and economic needs. Our teachers have
familiarity with these needs. Kids can
come in early if their parents have to
work, or stay later in the afternoon."

Starkweather serves an area which
has the highest concentration of low-
income residents in Plymouth. Because
of this, some of its programs are feder-
ally funded. With the closing of the
school, most of its students will be
going to Tanger in September.

From her retirement home in Grand
Haven, and in recalling her 19 years as
principal at Starkweather, the first
word Mildred Field used to describe
the school was "families." Field, after
whom Field Elementary in Canton was
named, retired in 1972 and Howe took
over the reins.

"Families were very much a part of
our school," she said. "Parents were al·
ways welcome to come in and talk. We
knew the oldest child down to the

dren. It was a community where kid*

at the time. All 11 of her children have

attended Starkweather, as well as four
of her grandchildren. One of her re-
grets now is that her youngest grand-
daughter, age 5, will not be able to go
in September, due to the school's clos-
ing.

"SOME TEACHERS were meant to
leach - it seems a lot of them who
were meant to teach have been at
Starkweather," Mrs. MeMullen said.
"They really had some grtat teachers,
some dedicated women."

Elizabeth Donnelly, who retired
from Starkweather in 1976 after 21
years of teaching, got her first taste of
the school in 1932. She taught there one
year, and then was transferred to Cen-
tral. She came back years later, first as
a substitute teacher, then full time.

Donnelly called Starkweather her
"home away from home."

"It got to be like an old shoe, all bro-
ken in. I knew substitutes who would
say they felt warmth as soon as they
came into the building."

Marian Owens, a lifelong Plymouth
resident and secretary at the school for
17 years, described the school as one
with a "great deal of humbleness."

"They care about each other, the
children, the staff members. If there is
a need, they pitch right in."

Radant started his teaching career

er left. He called the school the "hub"

,umber of high scheolers enrolled in driv-
er's ed has declined by more than 10,000.
the total number of student drivers was
132,070 in fiscal 1982-83 compared to
142,422 in fiscal '81-82, according to the
Michigan Department of Education.
i Although student enrollment has been
declining over the past several years in
Michigan, this drop in driver ed participa-
tion represents a substanUal change in the
trend

, Although public school driver's ed en-
tollment has been steadily going downt the
humber of students taking the course
f rom a commercial or professional driv-
ing school has remained about the same.
 The Department of Education doesn't
give any specific reason for the decline
but it does note that state reimbursement

to local school districts in support of the
program represented 54 percent of over-
all program cost, compared to 50 per cent
the previous year. Per pupil reimburse-
ments, however, dropped from $42.29 to
$37.

ON A TYPICAL Saturday morning, I
passed through a busy intersecUon on the
way to the library. When I got out of my
car, I hear,1 a loud pop- it sounded like a
firecracker - at the intetsection. Looking
back, I could tell an automobile accident
had taken place.

I gave the incident little thought until I
picked up Sunday's paper. A news story
said a,man had been killed - my former
neighbor. He had followed me through the
intersection by two minutes. A woman had
failed to stop for a red light and had hit
the side of his car.

Shaken, I realized I had come close to
being the victim.

I DO NOT KNOW if the reckless driver

had been drinking. Perhaps not, since it
was in the morning.

But national safety experts estimate
that more.than half of the people killed in
auto fatalities are victims of drunk driv-

ers. That means drunk driving accounts
for approximately 26,000 deaths every
year.

Among many people appalled by the
devastating effects of drunk driving, the
most visible group is MADD (Mothers
Against Drunk Driving). A national organ-
ization with many local chapters in Oak-
land and Wayne counties, MADD is a rare
group because it has achieved results.

Pressured by MADD and other groups,
the Michigan I,egislature has approved

several measures to crack down on drunk
drivers. Next week will be the first anni-

versary of these laws, which went into ef-
feet March 30.

The laws call for suspending a driver's
license for six months for a first convic-
tion of drunk driving. In addition, they
permit on-site preliminary breath tests so
a police officer can determine if he has
"reasonable cause" to arrest a driver.

Several other programs were started in
Wayne and Oakland counties, including
patroling high-accident-rate areas with
special alcohot-enforcement teams.

RESULTS ARE good.
According to the Traffic Improvement

Association (TIA) of Oakland County, 1983
traffic deaths in that county were the low-
est in 21 years - 111 in 1983 compared to
151 deaths in 1982.

TIA reports the following cities had
traffic-fatality decreases in 1983 com-
pared to 1982:·Bloomfield Hills, 1 (from 2);
Birmingham, 0 (from 2); Farmington

Several communities went up from
1983 bompared to 19@2, including: Beverly
Hills, 1 (from 0); Bloomfield Township, 9
(from 0); Lathrup Village, 2 (from 1); Ro-
chester, 1 (from 0); and West Bloomfield
Township 3 (from 2).

TIA also reports.that the number of fa-
talities involving alcohol in Oakland
County was down 33 percent from 1982.

MADD chaters try to stop alcohol-related
traffic deaths by seeking tough enforce-
ment of laws and educating drivers with
drinking problems.

"My name is John Bramlett. I
lived in Plymouth from 1954
through early 1960, when my
parents moved back to Arkangan
during the year I was a fifth grade
student at Gallimore Elementary
School. Prior to that, I was a student
at Bird School. When I attended

Bird, my parents lived on Arthur
Street. Later we moved out on

Warren Road where I attended
Gallimore.

" Last summer I had an

oppottunity to do something that I
have wanted to do for years. I
returned to Plymouth to see for
myself how much things had
changed. Surprisingly, the
downtown area was still pretty
much the same, while the outlying
areas around Plymouth were, in
some eases, totally changed. The
main thing I found to be consistent
with my fond memories of your
town was the friendly, wholesome
small-town environment I
remember as a child.

"When I came there with my
family, the people we came in
contact with were very courteous
and polite, particularly with me
since I kept asking everyone, 'What
did that business over there used to
be in the early '603?' In most cases,
the citizens I talked to were either

too young to remember or didn't
live in Plymouth during the years
we lived there.

"At any rate, the trip was
enjoyable in every way. My wife,
who has had lidited exposure to
people and places outside Arkansas,
found that I was not mistaken about

how nice the town and the people
could be. My children finally had a
chance to see some of the many
things I had told them about over
the years, for example: where I had
lived and gone to school, and a
REAL CLOVERDALE ICE
CREAM! Believe me, there's none
better anywhere. Ask my kids!

"My only disappointment was
that there was absolutely nowhere
to start to locate any of the old
friends I had more than 20 years
ago. I looked for several names in
the phone book but to no avail. I
started several times to go up to
houses and inquire but in several
cases, the mail box had a different

name. And to compound matters, I

could not remember the names of

the parents of most of those
children. For example, one of my
closest friends when I lived on

Arthur Street was Calvin Hedrick.
His parents and his sister, Beth, put
up with me a lot as a kid. But I don't
know where to find them. I did visit

them during my only other trip back
to Plymouth, but that was in 1965.

1 also remember many of my old
classmates at Gallimore when I was
a fifth grader in Mrs. Blonom's
room. Some of their names were
Gary Taylor, Craig Zorn. Danny
Ray and Phillip Daley. But to try
and contact these people in the few
hours I was in town was impossible.

"I plan to make another trip to
Plymouth and I certainly will not
wait 20 years this time. I would
appreciate it if you would print this
letter or a segment of It in the hope
that some of the people I mentioned
might Bee It and share their
addresses with me so we might
eventually see each other again.

"It wu frustrating as a child to
leave all the friends 1 had grown up
with and to leave the town I had

called home al long as I could
remember. It is equally fruntrating
at 34 years of age not to be able to
find out what hu happened to all

 those people I know the town D
alive and well, and I hope it always
itays basically the same because

Vincent Chin's funeral has long since
come and gone but the scars remain.
Even though many who were enraged
over his violent death have forgoten
his name, the case la not closed. The
leniency of the sentence recelved by his
attackers has eoraged many more. But
even some of those have lost Interest.

To refresh our memory, Chin, who
was of Asian descent, was violently
murdered in Highland Park. His at-
tackers were given probation, a sen-
tence which provoked disbelief and an-
ger

Although theenUre event has slid off
the front pages, the questions surround-
ing the matter cannot be allowed to go
away. Many are uking for justice and
their request cannot be denied.

THE REAL question, however,11: In
what does that justice consist? For
Borne, it 18 Bimply a matter of resen-
tchg - "throw the book at them."
While luch a solution may Beem sim-
pie,it may do little more than to serve
vengeance and ignore justice.

Rather, it is to
seek a way to make thinp right, not
tire community that continues to live
in fear of they very violence it produc-
es.

What way, for example, could be de-
vi»ed that the victimizen of Chin might
experience what it ia like to be a person
of color in America. Racial prejudice is
still alive and well.

When our own systems can provide
scapegoats for their own mistakes,
there will always be those who will
pick up the hammer, or the gun, or the
bat, or whatever other means they
choose, to take out their anger.

Perhaps far more important than
Ume in prison lo read books and make
license plates is a program for educa-
tion in the realities of labor and rac-

ism. There are not very many pro-
grams available in our prsons which
will put less dangerous persons back on
our streets. Why not an enforced educa-
tion designed to eliminate the seeds of

prejudice which inevitably lead to vio- 1
jenee?

MOVING. You may be able to cut
taxable income by subtracting moving
costs if you changed jobs. Included can
be up to 11,500 for house-hunting and
temporary living expenses.

IRAs. Until April 15 you c,p make a
deposit to an IRA for 1983 and get a
tax break for that year. If your spouse
was not employed, you can put a total
of up to $2,250 into IRAs for both of
you. If both apouses work, each can put
in up to $2,000.

INCOME AVERAGING. If your
1983 income jumped sharply over the
average for the previous four years,
you may save by using a procedure
that lets you treat part of 1983's in-
come as if it were earned over five

years. This reduces the burden of being
in a higher tax bracket. A single person
whose taxable income rose steadily
from *12,000 to $38,000 over five years
could save $534 by averaging.

CHARITABLE GIFTS. People who
do not itemize can still get a small de-
duction for donations. For 1983, it is up
to 25 percent of the first $100, but be-

cause of the way most tax is levied in
steps, that may not cut your tax bill.

About a year ago, my broker called
me and suggested I Bell my Texaco. I
had owned it for several yean and
had paid $30 a share for it.

It had gone up as high u $54 and
them was way back down to $30 when
my broker called.

I was getting a good dividend,
about 10 percent on my investment,
but the broker beheved the company
was going nowhere and said he
thought I would be better off in some-
thing else.

I sold the stock at less than I paid
for it, and now in a few months, 11 10

selling for almost twice what I sold it
for. I feel like I have made a terrible

mistake.

How could I have foreseen what

has happened and pittected myself
from such a mistake?

I wouldn't blame yourself or your
broker too much in this particular sit-
uation. The recent speculative activi-
ty in Texaco is a result of the compa-
ny's recent purchase of Getty Oil.

For several years, Texaco has been
criticized for not doing more to re-
place the oil reserves it has been us-
ing up.

I think it was logical to expect that
the company would do something to

correct its problem, but whether it
would be a dramatic move like the

$10 billion purchase of Getty Oil or a
more prosaic move to greater drilling
and exploration, no outsider would
have any way of knowing.

WHEN YOU SOLD Texaco, there

had been a long period when Texaco
had not seemed to keep pace with the
rest of the oil industry. It had made
some management changes and ac-
knowledged its problems, but it was
difficult for the outsider to see much

hope for the kind of development that
has taken place.

This gets us back to the fact that
one of the most effective things the
investor can do is increase his oppor-
tunity on the upside is to spread his
money over a number of holdings.

It is important to select every stock
that you own, where your goal is a
price increase, on the basis of its hav-
ing had a record of increasing sales
and earnings per share at an above
average rate for several years.

There is no guarantee each will
continue to grow and its price go up
but where you have spread your mon-
ey over four or five stocks, there is a
better chance that one will do quite
well, and your average performance
will be good.

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Art club thrives

in Garden City

Dallas MeKennon enjoyed being ac-
tive in artistic clubs. But the Garden

City resident felt something was miss-
ing.

1 couldn't see a reason why a small
community couldn't have a cultural or-
ganization like the larger ones do," she
said. 'Part of the things that you do is
help the community. It got to the point
that I said, 'Why eouldn't these things
be done in my community?' "

As a result, McKennon and Joanne

Blacker formed the Garden City Fine
Arts Association almost two years ago.
The group offers a variety of activities
and events for those who work with

and/or appreciate art.
"We're discovering a lot of people in

this area paint," said McKennon, asso-
ciaUon president 0If they knew there
was a place to go to associate with
other artists and exchange ideas, may-
be see a film on technique ... Once
you become involved and people are
aware, they can reach out and touch
someone a little."

'We are a serious group. We're not a
group of hobbyists," said Blacker, pro-
gram director for the association.
«A lot of people like the club atmos-

phere," she said. 'They get together
with people who are interested in the
same things. We try to take in all the
area."

THE ASSOCIATION meets al the

Maplewood Community Center, on
Maplewood near Merriman between
Warren and Ford roads in Garden City,
on the first Wednesday of every month
except July and August.

Films from the
Garden City Library may be shown.

Members also take field trips to Buch
places as the Detroit Institute of Arts.
«We try to have everything," Blacker

said. "We have people interested in all
media.

SVe have different things happen-
ing," she added. «During the Halloween
season, we got together and judged a
pumpkin-painting contest for school-
children.

'We will be having a professor com-
ing from Henry Ford Community Col-
lege who will do a critique and will
give information on painting pictures.
That's a very important one.'

THE «PALETTE Pals" of the group
meet from 7:30-9:30 p.m. Mondays to
paint together. Sometimes they meet in
the Maplewood center. When the
weather is nice, they may gather along
Hines Drive, Blacker says.

"'That's something extra," Blacker
said. «Painting can get kind of lonely,
and you doo't have inspiration when
you paint alone. (Hines Drive) is pictur-
esque. We've painted Newburgh Lake.
It's a lot of fun, too.

«That's the frosting on the cake for
our club," she added. 'It's unique for
clubs in our area. We're amateurs who

love art and just paint to our hearts'
content."

Every couple of months we ask peo-
ple to bring in paintings of their own,
maybe all landscapes or all pen-and-
ink works, and we talk about them,"
MeKennon said. "It's fascinating to see.
You begin to associate with people
more when you see the work that
they've done. It makes the bond a little
closer. You think, 'We have something
in common we can talk about.' It's not

just abstract. It's a little more person-
al."

money. Most people assume that an
artist can paint signs more easily than
draw. Just by looking at our signatures
they should know that this is quite the
contrary.

PRIDE ALONE forced me into my
first few signs.

So I
know you would have no problem with
a quick sign for my club." With a
toothy grin I would say, "Sure, no prob-
tem."

Money
You know that :tuff that Deparates the
"starving" from the "artilt." Usually
signs are commt.loned from bunine-

es and the word business has two dollar

Signs.

Here is a good example. I recently
painted a sign on canvas that required
little artistic talent. The customer was

very happy and thought $350 was a
very reasonable fee. I could pour my
heart and soul into one of my animal
paintings and in·order to receive $350 I
would have to throw into the deal a

year of free car washing. It doesn't
seem fair, but that is the way it is. Most
paintings hover between agony and
ecstasy until the finishing touch is ap-
plied and the visual expression is com-
plete. VenU]ated and satisfied, we art-
ist look upon the creation and smile,
forgetting all about the effort spent to
produce it. It iB truly a shame that this
artistic effort is not appreciated finan-
cially as is a sign that is merely as they
say, "knocked out."

LET ME quickly gay that I am by no
means discounting the sign painter. I,
more than most artists, appreciate the
art of sign painting. Because, I have
struggled over "001" labored with a
"B" and practically lost my sanity over
an "S," believe me I appreciate the
ability of a sign painter. Since most
arti:ts are not sign painter, (and by the
way, moot sign painters are not artists)
I would like togive you Iome tips for
your inevitable, first sign commission.

The moet common sign order would
probably be paper signs or "banners."
Now there are two types of paper
signs. The first type i: what is called
"meat market" signs. You have all
seem these. They are loo,ely and boldly
painted signs that mlght read "HAM

SPECIAL." Then a price per pound.
These slgns are painted with a wide
hair brush or more recently with the
inexpensive foam rubber brushes. The
paint used B simply a water base tem-
pra thinned down. If you look closely at
meat market signs you will see that the
water based paint has caused the
banner paper to ripple. This type of
sign 18 inexpensive and is only intended
to be used for a week or so.

The next type of paper sign is more
commonly seen where stores require a
better quality semi-permanent window
sign. Here, the sign painter lays out the
sign on the paper with a vine chareoal
stick. Any mistakes or unwanted guide
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lines can be easily removed by rubbing
them with a chamois. So even us artists

can "work up" or should I say "sweat
up," a pretty decent layout without
anyone knowing how many attempts it
took. Now with the charcoal layout ac-
curately completed, all you need to do
is paint perfect lines with a floppy
brush. Sound hard? That's right I am
not even going to try to make it sound

easy. On Ute better paper signs you
must use oil base poster paints.

If you are an artist who sometimes
does a sign or two, the brush you need
is an "ox hair single stroke lettering
brush." If you find you are doing more
and more signs, then you need a
"lettering quille brush." A lettering
quille requires time, patience and prae-
tice to master. Wait a minute! I have

given it time, patience and practice
and still I haven't mastered it. Make

that "much time, patience and prac-
tice

In lettering I always recommend
that you use a brush about one half the

size of the stroke of the ltter. For ex-
ample, if the letter ts one inch wide
