Drunk-driving arrests

John Hoben, Plymouth-Cantoh school

district superintendent, ian't wild about
Canton Township's desire to use, for
free, two parcels of school-owned prop-
erty Lo the township.

In fact, "Jim wants to get something
for nothing" ts how Hoben described
Canton Township Supervisor Jama
Poole's recent request that the district
let the township use the two pieces of
property until the district sells it or
needs it. Poole's looking for a "free-
bie," said Hot,en.

Hoben proposed, instead, that the
township buy one or both pareels from
the school district.

In a Feb. 2 letter, Poole said the
township had its eyes on approximately
15 acres behind township hall near
Proctor and Canton Center Road, and
another large parcel of land Dear Can-
ton Center-Hanford that now is leased
to a farmer for a corilfield.

The township, Poole promised, would
use the acreage for "recreational facil-
ities," but would not build any perma-
nent structures 00 the two properties.

"WE WOULD like to use the two par-
cels for as long as you own it and have
no use for it," Poole wrote.

"We prefer to do it free because it
would seem silly for the taxpayers to
pay rent on property they already own.
However, if your rules or laws are such
that you have to lease It then I would
recommend we lease it for a dollar a

year. It seems to me the simple basics
would be, Canton Township calr u,e the
school property until you sell it or need
it."

Hoben admitted the district had little
Ilse now for the Proctor property,
which it bought 10 years ago for
$88,000 as a possible site for a school.

Hoben uid he saw no problems with
the township temporarily using the
Proctor land for parking or for a carni-
val.

"For a temporary special use - fine,
But no property should be dee€led over
on a long-term basis," he said.

HOBEN SAID it would be difficult to

let the township use the Canton Center-
Hanford property because the land is
now leased to a farmer to grow corn.

"We have an obligation to that
farmer, who gives us money," he said.

Negotiations on the township's usage
of the two properties have been under-1
way for about two years. The school
district originally backed the usage,
Hobeo said, if the township would re-
ciprocate by putting in sidewalks near
Gallimore Elementary in Canton.

"If they did that, we would have been
arr-nable to letting the township use
•ome of our vacant property," Hoben
said. "But they never came up with a
reciprocal agreement. In the mean-
time, we offered to ael] them property.
We came up with a list of four sites we
would be willing to get rid of. We made
gestures. They never delivered. I don't
think Jim likes our answers."

The ultimate decision, Hoben said,

would be up to the school board.

It used to be that 10 drunk driving
cases per day were heard in 35th Dis-
trict Court. Now that new, tougher
drunk driving laws are in effect, the
number has tripled to about 30 a day,
according to *th District Judge Dun-
bar Davis.

'1 think that right after the law was
passed, partly due to the publicity it
got the law had a real strong deterrent
effect There were not nearly as many
drunk driving cases for the first month
or six weeb as before," said Judge
Davis. "People were frightened, and
di(In't drive as much after drinking."

Since then, arrests have climbed, he
said.

"In the last month we've seenagreat
increase, due to the task force where
police from different communities are
assigned to patrol areas with high inci-
dences of drunk driving," added Davis.

NEARLY A year ago, drunk driving
penalties were stiffened. Key provi-
sions include:

• on-site breath tests for drunk- -
drivers;

0 establishment of a "per se
(when a driver': blood alcohol
tration ts .10 or higher, it is j
itself that a crime has been evuum.-
ted);

• penalty for refusal to take the
breath test is now punishable by a 180-
day license suspension, plus six points;
• a new $25 fee for license rein-

statement
• convicted offenders must un-

dergo, and pay for, screening for alco-
hol treatment before sentencing
• drunk drivers guilty of causing fa-

talities may be imprisoned for up to 15
years.

Judges in Wayne County generally
are lining the fint offender (where no
serious injury is involved) $250-1400.
Five to 12 days of community service
work are imposed, at a cost to the of-
fender of 115 per day to cover proba-
tion department supervision costs.
Drunk drivers also must pay for alco-
hol treatment ordered by the court.

CANTON AMORNEY Ronald D'A-

vanzo - a general practitioner who,
with his partner Thomas Meconi , tries
many drunk driving cases in 35th Dis-
trict Court - says "without question,
there's a substantial increase in the

number of (drunk driving) tickets com-
ing through."

For second offenders, he adds, the
new law is having a deterring affect

After people go through the court
system and pay 1300+400 in fines,
costs and fees, they think a lot before
they drive again drunk, D'Avanzo said.

"That's quite costly for the average
person. And unul you've lost that privi-
lege to drive, you don't realize how
much you take it for granted," he said.

If there's a more Herious drunk driv-

ing problem, the person may go to a
nearby hospital for in-patient treat-
meat as a condition of their probation,
added Judge Davis.

Where a drinking driver is neither a
social drinker nor sick enough to re-
quire in-patient treatment, out-patient
alcohol treatment at local hospitals or
attendance at Alcoholics Anonymous is
mandated as part of probation, he said.

«Greystoke: The Legend of Tarzan, Lord of the Apes" (opening
Friday at metropolitan-area theaters) is a superior two-hour, 10-
minute exhibition of the motion-picture craft.

The film is well-acted, finely directed, attractively designed and
beautifully photographed. It is also, in the very best sense of the
phrase, "terribly British.»

Whatever negatives one might express about the British Em-
pire, it did have spirit and a sense of manifest destiny. A personal
and national sense enabled it to achieve great power and extensive
accomplishments.

The strength of British character and the character of 19th-
century Europe permeate this film, dedicated to Sir Ralph Rich-
ardson whose last film role was as Lord Greystoke, grandfather of
Tarzan.

LORD GREYSTOKE'S son, Lord Jack Clayton (Paul Geoffrey),
and daughter-in-law, Lady Alice Clayton (Cheryl Campbell), leave
on an expedition to Africa. Shipwrecked, they survive for a while
in the jungle. When they die, Baby Tarzan is adopted and raised by
Kala, Primate Mother (Ailsa Berk).

The story proceeds as expected, based on the Edgar Rice Bur-
roughs novel. Years later an expedition is wiped out by natives,
leaving only a Belgian Captain, Phillippe D'Arnot (Ian Holm) sur-
viving. The now fully grown Tarzan (Christopher Lambert) aids
him.

John Aleott's photography in the Cameroons is lushly presented
on the wide screen, with sufficient landmarks m that the audience

has a sense of place. When Tarzan runs off at the end to Join his
primate friends, we recognize his home visually.

Those primate friends are extremely realistic, and the credits
for primate consultants and special primate effects are well-
earned.

The cast represents the finest elements of the British theatrical
establishment. Sir Ralph Richardson draws aline portrait of the
British lord in his castle. That portrait includes hig foolishness, his
vanity and his humanity. He is a well-rounded human being. Andle
MacDowell is a lovely, accomplished actress, also in that best Brit-
ish tradition.

Christopher Lambart projects the tension of jungle and Civillu-
tion at odds within one personality.

, BESIDES THESE riches, the film makes some interesting com-
ments about Great Britain and the 19th century's sense of prog-
reg. Tarzan, it 18 argued, should not return to the jungle even
though he is most comfortable there. His resurrection as a clvi-
lized Individual represents a victory for progress and exemplifies
the superiority of British civilization. Manifest destiny at its worst.

The movie also deals with the 18•ue of violence. To the film's

credit - most notably director Hugh Hudson and writers P.H.
Vault and Michael Austin - the message about the similarities
between jungle violence and "civilized" violence are muted and
subtle. But quite clearly the film notes there are predators every-
where, the civilized ones often with less reaion to prey than their
jungle cousins.
