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Tax increase
eyed by city

Plymouth taxpayers face two possi-
ble tax-millage increases, both de-
signed to eliminate deficits.

The first — a seven-year 1.74-mill
hike proposed earlier this month by the
Plymouth-Canton Board of Education
t—l-wﬂlbevotedonlnthe.lunellelec-

on.

The second — a possible 1.5-mill in-
crease proposed by City Manager Hen-
ry Graper and contained in the 1984-85
city budget — will be discussed at an
April 30 public hearing and will be
voted on by the City Commission at its
May 7 meeting.

The 1.5-mill increase is the largest of
four possible tax increases proposed by
Graper.

Graper also proposed a fifth way to
cut the coming year's $215,000 deficit.
This option uses a combination of budg-
et cuts and fund transfers.

Both the school- and city-tax increas-
es are urged by officlals as a way to
cure looming deficits. Because the city
is under its charter limit the Commis-
sion can increase millage without a
vote of the people.

School officials announced that the
district is facing a shortfall expected to

IN THE CITY'S 1984-85
Graper projected a $215,000 shortfall,
stemming from three sources.

One source is the $127,500 the city
had to pay for two lawsuits. The second
is the $52,000 in revenues the city lost
when it stopped levying a 1-percent
tax-collection fee.

And the third loss of money stems
from the $35.000 the city paid to buy
back bonds sold to fund the Central
Parking Lot deck.

The city’s current tax levy is 17.35
mills, or $17.25 per $1,000 of state equ-
alized valuation (SEV).

To erase the short-term, one-year
deficit, Graper gave the city commis-
sloners flve options to consider. One is
the 1.5-mill increase. Another, needing
no tax hike, juggles money from vari-
ous city and federal funds.

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Presbyterians’s first church here cost $391

(Part5)

When trustees of the Plymouth Pres-
byterian Society decided to build the
congregation's first church in the
spring of 1835, they elected elder Ira
Bronson to superintend and erect the
structure. ;

All materials were obtained from
Detroit, and were hauled to Plymouth
by teams of oxen. When they arrived at
the site, where today's Presbyterian
Church now stands, the clearing was so
congested with tree stumps that it was
difficult to drive the oxen near the lo-
cation to unload the lumber.

SILAS FARMER, the early Detroit
historian, wrote that the lot for the
church and the cemetery behind it was
donated by Willam Starkweather who
built the first home in what now is the
city of Plymouth.

Seventeen years ago, I asked Karl
Starkweather, Plymouth historian and
great-grandson of Willlam, if he knew
about that donation. Karl told me he
had researched the matter in 1933 and
had been informed by the Wayne Coun-

ty Abstract Department that its re-
cords do not show that the church prop-
erty was donated.

The pews in the frame church were
made of cherry cut from trees on the
farm of elder James Purdy. The build-
ing was finished in November 1835,
about eight months before the North-
ville congregation completed its first
church.

On Nov. 27, Ira Bronson presented
his bill for furnishing materials and
erecting the structure. It totalled
$386.52. At the same meeting, John L.
Johnson tendered a bill of $4.75 for
drafting a plan for the building.

The cost had to be absorbed by a con-
gregation of no more than 35 members.
That was an average of $11 per per;on,
a big sum to raise 150 years ago before
the dollar began its long and continuing
decline in value.

The quality of materials and the fine
workmanship embodied in that first
church are exemplified in its subse-
quent history. From 1835 until about
the turn of the century, the building

City slicker grows
prized vegetables

Even his best friends snickered —.
some broke out laughing — when th¥®
Stroller let it be known some years ago
that he had no desire to become a city
slicker and was going to move out to
the country and commune with Mother
Nature.

They couldn't picture him with a
rake in his hand or with a spade pre-
paring a vegetable garden. And it was
somewhat of a joke to picture him fuss-
ing with flowers in the spring.

But the snickers didn’t phase him.
Out in what was then called “the coun-
try,” The Strolier purchased two acres
of a wooded area on an abandoned
farm and went to work.

IT WASN'T easy. But he did have
the garden — even raised prize cu-
cumbers and watermelons — and the
city folks were glad to come and visit
and leave with a basket of fruit and
vegetables.

But all the while, The Stroller had
other things in mind. He knew that the
garden and the tilling of the soil could
be hard work. So he enjoyed himself
watching the birds and the other ani-
mals in Mother Nature’s palm.

Now the time has come to earn the
reward. These mornings, as he sits at
the breakfast table be enjoys looking
out of the window and watching the
show put on by these occupants of the

open spaces.

The snow that bothered them for
months has gone and they have sought
refuge in the tall evergreens that now
serve as a high rise apartment for
these creatures. So, soon as the kitchen
lights go on, out they come and head
for the bird feeder. More than that they
start to play some sort of game and
have a great time frolicking while
drinking.

All winter long The Stroller had fed
them with birdseed and bread, and now
they seemed (o be saying “thanks.” And
what a thank-you show they put on
among themselves. It is fun to watch
when a strange squirrel or bird comes
along. They soon chase them. They
have their own group.

Among them is a tiny cardinal that
seems to be the leader. There is no tell-
ing how old it is but this little fellow
used to come out and sit in the kitchen
window sill when the Lady of the House

was moved at least four times and had
six owners.

In 1848, after worshipping in it for 16
years, the Presbyterians sold the frame
building to church-member Henry Hol-
brook. Holbrook, who paid $100 for the
structure, sold it a short time later to
the Baptist congregation for $110. They
moved it by teams of oxen to a half-
acre lot on Mill Street donated to them
by Presbyterian George A. Starkweath-
er. Starkweather’s generosity was re-
ciprocated by the Baptists 87 years lat-
er, in 1936, when the Presbyterian
Church was burned to the ground.

THE BAPTISTS worshipped in the
building until 1858 when they sold it to
the Lutherans for §140.

The Lutherans conducted services in
it until 1882. In that year, they sold it to
Henry Fisher who used it as a harness
shop next to his blacksmith shop on
Starweather near Spring Street. Even-
tually, a farmer west of the village
bought it from Fisher and used it as a
shed. By that time its builder, Presby-
terian Elder Ira Bronson, had long

Soclety. It was Holbrook, with William
Bradner, who was to make the first
plat of the village in 1837. He was
Plymouth Township Supervisor in
1845-46, about the time he built what
was later known as the Plymouth or
Wilcox Mill

Holcomb was the area’s first Justice
of the Peace, having been appointed by
the governor and the legislative coun-

cil. He was the source of some of the
information we have about Indians in
the area when the settlers arrived.

NOW, BACK TO the Rev. AM.
McJunkin whose tenure as minister of

the Presbyterian Church was barely
more than four months.

He had arrived in Plymouth early in
1834 but was not called to the church
until July 1835. A letter he wrote to the
American Home Missionary Society on
Nov. 20, 1835, indicates that, in addi-

tion to serving the Plymouth congrega- - "

tion, he also was preaching in Nankin
Township.

It is not clear when McJunkin left
Plymouth but it was sometime before

Jan. 23, 1836. In that year, he became

ANALYSIS OF JOINT FLUID

When a physiclan removes fluid from your knee,
he sends the fluid for analysis. It may interest you to
know what evaluations are done.

First is the mucln clot test which establishes how
near to normal the fiuld is. The more normal the fiuid,
the greater the likelihood that the individual Is suffer-
ing from a temporary problem.

Next comes a count of the number and type of
cells in the fiuid removed. If many white cells are
found, then Inflammation is probably present. If the
white cell count is low, then osteoarthritis or a recent
injury is a strong possibility.

Third, a sample of the joint fluid is stained and
reviewed under a microscope to see if Infection Is
playing a role. Then the physician looks at anouther
sample searching for crystals of uric acid or calcium.
Presence of such crystals helps establish a diagnosis
of gout or conditions like gout.

The oint fluid analysis, taken together with the pa-
tient’s history, examination and laboratory studies,
establishes the diagnosis in the vast majority of joint

Actually, you can expect a response
like that from the “Cat.”

McCatty, a Troy High School grad-
uate, is great with the one-liners, and
he’s also pretty decent between the
foul lines. Going into the weekend se-
ries with the Red Sox, McCatty, who
was scheduled to pitch yesterday, had
a 2-0 record and a 3.10 earned run
average for the division-leading A’s.

IN REALITY, a Detroit vs. Oak-
land American League playoff series
would mean more for McCatty than
sleeping in his own bed.

“It would be really exciting,” he
said. “My mom and dad would be torn
between the two. I'd be fired up to
have something like that. Sure, it's a
long way off, but it's not unreal for
that to happen. There's a good chance
for it.

“We're a real good team. People
tend to say, ‘Yeah, they're a good
team, but they're not legitimate con-
tenders.’ Bul we are that. We are le-
gitimate.”

Like the rest of the baseball follow-
ers, McCatty is impressed with the
Detroit Tigers' nine straight wins to
open the season. He says it's import-
ant to start strong in the tough East
Division, but he's not willing to erase
defending world champion Baltimore
from the picture, despite the Orioles
horrendous start.

“Detroit’s a real good team. That
{strong start) is something they need.
If you go .500 early in the East, it's so
much harder to make up. But most of
the teams are good enough where
they won't go through many long los-
ing spells.

“Baltimore never starts strong,”
McCatty added. “They play good
baseball around the All-Star break,
that's always been there style. I don't
think they’ll change that much in one
year because they're the same ball-
club. It's still early.”

THE SEASON STILL is in its infant
stage, but McCatty already is off to a

fast start with his 2-0 record. Prior to
the Boston series, he had three starts,
and the A’s were winners in each of
those games. That's something the
former Cy Young runnerup hopes will
be constant.

“T'd like us to win every game I
pitch in,” said McCatty, who, going
into the 1984 season, has a career
record of 51-45 with a 3.69 ERA.
“That’s not to say I win every game,
all I want is the team to win. So far,
we have. If I start 35 games and we
win 35, by rights, I should get half (of
the wins).”

In five full seasons with Oakland,
McCatty never has been a 20-game
winner. His best chance for the magic
number would have been during the
strike-shortened 1981 season when he
posted a 14-7 record and finished sec-
ond to Milwaukee Brewer relief
pitcher Rollie Fingers in the Cy
Young voting.

If McCatty gets half of those 35
wins he talks about, it will be his best
season in terms of pitching victories.
But one thing is for sure: He wants to
be the ace of the staff.

“Sure 1 would,” said McCatty, who
is part of a four-man rotation with
Lary Sorenson, Mike Warren and Tim
Conroy. “The only thing is I've been
wild. I've been wild a lot at times. My
arm feels good, but the unfortunate
thing is I throw too many pitches.

“If T go seven or eight innings, I
should get a lot of wins. I've been
around the league, and I know the
guys. Some pitchers are snakebit.
They’ll lose games, 2-1. More often
than not, I'll win, 5-3, and 4-2. I've got
a little luck going my way.

“I WANT TO be the stopper. If we
lose a few, I want to be the guy they
give the ball to.”

McCatty has yet to see the seventh .

inning in his first three starts. His
wins were 14-2 against Boston and 3-1
against Seattle. He nearly had a win
against California, but was out of the
game when the Angels tied it, 1-1.
Oakland eventually posted a 2-1 vic-
tory.

Although McCatty is confident in
his ability, it's difficult for him to pin-
point a reason for his early success.

“It's hard to say. We've been scor-
ing runs while I've been pitching, and
I've been keeping it close. And, we've
been getting good help from the
bullpen. That's basically why we've
had the good start.

“I feel as long as I keep it close, we
have a chance to win, and that’s what
counts.”

Just in case the dream series
doesn’t pan out, McCatty and the A's
will be in town for a weekend series
with the Tigers May 18-20. Then
again, it could be an interesting pre-
lude.

Former Birmingham Seaholm
baseball star Jerry Keller still has his
mind set on making it to the big
leagues.

The 28-year-old power-hitting
catcher signed a minor league con-
tract to play this season with
Syracuse (AAA) of the International
League, with hopes that the parent
club — the Toronto Blue Jays — can
use his offensive clout later this sea-
son.
He’s spent seven years laboring in
the minors, but to Keller, it's been
well worth the effort.

“I don’t know what my chances are
of making it to the major leagues,” he
said.

In each of the last five seasons, the
right-handed slugger has hit between
25-30 homers, including two home run
titles. But he can also hit for average.

Last year, Keller finished with a re-
spectable .285 average and has stayed
around the .275 mark throughout his
career. He also increased his marke-
tability by doing a superb job catch-
ing.

“I've never done a whole lot of
catching,” he said. “But last season, I
thought I did a good job.”

AS A RECEIVER,Keller's
strengths are handling pitchers and
blocking the plate. If he has a weak-
ness, it’s in his throwing ability. But
he said even that has improved.

Syracuse officials plan to use him
at first, catcher or designated hitter
(DH). The main thing is getting his bat
in the game.

“I don't care how they use me as
long as I'm in the lineup,” he said.
