The 31-year-old sheriff then proceed-
ed to make himself as visible as possi-
ble, launching cooperative law enforce-
ment programs with police chiefs, rein-
stituting the marine patrol, making as

many speeches as possible, cultivating
black ministers. It paid off.

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11 candidates grapple with school issues
To help inform voters on candidates

in Monday's election for the Plymouth-
Canton Board of Education, the 01>-
server Newspaper sent out a question-
naire on issues to all candidates.

The candidates responding were
Glenn Schroeder, Dean Swart:welter,

Nancy Quinn, Les Walker, Karen Mur-
phy, Daniel O'Day, Chester Liana, Har-
vey Fallor, Carol Bollman, and Rich-
ard Sumpter. Liana submitted bio-
graphical material but did not answer
any questions, explaining he hu been a
resident for only 16 months and 13 not
familiar with the school issues.

Two persons will be elected to four-
year terms on the school board.
Schroeder is the only incumbent run
ning as Flossie Tonda has decided
against seeking re-election.

Trustees not up for election this year
include Tom Yack, Elaine Kirchgatter
and David Artley of Canton, and Ro-
land Thomas and El. McClendon of

Plymouth. The electioo will be held
Monday, June 11, with the polls open at
7 a.m. and closing at 8 p.m.

Some candidates, however, are better

than others. The Observer Newspapers
has examined the background of all can-
didates and explored how they react to is-
sues facing the district. Some we have
watched at the League of Women Voters
candidates forum; others we have

watched over the years.
The Observer finds at least four good

candidates who, if elected, would do a

commendable job. Voters, though, may
choose only two. So we recommend the
candidates we believed are best qualified.

THE FOUR who stand out are incum-

bent Glenn Schroeder and challengers
Dean Swartzwelter, Nancy Quinn and Les
Walker.

Schroeder is a known quantity with a
proven record on the board. He has made
valuable contributions during his tenure,
particulary in advising the administration
on financial reporting to the board and on
tracking the performance of the food ser-
vice company hired by the board. He has
become a team member in decision-mak-

ing and does his homework.
But at times Schroeder has been too ex-

uberant in expressing his opinion on is-
sues. He has, at times, become too ar-

gumentative with members of the audi-
ence and at other times has continued to

argue his position with fellow trustees af-
ter it is clear a consensus already had
been reached.

QUESTION: Why should voters elect
you to office? (50 word manmum)

Walker: "Because of my experience
through a long-time involvement with
the educational process here as a par-
ent, regular attendee at Board meet-
ings and member of Board committees.

I understand the issues and bring a
fresh attitude and sincere committ-
ment to communication openly and
working cooperatively with the public
and the employees."

Swarttwelter: "Because I have been
involved in District activities the past
seven years; I have an understanding of
the problems facing various groups;
and I understand how the District func-
tions. I believe I can bring new ap-
proaches an new thinking to potential
solutions for many of the District's
problems."

O'Day: "The current board seems out
of touch with the interests of both the

students and the community. I believe
that a young board member, fresh out
of the school system, would put a re-
freshing change on the board. I feel I
have those qualifications."

Schroeder: "The voters should elect

me to the board as I have the experi-
ence and qualifications necessary to
hold such an office. During the past
four years I have improved the budget-
ing process significantly and contribut-
ed to the total boards understanding of
the financial reporting system."

Bollman: "I think my experience
with Special Ed gives me an expertise
that would add another dimension to

the board. If I don't understand a prob-
lem I'm willing to ask questions. The
purpose of Tenure seems to be much
different than the actual day to day op-

eration. The public opinion of Tenure is
considerably different than what its
was developed for - again lack of
communication."

Failor. "My qualifications and expe-
riences; I am a listener who hears and
understands, I believe in fairness and
equity, I support quality educational
opportunities for our youth and life
long learning opportunities for all citi-
zens, utilizing the philosophy that all
who are affected bra decision should
have an opportunity to be heard."

Murphy: "I feel I can offer a differ-
ent insight that nobody currently on the
board can offer. Being more recently
out of school that allows me to be more

in touch with what's going on in our
schools, from a very important level,
that of a student."

Quinn: "Both my children attend our
schools. Active volunteer 9 year,; room
mother-FPO President-Board Commit-

tee. Both my college degrees are in ed-
ucation - K-12 certification. Former

teacher; have subbed in every building
in district. Currently a homemaker, al-
lowing flexibility to assume Trustee re-
sponsibilities. Have attended Board
meetings regularily for 3 years."

Sumpter: "I am a conservitive with
20 years of management experience. I
also beleive you can not have a quality
education system with out a good har-
monious staff. The combination of con-

ser·vatism and a desire for a good hap-
py staff, for quality education, would
make me a good school board mem-
ber "

QUESTION: Were you in favor of the
recall of the school board as proposed
earlier this year? Why or why not? (50
word maximum).

Quinn. "I don't feel recall move-

ments serve any good purpole. 1 was
not in favor nor supported this move-
ment. Precious time is lost. We need to

concentrate on working together, not
fighting each other. Perhaps more peo-
pie will take the time to investigate is-
sues and candidates and then vote."

Swartiwelter: "This approach is not
an effective method to bring about
change One runs the risk of 'throwing
out the baby with the bath water.' Indi-
vidual recalls are more effective than

massive recalls. Also, if more people
took an active interest in regular board
elections, the need for potential recalls
is reduced."

Sumpter: "In the heat of the moment
YES I was in favor of the recall, how-
ever, I now believe the answer to im-
proving our school board is citizen par-
ticipation at board meetings on a regu-
lar basis, not just at contract time."

Bollman: "No. You can not recall the

entire operating body of any agency
and expect that organizabon to contin-
ue to function. The board would then be

only puppets - because of lack of
knowledge on how a district operates."

Fallon "The information I received

appeared to support such action. I
would hope it would never be neces-
sary. I don't believe a whole board ever
deliberately conducts itself which
should bring about such drastic action.
However, this does provide protection
to the citizens for improper conduct of
elected officials."

O'Day: "Actually, I can't really say
whether I was in favor of the recall or

not. Although I can't agree with the
board 's handling of certain key issues,
recalling the whole board seems quite
ridiculous."

Walker: "I hated to see a Board re-

call because of the resulting disruption.
However, I considered supporting it be-
cause the Board is so out of touch with

the public and can only be replaced
slowly by election. It •100 wal encour-
aging to see citizens interested enough
to get involved and pursue it. (It sure
beats public apathy.)"

Schroeder "I am not in favor of the

recall process to remove public offi-
cials from office on the buil of their

vote on a single issue. The recall pro-
cess should be reserved for removal
due to malfeasance."

Murphy: "The people who started the
recall, believed that the current board

was not serving them, or their best in-
terests. The recall bid was their way of
showing their displeasure. The people
of the community have a right and re-
sponsibility to moruter the people they
elect to serve them."

QUESTION: What do you believe is
the best use for Starkweather Elemen-

tary School? (50 word marimum).

Schrader: "The board is presently re-
viewing the potential uses for the
Starkweather School. One alternative

that is receiving strong consideration is
a daytime adult education center. This
will provide the opportunity for many
adults in the community to attain a
high school diploma or other skills
marketable in the job arena."

Bollman: "Very few viable sugges-
tions have been offered. The adult edu-

cation or Continuing Education pro-
gram seems to be the most useful at
this time. Until someone offers to pur-
chase the facility the district still has
to provide certain maintenance - so
we might as well try to have a self sup-
porting program in that building."

Quinn: "I would support the Commu-
nity Education proposal. The first year
is a foundation. Thereafter, the pro-
gram will not only pay for itself, but
will contribute greatly to the general

fund. This money can support and en-
hance other programs while expanding
and adding services to our communi-
ty.,1

Walker: "The Continuing Education
Department proposal to use
Starkweather u an Adult Day School
seems the best use, since it has a reve-
nue producing potential. However, I
would want a more thorough analysts
of the revenue potential before pro-
ceeding. Meeting the paybacl, schedule
is essential, if thi, proposal is chosen."

Swart:welter. "I support the use of
Starkweather Elementary School as an
adult educaUon center. It provides a
needed service in the commulity, and it
also prmvides additional income to the
District as long as the District stay, in
formula for state fundin&."

Will Tuttle resign u treasurer to
make the campaign run? Will she re
sign w elected commlutoner, or will
she attempt to hang 00 to both jobs,
each of which is considered either full-
time or "nearly" fulltime?

Can she legally bold two such elec-
tive positions?

These questions and others may be
answered once TutUe returns.

Until then, however, there are any
number of people who remain wonder-
ing about the treasurer'a intentions.
The number includes:

• Dumas, a Livonia resident and
commissioner for the last 11 yean,
who has hired an attorney to determine
if there isa legal prohibition against
holding the two jobs.

I The Livonia Republican party
chairman who said he heard about the
Tuttle candidacy second-hand.

0 Bill Demblec, chairman of Tut-
tle's campaign for 1983 re-election as
treasurer, who said Tuttle spoke about
the county commissioner's job two
months ago. Dembiec said, however,
that it was the last time he spoke to her
and he is now waiting to bear from her.

Voters will select candidates for the
office of county commissioner in the
partisan primary election Aug. 7. The
Republican nominee and the Demo-
cratic nominee will face each other in
the November general elecUon. The
10th district includes Livonia, Plym-
outh, Plymouth Township, Northville
and Northville Township,

THE JOB of city treasurer ia consid-
ered fulltime by government experts.
It presently pays 134,200 a year and
provides for expenses and use of a city
car.

The job of county commissioner pays
;27,000 and provides for expenses.
There has been some argument in re-
cent years over whether the job ia coo-
sidered part-Ume or fulltime. Incum-
bent Dumas said it is "nearly" a full-
time job.

Tuttle'i filing seemingly pits her
against Dumas for the Republican
nomination.

State law prohibits aome elected offi-
ci• serving in two elected posi-
tic Itaneously. But, James O'Sul-
Liv usistant state attorney gen-
eral who specializes in "locompatabill-
ty questions," could not say
immediately if a city treasurer and
county commimioner is one of those
combinations.

"I haven't found anything 00 point
yet," he sald.

DEMBIEC said that when he last

spoke to Tuttle she told him she was
serious about seeking the county job
and wanted to keepthe treasurer'a job
as well.

The Internal Revenue Service now imposes tough
new penalties on investors in programs that offer
inflated write-offs. Still, for taxpayers in the 40-
percent bracket or above, it is worth the effort to
seek out the shelters where tal[ deductions and cash
returns combine into a sound investment.

Some of the types of publicly registered limited
partnerships include:

REAL ESTATE: Limited partners get write-offs
for depreciation, interest and other expenses, in ad-
dition to rental income. Deductions can equal 70
percent of your investment over the first four years
or so of the program when expenses run high and
rents are just starting to come in.

Rentals from a good shelter should pay you an
average of 5 percent or so annually before taxes. At
the end of the program - which can range from 5-
15 years - these sponsors sell the properties and
distribute the proceeds.

Each investor's after-tax share might equal
twice what he originaly put into the shelter, assum-
ing respectable long-term gains. For an investor in
the 50-percent bracket, the tax savings, income and
capital gains could add up to a 25-percent average
annualized return.

Tax shelters are many and varied
OIL AND GAS: Oil and gal deals use investors'

money to lease drilling equipment and land. There
are three kinds of oil and gas drilling partnerships:
Highly speculative exploratory ones that search for
oil and new oil fields, relatively safe developmental
ones that drill for known reserves, and partnerships
that do both.

These shelters usually last for 15 years. They
give you most for your deductions in the first year
or two and income after that.

These shelter, thrive on several tax benefits. de-

ductions for so-called Yntangible drilling costs," or
expenses incurred in developing a well; «depletion
deductions» to offset the theoretical exhaustion of

capital from a producing well, and taii credits on
purchases of equipment.

EQUIPMENT LEASING: These shelters allow
investors to buy and lease equipment to businesses,
taking depreciation and interest deductions and in-
vestment tax credits.

Congress has since reduced the tax incentives for
many individual investors, but such shelters can
still be attractive.

RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT: These of-
fer chieny large investors handsome returns on
their money. The benefits are simple: rapid write-

offs of potentially massive costs and potenUally
huge capital gains if the products succeed in the
marketplace.

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Beyond Normandy
France 40 years after D- Day

It may have been the Longest Day
but it was oniv the First Day. It is
miportant to remember that as we
commemorate the 40th anniversary
of D-Day this week.

The invasion of Europe had just
begun when Allied forces landed on
the five invasion beaches oJ Nor-
mandy June 6, 1944; the American
forces at Omaha and Utah beaches;
the Canadian, British and other
Commonwealth forces at Gold, Juno
and Sword beaches.

It was mid-September, more than
three months later, before the an-
c·tent province of Normandy was
completely liberated, and almost a
year of long days before the liber-
alton forces reached Maurv Ki-
burg's home in Amsterdam in May
of 1945.

Maurv was tour manager, prob-
lem solver and fnend to a groufof
journalists who went on an escorted .
tour of France this spring with
Maupintour, - an American tou,
company based in Kansas.

This is the first of a series of arti-
des on that tour, which took us from

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a tour guide's voice talking about mu-
seums and historic houses, while the
morning life of Pari, goes by the wide
clear windows of the bus. Parillans are
walking, driving and basing to work be-
tween the beautiful old stone buildings,
with their carved door-ways, red awn-
kngs and wrought iron balconies.

We are on the Champs Elyse with
all the familiar names around us: the
Lido, Fouquets, the Arc de Triomphe.
Roads are busy but surprisingly few
people are on the sidewalk from 8:30 in
the morning.

There is a sudden explosion of woods,
once the grounds of an aritocrat's es-
tate, and then the Avenue de Paris
lea(13 in a wide passageway of trees
toward Versailles. All the roads of Par-
is once led to Versailles.

There are parking lots, construction
crews and apartments in Versailles
now, but the royal bulldingB of the
French kings still dominate the town.

THE WHEAT fields that lead be-
yond Versailles to Chartres are green
with spring, a light mist blending them
with the dark forests and the stone
farmhouses that grow out of the land.

Pilgrims used to walk to Chartres
from Paris. As they walked through the
golden ocean of Ape wheat they saw
those twin towers rising above the
plains.

The highway that divides the wheat
fields is called Freedom Road; this is
the route the•Allied forces took on their
way through France It is the com-
memorative road signs, seen every-
where in France, that impress me 40
years after World War II

The Rue de Liberation follows Ute
soldiers' footsteps from Normandy
through the villages of France. In Loue,
near Le Mans, the Rue Colonel Donald-
son marks the square where one of Pat-
ton's men fell in battle. The Rue du II
November, 1918, reminda us that all
this had happened before.

Tomorrow we visit Rouen, where
Joan of Arc was burned at the cross in
1431 and then we go on to Omaha
Beach.

Wednesday: World War II Revisited

DIs year the spotlight is on Norman-
Jlf bht the memories have no nauonal
borders. As our tour bus drives through
the Norman farmlands toward Omaha
Beach, our guide Maury Kiburg, a Hol-
lander, tells us about the long year of

Tuesday: Toward Normandy

The tour bus drives out of Paris with

;orts Florida
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waiting for the Allies to liberate the
Netherlands.

Maury la a gray-hatred man now, but
he was 12 years old when he delivered
mall to the Dutchbhnderground during
World War II. Hia brothers were eight
and 10 years older than he was. One hid
tri the country after the Nazi occupa-
tion began. The other died years later
as a result of the war.

When the Hollanders heard about the
Normandy landings, they were pre-
pared to be liberated immediately, but
il was a long cold winter and spring
before their liberation in May 1945.
The Dutch workers went on strike to
help the Allied effort, stopping all
transport.

In retahation, the Germans withheld
food. "There was no elecricity and very
little food that winter," Maury said. "It
was one of the harshest winters in hil-
tory."

We are listening to thin story and
watching out the window for the famil-
iar names of the Normandy Beaches,
marked on the brochure that each of us
holds in his hand.

CAEN IS a prosperous city now as
we pass it on the highway, but 90 per-
cent of it was destroyed and 3,000 of Ito
citizens died before it fell to the Carla-
dian forces on July 9,1944. In the pre-
vious two weeks, 22,000 of the British
Second Army were killed or wounded.

As we follow the coast, we see block-
houses dimly outllned above the distant
shore.

The sea ts minty and there seem to
be 100 ships at sea near Arromanch-
les-Bains. They are rusted hulls towed
across the channel 40 years ago and
sunk there to make a landing place for
supply ships. They me:merize me as
Maury talks about D-Day

"On Be morning of June 6 the Bea
was black with ships. The Germans
thought it wds a mirage, a reflection.
When they saw the first ships it wu too
late. There were warships out there,
wave after wave.

The highway here ts called Avenue
Admiral Mountbatten. From a viewing
platform, its guard railt inset with
markers, we Identify the beaches. This
fs Gold Beach. The British, Canadian
and other Commonwealth forces land-
ed hire and at Juno and Sword beaches

to the right.
The town of Arromanches 13 downhill

to the left, and beyond that, Omaha
Beach It stretches in a great curve of
sand to a promontory, where the Sec-
ond Ranger Battalion •caled the impos-
Bible cliffs of Pointe du Hoc. Beyond,
out of sight, is Utah Beach.

WE VISIT the museum at Arro·

manches, one of many invuion mu»
ums on the Calvadoe cout, and peer
out through the slits of the German bat-
terles at Point; du Hoc, but the
moment of silence D at the American
Cemetery, ooe of 30 many Allied cen»
teries on this cout.

They stand in the Norman silence,
small marble crosses white againlt the
green, green grams above Omaha
Beach. Tbe cemetery han a ;ettled look
now, 40 years after D-Day, the Amert-
can flag flying high above the intersec-
tlon of two long paths.

One path leida from the war memo-
rial to the chapel. The other leads from
the entrance building to the cliff top
above the beach. 011 a sunny day, peo-
ple follow the path down the hillside to
the be,ch below. Omaha Beaeh.

There are bikinis on Omaha Beach in
the summertime now, u thlri Iould
be. It'. 000 01 themost glor-beach·
es in Europe. I think about that as we
drive on to Bayeux and Queen Matil-
da's tapestry, a 19-inch-high, 231-foot-
long depiction of the Battle of Hastings
in 1066. Those Norman soldiers set out
from these same beaches 918 years ago
on their way to invade England.
