“THE MERCHANTS do agree, they
want free parking for customers,"” said
parking coerdinator Paul Sincock, who
has been spearheading the building of
the deck ever since plans got under
wav last fall

"So we're tryving to develop a plan Lo
provide that But for the time being.
the parking commission has suggested
everyone pay 25 cents until we decide
what todo

Sincock said five main plans were
floated at Monday's meeeting They
are

® Divide downtown property own
ers into six zones - Owners would be
charged a special assessment depend
ing on how far away they are from the
deck

® Permanently install a gate coin
box svsterm on the lower deck Every
one entering the deck would pay the
same fixed fee. no matter which of the
two decks thev parked on

@ Charge only upper deck parkers
mostly employees of downlown mer
chants Shoppers would be able to park
free for up to two hours on the lower
deck

® Ask merchants to voluntanly con
tribute to the upkeep of the deck

® [aunch a token plan Store cus
tomers would be given a token to put in
the deck s conn machine

AT MONDAY'S meeting, Citv Mana
ger Henry Graper and the parking
commission pushed for the special as
sessment plan. sayving the money could
be collected more easily at city tax col
lection time

Sincock described the plan as fol
A specral assessment, based on
square footage and nearness to the
deck  would be levied against down
town property owners The downtown
area would be divided into six zones
fanning out from the spat where the

Merchants elosest to the deck would
pay a 30 pereent assessmenl. the larg
est share Those in the second zone
would pay 24 percent. third. 19 percent.
fourth. 16 percent. fifth, 7 percent,
sixth. 4 percent Some property owners
would be assessed in two zones because
their property lies within bath zones

For example, National Bank of De
troil, 308 S. Main. would be assessed
twice. for a total of $1.019. because the
building lies within zones one and two
C'loverdale Farm Dairy, 447 Forest,
lies totally within zone five and would
be assessed only once at $296 The two

Plymouth revs up for July 4th balloon fest

Thousands of people will be in Plym-
outh Wednesday for the Fourth of July
and thousands will be in town Friday
for the beginning of the three day May
flower Hot Air Balloon Festival

And. except for residents, both
rrowds are likely to be totally different
gatherings of individuals

Activity at the Mayflower will begin
Wednesday night with Benny & the Jets
hringing in some music from the '50s
and '60s to the Mayflower Meeting
House at & pm

But the balloon festival officially
will begin at dusk Friday with the
American Arrlines Race at 6 pm. at
the launch site at Plymouth Township
Park. McClumpha at Ann Arbor Trail

Nearby residents are advised by fes-
tival planners that it would be much
easier and more pleasant for them to
walk to the park to avoid traffic
congestion Likewise, add coordinators
Gordin Boring and Scott Lorenz, many
residents will find it easier to bike to
the site

Another option 1s to take advantage
of the free bus shuttle service offered
for the afternoon launches by Plym-

outh Township The buses will be leav
ing at 8-minute intervals from the
Ford-Sheldon Plant parking lot al M-14
and Sheldon Read The shuttle will run
5-9 pm Friday, and 4 to 930 pm Sat
urday and Sunday

Scheduled balloon flights will depend
upon weather Boring and Lorenz of
fered a few tps to residents on how to
determine 1f the weather will delay or
cancel a flight

A launching will not occur if winds
are grealer than 12 m p h . said Boring
A good way of measuring wind speed.
he adds, 1s to check a flag on a flagpole
At 12-14 mph the flag will be stiff or
flying straight out. So anytime the flag
is flying less than straight out, wind
conditions are favorable to a flight

A launch also will be cancelled or de
layed, adds Lorenz, anytime there is a
thunderstorm within 25 miles of the
site

Festivals goers who “'chase” balloons
in fNight are asked not to walk on or
drive onto private property Spectators
are asked to stop at the side of the road
and call out to the pilot to see if he or
she needs help, or to ask the property

owner for permission to walk onto the
property

Most pilots bring their own chase
crews. said Boring. but a few could use
volunteers willing to help Anvone in-
terested in volunteering for a ground or
chase crew may sign up at the balloon
tent at the launch site. Plymouth Town
ship Park

There will not be any free flights giv
en during the three-day festival, adds
Lorenz Anyone wanting to arrange for
a flight later in the summer may sign
up at the balloon tent

After the Friday launch is complet-
ed, pilot, participants and spectators
will be gathering on the deck of May-
flower II for the Balloon Ball, begin-
ning 8 pm for an admission of $5 The
ball will be held Friday and Saturday
evenings

Saturday’s events will begin with the
Sunrise [nflation Sale featuring 50 per-
cent off sales starting 5 a.m., 40 per-
cent off at 6 a.m, etc, at participating
shops

The Saturday launches will be the
Hare & Hound Race at 6 am. or
thereabouts and the Eastern Airlines

race at 6 pm Art In the Park will fill
the day's activities from 10 am. to 4
pm in Kellogg Park with the Kite Fly-
ing Contest being held at 2 pm in
Plymouth Township Park

Sunday will begin with the CNT
Race at 6 a m and end with the British
Alrways “Pick-em up Key Contest’’ at
6§ pm featuring cars given away by
Dick Scott or Red Holman Pontiac to
the pilots able to fly by and pick up
keys from the mast of sailboats donat-
ed by Bloomfield Beech & Marina

The sponsors announce that tether
rides will be avallable, weather per-
mitting, at the township park after
each launch at $5 each.

About 50-80 pilots are expected to
participate in the three-day event.

Volunteers take over traffic control

When thousands of cars begin descending on the
Plymouth area next Friday for the 1984 Mayflower

were handled by a combination of community ser-
vice officers and uniformed police. But few tickets
were issued and we think the extra traffic can be
handled by the volunteers. Besides, who could repre-
sent our community better than volunteers?””

Hot Air Balloon Festival, the extra traffic congestion

will be handled by a band of volunteers.

Unless called in for special emergencies, city and
township police will not be used for traffic and
crowd control during this year’s festival, said Town-
ship Police Chief Car] Berry The festival takes place
July 6-8 in Plymouth Township Park, a 70-acre park

near the intersection of 1-275 and M- 14.

This is the first time in the four-year history of the
festival that uniformed police will not be directing

the extra Influx of traffic, said Berry.

“Last year, the tratfic jams were Incredible. The
traffic and crowds went beyond our capability and

WEARING orange and red shirts and reflective
vests; the 55 helpers will be easy to spot.

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State center closes
Residents leave quietly

The Plymouth Center for Human De-
velopment has closed its doors.

It may be the largest institution of
its kind to close under court order in
the United States ever. .

Without fanfare or publicity, the last
40-60 residents were transferred to
other institutions. They were the last of
their “class” members of the class
action lawsuit filed on their behalf in
1978

Before 1978, Plymouth Center for
Human Development (PCHD), at Five
Mile and Sheldon in Northville, was
just another state institution for the

mentally retarded. At the height of the

movement which believed institution-
alization was the best answer for the
mentally retarded, 1,200 adults and
children lived there. In 1978 the num-
ber had declined to about 850 with
most coming from the metropolitan
Detroit area.

It was the parents and friends of
these residents who sued the state De-
partment of Mental Health in United
States District Court in Detroit alleging
neglect and abuse. Judge Charles W.
Joiner heard the case and it is his or-
der, dated Aug. 30. 1979, which is still
1n effect.

The plaintiffs in the case were the
Michigan Association for Retarded Cit-
izens (MARC) and the Plymouth Asso-
ciation for Retarded Citizens (PARC),
both parent-friend-concerned-citizen
advocacy groups for the mentally re-
tarded Several of the residents were
also listed as plaintiffs.

PRESIDENT OF the PARC at that
time was Alice Saules, who recently
moved to Plymouth.

Her son Christopher, now 23, had
been a resident of Plymouth Center but
had gone to live in a group home before
the suit was filed.

“It was just so bad,” Saules said
“Even with the extra money the legis-
lature was allowing us . . . Everything

pal

they tried to do just didn't seem to help.
Oh, sure, it got a little better. But not
for all the money that was going into it.

So we got together and decided to
sue.”

Like most parents of the time, the
Saules had placed their son in the insti-
tution when he was quite young.

“There were no services back then,
no mandatory special education,” she
said. "Everybody from the doctor to
clergy, friends, relatives advised us
this was the only thing to do.”

Saules does not know if Christopher
was one of those abused. Profoundly
retarded, Christopher was not able to
talk.

“I may have buried my head,” Saules
said. "I look back now and there were

little things. But they'd always say, ‘the
kids hurt each other’

“THERE WERE no big bruises or
anything serious enough that he wound
up in the hospital. We were lucky.

“It has been a long struggle,” she
said. “The department has done a good
job. I just wish more could have been
placed.”

Saules seemed quietly pleased that
PCHD is closing.

“We are the only ones who actually
followed through,” she said. “and we're
not through yet. We're sticking with it
until all the others are placed, to0."”

According to David Verseput, Plym-
outh master appointed by the federal
district court to oversee the closing,

those transferred in the last few weeks
to other institutions were “fragile” or
had behavior problems making them
more difficult to place in community
residential facilities. Some of these
people require specialized nursing
care.

But, he said, a number of those have
already been placed, and he expects
the remainder to be in the community
by the end of the year

“It was coming down to the point
where it was difficult to keep’staff”
Verseput said. “They knew it would
close eventually. It was hard to provide
services fnd care.”

VERSEPUT SAID it was especially
difficult to keep specialists and profes-
sionals such as registered nurses.

“Last year we pnly had one psycholo-
gist and we still had 100 residents,” he
said.

There was also some risk in terms of
progress made by “‘class” members if
they remained.

“Consistency is a real impoftant
thing f8F them,” Verseput said.

Verseput said parents agreed to the
transfers.

Joiner’s decree set up a timetable by
which specific numbers of residents
were to be placed in the community.

By March 31, 1983, the maximum
PCHD census was to be 100, with those
out by Jan. 1, 1984. Any remaining
thereafter were to do so only subject to
the review of the master and “until,
and only until, appropriate community
placements are developed.”

A recent visitor to PCHD found the
parking lots mostly empty and the only
regular traffic that of the security
guards making their rounds. The lobby
of the administration building was full
of furniture — not for visitors to sit
upon byt piled high and ready to be
moved out.

THE RECEPTIONIST in her cubi-
cle was surrounded by drawers of file
cards, she too was preparing to move.

“Everything is going,” she said.
“Someone even came by the other day

But in 1978 it wasn't so nice. The 850
residents who lived there, adults and
children, were subject to neglect, phys-
ical abuse, sexual abuse.

At about the same time the parents
were filing their lawsuit, the Detroit
Free Press was exposing in detail the
horrors of Plymouth.

Then-director William Womack was
quoted in regard to a young woman
who had been tied in a chair with her
mouth taped shut. The woman’s shrill
voice and aggressive behavior would
make anyone “want to tape her mouth
shut and put your fist in her mouth and
what not”

WOMACK WAS transferred and a
few months later fired.

U.S. District Judge Charles W.
Joiner’'s 1979 order has resulted in the
closing of Plymouth Center for Human
Development. Joiner’s 21-page decree
set guidelines for the care and treat-
ment of all the residents at PCHD and
provided for constant monitoring by
parents, professionals and the court it-
self through its appointed master

Here are a [ew excerpts:

“ . . _ All mentally retarded individ-
uals can and should live in the more
normalized environment of the com-
munity and do not require institutional-
ization, given the development of nec-
essary habilitation and support ser-
vices in the community.

“Defendants are required to provide
for the residents of such ade-
quate habilitation as will afford a rea-
sonable opportunity for them to ac-
quire and malntain such life skills as

are necessary to enable them to cope
as effectively as their capacities per
mitEe

‘‘Residents and clients are entitled to
live In the least restrictive, most nor-
mal residential alternative and to
receive appropriate habilitation, train
ing, and support suited to their individ-
ual needs. . .

“The determination of the appropri-
ate residential and non-residential
placement for each resident and client
will be made 30 as to guarantee that al|
persons are placed in the least restric-
tive alternative which will provide
them with appropriate habilitation,
training, and support; smaller regiden-
tia] alternatives are preferred to larg-
er ones. Defendants agree that they
will not place members of the class
new residences having more
eight-bed capacity. . .”

Readers familiar with the history of
Plymouth will recognize the names ot
many of those who subscribed to the
Presbyterian brick church in 1848, or
rented pews in 1850.

Some of them — notably John S. Tib-
bits. Jonathan Shearer, Henry Fralick,
E£.J Penniman, John Kellogg, Bethuel
Noyes, John Fuller and George A
Starkweather — made their marks in
the community’s business or political
spheres

Penniman and Starkweather are
among several Presbyterians who won
a place in the Plymouth Hall of Fame
when it was established in 1980 by the
Kiwanis Club of Plymouth.

When church pews were rented on
Jan. 7. 1850. Penniman paid $30 for
three of them Shearer and Fralick
each paid $12.50 for their-pews. Kel-
logg and Tibbits rented pews at $10

each. Twenty-four-year old George
Starkweather got one for $6

IN 1853, the year Martin Luther's “A
Mighty Fortress Is Our God” was
translated into English, some church
member made a sketch of the pews and
the amounts at which they were rented
Pews on the aisle went for $12.50 a
year. Those on an outside aisle, or
toward the back of the church, varied
in prices down to $5. Some of the pews
were located immediately to the right
and left of the pulpit.

It was the custom to ask the congre-
gation to sign a subscription list each
year, with the money going toward the
salary of the minister. The list signed
in April 1854 pledged payment toward
a fund of $200 to be paid guarterly to
the Rev. Sylvester Cochrane. Similar
subscriptions were signed in 1855 and
1856
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past and present

The Rev. Mr. Cochrane had been sup-
plying the pulpit since the spring of
1854. He became resident minister on
May, 1856, the day after the bursting of
a whale oil lamp in Root’s Hotel on
Main Street started a fire that de-
stroyed all but two of the buildings in
the business block facing Kellogg Park.

Although Cochrane had organized a
New School church in Northville in
1848, he apparently had no gqualms
about accepting a call from Plymouth,
a member of the Old School. As previ-

ously noted, the schism, so serious at
high levels, may not have seemed as
important at the local level, at least in
this area.

COCHRANE REMAINED here until
April 19, 1859, when he and the congre-
gation joined in asking the Presbytery
to dissolve his pastoral relationship
with the church. He is buried in Rural
Hill Cemetery in Northville.

During the celebration, the Stars and Stripes
were flown over British government buildings for
the first time. Every shopkeeper’s window dis-
played an American flag.

The people of Michigan presented four trees to
the fulks over there. They are growing on the lawn
of the government buildings as a reminder of the
friendship that has been built over the years.

These events give special meaning to Independ-
ence Day in Plymouth, Michigan. Other communi-
ties have their parades and clebrations and try to
imagine what really has been going on through the
pages of history.

TAKE A STROLL down Main Street and have a
good look at the “bit of rock” the late Frank Chap-
man, the Lord Mayor of Plymouth, England
brought here.

Sure, weather permitting the city will have a pa-
rade and there will be picnics and all sorts of
gatherings. But a trip down Main Street to look at
the rock that is the tie between two countries would
be well worthwhile. It is a bit of history one can get
without reading history books.

for church attendance, joined the con-
gregation in 1858, the year the Rever-
end George Duffield, Jr. wrote “Stand
up, Stand up for Jesus.” Duffield was
pastor of churches in Adrian and Sagi-
naw. Arthor Stevens’ wife, Agnes
Sawyer, joined the church in 1860.
More about the Stevens and their son,
Clarence, later.

On March 30, 1859, Daniel Punches
and his wife, Mehitabel, conveyed to
the trustees of the church the west 20
feet of lot 193 and the west 20 feet of
lot 192 adjacent to church property.

In 1863, Perry Stevens and Joseph S.
Clayton became the church's first
ushers. Actually, they were appointed
to ‘“seat strangers,’probably as a
means to divert them from occupying
rented pews.

In December 1863, the members of
the church whe had formed the “Plym-
outh Social Union” five years earlier
held their last meeting. The group had
first met in October 1858 at the home
of Dr. Rodger. Members read essays,
sang, played the melodeon and occu-
pied themselves at “social enjoyment
and prayer.”

AT THE MEETING in November
1858, John S. Tibbits read an essay on
“America and Her Institutions.” At an-
other meeting, O.R. Pettingill read one
on “Individuality and Character.” On

Dec. 12, 1858, when he was 52, George
Anson Starkweather spoke about “True
Self and National Greatness.” Any one
of these topics could have been influ-
enced by a reading of the works of -
Ralph Waldo Emerson, the great Net .
England essayist, philosopher, poet and '
lecturer, who was then at the height of
his career.

Among the members of the Plym-
outh Social Union, in addition to those
named, were Ebenezer J. Penniman,
Arthur D. Stevens and Mary B. Hough.

In January 1864, the church trustees
posted notices in conspicuous places
throughout the village. They offered a
reward of ten dollars for detection and .
conviction of the person who broke the °
lock used to secure the “gate opening
into the yard and shed.” During the
same year, the church paid $3 for two
cords of wood. If the price seems low,
one must take into account that the col-
lection for Jan. 11 of that year totalled
only §5.25.

The annual report, dated April I,
1864, showed 60 communicant mem-
bers and 50 children in the Sunday
School. In that year, the congregation
held a donation party for the Rev. BF.
Murden. It netted $100, no small sum
at that time. Murden was the minister
here from 1863 to 1868.

discover Michigan

DID YOU KNOW that famed archi-
tect Albert Kahn was a native-born
German who opened a small architec-
tural office in Detroit in 1895 and went
on to become a legendary figure in ar-
chitecture?

Al one time, he earned money as a
waiter in a Detroit restaurant on Third
Street. He advanced to $30 a week
tracing and drafting plans for a Detroit
architect.

During the 47 years that Kahn head-
ed his firm — until he died in 1942 —
his company was responsible for bil-
lions of dollars worth of office build-
ings. factories, warehouses, docks,
foundaries. smelters and mills.

DID YOU knew that some houses, a
primitive school and a printing office
began to appear in the settlement of
Holland, Mich., late in the summer of
18477 The early Dutch settlers endured
plenty of hardships.

Arriving by oxcart, they completed
two log cabins which had no stoves, so
cooking had to be done outside over the
open fire. Bread was rolled into balls
and baked in the ashes. A brew made
from roasted corn substituted for tea
and coffee

Later, real estate activity picked up
with city lots being offered at $10-15 a
piece. Holland was beginning to sink its
roots deep into the soil of the Michigan
wilderness.

It's no secret that “Top Secret!” lets it all hang out and
parodies practically every pqpular film you can imagine, to
say nothing of classical ballet, musical numbers and TV.

For once this reviewer will not be accused of giving away

- the plot, for to do so would involve retelling “Blue Lagoon,”

“Casablanca,” “Raiders,” “The Wizard of Oz” and at least 27
old spy movies, to say nothing of “Happy Days,” “The Nut-
cracker Suite” and a host of popular songs inculding an
elaborate and funny takeoff on “Surfin’ USA.”

It all begins with internationally renowned rock star Nick
Rivers (Val Kilmer) arriving in East Germany for a cultural
festival appearance. .

Before you can click your heels and say, “There’s no place
like home,” Nick meets Hillary (Lucy Gutteridge), the
daughter of a kiddnapped, world-famous scientist, Dr.
Flammond (Michael Gough). Flammond is being forced by
General Streck (Jeremy Kemp) to build a super-weapon for
a Nazi-like conspiracy that will renuite East and West Ger-
many.

ALONG THE WAY Nick and Hillary join the French Re-
sistance led by Nigel (Christopher Villiers), whose fighters
include Du Quois (Harry Ditson), Deja Vu (Jim Carter) and a
“Mr. T” character, Chocolate Mousse (Eddie Tagoe). The
British Secret Service is represented ably by Agent Cedric
{Omar Sharif).

Got all that?

“Top Secret!” is propelled by a lot of silliness and good-
hearted spoofing. There are plenty of energetic musical
numbers and the whole thing is fun — dumb, but fun.

The film was directed by David Zucker, Jim Abrahams
and Jerry Zucker, the trio who created and wrote “Kentucky
Fried Movie” before writing and directing “Airplane.” Per-
haps “directed” is the wrong term for “Top Secret!” It seems
more likely that the Z.A.Z. Team competed daily to outdo
each other by inserting the most references to old movies,
songs and programs.

The cast seems to be having a lot of fun and they’re able
to communicate that good spirit to the audience. The parody
is topped off by actress Gutteridge, who bears considerable
resemblaoce to Doona Reed and projects the intensity that
characterized heroines in World War II films.

As for the rest of the cast, there’s so much tomfoolery
going on that it's hard to judge whether they're acting or
horsing+around. Whatever, they do it quite well and the end
result is ridiculous but relaxing.

ACTOR KILMER DOES a creditable job as the rock star
and is pleasantly mild, or is it mildy pleasant, particularly
in his musical numbers.

Don't expect too much and you'll most likely unwind and
laugh your money’s worth.

Add taste texture with rice

The one characteristic common to
the most popular cuisines across the
country today is flavor. As one food au-
thority has noted, “there is a passion
for basics and flavors that provide a

Plymouth, with all its amenities, is
one of the few communities in Michi-
gan — or in the United States for that
matter — that does not have a citywide
Neighborhood Watch program.

Although the program has been in
operation for a decade in other parts of
Michigan, the Plymouth Police Depart-
ment is just beginning to organize the
city into the block-by-block crime alert
system that has been working so suc-
cessfully in other areas.

.Plymouth is not the only newcomer
to Neighborhood Watch. Plymouth

Township, too, is just beginning to get-

involved in the program.

According to Michael T. Gardner,
crime prevention officer for Plymouth,
the city plans to meet with as many
neighborhood block clubs and other or-
ganizations as it can find, in an effort
to get the program started.

“The good news is that break-ins are
down 74 percent from last year,” said
Gardner. “But the bad news is that they
are going to increase.”

OFFICER GARDNER spoke With
the Plymouth chapter of the American
Association of Retired Persons
Wednesday in the Plymouth Cultural
Center.

Following a crime prevention film
narrated by veteran actor Scott Brady,
Gardner explained that the watch pro-
gram, which has been tried in many
other communities, is working.

“But even if everyone does every-
thing (they are supposed to do as part
of the Neighborhood Watch program),”

said Gardner, “that is still no guaran-
tee against crime. However, statistics
show that this actually does work.

“Break-ins are not pleasant. You
have the feeling that your home has
been violated. The thieves know what's
there and they may be back.”

Gardner said prevention is the key to
lowering the crime rate. “A criminal
triangle needs to exist before a crime
can be committed,’ he said. “There

.must be desire or criminal intent, a

victim and an opportunity.

“But all it takes (to prevent crime) is
people willing to work together.”

Gardner said Plymouth Township
and Canton Township have watch pro-
grams, but that such a program is éust
beginning to get under way in Plym-
outh.

For those neighborhoods interested
in getting into the watch program, he
advised that they get their applications
for assistance in as early as possible.

“We will take the neighborhoods in
the order that we receive their requests
for assistance,” said Gardner. ,-

FIRST, EACH neighborhood must
form an organization. That is, they
must get the cooperation of a group of
blocks within a specific area of the
city.

Second, they must select a represent-
ative, who will act as liaison with the
Plymouth Police Department, arrange
neighborhood meetings and enlist resi-
dents in the program.

“We are attempting to organize all
Plymouth neighborhoods block-by-
block,” said Gardner. “We require that
a neighborhood representative distrib-
ute invitations (to form the watch) to

his neighbors. Next, a meeting will
take place, probably in city hall. There,
residents will be told how to make their
homes more secure. We will provide
them with a security survey if they ask
for it.

“We'll look at their locks, their doors,

their lighting and make recommenda-
tions.

An important part of the Neighbor-
hood Watch program is Operation Iden-
tification. “Under this procedure, resi-
dents are less likely to become vic-
tims,” said Gardner. “We will show you
what to look for, because people are

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Triathlon training is no

Canton’s Robbi Woolard has been
working hard to prepare herself for
what is considered to be the most
grueling sports event known — the
Ironman Triathlon. £

The strenuous World Championship
event, which takes place in Kona, Ha-
waili, Oct. 6, is the most prestigious tri-
athlon anywhere. It consists of a 2.4-
mile ocean swim, followed immediate-
ly by a 112-mile bike race, and finishes
with a 26.2-mile marathon. But Woo-
lard believes she’ll be ready when it
comes time for her to face her stiffest
challenge ever.

“I'm very excited,” the 30-year-old
housewife and mother of two said. “I'm
thrilled that I'll be able to do it in Ha-

waii. It's such a great race. They’ve re-
ally built it up over the past couple of
years.

“1 hope to do better than just finish
— I'd like to place in my age group.
But my main goal is to finish. There
are a lot of tremendous athletes out
there.”

OF THE 8,000 athletes that applied
for the Ironman, only 1,250 were ac-
cepted. Woolard was one of 300 that
won their spot in an open lottery. The
other 950 earned their berths by plac-
ing well in local, regional and national
triathlons.

For the past three years, Woolard
has been competing in triathlons in
Michigan, Indiana, Illinois and most re-
cently Texas, so she knows what it will
take to get herself ready for the big

The revolving door continues to
whirl at the office of head football
coach at Thurston High School.

“I KNEW he (Switchenko) was look-
ing for a full-time job and we’re sorry
to lose him,” Harms said. “He started
to turn things around last year.

“He'll get (medical) benefits there.
That's the big thing. I can’t blame
him.”

The Thurston principal said he is tak-
ing applications Immediately for a new
behd coach.

“I had one area coach in mind who
did not coach last year,” said Harms,
“but he wasn't interested.

“This is twice that we've been left in
the lurch, but I'm glad it’s not August.
John already had a summer program
planned and we'll be doing everything
we can to get somebody as quickly as
possible.

“We just won't get anybody, we'll get
somebedy good.”

Early in the 1982 season, head coach
Mark LaPointe suffered a mild heart
attack and eventually stepped down the
following summer. Dan Knapp served
out the 1982 campalgn as interim
coach. Switchenko, who moved to
Plymouth because of his wife’s job
transfer, was hired by Harms just be-
fore the 1983 season kicked off.

WITH ONLY 23 varsity players and
no JV squad, Switchenko led Thurston
to non-league wins over Walled Lake
Western and Romulus. His team also
battled Northwest Suburban League
(NSL) foes Livonia Franklin and Red-
ford Union down to the wire before los-
ing.

“It was an opportunity to get my foot
in the door,” Switchenko said. “I was
able to get established and make a
name for myself. And I learned a lot as
a head coach. It's a lot different than
being an assistant.

“South Lyon is an up and coming pro-
gram and Kensington Valley Confer-
ence has had some teams make the
playoffs. This is a nice opportunity for
myself.”

“I started training hard last Fall,”
she said. “I decided to make a full com-
mitment. Now, I feel like I'm getting
down to the wire. It takes at least a
year to build up a good base.”

Woolard trains four hours a day, six
days a week. Her weekly conditioning
program includes six to eight hours of
swimming, 200 miles of cycling and at
least 50 miles of running.

Because the competition is made up
of three separate events (with one im-
mediately following the other), she has
to concentrate on all three if she is to
do well.

“SWIMMING AND RUNNING are
my strengths,” she said. “Swimming
has always been easy for me, and I've
always jogged and run in local races.

Cycling is the sport I've had to pick up.
It’s been my weak point.

“A lot of triathlete's weakness is
swimming. It's encouraging to come
out of the water good, but then it's
depressing when I get passed on the
bike. I usually come back strong in the
running to pass the same people that
passed me.”

The physical abuse these athletes
take is tough enough, but they also take
a mental beating, according to Woo-
lard. ~

“The mental aspects of competing
can be even more difficult,” she said.
“If you lose your concentration, you're
in trouble. You have to focus on finish-
ing.”

Woolard prepares herself by mental-
ly breaking down the triathlon into dif-
ferent phases.

“YOU THINK ABOUT the race as if
each segment is a race in itself,” she
said. “It makes it much easier to han-
dle.”

Competing in triathlons can get ex-
pensive with equipment and travelling
costs, and Woolard is in need of a spon-
sor.

“I can’t imagine the pain cf not fin-
_ ishing after all the time and money I've
invested,” she said.

She’ll leave for Hawaii two weeks
before the competition starts to get ac-
customed to the intense heat. .

The women's record was set last
year by 22-year-old Sylviane Puntous
of Montreal, who completed the race in
10:43:36. Woolard said a realistic goal
for her would be to finish in from 13 to
14 hours.
