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Merchants say customers should park free
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When the gates lifted Friday to let in the first carl at the city'l new
parking deck, one question still remained: Who will pay the
$40,000 yearly operating coots?

Nearly every downtown Plymouth
property owner interviewed agreed -
parking should be free for customers
who park in the city's new $ 1-million
parking deck.

Beyond that, there was little agree-
ment on how to collect the some
$40,000 per year needed to operate the
two-story deck, at Ann Arbor Trail and
Harvey.

The Plymouth City Commission has
given its parking commission 60 days
to come up with a "reasonable, equita-
ble" plan.

Some downtown merchants have
been pushing for a special-assessment
plan. Under this plan, property owners
would be billed a certain amount de-

pending on the size of their lot and how
far away they are from the deck

The special-assessment plan is some-
thing new that has surfaced since plans
first got under way last fall for the new
deck. At that time, said City Manager
Henry Graper, the city's plan was to
spend $18,000 on a new gate system
and charge each parker 25 cents.

"We're changing in the middle of the
stream," Graper said. "No one objected
to the 25 cents before."

Suggestions from those interviewed
on how to raise the operational money
range all the way from levying the spe-
cial assessment to leasing spaces on
the deck's second level to downtown

employers for their employees.

IN THE SURVEY, free parking for
customers was urged by:

William Beitner, owner of Beitner
Jewelry, 904 Ann Arbor Trail; Fred
Hill, owner of John Smith Clothing Co.,
336 S. Main; Ralph Lorenz, owner of
Mayflower Hotel, 827 W. Ann Arbor
Trail; Dale Knab, owner of Wiltse's
Community Pharmacy, 330 S. Main,
and James MeKeon, of Schweitzer Real
Estate, Ine. - Better Homes and Gar-
dens, 218 S. Main.

"The most important thing is that it
be free to customers," said Hill. "Those
who benefit the most should pay the
most."

Echoed Knab: "It's extremely im-

portant for Plymouth and the down-
town to have accessible parking for
customers, either at little or no cost to
them."

Added Beitner: "I'm not averse to
paying. The assessed owner will pass it
on to tenants."

MeKeon took Beitner's remarks one
step further, saying tenants would pass
the extra costs on to customers.

"As a property owner, I favor the
special assessment," MeKeon said.
"But I have leases with tenants and

they pay all assessments. So it's easy
for me to say I'm in favor of it. The
tenant is gojng to pay, and ultimately
the customer. But it's not'as noticeable
and il doesn't bother the customer be-
cause he's not bothered on a 'nickel-
and-dime basis.

THE LONE voice raised against
both free parking for customers and a
special assessment on downtown prop-
erty owners in the survey belonged to
William Morrison Jr., who owns a CPA
business at 823 Penniman.

"I'm not for the assessment because

it means free parking for everyone,"
Morrison said. "You'll have to fight
your way in in the morning to get a
spot. The ones who get here early
enough will get a spot. The general con-
sensus is that the assessment is a bar-

gain, but you'll have to fight for your
place."

Instead of the assessment, Morrison
proposed returning to the city's origi-
nal plan - charging every parker at
least 25 cents.

Under the assessment plan, Morri-
son's firm would be billed $379.62 a
year. The plan works like this: Down-
town property owners would be divided
into six "zones." Merchants closest to
the deck would pay a 30-percent as-
sessment, the largest share. Those in
the second zone would pay 24 percent,
third, 19 percent; fourth, 16 percent,
fifth, 7 percent, sixth, 4 percent.

Some property owners would be as-
sessed in two zones because their prop-
erty lies with two zones. Morrison's
firm lies within zones one and two.

Until a payment plan 19 adopted, the
city has reinstalled its old gates at the
new Central Parking Lot deck and is

charging every parker 25 cents. This
includes both employees and custom-
ers.

THE NEW parking deck, which
opened Friday, has about 147 spaces on
each of the two levels.

Another 55 spaces are reserved for
employees and patients at lhe new St.
Joseph Hospital facility which still is
under construction.

Parking coordinator Paul Sineock
said the city had issueh parking per-
mits to 483 employees who work down-
town and who park in the city's three
employee parking lots.

Sincock said the second level still
would be able to meet the needs of all

the employees who have permits be-
cause they don't all work fulltime and
their working hours are varied.

"We have three employee lots and
they never, ever have been full since
the permits were issued in March," Sin-
cock said.

IN THE SURVEY, voices were
raised against the special assessment.

Knab questioned whether a special
assessment could be leveled legally.
City attorney Ronald Lowe said he had
not yet been asked by the city to look
into the legality of the special assess-
ment.

Knab said he was in favor of employ-
ee-paid parking, paid either by the
business or by the employee.

"The assessment won't work,"' he
said. "It could be held up in liUgation.
We need to agree on something now
and not have it take months or years to
decide."

Lorenz, who under the proposed plan
would be assessed $3,019.74 for proper-
ties on Ann Arbor Trail, S. Harvey and
S. Main, also opposed the assessment.

"The assessment is not workable and

I question whether it is legal, useful or
who will benefit from it," he said.

Lorenz called downtown parking
"critical" to the city.

"What creates the problem down-
town is the number of employees. And
the responsibility rests with the people
who created the problem to solve it."

LORENZ proposed charging employ-
ers on a monthly basis for employees
who park in the new deck.

The charge, he said, could range
from $15 to $20 per employee. Thus,
three employees who park in the new
deck would cost an employer $45-$60
per month.

Under his plan, first-level parking
(reserved for customers) would be free
and there would be no gates on either
of the two levels.

Lorenz also criticized the way the
city figured the special assessment.

"They're assessing by square footage
of the lot, but some businesses have
small lots and a large number of em-
ployees," he said.

approval of the proposed revision, he
offered the committee these sugges-
tions on hom to proceed with the work:

(1) "Divide or cut out psalms or
hymns that have over six versa SiI

verses are as many as any congrega-
tion can sing with profit, and to select
verses out of a psalm or hymn of from
eight to ten verses almost invariably
causes confusion.

(2) "Include a greater number of
hymns suitable for funeral occasions
for infants." (This suggestion ma]P have
been prompted by the high rate of in-
fant mortality of the period.)

(3) "Include a few hymns suitable for
the funeral of a soldier." (The nation
was then engaged in the Civil War and
troops from Plymoulh were among
those at the front. A few months before
Murden made his suggestions, Lee had
out maneuvered Grant at the Battle of

the Wilderness, inflicting 18,000 Union
casualties).

IT WAS DURING the Rev. Murden's

pastorate in December 1864 that the
matter of dancing came up again.

The decision made by the Session on
this occasion reflected the changing
times. In the 1840s the Elden had
frowned on dancing. In this case, when
told that social dancing parties had
been given and attended by church
members for the purpose of raising
money for a church organ, a majority
of the elden said the subject was out of
their jurisdiction. In deciding to take no
action they said that to refuse the or-
gan would only lead to trouble and
discord.

This decision, a complete reversal
from earlier official attitude, did not
set wen with those kn the congregation
who held fast to Old School beliefs. In a

resolution presented at the annual

meeting on Jan. 2, 1865, the dissenten
wrote:

"Whereas it is currently reported
that members of this society have ep-
gaged in social dances for the purpose
of raising money to buy an organ for
the choir of this society and that money
has been raised for said purpose by
such means.

"Therefore resolved (1) that this soci-
ety cannot countenance the obtaining
of money for such a purpose by the in-
dulgence of its members in an amuse-
ment that is denounced as sinful by our
church, and further (2} that we cannot
consistently permit said organ to be
placed in our church until the existing
above mentioned report is proved un-
true.

"And furthermore (3) resolved that

I'm reminded of the television com-
mercial in which a supermarket work-
er is instructed to stack the display
case. He does, but the boxes begin
flipping around like a live catch, much
to the amazement of his colleagues.
Then the narrator remarks, "Possibly
fresher than fresh."

That's absurd. But at our house we
let the frozen fish thaw, rinse it off,
wipe with paper towels and we're
ready.

I usually bread grouper fillets, but
they are delicious just broiled with a
basting sauce. I also like to prepare a
simple butter sauce on occasions.

You don't have to visit Mexico or the
Bahamas to enjoy fish. When you can't
get fresh, frozen isn't too bad at all.

I went to 'Cannonball Run II" expecting the worst.
I wasn't disappointed.
But I was dismayed that all those talented, well-known, success-

ful actors would participate in a boring, humorless celebration of
anti-social values and violence.

The film is rated PG and on the surface it is quite mild. There is
one brief frontal nudity shot and some fight sequences that are
played for comedy not violence. However, the film is about illegal-
ly racing across country at high speeds, outwitting authority and
wrecking eIpensive sports ears, police cars and any other property
that happens to get in the way. That may be PG but it teaches bad
values.

Besides all that, it wasn't funny.
In this "Cannonball Run" the infamous race is being run because

an Arab King (Ricardo Montalban) is angry that his son the Sheik
(Jamie Farr) lost the original race. Good reason! Naturally, having
all the petrodollars in the world to squander on irrelevant enter-
tainment, the King and the Sheik are sponsoring another run.

THE RACE;RS, besides the Sheik, inch,de Fenderbaum (Sammy
Davis Jr.) and Blake (Dean Martin); Jill (Susan Anton) and Marcie
(Catherine Bach), and in the lead J.J. McClure (Burt Reynolds) and
Victor (Dom DeLuise). The last team gets involved with a duo of
bogus nuns, Betty (Marilu Henner) and Veronica (Shirley Mac-
Laine).

Along the way, the racers meet up with an inept Mafia famiiy
headed by Don Don (Charles Nelson Reilly), whose bumbling mob
includes Henry Silva and Abe Vigoda. Don Don - that's one of the
funnier lines in the movie - is heavily in debt to another Mafia
type, Hymie (Telly Savalas).

Near the end, which didn't come soon enough, Frank Sinatra and
his sidekick, Jilly, played by Frank Sinatra and his sidekick, Jilly
Rizzo, make a flat and humorless cameo appearance to set mat-
ten right.

If the movie hadn't been made in the first place, they could have
stayed home and avoided an embarrassing, sterile performance.
No one in this mortal vale can set matters right with this movie.

Even for those who think it's pleasantly irreverent to race ille-
gally across the country - as the actual Cannonball Run does in
honor of Ute legendary, pioneer long-distance auto racer, Cannn-
ball Baker - enough's enough. There is only so much visual enjoy-
ment possible from watching sleek sports cars zoom by the earn-
era. Even the most ardent racing fan tires of the roar of engines
while the mechanic tightens a cam shaft, or whatever they do.

THE THREE ladies in this
little taper will rpmain anonymous.

We stood on the Columbia

1HERE HAVE you gone BobOwchinko?
Where have you gone

Bob Welch? How 'bout you
John Martin? Or what about Glenn
Gulliver, Dan Schmidtz, Jerry Keller
and Mark Eighmey?

Where have the glory days of the
Eastern Michigan University baseball
program gone?

Who can remember the days when
the Hurons were a rising comet on the
major college baseball scene - com-
peting on a level with Arizona State,
Texas and the other college baseball
powers? It wasn't that long ago.

Wasn't it just 1975 that the Hurons
placed fifth in the College World Se-
ries? The very next year, 1976, head
coach Ron Oestrike took his major-
league-caliber team back to the world
series and came back second best in the
nation.

AH 1976, what a glorious season.
Oestrike was named Coach of the Year
by The Sporting News. The nucleus of

T that team went on to professional ca-
. teen: Bob Welch (Dodgers), Owchinko

(Padres, Pirates, Indians, A's and now
the Reds), Martin (Cardinals and
Tigers), Gulliver (Tigers, Orioles and
now Cardinals), Schmidtz (Yankees),
Keller (Braves). An arm injury kept
Eighmey, the No. 3 starting pitcher be-
hind Welch and Owchinko in '76, from a
major league contract.

In those days, every blue-chip high
school baseball player in Michigan
wanted to play ball at Eastern. A base-
ball scholarship to Eastern Michigan
University in 1976 was as precious as a
UCLA basketball scholarship in the
early 19703.

Those effulgent days have disap-
peared for lhe Hurons. Eastern has not
been back to the College World Series
since 1976

R Don't get the wrong idea. Ron Oes-
trike's program hasn't exactly fallen
off the face of the earth. The Hurons
have remained a power in the Mid-
American Conference. They have won
the MAC title twice in the last six

 years, and have always finished in the
upper division of the 10-team league.

But the Hurons are no longer consid-
ered a national baseball power. After
the 1976 season, Eastern fell below
500, 27-36-1 in 1977. They regrouped
and had a solid season in 1979 but fell
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in the regional tournament. In 1980
they again plunged below .500,20-34.
Last year, after three mediocre sea-
sons, the Hurons finished 27-35.

SO, WHAT in the world has ham
pened to the EMU baseball program?

There are several theories.
College baseball has enjoyed a re-

cent surge of popularity across the
country National publications like
Sports Illustrated and Sporting News,
as well as authors Roger Angell and
Tom Boswell have contributed greatly
to the growing awareness of college
baseball. Cable television, with its
broadcasts of the world series, has
spread the once-ignored sport coast to
coast.

What popularity has done to the
sport is make colleges more hungry for
success. Recruiting of high school ball
playen has become intense.

"What you are seeing now is more
and more schools coming in from out of
state said Dick Colpaert from the Ma-
jor League Scouling Bureau "The com-
petition for high school baseball play-
ers in this state is greater than its ever
been.»

The pro scouts are beginning to sign
the college players more than the high
school players - another factor at-
tracUng young players to college.

This year, there were five players
drafted out of this state. Only one
signed," Colpaert said. "We're signing
less and less high school kids every
year. You take the fringe player, not
even the best prospect. Where we could
get this ]Od for maybe $10,000,$15,000
before, we now have to come up with
$40,000 to $60,000. It's because this kid
bas three or four college scholarship
offers waiting for him if he doesn't go
pro."

BACK TO the Hurons. . Ron Oes-
trike is allowed a grand total of eight
scholarships per year. He can attract
playen from two states - Michigan
and Ohio. In those states, he must com-
pete with every major college in the
country for the top prospects. It's not
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been easy.
«We are kind of hoping it'i a cycle

thing," said Oestrike. "It's an up and
down situation. Right now, we're down.
But, we'11 be back."

The other theory as to why the EMU
program has lost its national promi-
nence has to do with the school up the
road - the University of Michigan.

After the 1979 season, U-M hired an
ambitious young coach away from the
University of Miami, Ohio. In the five
seasons since, the young ambitious
coach has led the Wolverines to four
world series berths and a 214-77-1
record.

Bud Middaugh has brought national
prominence to the University of Michi-
gan baseball program. Midlaugh has
succeeded where Oestrike had succeed-
ed before him.

In the EMU glory days, Oestrike was
able to recruit the Welch's and the
Owchinko's throughout the state. Late-
ly, Middaugh has been able to get them.

*MICHIGAN IS investing a lot more
money in their program and it makes it
very difficult to recruit against them,"
Oestrike said. "That's not a cop out. lt's
just a fact."

Where Eastern is allowed eight full-
ride scholarships per year, Michigan
and the rest of the Big 10 schools get
13. Eastern cannot afford to pay for
out-of-state waiver fees needed to. re-
eruit outside of Michigan and Ohio
(where no fee ks charged). U-M ean go
anywhere it wants, though Middaugh
3 tays pretty much in the Midwest.

Yet, when Michigan and Eastern
have gone head-to-head for a top re-
cruit, it's been Michigan winning out in
recent years.

Middaugh wooed Redford St. Mary's
pitcher Scott Kamientecki away from
EMU and the Detroit Tigers two years
ago. Kamieniecki was the Wolverine's
ace last year.

This year, Middaugh won out over
Oestrike for the services of Orchard
Lake St Mary's hurler Mike Ignasiak,
one of the top prospects in the state.
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Middaugh also got Divine Child's Jim
Agemy and Fraser's Steve Savage -
both heavily sought by Oestrike. Mid-
daugh was also on his way to signing St.
Agatha's Andrew Robertson before the
all-stater signed with Cleveland.

-WE'VE BEEN very fortunate to do
as well as we have," Middaugh said. "It
goes in cycles. It's not like Eastern has
worked less hard or anything like that.
And it's not like they have a bad base-
ball program over there. They have an
outstanding program."

Oestrike did win one player away
from U-M. Don Besling, a football-
baseball star from Ohio, chose EMU
over Michigan. Oestrike also did well in
the Observer & Eccentric area landing
Livonia Stevenson pitchers Brian Por-
ter and Rick Rozman, as well as West-
land John Glenn slugger Don Wolfe.

'We aren't disappointed in our re-
cruits this year,» Oestrike said. 'But,
none were drafted and that always
worries you."

Clearly, Oestrike hasn't been getting
the same type of player, or at lest not
as many of them. Yet, there is evidence
that the tide may be shifting toward
the green and white.

EVEN THOUGH the team has strug-
gled the last five years, EMU has con-
tinued to develop and produce major
league players. Pat Sheridan, 1977-
1979, is now hitting better than .300
with the Kansas City Royals. Bud
Yanus, Audie Cole, Gordy Chretien,
Brian Stemberger, Mark Wilkins, Jay
Davisson, Mitch Zwolensky, Brian Clut-
terbuck, Rob Sepanek and Ken Spratke
all are, or were at one lirne, property
of a major league franchise.

There is another optimistic sign on
the Huron horizon. The EMU summer

team, Adray Photo, has had a resur-
gence. Once the most feared team in
the Adray league, Photo, like the
Hurons, had fallen on hard times. This
season, Photo is again on top of the
league with a 13-1 record.

The bottom line is this.- Yes, EMU's
glory days are gone for now. Yes, U-M
and Bud Mid,laugh are currently win-
ning the in-state recruiting war. But,
Oestrike and the Hurons are still turn-
ing out major league talent and though
they may never again reach the pinna-
cle of 1976, the mystical cycle that
seems to revolve every five years may
be starting its swing east from Ann Ar-
bor toward Ypsilanti.
