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P h o n e  p r o g r a m  c u t s :  

a  p o l i t i c a l  w h o d u n i t

Wayne County Tele-Care Services, a 
♦telephone reassurance program for 
senior citizens, has become a political 
hot potato.

A recent funding cut forced the pro­
gram to go begging for money while 
poiiticans debate who is responsible for 
the cut. Among those bickering are su­
pervisors in Plymouth and Canton 
townships.

To keep the program running, local 
units of government have been asked to 
foot the bill.

“They’re dumping on the local com­
munities," says Canton Supervisor 
James Poole.

Plymouth Township supervisor Mau­
rice Breen calls it an “erosion” of the 
community’s control over grant fund­
ing.

LATE LAST month a letter was sent 
to local governments from the Wayne 
County Office On Aging concerning 
funding for Tele-Care.

“It has been a very suscessful pro­
gram for those citizens in your commu­
nity who have limited mobility or are 
isolated in their homes for any number 
of reasons,” wrote Frank Rembisz, Off­
ice on Aging director.

"Funding for Tele-Care workers has 
been provided through a variety of 
grant programs, one of which Is the 
Wayne County Community Develop­
ment Block Grant (CDBG) program,” 
he wrote.

"Recently we were advised that 
funding for the Tele-Care program 
would not be available this year.

“We realize how devastating this 
would be to the most vulnerable seg­
ment of our senior citizen population, 
the homebound elderly, and are there­
fore requesting communities to assist 
us in this matter,” Rembisz wrote.

The program provides workers to 
call senior citizens on a daily basis to 
check on their health, medical needs, or 
other problems.

“We make over 100,000 phone calls a 
year," Rembisz told the Observer.

Besides providing seniors with a 
chance to discuss needs with someone 
on the “outside,” the calls serve anoth­
er purpose — signaling trouble in the 
event no one answers.

"We have had intervention situations 
where someone remained alive be­
cause of these calls — how do you put a 
value on that’’” Rembisz said.

In Plymouth Township 29 people are 
serviced through the program while 59 
Canton residents receive the calls

IN RESPONSE to Rembisz' call for

financial support Breen wrote to 
Wayne County Executive William Lu­
cas. Rembisz’ office falls under Lucas’ 
authority, as does the Wayne County 
CBDG grant coordinator.

Breen cited a concern about the 
manner in which the county distributes 
the federal CBDG funds — namely, 
funding a county park project while 
cutting the Tele-Care program.

"These actions seem to be evidence 
of an effort on the part of Wayne Coun­
ty to pick and choose certain types of 
actitivites which garner public rela­
tions points but do not necessarily go to 
the fundamental problems of individu­
al units of government taken as a 
whole,” Breen wrote.

“I believe that there has been a sig­
nificant erosion of the concept of local 
unit planning and utilizing these types 
of funds in the last two years, and it 
appears to me that it is the intent of 
those directly involved in the adminis­
tration of these programs to continue 
such an erosion,” he wrote.

The county park project calls for In­
stalling restroom plumbing at Eliza­
beth Park in Trenton, and will cost 
about $100,000.

Lucas responded to Breen’s letter 
last week.

“I wish to assure you that no change 
in policy has been initiated, nor is one 
contemplated,” the county executive 
wrote.

Lucas explained the park project is 
being funded through the Emergency 
Jobs Bill portion of the CBDG pro­
gram.

“Statutory requirements preclude 
the county from rebudgeting Ehnergen- 
cy Jobs Bill funds to anything but pub­
lic works projects, as the bill was a 
jobs creation” piece of legislation.

“As the Tele-Care program is a pub­
lic service program, it is not eligible 
for jobs bill funding,” Lucas wrote,

BUT WHAT about the decision to cut 
Tele-Care funding?

Here's where the political potato 
heats up

Depending on which story Is taken is 
where the blame for the decision ends 
up.

Rembisz explains the funding cut 
this way.

"Tele-Care workers use to be funded 
through the federal CETA program 
(Comprehensive Employment Training 
Act)," he says.

“In 1983 we lost our CETA funding* 
and we looked around for another way 
to fund the program. One possibility 
was through the CDBG program. That’s 
the way we went and we got our 
$35,000," Rembisz said.

"Then we were told that the county’s 
CDBG funding had been cut from 
$500,000 to $200,000 and the innovative 
programs, which we were under, were 
being cut,” be said.

Assuming a $300,000 cut in the coun­
ty’s CDBG allocation, the resulting de­
cision to cut Tele-Care was made by 
the Mayor’s and Supervisor’s Advisory 
Council, according to Mike Conway, a 
Lucas spokesman.

“The communities make those deci­
sions,” Conway said. “The county just 
administers the CDBG program, the 
communities make all the decisions as 
to what’s funded.”

The only link to the county adminis­
tration would be “a recommendation to 
cut the program by the county staff,” 
Conway said, "but the communities 
make the final decision.”

Yet, Breen and others say the Tele- 
Care question never was brought be­
fore the advisory council.

THE SECOND story goes like this.
Tele-Care initially was funded by 

CETA, according to David Plawecki, 
Lucas’ executive assistant.

When the CETA program was re­
placed with the JOPTA program (Job 
Opportunities Partenrship Training 
Act), federal guidelines no longer al­
lowed for funding programs such as 
Tele-Care.

The burden for the phone call pro­
gram went to the Out-county Area 
Agency on Aging, which is under the 
Conference of Western Wayne ran by 
Livonia Mayor Edward McNamara, 
Plawecki said.

That agency was started several 
years ago because of western Wayne 
County’s dislike for the way the Wayne 
County Office on Aging was handling 
things.

Plawecki said the out-county agency 
Is responsible for cutting the program 
because it only allocated $7,500 for its 
operation.

REGARDLESS OF where the fund­
ing cut came from, the bottom line is a 
happy ending for those depending on 
the service.

Plymouth and Canton townships, 
along with several other communities, 
are going to pick up the tab for their 
calls until another source of funding Is 
secured.

A grant application has been filed 
with the Service to the Aging office for 
state money. Terry Carroll, grant coor­
dinator for Canton and Plymouth town­
ships, believes the program will 
receive funding from that agency at 
the beginning of next year.

Until then, he said, both townships 
have agreed to bridge the financial

The search for a firm to conduct the 
city of Plymouth's police study may be 
completed sometime this week, offi­
cials indicated

Mayor David Pugh announced earli­
er this month the city would hire a con­
sultant to evaluate the department At 
that time, Pugh said the city would 
seek "someone who is qualified to pre­
pare the study.”

As of Friday, the search was nar­
rowed to three firms, according to City 
Manager Henry Graper.

“I should have all of the proposals by

Wednesday,” Graper said. “I hope to 
take a recommendation to the City 
Commission during the first meeting of
October.”

Of the three firms under considera­
tion, two are major accounting firms 
with consulting divisions - Arthur 
Young ti Co., and Touche Ross It Co. 
Both firms have offices In Detroit.

The third firm being considered Is 
Bartell It Bartell of Pennsylvania, a 
police consulting firm. Bartell It Bar­
tell currently Is performing a police

study for Canton Township 
IN PRELIMINARY discussions with 

the firms, Graper has learned the study 
may cost more than expected.

Original estimates pegged costs be­
tween $2,500 and $4,000, but Graper 
now puts the figure between $10,000 
and $20,000.

“Between $10,000 and $20,000 is not 
without reason," he said. “The compa­
ny Is coming in and putting Its name on 
it and its reputation Is on the line.” 

Graper, who worked as a consultant

in the 1960s, said he based his original 
estimate on past figures. “Also, we 
have not had a study of this nature 
done since I've been here, so I wasn't 
aware how much they cost now,” he 
said.

Even at the higher cost, Graper be­
lieves the study la a bargain.

That's only 1 percent of the depart­
ment’s total budget of $1,164,000 — 
that should be budgeted every year.”

Once a company Is selected, Graper 
will ask for the study to be completed

In 30 days with results available in No­
vember.

Plymouth Township, which contracts 
for police service from the city, is con­
ducting a similar study and anticipates 
receiving a report in mid-November.

Both units of government are expect­
ed to decide the fate of the $460,000-a- 
year, shared-service contract after the 
studies are completed. Among the pos­
sibilities are the launching of a town­
ship department or a police authority 
to serve both communities.

Commission w ill be asked to approve 
the purchase of a computer system  for 
the departm ent

The administration is preparing a 
proposal for the next cotnznlasioo 
meeting.

All hopes of saving a 75 percent fed­
eral funding for Son of Supersewer now 
hinge on Wayne County’s attempt to 
obtain a federal court injunction.

Plymouth and Canton townships 
have backed away from their attempt 
to win a Wayne County Circuit Court 
injunction to prevent the U.S. Enviro­
nmental Protection Agency (EPA) from 
disbursing money to other projects 
within the state.

Although a show-cause beating on 
the townships’ motion for an Injunction 
was scheduled for Friday morning, the 
circuit court proceedings were post­
poned until Friday, Oct. 5, according to

Brian James, Plymouth Township at­
torney.

In view of the delay, James told the 
Observer Friday that the townships 
would back off their effort to obtain the
Injunction.

EARLIER THI8 month the EPA an­
nounced 1964 grant funding would be 
available for the $120 million project, 
formally titled the North Huron Val­
ley /Rouge Valley W astewater System.

Planners and participants hoped to 
receive some $21 m illion this year 
from the EPA to start the suburban 
sewer and sewage treatment plant 
project. Timing is critical because af­
ter 1964, all EPA funding drops to a 
maximum of 5$ percent Projects

started this year, however, would be 
"grandfathered” sod can continue re­
ceiving 75 percent funding through 
completion.

A drop in federal funding to 55 per­
cent most likely would shove the local 
share past the financial reach of the 17 
participant communities, which also 
include Livonia, Redford, Westland and 
Garden City.

W ITH THE Detroit Tigers only outs away 
from clinching the American League 
East Tuesday, a radiant Flossie Toads 
was savoring a triumph all her own at 

Canton's Roman Forum Restaurant.
And plenty of Tiger fans were present — people 

who opted not to miss “The Flossie Fest,” even if 
the rest of metro-Detroit was delirious with pen­
nant fever.

Nearly 100 school and governmental officials, 
school district and municipal employees, librari­
ans, business people, orthodonists, firefighters, 
homemakers, neighbors and friends turned out to 
honor Tonda who, after eight years, is retiring from 
the Plymouth Canton Community Schools Board of 
Education.

Tonda, Plymouth-Canton’s ubiquitous community 
leader, founded the Plymouth-Can ton Communty 
Clothing Bank for needy families and has served as 
a Canton Township Planning Commissioner and 
Canton Country Festival board president Named 
Canton Business and Professional Outstanding 
Woman of the Year in 1983, Tonda has chaired the 
school district’s safety committee and served as 
board secretary. She’s been active with the Wayne 
County Association of School Boards, Michigan As­
sociation of Nursing Home Councils, Dion Nursing 
Home Council, Metropolitan Association for Im­
proved School Legislation, Canton Community Ad­
visory Committee and Plymouth-Canton Campfire 
Girls.

ROBERT PADGET, Canton Township trustee 
and the evening's emcee, said the night actually 
belonged to Tony Tonda, Flossie's husband.

“He’s the one we’re here for. He’s bad to put up 
with all this stuff. So this is your night, Tony,” said 
Padget, adding that the "Flossie Fest” was an idea 
spawned by Canton Fire Marshal Art Winkel during 
the Canton Country Festival.

Dignitaries ranging from Sen. Robert Geake, R- 
Northville, to Canton Supervisor James Poole were 
acknowledged after a seafood/New York strip din­
ner and before each took a turn at the dais.

A grateful Sen. Geake said, ‘1 just want to tell 
you how pleased we (in the State Legislature) are 
that Flossie’s never run against us.

“She has worked so bard, volunteered so much 
time, and knows so many people — there’s no doubt 
she’d be our senator right now bad she run,” joked 
Geake.

State Rep. Gerald Law, R-Plymouth, said, "I’ve 
learned you have to call Flossie Tonda before 7:30 
a.m. if you want to catch her at home. And there’s 
no such thing as going over to Flossie’s house for 
just five minutes. You stay for a coSple hours.” 

Deborah O’Connor — Canton library director 
who organised the Flossie Fest along with Art and

Shirley Winkel, Shirley Slezak, and John and Mary 
Schwartz — spoke on behalf of Canton’* Chamber
of Commerce.

“When we have problems that call for a big bad 
businessman to go to bat for the Chamber, we send 
Flossie,” said O’Connor.

BART BERG, president of Canton’s Historical 
Society, thanked Tonda for "lending her hand and 
helping virtually every organization that’s ever ex­
isted in Canton.” He presented her with a picture of 
Tonda's favorite school house, framed with 130- 
year-old wood from a Canton farm.

Canton library board member Mary Feitz 
thanked Tonda for "her dedication and contribu­
tions to education, which have spilled over into the 
Canton Public Library.” The Flossie Tonda Service 
Award is being established to recognize those who, 
like Flossie, give unselfishly to others in their com­
munity, she said.

Plymouth Canton Community Schools superin­
tendent Dr. John Hoben figures his nearly 10-year 
association with Tonda is to blame for “the few 
grey hairs she has, and for a few I’ve lost”

Added Hoben: Often, after tediously discussing 
something for two hours and nearing a seeming 
consensus, the words “yeah, but” could be beard as 
trustees turned their heads toward Tooda.

Flossie’s cheerful attitude, fair treatment and 
steadfast dedication “have left an Indelible mark 
on our children,” the superintendent said.

CAPT. WINKEL — the man who each year 
secures the manure spreader upon which the Cow 
Chip Queen reigns in the Canton Country Festival 
parade —»presented Tonda with a scrapbook of 
congratulatory letters from state and local officials 
and well-wishers, newspaper clippings and photo­
graphs.

Dr. Jim Gillig credited Tonda with taking an ac­
tive role as a citizen actor, doer and representative 
in a sometimes apathetic atmosphere “longer than 
most of us have been in Canton.”

It was Flossie’s turn to take the floor.
"Nobody knows what it’s like until it happens to 

you — to have all your friends around you in one 
room . . . You know it took each one of you to be 
supportive of me to accomplish what I set out to do 
and to fulfill my dreams. Dr. Hoben, if you hadn’t 
gotten the money to pay for the lights and beat, and 
if the people In the community hadn’t provided 
clothing, I couldn’t have had my clothing bank.

". . .  I enjoy living in this township so much. I 
enjoy knowing the people. You’ll never forget them, 
because they won’t let you. And I mean that in a 
good way. Thanks for coming,” said Tonda, no long­
er able to hold back the tears.

A poised Padget closed with a poem. Condensed, 
It went: “ ‘Your task is to build a better world,’ said 
God. I answered, 301 how can I? The world Is so 
big, and I am so small and useless. ’God said, ‘Just 
build a better you.’ ”

Thanks to Alan and Priscilla Toth. 
Plymouth now has an open fish market 
with these jewels of the ocean waters 
shipped in fresh every week

This unusual market is located at the 
Farmer s Market which opens each 
Saturday morning at The Gathering, on 
the Penmman Avenue side of Kellogg 
Park

The Toths moved in a short time ago 
and plan to have the best that the ocean 
fishermen can provide, even to the fa­
mous fish found off the shores of New 
Zealand

Under the plan this fish market is the 
first to be licensed by the Michigan De­
partment of Agriculture to sell on that 
basis Under present plans, the Toths

operate at the Fanner's Market and 
then Saturday afternoon after the mar­
ket closes move to the lot next to Peo- 
mman's Deli (formerly Johnny's Mar­
ket) on Penniman Avenue west of 
Main.

THE TOTHS ARE no strangers to 
ocean-going fishermen Mrs. Toth's 
parents live in Maine and know many 
of the hardy souls who ply the Atlantic 
in search of lobsters.

Any ooe who ever has travelled up 
the rock bound coast to Massachusetts 
and Maine no doubt has noticed the 
countless number of lobster pots 
bouncing around in the Atlantic. From 
now oo many of these catches will be 
available in Plymouth.

THE TOTHS .ARE busy persons 
aside from operating the fish market

One of the disappointments of histor­
ical research is to arrive at a place to 
find that material which could have 
been of value to your work has just 
been destroyed.

That happened to me In the spring of 
1987 when I was collecting photos for 
the first edition of my pictorial book, 
"Pictures of Plymouth, Past and Pres­
ent.”

I was visiting Romeo Wood, a photo­
grapher in Plymouth for almost 50 
years. I had been told that Mr. Wood 
had a valuable collection of old nega­
tives of photographs taken In the com­
munity throughout the years. I asked 
him if I could see some of them.

"You should have arrived last week,” 
he said, "That’s when I rounded up all 
of my old plates. I took them out to the 
back yard and broke them all up." 
Wood had destroyed 50 years accumu­
lation of photos on glass negatives be­
cause he "needed the space they were 
taking up.”

Wood, too, had his own share of dis­
appointments.

One of them concerned a motion pic­
ture he made about 1908, the year he 
arrived in Plymouth. The movie 
showed a parade down Main Street and 
other scenes of local interest. Embel­
lished with advertisements of commer­
cial establishments, the film was 
shown at the Opera House in the second 
story of the Old Village Hall.

Romey said he donated the original 
print of the film to the village and told 
the recipient to store it in a dry, cool 
place. When he visited Village Hall a 
few weeks later, he discovered the film 
had been stored in a heated place and 
was no longer of any use.

WHEN WOOD first came to Plym­
outh he opened a studio over the E.L. 
Riggs Store on Main Street next to the 
ramp that leads to the new parking 
deck.

Wood also worked in the plant on 
Hamilton Street when Hamilton .22- 
caliber rifles were made. "I ran a

swedging press,” he told me.
When I talked to Mr. Wood in April 

1967, he had his studio in his home, a 
venerable house on Ann Arbor Trail op­
posite the present location of the Chris­
tian Science Church. "This house is 
over 100 years old,” he said. "The 
Plymouth Mail had a picture of it not 
long ago.”

Wood, who must have been nearing 
80 when I visited him, continued to op­
erate the studio from his home almost 
to the time of his death. When I ar­
rived, on a warm, misty spring morn­
ing 17 years ago, he was taking a por­
trait of a baby. He used a huge, big- 
bellows camera the like of which I had

never seen.
While Romey adjusted the lens, and 

the mother tried to get the baby to 
smile, I talked to Mrs. Wood about 
Plymouth of the past. Among other 
things I learned that she was a cousin 
of Gilbert Brown, Plymouth's first vil­
lage manager. She told me he left 
Plymouth to go to Lansing and was 
succeeded as village manager here by 
Sidney Strong. Mrs. Wood also brought 
out a copy of a 1901 issue of the Plym­
outh Mail which she let me borrow.

To say 1 was disappointed to learn 
that Wood's 50-year accumulation had 
been destroyed would be a great under­
statement. But I did manage to find

T h e  c o a c h  o f  c h a m p i o n s  r e c a l l e d

five historical photos among his re­
maining negatives. They included the 
bank photos on page 27 of my pictorial 
history, and the picture of the Plym­
outh band and the bandshell that once 
stood at the junction of Church Street 
and Ann Arbor Trail (see page 21). 
Romey said he took the band photo in 
1909. I ordered prints made of each of 
the photos.

ROMEO WOOD was not, of course, 
the first photographer in Plymouth.

The earliest I have any information 
was on Ed Baker. His studio was in a 
white frame building on Main Street 
where Church Street was later cut 
through. The Edison Co. built a brick 
building on the site.

Baker, who was in business here in 
the 1890s and for some time before, 
was the cousin of Chauncey Baker, the 
postmaster here during Grover Cleve­
land’s administration.

Norma Cassady, Chauncey's daugh­
ter, (now approaching 92) recalls that 
when she was a girl Ed Baker sold 
prints of photos at one cent each. She 
has one of the photos, showing four 
school girls, which Baker took at the 
turn of the century.

Other local photographers, of whom 
I know little except that their names 
appear on the back of photos taken 
many years ago, include: James R. 
Hamilton, W.H. Palmer and Mrs. Ruth 
M. Price.

Hamilton took the photo of the 
bandsmen shown on page 18 of my pic­
torial history. Palmer did the one '"St- 
the three baseball players on page' 86. 
Mrs. Price, whose rubber stamp indi­
cated that she was a "landscape art­
ist,” did one of a hotel near the railroad 
tracks.

Many photos of Plymouth taken 
right after the turn of the century were 
by C.G. Draper. Draper, who opened an 
optical and jewelry store on Main 
Street in 1893, also sold cameras. He 
was never a professional photographer 
but some of his photos of Plymouth as 
it once looked are priceless. His daugh­
ter. Mrs. Winifred Draper Carney, 
mother of Dr. James Carney, the local 
optometrist, loaned me a number of 
Draper’s negatives from which I had 
prints made.

Life can take some very peculiar 
turns and none was more peculiar than 
that of the late Clarence Hoffman 
whose daughter, Lois Hoffman McAl­
lister, has just been honored with a 
place in the Detroit Bowling Hall of 
fame.

Came an evening when he didn’t 

bowl too well. And on the way home he 
and a neighbor got to talking about the 
poor scores they had registered and 
blamed it all on the lanes.

nia Lanes were built with eight lanes. 
Hoffman gave up his market to take 
over the operation of the lanes and 
planned to give instructions out here in 
the "country.”

It was something new for him, but he 
was a stickler and he left no stone un­
turned to master the game to the point 
that he could give lessons.

IT WAS a bold move. But if he were 
alive today there would be no prouder 
man than him when he would see his 
daughter enshrined in the Hall of 
Fame. He would be proud, too, that she 
Is the third champion that he produced 
in his private little bowling school.

Most famous of the lot is Mary 
Mohacsi who Just won the internaUon- 
al singles championships — the first 
world title she ever has won. She has 
been the Detroit Bowling Queen seven 
times, and Hoffman's son, Pal, was a 
member of the DeLuxe Tool and Die 
team that won the city and state cham­
pionships. And with them Lois kept 
pace as a member of the famed Gears

by Enterprise team that brought the 
first national title to Detroit.

So in his little school Hoffman, the 
one time butcher, developed three 
champions. And there are few teachers 
who can claim such a record.

With this trio of outstanding students 
he decided he had enough. In failing 
health he finally sold Livonia I,anes to 
spend his time in retirement.

But his work carries on. He was one 
of the starters of the after-school 
leagues and the junior circuits that now 
are so popular.

He also started the parks and recre­
ation league in Livonia and that league 
is prospering.

It is too bad that his life wasn’t 
spared to see the results of his teach­
ing. But when Lois steps to the center 
stage and accepts her Hall of Fame 
plaque you can bet that his spirit will 
be hovering about the room.

It is a fitting honor, too, for the man 
who gave up a grocery store and turned 
his attention to operating a bowling 
center that was then “way out in the 
country.”

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Tender story tells of family breakup

"Irreconcilable D ifferences" opens F riday, Sep t. 28, a t De- 
troit-area theaters.

Supposedly it is legally possible to divorce one’s parents, in six 
states including California and Indiana. Whether or not that is, in 
fact, legally sound, it is the premise upon which "Irreconcilable 
Differences’ is successfully based.

The partially autobiographical story was written by Nancy 
Meyers and Charles Shyer, the writer-producer team of “Private 
Benjamin" fame. “Differences" is Shyer’s directorial debut. He has 
a deft touch and will delight most audiences with his humorous, 
emotional depiction of the demise of a presumably happy, contem­
porary American family.

As the story goes, 10-year-old Casey Brodsky (Drew Barrymore) 
sues her parents for divorce, telling the judge that she loves them 
both but “. . .if  I’m not going to be totally nuts when I grow up. I’d 
better get out of this family while I still have a chance.’ She's 
probably wiser than most 10-year-olds (thank goodness) but it 
makes a good story.

Her touching, emotional line to the judge has humorous over­
tones, partially because Drew is a cute, accomplished young ac­
tress. But her words set the poignant tone for this story.

THE MOVIE IS a series of flashbacks from the courtroom tell­
ing how the Brodsky family came to this sorry state. The plot is 
smoothly constructed and, thankfully for those who’ve had enough 
of courtroom dramas, the flashbacks become the film while the 
courtroom sequences are background signposts to keep things 
moving along.

The Brodsky tale begins in the early ’70s as Albert, the father-to- 
be (Ryan O’Neal), is hitch-hiking to California to begin teaching 
film history at UCLA. Lucy Van Patten (Shelley Long), a would-be 
writer and soon-to-be Brodsky, picks him up. The rest is history.

Albert, the film instructor, meets noted Hollywood producer Da­
vid Kessler (Sam Wanamaker), who is so impressed with Albert's 
knowledge that he gives Albert a chance to direct. Naturally, the 
film is a big hit. Of course, Lucy becomes a best-selling novelist.

You really ought to go see how success spoils the Brodskys be­
cause the way the story is told and acted takes the relatively mun­
dane plot and turns it into a touching, enjoyable film with credible 
characters.

Albert and Lucy’s characters develop from young innocents 
newly arrived in Hollywood to flourishing, typical middle-aged 
Hollywood types. O’Neal and Long realistically portray four sig­
nificant stages with sufficient emotion that the audience is con­
vinced and moved.

The film is extremely well-mounted by producers Alex Winitsky 
and Arlene Sellers (“The Seven Percent Solution,” “House Calls,” 
“Scandalous" and “Swing Shift”). Cinematographer is William A. 
Fraker (“Heaven Can Wait," “Looking for Mr. Goodbar,” “1941” 
and “War Games”).

HIGHLY REGARDED French composers Paul de Senneville 
and Olivier Toussaint have captured the era with the look and 
sound of the times including songs by Frank Sinatra and James

Taylor, as well as the right images well-photograpbed.
What could be more appropriate for this milieu than a young 

film instructor wooing his girl in a motel room while they watch 
an old Cary Grant film with a dubbed Spanish soundtrack. His 
impassioned translation catches just the right note, and the girl as 
well,

“Irreconcilable Differences" touched me emotionally in ways 
that “Kramer vs. Kramer," “Ordinary People’ and “Terms of 
Endearment" did not. The maudlin, self-indulgence of those very 
popular domestic dramas somehow seemed out of touch with hu­
manity, although the films may very well have been in touch with 
the self-centered interests of the time.
