The Plymouth-Canton Board of Edu-
cation has appointed Dean
Swartzwelter of Plymouth Township to
fill a vacancy created by the resigna-
tion of Treasurer Thomas Yack of Can-
ton.

The board, in a special meeting held
Thursday at 5 p.m., also elected trustee
E.J. McClendon to fill the post of treas-
urer of the board.

Swartzwelter was appointed by a
vote of 4-2. He was among five persons
under consideration for the position.

Others considered included Stephen
Harper of Plymouth Township, Joan
Kotcher of Canton, Richard Sumpter of
Canton and David Kennedy of Plym-
outh Township.

Sumpter ran for the board this past
June while Kotcher is past president of
the Plymouth-Canton Association for
the Academically Talented.
Swartzwelter also is an active member
of the PCAAT.

HARPER'S NAME was placed in
nomination first but his appointment
was voted down, 3-2 with one absten-
tion. Harper is a former trustee and

board treasurer.

Swartzwelter will fill out Yack’s
term until the next board election in
June 1985.

Several trustees said they sought a
person who had run for election to the
board and who had experience.

Following his appointment,
Swartzwelter told the board, “I will
work with you and cooperate in every
way I can.” He indicated that he would
seek election to his appointed seat in
June.

Swartzwelter ran for the school
board last June when he collected 1,241
votes, finishing “third behind winners
Nancy Quinn and Les Walker. He also
was a candidate in 1979.

A resident since 1977, Swartzwelter
is married with three children — two
graduates of Plymouth Canton High
and one still a student here.

He earned a bachelor of science de-
gree in accounting from Drake Univer-
sity, entered the U.S. Army and gradu-
ated from the U.S. Army Finance
School before serving overseas. He
served on the school district budget
committee in 1981.

The book’s not closed
on library budget battle

If you can’t judge a book by its cover,
then you shouldn’t judge a library by its
building — especially Plymouth’s
Dunning-Hough Library.

Simply judging by the 6,000-square-
foot addition to the Plymouth library,
everything appears to be going well for
the literary landmark. But such is not
the case.

Plaguing this institution is a budget
battle between the supporting govern-
ments of Plymouth and Plymouth
Township which could lead to the for-
mation of a library authority

Librarian Pat Thomas’ recent trip to
the township for 1985 funding brought
the bitterness to the surface — once
again.

“] guess my problem with the bud-
getary process is that the budget is al-
ways drawn up and we're asked to
match some figure,” said Township Su-
pervisor Maurice Breen.

“That budget is presented to the su-
pervisor before it is given to me."” said
City Manager Henry Graper

“I think it's a matter of the township
reviewing and understanding what the
library does. We'll have no problem
when they do that,"” said Graper

TOWNSHIP TRUSTEE Smith Hor-
ton has asked for discussion of a li-
brary authority at the next board meet-
ing. Breen expects the matter to be re-
ferred to the township administration
for a recommendation.

Such discussions have taken place
before, and the township was reluctant
to put an authority on the ballot,
Graper said.

Pregnancy reported at group home

The mother of a pregnant 29-year-
old developmentally disabled woman
has removed her daughter from a City
of Plymouth group home

The woman was a resident of the
Beech Court Group Home and is 20
weeks into the pregnancy, according to
Plymouth Lt. Robert Commire.

“The woman has been declared men-
tally incompetent, and her mother is
her legal guardian,” Commire said.

“Under the law, a person who is
mentally retarded can’t consent to sex-
ual relations so it automatically consti-
tutes a rape,” he said.

The mother, who lives in Saline, has
decided to let the woman carry the
baby full term, according to police.

Although police currently have no

ty. We can do it by resolution,” Graper
said.

Thomas came to the township board
last week with a request for $158,000
for 1985. Supposedly, the city already
had agreed to that level of funding dur-
ing the summer.

Breen recommended the township
agree to $147 000 instead, which was
approved after attempts to meet the li-
brary board’s request failed.

“The library budget has just about
doubled since 1983, Breen said. “I just
thought you might as well start low and
work your way up.”

Of the $147,000 approved, some
$26,700 goes for the addition and
$120,300 for operating costs — almost
$12,000 below the requested amount.

BREEN CLAIMS the budget troubles
are a reflection of a philosophical con-

suspects, Commire said they will con-
tinue to investigate the incident and
take blood samples once the baby is
born.

Second round of arrests at rest stop

Two Canton residents were among
seven persons arrested Oct. 18 in an un-
dercover crackdown on homosexual ac-
tivities at a freeway rest stop in Canton
Township.

This was the second wave of arrests
by Michigan State Police. In a similar
operation, 24 persons were arrested
Sept. 20 and 24 at the rest stop at 1-275
south of Cherry Hill Road.

Among the seven arrested Oct. 18
were retired superintendent of schools
Bates Landis, 59, of Canton and sales-
mén Anthony Campagna, 43, also of
Canton.

Also arrested were: Glen Walker, 28,

home has male and female residents,
as well as three or four male staff
members.

“People who live in homes we ser-
vice do attend a day care center away
from the home,” according to Virgina
Harmon of Wayne Community Living
Services, a division of the state Depart-
ment of Mental Health.

Police also believe a staff member
at the Detroit-based day care center
could be responsible for the pregnancy.

Community leaders in southeastern
Michigan are mourning the end of a
federal program which produced sev-
eral energy-saving ideas.

“We were sorry to see the program
end. Our project was very successful,”
said Genevieve Rakocy of Wayne Coun-
ty Catholic Social Services. Her one-
year, $12,000 project cut energy bills
for Detroit homeowners and netted
several jobs.

“People around here look more kind-
ly toward financing solar retrofits,
thanks to that program,” added Cyn-
thia Conklin of the Ann Arbor commu-
nity development department.

THEY SPOKE fondly of the U.S. De-
partment of Energy's Appropriate
Technology Small Grants Program.

Hatched in 1978 by the Carter Ad-
ministration, Appropriate Technology
(called “AT") was a strategy of funding

small-scale energy projects aimed at
making the nation energy independent.
The grant-giving stage ended in 1981.
Congress currently is funding only
technical assistance and information
activities.
What actually was accomplished?

In four years, the Department of En-
ergy funneled $25.7 million in AT
grants in amounts up to $50,000 to indi-
viduals and groups with energy-saving
ideas. The theory was that local groups
were best able to solve local problems.

The aim was to encourage more “el-
egant” and “appropriate” solutions to
conserving energy by using technolo-
gies and materials that meshed well
with local needs and resources.

ACCORDING TO Rakocy, Catholic
Social Services managed to solve two
local problems with its federal grant.

“We were able to provide job train-
ing to 25 unemployed men and women
volunteers for work in low-income
neighborhood conservation,” she said.
Volunteers from Hamtramck and High-

grants cut energy costs

land Park helped Detroit homeowners
install insulation, weatherstripping and
furnace flue dampers.

A second result was that some of the
trained volunteers were able to step
into full-time jobs.

AT grants to Ann Arbor totaled near-
ly $50,000. They helped fund solar and
conservation retrofits for five low-in-
come housing units.

“We showed that solar technology
can work in rehab projects,” Conklin
said. “Over all, the program helped lo-
cal people try out ideas in their own
communities.” :

ELSEWHERE in the nation, 2,058

AT grants were awarded in several ba-
sic categories: conservation, solar
biomass, geothermal, hydropower, in-
tegrated systems and information-edu-
cation. They went not only to local gov-
ernment and non-profit groups but to
individuals and small businesses as
well.

Among 25 Michigan projects were an
advanced greenhouse with water ceil-
ing, a shower waste heat recouperator,
an electric producing wind turbine
demonstration, and a method to pro-
duce wood briquets for commercial
fuel.

How many will ever hit the commer-
cial market?

It’s hard to tell, answered Tom Stan-

ton, director of the Michigan Energy
Administration clearinghouse. ‘“‘Some
projects are coming onto the market
right now. Of course, not all of the proj-
ects yere successful,” he said.

“1 believe the program money was
well spent. We saw that there are s0
many opportunities to switch technolo-
gy to small appropriate uses.”

Figures on actual dollars saved by
AT grants are unavailable. But the De-
partment of Energy calculated that
every $2 of federal assistance attract-
ed $1 from non-federal sources be-
tween fiscal 1978 and 1983.

A FREQUENT criticism is that the
AT program ended too soon.

Ann Arbor administrator Conklin
said an influx of government funds is
necessary to encourage a national
movement toward energy independ-
ence. “Before, we had a combined
strategy on national and state levels to
encourage energy innovation and
commercialization,” she said. “Now
that has all ended.”

The state has a series of 13 free self-
help publications describing the experi-
ences of, and lessons learned by, AT
grantees. The pamphlets describe
methods of dealing with insulation and
moisture in the home, heat
techniques and alternative heating op-
tions such as sunspaces.

A limited number of these publica-
tions may be requested from the Michi-
gan Energy Administration at 1-800-
202-4704.

In addition, a databank on all proj-
ects in the AT program is maintained
by the National Appropriate Technolo-
gy Assistance Service (NATAS) in
Butte, Montana. Information about in-
dividual AT projects, along with energy
engineering, scientific and technical
assistance, may be obtained by calling
1-800-428-2525.

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‘C’ would hurt school’s quality —Runkel

Public schools in the tri-county area
would lose nearly $200 million in reve-
nue if Proposal C is approved Nov. 8,
the state’s top school official contends.

Phillip E. Runkel, state superintend-
ent of public instruction, sald the 86
school districts in this area could lose
$197.7 million in state school aid and
local tax revenues this year and next if
“Voter’s Choice” passes.

“Those revenue cuts would have a
significant impact on the quality of ed-
ucation in our state,” Runkel said.

At -news conferences Monday and
Tuesday at the intermediate school dis-
trict offices in Oakland, Macomb and
Wayne counties, Runkel estimated the
negative impact on all state districts
would be nearly $500 million in the
1984-85 and 1985-86 school years.

“I'm not telling people how to vote,

but I think they should know what the
facts are,” said Runkel, who was sup-
ported at the press conferences by rep-
resentatives of the Michigan Education
Association and Michigan Federation
of Teachers.

PROPOSAL C WOULD amend the
state constitution to roll back all taxes
since the end of 1981 but not ap-
proved by the voters. It would require
voter approval for new taxes, increases
and shifts; limit city non-resident in-
come taxes to 0.5 percent; and require
a four-fifths vote of a legislative body
to increase such fees as tuition.

Its backers say Proposal C would
help schools by requiring that funds
raised for education go for education.

They contend the Michigan Legisla-
ture’s appropriations for education
have declined as a share of the state

budget.

The twin results, according to C's
backers: higher property taxes at the
local level and higher tuitions for col-
lege students.

But Runkel said passage of the
amendment would result in the layoff
of more than 10,000 classroom teach-
ers. He sald in the period 1974-85, the
state has reduced its number of teach-
ers from 94,000 to 74,000.

The educator said Michigan is now
third in the nation in pupil-teacher ra-
tio. “If this is passed, we would have
the worst pupil-teacher ratio in the na-

tion because we'd be laying off teach-
ers to balance the budget.”

RUNKEL SAID proposal would cut
sales tax revenue earmarked for school
aid. It also would affect school dis-
tricts’ ability to provide education by
rolling back all Truth in Taxation prop-
erty-tax approved by school
boards since 1981, he explained.

He predicted a ‘“greater shift to
property tax and less support for
equity. The poorer districts will get
poorer and there will be less opportuni-
ties for young people.”

“Anyone who thinks 1 C
would be good for the public education
doesn’t know what they're talking
about,” said Runke!. “Proposal C would

cause terrible cuts in education.”

The state school said
reductions in both state school aid and
property tax revenue for area schools
would be the following if Proposal C
passes:

® Macomb — $7,305,400 in 1984-85,

Wayne County enters Vista overcharge lawsuit

Splitting along racial lines, the
Wayne County Commission last week
took the first step toward joining Oak-
land County Drain Commissioner
George Kuhn's federal court suit to re-
cover triple damages against Detroit’s
Water and Sewer Department.

“This suit ought to be pursued for the
benefit of all users, including those in
the city of Detroit — not just western
Wayne customers,” said Commissioner
Mary Dumas, R-Livonia, who proposed
joining the suit.

But the suburbanite was unable to
convince black commissioners from
Detroit. One, Arthur Carter, denounced
the suit as “just another attempt to
usurp the responsibilities of the eity of
Detroit,” likening the Oakland suit to
“invading Saudi Arabia to take its oil.”

DUMAS’ RESOLUTION was passed
9-4 by the commission sitting as a com-
mittee of the whole. One member was
absent and one abstained.

Seven suburban commissioners — in-
cluding Richard Manning, D-Redford,
Kay Beard, D-Inkster, Milton Mack, D-

. Wayne, and Dumas — were joined by

John Hertel, D-Harper Woods, whose
district is two-thirds in Detroit, and
Stanley Rozycki, whose district is en-
tirely in Detroit.

Kuhn, who did not attend the meet-
ing, said in a telephone interview he
was “tremdenously pleased” that
Wayne County was joining the effort.
“We now have 98 percent (of suburban

customers) lined up to join the suit.”

Detroit has made 17 contracts to

treat wastewater of communities in
three counties. As Oakland drain com-
missioner, Kuhn administers four of
them, with 39 percent of the wastewa-
ter flow.

Wayne County has two contracts on

behalf of suburban communities on the
Middle Rouge River and the northeast
suburbs. They provide more than 33
percent of the flow. A few individual
communities, including Redford Town-
ship, have their own contracts and are
expected to join the suit.

Philip G. Tannian, heading a battery

of five attorneys for the plaintiffs, said
the U.S. District Court would prefer to
see all customers of Detroit join a sin-
gle suit. “There are 17 contracts out
there. Should you try to litigate this 17
times or just once?” Tannian asked
rhetorically, indicating the court would
rather try it once.

THE CASE grew out of the celebrat-

ed Vista Disposal case, in which Detroit
Water and Sewer Department Director
Charles Beckham and several disposal
company figures were convicted under
federal bribery and racketeering laws.
Without citing an exact dollar figure,
Kuhn seeks to recover the amount of
Vista’s overcharges for sludge hauling
under conditions of no competitive bid-
ding. Kuhn charges Beckham and De-
troit Mayor Coleman Young passed the
overcharges onto suburban customers.
Involved are 3,000 tons daily of sew-
age treatment plant wastes known as
“sludge.” Tannian said. With 365 days
in a year, that amounts to nearly 1.1
million tons annually. The alleged

abuses occurred over 5% years, ac-
cording to Tannian's court complaint.
That multiplies to out more than six
million tons.

If Vista overcharged by $38 per ton,
as alleged by Commissioner Hertel,
something like $230 million in over-
charges could be involved.

Suing under the Shermar Anti-Trust
Act, Kuhn is asking triple damages be
paid to all the plaintiff customers — up
to $690 million.

BLACK COMMISSIONERS asked
that a decision on joining the suit be
delayed until Detroit officials have had
a chance to respond.

But Robert H. Fredericks, Kuhn's
deputy and one of the a in the
case, said that although Oakland’s com-
plaint was filed last March 8, attorneys
for the city, Mayor Young, Beckham,
Vista and four other disposal compa-
nies have yet to respond.

The request to join Oakland’s suit
was brought to Wayne commissioners
by Plymouth Township, which is repre-
sented by Wayne County in dealings
with Detroit. Ironically, although some
viewed the suit as a Detroit vs. suburbs
matter, several of the defendants are
suburbanites.

For example, defendant Sam Cusen-

za of Plymouth Township was a 80 per-
cent shareholder in Wolverine Dispos-
al, Inc., and pled guilty to racketeering
activity last Jan. 19, according to
Kuhn's complaint. And defendant Wal-
ter Tomyn of Troy was an officer and
employee of Michigan Disposal and an
engineering consultant to Vista Dispos-
al. Other defendants are from Dear-

born and Dearborn Heights.

COMMISSIONER Carter said he
“questioned the ' of Wayne
County joining Oakland to sue one of its
own cities. Carter suggested Plymouth
Township file its own suit.

Plymouth-Canton drops from top 10

1983.

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Patterson says donation didn’t play in fraud decision

It's hard to raise campaign funds.

But Oakland County Prosecutor L.
Brooks Patterson wishes he'd never at-
tracted one large donation.

On the afternoon of a fund-raiser in
his honor, Patterson’s office Thursday
spent two hours explaining $640 given
to his re-election campaign.

The donation came June 18 from
Farmington Hills auto dealer Bob Saks,
who had been questioned earlier by the
prosecutor's office during a utility
fraud investigation.

Patterson's chief assistant on May 10
decided against charging the dealer.
{See text of documents on this page.)

WHILE ADMITTING he got the June
donation, Patterson denied he was
aware of it until last week when a tele-
vision report linked the money to his
office’s decision not to pursue the utili-
ty fraud case.

The prosecutor has threatened to sue
WXYZ-TV and reporter Vince Wade
for slandering his reputation. Pontiac

attorney Elbert Hatchett is represent-
ing the Patterson.

“Politicians don't have much, but
what they do have and earn are their
reputations,” Patterson said, flanked
by his wife and several staff members.

“I built a reputation, and in one night
an irresponsible reporter impugned
that reputation,” he said.

The station said it stood by its story.

PATTERSON'S ANGER was
prompted by a television report shown
at 6 pm. and 11 p.m. Wednesday. It
dealt with an investigation by the
Michigan State Police and Detroit Edi-
son Co. into charges that some area
auto dealers allowed their electric me-
ters to be “fixed” to save on energy
costs.

Several newspapers have covered
the utility fraud investigation of 81
state businesses. Of 32 located in Oak-
land County, nine of those being inves-
tigated were auto dealerships.

“Of 44 target suspects, two were
charged in Wayne County,” said Rich-
ard Thompson, Patterson's chief assist-
ant. One (Robert Gillow) has the case

Auto dealers hit
Patterson gift story

Daniel Hayes, executive vice presi-
dent of the Detroit Auto Dealers Asso-
ciation, said there was nothing illegal
in its $5,000 contribution to L. Brooks
Patterson’s 1882 campaign for attor-
ney general.

The contribution, made in November
of 1982, became the subject of contro-
versy with the revelation that Patter-
son, as Oakland County prosecutor, has
declined to prosecute several auto
dealers for electricity theft.

“This association never, absolutely
never, condones anything illegal,”
Hayes said from the DADA office in
Troy. It attacked the reporting of
WXYZ-TV (channel 7) on Oct. 10.

NOTING THAT the broadcaster re-
ported the $5,000 contribution “from
the auto dealers to Brooks Patterson
came 15 days after he had already lost
the election,” Hayes said the contribu-
tion was approved on Sept. 21, 1982 —
six weeks before the election.

Hayes said, and Patterson's office -

verified, that the Patterson campaign
was aware of the pledge well before
the election. The date is important be-
cause the investigation didn't begin
focusing on auto dealers until Novem-
ber of 1982, according to a Patterson
assistant.

“Channel 7 conveniently neglected to
make the observation that, had Patter-
son been successful in his campaign for
attorney general, he would not have
been in the Oakland County prosecu-
tor’s office, and the matter in question
would not have come before him.
Therefore, the implication that we
were trying to buy protection from
Brooks Patterson is misleading and
scurrilous.”

HAYES ALSO defended the conduct
of Marv Tamaroff, Southfield auto
dealer who was investigated but never
charged by the prosecutor in the elec-
tricity theft matter. Tamaroff was
treasurer of DADA's Political Action
Committee in 1982,

“Of even more concern is the charac-
ter assassination done on one of our
dealers, Marv Tamaroff,” Hayes said.
“Contrary to the impression left by
Channel 7, Tamaroff neither signed the
campaign repoft, signed the contribu-
tion check, nor participated in the Sep-
tember meeting when the contribution
to Brooks Patterson was approved.

“Marv Tamaroff had nothing to do
with the contribution to Brooks Patter-
son, and Channel 7 owes him an apolo-

gy’
The station and its reporter said they
stand by their story.

The television story said auto dealer
Mechigian in June contributed $640 to
Patterson’s re-election campaign, and
eight weeks later the case was dropped
by the prosecutor’s office.

_ Using the business name Bob Saks,
Mechigian bought eight $80 tickets to a
Hearns-Duran fight June 15 in the
Silverdome’s Main Event. The event
was a Patterson fund-raiser.

THE TELEVISION report also cited
a $5,000 contribution from the Detroit
Auto Dealers Association (DADA) to

Patterson’s campaign for state attor-
ney general. DADA treasurer is Marvin
Tamaroff, a Southfield Buick dealer
and also a subject of the investigation.

Thompson said Jones pleaded guilty
to a charge of fraud brought by an auto
dealer. Circuit Judge George LaPlata
placed Jones on probation for two
years.

Patterson’s assistant said Patterson
played no part in the decision not to
prosecute.

Thompson said he and Michael A.
Izzo, chief of warrants, decided there
was insufficient evidence to prove utili-
ty fraud. He said that they based their
decision on the fact that informant
Jones had flunked a polygraph test and
that he had pleaded guilty to obtaining
money under false pretenses.

“At no time during this investigation
did Patterson have any part in the deci-
sion-making process,” he said.

THOMPSON SAID he asked Wade to
meet with him and examine the case
file and the reporter ‘reluctantly
agreed to hold the story.”

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Presbyterians built a new manse in 1911

(Part 17)

When the Rev. Hugh Ronald left the
Plymouth Presbyterian Church in 1910
he was succeeded by the Rev. Benja-
min F. Farber.

Farber, who was born in Indiana,
was another alumnus of Princeton
Theological Seminary. After his gradu-
ation in 1909 he became assistant pas-
tor at a church in Philadelphia before
arriving in Plymouth.

After Farber had been here six
years, the editor of the Plymouth Mail
described him as “a man of personali-
ty, genial in manner, a splendid orator,
as well as a natural executive, hence
the church has flourished and
prospered substantially under his lead-
ership.”

Rosewell Tanger recalls that Rev.
Farber organized the first Boy Scout
Troop in Plymouth about 1812. Tanger
was a member of that troop which the
church still sponsors.

THE CHURCH'S Sunday School re-
port for 1911 showed income of $142
and expenses of $118. It was signed by
Myron H. Beals whose name later was

associated with the local American Le-
gion.

A year after Rev. Farber arrived,
the congregation decided to build a
manse. On March 11, 1911, the trustees
accepted the bid of church member J.
E. Patterson to construct the house on
Main Street, opposite today’s Plymouth
City Hall.

Patterson’s estimate for the nine-
room house, including plumbing, heat-
ing and wiring, came to $2,280. The ac-
tual cost, including sewer and side-
walk, was $3,226. Lot 192, on which the
house was built at 178 North Main, had
been purchased from church members
William H. Hoyt and his wife Luella for
$750.

The old manse on Union Street was
sold to a Mr. Poole for $2,000. The new
manse, to which Rey. Farber took his
bride that year, stood admist a strand
of beautiful evergreen trees next to
what later became an office building
for Detroit Edison, and now is occupied
by the Mayflower Mortgage Company.

1911 also was the year in which F. M.
Sheffield, secretary of the Presbyterian
Board of Trustees, wrote a comment in
the minutes that remind one what a no-

velty the automobile and the airplane
were in that 'era. Noting that the board
members had met at the home O. H.
Loomis, Sheffield wrote in the rather
ornate language of the period: “After
the meeting, we adjourned to partake
hospitality of Mrs. Loomis. The trus-
tees left expressing the wish that kind
fate might guide them frequently to the
door of their hospitable presiding offi-
cer and his charming wife. The trans-
portation was furnished by Fred
Schrader who carried us over the road
at a speed that only allowed us to hit
the high spots. Mr. Wilcox feels that af-

ter the ride he had enjoyed all the sen-
sations of an airplane trip.”

Sheffield was writing at a period
when few people had ridden in an air-
plane. The Wright brothers had made
their first successful flight only eight
years before. As for automobiles, the
Chevrolet Motor Company and the Stu-
debaker Corporation were just being
formed. Edward N. Hines had just orig-
inated painted center lines on highways
in Wayne County.

ARTHUR DSTEVENS, who had

been clerk of the Session at the church
for 30 years, decided that was enough.
He relinquished the position on Sept.
9,1912. -

Stevens, who lived to be almost 100,
was a church member for 78 years and
an elder for 57. In 1919, he was made a
life member of the Session by a rising
vote of the congregation.

Stevens, who took part in three bat-
tles in the Civil War, taught at Geer
School on Ann Arbor Road west of
Plymouth. He was a charter member
of the Plymouth Grange and was its
first secretary. He died in 1935.

Church longevity records also were
established by his son, Clarence, as will
be covered later..

Church member C.F.Reebs was
named superintendent of schools in
1914. He served in the post until suc-
ceeded by George A. Smith in 1918.

1014 was the year Penniman Avenue
was paved from Main to Harvey. It
was the year Louis Hillmer, and other

Presbyterians, invested in the Alter
Motor Car Company, formed o manu-
facture automobiles in Plymouth.

Hillmer, who was the village presi-
dent at the time, had offered the com-
pany free title to property he owned on
Farmer Street if the venture proved
successful. When production reached
25 cars a week, Hillmer conveyed the
title to the property but the firm was
undercapitalized and went into
receivership in 1917. Some Plymouth
families still have Alter stock certifi-
cates, worthless except for historical
interest.

Early in 1915, the church trustees
heard that H. E. Newhouse was plan-
ning to build a store on the property
next to the manse on Main Street. On
March 15, they voted to buy the lot
from Newhouse to forestall the build-
ing of the shop. They paid him $1,200
for the property.

Ken Johnson, Plymouth Salem's
soccer coach, had his strategy all
mapped out for his team’s state region-
al tournament game against Redford
Catholic Central and scoring whiz Andy
Rama.

Livonia Stevenson scored another
patented soccer win Saturday after-
noon with a convincing 5-1 victory over
Plymouth Salem in the Class A region-
al boys final at Allen Park Inter-City
Baptist.

The Spartans (19-0-1) are just one
step away from reaching the state
championship game for the third con-
secutive year. They'll play Wednesday
afternoon in the semifinals on the home
field of the Warren DeLaSalle-North-
ville winner.

“They came here healthy and with a
great attitude,” said Stevenson coackt
Pete Scerri, who collected the regional
trophy for the third straight year.

“Two goals in the first five minutes
— that’s our trademark,” Scerri said.
“That's how we usually do it.”

At 17:41 of the half, sophomore Lars
Ritchers scored unassisted to increase
the lead to 3-0. That was followed by
the clincher, a Gelmisi goal on a throw-
in from Jim Kimble, giving the Spar-
tans a 4-0 halftime bulge.

Adding a 13-2 Stevenson margin in
shots, the game was over for all intents
and purposes at halftime.

“We ran into a meat grinder,” said
Salem coach Ken Johnson. “It was the
same old story.

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Only a Beatle fan
could suffer through
McCartney’s folly

Paul McCartney fans will probably flock to his current release,
“Give My Regards to Broadstreet,” but only the faithful will know
why they have come.

Although good-spirited, the film is simple-minded to a painful
degree and for nearly two hours the alleged plot meanders from
one McCartney number to another as Paul tries to recover the
master tape for his new album.

We never learn, until the end, what evil has befallen tape deliv-
ery man, trusted employee and ex-con Harry. (That’s all one guy,
folks!) By the end of the film, who cares? :

Meanwhile, as midnight nears and the evil character threatens
to take over the McCartney music empire, Paul searches for Har-
ry and the tapes.

THE SEARCH is rather lackadaisical and performed, as time
permits, in between musical numbers. It obviously doesn’t matter
all that much. If they don’t care, why should we? For all practical
purposes, a “Paul McCartney in Concert” film would have served
the same purpose to better advantage.

The musical numbers are numerous, varied and OK, I guess, if
you like that sort of stuff. Even within the framework of romantic
musical comedy and that genre’s lack of realism, it strains the
imagination to see McCartney involved in so many rehearsals and
productions in one day.

The musical style varies extensively from one number to the
next, some mellow, a couple of mainstream rock and one elaborate
dance sequence that looks like a 1940s MGM musical set attacked
by the kids from “Fame” and “Footloose.”

Much of the alleged story is told via flashbacks, flashforwards
and sequences in McCartney’s imagination. All these episodes are
pretty thin. Their only substance is an excuse for another McCart-
ney number. :

The one exception, and the film'’s only moment of tension, is an
extended 19th-century sequence that might have been designed by
Edgar Allan Poe on one of his better days. It comes off as a
somber, macabre music-video but it is entertaining and visually
exciting. Not enough, however, to warrant the trip to your local
Bijou.

MC CARTNEY'S SEARCH for Harry and the tapes is aided
weakly by wife Linda, drummer Ringo Starr and by Barbara Bach
as a semi-character supposedly interviewing Ringo for the book

she’s writing. Mainly she and Ringo make eyes at each other in

very childish style, not even PG.

The best thing about the film program is an animated cartoon,
“Rupert and the Frog Song,” which opens the show. This curtain-
raiser, conceived and produced by the McCartneys, is based on a
Winnie-the-Pooh-style cartoon character, popular in British news-
papers. Hopefully Rupert will be available for your viewing plea-
sure without the “Broadstreet” encumberance.

If listening and watching McCartney is worth four bucks, go see
“Give My Regards to Broadstreet.” If you expect a sensible story
or anything more than McCartney, stay home.

Trend may be to drier wines

It is easy to take Gallo for granted.
Available nearly everywhere, it seems
to go on and on, always selling the
same wine at fair prices. Its strength is
its consistency, stability and predicta-
bility. Gallo not only dominates, it en-

But it also changes and, watched
closely, is a good barometer of public
consumption. Gallo was there to cap-
ture the pop wine field for a few years,
it avoided the disaster of “light” wines
and broadened dramatically into cork-
finished varietals when it was sure the
public was ready for them.

Now two new releases have hit local
shelves, both carrying the word “‘dry”
prominently on their labels. They are a
chablis and burgundy and carry the
word “reserve” as well, a meaningless
term but one that allows it to charge a
higher price.

Presumably, Gallo believes the pub-
lic is ready for drier wines than have
been marketed under the Chablis Blanc
and Hearty Burgundy designations.
These latter will not be replaced, of
course, but even the hint of drier wines
suggests a trend. Don't forget Gallo's
marketing sense!

THE DRY CHABLIS is dry, truly
dry, even tart. Not in some
humble fruit flavors, it is by a bunch
drier than anything that bulk producers
bave offered thus far. Excellent for
delicate fish and oysters at about $3.50
the bottle.

To evaluate the Dry Burgundy, I as-
semmbled a taste panel to compare it
with the established Hearty Burgundy.
There was easily developed a con-
sensus that the Dry Burgundy was the
better food accompaniment, it being
less full and rich. But all agreed both
were pleasing wines that could readily
be enjoyed at any time. A close vote for
the new kid was earned unanimously.

Finally available locally, though it
has been in national distribution for a
couple of years, is another Gallo offer-
ing. Under its Andre label, there is now
a champagne with a brut designation.
Priced about a dollar above the regular
issues, this is well worth the added
money. The cloying sweetness of its ex-
tra dry is replaced with a fairly crisp,
almost yeasty sparkler. Local cost
ranges between $3.09 and $4.99 the bot-
tle.
