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Satellite dish

rules studied
An ordinance to regulate dish-type

satellite receiving antennas will be
proposed for the Plymouth. when the
City Commission meets torught at 7 30
pm in City Hall

The ordinance would require that the
antenna, be placed in rear yards and
screened from public view It would
not allow dahes to be placed on trailers
and moved around in driveways

The city of Livonia recently enacted
a zoning ordinance for satellite dishes
- at the same time Livonia is being
wired for cable television Residenti
use the difhes to pull in-tellite pro-
gramming, often seen as an alternative
to cable television

Local government regulatjon of dish
placement has been seen by vme u an
attempt to regulate cable competition
- because municipalitier usually

receive a percentage of the cable com-
pany'*revenues.

The city of Plymouth, serviced by
Omnicom Cablevision, does receive a
small percentage of Omnicom'a sub-
scriber revenues - as do the other
communities Jerved by Omnicom The
revenue is considered 'franchise fees "

The proposed Plymouth ordinance is
targeted at Ore strength, placement
and appearance of residential dishes

Ground-mounted antennas, al:o
called earth or ground stations, would
have to be mounted on the ground not

less than eight feet from the property
line. The earth station could be no high-
er than 12 feet and would have to with-
stand a 75-mile-an-hour wind.

Roof-mounted dishes would have to

be mounted directly on the roof, Do
higher than three feet above the roof,
to wilhstiod 85-mile-an-hour winds

1 the Daily Manufacturing Company wu
le,ving Plymouth, and that JU Employ-
ee'* Credit Union wu having problemi

Since the Daily Credit Union was a
member of the League, Lawton, u its
trealurer, met with the new board of
dtrectors a-embled by Ralph Lorenz
at the request of Ed Hough, former
prelldent of Daisy. Their purpoge was
to keep the Daisy Credit Union on 18
feet, or falling that, to Bee it had an
orderly demise.

The Daisy Credit Union had a num-
ber of Uorderline loans. That, comblned
with withdrawls made by employee
memben going to Arkan•. with Dat-
sy, prompted speculation that the Dat
sy Credit Union might not :urvive
Lawton recalls that Harold Willlams,
vice-president of the Daisy Credit Un-

ion, and a member of the new board of
directon, did yeoman work in helping
to keep the orianization afloat.

Before expkining how it survived. a
few words about the credit unloo move-
ment - iti origin and purpoie.
