BARTELL OUTLINED five options
available lo tbe city.

He uld each of the plans Bhould be
me-red agaimt three goall -
matching the budget to the available
fund•, providing the desired Der·Ace to
residents and the effect oo department
morale

Basically the queitioc is bow can
you minimlze the cooftict and maxim-
lIe tbe Mrvice," he uid. "None of the
alternatlve, meets all tbe critert•."

The alternative Bartell recommend-
ed mit be developed in con junction
with a three-year "transitioo contract"
with the police untom.

Belides ooe layoll, the plan calla for
officers to be divided into four teama
which work 11-hour shifts. establishing
• professional career path bued on
}evell of proficiency, and hiring a chief
either internally or externally.

The goal of the tramition plan ts to
gradually work the department down
to 15 officers through attrition. After
the transition, Bartell calli for an ac
Uve auxiliary force to be in place, and
a re-evaluation of the 12-hour shift.

Other alternatives ranged from
doing nothing in regards to personnel
to cutting down to 10 officers.

BARTKIL WAS against cutting the
department to bare bones

"Very seldom do 1 gel the chance to
say that you have a department that *5
developing in a positive way but your
department 8," Bartell said

"You do not want to damage that de-
velopment indiscriminately "

According to Bartell, there are three
itages of developmeot in police offi-
cers.

Stage ooe ts younger offkers who
are enthusialtic and enjoy the "lighti
and drem" upect of the work Stage
one off teen are quite active. be Iaid.

Stage two encompaa- offlcers who
art focusing on Bkills. Stage two off 1-
cen usually are gettlng extra,chooting
and want to do investigative work

Stage three officer, are "p»active,"
be uid They recognize that they are
p*rt of the overall community and tend
to try to work thing, out rather than
sticklng to atrict law enforrement

work

"Most of your officen are In stage
two and some are in stage three," Bar-
tell Mid.

"lf you have large layoffs, you will
lose the officer, in stage one which are
productive. Stage two and three offi-
cen would have to go back to stage one
- that's a change in the thought pro·
ress, It takes time to readjust. it take•
time to rethlnk thlop, it'* not calual,"
he said.

WINTER 13 the most beautiful time
of year in Frankenmuth It looks like a
scene out of a child'; storybook. the
road leading past frosted red barm and
huddled brown bones, to a sign that
reads "Frankenmuth City Limits -

At the entrance to town, the Wi,e
Men and the carne15 are frozen mid-
stride in front of Bronner'; Christmas
Decorations, biggest year-round dis-
play of Chrutinas items in the world.

The fairy-tale look continues down-
hill past the sausage-making shop, the
wood-carving studio and the brewery,
to the bridge over the Cass River.
From here you can Bee the grill mill
downstream. the covered bridge up-

The Zehnder sorts are credited with
reviving the town with their all-you.

War Il Edwin Zehnder serves his fami-
ly-style chicken dinneri with an other-
wise American menu on one side of
Main Street, William "Tiny" Zehnder
serves it with a German accent on the
other side

Between them. they have restored
much of the town's historical setting.
