general manager of the Mayflower Ho-
tel in Plymouth.

“The debate of whether it benefits
the city or the township is a silly, silly
thing. and to bring it up in public, in my
opinion, was uncalled for,” he said

CLERK ESTHER Hulsing. who
chaired the meeting in Supervisor Mau-
rice Breen's absence. said the balloon

festival and icecarving festival are
"“two of the highlights of the communi-
ty.” Lorenz also organizes the ice festi-
val.

“As far as the balloon festival, the
ice festival and the Fall Festival, I
don’t believe it's city sponsored or
township sponsored — it's a communi-
ty effort,” Hulsing said. “I urge you to
rethink your decision.”

Lorenz said he and co-sponsor Gor-
don Boring appreciated Hulsing's com-
ments but they were the first suppor-
tive comments to come from the town-
ship.

“It's apparent to us that you're not
interested in this event. It may not be
individually but collectively that’s the

message you sent,” Lorenz said.

“After the last meeting, the public
was left with the impression that our
balloon festival was responsible for bus
transportation that the township
agreed to pick up,” he said.

“It could have been handled had you
decided to charge people to get on the
buses, either 25 cents or 50 cents.”

Hulsing said that idea wasn't sug-
gested.

“It was to Mr. Breen and we also
suggested charging for parking to help
defray the costs,” Lorenz said.

BESIDES HULSING, trustees Smith
Horton and Abe Munfakh said they en-
joyed the event and wanted it Lo contin-
ue.

ON WEDNESDAY, Feb 13. ninth-
grade students throughout the school

district werc randomly assigned by
computer to attena either Plymouth
Salem or
schools

Plymouth Canton high

The random selection process was
initiated about 12 years ago to prevent

athletic recruiting abuses from the
middle schools and to avold any possi-
ble accusation of de facto segregation.

Random selection also avoids the

need of changing attendance bounda-
ries as population shifts
now used for elementary and middle
school students

a process

Since random selection was institut-

ed. the board has received numerous
appeals from parents and students who

desire to attend Salem instead of Can-
ton High or vice versa All appeals
have been denied with one exception
the sibling exception

By board policy. the “sibling excep-
tion” allowed a student to ask to be re-
moved from the random selection pro-
cess and assigned to the school a
brother or sister attends if both would
be atteading the CEP at the same time

When ninth graders attended the
Park. an eighth grader could ask to be
assigned to the school attended by a
brother or sister who was 1n grades 9,
10 or 11 that year When ninth graders
were moved out of the Park and back
to the middle schools. the sibling ex-

Vacant gym burns

Fire broke out Monday morning in the gymnasium building at the
vacant Wayne County Traeining School property on the sast side of
Sheldon, north of Five Mile.

ception was revised to allow ninth
graders to make the choice if they had
a sibling in grade 10 or 11 at the CEP
that year

TRUSTEE DAVE ARTLEY asked
the administration to summarize the
reasons why random selection was first
implemented and to analyze whether
those conditions still exist.

The community has changed over 12
years and the premises upon which
random selection was founded may not
exist any longer, added Artley.

Trustee Nancy Quinn agreed that
such an analysis would be helpful as
the board had at least three members
who were not around when random se-
lection was instituted.

Roland Thomas, board president,
asked for the analysis, but suggested
that was a long-range approach which
could be looked at in a few months
while Swartzwelter's two requests on
the sibling exception were short-range
and should receive immediate atten-
tion

Apparently in response to rumors of
favoritism, Swartzwelter began his re-
marks on random selection by stating
“I have not asked where my son is
going to attend high school, and have
not yet received my letter in the mail
so [ have no idea where he has been
assigned

"“The bigger 1ssue of whether random

selection should continue requires lots
of study, but we should consider for the
fall of school year 1985-88 extending
the sibling rule from three to four
years and should apply the sibling op-
tion to employees involved as parents

“The business of the school district
should be to help hold families togeth-
er. There are s0 many forces out there
pulling families apart that we should
do all we can to help keep families to-
gether

“I don't know how we can tear apart
a parent and child when it doesn't cost
anything to keep them in the same
school So what if 75 students or so at-
tend a different high school than they
would otherwise. Unless there's a great
impact. we should extend the sibling
rule to employees at the CEP

Thomas said that because the sibling
changes involve policy changes. the ad-
ministration would have to review the
request, it would have 1o be introduced
as a hirst reading at one regular meet-
ing. and then voted upon at a second
regular meeting

Every day. the Livonia anima! con-
trol officer buys two 25-pound sacks of
cracked corn, hoists them inte his patro!
car and drives to Newburgh Lake, where an
estimated 500 wild ducks, Canada geese
and a few domestic cast-offs wait for their
“daily bread.”

In a clearing obscured from road traffic
on Hines Drive. Pyrkosz has become the
wild birds’ lifeline through the cold winter.
Unable to reach the natural food buried un-
der the snow. the wild birds were near star-
vation when Pyrkosz came on the scene.

“Normally. most of these birds would fly
south for winter,” Pyrkosz said. “But last
fall a lot of people stopped to feed them,
and the birds started to expect it. Maybe
the people thought it was cute.”

But when the temperatures dipped, the
crowds thinned and few people returned
with their bags of feed and bread Lo nourish
the ducks The birds ‘were left behind and
forgotten

They were too weak to fly away by the
tnme Pyrkosz discovered them.

“THEY'RE looking pretty good now.”
the dog warden announced in a matter-of-
fact voice one day last week. as he brought
two visitors to the spot in Plymouth Town-

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As he approached from the roadway,
carrying one feedbag slung over his shoul-
der, the noisy sound of ducks quacking in
excitement and expectation could be heard.
By now, Pyrkosz is quite familiar with that
sound, as familiar as the 500 anxious birds
are of him.

“They're getting to the point where they
recognize me,” he said. “Mostly I bring 50
pounds out here a day but today I'm going
{o dump 150 pounds because I'll be off for a
couple of days.”

As he poured the first sack out along a
semicircular heap close to the water line. a
man and his daughter joined the activity.
Howard Ziegel and Rochelle, 3 2, brought
a can of cracked corn with them on this
outing. :

“There seems to be an awful lot of them
this year, for some reason,” said Ziegel.
who lives nearby at Schoolcraft and New-
burgh.

“They seem to be a littie more shy of
people, too.”

Pyrkosz told him “there's been some
trouble this year;” people with BB guns and
air rifles have shot at the ducks and that's
caused them to act panicky and flap their
wings when people are nearby.

Unlike another time when they would
practically eat out of his hand, the ducks
now keep their distance before leaving the
safety of the water.

When Pyrkosz arrived the commotion got
louder which attracted other ducks swim-
ming nearby. Soon a flying formation of

geese appeared and headed toward the wa-
ter's edge.

“THAT’S what 1 like to watch,” the ani-
mal officer said pointing at the incoming
birds, zooming in for the feed call. “Here's
another one, he’s going to come in; nope, he
changed his mind.

“Here come some more,” he said. “See,
they just keep drifting in. Now those are
mallards, and those are redheads. Thege
white ones are called Pekin ducks and
there’s usually some Muskogians, they're
the splashed white and black kind.”

It wasn't long ago the birds were too
weak to move. Pyrkosz recalled “they were
in real bad shape” recently when they were
unfed during the time he went away on a
two-week vacation.

While his daily feedings have meant sal-
vation for the flocks, two have died. One of
those was a Pekin duck, a white domestic,
found dead on the bank.

Pyrkosz said the birds have flocked to
this corner of Newburgh Lake because it's
one of the few areas exposed with flowing

water. A natural bank on one side of the

clearing has created this sanctuary by pre-
venting the water from completely freezing
over.

PYRKOSZ, an animal control officer in
Livonia for 19 years, said that he has
bought more than 800 pounds of feed at
$5.92 a bag with his own money, so far. He
appealed to the public to help out, estimat.-

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Teacher hopes to be 1st in space

On clear nights. Richard Szurek says. he
looks up to the vast. star-studded sky and
feels a strange kinship to an unknown force

1 can texplain it, but 1 feel it and 1 want
to go there” said Szurek. who teaches spe-
c1al education for emotionally impaired stu-
dents at MacGowan Elementary School in
the Redford Union School District

Szurek, 36, wants to be the first in his
profession to be hurled through outer space
in a shuttle craft And he's hoping for a res-
crvation on a 1986 space shuttle

One seal 1s available and 1t will be occu-
pied by @ teacher as part of a NASA-
planned space mission that will carry the
country ~ first non-astronaut on a voyage
through the space

Srurek 1s not without fhight experience
He 1s enrolled in a flight school. learning to
pilot private airplanes

“WHY NOT me”” asked Szurek. a Viet-
nam War veteran who lives in Westland, but
1s moving to Plymouth “I'm thinking posi-
tive 1 know the competition will be stiff 1
heard on the news that NASA officials an-
ucipate receiving 6,008 to 8.000 applica
tons for the fhght

“We've gol some very good people in the
teaching profession and [ expect I'll be
competing against the cream of the crop
But I think I have a good chance ™

Gzurek said 1t was President Reagan's
wdea to send a teacher on the mission

“The government is looking for a way lo
cducate the general public about space
travel and Reagan thinks teachers are the
best communicators,” he said.

Szurek's longing for space travel dates
back to 1975, when he was an undergradu-
ate student at the University of Michigan.
Ann Arbor. where he earned a bachelor of
science degree in education in 1977.

“A dear man named Dr. Wilhelm, who
was in U-M's doctorate program, was living
next to me in Ann Arbor and he told me
about a conversation he had with some of
his collcages about a current technology ca-
pable of putting into orbit a self-sufficient
space station that could house thousands of

people

“That information planted the seed for
my desire to be a part of space travel and
exploration,” Szurek said. “1 try to keep cur-
rent on science and politics, my two great
loves. and I read a great deal about both ™

IT TOOK HIM 3% weeks to complete the
NASA application 1 consider that an ac-
complishment in itself,” Szurek said.

He answered eight essay-lype questions.
and had to submit recommendations from a
school administrator, a fellow teacher and a
member of the community

Szurek said he also needed the approval
of RU Superintendent Kenneth Erickson

Questions included reasons for wanting to
be the first civilian in space, description of
a project he would work on in the shuttle
craft and how he would relate his space ex-
periences to others

1 wrote in my application that [ would
consider it an honor to represent my fellow
Americans and my profession in space.’
Szurek said I also wrote that | can’t think
of a greater challenge to take on and share
with others ~

As a shuttle craft project, Szurek said he
would like to send a brief message from the
shuttle craft to earth by a light semaphore
method Semaphore is a system of signall-
ing by holding the arms in certain positions
to indicate letters of the alphabet

“1 WOULD THINK [ would have to take
on board the shuttle a light, with a mini-
mum of 1,000 candle power, and use Morse
code to blip a brief signal to earth,” he said.
“This project would require cooperation
from the media and NASA officials in in-
forming the public as to when and where
they could see the light signal.

“1 would like to utilize the on-board video
cameras and tape recording equipment to
bring the sights and sounds of space travel
to the visual and hearing impaired.”

He talks of creating a music video, using
his words in a song that will describe my
observations as a method of presenting the
flight to the general public.

“ also plan to maintain a daily journal of
the sights, sounds, activities on the shuttle
and moods of myself and crew members on
the craft 1o bring back to the public. The
journal will focus on the crews’ daily living
and work situations in the shuttle.”

APPLICANTS FOR the space flight have
been advised they will be required to spend
a year after the voyage to tour the country
and relate their experiences, Szurek said.

The process for selecting the teacher for
space begins at the state level, Szurek said.
Two candidates and an alternate will be se-
ected from each state by the various state
committees that annually select state
teachers of the year, he said

The top two candidates from each state
will then be flown to NASA in Florida for
physical and flight examinations.

"I've already passed my flight examina-
tion. which | began as a student (airplane)
pilot,” Szurek said “I understand you don't
have to be in great physical condidtion —
just goed condition to pass the physical
exam.”

NASA WILL NARROW the candidate
field to 10. then to five, and eventually se-
lect one teacher for the flight and an alter-
nate

A 12-week training period precedes the
flight.

He expects to hear sometime in April
whether he has qualified as one of the two
candidates from Michigan.

“I think the creativity I've developed as a
teacher and perhaps my knowlege of sci-
ence may give me an edge.

“] really think it would be a great chal-
lenge. I love flying, and let's face it, I like
taking risks. I used to jump out of planes for
fun as a skydiver.”

THE CURRENT debate over car im-
port quotas has automakers in Dearborn,
Detroit and Highland Park and the UAW
in a state of consternation.

o Will this hurt or help what used to be
known as the automobile capital of the
world?

DEPENDING ON whose version of the
“'world you read, lifting the quotas will a)
. eliminate 200,000 jobs and threaten the
. American car industry or b) enable the
. American public to buy cars much more
' cheaper.

UAW President Owen Bieber is one of
those who would have you believe that the
import limitations are protecting 200,000
American jobs. He wants the quotas kept
and made even more stringent.

Economic experts offer a diiferent
view, however. Many say the quotas serve
only to enrich the Japanese car companies
who do import cars to the U.S. and to en-
Fich American car companies by allowing
them to keep prices high.

The Big 3's reported profits of nearly $1
billion in "84 tend to support the theory
that the car companies indeed are reaping
enormous benefits from quotas.

THE MOOD in Washington to drop the
pressure against Japanese imports is
fueled by the reported profits and by the
enormous bonuses the car companies paid
their executives this year.

Chrysler Corp., on the verge of bank-
ruptcy five years ago, rewarded its em-
ployees with various deals on cars and
made some concession to the non-em-
ployee public by offering rebates and
discounts on some models.

Ford Motor Co. announced it would
raise the price on its larger models. GM as
usual stayed aloof. announcing neither
discount nor raises.

The companies say that they must
maintain a certain level of profits to en-

sure f[uture cﬁplul investment and a
healthy car industry.

THE CAR companies once again bliss-
fully ignore the fact that appearances
send a louder message than reality.

Bonuses and record profits speak vol-
umes. The public, even Washington offi-
cials, tend to lose sight of the car compa-
ny message that one year's worth of
record profits does not mean the car in-
dustry is healthy.

At the same time, Bieber and the union
are trying to convince everyone that car
quotas actually keep American workers
employed. The counter argument is that
quotas help keep only 10,000 workers em-
ployed but do keep wage levels relatively
high.

This war of words by the UAW comes at
a time when its membership has fallen
and when the general public's support of
unionism is at low ebb.

Part of the reason for the distrust of
unions can be attributed to the unholy al-
liance in '70s between the UAW and the
Big 3 which produced record wages and
benefits for the car industry, record prices
for cars, a heap of work rules which made
production difficult and a general disre-
gard for quality.

An ignored public responded with the
traditional free market answer: It beat a
path to the Japanese car dealers’ doors.

While the car companies, by every
measure, have been able to turn their at-
tention to quality and to putting out a bet-
ter product, there still is a tendency to
think they are forgetting once again the
consumer who makes the whole car in-

dustry possible.

February: bobsleds
and Fassnacht Day

AFTER TRUDGING around in snow,
ice and slush for the past several weeks,
there is a joyous moment coming for The
Stroller.

It will arrive this Thursday night when
he rips the last page of February from his
calendar and bids good-bye to one of the
worst winters he ever has endured.

It won't be a joyous farewell. It will be
a case of getting rid of a time that has
caused all kinds of moments when a fel-
low's life was in his own hands while driv-
ing a car It was a time when the dirty
gutters made walking around the business
areas a dangerous proposition.

The Pennsylvania Dutch have another
holiday that everyone enjoys. Officially it
is known as Shrove Tuesday, but the Dutch
call it Fastnacht Day — a day when
doughnuts are the main dish in every
family. The residents have doughnuts for
breakfast, dinner and supper. On that eve-

ning, one can't get near the room where
the great dish is being served.

There is an old adage, too, that the last
one to arise for breakfast was known as
“the doughnut” of the day. There are
many other customs built around this

IF 1 BOPPED you on the head 800 years
ago, you or your survivors would sue me
for damages in civil court.

King Henry II of Britain changed all
that. Borrowing the old Saxon concept of
the “king's peace,” Henry extended its
meaning to cover his entire realm. No
matter where an offense occurred, it
would be tried in the king's courts as a
breach of the king's peace.

We no longer have kings, so today's
criminal cases are prosecuted by the
“people.” That's good, because the powers
of the state are used to prosecute those
who hurt you. That's bad, however, be-
cause sometimes you as a victim can be
neglected.

In recent weeks, there has been evi-
dence that the people’s officers are re-
membering victims.

SHERIFF ROBERT Ficano in Wayne
County unveiled a victim/witness assist-
ance program.

One major element calls for a “victim
impact statement” — a chance for the
victim of a crime to address the judge
prior to the sentencing of a convicted
criminal.

Victims would talk about the physical,
mental and financial impacts of the of-
fense on them and their families. Four-
teen states have such laws.

Defense attorneys, of course, will vig-

orously resist such a change. They prefer
that the judge consider only antiseptic le-
galisms about the beating, the shooting,
the rape, and not be emotionally affected
by the haggard face, the broken body and
the war story of the victim. Defense at-
torneys prefer to accept that their clients
have been convicted of breaking the king's
or the people’s peace and let it go at that.

RICHARD THOMPSON, chief assistant
prosecutor of Oakland County, made
waves last year when he charged a sher-
iff's deputy and a Troy police officer in
deaths of innocent parties resulting from
their high-speed chases of culprits.

“The bottom line is that police chases
need to be controlled,” said Thompson,
noting that 6,000-8,000 crashes and 300-
400 deaths occur each year because of po-
lice pursuits.

In Oakland, he said, only six of 90 high-
speed chases last year were of felons. “‘It's
not worth catching a speeder to endanger
the public. High-speed chases are not an
effective tool. Many officers privately ad-

mit that (a fleeing driver) is a personal
challenge to their authority and egos,”
Thompson told a state Senate committee.
Thompson is saying it isn't worth the
danger to the innocent driver to let a cop
barrel around at 90 mph with no lights and
siren to catch a culprit who, 84 times out

of 90, isn’t doing something felonious.
Again, there is the concern for a victim.

MICHIGAN ALREADY has moved part
of the way toward addressing the prob-
lems of victims. The state appropriates
money that is passed out by a Victims
Compensation Board.

In practice, the program doesn't assure
us the victim’s suffering will be taken into
account when a judge passes sentence.

A couple of years ago, property insur-
ance companies put on a program with a
real, life, honest-to-goodness burglar (in
the company of a prison official). The bur-
glar had been through the juvenile court,
district court and circuit court systems
many times and was serving his third
prison term.

The burglar said very emphatically that
his career might have been different if,
the first time he was caught, he had been
forced to return the money to the neighbor
he stole it from, look the victim in the eye
and apologize.

In other words, he could handle the
“king" — cops and judges. But it was far
tougher to face his victim.

New tools for downtown

CONSIDER THE problems of down-
towns.

They are usually in the oldest part of
town and have ancient buildings, inade-
quate parking and narrow streets. They
can't offer protection from bad weather
(as can malls). Town promotions are diffi-
cult since each merchant operates inde-
pendently.

Add a new problem: In the past few
years, national firms have replaced the
independent merchant in many down-
towns.

“A branch of a national organization
like T.J. Maxx and Shoetown does not
have the same local commitment as does
the owner-operated business,” said Jody
Soronen, executive director of the Farm-
ington-Farmington Hills Chamber of
Commerce.

“National firms promote na-
tional advertising programs,” sald Bill
Brownfield, executive director of the Bir-
mingham-Bloomfield Chamber of Com-
merce. “They don’t have much interest in
working with other local merchants to

AFTER EXTENSIVE lobbying by
groups such as the Michigan Municipal
League and Michigan Downtown Associa-
tion, the state Legislature passed a bill on
Dec. 18 which responds to some of the
problems. Surprisingly, the action has
generated little local Interest.

“But until you called, 1 did not know it had
been approved. Obviously, we’re not doing
anything.”

Linda Anderson, executive director of
the Plymouth Community Chamber of

Commerce, was unaware of the new law.
“Now that you've told me about it, it's
something I'l] look into,” she said. “We do
a lot of advertising to promote our down-
town, and it sounds like this would help.”

Birmingham’s chamber of commerce
treasurer, Shelley Roberts, is expected to
recommend actions for that downtows
area in the next few weeks.

Rochester’s active DDA has spearhead-
ed a downtown redevelopment project.
“So far, we've only been involved in
‘bricks and mortar’ work,” said William
Potere Jr., chairman of DDA. “But it
sounds to me like we can now use our
money for promotion.”

ACTION MUST be taken by local gov-
ernment and merchants before the new
state law will improve downtown areas.

Cities which levy special assessments
for the maintenance and promotion of
downtownmmtadupboard-tomlmge
the projects. The mayor of the city, with
the approval of the city council/commis-
sion, appoints board members.

A majority of the board’s members will
be owners or operators of local business-
es. One member would live in the residen-
tial m adjacent to downtown and anoth-
er w represent city government.

Admittedly, downtown merchants have
many woes. But it's time to stop com-
plaining and start acting. Merchants must
get together with local government offi-
cials to improve Main Street.

opened recently here in Cable Beach
There is nothing else to distract me,
only the wind blowing, making the
palm fronds rustle and the seas crash
against the sea wall and the small
beach.

Another world goes on behind me,
where sun worshippers are sireiched
out around the pool in the elegant
courtyard of this very beautiful and ex-
pensive hotel. once the exclusive Bal-
moral Beach Club. private hideaway of
the rich and famous, now the newest
and most elegant hotel in the Bahamas.

If you have not been to Nassau for
iwo or three years, you may not realize
what has happened here at Cable
Beach. so named because a transconti-
nental hookup was completed here
when a telegraph cable was laid from
Florida in 1892

THIS WAS the original “tourist
area’ of Nassau, near the private
homes of British colonials, who lived in
flowered gardens beside the sea. Cable
Beach was an uninhabited crescent of
glorious sand, west of the city of Nas-
sau, when Briush entrepreneur Sir
Olver Simmonds had a brilliant i1dea
immediately after World War II

He built an exclusive private club on
the beach, a private hideaway lor the
wealthy, and used an ingenious market-
ing plan to attract them The word

went out that only the most desirable
people would be admitied to this very
exclusive place, 30 of course everyone
scrambled to be on the membership
list.

The Duke and Duchess of Windsor of-
ten dropped in for a month at a time,
although they’ never registered so they
left no records behind them. Even after
the exclusive club became an exclusive
hotel in the 1960’s, the legend contin-
ued.

Then president Richard Nixon would
come in by boat so that nobody outside
these walls would know he was here.
The Beatles learned that it was one
place in the world where they could
stretch out, undisturbed, beside a
swimming pool.

JETS GO by overhead now, leaving
their jet trails against that travel
poster sky It was jets, and democracy,
that made exotic travel avallable to
the ordinary traveler effectively end-
ing places like the Balmoral Beach
Club and most of the life that went with
it

Jets brought charter travelers by the

thousands to the new high rise hotels
and casino bullt on Paradise Island,
just east of the city. Even after the
Bahamian government bought the
thrke main hotels on Cable Beach, in-
cluding the once-proud Bahamian
Beach Club, this area on the western
shore never quite hit its heyday again.

Ironically, it was the Bahamian
govenmment, the same people once ex-
cluded from the Balmoral Beach Club
except as servants, who saved Cable
Beach and the exclusive old club set-
ting from obscurity.

They committed $120 million In the
1980s to rejuvenate the area, built the
$100 million Cable Beach Hotel and Ca-
sino as the centerpiece, restored the
other hotels on the beach and finally
spent $7 million here at what is now
the Royal Bahamian Hotel.

WYNDHAM HOTELS, the Texas ho-
tel corporation founded by en-
trepreneur Trammel Crowe, manages
the Royal Bahamian, the Cable Beach
and the restored Ambassador Beach
hotels.

The goal here at the Royal Bahamian

was to restore the splendor of the old
Balmoral Beach Club and attract the
1980s version of the travelers who once
went there. That means the executive
business traveler and the high-income
vacationer willing to spend 3200 a
night for a room or $1,200 a night for a
villa.

I am impressed with the restored fa-
cilities and the service, although there
are still problems that must be solved
before the $200-a-night set will be sat-
isfied.

The problems are primarily mechan-
ical. The elevators too often don't
work. The plumbing shows its age oc-
casionally when the hot water disap-

pears or the toilet stops flushing. There
are no plugs for hair dryers In the bath-
room areas.

IT WOULD give the wrong impres-
sion to overemphasize these problems
however. The hotel has only been open
a few weeks, s0 many of these glitches
will disappear. The bathrooms and
plumbing are scheduled for an

overhaul this year. Your first and last-
ing impression is of the facility itseld, a
six-story botel set back from the road
among tennis courts, villas and tropical
trees, and of the consistently friendly
and attentive service.

It is part of Wyndham Hotels’ con-
tract to train Bahamanians so that they
can go up through the ranks into man-
agement, 30 employees were chosen
partly because of their courtesy and
their positive attitude towards vaca~
tioners.

When you enter the hotel, a doom\an
in a Noel Coward hat leads you into the
first courtyard, where fountains and
marble staturay are tucked into the

tropical foliage between pink stucco ,

walls, and on through arched doorways
to the second, larger courtyard, where
a large swimming pool is surrounded
by bars and restaurants. A 3,700-
square-foot health and fitness facility
is under construction in this area and
will open soon.

A Cable Beach shuttle runs regularly
along the main road outside the gate-
house, to the rest of Cable Beach about
two miles away. You'll find a couple of
small straw markets across from the
Cable Beach Hotel and Casino.

THE CABLE Beach is a large con-
temporary hotel with passageways di-
rectly into the casino. This and three
other hotels adjacent are heavily
booked with conventions and package
gours. {The Royal Bahamian is set up
more for small, select groups.)

You can also take a shuttle bus for 50
cents from the Royal Bahamian down
Cable Beach and into the downtown
ares of Nassau, where the main straw
market is now inside its own bullding
on the main street near where the
cruise ships dock.
