Plymouth Township voters most
hkely will face a millage question ina
special election July 29

The Township Board reserved the
election date at Tuesday night'. meet-
tog even though it hain't decided how
many mills will be sought

If we don't do anything. in 1986 we
will have only 1700.000 m property tax
revenues, plus any mcreases in the
State Equalized Valuation (SEV) Com-
par»ed to 1980. that's a 35-percent de-
crease m revenue, Supervisor Maurice
Breen said

I think the board's Idea ks to go back
to the millage level of 1983/ he said

In 1983, the township received Dome
11.25 million In property tax revenues,
compared with 11.16 million In 1984
The millage revenues for 1985 are pro-
jected at Il million.

The decrease in property taI reve-
nues is due to the expiration of two spe-
cial voted millages. A hall mill for fire,
voted in 1 979, wu collected for the last

time in 1984 One mill ($1 for every
$1,000 of state equallzed valuaUon) for
police, voted in 1980, was collected for
the last time this year.

'I believe the idea is to go back out

and renew the special voted millages
which have expired, the 14 mills,"
Breen uid "But that'i a decision the

board is going to have to ma·|"

BREEN SAID the board must decide

among five options
'The fint option. of courle, 11 that

we do nothing which wouldn't bother
me That'* why we had the special mil-
lage, Det to expire w that we could go
out to the people and lee If they want
to continue funding the operauom," he
said

The second option would bea renew-

al of the expired special millages - a
half mill for fire Ind one mill for po-
lice.

The third option 11 like the Decond,

but •ould<t be a renewal. Instead the
1 4 mills would be voted for general
operation rather than special use,

"lt would be to our advantage to put
them into the general levy w we don't

loie state :hared revenues," Breen
Mid.

STATE SHARED revenues are ap-
propriated to communities bued on a
formula which includes a relative tax

effort factor - giving more money to
communities which have higher mil-
*ge ratel

"In the put they used to count spe-
cial voted millages in the relative tai
effort, but the Department of Manage-
ment and Budget has propo•ed a rule
change which wouldn't count special
millages," Breeo laid.

'The result would be about a 9-per-
cent reduction in state shared reve-

oues. We could avoid that If the special
millages were rolled into the general

levy.

It takes energy (calories) to convert excess food protein. fat sugar or starch into body fat.
In the case of carbohydrates (sugar and starrh) this conversion cost is about 28 percent of their
original calonc content. Fat, on the other hand (or hip), takes a lot less energy to store away-
only about 7 percent of its calories. As Dr. Elliot Danforth, Director of the Clinical Research Center
of Vermont, has stated. excess fat, "can be slipped with little cost directly into our fat cells.
whereas excess carbohydrates must first be converted into fat before they can be stored in our
fat cells. and that costs calories.

The American Heart Association and several other authorities are recommending that the
Amencan diet include more carbohydrates - as much as 55 percent of daily calories - especially
complex carbohydrates like those in wheat foods. And bread. rolls, buns. pasta. cereals and
crackers provide the way with a lot of choice and a great deal of menu variety.

Count the Calories
Adult Amencans average only about 18

percent of their total daify calones from
wheat-based foods Including desserts.
Some authohtles' recommend that we
should increase our consumption of car
bohydrates. prtnapally complex types.
from about 40 to over 50 perrent of
total calories. And even dieters should

have four servings of food from the
BREAD/CEREAL groupedch day. There
are plenty of great foods frorn which to
choose.
