George Radinoff who noW is spending
hui 9lst year of life raising trees
around the edge of his hi,me at the cor-
ner of MeKinley and Sherin and & get-
ting a real thrill out of it

He likes to tell his visitors about the
mary twists that run from a nuracle
solution that saved his left leg as a
young bo>' to a wounded foot he expert-
enced while working in a rmll in Gary.
Ind which brought him to live near his
:{inS in Plymouth

The miracle is something that stil]
puzzles him When hr was a lai he
failed lo memorize a long prayer and
hi.s teacher beat hini His knee was bad-
1>- buckl€rl and woulcin-t heal It was
thought his leg would have to br ampu
lated, but itadinoff was stubborn and
bathed H in a pond m their >·ard

i rlill fell on his foot It bounced off, but
left a hole that still is in bad condition.

That was enough of the steel mill and
Had in off moved to North Branch,

Mich

lie liked that country and was fasci-
nated by the many varieties of trees on
the ground around his home. This gave
him the idea that he could raise all
varieties. too. So, that was his business.

Radinoff started to raise spruce
trees, then branehed out to several
varieties of walnut trees. This became

his life and he learned that it required
about 10 years for a tree to reach a
>,aleable height

But that didn-t deter hini Radinoff

kept on the job and even though he lost
four months work at the Gary factory
he was sent $48 for the time off

Frc,ni North Branch. he moved to

Iktroit to be near his sons and it Wastl't

long until his ambitions made him the
builder and owner of a gasoline station
on I®trolt's east side. He had started

work In I>etroit as a maintenance man

at the Detroit Boat Club but that wasn't

lateresting enough So he helped build
the gasoline station

Accustomed to hard work. which he

learned on the family farm in White
Russia, he invested the profits of the
Savolint, stall{)n in a piti·e of property

that was on the edge of Ltvonia and
Farmington townships.

PI.EASED WITH the location of his
six acres, he soon learned that more
than trees and plants grew there. The
taxes also went up from an original
$168 a year to close to $1,000. He says
the taxes forced him to sell. He took
the money and went back to North
Branch.

It wasnt long after that he felt the
need of family companionship. Even
though he had built a log cabin, Radi-
noff and his wife became lonesome.

The steel mills of Gary had been for-
gotten and his growing years made him
lonesome for his family

So little more than three years ago,
he purchased a lot and home at his
present location It was Just what he
wanted as it is across the street from

his son.

And nek he spends his time planting
young trees all around his home It isn'l
for a living for he is not itt business. He
is raising them for friends who happen
by and would like a tree for their
vards

It ts an unusal way to live, but he
never forgets the factories in Gary or
the miracle dip in a pond in Russia that
spared his left leg which doctors
claimed should be amputated

Purchase of a hazardous materials and extrica-

tion unit for the fire department tops the list for
Plymouth's 1985 Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) budget.

The City Commissoo approved the CDBG budget
at Monday night's regplar meeting. CDBG funds
come from the U.S. Department of Housing and Ur-
ban Development (HUD) and are administered by
the county.

Block Grant money is awarded to the city on a
competitive basis with other Wayne County com-
muniues, and is used to reimburse the city for qual-
ified expenditures.

For 1985, the city anUcipates receiving some
$73,000 in CDBG grants, according to Paul Sincock.
grant coordinator.

The purchase of a $75,000 multi-purpose fire de-
partment vehicle will be spread over three years,
with the first $25,000 allocated in 1985.

The vehicle will be used to transport hazardous
material supplies, first aid equipment, and extrica-
tion (Jaws of Life) equipment.

"It's something we've always needed for carry- 
Bg our specialized equipment," Acting Fire Chief 
Al Matthews said.

THE NEW unit will replace a 1972 equipment 
van and also can be used for fire investigation, res- 
cue, and as a command post for police and fire j
communications, Matthews said. 1

A hazardous materials unit is needed in Plym- 
outh because some 80 million tons of hazardous

substances pass through the city each year on the 
railroads, Sincock said.

"The City of Wixom bought one about a year and |
a half ago and I've been convinced ever since that we need one," Matthews said.

r,1 HREE ANN ARBOR female

 entrepreneurs are invitingarea women to use their fin-

gen to go walking through a
special version of the Yellow Pages.

But they'll have to wait until June
for the experience that will can put
them in contact with women in bust-

ness, professions, services and women's
organizations..

That's when the Detroit Area Wom-

en's Yellow Pages will be off the press.

The directory is the brainchild of
Maggie Hostetlerl Lorri Sipes and Beth
Vermett.

The Detroit directory is a sister pub-
lication of the Greater Ann Arbor

Women's Yellow Pages which has been
successfully published for two years by
the trio. It's patterned after similar
directories published in many major
cities across the U. S.

The Detroit directory will be similar
in design and format to the Ann Arbor
directory. High-quality graphics and
artwork will be included. The Ann Ar-
bor Yellow Pages contained 92 cate-
gories and Detroit should have even
more, the three women promised.

PURPOSE OF THE Women's Yel-

low Pages is threefold: to provide an
advertising medium for women; to help
women network with one another; and,
to inform the communities about wom-
en's achievements and contribute to the

work sphere.

After it is published, 40,000 copies of
the directory will be distributed free of
charge tkroughout the tri-county area
to women's organizations, bookstores,
chambers of commerce, women's cen-
ten, libraries, businesses, universities
and many other locations.

One special area of distribution will
go to procurement officers of govern-
ment agencies and major corporations
to assist them in finding woman-owned
businesses and women professionals
for their affirmaUve action require-
ments.

At the outset, none of the three had
any inkling of what publiohing the
directory entailed. Their jobs certainly
didn't help them. Vermett sells real es-
tate; Hostetler 18 a social worker who
counsels the criminally insane; and

j-Sipes is an architect with a firm that
specializes in historical restoration.

"WE JUST KNEW there was a

need," said Vermett.

It surfaced as the three women kept
bumping-into each other at various so-
cial functions.

"We kept exchanging business cards
and we began to talk about what a won-
derful idea it would be to formalize the

exchange," recalled Vermett. "WN
knew there were many waia hidden
out there In the work force, particular-
ly where initials and not first _Barnes
are used."

While the project was a lot of work
that took nearly all their personal time,
it has "become a labor of love," they
agreed.

They were also lortunate to hook up
with another woman, Roseann Hebeler
Brown, whose expertise is in graphics.

Brown, who is the graphics editor for
Monthly Detroit magazine, is credited
with the attracUve and easy-to-read
format of the directory, done primarily
in yellow with an eye-catching cover.
The first edition Bhowed the Mona Lisa,
with a pencil over her ear, holding a
collection of items that included a rose,
pliers, hammer and paintbrush - to
show the diversification of careers be-

tween the covers.

The 1984 edition has a modified pie-
ture of the Statue of Liberty. Instead of
a torch, Liberty is holding a phone and
her message is: "It's for You."

An inside page provides the reader
with interesting background on the
Statue of Liberty and its creator, sculp-
tor Frederick Auguste Bartholdi, and
details how Liberty has been a symbol
of freedom for women since her birth
in 1886.

"WE LEARNED A lot since the pub-
lication of the first directory," smiled
Hoetetter. One thing was never toleave
keylined pages - all made up and
ready for the printer - in the trunk of
car in 91-degree temperatures.

"I had them in a portfolio in the
trunk of my car ready to deliver to the
printer. It was 80 hot, the wax used in
pasting down the galleys of printed ma-
terial melted. It was a men," said
Hostetler.

Financially, the project has been
fairly successful. "Not enough for us to

quit our jobs," amiled Sipes, "but sue-
cessful enough to tackle Detroit" Most
of the profits are plowed back into the
business. Their offices are in their
homes and the women do all their own

proofreading.

The MHSAA surveyed its 713 mem-
ber high schools on this issue between
Feb. 15 and March 15 - 540 returned
the survey with 570 of those schools of-
fering football.

"Right now, high school coaches are
having a tough time getting the talent-
ed club gymnasts to practice.

'The talented gymnasts still need to
practice with the team to feel apart of
it.

k What will happen, if the rule is in.
, voked, is that many club gymnasts will
have to decide between high school and
USGF competition. Most of the state's
top high school gymnasts, like Walled
Lake Western's Barrie Mulbeck, the
state's all-around champion, compete
at the club level.

"IF THIS rule ks put in, the level of
high school gymnasties will go down,"
said Kevin Watson, the head coach at
the Farmington Gymmatics Center,

All they will be doing with this rule is
cutting their own throats. Fifty percent
of the really good high school gymnasts
are in clubs,"

As far as not attending high school
practice, Watson said only the very
best gymnasts (like Muzbeck) are asked
to practice exclusively at the club.

"With Barrie, we need to work on
more specific lhings like compulsories
and things like that - we need to work
on higher level skills. Most club gym-

nasts aren't at Barrie's level and I let

them attend their high school practice.
It's not a big problem," Watson said.

"I see what the rule is trying to get at
and their point is well-taken," Watson
said. "But, it's like they are trying to
start a car without gasoline."
