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Quinn calls it quits as school board trustee
ln an unexpected move, Nancy Quinn

is resigning from the Plymouth-Canton
Board of Education

In a one-paragraph letter to the
Board of Education, Quinn cited per-
sonal reasons for stepping -down. She
,¢as absent from Monday night's work-
shop meeting and the letter of resigna-
tion was read by President Roland
Thomas Jr.

Quinns resignation is effective Mon-
day, April 22.

ANY RESIDENT of Plymouth-Can-
ton Community Schools interested in
being appointed to fill the vacancy
caused by Quinn's departure may apply
jn writing by April 30. The board plans
to name a replacement by May 6.

In her letter, Quinn thanked the
board for its help and for working with
her during her tenure as a trustee
Elected to a four-year term, she was
the top vote-getter in last June's elec

tion which unseated incumbent Glenn
Schroeder. Freshman grustee Les
Walker also was elected last June.

After that election, Tom Yack re-
signed for personal reasons and was ke-
placed by Dean Swartzwelter who will
run for election on this June's ballot.

Any resident with an interest in
schools and a demonstrated capacity
for leadership may write the Board of
Education Secretary, 454 S. Harvey,
Plymouth MI 48170 by April 30.

The persons eventually appointed
will first be recommended by a board
subcommittee and then voted upon by
the full board at its May 6 meeting. The
appointee will serve unljl June 1986.

THOMAS TOLD the Observer that
the Wayne County Election Commis-
sion made a determination that there
was not sufficient time to allow Quinn's
successor to be elected at the June an-
nual school election.

Monday, April 8, is the deadline for
residents to apply to have their names
placed on the June ballot. "We just
learned of the resignatipn Monday
night," said Thomas on Tuesday. "The
news will appear in the Crier Wednes-
day and in the Observer Thursday.
That would give residents only Thurs-
day, Friday and the weekend to get
nominating petitions circulated and
back to the board office by Monday.

"The Wayne County Election Com-
mission decided that just was not suffi-
cient time for potential candidates to
respond and so the commission told us
that it would not approve having the
position filled by ballot in June.''

If the school board does not appoint a
successor by May 11 the appointment
will be made by the Wayne County In-
termediate School District board.

Thomas, however, expects the local
school board to agree on a choice.

The school board has decided that it
will not consider for appointment any-

one who will be a candidate for the
board in the June election. Anyone who
has filed as a candidate then must
withdraw by April 10 before the board
will consider appointing them.

THAT POSITION is being•taken by
the board to avoid giving an "incum-
bent" status through the appointment
process to a candidate in the June elec-
tion.

The trustees who have filed for elec-
tion in June are David Artley £>f Canton
and Swartzwelter of Plymouth. Artley
has filed for a four-year term and
Swartzwelter for a two-year term.

Other candidates to date are: Ste-
phen Harper of Plymouth, a school
trustee from 1979-83 who sought ap-
pointment to the Yack vacancy earlier
this year. Richard Sumpter of Canton,
who ran for the board last June; Renee
Casillas of Canton, a school teacher;
and Phyllis Cebula of Canton.

QUINN, a former school teacher, is

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Random selection has worked effectively
NCE AGAIN random selection of

high school assignments has be-
come the topic of hot debate at
Plymouth-Canton Board of Edu-

c at ion meetings. It happens once a year -
i when selections are announced.

Parents and students unhappy with
their particular assignments appeal to Wle

' school board, asking to be assigned to the
other school. Over the years, the vamt ma-
jority of requests has come from students
assigned to Plymouth Canton High who
would prefer to attend Plymouth Salem
High. This year is no exception.

Assigning students by random draw to
either Salem High or Canton High waF ini-
tiated -to balance populations, to lessen
abuses of athletic recruitment, and to
avoid any possibility of being charged .
with de facto segregation (an important
factor back when the suburbs were in

panic over the possibility of cross-district
busing).

Random selection has accomplished
those goals. The populations are balanced,
abuses of athletic recruiting have been
very few, and absolutely no student as-
signments have been made on the basis of
race.

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STUDENTS ATTEND classes in both
buildings. So academically, it makes no
difference which school a student is as-
signed to.

The school board has recognized that
students develop a loyalty to the school
from which they will graduate. To avoid
split loyalties in a family. the board has
allowed siblings to attend the school at-
tended by their older brother or sister if
that sibling will be in high school at the
same time. Historically. that is the only
exception to the random draw. All
appeals. no matter how emotional or ra-
tional. have been denied - period!

Now a drive is on to allow an exception
for siblings of staff members at the Cen-
tennial Educational Park. Staff members
making the appeals, however, are not li-
brarians, custodians, teachers, or cafete-
ria employees. Rather, the appeal is com-
ing from coaches. That is interesting be-
cause athletics is the only area where it
makes a difference whicM school you are
assigned.

In sports, you can play only for the
team of the school where you are matri-
culated. While there is one band, one
newspaper, one radio station, one foren-
sics team, one yearbook, etc. at CEP, in
sports there are two football teams, two
basketball teams, two soccer teams, two
baseball teams, two swimming teams, two

cross country teams, two wrestling t7ms,etc.. etc.

If there were only one football team,
the appeal now being made from coaches
would be satisfied (or one swimming
team, one basketball team, one wrestling
team, etc.). But that action has broader
implications than the question about ran-
dom selection.

We note, however, that the current
appeals are coming from Salem coaches.
Coaches of Canton teams are not appear-
ing before the school board asking that
students be allowed to attend the school
their parents work at.

Does that mean Canton coaches don't
have children? Or that siblings of Canton
coaches want to compete against their
parents? Or that Canton coaches are apa-

thetic? Or does it mean that there may be
a relationship between the Salem appeals
and athletic recruitment?

The arguments made by Salem coaches
seemingly apply to librarians, custodians,
teachers at both schools, cafeteria em-
ployees, security guards and Canton
coaches. But in spite of media exposure,
the crowd at school board meetings still is
dominated by Salem coaches. That says
something.

SOME ARGUE that a boundary feeder
system should be used to determine where
students attend high school.

The problem is that there is no pre-
cedent for ihat approach. When PlymoUth
High School operated in what is now Cen-
tral Middle School, all high schoolers in
Plymouth-Canton attended P.H.S. Where
they lived made no difference, and no one
talked of boundaries or feeders at the high
school level.

When old Plymouth High was closed
and Salem opened, all high schoolers still
attended one building. The geographical
boundaries were those of the school dis-
trict.

If a geographical boundary approach is

1

used, is there one single approach which
makes more sense, since both high schools
are located in Canton Township? Should
we have all students who live in Canton
attend Salem High and all Plymouth stu-
dents attend Canton High? Is that not just
as rational as suggesting that Plymouth
students should attend Salem and Canton
students attend Canton High?

Should we have all students living east
of Main Street/Morton Taylor attend Sa-
lem and all west-siders attend Canton
High? Or should all students living north
of Warren Road attend Canton High and
those south attend Salem? Are there any
rational arguments for these positions?

No. And neither are there any rational
arguments for having students living in
the western or northern parts of the com-
munity attend Salem High.

TRUE, EACH YEAR a crowd of par-
ents storms the school board to protest the
random selection process.

But it also is true that each year the
overwhelming majority of parents and
students has not protested. The vast ma-
jority realize.that it makes little differ-
ence which school a student is assigned to,
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if that student is not an athlete who as-
pires to be Salem-coached.

Because the balance is almost 50-50
between the schools, the fact that rela-
tively few protest random selection each
year may suggest there might be commu-
nity support for the process. There is little
evidence to suggest that large numbers -
such as a third or even a fourth of the
student body - are dissatisfied.

There may be merit in having single
athletic teams at the CEP, but no argu-
ment has been made to warrant elimina-
tion of random selection. The process
works, adversely affects only a minority
and, barring the lack of any logical alter-
native, seems to be the best approach.

The administration and board are going
to take a long-range look at random se-
lection to consider changes. But major
changes should come only after study and
considered deliberations - not because of
an adverse affect on one group of stu-
dents, but because it would be in the best
interests of the district at large.

And that kind of conclusion will, and
should, stand the test of time.

MAYBE THE people doing it feel good.
But you have to wonder whether the
"peace" groups who picketed Congress-
man Bill Broomfield's Birmingham office
and the anti-tax groups still trying to re-
call Gov. Jim Blanchard are using their
time productively.

Start with the Recall Blanchard move-
ment. Upset with the r,les imposed by
Secretary of State Richard Austin, they
went to Oakland Circuit Court - and lost.
They're headed for the Court of Appeals,
where they'll no doubt lose again.

IF THEY CAN even file their petitions,
they will need 760,000 signatures, which
guarantees only an election, not a recall.
On the other hand, it would take only
about 9,000 signatures to put a Republican
candidate for governor on the ballot in
198¢-and 20,000 for a Democratic candi-
date.

For a recall to be successful, you must
collect your signatures in a 90-day time
span. To nominate another candidate in
1986, you have no time limit.

There are a host of other rules inhibit-
ing recalls.

On a recall, you must use a leparate
sheet in every city or township, but for a
candidacy you can mix them within a
county.

The state is telling the recall folks they

election. But if they simply nominated an
opponent lo Blanchard at a normal elee-
tion, the state would bear the cost.

Which is simpler - a recall or a post-
tive campaign for a rival candidate?

AT THE VERY beginning, we tried to
warn the recall folks.

We told them how difficult it is to pull
off a recall, but they wouldn't listen.

We respected their views on taxes but
suggested they use their energy in sup-
porting a rival to Blanchard In 1986. They
wouldn't listen.

We told them that people tend to be ac-
tive in politics an average of 3.8 years
(that'g based on a Republican Party study
of precinct delegates). Since volunteers
tend to burn out, we suggested it would be
wiser to join an established political party
and work for positive change, not a nega-
tive recall. They wouldn't listen.

Now- they are snarling at the distin-
guished judge (with a Republican history)
who ruled against them, Meanwhile,
Blanchard is rising, rising, rising in the

opinion polls and hell-bent for re-elec-
tion. And the recall people spin their
wheels.

BROOMFIELD, WHO has been in Con-
gress since the mid-19503, isn't the most
visible officeholder in these suburbs. When

he's in town, he speaks to business and
banking types who wear three-piece suits
and buy tickets to his fund-raisers.

It stands to reason: If you want to hear
Bill Broomfield and get his ear, the way to
do it is to put on a three-piece suit (or a
designer dress, if that's more appropri-
ate), buy a ticket to his fund-raiser and
tell him there that you want the U.S. to
keep hands off Nicaragua. He would un-
derstand that.

Casually dressed folks have picketed
Broomfield quite a bit in recent years. His
re-election margins keep growing.

If American foreign policy ts to be
changed, the Bill Broomfields of America
will change it, not' the peace activists. It
wasn't John Kennedy who opened Ameri-
ca's door to Communist China, but the
red=baiting Richard Nixon. It waan't re-
tail merchant Bill Milliken who changed
state government's bad attitude toward

rforporations, but the supposedly liberal
Sim Blanchard.

Pickets make good news copy and pic-
tures. But they aren't achieving po#itive
change.

It could have been
received during the fling competition.

Some of you may relate to these
statements; some may oppose them.
However you feel, let it be known.

The township board voted 6-1 for a
rather lengthy resolution in support of
the Cow Chip Fling. Art Winkel, our
fire marshal, again has agreed to run
the event. It does not cost the township
any money, and does, as stated in the
resolution, leave. the playing field in
better condition than when it began.

So let me make a couple of personal
observations:

• Many farmers and older residents
of our community not only want the ac-
tivity but are offended that some find it
in poor taste.
• As I mentioned before, I have

touched a dried chip, and it is not offen-
sive ah an object. There was no odor
problem either.
• With regard to image, I am not

This was a lot of fun and
resulted in far less injury than any
other sport.

Christmas is come and gone again,
but Gene Ferris, a local country singer,
is still waiting for his Christmas pres-
ent.

The 40-year-old leader of a country
dance band called the Paupers (which
plays at private clubs) wrote and re-
corded a tune entitled "Christmas Is
Here" in Nashville in late 1983. He
eveMP«*Couple_thousand dollarsof
his own money to do it.

That's because he has faith in this
song. But, since then, the former Troy
resident now living in Royal Oak, ih
still waiting for something good to
come of the 45-RPM recording or of
the song itself.

'I kept expecting a record company
to come along and say they want it for
someone like George Jones to record,"
said Ferris, a part-time musician who
has been writing songs for many years.

On record, Ferris has a classic coun-
try voice - deep with a hard edge that
suggests he's lived a little in his time.
H.j "Christmas Is Here" has appealing
lyrics and melody and the backup voic-
es of the famous Jordanaires quartet.
On the Champ Records label, it was
produced in Nashville by Roger Flicker
and featured Elvis Pesley's former
rhythm section.

Once Ferris got his supply of re-
cords, however, he found he had no dis-
tribution system and no clout with ra-
dio stations to get it played. Ferris.
suspects - probably rightly so - that
a lot of country-music stations which
received the record in the mail simply
tossed it out without opening it.

They get records like mine every
day," he said philosophically. They
don't have time to carefully listen to
each one."

The Detroit Contemporary Chamber Ensemble
presented its lateat program of contemporary mu-
sic Friday. The-program featured music by Ramon
Zupko, Sydney Hodkinson, Michael Colgrass and
Igor Stravinsky.

If one were to ask to choose the "odd one" in the
above list, that wouldn't be too difficult. None of
the fint three enjoys the universal reputation of
Stravinsky.

The question of who is the more established com-
poser is beside the point, however. The works of the
lesser-known composers on this program did pro-
vide musical interest on their own, even if one
prefers more established works. But even the work
by Stravinsky, his 1918 composition "L'histoire du
Soldat," (The Soldier's Tale), isn't part of the stan-
dard repertoire.

The opening work by Zupko, who was present,
titled "Fixations," featured a trio for piano, violin
and cello, supplmented by prerecorded sounds of
these instruments (not with the identical perform-
ers).

Zupko explained that his technique differs from
electronic music,--The-taped *unds-are those of
bona fide instruments rather than electronic sounds
due to multiple processing.

The interaction between the players and the re-
corded sound seemed to be spontaneous and real at
some points. The trio on stage consisted of pianist
Robert Conway, violinist Magdalen Heilbronn and
cellist Marg Chanteaux.

THE WORK by Hodkinson, "The Dissolution of
the Serial," featured Barrett Kalellis at the piano
and James Dawson, playing interchangeably sopra-
no and alto saxophone. The work, as the name im-
plies, features gradual transition from atonality to
tonality

Dawson, a regular performer on this series and
on the faculty of Oakland University, was impres-
sive in his ability to produce so many varying
sounds on his instrument and displayed fine tech-
nique.

Kalellis, in addition to being a capable pianist,
was amusing in his stage manner. Both seemed to
be having-a-lot-ot-funrwith added humor pfovided

by violist Glenn Mellow, who was in the capacity of
page turner in this work, running from one per-
former to the other.

Mellow resorted to his more conventional duties
following the intermission when he played the
"Variations for Four Drums and Viola" by Col-
grass. With Michael Now at the drums, this unusu-
al combination proved to be,nost inspired.

This work was on one of the programs. of the
Renaissance City Chamber Players. The odds
against hearing this work twice in one season must
be considerably more than finding an egg with two
yolks. With such good fortune, it may be time to try

I DETROIT HISTORICAL MUSE-

The acclaimed exhibition, "Primitiv-
isn in 20th Century Art: Affinity of the
Tribal and the Modern" at the Detroit
Institute of Arts is exciting, enriching
and enlightening.

One of just three museums in the na-
tional tour, the exhibition, sponsored by
Philip Morris Inc., examines the influ-
ence of tribal art on modern art, their
affinities and the nature of modernist
'primitivism" as a force in Western art
over the past century.

Not within the last 50 years has this
aspect of modern art history been ex-
plored. No topic in 20th century art has
received less serious attention.

'Primitivism in 20th Century Art" is
directed by William Rubin, director of
the Museum of Modern Art's depart-
ment of painting and sculpture, and
Professor Kirk Varnedow of New York
University's Institute of Fine Arts. It is
the first major exhibition ever to juxta-
pose modern and tribal objects.

It is also the first exhibition to focus
on ways me ern artists came to under-
stand and afpreciate the beauty, power
and subtlety of tribal objects.

THE COMPREHENSIVE exhibi-

tion, beautifully and intelligently in-
stalled, includes approximately 100
modern paintings, sculpture and draw-
ings.

Special emphasis has been placed on
those artists and movements - Gau-
guin, Pieasso, Brancusi, Modigliani,
Klee, the Expressionists and Surreal-
ists - most deeply involved with tribal
art.

Some 200 tribal objects umber of the
world's most outstanding examples of
tribal art

Also, masks and sculptures from the
personal collections of Picasso, Ma-
tisse, Braque, Derain, Nolde, Ernst,

Matta and other modern painters and
sculptors are on display.

When cultures, past or present, in-
teract, there is a new understanding,
learning and communication. As a re-
sult, new ideas are born.

The beginnings of "primitivism" can
be traced to Paul Gauguin. Captivated
by the people and culture of Polynesia,
he melded the realism of impression-
ism with the flat decorative and styl-
ized forms of the non-Western arts,
most particularly Egyptian and
Javanese.

The real breakthrough, however, oc-
curred with Picasso's revolutionary
les Demoiselles d'Avignon," 1907.

Worked and reworked with more
than 100 drawings, the finished paint-
ing reveals five women, prostitutes, in
a bordello. The central two figures are
tradiUonally rendered, the one on the
left suggests Egyptian influence, but
the two figures on the far right are Af-
rican heads, monstrously distorted.

Besides his obvious ambivalence

toward women, the painting communi-
cates a sense of "barbarism" and dark-
ness. Juxtaposed to this pivotal work is
a Mbuya (sickness) mask. The question
most frequently asked is how direct an
influence was the African object?

REFERRED to as 'art Negre," the
Trocadero Museum possessed a large
number and wide variety of African ob-
jets. Undoubtedly, Picasso had access
to these tribal works. After 'De-
moiselles," Picasso became an avid
collector of African objects.

His sculpted, 'Guitar," 1912, directly
recalls the tribal form of a Gebo mask.
Installed side by side, the elongation of
the guitar's front panel evokes the
horns of the mask, while the sound hole
has the same projection as the eyes of
the tribal work.

"Bust of a Woman," 1931, Picasso's
sculpture of his voluptuous mistress,

Marie-Therese, was inspired by the
Nimba mask, goddess of fertility, that
sat in the entrance hall of his chateau
at Boisgeloup. One juxtaposed to the
other, it is easy to see the tribal influ-
ence of the enlarged, almost phallic
nose and prominent breasts.

Essentially, the religious fetishes of
the tribal objects are translated and
modernized into new meaning. Like
'Bust of a Woman," Brancusi's «Ma-
dame L. R." 1914-18, was inspired by a
reliquary figure of Hongwe also on
view at the Troeadero.

A Zuni war god mask on view at the
Berlin Museum inspired Paul Klee's
'Mask of Fear," 1932 and gives social
commentary. Giacomettis bronze,
"Spoon Woman," 1926-27, incorporates
the spoons of the Ivory coast in a meta-
phoric statement that renders the
female body as a vessel.

Michigan-trained artist, Italo Scan-
ga's 'Potato Famine No. 1," 1979 uti-
lizes the found object, the potato, and in
the form of a religious tribal fetish,
communicates political and social sat-
ire.

JUST AS the European artists sought
inspiration fronk African and Oceanic
cultures, American artists, such as
Jackson Pollack looked to North Amer-
ica. Inspired, he began a genuine en-
gagement with the primitive. Not only
is his interest in native American art

evident in his color sense (yellow, red,
black) but in "Birth," 1939-40, there is
an unmistakable resemblance to Eski-

mo masks as he combines tribal design
with an image of primal male and
female forces.

The juxtaposition of the tribal and
modern make the relationship between
the two clear.

Pica-O wai greatly influenced by
a collector of African art.

The affinity between Eslumo masks
and Joan Mires 'Carnival of Harle-
quin," 1924-25, is striking, but there is
no documented evidence that Miro was

directly influenced by the Eskimo ob-
jets.

Miro may or may not have seen the
tribal masks, but certainly he was
aware of the culture. The tribal arts
have a simplicity and basic form that
transcends time and sends its message
either consciously or unconsciously
We, in turn, are the benefactors of that
innovative art - "Primitivism."

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1 1 Young poet finds words come easily

At the age of 25, Robin Smith is prae-
tically an old hand at poetry.

The Livonia resident has been writ-
inK since she was in grade school. A
poem she wrote on Columbus was the
winning entry in a contest in fifth
grade

'It was something I always did It
wasn't something I aspired to: Smith
said I just loved English, I loved to
read."

SMITH WILL be one of eight writers
who will participate in readings called
-New Voices in Michigan Poetry," part
of the Poetry Resource Center of Mich-
igan's ninth annual Michigan Poetry
Festival this year The festival wilI
take place Friday and Saturday,April
12-13, at the Botsford Inn in Farming-
ton This year's eight poets were chosen

from more than 100 contestants.

'I was really thrilled," said Smith,
who submitted five poems for consider-
ation. 9 think irs a good chance to
meet a lot of other writers from around
the state and let your work be known."

Smith's work has appeared In publi-
cations at Western Michigan Universi-
ty, where she attended, and Wayne
State University, but she never has tak-
en part in public readings before.

THE POET has her dry spells, but
most of the time she finds it easy to
write Many of Smith's ideas come to
her right before she goes to sleep She
thinks a work is finished when it moves
from one idea to another smoothly and
hangs together "
7'm so uncomfortable if I don't

write," Smith said 'It's just a part of
me Sometimes I think I don't know
where things come from

"Sometimes I work and work (at a
poem) until it seems like there's noth-
ing else I can get rid of."

Smith writes for everyone to read,
not one certain group of people. She
will polish a poem until it communi-
cates what she wants, but she doesn't
mind if readers give it an interpreta-
tion different than she has intended.

"That's OK," Smith said. "After I
write it, in a way it's not mine any
more.

1 don't want to be an elitist poet, or
be so (abstract) you can't make sense
out of one of my poems.

SMITH IS FROM a creative family
One of her sisters paints, while another
writes fiction. Her mother, who works
as a mime, was active in community
theater and also wrote poetry.

In high school, Smith's favorite poets
included Sylvia Plath, Carl Sandburg,

Robert Frost and other poets.
1 never got into traditional classical

rhymed material," Smith said. «My
work is free verse and imagistic. That's
pretty broad."

Smith wants to keep writing until she
compiles enough works to put in a
book. She also would like to take class-
es to finish a degree in English.

"THE ONLY goal I really have is
someday I would like to have a book
published of my own work," the poet
said. 1 don't see that happening until
I'm much older. "

Smith doesn't write every day, al-
though she belongs to a writing group.
She finds time for poetry around her
job as a computer operator at WSU and
taking care of 3-year-old son Colin.

"He likes me to read him books,"
Smith said. «He likes to turn the pag-
es."

I fell
asleep three times writlng It, I hope
you don'l fall asleep reading it.

Lut week I ended my article with
the "follow through" principle with the
bulc element: of No. 1, a good idea or
subject. No. 2, the technical skill to
rightly repre,ent the Idea or subject.
No. 3, the pre®entation of the well-exe-
cuted Idea or subject. The lack of any
one of the three will relult u a flaw in
your follow through. A good Idea ren-
dered poorly ts no better off than a
poor idea rendered well Even a good
idea rendered well k halted if it ts
poorly pre®ented.

So first off I would like to briefly hit
some of the top ten road blocks on your
highway to lucce-ful follow through.
In watercolor the eallest way to *Ufle
your follow through In to do too much.
Over painting or krubbing In watercol-

or causes the beautiful bleeds to flatten
out into boring shapes of aolid color.
New students in watercolor should
"play" with "ble«is" or "wet in wet"
technlques until they feel comfortable.
Try with one brush or just wet the area
you wish to color. Then with another
brush full of color touch into the wet
area. Enjoy the bleed and flow of color
and resist adding in more color unUl
the bleed of color hal stopped.

Most new students just keep brushing
or scrubbing the area and end up with a
flat color. In putels I tell my student•
that the fint road block to their follow
through la that of over bleeding. I think
there ia something therapeudic about
rubbing our fingen on pantell. Maybe
it goes back to when we umed to rub the
satln ribbon on our "nigh-nighs" or
"blankles."

WHATEVER, MOST students W not
warned will rub their pa,tel picture, mo
much that the detaill are lost under a
misty cloud of mu]Ucolored dust. Well
it may help produce a better pastel
rendering If you do not blend with your
finger: u much and simply -the dll-
ferent colon of putell to rub into each
other and therefore, blend with each
other. This technique in pastel will pro-
duee rich colon and relatively clear

images. Charcoals are unually flat be-
cause they do not span the gamut of
grays to black. If your charcoal is not
black enough then try using soft com-
pressed charcoal to produce rich blacks
and emphasize the grays.

Pen and ink short comings are usual-
ly due to lines that are not fine enough.
Even in pen and ink "learn to draw"
books, it looks like the artist should re-
tire hi• quill tip in lieu of a technical
pen. There are plenty of times I use
quill tips and dip them In black magic
ink. But for most of my realistic pen
and ink, I prefer the regularity of a
good technical pen.

For beginning pen and Ink, you
,hould have a "20-by-0" and a "4-by-0"
and work your drawing no larger than
11 inches by 14 inches. Air brushing hal
plenty of opportunities to atumble. One
common goof tB, over spraying your
friaket or template.
