If you are a lover of pizza, you might unwittingly
be helping to get Beck Road improved in Plymouth
Township

It haM been learned that Tom Monaghan pizza
magnate and owner of the I>etroit Tigers. has been
approached for help in the cost of improving Beck
Road Monaghan owns a historical' home in Plym
outh Township designed by architect Frank I.loyd
Wright

Since purchasing the house, Monaghan has made

He cautioned police that just one or two items
would be tough to prove as burglary tools.

Even though an altered VIN might match the
registration when an officer runs a computer
check, Salter said the car could be stolen unless the
officer is aware what to look for. "They have a
bunch of tickets in the glove box. They're looking at
us guys and saying, 'I got away and that copper
didn't even look/" Saller said.

Saller also warned officers to be aware of "the
gray market" for Mercedes Benzs, Porches and
other imported cars not made for America, which
have no federal registration stickers or VINs.
Thieves ship stolen foreign cars from this area
overseas, where the local VIN is removed and a
foreign VIN, that is not traceable, is applied.

Although there are only about 200 of these ears in
Michigan, Saller said. "Gray market cars are really
going to be a problem in the future -

Pubhe Act 303, established a process for selection

munity correction centers for pre-parole release.
The regional system will take a different ap-

proach to corrections. By constructing the proposed
$35 million, 550-bed prisons within certain areas.
offenders will be incarcerated closer to their homes
- providing their families the opportunity for fre-
quent visits.

Also, the multiple-story prisons are designed to
house different levels of prisoners ranging from
maximum to minimum security. Currently state
prisons are built to house only one calagory of pris-
oners - maximum. medium or minimum security.

Because the regional prison would provide all
levels of security. inmates stay at the same facility
as they move through the security levels leading to
release -- instead of being transferred.

This enables inmates to continue working with
the same rehabilitation staff while serving their
sentence. Corrections officials believe such a sys-
tem wolild increase the effectiveness of rehabilita-

tion efforts and decrease the number of repeat of-
fenders.

The first regional prison, the Scott Correctional
Facility. is under construction in Northrille Town-
ship, adjacent to the Phoenix site.

''Based upon curreht population projections, six
to nine regional prisons will be needed by 1990,
with a potential need of an additional 4,000 to 5,000
beds or eight to 10 regional prisons by the mid-
1990s." the committee reports.

"Locating this number of sites over the next 10
years will be difficult gWen the usually negative
reaction of people to location of a correctional fa-
cility in their community or neighborhood."

The cost of operating the increased number of
prisons is projected to increase the corrections de-
partment budget to $500 million by 1988. a 50 per-
cent increase over the 1985 budget.

IN THE next two weeks, the special committee is
expected to review its findings and make a recom-
mendation to the Legislature.

Among the items wh,ch will be considered is fi-
nancing prison operations, and exactly how many
prison beds the state must prepare for.

As is the ease with Delio('.0, the committee plans
to determine where temporary beds can be placed.
the maximum size for temporary sites, and how to
ensure when a temporary facility will be closed.

The committee also plans to consider building
prisons. leasing them, or contracting for correc-
tions from the private sector They also will discuss
modular construction and conversion of existing fa-
cilities.

According to the report, the committee has as-
sembled all the facts on these questions and now
faces the task of deciding the future for Michigan's

Under the current contract,
which expires July 1, the township is
paying the city an annual rate of
$459,000.

Carl Berry, who had been the city's
chief of police, was hired by the town-
ship in 1983. His job is to administer
the township's contract with the city
and to expand volunteer organizations
and programs, work Breen had been
doing prior to his addition of Berry to
the staff.

In 1984, the township board hir@d a
professional police consultant to ·ana-
lyze its contract with the city. It also
appointed a committee of township res-
idents to study the matter.

The Township Board voted to follow
the consultant's report and the findings
of the study group and move to estab-
tish its own police department.

The senior citizens center was estab-
lished in a former church with the
tp-nship bought and renovated. Any
resident of the township or city, 55 or
older, is eligible to participate in activ-
ilies at the center located at 42375
Schooleraft.

The building/planning director ap-
pointed by the township administration
in September 1984 is James D. Anu-
lewiez. Prior to his employment, Anu-
lewicz had been a consultant with 14
years experience in management, plan-
ning and landscape architecture. He
holds a masters degree from the Uni-
versity of Michigan.

Shortly after assuming his new posi-
tion, Anulewicz told a reporter that a
substantial amount of land remain•*.
available for development in the town-
ship, mostly in the western section and
mostly zoned for residential use.

Put the sugar in an ungreased frying
pan and dissolve over low heat.

Lightly grease a cookie sheet and set
aside. When the sugar has metted, raise
the flame and cook, stirring, until the
sugar turns and dark caramel color
Stir in the almonds. Pour onto the

greased tray and allow to cool. As soon
as it is cool and brittle, cover with an

old cloth and crush roughly with a
hammer -- do not process or blend.
Reserve until ready to serve the
oranges. Then sprinkle the almond brit-
tle over the oranges and decorate with
the mint sprigs. Add Cointreau or
Triple Sec to taste. if you wish.

But parents of the 21-month·old
Southfield toddler, victim of aplastic
anemia, Arthur and Gayle Weiss, are
voicing an appeal for their young son
whose only chance for life is a bone
marrow transplant.

And Brandon's physicians at Beau-
mont Hospital in Royal Oak and in Ann
Arbor are searching meticulously all
around the world for a donor to help
the small boy.

Chances of finding a suitable donor
match are about one in 10,000, accord-

ing to Dr. 'Charles Main, pediatric
hematologist at Beaumont Hospital.

The necessary surgery between non-
family members is rated "dangerous.
complicated, and highly experimental
for the marrow recipient," by Main,
who says it's a simple, overnight proce-
dure for the donor.

For Brandon, it's his only chance
since testing has already ruled out
family members. His immune system
is impaired and he has recently begun
to ooze blood from his gums and into
his stomach.

"Anybody that's out. there is a poten-
tial donor." said Arthur Weiss, the boy's
father, "and time is of the essence." Po-

tential donors are not being charged
any costs for the testing.

APLASTIC ANEMIA occurs when
the bone marrow which makes red

blood cells, white blood cells and pla-
telets shuts down. "It can be caused

from exposure to drugs, from illness,
or can be congenital," Main said. "We
see a case every four or five years."

Brandon was born July 2, 1983 Ac-
cording to Main, who examined the
newborn after a request from his pedi-
atrician, Dr. Ruben Kurnetz of Bir-

mingham. his aplastic anemia was
present at birth.

RECENTLY transfusions of white

cells haven't been working well for
Brandon who had been getting transfu-
sions three times a week. "His body is
building up a resistance and that
makes finding a donor even more im-
perative," his father said.

While the father has appeared on ]0-
cal television asking for help, doctors
at Mott's Children's Hospital and Beau-
mont are conducting tests daily on vol-
unteers who have come forward.

In a few minutes, blood is drawn and
then subjected to hours of testing in the
laboratory for the tissue typing.

"We've been in touch wfth centers
around the world," Main said.

Recently, a woman donor whose tis-
sue typing indicated a match was found
for Brandon in Iowa. Later the paredts
learned·she has been diagnosed as hav-
ing breast cancer and the chance was
lost.

Regular readers of this column know
that the Gallo Empire holds a great
fascination for me, as it does most peo-
pie interested in wine. Its size, its con-
sistent quality, its marketing strate-
gies, its adherence to technical details
-- but, above all, its size. A holding
tank of 1.1-million gallons in Modesto.

And its secrecy.
As a private company, Gallo records

are not in the public domain. This is the
world of successful entrepreneurs Er-
nest and Julio, winemakers and wine-
marketers extraordinaire.

As a winewriter I am "exempted"
from visiting its home base Modesto.
Prohibited" is the better word. All

wine writers are, as writers. The wine

business is, after all, a highly competi-
tive one.

A compromise of sorts was recently
worked out to help me learn more
about Gallo's operations by its commu-
nications director, Dan Solomon. He

agreed to meet with me and spend a
half day talking wine and visiting Gal-
10's huge installation in Sonoma Coun-
ty, the former Frei Brothers Winery.

HE WOULD BE able to tell me most

of what I wanted to know - about the

phase of the operation - and, to help
further, he brought along Paul Os-
teraas who for 40 years has been chief
viticulturalist for all of Gallo's grapes.

The former Frei Winery has had a
working relationship with Gallo since
the 1940s and has been owned by it
since the mid-1970s. Here 7-million

gallons are processed each year using
Sonoma grapes. There is a smaller
quality wine producer in Napa but
Sonoma is the chief for Gallo's premi-
um varietals.

The whites are grown at Laguna
Ranch west of Santa Rosa, the reds in
the Dry Creek area. Of all the grapes
grown in Sonoma 31 percent go to Gal-
10 (20 percent of all Napa grapes and
40 percent of all Monterey and San
Luis Obispo grapes go to it as well).

Its five processing centers (Sonoma,
Napa, Livingston, Modesto and Lodi) do
only that, press and ferment grape
juice. From that point on, all wine is
shipped for aging, bottling and finish-
ing to Modesto. (Gallo, of course, is its
own bottle maker.) It is estimated by

some wine people that Gallo's total an-
nual production is in the range of 50-
million eases a year Others say it is
even more.

While at the Sonoma plant my focus
centered on the two top varietals it has
been producing for the last couple of
years, cabernet Sauvignon and char-
donnay. Both are made exclusively
from North Coast grapes. The chardon-
nay is a blend of 66-percent Sonoma
grapes, 20-percent from Napa, the rest
from Mendocino. All see some oak,

though the intent is to produce a fresh,
crisp wine of only modest complexity,
with the intent that it should be drunk

now. Hence no vintage dating.

ONE CAN ONLY speculate about
the dynamics involved when Gallo de-
cided to vintage-date a cabernet re-
lease, the 1978. All the tradition. the

marketing philosophy, its image - af-
ter all, what is Gallo?

The first issue of cabernet, non-vin-

taged, was sold out in three months, all
40,000 cases of it. This was followed by
the 1978, of which a like amount was

made. Both are now essentially gone
from local shelves. The first was made

from Sonoma grapes and had two years
in oak. The vintage-dated issue was
from Alexander Valley and Dry Creek
grapes and had an additional year in
Yugoslavian oak.

The third issue, the one we now have
locally, is 80 percent from the 1978 vin-
tage and 20 percent from 1981. To my
palate it is quite different from its
predecessors, but all have been sound.

Contrary to the practice of many of
the best winemakers in California,

none of Gallo's wines is permitted to
undergo malo-lactic fermentation, a
kind of secondary fermentation that
tends to soften and temper. 'Ernest
and Julio don't like it," was the simple
explanation given.

Touring Paul's cabernet vineyards
surrounding the winery was a delight.
No weeds, and . beautifully cordon-
pruned vines, it all had an air of a
farmer's land turned into a sculptured
jewel. Neither would any deer nor bird
attack these grapes. E and J wouldn't
let them.

Gallo is perhaps the ultimate in turn-

what it is today. California winemaking
owes them a lot for helping to bring us
out of the dark ages when wine drink-
ing was considered sinful. They have
helped teach a nation what we should
have known all along.
