next year The mayor ts Helected by
other commi.ssioners.

(NANKLER OF 525 Blunk probably is
the best known of the four already toss-

ing their names into the ring.
Gansler serves as a planning corn-

missioner and formerly served on the
City Commission, from 1979 to 1983.
He is owner of the Rainbow Shop in
Plymouth, is a member of the Rotary
Club of Plymouth, and had been active
in the Plymouth Jayeees.

Gansler has beeg attending 9-2.-UG-
sion meetings of -ta'€¢50/ appears
ready to re-enter the commission cir-
cle, despite not seeking re-election in
'83.

Two others, Jones and Keller, also
are planning commission members.

Keller of 580 Ross is planning chair-

man and has been making frequent ap·-
pearances at commission meetings. If
elected, this would be Keller's first

stint on the City Commission. Keller,
who works for Detroit Edison, is past
president of the Plymouth Jayeees.

Jones of 1396 Elm has the best eom-

mission meeting attendance record of
all four potential candidates. Jones has
been attending meetings regularly for
a couple of years and appears well in-
formed on current issues.

Like Keller, this would be Jones'
first term on the commission if elected.

Morrow of 400 Plymouth Road also
has been attending meetings and most

often speaks out on police-related is-
sues. Morrow has never sought public
office before.

IF NINE or more persons file nomi-
nating petitions, an Aug. 6 primary
election will be held.

To be nominated a candidate must
solicit at least 25, and not more than
50, signatures from registered voter·s.

If eight or fewer candidates file, all
the names will be placed on the No-
vember general election ballot.

If Buch injuries do occur, try
switching to swimming, which is a non-weight-
bearing activity.

If you have to skip exercise temporarily because
of minor illness or injury, then walt unul you have
recovered before resuming workouts. Start at no
more than two-thirds of your pre-injury exercise
level and work yourself back Into shape. If poolble,
continue exereiging those parts of your body during
recovery that are not injured.

The basic formula for treating an injury to the
muscles or joints is rest, Ice, compression and
elevation - applied immediately after injury. In
severe cases, and if pain and swelling penist, seek
help from a physician

EXERCISES, guch as neck movements, are a
good way to reduce tension. Move head forward,
back and to each side, returning head to upright
position after each movement. Avoid rotating your
head in complete dreles since this can damage the
upper spine

When exercising in cold weather, wear several
layers of light clothing instead of two heavy layers.
The eItra layers help trap heat and aae easy to
remove if you become to warm.

In hot weather, light color garment•, made of
absorbent materials such as cotton, reflect the
sun's rays and allow heat to escape.

Sagging abdominal muscles and lower back in-
flexibility often cauR chronic lower back pain and
stiffness. Lower back stretching exerel- and ab-
dominal strengthening exercises, such u bent-knee
situps, should be performed on a regular basis.

WHEN DOING flexibility exercises - don't
bounce. Stretch gently and slowly, for a count of 10,
without feeling pain. Muscles that have been
warmed up stetch easier and are le:8 likely to be
injured.

Many people tend to hold their breath while ex-
ercising, especially when lifting weights. This
casuses blood pressure to rile, and makes exercise
more difficult.

Avoid strenuous exerciBe for two hour: after eat-
ing Both digestion and exercile place heavy de-
mands on the circulatory system, and the double-
load ran hurt your system.

A soft mist has settled over the river at d'Etroit

clouding the morning with a grey fog, but it will
soon be dispelled by the smiling sun of daybreak

Down at Fort Ponchartrain's main dock, the voy-
ageurs, who have just visited Ste. Anne's to ask for
her blessing on their trip, are busy loading the big
canoes for the long run to Montreal.

Barking orders in a firm but not unpleasant voice
is our old friend Antoine Cuillerier De Beaubien·

who really is the godfather of this expedition be-
cause it was his idea in the first place.

Following closely on Beaubien's heels is a charm-
ing teen-ager he calls "little brother." Actually it is
young Pierre who is not really a brother but a cous-
in germain (first cousin). We first met Pierre in an
earlier "Tonquish Tale." (Observer, March 28.)

"Voila tout. Voila Tout," Beaubien commands.

This means "that's all! Let her go." The voyageurs
quickly push out from the dock and we settle down
for the long haul.

We are in the lead canoe with the Beaubiens

closely followed by five others, all loaded to the
gunnels with trade goods, fun, guns and admmuni-
tion. Our mission is to meet Celeron de Bienville in

Montreal and then head back as far as the passage
to the Allegheny, then down to Fort Duquesne
(Pittsburgh) and up the Ohio to the area of Cincin·
nati. We will have Celeron's small army with us.

OUR PURPOSE is to reclaim this territory for

the glory of France. We expect to be gone about
four months.

You will recall that Pierre was not eager to em-
bark on this expedition because of concern for his
family, particularly his mother, who needed him at
home. However. Pierre was persuaded by his good
friend and mentor Robert Navarre, d'Etroit's

serivener and Royal Notary, for whom Pierre had
been driving the cart on his business about the vil-

Madame Beaubien was reassured when she

learned that the youngster would be under the pro-
tective care of his cousin, Capt. Antoine Beaubien.

By the way, it is interesting to note (although it
has no bearing on this journey) that Robert Na-
varre as well as several other early Detroiters
were of royal descent. Navarre, although much too
busy and too polite to ever allude to it, could trace
his descent in an unbroken line back to the Duke of

Vendome, father of the famous Henry I'V. The Na-
varres were descendants of a natural son of that

distinguished royal house.
The Beaubiens and the Navarres had close ties.

Marie Lothman de Barrois married Robert Na-

varre in Detroit in 1734, and her sister, Marianne,
married Jean Baptiste dit Beaubien. Both families
were also related by marriage to de Tonty and to
Celeron de Bienville - commandants of Fort Pon-

chartrain after Cadillack departure.
So it is not only for the glory of France but to

help "cousin" Celeron that we have embarked on
this journey.

WHAT AN adventure! Like young Pierre, I have
never been on a voyageur's shi before, and it is a
unique experience.

We had just pushed off and were still within sight
of the Ponch when the singing began. I had heard
that this was the way that they kept the oars in the
same rhythmn. Six canoes with about 48 oarsmerf
ail singing together. Marvelous voices, untutored

but practiced ln keeping a strong, steady beat.
Among the songs, we enjoy their favorites which

include "En Roulant Ma Boule," "LaBelle Lisette"
and "A La Claire Fontaine."

They make about 40 strokes per minute and keep
up this rate all day. When they tire of singing some-
one calls out the beat, and it is as steady as a rock
from sunrise to sunset. They occasionally stop for a
10-minute rest period, and they stop for breakfast
in mid-morning.

For this meal they allow only an hour, no more.
Supper is a more leisurely repast. Only two meals a
day are provided unless they run into difficult por-
tages with a long carry, then a third meal is enjoy-
ed.

. After a few hours of sitting very still we became
stiff and weary, but no one dare to move until the
signal for a restover is given. This is not a strong
batteaux, or a sturdy dugout like we are used to on
the river at d'Etroit, but it is a frail birch-bark
canoe.

Each of these Montreal "Canot du Maitres" is

about 35-feet long. Each will carry 3,000 pounds or
more and a full crew of 12 to 14. Antoine has short-

ened this crew to make room for the passengers
and supplies.

SOMETIMES WE wonder how did we ever got
into this? Will this frail basket carry us all the way
to Montreal?

Maybe, with good weather, a smart pilot, and lots
of luck. How• do they make these things? Ill ask
Antoine.

"Very simple, Helene. It is made from the bark
of a large birch tree. Then you take the root of a
coniferous tree like a red spruce. After you have
stripped the bark you sew it together with spruee
over a she]1 of strong, white cedar. This is the
frame.

"The bark strips are lashed over the gunnels.
Then you put in eight or 10 bars at intervals to help
brace the frame. Small seats are built next to each
thwart or bar."

Antoine paused in his description to ask, "Are
you weary?"

"Very," I replied, hoping for a respite.
"Be patient. We stop in ten minutes."
"To finish the boat buildings," he continued. "Af-

ter the seats are in we usually begin the most im-
portant part which is the gumming. We use heavy
gum from pine trees and it is applied over and over
to seal off the cracks. It prevents leaks, but we
have to seal it again and again. We carry the gum
with us."

I had to feign an interest in this subject which, in
my semiparalyzed condition I really didn't feel, so I
asked, "What about the oars?" And, Antoine, never

at a loss for words, was off and rearing again. At
least it will keep me awake and I won't fall out, I
thought to myself.

'Three different sizes of red cedar paddles are

used," he continued. "The most common one is less

than 3-feet long and a few inches wide. It is used by
the middleman (milieux). He is in the center. A
longer kind about 5-inches wide is used by the
steerman - the gouvernall. He stands at the stern.
Never sits.

"AND A still larger paddle is used by the bows-
man or foreman (avant de canot). These paddles
are light red cedar painted in the usual red with
markings of black and green."

'When do you think we will reach Montreal?," I U
was brave enough to ask. He gave me a strange
look, as much as to say, if you can walk on the
water you may leave now.

But after a quizzical pause, he replied, "It de-
pends. It is a gamble. Maybe never," he teased. 6

"Tell me, please," I begged.
"It depends on the paddlers, the resistance of

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  Petition drive targets city's paving program

A move is afoot to alter the City of
Plymouth's method of allocating costs
for street repairs.

The City Commission is going
through the special assessment process
for the 1985 street paving program,
with the next step being a public hear-
ing to confirm the special assessment
roll on Tuesday, May 21.

At a recent Commission meeting
questions were asked about the cost al-

location method, which apparently are
being followed up with a petition drive.
The city plans to pick up 25 percent of
the total project costs. while allocating
the remaining 75 percent to homeown-
ers on the targeted streets.

Dave Barrett of Harding Street re-
portedly has mailed letters to home-

CITY MANAGER Henry Graper told
the Commission Monday night that the
petitions likely will be presented to
them at the May 21 hearing.

Bs reigns
The political situation most likely

will be one of the biggest challenges
the chief will face. Due to the loss of
the shared-services contract, the City
Commission faces some decisions on
the size and scope of the department.

City Manager Henry Graper already
has had to submit a city budget which
called for extensive cuts in police
spending and personnel.

"There are going to be some major
changes tak,ng place in this depart-
ment but I can't even get into the de-
sign and implementation of any pro-
gram until I know how many officers
-we are going to have," he said.

"There are two ways you can do a
street repair program - as one project
or each street as an individual

project," Graper said.
Doing individual projects would re-

quire two public hearings for each
street which would mean additional ad-

vertising and mailing costs.
"It's just more costly and more time

consuming," he said, adding that
changing the method at this point
would prohibit any repairs in 1985.

IN THE EARLIER performances,

the CEP Symphony Orchestra earned
an overall first-division rating at Dis-
trict 12 Orchestra Festival held recent-
ly in Saline.

The orchestra performed "Wedding
Day at Trouldhaugen" by Edvard
Grieg, the first movement from "Eine
Kleine Nachtmusik" by Mozart, and
the "Finale" from "Symphony No. 2"
by Sibelius.

The orchestra performed original
editions of the works instead of using
standard school arrangements. The
musicians also performed in the high-
est classification at the festival - AA,
a classification based on enrollment,
not the size of the orchestra.

Try old country inn for a pleasing bouquet
By Joy Schaleben Lewis
special writer

EAL BEACH. California -
With

names like Fuchsia. Gardenia, Iris.

Bougainvillea and Hibiscus, you just

feel that each of the 23 lodgings at
the Seal Beach Inn has got to have a charac-
ter of its own. And they do. 411 rooms are as

distinct as the flowers whose names they
bear.

Built in 1924, the inn is the oldest country
inn in California. Its general decor is old-
world and ornate - ruffled eyelet curtains,
lace tableeloths, rocking chairs, footsmols,
satin-draped end tables and couches
smothered in pillows.

Add to this beds with wrought-iron head-

boards, burgundy. peach or rust comforters
with dust ruffles, flowered wallpaper,
candelabra wall lighb and all sorts of pci-
tures and art nouveau obJects.

Furnishings are mainly French, Enghsh

and American antiques But the overall at-
nosphere of this quiet inn in Seal Beach,

Salif., just 25 miles south of Los Angeles :ind
)ne block from the ocean. is French Medi-

.erranean.

THE RECEPTION area entrance is wjv-

ered with a blue canopy with -concierge
inscribed on it. Nearby is a skinny kiosk that
would be at home anywhere in southern
France. Antique street lights are in the front
courtyard which is bordered by an old Pari-
Nan iron fence whose desjgn is repeated m
he inn's wrought-iron balcony

Greenery is everywhere. There are over
40 varieties of flowering plants, rare vines,
evergreen pear trees and a great willowy
tree. a maytensbora, that looks like a willow.
but stays green all year.

'Our goal is to give our inn an aura where
there is aesthetic, material and spiritual en-
joyment. so that people will sense that they
Are cared about," said Majorie Betten-
hausen, proprietress of the inn.

Marjorie and her physician husband Jack
bought the inn in 1977. The Bettenhausens -
their name means innkeeper - spent five
years restoring it. They traveled across the
country and throughout France for antiques
to create an atmosphere of an era when peo-
pie relaxed in parlors, sipped tea and curled
up in cushiony touches to chat by the fire or
leisurely read a book.

SO, AFTER basking on the white sand of

Seal Beach or taking a jaunt to Los Angeles
and other nearby tourist attractions, guests
can return to a homey, tranquil setting,

away from the hustle of big-city business,
foot-weary sightseeing or a day on the
beach.

The inn's diversified accommodations

range from four petite bedrooms to those of
medium size, five bridal suites (or royal vil-
las) and even one penthouse suite. Most have
sitting rooms and kitchenettes. All have
shelves of books, bowls of candy and green
plants.

One room - Azalea - especially

impresses ladies. It has John Barrymore's
lace-canopied, four-poster bed, bought by
the Bettenhausens at an estate sale in 1978.

And, for the men, if they happen to stay in
the room called Villa, they will sleep in the
same bed Bo Derek slept in when she was a
guest.

NEARBY, OR within easy access, are top
tourist attractions such as Disneyland,
Knott's Berry Farm, Universal Studios,
Farmers' Market, Six Flags Magic Moun-
tain and Marineland. And just 10 minutes
north, in Long Beach, there's the R.M.S.
Queen Mary and Howard Hughes' giant
wooden seaplane, the "Spruce Goose."

For one or two persons per day, cottages
at the Seal Beach Inn are $72; room; over-
looking the garden courtyard, $85; carriage
parlours, $95; and royal villas, $120. Addi-
tional guests pay $7 per day. There is no air-
conditioning. The proprietors feel that ocean
breezes take the place of air-conditioning,
but fans are available.

Included is a continental buffet breakfast

with freshly squeezed orange juice, fresh

travel

fruit, cheese, Viennese or French roast cof-
fee and just-out-of-the-oven bakery. You eat
in a bright, cozy tearoom or on a flower-
laden patio next to the pool.

One of their specialties is beer bread by a
doting cook, Meta Sloan, from the north of
Germany. And then there are the apple and
blueberry strudels, poppyseed and pineapple
cakes, pumpkin bread. croissants, muffins.
tarts and on and on. Each day something
else tantalizes the senses.

In the late afternoon, there is complimen-
tary sherry in the inn's library. The library
resembles a large, old-fashioned parlor with
its floor-to-ceiling bookcases, flowered
sofas, floor lamps, buffet with antique dish-
ware and copper kettles, and dining table
covered with a crocheted spread. A bowl of
fruit sits on the table for all to partake of.
And no need to ask for decks of cards, puz-
zles, Scrabble or other games. They're there.

THE LIBRARY'S cream-painted ceiling
has ornate, square panels made of tin which
came from a Victorian mansion. The doors

that open into the courtyard are from an
English inn. In the courtyard is a red Eng-
lish phone booth.

The Seal Beach Inn's address is 212 Fifth
Street, at the Central Avenue intersection.
To get there from Los Angeles, take freeway

605 to freeway 405 south. Turn off at the
Seal Beach Bouldevard exit and turn left

onto Seal Beach Boulevard and right onto
Pacific Coast Highway. Then turn left on
Fifth Street. For reservations, call (213) 493-
2416. The Bettenhausens guarantee space
but not a particular room.

At night, the inn is easy to spot. Twinkle

lights adorn the trees snuggling against the
two-story inn. The inn is in a residential see-
tion, but waterfront shopping and many res-
taurants are only a 10-minute walk away.

GENERALLY, THE wide and clean near-

by beach is relatively unpeopled. At the
south end is the Seal Beach Pier where the

Bettenhausens often send their fishing en-
thusiasts. Surfers go to the north end, not far
from an out-cropping of large, smooth rocks
that form a natural "pier" with a good view
of Long Beach harbor.

Seal Beach Village has had several
names. The Spanish called it Rancho Los
Alamitos, the early German settlers said
they lived in Anaheim Landing; and in the
1920s, resort developers called it Bay City.
Finally, to avoid anymore post office confu-
sion, it was named Seal Beach in honor of
the seals which come there.

Marjorie Bettenhausen says that many
guests comment on how peaceful Seal Beach
Village is and on the "love and warmth"
they feel at the inn. "As the daughter of a
missionary to China, I grew up serving peo-
ple," she said. "I believe in showing love in a
practical way. That means guests here are
to feel special."

And they do.
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The courtyard ol the Seal ach Inn ii
one of the inn's greate•t attractions. It is
a spot for a quiet coffee or a friendly
gathering. Greenery is everywhere at the
inn - 40 varieties of flowering plants,
rare vines, evergreen pear trees and a
great willowy tree, a maytensbora, that
looks like a willow and stays green all
year.

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THE PLYMOITH TOWNSHIP

Board of Trustees raised a few
evebrows and surprised a few
people when it turned down an

offer for the free use of an automobile for

its police department.
Sunshine Hondaon Ann Arbor Road in

Plymouth Township offered the township
free use of a Honda Accord for two years.
Sunshine Honda then would be able to ad-
vertise that Hondas were being used by a
police department.

When it was offered. some niembers of

the board expressed a concern that the
public might be misled into believing the
township would use the ear for regular
patrol purposes. including high-powered.
high-speed chases.

Police Chief Carl Berry told the board
he believed the car w-as not suited for that
purpose Instead. it would be used to han-
dle errands. etc Berry was asked to find
out how Honda would advertise use of the
car The matter was tabled.

A COUPLE WEEKS later, the matter
of the free auto returned to the agenda,
Sunshine Honda promised it would not
suggest in any way in its advertising that
the Honda was used as a patrol car, but
only as a police vehicle. -

After some discussion. the board voted
3-3. thus rejecting the gift. The reason
given was that the public might be misled
into thinking the car was used for heavy-
duty police purposes. and the township
didn't want to mislead the public.

Unfortunately. some members of the
hoard went beyond the limits of proper
behaviof in discussing the issue. Someone
suggested the auto dealer was involved in
some kind of "flim flam" and the town-
ship should be no part of that.

It was an unfortunate choice of words
because it carries the connotation of a con
man trying to pull off a sham.

The dealer has been, and remains, open
about the proposal and the reasons why he
tq offering it The reasons are obvious

To imply that some kind of -flim flam"
r involved was in bad taste and unbecom-

ing a public official. It comes far too close
m questioning the integrity of a local
businessman who made a good faith offer,
open and above board, which most people
would recognize as "good business." An
apology is in order

BEYOND THAT, however. the basic
argument made by the trustees is invalid.

television and Congress receive lower
confidence ratings from the American
public, according to the National Opinion
Research Center

The result of the poll is a sad commen-
tary in itself And an ironic one.

WITH THE exception of federal gov-
prnment executives over whom the public
has little control, the public is in a position
to greatly influence those institutions it
claims to mistrust

The fact is the public doesn't influence
them And the actions of the public might
even hint that the public speaks from both
Udes of its statistical mouth.

Consider how many hours, day after
day, the American public sits in a trance-
like state in front of a television set. But
television received a confidence rating of
only 12.7 percent.

If the public so lacks confidence in tele-
vision, why is it such a powerful foree in
our lives? Why do advertisers scurry to
pay thousands of dollars for a 30-second
spot during Dallas? Why is the video re-
corder the hottest sales item since the CB
radio?

Congress received a 10.2 percent confi-
dence rating. Significantly, the poll was
taken during a period when no major
scandal like Abscam or Watergate was in
the news.

If the public is so mistrusting of its con-
gressme why does it keep returning
them to Washington? With a term of only
two years in off¢e for a representative,
wouldn't You expect to see a tremendous
turnover rate - thanks to the public's
mistrust?

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sibility for any consequence of an adver-
rising campaign of private business. Hon-
da's assurance it would not claim the
Honda was used as a patrol car should
have been sufficient. Honda itself cannot
be responsible for what individuals "might
imply" or for the "inferences" others
might draw,

Clearly, the township should not be con-
cerned with someone gullible enough to
believe that a small car powered by a
snial] engine can be used in high-speed
police chases.

The township buys many products with-
out any assurance that the vendor might
use that transaction· in its advertising.
Burroughs Corp. might advertise the fact
the township s police department will use
its super computer. Burroughs certainly
will not appear before the township trus-
tees to get advance approval of the adver-
tising campaign.

General Motors or Ford Motor might
get the bids to furnish patrol cars for the
new police department and might use that
fact in its promotions. But the township
board will not have the chance to 'screen''
those advertisements and ponder over
their acceptability.

Honda alone is accountable for the ad-
vertising claims it makes. The assurance
given the township board was enough.
Turning down free use of the car because
of concerns about Honda's advertise-
ments, and what implications may be
drawn, was a foolish discussion and a bad
decision.

FOR THOSE trustees who are em-
ployed by American auto makers, the dis-
cussion bordered on a conflict of interest.
An employee of Ford Motor Co. should not
have voted on accepting free use of a
competitor's ear after basing that vote on
the advertising merits that would result

The fact that the gift was a promotional
advantage to Honda should have prompt-
ed all trustees employed in the automo-
tive field to be cautious. A trustee in such
a compromising position should have con-
sidered abstaining from voting and (its-
cussion, or at least refraining from dis-
cussion. To lead the discussion was not us-
ing good sense.

The board needs to reconsider the
rightful role of government and the role of
private enterprise. and realign its place in
society Right now, trustees are a bit out
of whack.

A survey commissioned by the Ameri-
can Society of Newspaper Editors has
some answers about what readers want -
but again. the survey delivers a mixed
message

For example, the readers were critical
of editors who are preoccupied with na-
tional and international news. Yet readers
said they wanted more explanation, more
information, more background and more
maps concerning such news - but report-
ed briefly

Readers, the survey found, want more
local news But they always seem to have
a perception that the other side of town
gets more coverage than their side, that
the other high school team in town gets
more ink than their team.

Readers complain that community cal-
endars seem to favor some organizations
and disregard others.

THERE'S NO doubt the press can do a
better job than it does. But can it ever
satisfy a public that applies double stand-
ards? How can a newspaper report crimes
that occur in no one's neighborhood?

Maybe we want to believe that our
neighborhood is crime-free, our congress-
man beyond reproach and our television
selections of impeccable taste. Yet we all
gain some ghoulish satisfaction reading
about a judge on the take, a politician ar-
rested on morals charges or a minister
dipping into the church till.

So the next time I read a survey about
the lack of public confidence in the press,
Ill know you weren't talking about us.
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WELL, THE BROADCASTING waters
have been muddied even more with the
advent of cable television.

Some thought cable would spell the end
of struggling public television. But luckily
for the likes of Channel 56, cable is having
its own problems.

And for those of us who believe that

public television is an important element
in the broadcasting industry, this is a
week of celebration. Yet another auction

week will be in full swing until Saturday.
Viewers are responding, casting a vote for
an ideal in broadcasting. Goal is $822,700.

Sure, the worn transmission facilities

are something less than desired. The
hoped-for alleviation of the annoying re-
ception problems proved less than sue-
cessful. That new antenna didn't make

Channel 56 ghosts and gobling leave the
screen.

But public television & still hanging in
there. The local outlet even has spawned a
national media celebrity of its own,
Dennis Wholey.

And the programming is getting better.
Public television gurus have learned that
mass appeal im't all bad, and the formats
have been loosened up accordingly.

After all, public television ts just for
that - the public.

AS MY students and I walked the
trails of Maybury State Park a couple
weeks ago, the cool, brisk wind in our
faces made us wonder if spring had
really arrived.

In the woods, the wind was not as
chilling, but we saw lingering evi-
dence of an early morning snow nur-
ry. A few scattered patches of white
contrasted with last year's brown car-
pet of leaves.

Even amidst a flurry of snow, brisk
winds and cool temperatures, we
found a sure sign of spring. From be-
neath its blanket of fallleaves, we un-
covered the green leaves, stem and
buds of an early spring wildflower -
spring beauty. The preceding warm
days of spring stimulated the growth
of this perennial spring flower.

THOUGH WE had to search for
this sign of spring, it did provide en-
couragement as we braced ourselves
against the wind.

Our hike continued along the trail,
and as we walked, the distant sound
of a familar spring arrival grew loud-
er. From a distance, the sound was
diffused, but as we came closer we
began to distinguish the individual
songs.

The source of the sound was invisi-
ble, but T knew the rapid staccato we
were hearing was the call of the

northern chorus frog. It has always
amazed me how an adult frog only
14 inches long can produce such a
loud call.

WHEN SEVERAL male frogs be-
gin courting in spring ponds, the dia
can be deafening. Each male produc-
es a call that sounds like someone

running a finger lenthwise over the
teeth of a stiff comb.

Calls are used to attract females to

the pond so mating can begin. Young
must develop in the ponds before they
dry up, so courting is very intense this
time of year.

Chorus frogs are only one species
of amphibian that will begin caning
and courting to announce the arrival
of spring. Spring peepers and Ameri-
can toads will soon follow.

The Detroit Free Press has just re-
leased a study of the extent to which
under age persons are able to purchase
alcoholic beverages. The shocking re-
suits is that more than one out of every
two stores and bars will serve under-

age customers. Those who attempted to
purchase these beverages illegally
were 20 years old. I am told that in our
community it is easy for teen-agers to
buy beer.

When I came to the suburb in which I

now live, parents stated that beer and
liquor are consumed by teens at all of
their parties. "A party is only a party
for high school kids if there is a lot of
drinking," I was told by the youth. I did
not want to believe that this was true.

Now I believe that with a few excem
tions it is the rule.

We treat teen-age drinking as though
it is an individual problem. It is an indi-
vidual problem, but it is primarily a
social problem. It has become part of
the fabric of teen life. Often parents,
school officials, police and those who
sell the beverages to under age persons
look the other way.

Parents try to control their children
but the social pressures are great. One
of the most difficult parts for patents
is that they often do not know the par-

ents of their child's friends. If they do
know them they do not know their atU-
tude toward teen drinking.

THE AMAZING THING is that there

seems to be no arena in which this issue

is being considered and addressed by
parents. When parents find that their
children have been drinking, it is an
embarrassment. Sometimes it is even

risky to call the parents of another
youth who has been involved. At this

point, there is often only an atmos-
phere of accusation and defense. It
seems better to many to keep quiet.

Some parents try to keep their youth
from situations where drinking goes on
among teens. This is almost impossible,
and it has its costs. Other youth say
that this does not prevent those£ with
protective parents from drinking.
"Their parents just don't know what

their kids are doing," they say. Stiff
penalties for drunk driving do not ad-
dress the larger problem.

When I grew up, this was not as cen-
tra] a problem. The neighborhood was
stable. People knew most of the other
families around them. Cars were less
available to youth. Alcoholle beverages
could not be easily bought by youth.
High school parties wer not so domi-
nated by drinking. But the one greatest
influence I felt was that the parents
would most likely talk to each other if
something out of line was discovered.

There is no substitute for parental in-
volvement. This must again become
the key to the containment of under
age drinking.

THERE IS NO excuse for not track-

ing down the stores which sell to youth.
Easy access to alcohol must be

underage personn who buy. The article
tells of clerks who refused to sell bee¢

to underage persons yet who advised
the customers where they could buy it.
Youth in our community say it is easy
to buy beer. The Free Press study sub-
stantlates this.

Where does the answer lie? I believe

that there is no subsUtute for the inter-

action of parents in this problem.
Where they can find the arena to do
this I cannot sea We will probably nev-
er again live in stable communities,
where most everyone knows the others ,
who live around them.

pal'ts who knowingly or unknow-
ingly have teen drinking parties on:
their property need to be penalized. Po-
lice need to have the authority to warn '
homeowners and motel owners of their

responsibility in aiding the delinquency
of minors. The extent and seriousness

of the probelm must be recognized.
Such changes must be addressed.

term strategy. In order for a Timing
Service to produce results superior lo
that which would be expected under
Case 2, the market must experience
several wide gyrations, so the Timing
Service can get in and out of the mar-
ket to take advantage of low prices
prevailing at the respective market
troughs.

Here is how it works. When the mar-
ket approaches the peak, the Timing
Service liquidates your mutual fund in-

vestment and parks it temporarily" in
the money market fund.

While your fund does earn short-
term interest, the objective is to keep
the money there until the market has
reached a trough The Timing Service
then withdraws the money from the
money market fund and fully Invests in
the mutual fund.

This step can result in a sizeable im-
provement in investment returns, as is
demonstrated in the following hypo-
thetical illustration·

the same ($10}. A buy-and-hold strategy
would therefore be a complete failure.

A timing strategy, however, has paid
off handsomely, since you have quadru-
Ned the value of your investment. Al-
though the numbers are purely hype-
thetical, and rarely does a Timing Ser-
vice ever produce such dramatic re-
suits, this example does represent the
concept of timing.

T HOMAS HEARNS is a championUnderstand that first. But also

understand that, outside the metro

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Taming the shrew: Production brings out elements
that would delight common folk

Director Jeff Nahan brings out the
lusty, rollicking energy of 'Taking of
the Shrew" in the Actors Alliance The-
atre Company's production of Shake-
speare's comedy.

Nahan puts "Shrew" squarely where
Shakespeare intended it - as a play to
please the rowdy common folk and not
just the more thoughtful upper classes.
His direction of the fine Actors Alli-
ance production clearly favors the ro-
bust preferences of ordinary people
over intellectuals and would have set
the earthy folk in the pits at the old
Globe Theatre of Shakespeare's time to
stomping their feet and roaring ap-
proval at the double entendre and the
gymnastic energy of the cast.

Nahan's casting is inspired. Players
represent the laughable gamut of hu-
manity with masterly precision. The
rotund Jonathon Round comes off well

as the overwrought father of two
daughters, demure sweety-pie Bianca,
played excellently by Nicole Hakim,
and «the shrew" of the title, a holy ter-
ror named Kate that Annette DePetris

plays superbly.
Baptista refuses to allow Bianca to

marry until her older daughter, the for-
midable Kate, is married off. Luckily
Petruchio (Glen Allen Pruet) arrives in
town and Bianca's other suitors con-
vince him to woo Kate. Petruchio is a

swashbuck.ling devil hungry for Kate's

ample dowry and equal to the task of
taming her to get it. With a leer in his
eye and the astuteness of a grass-roots
psychologist, Petruchio sets to the task.

TO THE DELIGHTED consternation
of his friends and his father-in-law, he
succeeds in making Kate bow to his au-
thority.

Kate is no woman to be tamed by
words alone, though they be those of
Shakespeare the master, and the Ae-
tors Alliance production is no parade of
words, but a veritable gymnastics
event with abundant pratfalls, somer-
saults, and slinging of rebellious wom-
en over the shoulder cave-man style.
The physicalness of the acting is a plea-
sure that is only occasionally overdone.

Modern playgoers relish arguing how
Shakespeare intended us to interpret
Kate's capitulaUon. There's the femin-
ist version which says Kate is a tough
survivor in a masculine world and she

shrewdly learns to use doeile obedienee
to get what she wants. The tradiUonal
(do I hear chauvinist?) view maintains
that Kate comes to accept the wisdom
that the husband must be master over

his household just as the soverign must
rule the realm or the captain command
his ship if there is to be peace and pros-
perity.

Just how much tongue in cheek is in
Kate's "Lord and Master" speech in Act

V becomes the perennial question in
'Taming of the Shrew."

No question that there's plenty of ro-
bust tongue-in-cheek in the abundant
puns in Shakespeare's comedy and in
Jeff Nahan>s clever casting. In Shake-
speare's time women's parts were
played by young men. Nahan, in an in-
triguing reversal of this tradition, casts
a woman, capable Irene Schweyer, in
the male role of Petruchio's agile
young servant, Grumio.

Nahan builds well on Shakespeare's
balance of characters. Lucentio, a spa-
cey, love-struck young aristocrat
played by David Radford, needs the
practical smarts of his servant, Tranio,
to pull off an identity switch and woo
Bianca. Wayne David Parker is a light-
hearted and lightfooted pleasure as Lu-
centio's quick, agile servant, Tranio.
Lucentio's other servant, the big lout,
Biondello, well played by Charles A.
Greenia, rounds out the characteriza-
tions.

JOHN MICHAEL Manfredi plays
Hortensio who woos and weds a

wealthy widow (Jeanne Taylor) when
he sees he cannot have Bianca. He's a

practical man content to marry money

The furnace was operated 1870-1877
hy the Bay Furnace Co. and supported
the community of Onoto.

The furnace was strategically locat-
rd between the orp mines to the west

Lakes Nearby were hardwood forests
with an almost limitless fuel supply.
Anoto and the company were destroyed
by fire in 1877, and only the crumbling
ruins of the furnace remain.

The pyramid shaped furnace is 35
feet square at the base As recommend-
ed by the architect, a fence has been
put around the furnace to keep sight-
srers away from the loose stones, some
of which are 3 feet by 3 feet by 3 feet.

Some of the big stones have also
been secured in place. A covering over
the existing structure, to protect it
from the elements, 19 still to come.

Backlighting adds drama
How many times have you been ready to take a

picture only to find yourself inadvertently moving
your position to get the sun blasting directly into
the subject?

Unfortunately, many photographers are under
the false impression that full, frontal lighting is a
must and that they must take advantage of every
light ray available.

The result is pictures of squinty-eyed people with
harsh shadows in their faces. These unflattering
shots frequently end up forgotten in the bottom of a
drawer.

FULL FRONTAL lighting is, of course, not nec-
essary. On the contrary, doing the reverse - a
complete 180 degree reverse - and placing the sun
behind the subject can give pleasing and often dra-
matic results.

Backlighting creates a bright edge or rim around
the subject. It tends to separate it from the back-
ground Backlighting, especially when shining
through a soft mist or filtering through trees, will
produce sparkling and translucent results.

Remember to shield the lens from the direct rays
of the sun. If you don't, internal reflections and
glare may be recorded on the film.

Using a lens hood or shading the lens with your
hand will solve this potential problem.

When photographing people using backlighting,
you must pay special attention to exposure. A
bright background will tend to trick the camera's
meter and you'll underexpose the picture, resulting
in too dark a subject.

TO OVERCOME this, move in close to your sub-
ject and take a meter reading. Then, move back to
your original position and use this reading to ex-
pose the shot.

Remember, too, that 'fill-in" flash will add span
kle and life to your subject's face while maintaining
all of the advantages of backlighting.

Proper exposure for using "fill-in" flash is easy
to obtain. Double the guide number of your flash
unit and divide this number by the pre-determined
f-stop of the scene to be photographed (make sure
the shutter speed is correct for flash synchroniza-
tion).

The answer will be the number of feet you should
place yourself from the subject to get a pleasing
fill-in" effect.

In my next column, I'll take backlighting one
step further and tell you how you can easily obtain
truly dramatic backlit photographs that will bring
you acclaim from your family and friends.
