Announcement of Republic Airlines'
recent decision to locate a regional
ticket reservation center in Livonia has
met with mixed reaction from Ply ni-
outh community leaders.

The center, to be built by Aug. i at
the Six Mile-Haggerty intersection, is
part of a massive, two-part expansion
and hiring project now under way at
Republic, one of the largest airlines
serving the metropolitan Detroit area

When completed, the project is ex-
pected to create an estimated 1,200
new jobs for many low-income and
unemployed workers m western Wayne
County.

Nine-hundred of those jobs will be at
the airport, the remaining 300 in Livo-
nia Another 1,000 workers are expect
ed to be transferred into the [)etrolt
area from other Republic operations in
Georgia and Michigan

'I wa a bit disappointed we didn't get
the ohportunity to make a presentation
to the *ompany in regard to site
location.'

Republic's move to Livonia hinges on
tonight's expected rezoning of 22 acres
owned by Farmington Hills developer
James Blain. Blain, in turn, will sell
eight of the rezoned acres to Republic
for its one-story, 54,000«ware-foot
reservations center.

"IF WE don't act, the center goes
someplace else, said John Nagy, Livo·-
nia's city planner. UWe indicated a will-
ingness to accelerate the rezoning pro-
Tess. We aggressively pursued Repub-
lic."

Nagy and Livonia Mayor Edward H.
MeNamara heavily lobbied Republic to
build its center in Livonia. Other sites
under consideration were in Taylor,
Monroe and Westland.

The center is a consolidation of Re-
public's East Coast ticket servicing op-
erations, now based in Atlanta.

In a reversal of a business exodus to
the South now plaguing the state, many
Atlanta-based employees will be of-
fered transfers to Livonia onee the cen-
ter is built.

lon according to Greg Pitoniak, man-

aging director of the Wayne County
Economic Development Corp.

"For Livonia to offer industrial reve-
nue bonds or tax abatement, state law
says that W 20 or more jobs are shifted,
the 'losing' city must consent," Pito-
niak said.

Tuesdae Taylor gave its permission
for the airline to transfer up to 200 em-
ployees out of the downriver communi-
ty. The airline needed the city's per-
mission in order to get industrial reve-
nue bonds or tax abatement in Livonia.

THE BOARD of the Wayne EDC
gave unanimous approval recently to a
resolution of inducement - the first
step in the authorization of industrial
development bonds.

Also offered as an inducement was a
$ 1.5 million Wayne County Private In-
dustry Council (PIC) grant to pay train-
ing costs

An ordinance designed to regulate
the sale of Kerns and precious metals in
Plymouth Township will be up for final
approval at Tuesday night's trustee
meeting

If passed, the ordinance will require
all precious metal and gem dealers to
obtain a certificate of registration be-
fore conducting business in the town-
ship.

Licenseel dealers then would have to
report all precious metal and gem
transactions to the police department.
The ordinance is being sought by Police

Chief Carl Berry.
Maintaining records of precious item

transactions is needed to help police in
tracking stolen property, according to
Berry.

"Livonia has had an ordinance like
this on the books for some time and the
City of Plymouth recently enacted
one,'' Berry said at the first reading
last month.

Besides recording transactions, deal-
ers would be required to hold a preci-
ous item for 10 working days before
altering or selling it. This would allow
officers to review the item in the event
they believe it is stolen, according to
Berry

ALSO PROHIBITED by the ordi-

nance would be receiving or purchas-
ing a precious item from anybody who
is less than 18 or is known to the dealer
to have been convicted of theft or pos-
session of stolen property within the
preceding five years.

A majority of the proposed ordi-
nance language was derived from a
state law aimed at the same thing, ac-
cording to Brian James, township at-
torney

The reason why we need a township
ordinance addressing the same thing is
that the state has assigned it the lowest
priority for licensing," James said at
the first reading

Under a township ordinance, viola
ton would be prosecuted through thf
township attorney's office. Prosecu
tion, under the state law, is left up k
the county prosecutor, James said.

The board is expected to approve the
ordinance at the meeting, which staru
at 7:30 p.m. in the meeting room at
Township Hall, the corner of Ann Arbor
Road and Mill Street.

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Canton loses one of its 'founding fathers'

zur

News of Bart Berg's death Friday
prompted an outpouring of warm
words and high praise from Canton of-
ficials and community leaders, and
from Berg's many friends and admir-
ers.

Berg, 73, died in Ypsilanti's Beyer
Memorial Hospital after suffering
heart trouble in recent months.

In 44 years in Canton Township,
Berg touched the lives of many. A firm
believer in personally contributing to
the betterment of his community, the
Menominee native was a key player in
the establishment and development of
the Canton Township Planning Com-
mission, the Canton Chamber of Com-
merce, the Canton Historical Society,
the Canton Rotary Club, Canton's
Sesquicentennial Committee and nu-
merous other organizations.

He was elected to the Wayne County
charter commission that proposed the
position of chief executive several
years ago. A Republican, Berg unsuc-
cessfully ran for the offices of state
senator and township treasurer earlier
in his career.

He was a charter member and an
elder of Dearborn's Cherry Hill United
Presbyterian Church and an elder of
Westminster Presbyterian Church in
Ann Arbor.

Among his many accomplishments
was the establishment in 1949 of na-
tional Mental Health Week, designated
by President Harry Truman who met
personally with Berg, who proposed
and garnered nationwide support for
the idea.

Several township leaders shared
their thoughts about Bart Berg with the
Observer Friday:

State Rep. James Kosteva, D-Can-
ton: "We've lost a good friend.

"Bart took community organizations
like the Rotary, Chamber and the Jay-
cees, brought them out of the dark and
on to stable ground. He was one of the
principal factors operating for organ-
izations in the community.

"If Canton had a Mt. Rushmore, we'd
have to sculpt his face next to (the late
Canton Clerk) John Flodin's. We've lost
two of our 'founding fathers,' so to

Mary Dingeldey, Canton Sesquicen-
tennial Committee chairperson and
community leader: "Up until the last
minute, Bart was wheeling and dealing.
A lot of times he was unorthodox in his
approach. He'd say, 'Don't ask and then
they don't say no. Just get it done.'

"He used to holler at me because I

had a bad temper. I didn't like him
when I first met him working with the
Chamber. We laughed about that later.
He used to teach me that I needed to
'Step on someone's toes without mess-

1 4
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ing up their shine.'
"He was a little like John Flodin. He

had an excellent sense of humor. He
was a scrapper and a street fighter. He
was a never-ending source for anything
you needed to know.

"I don't kno, anyone who didn't like
Bart Berg. The ones who didn't, didn't
know him. I loved that man."

Robert Padget, Clatoo tristee. Bart
was a very close friend and a man
whom I respected, liked and admired. I
valued his advice. Bart was a rare indi-
vidual who more than most had the ta-
cility for getting things done. What was
somewhat unique about him was not
only did he get things done, but he
didn't really care who got the credit for
it

"He made a lot of very, very valu-
able contributions. He's what brought
the Historical Society· the last few

Two
years later he married the hostess/cashier at
Bart's Fish and Chips, Bonnie McEwen, who "did
everything except mop the floor."

Even then, Berg had a long history of contribut-
ing to his community Born of personal tragedy in
1946, his idea of establishing a national mental
health week took hold

Dearborn held the first Mental Health Week
shortly after Easter 1947 In 1948, it was eelebrat-
ed statewide, and in April 1949, President Harry S.
Truman who mel personally with Berg - pro-
claimed the first national week for mental health
Every state participated, and it was largely
through the efforts of Berg, who wrote to all 48
state governors and to every state junior chamber
of commerce

Within six months, 23 governors, including Earl
Warren of California, Adlai Stevenson of Illinois,
Thomas E. Dewey of New York and Frank Lausche
of Ohio, had announced their support for the move-
ment.

IT WAS BERG'S self-appointed task as officer of
the national, state and local mental health associa-
lions to keep people mindful of the mentally 111
when he toured the country as co-chairman of the
US Jayeee Public Health Committee.

"I think I was the first one to coin the phrase, 'the
warehousing of human souls,' " Berg said in a 1981
interview

"I wanted to see more treatment for these people
instead of merely segregating and housing them. I
wanted better understanding and better care," add-
ed Berg, who said his biggest battles were fought
againlt fear and Ignorance.

Berg, who'd also been active with the Dearborn
and Belleville Rotary Clubs, put his experience and
talent to work in Canton.

He was instrumental in founding Canton's Cham-
ber of Commerce, which he served as program
chairman, and the Canton Rotary. His Involvement
with Rotary International dates back almoit 50
years, according to Bonnie Berg.

commission, Bart was the one who said our town-
ship needed it so we could grow in the right diree- -
tion," said Mrs. Berg.

"Supervisor Phil Dingeldey, and (longtime Can-
ton Clerk) John Flodin said, 'Well, yes, we should
have it,' and appointed him. He served on it for 20
years.

"BART'S PHILOSOPHY in life was always to
leave something behind so that people will know
you have walked here Do things for other people,"
she said.

Berg followed his own advice. He used to say he'd
been "retired, but tired for the last two years." Yet
Berg was busy with community activities right up
to the end. He was to have met last Friday at
Wayne State University with representatives from
the Michigan Historical Commission whfh ts or-
ganizing the state's sesquicentennial celebration.

"They wanted to know what we had done with
Canton's sesquicentennial and with our own histori-
cal society," said Mrs. Berg. Because of Berg's ef-
forts, a Historical Commission official 18 to address
an upcoming Canton Historical Society meeting
and show an acclaimed film on the Milliken years.
Last summer, despite political opposition, Berg and
Canton's Roy Schultz erected a pavilion to house
antique farm implement.8 at the historical museum.

One of Berg's last wishes is to reach fruition,
thanks to the Canton Sesquieentennial Committee.

"The next thing on his agenda was to start desig-
nating atl the centennial homes in Canton with
yardmarkers and bronze plaques," said Mn. Berg.
"We have a lot of wonderful people in this area,
some of whom have been here for 75 years, yet
you'd never know they were here. They stick to-
gether, and those are the kinds of people Bart
thought should be recognized."

At a sesquicentennial get-together Wednesday
evening, the committee donated 12,500 to Berg'a
project.

"It's one of the things he would be proudest of,"
said Mary Dingeldey, sesquicentennial committee
chairperson. "I hope now the plaques can be en-
graved in memory of hlm. If anyone else did on
purpose what Bart did by accident, they'd be doing
more than their share. We're really going to miss
him."

Plymouth Township Supervisor Mau-
rice Breen, also vice chairman of the
PIC, said the money only can be used
for training workers from the Wayne
County PIC service area, which ex-
cludes downriver and Detroit.

This is something that has been in
existence for some time/' Breen said
Friday, in regard to Republic's an-
nouncement "The applications have
been available for a month now "

Although he is pleased Republic is 10-
cating close to Plymouth Township,
Breen isn't totally happy with the way
things were handled.

I was a bit disappointed we didn't
get the opportunity to make a presenta-
tion to the company in regard to site

location," he said.

Likewise, Plymouth City Manager
Henry Graper said he wasn't provided
the opportunity to discuss locations
with Republic. The city manager said
Plymouth probably doesn't have a site
to land the projeet but he "would have
liked to assist Maurie in getting them
in the township."

REPUBLIC FIRST tried to buy land
for its center from Schoolcraft College.
College President Richard McI)owell
said the school had no policy set at the
time for the sale of college land, so Re-
public turned its eyes southward to the
Six Mile-Haggerty development.
»They had a fast time line, and we

couldn't get a study of the college's
land done fast enough," McI)owell said.

The inability for Schooleraft College
to act quickly enough in selling some of
its land apparently led Republic to the
other site. The airline first considered
land on the extreme southeast part of
the college, close to the I-275 intersee-
tion.

"The (college) land was not on the
tax rolls," Nagy said. 'Republic would
have developed it and put it on the tax
rolls. The site would have had little im-
pact on nearby areas. It's low and mar-
shy."

McI®well said Republic contacted
the college on Thursday and wanted an
answer the following week. He said the

airline made no proposal or gave a
dollar figure."

"They were on a faster Ume line
than we were able to meet," McI)owell
said. "We couldn't release land we
might need later on. The needs of the
college come first."

Pitoniak said the airline's fast build-
ing plans were due to the company's
decision in early March to close down
its Atlanta operations.

"They gave notice to the employees
in Atlanta and that creates a morale
problem," Pitoniak said. 'When your
primary sales people are reservation
clerks and their morale is low, it af-
fects sales. So they must move quickly.
Every day of delay costs them money.
They picked Livonia because of its will-

ingness to act swifly and not be bureau-
cratic."

IN WHAT Nagy called the fastest ap-
proval process he has ever seen in the
city, the Livonia City Council has
called tonight's special session to OK
the rezoning and set the wheels in
moUon for tax and financing aid for
Republic.

The airline hopes to get site plan ap-
proval from the city Wednesday and
begin digging in the ground at its new
site Thursday.

"This is the fastest building process
I've ever seen here," said an exhausted
Nagy, who had been scouting out possi-
ble sites in the city ever since Republic

expressed interest in moving there a
few weeks ago.

"We promised them an accelerated
process and a willingness to accommo-
date them."

Livonia Council President Robert
Bishop said he saw no major obstacle
to the rezoning or to Republic getting
site plan approval.

City's rooted in tree program

Cartoonist captures the politicians

The greening of Plymouth will be
celebrated as Arbor Week gets under
way Monday. Public tree-planting cer-
emonies at several schools and the
planting of trees along Main Street will
commemorate the week.

Arbor Day ceremonies will be held
at 9 a.m Monday at Smith Elementary
School, 10 a.m. at East Middle School,
and 11 a.m at Central Middle School.
The city also is planning to plant
Moraine Locust and Crimson King

trees Tuesday along Main Street.
Officially proclaimed a holiday in

1883 by the state of Nebraska, Arbor
Day commemorates the birthday of
Sterling Morton. Morton, a former De-
troiter who pioneered his way to Ne-
braska in the 1850s, popularized the
tradition of planting trees.

Encountering flat, treeless land in
Nebraska, Morton started planting
trees around his home. In 1872, he used
his influence as editor of the first
Nebraskan newspaper to initiate a
drive in which one million trees were
planted.

Eventually, other states adopted the
Arbor Day tradition.

IN RECOGNITION for year-round
tree planting and preservation activi-
ties, Plymouth has received a plague
from Tree City, U.S.A., the "home" of
Arbor Day in Nebraska.

To receive recognition, the city has
to spend $1 per capita on a forestry
program, establish tree ordinances,
and must hold a public tree-planting.

The mayor also must appoint a tree
board. Plymouth's board consists of
DPW Director Ken Vogras, Recreation

Director Chuck Skene, City Commis-
sioner Mary Childs, and resident Jack
Wilcox.

Plymouth is in its fourth year of
making trees available to residents.
For $25 the city will plant a tree any-
where in the city between the street
and the sidewalk, then fertilize and
trim it. More than 100 trees were
planted last year.

"Besides adding value to property,
trees add beauty to the community as a
whole," Childs said.

Vogras stressed fall planting for res-
idents interested in trees.

WHEN GOLD DOESN'T WORK

Readers of this column know that in rheu-
matoid arthritis, aspirin is the first choice of
treatment. If asplrln alone doesn't provide
control, then gold is added. However, if joint
pain, swelling, loss of mobility and undue
fatigue continue, it means that gold has failed.

There are a number of drugs that can take
its place. These alternatives usually are not
used before gold because they are not as safe
or reliable in their effect. The most popular
alternative is penicillamine, a drug that is
distantly related to the antiblotic penlcIllin but
does not share any of Its uses or allergies.
Other drugs that ar/ Instituted when gold fails
Include a number of anti-cancer medications

such as methotrexate, cytoxan, and azathlop-
rine. These agents are used cautlously as their
side effects include hair loss, prolonged nau-
sea, and profound white blood cell loss.

Keep In mind that gold or its alternatives do
not replace aspirin, it remains the foundation
upon which other therapy Is adapted or ad-
ded.

My previous column touched on ma-
jor developments in Plymouth Town-
ship since Maurice Breen became su-
pervisor in 1980.

Other achievements during his ad-
ministration include: the installation, in

1982, of an automated telephone sys-
tenn at Township Hall. the computer-
ization of voter registration, water bill-
ing and accounting practices, and the
consolidation of rubbish removal ser-
vices which cut township residents
costs in half.

In 1983, a water and sewer building
was constructed, a system of Neighbor-
hood Watch groups was implemented,
and a township newsletter begun In
1984, building activity in the town§hip
was promoted when an Economic De-
velopment Corp. was established.

ASIDE FROM contracting with the
City of Plymouth for police service,
Plymouth Township is engaged in other
joint activities.

The local court system, senior citizen
programs and the recent addition to
the Dunning-Hough Library are all
joint township and city projects.

Other examples of shared services
are. the electrical inspections per-
formed by the township's building de-
partment for the cities of Plymouth
and Northville. the contract which the
township has with Canton Township for
heating and plumbing inspections, a
first paid fire chief came in the 1960s

THE POPULATION of Plymouth
Township has more than tripled in the
past 25 years.

The figure was 2,270 10 1940; 4,945 in,
1950, 8,364 in 1960 and about 26,000 in
1985.

Meantlme, the City of Plymouth,
which hao Men a remarkable growth in
commercial estabbhments during re-
cent years, has been growing smaller
in terms of thoR who live within its
boundaries. In 1970, the city had a pop-
ulaUon of 11,758. Today the figure is
barely 10,000.

There are many in the township who
would like it to stay the way it is -
primarily a residential community
with plenty of open spaces and pleasant
surroundings.

But the ideal often clashes with real-
ity. The growth pattern was probably
set just prior to World War II when in-
dustry began to move in.

Today, the township is a mix of man-
ufacturing, commercial and residential
areas Four manufacturing plants are
among the top taxpayers in the town-
ship, which has a current tax rate of 4.3
mills.
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The ten largest township taxpayers,
in order of their contribution to the tax
coffers, are: Ford, Burroughs, Spartan
Stores, the Plymouth Hilton Hotel,
Plymouth Industrial Center (the old
Evans Products complex), Federal
Pipe and Steel, Howmet Turbine Com-
ponents Corp., Plymouth Heritage
Apartments, LakePointe Apartments,
and·the K mart Corp.

The challenge today, says Supervisor
Breen, is to use available land for man-
ufacturing, commercial and residential
purposes in such a way that the com-
munity continues to remain attractive.
The demand for services is bound to in-
crease. The job of the town,hip board
and aministration is to provide those
services at the lowest possible tax rate.

IN ADDITION TO administering the
township, Breen has been president of
the Wayne County Association of Town-
ship Supervisors, chairman of the
Plymouth Township Economic Devel-
opment Corp., a board member of the
Wayne Metro Community Service As-
sociation, and a member of the Wayne
County Association of Assessing Offi-
cers.

Breen chaired the District Court Ad-
visory Committee that got the district
courthouse built at no tax cost to the
community. He is vice chairman of the
Wayne County Private Industry Coun-
cil, and fund administrator for the
Plymouth Township Self-insured Mu-
nicipal Risk Group.

Breen also is administrator for a $3.5
million cash advance fund for the de-
velopment of system improvements for

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the North Muron Valley/Rouge Valley
Sanitary Sewer System, and current
chairman of the Conference of Western
Wayne, a group of communities work-
ing together to improve municipal ser-
vices.

Breen was an officer of the Plym-
outh Jayeees from 1962 to 1968, and
currently holds memberships in the
Elks, Knights of Columbus, Plymouth
AMVETS, and the Plymouth Kiwanis
Club.

His wife, Mary, is assistant principal
at Livonia Stevenson High School and
also is a member of the Board of Trus-
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tea of Schoolcraft College.
The Breens met at Wayne State Uni-

versity. The names of their three
grown children - Melinda, Maurice
and Moira - prompt one to wonder
whether Maurie and Mary were raised
on M & Ms.

years to what it is today. While you and
I sat figuring out how to work around
regulations, he just got it done. He nev-
er asked someone why not, be just put
his head down and did it.

"Bart was the epitome of volunteer
effort in the community. He was al-
ways there - involved, helping and
leading the way. He was not eloquent in
his approach or manner, just effecUve.
That's a lot more important.

"Another thing - you and I, all uf us
kind of separate our lives into com-

partments - our business life, family

life, and community life. With Bart, it
wasn't that way. He just got up in the
morning and worked hard all day long
at whatever had to be done, whether it
was a community activity, his business
or his family. In Bart's life, everything
was all entwined together - kind of a
nice way to live."

Ikren Bennett, Canton truitee: "Bart

will be remembered with the greatness
and vitality that he tackled every prob-
lem with. When everyone else was
ready to say something could not be
done, Bart would always prove them
wrong. He was really the driving force

in the renovation and opening of the
Historical Museum.

"More than anyone else, he was one
of the prime movers and shakers of
Canton Township. Canton is today *at
Bart chose to make it.

"One of the reasons I'm in politics
today is because of the respect I had
for him and wanting to follow in his
footsteps. While he was a commission
member, I attended a planning com-
mission meeting held in the fire station
before the existing township hall was
even dreamt of.

"In 1980, I was considering whether I

There were times when I'd say to him,
'Bart, we're going to have a hard time
doing this or that.' He'd say, 'John, the

Let's go abead and get it
done.' And we'd go do it. I gue- Iome
of that has rubbed off on atl of us."

Roy Sckult:, Historical Society treas-
irer. "Bart just worked his head off. He
built the shelter for the Historical Com-

mission's farm tools, even though he
received initial resistance from the
Board of Trustees. After it was com-

pleted there were many compliments
from the board. When he was deter-

mined to have something, he would put
his foot down until it happened. He
knew the (political) ropes and wouldn't
take no for an answer."

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Surprise! Students Pita bread fan? Make it yourself
are in good shape
College students often miss meals,

j rely on snack foods and have a limit-
ed amount of money to spend on food,
but they are in surprisingly good

5 shape nutritionally, according to a
dietitian at Penn State.

'When some poeple think of college
students, they envision young people
living on black coffee while studying
late at night in the library," said Mar-
tha Harveywebster, a registered diet-
itian at the Nutrition Information and

Resource Center in Penn State Uni=

versity's College of Human Develop-
ment.

"The lifestyle of the college student
can make it difficult to eat properly,"
she said. "But most research indi-

cates that college students are getting
i the recommended daily allowance of

most nutrients."
She said students do follow an

unhealthy trend typical of the rest of
the United State population: They
consume large amounts of sodium.

"College-age males in one 1983
study were found to have an alarm-
ingly high intake of sodium," said
Harveywebster. "The females in the
same study had high levels of sodium

' in their diet as well."

£ Convenience foods such as bologna
1 and frozen TV dinners, as well as sal-

ty snacks, account for much of the so-
dium in college students' diets, she

 said.
"I'M ALSO concerned that the

i -

number-one snack for students is car-

bonated soft drinks," said the Penn
State nutritionist."Students tend to
substitute soft drinks for more nutri-

tious beverages, such as fruit juices
or milk. College-age women especial-
ly need the calcium that milk can
provide."

Harveywebster, who has counseled
students at Penn State's Nutrition

Clinic, said many of the questions she
receives - from both male and

female students - concern weight
control. She also frequently hears
from students who are athletes.

"Those who run 40 miles a week

and those who run a mile a day both
want to know what their diet should

be," she said.

"Most students know they should
eat from the basic four food groups
each day, but beyond that their
knowledge is limited. They often don't
know whether they're getting enough
of various nutrients, and why each nu-
trient is important."

For students who suspect their
diets may be less than healthy, the
Penn State nutritionist suggested
keeping a record of what they eat for
a few days. "Count how many serv-
ings you get from each food group
each day.

"If you're concerned about your
diet, you can get help from a profes-
sional nutritionist. The nutrition de-

partment at your college or universi-
ty is often a good place to start."

Pita bread, once recognizable only in
Middle Eastern cooking, is becoming
the bread of choice for more and more
sandwich eaters. Its advocates love the

"pocket" that holds taco fillings, ham-
burgers and sandwich meats. The pock
et is formed by baking small flattish
rounds of dough at unusually high tem-
perature.

Making pita bread at home is easier
than ever.

A toll-free number has been estab-

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Entertain this weekend and not from the kitchen
If planning meals for weekend guests

becomes more frustration than fun,
more preparation than participation, it
becomes a chore rather than a plea-
sure. To assure great meals without ex-
tra effort, plan appropriate dishes that
are good tasting yet not too time con-
suming or difficult to prepare.

Entertaining for the '80s is marked
by simplicity and casualness. with the
emphasis on gue.sts' comfort and enjoy-
ment.

difficult or time-consuming to prepare,
leaving the cook more time to spend
with guests. And with half of the rice
refrigerated for use later, the confident
cook is assured of another superior
meal to come.

This "dividend" rice makes a super
Tuna and Vegetable Brown Rice Salad
when combined with vegetables, tuna
and bottled Italian-style salad dressing.
Serve it for lunch or a light supper lat-
er in the weekend.

A real plus for weekend cooks is that
the rice can be prepared up to three
days ahead and refrigerated until need-
ed. To serve warm, simply combine the
rice and 2 tablespoons of liquid per cup
of rice in a saucepan. Cover and heat
for about 5 minutes. Reheating in the
microwave oven is easy too. Spoon rice
into a microwave-safe container: cover
and microwave on HIGH (100 percent
power) about 14 minutes per cup of
rice.

"I knew she wanted to go back to school,
and we were kind of interested."

BRYCE'S 'INTEREST" has turned into a
genuine find. It's been 9 years since Taylor
played fast pitch softball (since there is no
longer a pro league, the NCAA has granted her 2
years ot elgibility), but she's readapted as if it
were yesterday.

In 1976, she joined the Travelers. The team
played more than 100 games - losing most of
them - in its only season, but Taylor hit .325
and was named to the league's all-star team.

After that came an assortment of other jobs,
marriage to her husband, Bill, and two
daughters Christy, 5, and Mikki, 2.

In 1980. Taylor became the Adams' softball
and volleyball coach. She kept that position until
1983, when she was replaced because she wasn't
a teacher in the school district.

"That," she now admits, "was one of my
incentives for going back to school "

AN OUTFIELDER. Taylor has given Bryce a
weapon hels never had at Wayne State: a left-
handed bitter. I,eft-handers are 24'h steps closer
to first base, which means a lot in a game in
which bum singles are more common, and
therefore more important, than home runs.

"She has a lot of speed," Bryce said, 'but the
big advantage for her is she can bunt That adds
about 200 points to her average.

Knee injury puts

Wagner's cage
career in peril

Bentley stops

Emily Wagner, the Livonia Lady-
wood standout who was named Miss

Basketball as the state's top player for
1984, underwent a knee operation
Thursday and will miss her freshman
season at Stanford University.

Wagner suffered the injury - to the
anterior cruciate ligament of her right
knee - during tryouts in St. Louis a
week ago Saturday for the National
Sports Festival team. Luckily for Wag-
ner, she had signed her letter of intent
to attend Stanford four days before the

injury and still will be attending the
West Coast school on a scholarship.

"We're optimistic she'll be playing
basketball in a year," said Dr. David
Collon, the head of sports medicine at
Henry Ford Hospital, who performed
30 minutes of arthroscopic surgery and
another hour of full-fledged surgery on
Wagner. Collen is also the orthopedie
surgeon for the Detroit Tigers and has
operated on Alan Trammell.

"We don't plan on her playing for
close to a year, but that's still up in the
air," said Collen. "She's got a lot of re-
habilitation ahead of her."

THE INJURY occurred just after
Wagner had survived the first cuts of
the 120 women, many of them collegi-
ans, in St. Louis for the Midwest trials.

The squad was trimmed to 40 women
and in the subsequent workout, Wag-
ner, leading a fast break of a 5-on-5
drill, pulled up in the lane, popped her
knee and fell to the ground in obvious
pain.

'lt was a Tartan surface," explained
Richard Wagner, Emily's dad, from
her bedside following the surgery. 'It's
a rubber composition. When you come
to a stop, you stop. There's no slide like

you get with tile or parquet. When you
stop, that's it. When she pulled up, her
foot stopped and her body got out
ahead of her knee."

According to her father, Emily's
scholarship is safe. "We've been in
touch with the Stanford athletic diree-

tor (Andy Geiger) and assistant athletic
director (Dick James) in the last few
days and they've been just super. Their
main concern is that she take it easy,
work on rehabilitating it and not worry
about her scholarship. It'11 be there
when she's ready. And they've offered
Stanford's facilities for her rehabilita-

tion."

IRONICALLY, Wagner, an A student
at Ladywood, plans on majoring in
medicine at Stanford with a goal of be-
coming a doctor in sports medicine.
She'lI be getting a first-hand look at the
field, now.

In four years as a starter at Lady-
wood, she totaled 1,254 points, 313 re-
bounds, 369 assists and 262 steals. She

was a two-time All-Stater and made
Al]-Catholic and All-Observer three
times.

As a junior, she led her team to a 23-
3 record and the state championship
over River Rouge. As a senior, she
averaged 15.5 points in leading Lady-
wood to a 24-3 mark and another berth

in the state finals, where the Blazers

lost a 47-46 heartbreaker to Rouge.
It's been a bad month for the Stan-

ford basketball team. First, the woman
who recruited Wagner, Dottie MeC rea,
was fired after her team posted a 9-19
overall record and a Western Collegi-
ate Athletic Association mark of 2-12.

Then, while looking for a new coach,
the school lost its top recruit, at least
for a season.

Char Govan, another Ladywood
standout, was at the trials in St. Louis
but did not survive the first cuts.
