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Coaches lose out on selection exception
Despite emotional pleas from spon-

soring Trustee Dean Swartzwelter and
two coaches, a random selection pro-
posal died a quiet death at the Plym-
outh-Canton Board of Education meet-
ing Monday.

The resolution, which would have en-
abled the children of Centennial Educa-
tional Park employees to select their
own high school, was defeated by a 1-5
margin. (Resigning Trustee Nancy
Quinn was absent).

Presently, students are randomly as-
signed by computer to either Plymouth
Canton or Salem High School.

An exception for siblings of Canton
and Salem students, also sponsored by
Swartzwelter, recently was passed by
the board. It enables the eighth-grade
brothers or sisters of CEP students to
attend the high school of their choice.

Swartzweller's second proposal,
which would have been effective for
current and future eighth graders, held
that: "Whereas the sibling option was

implemented because of the close rela-
tionships that may exist between sibl-
ings, and . . the same close personal
relationships may also exist between
staff parents and their children, and
whereas these relationships may be
jeopardized by random-selection as-
signment of staff children"... eighth-
graders who have parents employed at
CEP may select their own high school.

Trustee E J. McClendon was the
most vocal opponent of the plan.

First of all, it would not seem fair
to all those citizens and their children
who've lived with the district's policies
not to continue to carry out the random
selection process.

"(Changing the policy) would violate
everyone's right to equal treatment.
We also could create an imbalance in
the size of the schools. Currently, the
two schools instructionally function as
one, so the opportunity for interaction
exists now.

"Also, (the proposal) could tend to di-

vide the community by promoting the
feeling that there is one good school
and one poor school, one weak school
and one strong school.''

Swartzwelter objected, saying the
matter was simply a "generic family
issue involving an environment unique
to parents who work at CEP and have
10th-, 11th- or 12th-grade children at
the high schools" Less than 20 families
would be affected, he said.

Modifying random selection would
enable those parents and children to
look out for their own family interests
by deciding themselves whether to at-
tend the same or different schools, said
Swartzwelter.

Said Trustee Elaine Kirchgatter:
It's not just a generic issue. I know

people who aren't employees who'd
like their child to attend one or the
other school. I know one parent whose
neighbor cares for her child thinks
(their child care arrangement) is rea-
son enough to be able to be exempted

from random selection."
Trustee David Artley waivered, but

backed Me€]lendon. "If I was going to
make an exception, I would make it for
staff But if we make it for staff, I have
some difficulty with what do I say to
my neighbor who prefers one school to
the other?

"He has his own reasons. If we're at
the point where we're ready to start
making broad exceptions to the rules,
maybe it's time to look at other alter-
natives such as open enrollment,
boundaries, or consolidation into one
school."

TOM MOSHIMER, Salem football
coach, gave an impassioned presenta-
tion to the board after responding to
Artley. "I appreciate the point you
bring up about your neighbor. But if
you work at Ford and I don't, you get
particular fringes that I do not," said
Moshimer.

For many of Moshimer's coaching
colleagues, even those with several un-

defeated seasons to their credit, "the
biggest thrill of their careers has been
the opportunity to coach their sons,"
said Moshimer, recently induct?d into
the Michigan High School Football
Coaches' Association Hall of Fame.

'There's no comparison between the
(father-son) relationship in the class-
room and on the athletic field. After
having had the great experience of
coaching my son I can only hope other
fathers would have the same opportu-
nity," he added.

"(Salem wrestling coach) Ron
Krueger is facing the same possibility,
(as have other Plymouth-Canton
coaches) of being denied the chance to
coach his son (eighth-grader Lee
Krueger, a skilled football player ex-
pected to enjoy successful careers in
both high school wrestling and foot-
ball.)

"At any other district in the state,
he'd have that choice.

"Aren't the needs of students sup-
posed to be primary?" asked
Moshimer.

"We should be able to implement
remedies to inequities when we see
them. I know we are losing many quali-
ty students and parents to parochial
schools. I'd hate to see us lose more be-
cause we weren't flexible enough to
make logical choices."

GARY BALCONI, Salem boys' track
coach, said, "It's hard to believe any
one rule fits all situations, It seems

rather unfair (to deny Ron Krueger and
his son) the chance to continue to grow
together. It's a reasonable, fair and
deserving request."

After the meeting, Swartzwelter said
he expected his proposal to be defeat-
ed.

"I'm not surprised. Board members
positions haven't changed. The unique
nature of this problem isn't recognized
by people who aren't involved."

.As Wayne County commissioners de-

bated whether to require tests for the
pre¥ace of aids in blood donars, the
Amdrican Red Cross announced it has

begun performing a HTLV-3 antibody
test on all biood donors

411 donors will be tested. according
lo Dr. A. William Shafer, director of
Red Cross blood services Red Cross

provides most of the blood used in
, -ansfusions tri southeastern Michigan.

The test for the HTLV-3 antibody is
mistakenly being called an AIDS (Ac
quired Immune Deficiency Syndrome
test/' Shafer said.

The HTLV-III test is not a test for

AIDS Blood with positive test results
will be retested and destroyed lf still
found positive for the HTLV-3 anti-
body.''

HTLV-3 is believed to be the agent
which causes AIDS. AIDS destroys the
body's immune system, leaving the vic-
tim susceptible to many rare illnesses.

The AIDS syndrome is found mostly
among very active homosexuals, street
drug abusers. recent entrants from
Haiti and Zaire and persons with hemo-
philia.

THE PRESENCE of an antibody in-

dicates an individual probably has been
exposed to HTLV-3 virus. As Shafer ex-
plained it, "The body thinks there has
been an invasion and calls up its sol-
diers (the antibodies) The test will tell
if there are soldiers there -- and thatls
all the test does."

All liquid components in storage
have been tested for the presence of
HTLV-3 and are negative, Shafer said
Monday.

The Red Cross said there is no

chance of contracting AIDS through do-
nating blood. The risk of developing
AIDS from a blood transfusion is low

No cases of post-transfusion AIDS have
been diagnosed in Michigan.

But the HTLV-3 test will reduce even

that low risk significantly, Shafer said.

MEANWHILE, the Wayne County
Commission continued discussion on a

proposed ordinance to require testing
for HTLV-3. It is sponsored by Com-
missioner Richard Manning, D-Red-
ford.

The commission's committee on

health and community services said It
is worried that passage would open the
door to county liability. The committee
reported last week:

'The committee's main concern was

the possibility of liability should the tei
give a positive result and, after further
testing, the donor really doesn't have
the antib<*lies to the virus. . .The prob-
lem associated with inaccurate test re-
sults is an area the committee would
like additional information."

Ben Washburn, legislative research
assistant, told commissioners the fed-
eral Food and Drug Administration has
licensed the test but hasn't developed
regulations to require its usage. "Given
the usual processing time, it may take
two years to make the change," Wash-
burnsaid.

THE RED Cross is apprehensive,
however, that use of the test may cause
a bigger AIDS risk than it solves," he
said.

'swarm into blood collection centers in
order to obtain a discreet and inexpen-
sive test for the disease, the result
could be more rather than less infected

blood entering the banks," he said. And

in the 35th District, both Northvilles,

both Plymouths and Canton, agreed to
consolidate the court under one roof.

Consequently, branch court offices in
Plymouth, Canton and Northville were
moved out of municipal offices.

''Look at their Cultural Center.''

Breen said

* They say they are funding it for the
township, yet we agreed to let them use
the township's population base to gel
their grant money to build it.'- Breen
caid.

"It's not that we thought it was a
wise move but they wanted lt badly,
he said

Another program Breen questions is
the senior citizen van transportation.
Like the library. the city and township

split the operational costs of the pro-
gram.

And, like the library, the township
recently balked on making its share of
the payment. After Mayor Pro Tem
William Robinson made a trip to the
township, both agreed to work out a
contract for the funding.

The supervisor is going to propose
paying the township's share through a
voucher system.

'I have no idea if the city's claim
about township usage is accurate but at
least a voucher system will tell me
what's happening.

"It is under review because we want

to know if the seniors are getting the
dollars or if all the money is getting
eaten up by administrative charges.
It's not that we're being non-coopera-
tive, we're just trying to get a handle

on administrative costs," he said.

BREEN WOULD agrue with anyone
who claims he has caused ill feelings
over the shared services.

The reason relations are breaking
up is not because we are being uncoo-
perative," Breen said.

The city got into a budget situation
and decided that someone was getting
a free ride and that's not the case. We

have paid for every service we have
received and overpaid for a lot of
things and police is one of them,"
Breen said

Graper has a different viewpoint.
'He agreed to those police costs

through negotiations. If anything, all
the reports we received indicated we
probably weren't charging enough," the
city manager said.

We've never been in a serious budg-
et crunch and had to depend on his
money to run the city. It's just that we
don't run the kind of surplus they run.

We still have two mills that we can

levy," Graper said.

BREEN BELIEVES the role of the

two communities may be changing.
'There has been a conscious decision

over the years by the people involved
in township goverment to not allow ex-
tensive commercial development, to
bolster the downtown area.

We have subordinated ourselves for

many years because we thought that
was the best for the community but we.
also thought at the same time that the
downtown area and merchants should

pay their own damn way," Breen said.
"We joined the Plymouth Chamber

of Commerce in 1981 because they
thought of nothing but downtown Plym-
outh," he said.

"We attend their meetings, and
they're always talking about down-
town. This attitude is not from every-
one of them but there are some down
there that think the sun rises and sets

on their shiny little heads," Breen said.
The supervisor said the Chamber not

only fails to serve the Ann Arbor Road
merchants but the Old Village area in
Plymouth. He believes the township's
emerging industrial base will comple-
ment the commercial downtown area,
and vice versa.

"Let's face it, we both benefit from

each other and we recognize that
but they're making it more difficult to
live together."

Graper shares Breen's belief that the

township and city complement each
other. He doesn't, however, believe the
township has been second to the city.

"I have never felt that the township
was subservient to the city. If anything,
I have felt that the township's role is
bigger than the city's," he said.

"The roles are entirely different -
we are a full-service city and they are
a township and townships don't provide
all the services of a city.

"I view us asa strong, well-orga-
nized, well-established city. I believe
the downtown is looked upon as a
downtown for Plymouth Township - it
complements the township and helps
the properly values in the township,
Graper said.

"I would just as soon get all this be-
hind us and move on with business," he
said.

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DeHoCo issue nears its end

Marking Arbor Day

Local lawmakers hope to resolve the
Detroit House of Correction (DeHoCo)
issue in the coming week.

"We're pretty close to a final dect-
sion right now," said Rep. Gerald Law,

R-Plymouth Townshil. "We're right at
the edge and we just need someone to
push it over to get things rolling."

Following Detroit's decision to close
DeHoCo earlier this year, Michigan
corrections officials have been working
toward turning the Plymouth Township
facility on Five Mile, between Sheldon
and Beck, into a state prison.

But the state's efforts are being
fought by Law and Sen. Robert Geake,
R-Northville, who hope to cap both the
prisoner level and number of corree-
tional facilities in Plymouth and North-
ville townships.

A state takeover of the facility re-
quires legislative approval and cur-
rently involves three pending bills - a
supplemental appropriations bill, for
funding; a DeHoCo purchase bill, au-
thorizing the purchase; and a "morato-
rium" bill to regulate the number of
prisoners and facilities in the two town-
ships.

ALL THREE of the bills are in the

state House. The supplemental bill re-
cently passed the Senate, while the pur-
chase and moratorium bills are origi-
nating in the House.

Law said the only thing standing in

the way of resolving the issue 18 the
City of Detroit.

"As soon as we get our deal worked
out we will go with it but we're waiting
on Detroit," he said.

"Mayor Young sUll is talking about
building a prison on the Plymouth State
Home site (at Five Mile and Sheldon)
The bill we have worked out right now
will protect our area and we won't
change it anymore.

"It's going to be one way or the other
pretty quick here," Law said.

"I want to get it done and go on to
other issues. I would like to start work-

ing on selling that Plymouth State
Home property.

"I would like to work on them one at

a time and get the DeHoCo fight behind
us," he said.

"I have rewritten my moratorium
bill," Law said. "The major change is
ttiat it calls for a corrections moratori-

um only in the Northville and Plym-
outh townships area, rather than state-
wide.

"The corrections people don't have a
problem with it and we should be able
to 'Ue-bar' it to the DeHoCo bill - I

don't have a lot of opposition from the
legislators," he said.

ORIGINALLY, LAW sought a mora-
torium on correctional facilities in

communities of more than 100,000 pop-
ulation, if the community already had a
prison in it. The state would have been
prohibi
prisons
approv,
nnent.

The bill now is limited to the two

townships, which are slated for three
prisons.

Besides DeHoCo, Northville town-

shlp already has the Phoenix Correc-
tional Facility ·across the street from
DeHoCo. The Scott Correctional Facill-

ty, a regional prison, is being built ad-
jacent to the Phoenix facility.

If Law's bill is paned, no addiUonal
prisons or correctional facilities can be
built in either community.

Law's bill also contains a compro-
mise on the number of prisoners at
DeHoCo, which is being renamed the
Western Wayne County Correctional
Facility.

"We compromised on the number of
temporary prisoners," he said. Perma-
nent inmate beds are set at 311 for

Phoenix, 550 for Scott and 500 for
DeHoCo.

"CORRECMONS PEOPLE origi-
nally wanted 1,000 temporary prison-
ers at DeHoCo, then they said 750. We
have compromised for 650," Law said.

"The bill calls for the temporary sit-
uation to end on Jan. 1, 1987, or until
the Scott facility is fully operaUonal,
whichever comes first.

"If they want to go beyond the cut off
date, then they would have to get the

approval of the local unit," he said.

"Detroit ha added a 'reverter
clause' and asked to retain the mineral

rights to the land.

"I did some checking and it's not un-
common to include such things so it
wasn't worth fighting over," he said.

The reverter clause would require
the land to be given back to Detroit in
the event the state doesn't use it for

correctional purposes. The mineral
clause would give Detroit the right to
any mineral resources found on the
property,

Law wasn't certain when the House

would vote on Lhe bills but said negotia-
tions were taking place Tuesday after-
noon.

"The Senate hopefully will pass it as
it is and then it will go to the governor
to sign. If the Senate doesn't pass it as
is, then we have to bring it back to the
House for concurrance and everything
can get mucked up," Law said.

With the arrival of warmer weather,

the United States Postal Service is ask-

ing dog owners to help protect mail
carriers and residents from dog bites.

Some -6,000 mail carriers across the
nation were bitten by dogs last year,
according to Vernon A. Racine, Plym-
outh postal officer in charge.

Included in that statistic were three
Plymouth carriers, Racine said.

"In recent years the public has re-
sponded to our plea to keep their pets
restrained, and we have seen a decline
in bites nationally," Racine said.

"Nevertheless, much is still to be
done to eliminate the hazard to our em-
ployees and other citizens who might
be bitten."

According to Racine, dogs are terri-
torial by nature and will bite if they
feel their domain is threatened by the
presence of a carrier or other person.

"With a little care, a pet owner can
not only protect our carrierl but his or
her pet and pocketbook," he said.

ery to a residence, or in some cases an
entire neighborhood. The postal service
also will seek to recover injury com-
pensation damages and provides coun-
seling to carriers who have been bitten
and wish to seek legal acUon against
the dog owner.

"We suggest that pets be kept away
from the mailbox and areas the letter
carrier uses for access to the proper-
ty," Racine said.

"If the pet cannot be kept behind a
secure fence, the owner should restrain
it with a secure lease or tether, or at
least keep the pet inside the house dur-
ing the usual hours carriers are making
their rounds.

"We try to do our part by stressing
awareness of dog bite dangers to our
carriers but we rely heavily on the sup-
port and cooperation of the community
to help us end these painful and costly
injuries," he said.

Teacher quits,
lists concerns
To the editor:

(Open Letter to: the school board,
administration, teachers, students
and community of the Plymouth-
Canton Communitv Schools.)

I have been a teacher in Plymouth-
Canton Community Schools since the
fall of 1978.J chose to become an edu-
cator and accepted a position at Pio-
neer Middle School because of some
deeply held convictions that education
is the backbone of a democracy.

Only an intelligent, aware and in-
quisitive people can make wise deci-
sions affecting their lives and the lives
of those around them. The Plymouth-
Canton schools had a fine reputation
about the staff. Although I see "pock-
ets" of these qualities in the district at
the present time, generally they are not

a part of the district's current philoso-
phy

I can no longer remain a part of this
school district as it becomes more "ef-

ficient" and less humane; more con-
cerned with the "physical plant" and
less concerned with the whole (physi-
cal, emotional, cultural, academic) ed-
ucation of those we are entrusted to
serve - the students.

I am therefore submitting my resig-
nation as teacher in Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools, effective June 15,
1985. I will be pursuing a graduate de-
gree towards an alternative career in
mathematics during the next two
years.

I believe it is important that I detail
some of the reasons that have led me to

this decision. There are three major
areas of concern that need to be ad-
dressed:

• 1) Decision-making - How are
decisions arrived at in this school dis-
trict? Who makes these decisions? How

are they made, and to what end?
Specifically, changes in program,

curriculum, grade alignment and eval-
uation occur at a rapid rate in this
school district: Programs are changed
(with the prevailing winds) and later on
those most affected are surveyed to
death to ask them what they think of
the changes. Is this designed to make
all of us feel as if we have some power
in decision-making? It is a dishonest
practice that is being used to control
dissent, not encourage it.

The proper way to make decisions is
to include all those involved with im-
plementing the decision in the process.
Parents, administrators, teachers, sup-
port personnel and students must be in-
volved in decisions which affect pro-
gram content and direction. This group
must be involved at the earliest stage
in the process of decision-making -
not two months prior to implementa-
tion.

• 2)Professional growth - School
districts must be at the forefront of at-

tracting high-quality students from the
colleges and universities. This aim goes
hand-in-hand with providing opportuni-

ty for professional growth of the dis-
trict's staff.

The best graduates from our unlver-
sities are too smart to enter a profes-
sion that appears to them to be a
"dead-end" job, academically and pro-
fessionally. Teachers should not be al-
lowed to take sabbaUcal leaves - they
should be encouraged to do 80. Yet, in
the past five years, only one sabbatical
has been granted to teachen in Plym-
outh-Canton Community Schools, in
spite of the fact that (contractually)
two percent of the total teaching staff
are entitled to sabbatical leaves.

I have suggested a number of times
in the past few years that we set up a
working relationship (possibly an ex-
change program) between firms doing
business in the area and the school dis-

trict. "Liability," we were told, would
be a problem. Instead of searching for
a way to do things, we constantly try to
"cover" ourselves. If we want good
teachers to enter the district, if we

want to keep the quality teachers we
presently have, and if we want to help
all our staff grow professionally, then
we must encourage these things - ac-
tively.

• 3) Philosophy and direction of ed-
ucation - Is there a philosophy of edu-
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cation in this district?

We seem to have clear-cut goals and
a direction that we are heading in, but
is it the right direction? A very high
priority in this school district 18 to
make things run smoothly. If a student
sits passively at his/her spot for 8-7
hours each day, then everything 18 fine.
If there is no labor strike in the district

this year, then everyone must be hap-
py. We strive for c,lmness and effi-
clency, but this leads to "brain-death."

If the boat is not rocking, it must be
a solid boat. Why aren't we questioning
where this boat is headed and how the
passengers teel about their trip?

Do we want to try to get more stu-
dents college-oriented? If so, what
changes need to be made at alllevels to
accomplish this? Without a doubt, our
courses need to be much more rigorous
to fully prepare our students for the
challenges that lie ahead.

What should we do for those studenta
who do not wish to pursue college? At
present, these student are sorely rte-
glected.

Should our art, music and health pro-
grams be viewed as frills, the first to
lose out in a financial crunch? What

would we think of a people who are illi-
terate arti:tically and musically and
ignorant of their own bodl- Why inn't
the entire community up in arm; over
claa sizes in excess of 30-40 students?

More fundamentally, education must
embody the ideals we, as members of
society, strive for: cooperation, pursuit
of excellence and a respect for differ-
ences. To those who ask how one can

expect the schools to live up to values
that are crumbling in society as a
whole, I respond by saying that we are
society. It is not out there.

If we choose to make our world a dif-
ferent place, then we must act on that
decision. We may not be able to cure
all of society's ills, but we have a re-
sponsibility to ourselves and those
around us not to accept complacency
and mediocrity. Needless to say, as
educators, we are failing our students
if we do not pass this sense of responst-
bility on to them.

I have chosen to air my concerns in a
public mannertn the hope that some of
these issues are thought about, talked
about and argued. Too little of that has
taken place over the past few years.

Originally
scheduled to expire Sept. 30,1984, the program has
been extended through Sept. 30,1986, through pas-
sage of the Veterans Benefits Improvement Act
(PL 98-543}.

DURING A show-cause hearing, Wil-
liams International charged the eight
broke the injunction issued by Thor-
burn against Covenant for Peace.

As in the past, the company asked
that the activists be jailed until they
promise not to return to the driveway,
on Maple Road west of Haggerty.

Michigan Court of Appeals is weigh-
ing the practice, which has been chal-
lenged by the protesten. One group of
activists recently spent 92 days in jail.

Arrested April 8 while handing out
pieces of communion bread to plant
workers, the defendants still face
trespassing charges May 6 before 52nd
District Court Judge Michael Batchik
in Walled Lake.

THE SEVEN Methodists and one
Catholic denied their actions were

spurred by the Lansing-based group.
Actually, the activity was undertak-

en through the efforts of the Peace Sec-
tion of the United Methodist Church's

Detroit and Western Michigan districts,
they said.

Defendant Marge Munger said 4,000
invitations were sent out to Methodists

who might like to "witness" at Wil-
liams.

'We were drawn together to witness
as a denomination," explained the Ann
Arbor resident, who is office manager
of the national arms control lobby
group SANE She said the Peace See-
tion did not advocate civil disobedi-

ence. but "did make an invitation.

We hope people become more fa-
miliar with church doctrines and dis-

cern for themselves what it means to

live faithfully in a nuclear age,"
Munger said.

WILLIAMS IS a target of peace
groups because it makes engines for
low-flying cruise missiles.

The firm also manufactures turbine

engines for cars and trucks, industrial
gas turbine and low pollution turbines

for generating electric power from nat-
ural gas and coal. A version of the
cruise missile engine is used in WASP
II, a small one-person flying device.

Attempting to link the new arrests
with previous ones, the company point-
ed out that two detendants were repeat
offenden. The Rev. Bill Kellerman and
the Rev. Tom Jones were arrested dur-

ing the weeklong 1983 protests.
Williams also said the presence of

two Covenant for Peace members -

Srs. Liz Walters and Margaret Dewey
- indicated the recent activists were

acting in concert with them.
"The, alleged contemptuous conduct

here goes to April 8, 1985," said Detroit
attorney William Goodman. "The fact
that they may have done something De-
cember 1983 does not prove an act of
concert."

KELLERMAN SAID 20,000 Euro-

peans also protested cruise missiles on
Easter, when a prayer vigil was held at
Williams. The vigil was linked to the
arrests the next morning.

'No one would say we acted in con-
cert with 20,000 Europeans," said the
Detroit inner city pastor.

"It was an Easter action.'1

Williams attorney Dawn Phillips ad-
mitted all the evidence linking the de-
fendants to Covenant for Peace was
"inferential.'"

"They all knew what they were
doing, acted in the same fashion," said
the Troy lawyer, who is also Methodist.

"All the evidence is inferential.

There is no other proof except parallel
conduct."

"You have to establish at least a

community of purpose," said Thorburn.
"History has its own pecular sweep.

It brings people together," added Good-
man.

THORBURN, WHO has been

accused of unfairness by Covenant for
Peace, said there was no evidence that
there was "coneerted action."

But while freeing the eight, he
leveled charges of his own at the audi-
ence packing his courtroom. Thorburn
deplored their singing of hymns during
recesses. He said it was necessary for
four sheriff's deputies to stay in the

courtroom to "assure law and order.

"Not all, but a number of the people
here, are clearly in contempt of court
by singing and disrupting the proceed-
ings in chambers," he added.

Thorburn expressed dismay at the
"arrogance, dishonesty, immorality
and illegality" - especially coming
from people "posing as people who be-
lieve in a higher morality."

OAKLAND COUNTY Chief Assistant

Prosecutor Richard Thompson agreed
with Thorburn's decision not to press

contempt charges. *'I think he was act-
ing within the scope of the evidence the
company lawyers had," said Thomp-
son.

But he views the court action as a

change in the position of the demon,
strators from civil disobedients to po-
litical protesters.

disobedience is to accept the punish-
ment," he said.

"But now they are taking actions we
believe violate law and not admitting
it.

At a recent meeting, 37-year-old farm
worker Alicia Patino told Campbell Soup
shareholders, "I started as a little baby,
with my parents. They would take me in
the fields and drag me in to each row. We

It's a hard
time for them. It's about time you do
something, because we are citizens,
too.

FARM WORKERS general]y work as
family units No records are kept of indi-
viduals' hours - only the head of the
family is paid. So hourly wages (ranging
from sixty rents to $5 based on "piece
rates") reported to the labor department
actually may be what's earned by the
children, parents and grandparents of a
particular family.

Numerous governmental and private
groups - including the U.S. Senate Sub-
committees on Migratory Labor and La-
bor & Public Welfare, the U.S. Civil
Rights Commission and the U.S Office of
Education -- have investigated farm
workers' issues.

Guild, University of Notre Dame Student

FOR SEVEN YEARS, Plymouth-Can-
ton elementary schools have participated
in Campbell Soup's label program. In re-
turn for the thousands of labels they col-
lect. schools receive playground, audio-
visual and other equipment. Plymouth's
Dunning-Hough Library also participates.

Staffers of at least one school and the

library have been made aware of the boy-
cott by parents and concerned citizens.
They've decided to keep collecting labels
because, in their words: "It's really a
worthwhile thing" ... "You're getting
something for nothing. ". . ."I don't buy
Campbell's myself, but (the program) is
something kids enjoy. I don't think col-
lecting labels encourages people to buy
Campbell Soup" . . "We didn't see where
there was overwhelming evidence of in-
justice.''

Granted, Campbell's does not directly
employ farm workers. But it does control
growers' prices as well as planting, cul-
tivation, pest management and harvesting
practices.

The issue, to be sure, is too complex to
be ful}y dealt with here.

But until three-party collective bar-
gaining or another solution is agreed to,
we have a responsibility to stand up for
the human rights of fellow citizens

Says Ph'mouth resident Jeanne Vicini
who has encouraged thelibrary to drop
the label program: "Campbell's has the
money to wage an effective advertising
campaign. I just think that for our chil-
dren to reap advantages at the expense of
children who have so little anyway is a
frightening thing."

Time spent label processing should be
replaced by lessons on labor and farming
issues The education would benefit young
people far more than a new overhead pro-
jector ever could.

I believe the continuing push for capital
punishment is a calculated pandering to
this irrational, emotional response, to the
frustration and anger of victims (including
family and friends) of violent crime.

We are all sick of hearing almost every
day of some dreadful crime.

We are all fed up with the number of
criminals never caught, the constant frus-
trating delays until those that are caught
are brought to trial, the "tricks" their
lawyers use to get them off, the light sen-
tences they frequently receive if they are
convicted and the leniency of parole
boards in setting them free.

BUT INSTEAD of, in some logical
fashion, attempting to deal with the prob-
tem, we have demagogues pandering to
the emotional pain of victims and the fear
of potential victims, demanding the death

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Recently ABC-TV reported that about
30 juveniles are residing on death rows
around the country. Included is a 15-year-
old boy.

ABC said that the only other countries
in the world that allow the death penalty
for juveniles are South Africa and the So-
viet Union.

In the report, experts discussed the pros
and cons of executing youths, one saying
that even children must suffer the conse-
quences of their actions; the other saying
children involved in the process of grow-
ing up should not be liable for impulses
that oftimes they simply cannot control.

As a victim of violent crime, I am well
aware of the emotions involved.

I know about the shock and terror, the
relief of escape, the thrill of finding that
my children and I were unharmed. I knew
the unspeakable frustration of finding the
police scareely took note of the crime.

I REMEMBER I wanted the knife-
wielding youth who attacked us dead. I
didn't care whether he had been a victim
of child abuse, I di€In't care whether he
was poor, or deprived, or unloved.

This, of course, is an irrational re-
sponse. It is the response of a victim. And
those responses - the fear, the anger, the
desire for vengeance - cannot rule what
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penalty. And the death penalty solves
nothing, does nothing, except to further
brutalize an already brutal society.

No one can blame the victims for want-
ing retribution.

BUT THERE are alternatives to legal-
ized state murder. We could, of course, at-
tack the root causes that drive people to
crime. That would take a unanimous na-
tional commitment to improve the quality
of life in this society for all people.

Because that seems unlikely to occur,
perhaps there should be a separate cate-
gory of murder, reserved for those crimes
so heinous that the perpetrators would be
sentenced to life in prison in solitary con-
finement.

The sentence would be imposed by a
jury, not a judge. Following a guilty ver-
diet, the jury would then consider evi-
dence relating to the nature of the crime
and the nature of the perpetrator. An4 if
they found both utterly irredeemable, then
the person would go to jail - forever.

For now, those in a position to influence
the way we deal with crime and criminals
should stop fanning the flames of bigotry
and fear and begin to look for real solu-
tions to one of this society'B most perplex-
ing problems. And executing adolescents
in the name df the gtate Is certainly not
one of those.

IT'S CONFUSING, very confusing. A
University president laments the fail-
ure of the school to increase the num-
ber 01 black professors. A state legisla-
tor praises a black county executive
because "people don't think of him as
being black."

Is that the ultimate solution? To
make people of other color white?

University of Michigan's annual af-
firmative action report included the
disappointing information that the
number of black professors has not in-
creased as desired.

Admittedly complex, part of the rea-
son has been the concentration of black

Ph.D's in areas where growth has been
curtailed. Black student leaders cite
the lack of black role models as a fae-

tor in the relatively unsuccessful pro-
cess of developing black professors.

eeutive William Lucas' s,*itch from the

Democratic party. A metro-Detroit Re-
publican State legislator has enthusias-
tically praised Lucas because people
would regard him as a "white candi-
date."

This same legislator claimed that
Coleman Young was having so much
trouble because he would not let people
forget that he was black.

Having a state legislator extoll a
black person's "white image" is as bla-
tant an expression of racism that could
be made. It is a fundamental denial of

authentic selfhood on the very issue
that no one could ever change.

A black person might choose to be a
Democrat or a Republican, but he/she
cannot choose one color of skin or the

other. To say that "being white" is infi-
nitely more desirable than being black
is to tell all black people that they are
inferior.

THERE WAS a time when some

blacks tried very hard to "be white."
They tried to do something with their
hair or their mannerisms, their life-

styles and the heritage. Those times
are past. For a public official to even
suggest that the idea of trying to "be
white" is more desirable than being
black is a gigantic step backward to
raw bigotry and unbridled prejudice.

The Judeo-Christian heritage has
been constant in its assertion that we

are the creation of God, and further,

that all people are equal in the sight of
God. Not equal in the sense of ability or
apearance - but equal in the sense of
worth and rights to God's providence.
Claiming a posiUon of superiority for
whites is clearly sin.

There might be no correlation at all
between a legislator's bigotry and a
university president's dilemma in af-
firmative acUon. But then again, there
might be. Regardless of the correla-
tion, the fact is that we, the people of
this state, are the losers.

We are losing an opportunity to help
us enjoy the manifold gifts of God, and
the right for a county executive to be
his own being. The university will prob-
ably survive in spite of the disappoint-
ing number of black professors avail-
able for tenured positions, but public
good and well-being surely will not
from a continued unbridled bigotry and
prejudice.

HOUSE

STANDARDS - By a vote of 196 for
and 201 against, the House rejected an
amendment to cut the National Bureau

of Standards fiscal 1986 budget to the
$122 million level requested by the
Reagan Administration.

The House later approved "freezing"
the bureau's budget at the 1985 level of
about $127 million, and sent the bill

(HR 1617) to the Senate. Included in the
new budget is $9.7 million for the Cen-
ter for Fire Research and Center for

Building Technology, two agencies the
Administration had sought to kill.

Rep. Robert Walker, R-Pa., who
sponsored the amendment, said, "We
ought to give to the administration that
amount of money which Uiey say they
need" to administer the National Bu-
reau of Standards."

Opponent Sherwood Boehlert, R-
N.Y., said: "We have been parsimoni-
ous. We have been tight-fisted. But we
recognize the importance of the Na-
tional Bureau of Standards."

Members voting no were opposed to
cutting the bureau's budget as deeply
as recommended by the administra-
tion. VoUng no: Carl Pursell, R-Plym-
outh, Dennis Hertel, D-Harper Woods,
Sander Levin, D-Southfield.

Voting yes: William Broomfield, R
Birmingham.

Not voting: William Ford, D-Taylor.
The final NBS funding bill sailed

through the House on a 398-2 vote. Pur-
sell, whose 2nd Congressional District
includes Livonia, and Bruce Morrison,
D-Conn., led a bipartisan effort to hold
fiscal 16 funding to 11985 appropriated
levels.

"This gives the Pursell-Morrison
team a 3-for-3 batting record in their
effort to freeze every budget authoriza-
tion bill which comes before Congress
with increases over current spending

rollcall report
levels," said a statement from Pur-
sell's office.

The other spending bills held to their
'85 levels were for the National Aero-

nautics and Space Administration and
the National Sciences Foundation.

NOMINEE - The Senate confirmed,

73 for and 18 against, the nomination of
John E. Krings to head a new Pentagon
agency charged with insuring that
American weapons function during
combat.

Congress created the Office of Oper-
ational Test and Evaluation to inject
greater scrutiny over Pentagon weap-
on's procurement.

Lawmakers want the office to be suf-

ficiently independent to blow the whis-
tle, when necessary, on weapons that
break down when tested during simu-
lated combat.

Kring, a test pilot and engineer, has
worked for the past 29 years for
McDonnell Douglas Corp., a leading de-
fense contractor.

Supporter Sam Nunn, D-Ga., said
Kring is well qualified and "has agreed
to keep in close touch with
Congress. . .and to maintain the high-
est standards of objectivity and integri-
ty."

Criticizing Kring for being too close
to the arms industry and for lacking
experience in combat-type testing, foe
David Pryor, D-Ark.,said he opposed
the nomination "on behalf of those who

The woods on Powell Road near Ridge
in Plymouth Township is a rare exam-
ple of what can happen to weeds and
•grasses in southeatern Michigan if left
untouched for nearly 200 yean

Giant maples and beech trees share
rich virgin soil conditions with a varie-
ty of shrubs and flowering plants.

SPRING IS a prime time to visit Mil-
ler Woods. Carpets of spring beauUes,
trout titles, toothwort. Dulchman's
breeches, hepaticas and trilliums
bloom in successive stages. A well-
marked woodchip path winds through
the woods with markers denoting inter-
esting trees and plants.

Every year the Miller Woods com-
mlttee organizes spring walks through
the woods. En,erienced naturalists will
lead the tours 10 a.m to 1 p.m. Satur-
day, April 27 and 1-4 p.m Sunday, May
5.

Canton sehool district when 40 acres
were bought for a future elementary
school site. Because HUD (Housing and
Urban Development) money funded a
portion of the purchase, the school dis-
trict is required to leave a portion of
the area as open space. The woods is
included in that open space.

The unattended woods became a
catch-all for eIcessive littering and
dumping after the school district
owned it.

The Great Chill Cookoff, sponsored as a
benefit for National Kidney Foundation
of Michigan, Saturday and Sunday,
May 4-5 in Saline. The Flamethrowers
have been in competition since 1983
and in 1984 took the regional cham-
pionship during the Livonia Spree days.

"All of the contests are sanctioned by
the International Chili Society, and of
course Wild Willies Nuclear Chili is
registered," said Gerry Gazda, a pro-
fessional photographer affiliated with
Meteor Photo in Troy.

Gazda is a member of the

Flamethrowers team which mixes up
the nuclear stew with Gary Whetstone,
a machine operator at General Motors
and a resident of Plymouth; Bruce Ru-
badeux, a director of computer ser-
vices and a resident of Troy; Frank
Zuccaro, owner of Aero Data Instru-
ments; William Thomas, a job facilita-
tor from Belleville; and Rhonda Arm-
strong, a recent nursing school gradu-
ate from Detroit.

Pats hold Rocks

in 2-2 deadlock

The Cerebral Palsy (CP) Games are
expanding. Or maybe shrinking.

It depends upon your viewpoint, but
this year for the first time the National
CP Games, slated for Aug. 7-14 at
Michigan State University, will include
a separate competition for Les Autres
athletes.

Les Autres is French for "the oth-

ers." It refers to those athletes not elgi-
ble to compete in any other national or-
ganization's sports for physically im-
paired.

In the past, Les Autres athletes -
those with muscular dystrophy, multi-
ple sclerosis and a handful of other
conditions - competed along with the
CP athletes.

THIS YEAR they'Il have a separate
competition. Just like the CP athletes,
the Les Autres (LA) competitors will be
classified according to severity of dis-
ability - Class 1 for most severe, Class
8 for least.

And also, just like the CP athletes,
members of the LA division will have

to qualify for the nationals at theMich-
igan regional games, scheduled for
May 17-20 at Eastern Michigan Univer-
sity.

More than 300 athletes, mostly from
Michigan, on 13 teams will partake in
the regionals. Those bettering national

qualifying standards for their events in
their class will advance to the National

CP/LA Games at MSU.
And likewise, the best naUonal ath-

letes will be selected to represent the
United States at the International

Games next year in Belgium.

SO THERE'S a lot at stake, but the
Observer coverage area will be well
represented by members of the Tri-
City Seals, which operates out of West-
land's Parks and Recreation building.

"As far as regionals go, ours is a
very competitive meet" said Mary
Beth Jones, head coach and director of

the Seals, which won the small team
(20 members or less) regional title last
year.

"But it's at nationals where the real

strong competition is," Jones added.
"Those athletes put in a lot of time and
they have a lot of talent.

"And, at the international games,
there are the elite athletes."

ONESEAL who made it to last

year's International CP Games in Nas--
sau, New York, was Erika Benjamin of
Westland. Benjamin, 20, a Class 6 CP
athlete (has use of all four limbs), had a
best finish in the 200-meter dash

(43.95).
"She's got great potential in track,"

said Jones of Benjamin. "Definitely
she's improved her times. I know she'll
do quite well at nationals."

Benjamin will compete in the 60-
meter, 200-meter and 400-meter runs
and the 1,500-meter cross country run.
Athleteaare restricted to five events.

OTHER POTENTIAL national
medal-winners for the Seals include:

• Dawn Darlington, 18, from Plym-
outh. As a Class 7 CP athlete (slightly
impaired), Darlington ia up against
" very, very strong competitlon," ac-
cording to Jones. "She's going to have
to do a lot of fighting and training to
make it to the International Games."

Darlington's best events are the 100,
400 and the long jump.
• David Larson, 15, from Plymouth,

a Class 6 CP athlete. "He needs a little

more training," Jones said, "but he's a
natural athlete. He should make nation-

als, no problem." A member of the
Michigan team that traveled to the
1983 nationals in Ft. Worth, Texas,
Larson's best chances are in the shot

put, club throw and table tennis.
• David Marcy, 18, from Livonia, a

Class 3 LA athlete (needs wheelchair
for mobility). A six-year Seal veteran,
Marcy has been to the 1981 Rhode Is-
land naUonals and was a medal-winner

at the Texas nationals. The shot put,
discus and powerlifting are his best
events. He'll also be in the 60-meter

and slalom races.

• Terri Rohrig, 31, from Livonia, a
Class 6 CP athlete. "A very gutsy ath-
lete," according to Jones, Rohrig will

compete in a pair of new events: the
1,500-meter and 3,000-meter tricycling.
She'll also be in the powerlifting and,
according to Jones, "has a great
chance" to make naUonals in each.

• Tony Stroia, 14, from Livonia, a
Class 5 CP athlete (uses some device to

assist in walking). Stroia will compete
in the junior division, which is divided
into three age categories: 9 and under,
10-12 and 13-15. "He'11 do great there,"
predicted Jones. Stroia's events are the
club throw, shot put, 100-meter race
and powerlifUng.

• Eric Smith, 12, from Livonia, a
Class 1 LA athlete (a muscular dystro-
phy compeUtor who uses an electric
wheelchair). Smith is in his first year
as a Seal who "should do very well' in
the slalom, according to Jones. He'll
also compete in the 60-meter race,
bocce and precision (a contest of aceu-
racy with points scored for bean bags
thrown on a target).

• Steve Dell, 17, of Livonia, a Class
I CP athlete (using an electric wheel-
chair). A six-year veteran who compet-
ed at the Rhode Island and fexas na-
tionals, Dell's top events are in swim-
ming: the 25-meter freestyle and 25-
meter backstroke. He'11 also compete
in the soft shot distance throw and soft
discus.

"We're going to have a struggle," ad-
mitted Jones.

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Timing service works best over the long haul

Last week, we discussed' the tech-
nique of timing a mutual fund

This week we will discuss the major
pitfalls of this service.

The Major Pitfalls

The above discussion would be utter-
ly misleading without recognizing the
pitfalls of this strategy.

First, timing service constitutes a'

long-term strategy. No significant
gains can be realized over a short peri-
od, except by accident.

Second, the results are highly influ-
enced by the timer's ability to recog-
nize the peaks and valleys. Timing is
not an exact science, and no one can
ever be expected to have a perfect
score. In fact, a rational investor must
assume that there will be "several
misses- over a long time period.

Third, even when a timer carefully
selects a mutual fund that is likely to
fluctuate, changed market conditions
may push it into a steady or declining
price pattern. In that case, the timing
service will produce inferior results.

Fourth, even when the timing ser-
vice is operating effectively, certain
events, which can be likened to "exo-
genous shocks" to the system, can total-
ly frustrate the timer's efforts and pro-
duce disastrous results. Failure of Con-

tinental Bank, Iraq-Iran War, and the
Proposed 1985 Tax Law are examples
of these exogenous shocks. Since none
of these can ever be predicted, no tim-
ing service can act upon them soon
enough to avoid significant declines in
investment values.

Fifth, a timing service does cost
money. For instance, a 2-percent annu-
al fee charged by timing service means
that a 15-percent return from a timed
mutual fund is no better than a 13-per-
cent return from an untimed fund

The Verdict .

When the advantages of a timing ser-
vice are stacked up against the pitfalls
of such a service, on balance, the ad-
vantages far outweigh the disadvan-
tages. However, you must recognize
the ABC of a timing service before
signing on the dotted line:

"A" ccountable: The timer must be

accountable. Remember: He can only
produce superior results in the long
run.

"B" eware of shocks: Recognize that
exogenous shocks render timing ser-
vice temporarily impotent.

"C" ost: Timing service can be ex-
pensive, especially if during any given
period your mutual fund experiences a

Tamil Nadu, southeast on the Indian
Ocean, and Kerala, southwest on the Ara-
bian Sea, are the two southernmost states
of India. Traders from Cathay and Rome
and Europe found the remains of ancient

i monuments on both of these coasts, and
' you will find them too.

You will also find a slower, easier life,
as you do in the southern areas of our
country.

MADRAS WAS found by the British
East India Co. in the 17th century, so your
tour will find both Britain and ancient In-
dia here. The apostle St, Thomas is said to
have introduced Christianity to India, to
have lived out his life in Madras and died
on St. Thomas Mount. There are many in-
teresting highlights in the city, but the
most sensational stop on your Madras tour
will probably be south amid the seventh-
century temples of Mahabalipuram,
carved rock temples by the sea.

Indians don't swim in the sea as much
as we do, but they have glorious beaches
in the south, especially at Kovalam near
Trivandrum in Kerala, which may be the
most overlooked tourist destination in the
country. Kerala has the highest literacy
rate in India, and a mixed population that
includes Christians, Jews, ¥abs, Moslems
and Hindus, who have lived together
peacefully since the Portuguese explorers
were here centuries ago.

Palm-studded beaches, empty except
for local fishermen and a few resorts,
curve around the Arabian Sea to the Indi-
an Ocean. In the backwater canals, boys
pole boatloads of passengers past scenic

JOIN ME as two young boys pole us
down a canal in a hand-made wooden
boat. Small square-brick and mat houses
thatched with palm dot coconut groves on
either side. A woman bathes at the shores,
her Kaili sarong wrapped around her like
a bath towel. Children splash and wave,
shouting "ta-ta" in greeting as we pass.
Everything is mild, a gentle breeze, the
slow drift of the boat toward the sand spit
that separates the canal from the open
sea. Trees bend seaward.

Under the trees a family laughs and
jumps in a circle, playing the games of the
family festival of Oman. People are poor

here as they are throughout India, and the
area is less developed in some ways, but it
seems easier to be poor when the land is
gentle ' and productive and the weather
mild beside a plentiful sea.

On the shore, as we walk through a vii-
lage, we watch women pull the fiber of
coenut husk while a boy makes coir rope
from it on a spinning wheel. This is the

cottage industry of the area. Clusters of
women and children, families and old
men, greet us and stare as they walk un-
der the high palm roof of the grove.

A boy ties his ankles together and
climbs a palm to a coconut cluster. A wa-
ter buffalo is tied to a nearby tree.

"Namaste. Namaste." That is the tradi-
tional greeting, the "hello" of India, a
slight bow with hands folded prayer-style

beneath the chin. They respond smiling to
our "namaste," shy, waving, laughing
gently at foreign ways. They see few tour-
ists in their grove.

THE CHILDREN laugh hilariously at
us as we stop to talk to them during a
local game of football.

This southern area is another facet of
the ancient land of India. There are tem-
ples and historic sights galore here, as in
other areas. There are festivals to delight
you. The bone boat on my mantle is a
miniature of those Used for th, snake race
during the Festival of Oman.

Classic Indian dancing is a very com-
mon form of entertainment throughout
India, but here it takes a very famous
form, the Kathikali Dancers. Students
spend years learning the song and dance
of Kathikali. It takes several hours to ap-
ply makeup and dress for a single per-
formance. During Hindu festivals, the sto-
ry of the God Shiva (God of destruction
and reproduction) and his wife, Parvati,
are danced for several days.

Several hours may be more than enough
for most foreign tourists, but it is an ar-
tistic highlight of India.

Those who prefer discos and modern
nightlife should probably continue by In-
dian Air Lines up the coast of the Arabian
Sea to Bombay, where you can shop in ex-
cellent government-sponsored quality-
controlled handicraft shops, take a tour
boat to the Elephanta Caves and immerse
yours&lf once more in the grand hotels,
enjoy the monkeyman who entertains you
on the sidewalk and walk among the poor,
who are indeed always with us in India.

Images of India. We bring them home
as the best souventrs from a land that has
given us brief glimpses into 5,000 years of
multiple cultural histories. There is al-
ways more to the feast than we can eat,
but it is an experience that we will never
forget.

Those dust-covered boxes in your at-
tic or on your shelves may contain a
treasure. They may, that is, if they hold
old books, comic books or magazines.

Book collecting can be fun as well as
a good investment. A collector may
search the shelves in a store or at a
sale and discover a publication worth
money or at least sentimental value.

-Books are collected because they're
considered to be important cultural ar-
tifacts," said Tom Nicely, owner of
Leaves of Grass Rare Books in Ann Ar-
bor. "(Collectors) look for the first edi-
tion because it's the first embodiment
of an important work."

A lot (of collectors) like a certain
author," said Pat Nardone, owner of
the Village Paperback Exchange, 819
N. Mill in Plymouth. 'They like Louis
L'Amour, Agatha Christie. Some are
collecting for a hobby."

A variety of Bibles and an 1886 gold-
leaf copy of 'Pilgrim's Progress" will
be featured when the Plymouth Branch
of the American Association of Univer-
sity Women holds its annual used book
sale, Thursday-Saturday, May 2-4. in
Westland Center. The center is at
Wayne and Warren roads in Westland.

"The illustrations and printing (of
older books) is interesting," said Lorna

Nitz of Plymouth Township, the
branch's old and rare books chairman.
"'Beautiful' is the wrong adjective. The
(wording) is not so blunt, but softer."

HOW MUCH can a book bring? Any-
where from 50 cents to $2.5 million, ac-
cording to Nicely. He said the latter
figure is the value of a Gutenberg
Bible, one page of which could sell for
$7,500.

Some publications are valuable be-
cause they are historical, such as the
first printing of a Shakespeare play or
the first reports of explorers Lewis and
Clark, Nicely said.

Manuscripts with miniature paint-
ings can be considered works of art. A
recent book fair at Ann Arbor featured
a selection of 19th century fore-edge
paintings, which are scenes or portraits
painted on the edges of the pages of a
book.

Books written by Oashiell Hammett,
Ernest Hemingway and others in the
first half of the century can be worth
money if they're in good condition. A
dust jacket can be worth more than the
book.

SCIENCE FICTION, westerns, mys-
teries and adventures appeal to the col-
lector, according to Gary Reed, owner
and manager of Readers Exchange,
160 Merriman in Westiand. Pulp"
works by Jack Vance, a science fiction
writer of the 1940s or 19509, can bring
$600 to $800, while more common val-
ues are $20 to ;80, Reed said.

Works by authors from past centu-
ries or decades aren't the only ones
worth money. Stephen King and Janet
Daly are among such current writers
whose works have value. A first edition
of 1978's 'The World According to
Garp" by John Irving can be worth $25,
and Irving's earlier works can be worth
more, Nicely said.

"It's always a gamble with a (newer)
author," he said.

COMIC BOOKS and magazines also
are dear to collectors' hearts. Comic
book collecting was a hobby until those
publications grew in value.

'They have their own way of making
markets," said Phil Jones, manager of
Classic Movie and Comic Center, 19047
Middlebelt in Livonia.

Recent television programs and

movies relating to a comic book char-
acter - such as the Smurfs, Mr. T.
"Star Wars" and Conan the Barbarian
- have boosted a comic book's market
popularity Golden Key UStar Trek"
comics didn't really take off until the
Star Trek" movies appeared.

'With the number one issue, you're

taking a long shot on what it's going to
be worth," Jones said. "The (first issue)
Fantastic Four (from the 1960s) can be
more than 11.000. 'X-Men' is the most
popular comic today."

MAD MAGAZINE is popular, but
only its older issues might really be
worth monev to their owners.
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Tim Ladina of Redford Tow
through the comics at the Cli

Early issues of Life magazine could
be valuable, because that publication
was important to many people. Pre-
1910 issues of National Geographic
could be worth a lot. Magazines from
1850 such as Harper's Monthly may not
be as valuable as expected, but a bound
volume of Harper's Weekly dating
from the Civil War and carrying illus-
trations by Winslow Homer can be
worth $250, Nicely said.

Most old books don't need special
care.

It depends on what they're made
of," Nicely said. "If they're leather-
bound, they should be oiled once a year
or so with special oils. Other books you
keep out of direct sunlight or they will
fade. But a book isn't like a dog or a
cat. You put it on the shelf.'

ANYONE WHO would [ike to enter
the book collecting field seriously
should read up on the subject and visit
used and rare-book stores. You could
collect whatever type of book interests
you.

'It depends on what you're after,"
Nicely advised. Ulf you're a serious col-
lector looking to build a collection of
Hemingway first editions, it's going to
take years going to garage sales, and
you'll probably not find the rare books.

'(In book stores) you're going to be
with people who do this full time for a
living. A good collector will be known
by book dealers, and when he decides
to sell, he will go back to see the deal-
ers or auction house that he dealt
with."

'Buy what you want to read," Reed
said.

SCIENCE FICTION conventions,

where such works are sold, usually
aren't publicized, but can be listed in
fantasy magazines The Paperback Fo-
rum publication can help the collector,
Reed said.

Jones recommends the ()verstreet
price guide, a publication that comes

maybe VII be better " What a preci-
ous seed is a young person's dream
and what a tender reed is the first
sight of its fruition.

Just last week my wife and I man-
eled at how some flowers had already
pushed their way out of the soil in re-
sponse to the fickle spring-time sun.
It just so happened that a few days
later we were hit with two days of
snow flurries

When 1 looked at the fragile flo-
wers they were humbled under an
inch of snow. Within hours, however,
the sun reappeared and melted the
snow and the new plants appeared to
be unaffected. Now all of the aspira-
tions for the flower's life 18 in its seed
and fragile beginnings of root,

Perhaps in this light, the flowers,
though on a much lower plain of exis-
tence, are stronger than ourselves.
Because our aspirations tend to ger-
minate or decay with the most recent
forecast of promise or doom.

And what a blessing it is to have
someone give us an emotional boost
in the down times and a realistic rap
on the knuckles in the up times. Be it
writing or rhyming, drawing or paint-
ing, sculpting, dancing, etc., the artist
must do his or her art. Just like the
flower must obey its genetic blue-
print

THE ARTIST must at some time,
somehow, ventilate artistic urges to
create or express. So if you are the
artist then realize that there will be
both ups and downs and positive and
negative input in your lifetime of ar-
listic expregion. If you are the par-
ent or friend of an artist then you sup-
ply the honest praise or constructive
criticism that will help the artist do
his or her art.

The artist iN sometimes a "leaner"
looking for support and someUmes a
"lifter" raising his fans to view hiB or
her work.

Not long after my viait to Grandpa
Messing's, I waN right back at the 10-
cal art store with my dreams burning
as bright as ever. I used to love to
look at the art materials, touch the
brushes, look at the papert, study the

colors and peek through the glass
showcase and ask, "What's an air-
brush?"

Come to think of it I would proba-
bly have thrown me out if I was the
owner Not really Every once in a
while some kid will come in my store
without a cent to his name and ask a
hundred dollars in questions. I have to
smile to myself as I wonder how I
was watched by the owner of the art
store I frequented.

My dream soon changed from a
commercial artist to an artist that
owned an art store. My dream began
to germinate when the economy was
not just experiencing snow flurries
No, it was an all out blizzard.

Against all odds and advice of most
people, we opened the Art Store &
More in 1979, with the support of my
wife and mother-in-law. Dreama re-
quire tremendous effort and support.
So you support the dream with the
hope that the dream will, one day,
support you With an increase in vol-
ume and an over abundance of stu-
dents my dream has more than come
true. In fact lt's overflowing into a
new store in the city of Plymouth.

So hold on tight to your dreams
whatever they may be. Try to accen-
tuate the positive and eliminate the
negative. Learn all you can about
your particular art and...oh yes,
work... work... work.
