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New approach: 'Lump sum' tax request
First of two parts looking at the

millsge authorization request
Pivmouth Township voters will de-
cide July 29.

One of the most confusing aspects of
the upcoming Plymouth Township mil-
lage request is that the ballot proposal
won't break down millage figures for
each of the traditional categories -
general operation, police and fire.

Instead, voters are being asked to au-
thorize up to a four-mill levy, which
combined with one-mill special voted
for fire through the year 2000, will give
the tow™,hip an available maximum of
five mills (15 for every 41,000 of state
equnli,ed valuation or SEV).

This is the first Ume township voters
have been asked to approve a "lump
Rim" millage request. In the past, mil-
lages have been specially voted for po-
lice or fire for a specified number of
years.

A millage request is needed at this
time because of the number of special-
ly voted millages explring or already
expired.

Without a request, the township
would be forced to operate on two mills
in 1986 - because millages collected

in one year (1985) provide revenues for
the next year (1986)

A half-mill, specially voted for fire
in February 1979, expired at the end of
1983. Another one mill for police, voted
in September 1979, expired at the end
of 1984.

Thus the only millage available with-
out a vote this year would be the one
mill specially voted for fire (in August
1981, running to December 2000) and
one mill for general operation.

REOOGNIZING THE increased de·

mand for services as the township de-
velops, the township board unanimous-
ly agreed it was time to seek authoriza-
Uon for the full charter limit of five
mills.

But realizing it couldn't recaU or
abolish the one mill for fire still in ef-
fect, the board decided to seek an addi-
Uonal four mills.

Although a total of five mills would
be available, trustees are looking
toward a 1985 property tax rate of 3,88
mills. Members of the board have
promised not to levy more than what 18
needed to meet the 1986 budget -
which hasn't been adopted yet.

The 1986 budget most likely will be
worked on and adopted in the fall, but
in the meantime, Supervisor Maurice
Breen has developed some numbers

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- with which the board has been working.
The projected 3.88 millage rate

roughly is based on a 5 percent in-
crease in the 1985 budget, with the ex-
cepUon of police.

Four major budget areas are funded
by property tax dollars: general admin-
istration, police, fire and building, engi-
neering and planning. Other areas, such
u block grants, federal revenue shar-
Ing and solid waste don't depend on
property tax dollars.

Based on Breen's rough 1986 projec-
tions, the shift in expenditures from
1985 to 1986 would be:
• General administration - from

*1.05 million to *1.11 million. Only
looking at the four areas funded by
property tax dollars, general adminls-
tration spending would shift from 46
percent of the total in 1985 to 42 per-
cent in 1986.

• Police - from $396,998 to

35,000. Looking at police spending in
relation to the other three, it would
move from 17 percent of the total in
1985 to 24 percent in 1986.
• Fire - from ;708,555 to *743,982.

In terms of the four-area total spend-
ing, it would shift from 31 percent in
1985 to 28 percent in 1986.
• Building, engineering and plan-

ning - from $145,951 to $153,248. In
terms of the four-area total spending, it

would remain constant at 6 percent.

TOGEr a better understanding, the
3.88 mills which would be sought can
be broken down into the three tradi-
tional millage areas - general, police
and fire.

To arrive at the figures, the percent-
age figures must be multiplied against
the total millage. Trying to figure the
amount of millage required for a cer-
tain activity can be confusing because
of other revenue sources.

Besides property taxes, the township
receives revenues from the state, from
the sale of licenses and permits, the
municipal golf course, interest earn-

ings and intergovernmental sources.
The 1985 budget called for more

than 50 percent of all revenues to come
from sources other than property tax-
es. Consequently, the percentages from
the areas funded by property taxes
must be used.

BASED ON the percentages calcu-
lated from the rough budget projee-
tions, a 3.88 millage rate could be di-
vided to 1.86 mills for general opera-
tion, 0.93 mills for police and 1.09 mills
for fire.

The general operaUon levy would in-
clude general administration and build-
int engineering and planning.

40-member group includes representa-
Uves from a variety of states and
drawl its name from the year 1992,
when they hope for Republican control
of the Hou,e

As budget chairman, the lifelong
Plymouth resident developed what
may become the compromiae budget
document u the Republican Senate
locks horns with the Democrat House.

"Thil is the most Berlous domestic

problem this country is facing, for the
U.S. government to get its fiscal house
in order," Pursell said Friday, during
an interview in Plymouth.

Because of the importance of the 18-
mue, the 92 Group decided to develop Its
own budget propoul, which was intro-
duced kn the Houne on May 9 - follow-
ing more than 1,000 houn of work.

"To sit there and walt for the Senate

Republicans to report out a budget
plan just biow• my mind ...I reent

that," Pursell said, explaining why his
group started its work in January.

LENDING CREDIT to the 92 Group
budget is the fact it *B the only budget
to receive Congressional Budget Office
(CBO) recogniuon. CBO representa-
Uves worked alongside task force
members, verifying the numben

"Credibility la nicer than pride of au-
thorship," Pursell said. "There's an
out.Bide chance that the guta of this will
end up in the federal budget."

Pursell viewi his budget, Utled a
"Blueprint for Balance," as a compro-
mise measure. The document is the

first of a three-year plan aimed at re-
ducing the national debt through reduc-
tions in spending.

During fiscal 1986 - which begins
Oct. 1, 1985 - the 92 Group would like
to reduce spending by $51 billion - $32
billion in outlays (by freezing Lhe budg-
et at 1985 levela) and *19 billion in pro-
gram cuts (beyond the budget freeze).

Punell admits shaving a $946 billion
naUonal budget by $51 billion doesn't
Kern like much but he believes it's a

start.

"Interest on the national debt 19 the

third most expensive item in the gener-
al fund," he said.

"For every dollar that ts sent to
Wihington, 12 cents is taken out to
pay the interest on our debt."

The naUonal debt currently stands at
Borne $ 1.8 trillion - a figure which
troubles Punell, considering the reta-
Uve youth of our country.

At the time the 92 Group began
working on its budget proposal, Pursell
said he fully expected more proposals
to be made. He was surprised to find
his document was the only one generat-
ed with CBO recognition.

Because of its credibility and moder-
ate approach, Pursel] said the 92 Group
work was the basis for the House ap-
proved budget plan.

"About 80 to 90 percent of the House
budget plan was 92 Group work," he
said.

House budget committee chairman
William Gray, D-Penn., recently told
Pursell the 92 Group budget is being
used in compromise talks with the Sen-
ate.

AT THE same time Pursell was

working on a budget proposal, he took a
bold step on the Houae floor.

When the first of the 1986 spending
authorization bills came up for a vote
in the House in April, Pur,ell walked
across the aisle to start a bipartisan
budget freeze effort.

By combining forces with Rep.
Bruce Morrison, D-Conn., the Morrison-
Pursell freeze movement wag born.

The two representatives successfully
trimmed the NASA authorization bill

back to the 1985 budget level. They did
the same with subsequent authorization
and appropriation bil]8 coming to the
House floor.

Morrison and Pursell have a seven-

for-seven track record at this point -
with one vote going 398 to 1 in their
favor.

Because of the success, authorization
committee chairmen have asked to of-
fer the freeze admendments to main-

tain control of their bills - knowing
that Morrijon and Pursell had the votes
to do it themselves.

"Whether or not we are successful

all the way through is yet to be seen,"
Pursell said. "We're going to lose
some."

But in the meantime, the movement
has drawn Borne attention and influ-

ence to Pursell'g corner. He has

received call, from the White House

asking him to offer some amendments,
as well as calls from other representa-
tives and senators seeking support.

The efforti of Morrison and Pursell

have been r·ecognized by the media as
well.

"When this town is wallowing in hot
and uselen partiunship it is like a
breath of cool, clean air to see a couple
of legilators actually doing something
useful and non-partisan," syndicated
columnist Otis Pike recently wrote.

Pursell believes what is happening is
significant and believes having his
work recognized "certainly Is an hon-
or.

"It's a matter of style and ability to
build those types of brldges and main-
tain respect," he said.

As for emerging as a congressional
leader?

"You're only a leader when you're
ratified in the hearts of your peers," he
said.

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O'Hair, Ficano applaud victims rights laws
part of this legislation is to make the
crime victim feel they're an important
part of the criminal Justice system."

SHERIFF Robert Ficano, who also
testified before a legislative Committee
in support of the rights package this
year, said he applauds the effort to give
the victim "equal participation" in the
criminal justice system.

"You know, one the biggest problenu
has been (when a case is assigned) it's
the state of Michigan vs. the accused."

He added that the package joins the
Michigan Crime Victims Compensation
Act in helping to restore victims' loss-
es. Until now, many victims were
forced to start their own civil suits to
win restitution.

But Ficano said the laws need to go
further. Another effort the sheriff sup-
ports is the attempt to allow as testi-
mony the videotaping of statements by
sexual crime victims, such as children.

ONE RESIDENT of western Wayne
County, an advocate of better police-
court relations with residents, called
the package a "terrific" boost to vic-
tims of crime.

"It's about time they think of the
(victim) as the offended party," said
Sharon Cisco, a Livonian who recently
helped establish a Crime Prevention
unit in her city to improve communica-
tion from authorities. 'It's sad that it

hasn't been happening all along.
"I constantly ran into the word 'vigi-

lante' when we were working on the
crime prevention plan. Well, we're not.
We're just tired of being forgotten in
the due process."

MISS NORGR€WE'S humorous ac-
count of what it was like to teach and

attend high school classes at one of the
many locations put into use after the
fire also serves to remind us of the

problems members of the school board
had to face during the first few weeks
after the disaster.

For a while, their families saw little
of them during the evening hours. Sev-
en special board meetings were held in
April, three in May and four in June.

Among the first decisions was to re-
build the high school on the same site.
Men and boys were hired at 02 a day to
remove brick from the ruins.

At a meeting 00 April 28, it was de-
cided that $100,000 had to be raised to
defray the cost of the structure. On
May 9, the electorate voted 207 to 59 to
issue bonds for that purpose The bonds
were sold to the Plymouth United Sav-
ings Bank for 446 percent interest.

R.A. LeRoy of Kalamazoo was en-
gaged as an architect for the structure.
On June 29, the board approved the bid
of Byers Brothers, also of Kalamazoo,
to build the school house at a cost of
$91,104. A contract for seats of plain
oak, with 4 oak top, was awarded to
the Cleveland SeaUng Company.

What makes city so unusual?
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hopping center right in the heart of
t.

1 Ile Ully Ul r tyll,uu,11, 1.11'Ul :u.-
ers only a few miles of the earth's
surface, is earning a reputation as
an unusual city.

This is the finding of those en-
gaged in the real estate business
who are shaking their heads in
surprise these days because they
can't find homes to satisfy the de-
mand.

Most everyone they talk to these
days, the Realtors say, would like to
live in Plymouth but there is little
place for them.

The average asking price for
homes now is about $85,000 and
many of the would-be buyers are
looking for sorhething in the $50,000
bracket and there are very few such
sites available.

WHAT MAKES the city so unusu-
al?

What is there about it that makes
the public want to live here, once
the starting point of the plank road
to Detroit.

Well, first of all, Plymouth is unu-
sual because it contains so many
business places and offices in 50
small a section. It is one of the few
places with a major hotel and a

What's more, to add to the attrae-
tiveness of the area, is the existence
of a well-shaded park in the heart of
the business section.

These are all unusual things but
they become more so when one
learns that the busiest part of the
city is built over a large water pipe
through which the Tonquish Creek
nows.

Whoever heard of a busy city
being built over the large pipes of a
river? Well, it is right here in Plym-
outh

Then, for a city so small in size, it
also has a section which would
please anoyone looking for antiques
and other things which go back for
years, Old Village has taken on a
major role in the city proper. And it
is becoming more so with each pass-
ing month.

HERE ARE some of the unusual
things about the city.

It is the best known Sister City
with Plymouth, England, from
which the Pilgrims came to discov-
er and start the building of America.

It has a railroad going through the
city - not only at one point (across
Main Street) but acro88 two other
major thoroughfares. That is the
reason why years ago the Daisy Air

Rifle Co. was formed at its sidings
and became world famous.

Another unusual point of the city
is that it voted to move its high
school beyond the city limits. It now
is at what is called the Centennial
Educational Park but really it is
much on the order of a college cam-
pus.

Among other things which now
make it unusual, Plymouth has its
city hall in the center, a large Ii-
brary and an historical museum on
the edge of the business center and a
funeral parlor right in the midst of
the shopping center.

There are more business places
per person than any other area. It
has its full share of luncheon clubs,
a Masonic temple, all sorts of wom-
en's clubs and a city ice rink and a
cultural center.

Few folks realize it but Main
Street has a foundation of brick that
never was removed when the street
was paved.

Name what you want and the City
of Plymouth has it - except $50,000
homes.

That's why it has earned the title
as one of the most unusual cities in
the vast expanse of the United
States. [

The fans deserve better
 the stroll€

Now that the major league bas*ball
players have set Aug. 6 as a strike date,
it might be well if they took some time
to do something fitting for the fans who
pay the bills.

The"players, some of them millio-
naires, now want to discuss salaries
and the pensions with little thought of
what they could do for the fans, some
of whom travel miles just to watch
them play far into the night.

Down through the years, the players
have been given most anything they
asked for in terms of salary. Most im-
portant was agreeing to a free agent
clause. Under this clause, if a player
isn't satisfied with his salary, he can go
the free agent route. And in many eas-
es, he gets what he asked for and the
club owners are forced to pay the sum
demanded.

IF THIS present day setting leads to
another strike, it will harm the base-
ball season just as it did a few years
ago and make a mockery of the nation-
al pastime.

All the while, little thought is given
to the fans, some of whom drive miles
and miles, and pay high prices just to
watch players go through their act -· if
you can call it that.

Nothing is being said by the players
that they will improve their activity on
the diamond and end slow baseball.

There was a time, not too long ago,
when the Stroller was a dally worker in

W.W.

Edgar
the press boxes of the major leagues
and well he recalls that when the
games lasted more than an hour and a
half, he had to tell the readers of his
paper why it took so long to play nine
innings.

The regular time in those days was
an hour and a half for nine innings. The
public prints in those days had to tell
the fans why it required more time and
place the reason on a prominent posi-
tion on the sports pages.

BUT TIMES have changed. Now
games have gone as long as four hours,
for no special reason.

Most of the fault now rests on the

shoulders of the pitchers. They take all
kinds of time fussing with the mound in
every inning. Then they keep trying to
catch a man off first base. This oftimes
gets monotonous.

And the batters, too, come in for
some of the blame. They never come to
bat without scraping the earth around
home plate. Oftimes they also back
away and take time out. These moves
all take time, and the poor fan must sit

:r

and wait until the player feels he is
ready to play.

That ts okay when a fan lives in the
city or the suburbs. He or she can get
home at a reasonable hour. But what
about those who come a distance and it

is well into the morning hours when
they get home?

Let's take a look at the groups that
come from such places as Marine City
or Port Huron or even Lansing? There
are many who come that distance for
most every game.

THEY ARE forced to speed their
way home on the expressways and
clutter up traffic almost to the danger
point - just because a pitcher or a
batter took extra time.

Oftimes the manager is to blame: It
takes him what seems like a long time
when he goes to to the mound to change
pitchers.

Yes, the players could do well if they
took the fans into consideration instead

of going on strike for better salary
terms or the increasing of pensions.

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 Now is the time to try authentic Belgian cuisine
If you have a friend who seems to

possess an ovedowing knowledge of
almost every type W cuisine, ask him
or her to describe the typical foods and
specialty dishes of Belgium. Or, go
back a step - what do you know about
the cuisine of Belgjam?

When was the last time you, or any-
one that you know, dined in a Belgian-
style restaurant when, of course you
weren't in Belgium)?

Even the most knowledgeable food
enthusiast and cook probably doesn't
know a great deal about the cuisine of

, Belgium, largely because of its physi-
cal proximity to France. Like a more
successful big brother, France, the eu-
linary mecca, has overshadowed Belgi-
um, with a classie cusine far more re-
nowned than Belgium's own unique
style of cookery.

BUT THANKS to the work of Enid

Gordon and Midge Shirley, the foods of
Belgium in all their glory and splendor
are brought to the American public in a
new volume, "The Belgian Cookbook"
(Merrimack Printing Co.).

In an effort to explore the unknown
delicacies of Belgium, noted region by
region, Gordon and Shirley have put to-
gether a beautiful counterpoint of

scrumptious recipes and pictures of the
Belgian landscape, which help the
reader to understand and get a feel for
Belgium and its people, and how these
recipes have been a part of their lives
for generations.

It is common knowledge abroad that
Belgians love to eat and savor their
food with intense pleasure. And accord-
ing to Gordon and Shirley, in recent
years a growing sense of regional iden-
tity and a renewal of interest in au-
thentic cooking has led to a reappralsal
of the cusines of the Belgian provinces.

Belgian cuisine is known not only for
the quality of its dishes but for the
quantity: Witness the size of the por-
lions served in restaurants.

THE PROOF that Belgians are very
serious when it comes to the matter of

food can be found in the street signs of
Brussels, where more than 120 streets
are named for some kind of foodstuff.

The authors of "The Belgian Cook-
book" are first to admit that it is al-

most impossible to describe the cuisine
of any country in just a few words of
phrases, and the food of the Belgian
provinces proved no exception.

There are features that are typical of

a parUcular region or province. In
Flanders, for instance, you'll find the
velvety sauces made with butter,

cream and egg yolka, not unlike tboie
of Normandy.

In Limbourg there remains a tradi-
tion of cooking with red wine and, in
the Ardennes, there is a predilection
for rich, aromatic brown sauces that go
well with game.

"The Belgian Cookbook" is not unu-
sual in format, running the gamut of
Belgian dishes from soups, stocks and
sauces, tbrough drinks, preserves and
desserts.

THE RECIPES are written in accor-
dance with the metric system but, for
those not adept with metrics, there is a
translation table at the back of the
book, and the recipes listed here have
their ounce and pound counterparts
listed in parentheses next to the appro-
priate ingredient.

The manner in which this volume has

been written makes discovering Bel-
gian foods all the more enjoyable, and
invokes a desire to discover more
about this cuisine.

The following recipe for Troute Au
Vin Rouge (trout simmered in red
wine, from the Ardennes), reproduced

from "The Belgian Cookbook" 18 a
lovely eample of the rich and flavor-
ful sauces from that region.

The recipe ia simple, u B the
unwritten rule for most Belgian cut-
sine, but the results are both flavorful

and texturally appealing.

To understand "what's cooking" in

American kitcheas today, it is probably
appropriate to ask "who's cooking?" In
recent years, with more and more
women entering the workforce, men
have started to make their way into the
kitchen.

Adolescent self-indulgence seems to be the name of the game in

Hollywood these days. Lawrence Kasdan is right in the midst of it,
doing his thing, no matter how boring.

And unless youre eagerly awaiting a body count unmatched since
Vietnam, the 2 4 hours of 'Silverado" will bore you stiff.

After considerable success with screenwriting credits for "Raiders
of the Lost Ark" and "Continental Divide," and co-credits for "The
Empire Strikes Back" and "Return of the Jedi," Kasdan directed,co-
wrote and co-executive produced "The Big Chill." The latter was a
success, although a distasteful film with its characters reflecting self-
indulgence at their worst.

But you can't argue with success, and now Kasdan has produced,
directed and written (with brother Mark) a truly unpleasant western
that meanders through 135 minutes of every Western cliche imagina-
ble.

j r LET'S TRY and sort it all out, although I don't know why. There
are four heroes (one's not enough?) in this epic epic. Paden (Kevin
Kline) is a drifter, but a man with strong loyalties to dogs and little
people.

Scott Glenn u; Emmett, returning from five years in prison for
murdering cattleman MeKendriek's father. His daredevil, reckless
brother, Jake (Kevin Costner), and big, strong Mal (Danny Glover)

1 join with Scott and Paden as they travel to Silverado to be reunited
with their families.

Mal's father, Tyree (Jeff Fahey), is a black farmer and, then,
there's sister Rae (Lynn Whitefield), who becomes a dance hall host-
ess and friend of the nefarious gambler, Slick (Jeff Goldbaum). It's
not clear whether the McKendricks hate Tyree because he's black or
because he's a farmer. Probably both. In any event, il gives Mal
something to avenge.

But wait. We've barely begun to discUBS the cast of thousands or 204
 or 554 (not counting horses and chickens), depending upon which page

of the press kit one reads. The whole project is so confused, and
confusing, that the producers don't seem to know what's going on.

My last column explored the vinicul-
tura] delights of beautiful downtown
Paw Paw and some points west in
southwestern-lower Michigan, part of
our "Explore Michigan" theme this
summer.

Now we go north, all the way to our
little finger tip on the west coast,
Leelanau County. Here the terrain is
more undulating, the region more iso-
lated and the region dotted with lovely
lakes and coastal seenery. There are
many who feel the Leland area is Mich-
igan's finest; I share that.

There are four bonded wineries in

the county. The oldest, dating all the
way back to 1976 (compare to some
German and French properties that go
back some 800 years), is the Boskydel
Vineyard of Bernie Rink and his fami-
ly. Located in the center of the pennin-
sula overlooking Lake Leelanau, the
operation was begun and continues lo
be the work of a single family.

In this Finger Lakes-like setting,
they produce between 2,700 and 3,000
cases of wine a year from their 25
acres, enough to support the family.
Next year, when Bernie retire from
his position as head librarian at North-
west Michigan College, it will be their
sole support. But there are no plans to
expand.

VIGNOLES, Seyval and De Chaunae
are the chief wines, all made well. The
last is used in their Red blend and in

the varietal Rose. They also have made
in 1983 a most fruity, rich and pleasant
wine from the Aurora grape, one too
often overlooked in Michigan.

All in all, a most amiable place to
visit. Open 10-6 daily.

An aside to our usual fare is in order

here. Leaving Boskydel recently on a
lovely June afternoon, I saw an amaz-
ing sight. A huge harvester was
methodically and quickly clearing a
several-acre field of strawberries.

Mechanically harvested strawberries?
The owners claimed that the ma-

chine was one of only two in the world;
his family had built and owned them
both. It was taking some 10 tons per
acre, separating greens and fruit at the
end of a conveyor belt and spitting the
unbroken berries out the side into lugs.
Traditional harvest is two or three tons

per acre.

The tongue of the harvester ran hori-
zontally along the ground, neatly slic-
ing off the tops of each plant, harvest-
ing all the growth, leaving the plant in-
tact to bear another harvest. All this

was being run by four teen-aged boys,
sons to the family.

Then, two miles to the north, there

was a huge field with some 50 laborers
bending over to harvest berries by
hand. A memorable contrast.

FARTHER UP the peninsula on the
east side, in the village of Omena (post
office, general store and bar), is
Leelanau Ltd.,second oldest winery in
the region.
