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Bila takes commission seat

Newly-appointed Plymouth City
Commissioner Dennis Bila will take a
"wait and see" approach to his new job.

Bila was appointed unanimously dur-
ing a regular city commixion meeting
Monday night, replacing Mary Ellen
McKercher, who resigned.

MeKercher, who was in her first
term on the commission, left when her
husband transferred to a new job.

This is the first time Bila, 44, has
held an otherwise-elecUve municipal
government position. Through appoint-
ments, he served 00 the Plymouth
Planning Commission and the Plym-
outh Parking Commission.

Bila never has run for public office.
He brings a mathematics background
to the commission which could prove
helpful in budget matters, Bila said.

"I'll just be watching for awhile,"
said Bila, "although I am supportive of

fessor at Washtenaw County Communi-
ty College since 1969. He has been a
teacher since 1963.

The newly appointed commissioner
holds a bachelor of science degree
from Central Michigan University and
a nnaster of arts degree from Wayne
State University.

He has had 13 of his books on mathe-
matics published.

Bila, a resident of Plymouth since
1972, was completing a three-year
term on the planning commission.

"I think my mathematics back-

ground will help me understand
finance," said Bila. "Numbers don't
scare me."

HE BELONGS to no organizions in
the Plymouth area, but is president of
the Faculty Association at Washtenaw
County Community College.

"I've been involved in labor negotia-
tions (at the college) and that experi-
ence should help," said Bila.

Bila, a Michigan naUve, is married
and has two children; a son is in law
school and a daughter is a reporter for
the Saginaw News.

The city commission appointed Judy
Berry to finish Bila's term of office on
the planning commission.

The city commission also extended
the term of office of Jack Kenyon, who
has been chalrman of the Economic

Development Corporation of the city of
Plymouth.

Kenyon will serve on the EDC
through June 30, 1990.

All three of the mayor's appoint-
ments were approved by the city com-
mission by unanimous votes.

Court's goal: speeding sentences

Just when the 35th District Court
appeared to be at its best, things got
better.

First it was the consolidation under
one roof on Plymouth Road across
from Burroughs, then there was the
streamlining of service, and now
same-day sentencing.

"This is so much better for the inter-
nal use of the court personnel," said
Chief Judge James Garber. "It's better
for the defendant, lt's better for the at-
torneys and it's better for the court."

"It" is a computerized anewing Bys-
tem which allows the court to screen
offenders for sentencing recommenda-
lions the same day they are found
guilty.

In the old dayv - all of several
months ago - pre-sentence screening
could take weeks Now, some 40-50
percent of the criminal cases - mostly
drunk driving - are sentenced the
same day.

"Anytime you have to schedule a
case more than once, it's like filing a
brand new case each time," Garber
said during an interview this week.

"Instead of having to schedule the
matter three more times for sentenc-
ing, we can handle it in one day.

"It bring» the sentence as close as
possible to the actual offenae, which for
rehabilitation purpoies, cloler 13 bet-

ter," Bald the judge, who 1lkened the
principle to training a child or pet.

'"The closer you ge( the punishment
to the actual occurrence of the offenae,
the better your chances the message
will sink in." he said.

"SAME-DAY sentencing is some-
thing we tried to do before but for
whatever reason, we couldn't stick to,"
said Garber, whose court services the
communities of Plymouth, Canton and
Northville.

Quick sentencing became harder to
do with Michigan's new drunk-driving
law, which took effect in March of
1983.

Prior to the new, tougher law, alco-
hol screening before sentencing was
left up to the court. Consequently,
judges wouldn't require screening of
first offense drunk drivers, Garber
said.

"Unless there was some objective in-
dicaUon that a person has a drinking
problem, like prior offenses, we would
sentence without screening."

In cases where there was a question,
offenders were sent to the probaUon
department for a pre-sentencing evalu-
ation and recommendation.

Those required to go through the
screening completed a two.phase pro-
cen. First they would flil out a ques-
Uonnalre, and then take part tn a one-
on-one interview with a probation offi-
cer - all aimed at 8ignalling possible
drinking problems.

The results of the questionnaire were
shown as a MAST (Michigan Alcohol
Screening Test) Eore. Based on that
score, the perion wal placed in a cate-
gory of probability in regard to having
a drinking problem.

The second phase was a half-hour In-
terview with the probaUon officer to
reinforce the queetionn•tre findingn

Prior to the new law, the 35th Dis-
trict Court wal handling about 800
drunk-driving cues a year, of which

about half (400) required screening be-
fore sentencing, according to Garber.

THEN CAME the new law, which re-
quires screening of all drunk-driving
offenders.

The 100 percent screening require-
ment, along with an increased drunk-
driving case load, put the court into a
sentencing tallspin.

A federal judge has ordered Plyrn-
outh resident Tony Henry to pay the
City of Plymouth for court costs and
attorney's fees involving his "excessive
force" lawsuit against four city police
officers.

U.S. District Court Judge George
Laplata last week igued a court order
directing Henry to pay the city $5,129,
according to Bernard McClorey, who
represented the Plymouth Police De-
partment and the officen during the
trial, which ended May 30

The lawauit, filed against the depart-
ment and officers Thomas Zedan,
Wayne Carroll, Ronald Kaminski and
Joeeph Kahanee, followed the 1982 ar-
rest of Henry, who had charged that
the officers used unreasonable force in
effecting his arrrest - and in doing so
violated hl, con:Ututional rights.

Henry claimed Umt u a result of the
force used during his arrest, he suf-

"Before the law we handled 837 cas-
es one year and 843 the next. In 1984,
the first full year of the new law, we
had somewhere in the neighborhood of
2,500 cases," Garber said.

"We now were doing six times the
number of screening• - obvioualy that
presented a problem. We were running

"It's past the appeal period (for the
lawsuit)," said McClorey. "Given all
the circumstances, there is no appeal-
able issue in the case. The verdict Is
consistent with applicable law. There
has been no revenible error by the
judge. The appeal, if it came, would
have to address the good faith of the
verdict."

M€Clorey's law firm handles insur-
ance cases for the more th•n 100 Mich-
igan communities that are members of
a Risk Management Authority.

"The authority allows the communi-
ty to have a direct input into the cale,
while in the past, insurance companies

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 Mail carrier has friendly helper

Neither rain nor sleet keeps 4-year-old Mark Ma-
jeske from his self-appointed mail rounds.

Daily since 1983, Mark has accompanied his post-
man buddy, Thomas Tucker, 'as Tucker delivers
mail on Bennett Street in northeast Livonia.

The law prevents Mark from actually placing the
mail inside mailboxes. But Tucker lets Mark hand
mail to recipients with their permission and if they
are present when the two approach. It's a demand-
ing job for any 4-yeardd planning to enter elemen-
tary school in Redford Town8hip next month.

And it's especially demanding for a youngster
who is totally deaf in his left ear, 60 percent deaf in
his right ear and 5ffers from congenitally weak
forearms. Mark's forearms are missing a Inajor
bone.

The youngster wears a hearing aid on his right
ear and, for support, splints on both forearms.
«We have fun some days when he leaves them

(the hearing aid) home," said Tucker, a 1959 gradu-
ate of Clarenceville High School and a Plymouth
resident.

HOW DID Mark acquire all this responsibility?
Generally, he'd watch me from the front win-

dow," said Tucker, 43. «One day I said to him, 'Do
you want to come along?' and that's how it all start-
ed."

Mark eagerly awaits Tucker's daily mall visit,
which usually comes around 1 p.m. Tucker's route,
with itA 550 stops, encompasses Six to Seven Mile
Road and Inkster to Middlebelt. He has delivered
mail to the 19 houses on Bennett Street for the last

24 years.
The 26-year postal veteran completes all his

rounds on time and still gives extra attention to
theeager, inquisitive little boy.

Tucker stops to pick up Mark every day before
he begins his Bennett deliveries.

A bright new red tricycle which Mark received
as a Christmas present last year has cut the time
needed for the two to walk the route together this
year.

It's easier this year because he's bringing his
trike," said Tucker. 'Last year, he walked."

SOME DAYS, Mark pulls a wagon.
'Tom's been more than a mail carrier," said

Mark's mother, Connie Majeske. 'He's so good with him; he's 80 patient. They talk about colors, the
weather and the temperature.'

Tucker said that he can tell when Mark is having a bad day. 'He's had a lot of ups and downs. In the
wintertime he gets sick a lot."

Occasionally, Mark's cockapoo puppy, Samantha,
accompanies the two.

existing structure is another major plus of teaming
with K mart, he said.

'This is the first time Wendy's will be getting
into any kind of relationship with a retailer," Rub
said. But Wendy's operates in other "non-tradiUon-
al" sites like universities and hospitals around the
United States, be added.

K mart has experience working with retailers by
leasing out space to companies like Meldiseo Shoes
and financial services, Palanolo said. She em-
phasizes that offering the fast food menu to K mart
shoppers is not as unusual as it may appear on the
surface.

"K mart has always been interested in the food
industry," she said "We have some type of food in
all the stores.''

A VARIETY of foods has passed by the K mart
cash registers for quite some time. Many of the
sites have cafeterias, food stands with meats and
soft drinks, and a cookie and candy area. Most »
cently, gourmet sections have been added at some
K mart locations.

Selling food has "proven to be a very good ven-
ture," Palazzolo said. K mart operates more than
100 cafeterias across the country, including Furr's
Cafeterias in southern states and Bishop Buffets in
the midwest and western United States.

Wendy's hires about 50 people to operate a loca-
tion, said Raab, who insists that an existing Wen-
dy's location in Canton - Ford Road west of I-275
- is a plus rather than adverse competition to the
planned K mart site.

"We have found out that location is such an im-
portant factor in the consumers' choice of where
they will eat," Raab said. "Sometimes our restau-
rants that are very close to each other don't canni-
balize each others' sales. In fact they help each
other by getting people in the habit of eating at
Wendy' s."

Michigan public schools are teetering on the edge
of a new trend that may see teacher shortages oc-
curring soon.

While the surplus of educators has grown since
the 19603, when shortages last plagued state class-
rooms, concern is mounting once again among state
and local school officials that a new shortage is
imminent.

'It was unreal," recalled one school administra-

tor, Livonia School Superintendent George Garver,

about the 19603. "I remember opening a classroom
in the fall with no teacher to staff it The shortage
of teachers was just unreal. We'd go anywhere to
find a teacher. I'd like not to return to those days."

The shortage of teachers was so drastic in the
mid-19608, he said, that administrators from Michi-
gao would travel to 15 and sometimes 20 states in
search of a school teacher. Occasionally, they had
to compromise in their search for quality instruc-
tors.

Now, many school districts across the state are
finding vacancies in teaching positions for math,
science and special education.

WHAT IS causing the shortage?
• In the past five years, there has been a 42

percent reduction in the number of graduates from
Michigan teaching colleges and universiUes. Mean-
while, K-12 public school enrollments have dropped
only 10.5 percent.
• Today, Michigan schools graduate 3,000

teachers a year, compared to the peak statewide
figure of 20,000 during the late '603 and '703.

"That indicates the market is starting to loosen
up a little bit in job opportunities," said Dan Austin,
director of teacher certification for the Michigan
Department of Educauon. "We're starting to see an
upward trend in the number of openings for new
teachers..

• School officials are beginning to move through
their once-lengthy lay-off lists. Only three years
ago 5,000 Michigan teachers were listed on lay-off.
Today that figure is down to 400. Discouraged by
economic forecasts, many have found jobs in other
fields.

• The children of 'baby boomers," emerging in
such sunbelt states as Florida and Texas, are send-
ing searchers into Michigan to tap local resources.
The Houston Independent School District this fall
alone will need 1,000 new teachers, state officials
report.
• Retirement is on the minds of many of today's

employed Michigan teachers. The state's recently
adopted Early Teacher Retirement Program takes
effect Jan. 1 and may open up retirement opportu-
nities sooner for some educators and school ad-

ministrators. It allows for "30 years of service and
out" or any combination of years of service and
age, adding up to 80.

Years ago the average working teacher was age
35, that's now up to 44, the oldest in Michigan histo-
ry.

*The retirement bill combined with the reducUon

across the state. That went up to 1,800 one year
ago. And this coming year, we anticipate there will
be 2,500-3,000 hired. The demand is picking up,"
Scheetz said.

Besides the reasons Austin cited, Scheetz said K.
12 school enrollments in Michigan have been level-
ing off and, in some cases, slightly increasing.
There's a mini baby boom going on around the
country, but in Michigan, it's holding steady..

He added the rebound in Michigan's economy has
improved finances in some school districts. As a
result, new teachers are being hired as programs
are reinstated and class sizes are lowered.

-Some school districts can afford a better teach-
ing force now," he noted.

THE UPSWING is especially visible in university
placement offices such as Michigan State's.

Today, Scheetz said, recruiters from as many as
40 Michigan school districts have arrived on cam-
pus for the fall hiring, and some 90 out-of-state re-
cruiters from the growth areas of the sunbelt also
are seeking Michigan-trained teachers.

One area school that has begun hiring new facul-
ty members is the 15,000-student Plymouth-Canton
school district.

'We don't have a lay-off list,» said Norman Kee,
the district's personnel director. «We're in the pro-
cess of hiring. Last Monday we submitted 12 (new
hires) to the board, and we could have another doz-
en."

Kee said his district needs to hire new teachers

from all specialties. He has found most applicants
have classroom experience, many have worked as
substitute teachers, and some have taught in pri-
vate schools, where salaries are substantially lower
than in the public system.

"I think someUme in three years, we may have a
shortage. But right now we have a substantial num-
ber of applicants and can can be quite selective," he
said. "We're still looking at 30-40 applicants for
each opening.

IN BIRMINGHAM School District, Superintend-
ent Roger Garvelink announced plans to hire at
least 30 new teachers this year. 'We definitely see
some dramatic changes," says Garvelink.

To get quality applicants, he said, Birmingham
has had to develop aggresive recruitment proce-
dures. It has re-established ties with college place-
ment offices left untended in 20 years and has of-
fered more than minimum pay to new-hlres.

Like other school officials around the state,
though, he is looking at the future. In the next five
years, a large part of the Birmingham teaching
staff will retire. That is cause for concern today, he
said.

.Fifteen years ago we hired warm bodies. We
weren't discriminating. The public tolerated it. I
see quite a different attitude today," he said. "Par-
ents are having fewer children and have higher ex-
pectations for their children's education. And we do
too..

Student 
Tenth graders won't be driving to

school this fall. They have lost their
wheels to a new policy designed to re-
duce the number of students driving to
the Centennial Educational Park.

The driving policy was endorsed by
the Plymouth-Canton Community
Schools' safety committee and ap-
proved by the Board of Education.

According to Plymouth Salem princi-
pal Bill Brown, 600 students will be the
maximum number permitted to drive
to school.

"We're restricting parking to 600
students because we have only 600 stu-
dent parking spaces," said Brown. "We
have reviewed this problem for the
past year and taken a hard look at all
of the options available.

"We believed the situation was get-
ting out of hand and decided that limit-
ing the number of drivers was the only
appropriate way to go. We have
checked with other school districts and

find that they have similar problems
which they handle in a similar way.

"After discussion with local police
departments, Wayne County officials
and our own transportation depart-
ment, we believe limiting the number
of students who drive will lessen the

number of problems created by the
traffic flow."

ELEVENTH AND 12th graders
wishing to drive must fill out a form
listing the various reasons why stu-
dents might need to drive - reasons
such as work, co-op and participation
in activities such as football, drama
and band.

High school students will receive in-
formation and an application in the
mail regarding student driving privi-
leges.

This form, to be used to decide which
,-students can drive, should be turned in

at schedule pickup. Students who quali-
fy will be given a driving permit appli-
cation. They will be charged a $2 regis-
tration fee for a vehicle identification

sticker.

By a vote of 213 for and 204 against, the House
reduced by half the number of new public housing
units proposed as part of the Department of Hous-
ing and Urban Development's fiscal 1986 budget

The vote cut the number of new units from

1985. This sliced $990 million from the proposed
HUD appropriation, which later was set at $14.9
billion.

The appropriations bill (HR 3038) was sent to the

who say "I am concerned about the deficit but not
on thi bill..."

FUEL EFFICIENCY - By a vote of B: for and
39 against the Senate tabled (killed) a oenie-of-the-
Senate resolution in behalf of higher fuel-efficiency
standards for pa-enget can.

The resoluUon opposed the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration plan to lower from
27.5 miles-per-gallon to 26 mp, the standard that
automakers must achieve by the 1986 model year.

Detroit has had ten years to meet the 27.5 mph
"neet average" requirement. Chrysler 11 technolog-
ically piepared to comply, but General Motors and
Ford argue that compliance will force them to cut
production of larger cars and lay off thousands of
workers.

This resolution, propoeed during debate on (S
410),lacked statutory force and was only an ex-
pression of Senate opinion.

Don Nickles, R-Okla., who voted to kill the reso-
lution, said, "We need to be helping (U.S. automak-
ers)... and certainly not doing anything that
would encourage more imports in this industry.

Daniel Evans, R-Wash., who sponsored the reso-
lution, said the higher fuel-efficiency standard
should be kept "if we are at all serious about ener-
gy conservation, if we are at all concerned about
the dependence on foreign oil."

Senators voting no were opposed to any lowering
of the 27.5 mpg fuel-efficiency standard.

Baby sitter selection serious business

e experts said
G a baby sitter is not

finding the right sitter is se-
rious business and requires extensive
research by parents.

But parents don't always take the
time and effort to check properly the
person to whom they're entrusting
their children's lives.

"A lot of families will call a baby
sitter and hire the baby sitter for Sat-
urday night. Then their next contact
is Saturday, and the parents have 15
minutes to tell the baby sitter about
the child," said Rose Lebbon, a re gis-
tered nurse and in-service instructor

who teaches Annapolls Hospital's Red
Cross baby-sitting course.

"You take all the time to nurture

and develop a child, and then you go
and turn them over to a baby Bitter,
and all the preparation you give them
is 15 minutes?"

Using the wrong Bitter - or one
who's not been properly prepared -
can lead to abuse or to tragedy when
an emergency situauon arties.

Last month a 24-year-old Livonia
woman, Michelle L. Mackey, was
charged with killing the 14-month-old
girl she was caring for after allegedly
becoming angry at the child's crying.
Mackey, who has been charged with
second-degree murder, told police she
had diaciplined the child by spanking
and shaking her.

BABY-SITTING experts recom-
mend a variety of steps parents can
take to find a sitter.

The firit is to take a look at the
sitter's credentials.

Parents should ask is whether the

Bitter has taken one of the baby-sit-
ting couraes offered by hospitals,
schools, the Red Cross and other
agencies. The couries can cover ev-
erything from feeding and diapering

the baby to administering CPR or
handling an accidental poisoning.

If the child starts crying, a sitter
who has taken a baby-sitting course
will have some idea of what to do,
said Lynn Lecours, informauon spe-
cialist for the American Red Cross in
Detroit.

The Red Cross course recommends
that sitters ask thernselves a series of
questions to find out why the child is
crying - Is the child hungry, too
warm or too cold, Ln need of a diaper
change, teething, in pain or discern-
fort, ill, or just lonely because the
parents aren't home? The course then
recommends what steps to take in
each case.

"You have to go by troubleshoot-
ing," Lebbon said. "If you go through
the troubleshooting, and nothing
seems to help, either call the parents
or a neighbor. But you don't become
frustrated."

The courses also cover what to ex-

pect from children at different age
levels, so a sitter doesn't feel frustrat-
ed because be or she Is expecting too
much of the child.

"A person who's likely to abuse a
youngster is a person who doesn't
have a realistic perception of what
normal behavior 18 in an infant," said
Katherine Crossley, program dlrector
of the Community Commi•sion on
Drug Abuse (CCODA)/Livonia Coun-
seling Center

"People can expect more from a
child than a child is able to give in
terms of attention, compliance or
love."

PARENTS ALSO should ask for

and contact a baby sitter's referenc-
es.

Even a teen who's never worked as

a baby sitter before should have a
minimum of two references - a cler-
gyman, teacher or Behool counselor
who can attest to the sitter's charac-
ter, I,ecour: sald.

If the 8itter 18 experienced, parents

should contact several parents who
currently are using the Bitter'B ser-
vices - as well as parents who used
the sitter in the past, to find out why
they no longer use them.

IF THE baby Bitter will be using
his or her own home to care for the
child, parents should check if the sit-
ter is registered with the state.

It's a little-known fact, but sitters
who use their own homes to care for
children that are unrelated to them

and receive compensation in return
must register as a family day care
home, said Jacqueline Wood, the as-
sistant director of Division of Day
Care Licensing of the state Depart-
ment of Social Services (DSS).

The division can tell parents
whether a registered sitter has a
criminal record or a history of abuse,
Wood said.

The regulation doesn't apply to
baby sitters who go to the child's
home to baby sit.

"Only when the child is taken from
its own home (does) the state feels the
risk increases dramatically," Wood
said.

It's a misdemeanor for sitters who
use their own homes not to register
with the state, but many of them ap-
parently don't know about the law or
ignore it, Wood said. The DSS esti-
mates only 20 to 25 percent of such
sitters actually are registered.

Mackey, the Bitter charged in the
recent Livonia infant death, was us-

ing her own home to watch the infant
and was not related to the child, Livo-
nia pollce Bald. According to state
law, she ,hould have been registered
as a family day care home, Wood
said.

"But we don't show her to be regi-
tend under thi, name," Wood uid

ONCE PARENTS find a sitter's
credentials in order, they should met
up an interview with the sitter, and if
the sitter ia a teen, with the deter's
mother, too.

"We explain to them (sitters) the
best way to go to an interview is just
as you would for a job," said Lois
Ray, a medical assistant who teaches
baby-sitting courses at Henry Ford
Hospital's Fairlane Center.

"You should have the baby's par-
ents interview your mother, and vice
versa."

The sitter and child should have

some time together, so the parents
get an idea of how they get along.

"Let them have some time alone,
where you can see them playing and
interacting with the children," Let>-
bon said. "Does the sitter get down at
their level, play with them, or is she
standoffish?"

Lebbon suggests trying out the sit-
ter for short periods, such 28 a trip to
the store, before entrusting the chil-
dren to the sitter for an extended pe-
Mod of time.

Once they take the job, baby sitters
should have a working knowledge of
the home - where fire extinguisher,
and doors and windowi are and bow
to work door loch - in case of a fire
or other emergency.

The sitter should have a clear idea

of what to do if the child becomes ill

or otherwise needs apecia] attention.
The parents ahould leave a phone
number at which they can be reached,
as well as the number of a neighbor in
case there's no answer at the first
number.

WHEN "BREAKING in" a new sit-

ter, parenta should observe the sitter
in operation, just to make sure thing»
are going smoothly.

"We encourage parents to drop in
unexpectedly on a home Bo they see
what goes on in a home when they' re
not supposed to be there," Wood said.
"Drop In at lunch, or get out of work
early."

Lebbon said it's a good idea to have
a neighbor keep an eye on what's

going on while the sitter is there.
"Ask the neighbor if anything unu-

sual happened. Did the kids seem un-
der control? You'd be surprised what
the neighbors say."

A mistake parents can make is to
assign a baby Bitter other duties, such
as Waihing the dishes or vacuuming
the floor, Lebbon said.

"If a baby sitter is frustrated be-
cause thingB are not getting clone, 1
can see how they could lose control
because they didn't know what priori-
ties are," Lebbon said. "The first pri-
ority is to watch that baby. Nothing in
the world is more important than the
security of that infant."

"We really emphasize keeping a
constant eye on that child, even when
it's sleeping," Ray said. "We tell them
to check in every half an hour. They
don't have to touch them, just make
sure they're sleeping peacefully."

PERHAPS the best way to find out
bow things are going with the sitter
are through the child itself.

Parents should check for bruises or

any abnormal behavior that would
suggest the child is being abused or
neglected. Ray recalls one child who
panicked when placed in small room
for a bearing test, apparently because
be had been locked up in small rooms
in the past as punishment.

Older children can talk about their
experiences, but Wood pointed out
they'll be more likely to open up if it's
made part of their daily routine.

"If your child is of the age where
they can verbalize, talk to the child
every night about what they do at the
day care home. If child has Itas part
of the normal day, they will start tell-
ing you what happened "

All tbe precaution, in the world
can't guarantee that at>uie or acct-
dents won't occur, the child-care ex-
perts agree. But :uch measures great-
ly increase the odds of a happy rela-
ttomhip between parents, child and
baby Bitter.

WHEN TO RETIRE. You cannot

receive full benefits until you reach the
full-benefit retirement age. This cur-
rently is 65. Starting in the year 2000,
the full-benefit age will gradually in-
crease until it reaches 67 in 2027.

If you work past the full-benefit age,
you can earn larger benefits. For those
now near retirement age, your monthly
benefit will be increased by 3 percent
for each year after 65 that you don't
draw a Social Security check.

For those who reached 65 before

1982, the credit is 1 percent for each
year. Starting in 1990, the credit will be
gradually increased until it reaches 8
percent in 2008.

EARLY RETIREMENT. You can

begin receiving Social Security as early
as age 62. But if you start before 65,

CURRENT RULES. The following
are some of the rules of Social Security
payments:
• Monthly Social Security benefits

and supplemental income benefits (SSI)
are increased by 3.5 percent.

• Maximum payments are adjusted.
For someone who turned age 65 in
1984, the maximum monthly payment
is $728. The average monthly SSI par
ment is *449 for an individual and $776
for a couple.
• Social Security payroll taxes are

increased. This year, employer and em-
ployee each pay 7.05 percent on income
up to $39,600.

• Self-employed persons alao face a
larger Social Security tax bill this year.
The net self-employment tat in 1985 is
11.8 percent on the first $39,600 of self-
employment earnings.
• Benefits for disabled persons in-

crease this year. A disabled widow or
widower is entitled to 71.5 percent of
the deceased spouse's age45 benefits
This is in addition to the regular,
across-the-board benefit increase.

WHEN YOU APPLY. Once you 6-
cide when you will retire, apply at your
local Social Security office at least two
or three months before you plan to stop
working. This way, your benefits will
start as soon as you stop working.

When you turn 65, drop by -even if
you don't plan to retire - to arrange
your Medicare coverage.

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In Grand Rapids, the Grand Plaza is all
• hey call it a renovation, but theold Pantlind Hotel was never

like this.

The 12-story red-brick ho-
tel in the heart of Grand Rapids domi-
nated the city from before World War I
until after the Vietnam War. But the
lumbermen and furniture makers

would never recognize the pink and
green lobby gleaming under three huge
crystal chandeliers and a ceiling cov-
ered with gold leaf.

The wrought-brass railings that go
up the double staircase and around the
mezzanine were there in the old days.
And the owners were wise enough to
leave things like the old glass mail
chute, the kind that lets you watch a
letter flutter past unexpectedly while
you are waiting for the elevator.

The paneling that wraps around the
lower half of the lobby looks as if it
was ret)orn from another age, bul I sus-
pect it's new, like the huge gold sun-
burst against the lobby wall.

, f WHEN YOU sit in the beautiful old-
world lobby, it is hard to imagine that
the other half of this hotel, a few hun-
dred feet away, is a gleaming glass 29-
story tower with the atrium, green-
plants and other contemporary accents
that go with it.

If you look at the space between the
Pantlind, now the Grand Plaza East,
and the glass tower, the Grand Plaza
West, you could be even more confused.

A two-story concourse connects the
two buildings across what was once a
street to a third building once used to
exhibit the furniture made by Grand
Rapids furniture makers and now used
as an exhibitors hall.

At street level that concourse is the

main entrance and registration lobby
of the Amway Grand Plaza Hotel,
which ties all these individual architec-

tural units into one building.
To understand all Uils, you must re-

member what downtown Grand Rapids
looked like 10 years ago. I stayed in the
Pantlind then, when the previous own-
ers made one last stab at restoring its
old splendor, but the sidewalk-level
cafes and the vallant remodeling of the
smallish guest rooms could not over-
come the decaying of the downtown
city.

THE CALDER stabile, La Grande
Vitesse, had already been built on a
plaza nearby. Eventually it would be
given a lot of the credit for sparking
the rebirth of downtown, but at the
time it stood alone, with a few other
excellent pieces of public art to keep it
company.

It was Jay Van Andel and Rich De-
Vos, owners of the Amway Corp., who
made the magic happen. They were
"two Dutch boys who made good," part
of the solid, hardworking Dutch tradi-
tion of the city, and they didn't want to

The Hyatt hotels people had consid-
ered buying the Pantllnd and had gone
away saying, "Who would come to
Grand Rapids anyway?" Van Andel
and DeVos bought the old grand dame
and hired a consultant to help them
make it work. The consultant said that

if they really wanted to take advantage
of the potential convention trade, they
didn't have enough rooms, so they add-
ed the tower.

Now they have a 700-room hotel that
cost more than $65 million dollars.
They call it "world clus," and it has
been rated four star by Mobile Gaides
and five diamonds by the American Au-
tomobile Association.

A SKYWALK runs to the adjacent
Grant Center, which includes the city
convention center, the restored Welsh
Auditorium and the DeVos Hall for the

performing arts. The Grand Plaza runs
the kitchen for the Center and markets

money. Meantime, the Grand Plaza has
done a major share of the rejuvenation
of the downtown.

More than half the hotel's guests are
conventioneers. Businessmen are safe-

ly tucked away in separate floors to
keep them away from the party goers
among the convention crowd. Conven-
tioneers, tourists and bulness tra-
velers all leave their money behind in
city shops and restaurants, and most of

the downtown are within walking dis-
tance of the Grand Plaza.

I seldom write about a single hotel,
but you cannot talk about the new look
of downtown Grand Rapids without
talking about the Grand Plaza, because
the hotel Is the heartbeat and the an-

chor of the restored city.

CHECK THE tourist listings and you
find that eight of the two dozen restau-
rants listed in the downtown area are
in the Grand Plaza.

The Gerald R. Ford Presidential Mu-

seum is reached by cros,log a foot-
bridge acrou the Grand River from the
hotel and convention center. Visitors

pleased if somewhat baffled by the fact
that the Grand Plaza is determined to

buy everything locally, if possible.
When Rudy Van Nunen, Netherlands-

born chef of the elegant top-of-the-tow-
er Cygnus restaurant, asked a local
farmer for all the zucchint blossoms he

could get, the farmer had no way of
knowing that the blossoms would be
used as decoration on a dinner plate,
stuffed with seafood mousse and ac-
companted by a miniscule crayfish
from a west Michigan waterway.

A few government officials were
also surprised when the Grand Plaza

asked for an exception from the equal
opportunity employment rule; they
wanted only women of Netherlands
background to serve the Dutch food at
Grootmoe€let, Tafel.

THEY ALSO needed government
permission to put the name of a Dutch
beer on the glasses and coasters needed
tomake therestaurant authentic.

SOME THINGS have fortunately not
changed since the last time I was in
Grand Rapids. One, of course, is the
Calder, which was erected with the

help of a grant from the National En-
dowment for the Arts in the late 19603.

Many people asked, "Is it art?" in those
days. But it wasn't long before the im-
age of the Calder was seen on garbage
trucks, city stationary and street flags.

Even a tiny tot like Timothy
Lomashewich, who lives in the suburbs

of Grand Rapids, recognizes the Calder
from the freeway. As soon as he sees it
he starts to yell "town! town!" You can
see him running regularly among the
giant orange "legs" of La Grande Vi-
tesse. When he tires of that he start:

looking for "the big swing." That'a the

contemporary tripod sculpture by N
Suvero.

If you take a walking tour of the city,
you'll find such nationally recognited
artists in many places and an excellent
art museum built into what was once

the old federal building. The Public
Museum is also of great interest. A new
Public Museum and a branch of Grand

Valley State College are in the city's
"dream plan" for the future; both are
planned for a site across the river.

When Donna McKechnie left the

cast of Uie musical *A Chorus Line" in

1978, she wanted to establish creden-
tials as a dramatic actress. She

moved from New York to Ike Ange-
les, where she has done television,
movies and even produced some mu-
sical revues, yet here she 18 again,
back starring in *Chorus Line."

What enticed McKechnie to return,
she explained over luncheoo with the
press Monday at downtown Detroit's
Caucus Club, was the opportunity to
appear in the national company tour,
which may be the last big tour for the
show.

The musical is still playing on
Broadway, but the show is now avail-
able for productions by theater
groups throughout the country. This
will probably be the final ra=le-daz-
zle "Chorus Line," with a cast assem-

bled that is as close to the original as
possible. McKechnie explained that

Learning about wine is, blesseCy, a
never-ending mission. Whether it be
facts about grape growing, taste pref-
erences, its history, its serving, vinicul-
ture, marketing...it is all a com-
pleII mosaic of knowledge, taste, val-
ues and sensitivity that can be sub-
sumed under the rubric wine

appreciation."
The facts and information are, of

course, the easiest for the learner to
acquire. For the price of a few sound
bottles of burgundy or riesling, one can
acquire several well-written and in-
formabve books by such notable au-
thors as Hugh Johnsdn, Maynard Ame-
rine or Leon Adams.

Their authoring efforts provide end-
less hours and days of beneficial study.
The topic in general is well served in
its literature. And there are magazines,
journals and periodical reviews put}-
lished by societies and individuals that
are extremely informative.

But learning the facts of wine, its ge-
ography, creation and attributes in no
way helps an individual in that most
important single component of wine
enjoyment: drinking the stuff.

AND FOR THAT, only experience
will do. To develop a set of values, to
know why a wine is as good as it is, to
have a benchmark for evaluation, all
this requires a fair amount of consump-
tion. (Such a burden!)

But there's a caveat here. Drinking
alone, not gaining the perspective of
others, not sharing observations about
a wine's attributes, can be extremely
insular. There may or may not be a
personal danger in drinking alone
(there is that 12 percent alcohol to take
into consideration always), there cer-
tainly is an intellectual component in
wine that benefits from discussion with
others, from shared observations.

Whether a wine is liked or not is only
part of the issue; whether it is well
made and representative of its origins
is also important. A wine can be con-
sidered and described without neces-

sarily being liked especially.
What do you like about a wine? What

are its weaknesses? How could it be
improved? What does it lack? With
what food would it best go? Does it
stand well alone? What about its color,
texture, acidity, balance? These ques-
tions can best be addressed through dis-
cussion with others equally serious
about wine. They may know" more or
less than you do about wine, but all can
discuss its components and joy to some
extent thereby learning from others as
one increases one's own knowledge and
broadened experiential base.

who share interests and enthusiasms of
this kind is to join a group of people
who drink wine together regularly. One
of the benefits we in the Detroit area
have, an artifact of our size and rela-
tive sophistication, is that there are
several such groups who assemble reg-
ularly to assay wine.

MOST OF THESE groups offer well-
chosen, usually reasonably affordable,
comparable selections. By joining with
others one can usually sample six to 10
wines an evening and at the cost of a
single bottle, thereby quickly broaden-
ing one's scope. A wine can be sampled
and discussed over an ounce or two of

it; one isn't obligated to drink all 25
ounces in the bottle to learn.

And there are the occasional func-

tions, no more than half a dozen a year
around here, by two local wine mer-
chants - the Red Wagon and the Mer.
chant of Vino - and one tasting group,
the Winetasters - where 50 to 100

wines are made available in a single
evening for patron sampling.

These events, however, tend to have
a carnival atmosphere that serves a
purpose but is not very conducive to
critical discussion and evaluation.

Most prominent locally are the ef-
forts of the several chapten of Les
Amis du Vin. Participation in tastings
is, for the most part, not restricted to
members (though members do receive
an excellent magazine with member-
ship). The only trick is to get on the
mailing lists.

Most significant for Observer & Ec-
centric readers are the Greater Detroit

Chapter, which tends to assemble most
frequently in the Dearborn area (call
Roger Faust, 335-5139) and the Oak-
land Chapter, run out of the Beverage
Warehouse (644-2155). In addition, the
east side of Detroit is served by Gibbs'
excellent wine store on Gratiot, and the
Washtenaw County group is centered at
the Village Corner in Ann Arbor (601 S.
Forest 48104).

The only regularly meeting, nonaffi-
liated group in metropolitan Detroit is
the Oakland County group called the
Winetasters. Clearly the most expen-
sive one usually, it offers good value.
Contact Dennis Walsh, 852-9307, for de-
tails.

Marjorie Gordon has always be-
lieved that music is in her genes.

To date, the lyric coluraturo soprano
has logged an enviable track record of
flawless musicianship and versatility
in opera, orchestral concerts, chamber
music concerts, solo recital, theater,
television, and radio, and she's sull

running.
With 40 major operatic roles in her

repertoire, she has operated by the
mailIn: love music; have voice, will
travel. Married to violist-conductor

Nathan Gordon, she has traveled with
him to many parts of the world, usually
on music business.

Gordon, who describes herself as
"New York born, bred and buttered"
came to Michigan as a liusband fol-
lower" when Paul Paray of the Detroit
Symphony hired her husband as first
violist.

Both Gordons have made themselves

part of the metropolitan cultural com-
munity. He founded the Dearborn Sym-
phony. conducted the Woman's Sym-
phony and she started Detroit Opera
Theatre.

"TODAY this has evolved into the

Piccolo Opera Theatre, but it was the
very first professional opera company
here," she says.

Maccabees will award three grand
prizes toward educational expenses of
33,000, $2,000, and $ 1,000.

Cost of the competition are being un-
derwritten by Maccabees with addi-
Uonal funds raised by PROS.

APPLICATIONS will be taken until

Oct. 25 with a preliminary selection
due Nov. 23-24. "In January we will se-
lect three groups of nine vocalists, then
narrow it to nine finalists and the three

winner€ says Gordon.
"We hope to give the singers opportu-

Piccolo
Opera is already internationally known
and the Mid-Michigan Opera Company
is planning an opera showcase."
