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Kenyon will resign from city commission job

Ralph Kenyon, a six-year member of
the Plymouth City Commission, will re-
sign in order to serve on the Plymouth
District Library Board of Trustees.

Kenyon was among nine persons
elected to the board in a special elec-
Uon held last Tuesday.

Kenyon's term of office expires Nov.
5, when an election will be held for his
seat and three other vacant seats on
the Commission.

Tonight, Kenyon will attend his last
meeting as a commissioner. The Com-
mission must decide whether to ap-

point someone to replace him, or it can
continue to conduct business with the
seat vacant until the Nov. 5 election.

A special election to replace Kenyon
is not required. Dennis Bila recently
was appointed to fill the unexpired
term of Mary Ellen Kercher.

Kenyon, 60, has been a Plymouth
resident for 37 years - 1930-1960 and
for the last seven years.

He is chairman of the Plymouth Eco-
nomic Development Corporation,
which encourages new industry in the
city and facilitates the granting of tax
abatement for those that decide to 10-
cate here.

KENYON IS on the WSDP Radio

Station Advisory Board and is the
Plymouth representative on the Wayne
County Community Development Block
Grant Advisory Council. He also serves
on a Southeast Michigan Council of
Governments (SEMCOG) subcommit-
tee.

Kenyon, an engineering and public
administration graduate of the Univer-
sity of Michigan and an employee of
Ford Motor Co., sald he ran for the
Plymouth Library District board seat
because "I like to participate."

He said he regretted leaving the
Commission, however. "It's been a
very inspirational body to work with,"
he said.

The Plymouth Library District will
oversee the operation of the Dunning-
Hough Library in the City of Plymouth.

It replaces a former library board,
consisting of six city residents. By con-
trast, the new nine-member board has
five city and four Plymouth Township
residents.

Before the library district was estab-
lished, the former library board was
required to seek funds separately, from
the city and the township. It is expect-
ed that the new board will call for a
communitywide library district mil-
lage elecUon, so that the library can
provide its own money through tan-
Con.

In rsponse, Ute township would
eliminate its contribution of *146,000
to the library and the city would ellmi-
nate its one-mill levy for the library.

Kenyon said he was "leaning
toward" a millage election for the
Plymouth Library District.

Such a millage election would be
held Nov. 5, the same day voters would
choose four city commissioners.

CANDIDATES in the November race
will be William Robinson, Robert
Kroeger, Jean Morrow, Anthony Ana-
son, Donald Keller, William Bingley,
Robert Jones and Karl Gansler.

Robinson now serves as mayor pro
tem on the seven-member City Com-

mission.

Kenyon cannot seek re-election to
the Commission because the city char-
ter limits commissioners to two con-
secutive terms.

City Attorney Chuck Lowe also has
ruled that the job of library trustee
would be incompatible with that of city
commissioner, resulting in Kenyon's
immediate resignation from the Com-
mission.

Much of the success of the Plymouth
Library District will depend on obtain-
ing the passage of millage in the city
and township. But tn case the millage
request fails, an interlocal agreement
dictates how funding without millage
would be handled.

At first glance, the miniature air-
planes are sure to fool passers-by. The
small craft are realistic in every detail,
except size, but their size  much larg-
er than the typical model airplane.

So realistic are the miniature planes,
that ooe of them was used in the film,
"The Right Stuff." It was a B-29 that
ran on four 3.2 horsepower engines and
represented a real B-29 when filmed in
a studio mockup.

The Flying Pilgrims imitate just
about every era, including WWI and
WWII fighters such as Warbirds, to
CUP Wing Cubs, Corsairs and Cessnas.

"All of the planes are built from
scratch," said Kehoe, "although plans
are sent away for."

THE BUILDERS of miniature
planes apparenUy can get just about
any kind of design they want by send-
ing away for the plang - including a
Russian MIG and the old biplanes

One of the more unusual miniatures
is a Japanese WWII fighter, or Zero,
that can be made to take off from, and
land on, water.

The owners typically spend $300 to
$1,000 on their planes, depending ott
equipment. A retractable landing gear
alone costs $250-300. Engine, comt $150
to ;500.

There were 40 planes and 25 pilot; in
last year's show Kehoe expects about
the same turnout thia year.

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Weather forecasts from his house to your's

"The rumbte of thunder
there it is. Well the thunderstorms
right now are running into the De-
troit area. Two-and-a-ha(f inches
of ram reported in Genessee Coun-
tv. You can took for this rain just
to float over the Detroit area in the
next,few hours. Right now we have
76 degrees downtown. U Vou ha-
uen't Looked out of the window,
take your umbrella. Flrom the
WXYT Weather Service, fm Rob
Kress"

of his golden retrievers. Thunder, the
younger of the two dogs, can be relied
on to provide a few barks while Kress
is broadcasting.

The quality of the forescasts -
some recorded, others live - is so
keen that it seems as though he's in a
sound studio at the radio station on 10
Mile in Southfield.

THATE BECAUSE Kress has his

own little makeshift studio in his fam-
ily room. His microphone, complete
with headset, is hooked up to AT&T
lines which carry his forecasts into
the studio and onto the radio.
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Think of the number of times dur-
ing the day you've heard the well-
known weather forecaster while driv-
ing to and from work. If it sounds like
he's doing the weather from right
there in the studio oeirt to the radio
newscaster, think again.

While you're listening to the radio
and fighting traffic on the Lodge, Jef-
fries or Ford freeways, Kress is keep-
ing you abreast of the day's weather
from the backyard and family room
of his Farmington Hills home.

It's not exactly a secret that the
WXYT Weather Center is in a beauti-
ful suburban setting complete with a
swimming pool. In nice weather
Kress does his radio forecasts from
his backyard deck. The microphone is
plugged into his "jam box" positioned
on a table shaded by a large umbrel-
la.

He considers it more realistic.
"We're not trying to fool the listen-

ers," said Kress, sitting within arm's
reach of the microphone, weather
computer and amplifier in a corner of
his family room.

"I CAN SIT here and see the clouds
and the sun. If I'm looking out and it's
bad, 10,000 other people out there lis-
telling to the radio must think the
same thing."

How many times, Kress asks, have
radio weather forecasters declared
beautiful, sunny weather when be-
yond their windowless walls it's pour-
ing rain.

By doing his forecasts at home he's
able to keep pace with changing
weather conditions just by looking out
the window He can look in one direc-
tion and see dark clouds over Novi or
look in another and see sun over De-
troit. That's why there's an occasional
roar of thunder or the sound of a jet in
the background of his forecasts.

And the mornings when you hear
the newscaster chuckle as Kress says
he can see the rain on radar -
they're not talking sophisticated
equipment. Kress is referring to the
raindrops on the back of Radar, one

"They used to call me and say,
'stand by, you're going on in 2-3 mln-
utes.' Now I listen to the radio an-
nouncers and follow with the clock. It
sounds like I'm right in the radio stu-
dio," said Kress.

What really enables Kress to do his
forecasts at home is his IBM comput-
er. It's similar to the one he uses in
the television studios but a little less
sophisticated.

"What you need to do radio is the
source of informauon. And what I

have is a little computer that gets the
information and brings it right to
me."

When he gets up in the morning
Kress taps into the National Weather
Service computers in Oklahoma. On
his computer's screen is a description
of the day's weather in Michigan as
well as temperatures and even weath-
er warnings.

"WITH THIS computer I have ab-
solutely the most advanced weather
system. I can tell you what the weath-
er is on the oil rigs in the Gulf of Mex-
ico."

Looking out the window, though,
gives him the best idea of what De-
troit area motorists are facing in the
morning. But Kress also makes calls
to state police posts, for example, to
find out wbat the weather is like in
other communities.

During anowstorms he'll hop into a
truck equipped for radio transmittals
and drive down the Lodge so he can
get the clearest, most realistic pie-
ture of what's happening. He thinkg
motorists are appreciative, knowing
he's sharing their anger and concern
while muddling along a frozen free-
way.

Looking out the windows or sitting
on the backyard deck is in keeping
with Kress' broadcast style - simple
and realistic.

"Weather is so incredibly import-
ant to the people who live here. Peo-
ple want to get outdoors. They want
to know they can go to Traverse City
and that the weather will be okay.
You have to almost tell them what to
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Rob Kress' dog, Thunder
expect.

So he avoids using the standard
meterological terms many forecast-
ers let roll off their tongue. The
terms, Kress said, just don't make
sense to most people.

THE BESr EXAMPLES of confus-

ing lingo are the terms, "partly
cloudy" and "partly sunny," Kress
said. Instead, he prefers announcing
that there's a "mixture" of clouds and

, attempli to get in on hi, ownefi weather act.
sun simply because when you look up
in the sky that's exactly what it looks
like.

At 9 a.m. he's finished with the ra-

dio broadcasting portion of his day.
By 11 a.m. he's showered, dresaed in
suit and tie and off to finish the day
on TV.

The Channel 7 television weather

forecaster began broadcasting for
WXYT about 14 years ago.

"I did it for a year on WNIC about

2 44 years ago. But 1 decided I was
tired of getting up at 5:30 a.m. and
driving down tothe studio."

Now that he can do his broadcats
from home, getting up at 6 a.m. im't
so bad. He can put on hi blue jeans
and T.ahlrt get a cup of coffee, light
up a cigarette and be's ready for
work. And he never has to leave b
wife, Carolyn, or the comforti of
home.

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Police 'prudent' in pursuit that ended in death

An investigabon by the Canton
Township Police Department found an
officer was acting "prudently" last
month while pursuing a Garden City
youth who died of injuries from a
crash.

The Canton Police Department con·
cluded the officer followed departmen-
tal procedures during the pursuit that
ended when Jaimes Griffin, 14, crashed
into a tree in Plymouth Township and
later died.

'(The officer) didn't violate any of
our policies," said Canton Police Lt.
Larry Stewart, who served as acting
chief during the investigaUon. "He han-
dled it prudently and with care."

GRIFFIN ALI£DGEDLY ran sever-
al red lights during the two-mile chase.

The officer was about three-eighths
of a mile behind the youth when the of-
ficer lost sight of the vehicle at a hill on
Haggerty near Hines Drive. When the
officer approached, he found the van
had collided with a tree at the top of
the hill on Plymouth and Haggerty
roads.

A Plymouth Township officer wit-
nessed part of the pursuit and was in-
terviewed by Canton during the investi-
gation, Stewart said.

"From the information that we had,
and it has never been disputed, is that

the Canton Township officer did all the
appropriate things," said Carl Berry,
Plymouth Township police chief.

Statements made by the Plymouth
Township and Canton officers support
each other and are further confirmed
by evidence at the scene of the crash,
Berry said. No charges will be filed by
Plymouth Township against the Canton
officer.

"This kind of situation would have an
impact on anyone, regardless of
whether they show it externally," Stew-
art said. The Canton officer involved in
the pursuit had previously been sched-

rated into two categories,
reds and whites. The

whites included blush and

sparkling wines. Entries
came from California,
France, Spain, Germany,
Michigan, Italy, Australia
and Rumania. Each pa-
tron was allowed three

votes per category.

OF THE 59 wines en-

tered (one distributor
submitted only three), no
one person was able to
sample them all, of
course (or, it is hoped).
However, in the evening,
nearly a case of each
wine was consumed; the

average was close to a
bottle per person.

and it was agreed that a surprise drill
be scheduled for a future date.

AS TO THE toilets and lavatories,
the committee was told that when the

grade school was built it was put up as
cheaply and quickly as possible, for
which reason no hot water had been

provided.
Furthermore, said the board, slnce it

was working that Depression year on a
16-percent reduction in the budget, hot
water in the lavatories would have to J

be a thing of the future. -
Wash basins had once been part of

the school equipment explained the
school engineer, but several times in
the third-floor lavatory the boys had·
pulled the basin from the wall, and al -
other times they had stopped the dram ' *.

After thi• had been done two
or three times the basins were re-
moved.

Ventilation in the grade school also
was di»cussed. The school engineer ex-
plained that when the ventilating sys-
tem was installed a check valve con-
trolling the heat in the air chamber had
been put in upside down. This faulty
setting of the valve had made it impoe-
sible to control the heat of the air used
in ventilating the school. He said he
was looking forward to cold weather to
see' whether the changing of the valve
would solve the problem.

In submitting their report to the
MA, the committee ladies concluded:
"If the pupils in this school have so lost
contact with discipline that wash
basins must be removed in order to
protect property then it is time the
teachers met with parents to devise
some means of bringing these children
back to a more reasonable state of re-
sped for property and right conduct."

One never must forget Ty Cobb, who was known
for years as the Georgia Peach when be played for
the Tigers. He collected his 4,191 hits under much
more difficult condiUons than Pete Rose.

When Cobb was collecting his hits it was with
what we call now a "dead" ball. It was difficult to

hit it very far. More than that, the playing field was
natural grass and grounders were easier to handle.

Today, with the lively ball, it takes a peculiar
bounce on the artificial turf and many go by the
infielders when they should be stopped.

This is not to take anything away from Pete
Rose. He piled up more hits than Cobb - but under
much different conditions and for that reason there
should be an asterisk with his name in the record

books. It would be only fair. He should get credit
for what he did. But there should be a reminder of

the circumstances of his time in the game.

Fortunately

along with Gus Dorais, one-time coach of the Uni-
versity of Detroit, they put the forward pass in
football.

The same is true with Jesse Owens, one of the
greatest track men who ever lived. Some of his re-
cords have been broken (he set three of them in one
afternoon at the Univergity of Michigan). His name
will live on forever when track athletes are dis-
cussed.

The name of Jack Dempsey never will be forgot-
ten when the fight game is discussed. He was one of
a kind in the fight game and he deserved it.

It will be the same with Ty Cobb. He always will
be remembered. We may not be able to say the
same for Pete Rose.

Sandwiches can be plain or fancy, dainty or hearty,
toasted or not.

They become watery and lose their crispness
when thawed.

Use fresh, clean and properly refrigerated and
cooked foods. Meat, poultry and other protein foods
that have been cooked, for example, should be cooked
well done, quickly cooled and then refrigerated.

Cut sandwiches with a serrated or electric knife. For
variety, cut sandwiches into different shapes (thin
strips, triangles or rectangles), instead of just halves.

 Update casserole with phyllo leaves

Tired of the same old standard casseroles?
They're a great American dinner tradiUon and an
easy way to stretch the family's food dollar. But
sometimes a casserole can seem so "ordinary." To
give a classic casserole an up-to-date approach,
prepare a Spanish "picadillo" baked in trend-set-
ting Greek phyllo leaves.

This unusual and unique flavor and ingredient
combination is a welcome addition to family meals.
"Picadillo" is a highly seasoned, ground or shredd-
ed beef dish. It can be prepared either as a main
dish casserole, as in Beef Picadillo en Phyllo, or
used as a filling for tortillas. Raisins, nuts, onions,
tomatoes and spices are typical additions to this
dish.

Ground beef is the main ingredient of this tasty
Spanish-flavored casserole. The beef is packaged
and sold according to it's fat content - from 70
percent lean to as high as 90 percent lean. The lean-
ness of the meat you choose will depend on person-
al preference and price.

The Greek phyllo leaves are used in this recipe
for two reasons. First, they act as a easing for the
seasoned beef mixture. Second, they add a decora-
tive accent to the finished dish. These surprisingly
thin sheets of pastry can be found in the frozen food
section of your supermarket.

To prepare this recipe, line the bottom and sides
of the casserole dish with five layers of phyllo
leaves. Brush each layer with butter to give the
pastry it's characterisUc rich and flaky texture. Af-

ter filling the casserole with the beef mixture, de-
corate the edge of the baking dish with one-inch
wide strips of phyllo.

BEEF PICADILLO EN PHYLLO

Repeat with 4 addi-
tional phyllo leaves, lightly brushing each with but-
ter. Spoon beef mixture into baking dish. Cut one
sheet of phyllo into strips about 1 inch wide; place
strips in layers around outer edge of baking dish,
lighUy brushing each with butter until all used.
Bake in hot oven (400 degrees) 25 minutes. Let
stand 10 minutes before serving. 6 Bervings.
