“THERE WERE two breakouts fn
one week from a secure correctional
facility,” said Law.

“I'm not sure what the prison super-
visor was doing. Maybe they have ad-
ministrative problems. The steam tun-
neh(throughwhlchbothpwps of pris-
oners escaped) were previously noted
88 security risk areas.

‘“Two prison escapes in the last week
have demonstrated to me that the facil-
ity Is totally lacking in a procedure
whereby local agencies are made
aware of escapes. This condition could
improve with the joint cooperation of
corrections and local law enforcement

agencies,” said Snider.
Snider recommended:

® A prison liaison board be estab-
lished, with all involved law enforce-
ment agencies, prison officials, town-
ship officials and local resident repre-

sentatives.

® The board should meet once a

week.

® The board should establish a “fan
out” procedure in the event of an es-
cape, using law agencies and a citizen

post at or near the prison area, to be
used as a staging area for the distribu-
tion of all involved agencies.

“WHY IS THIS prison run so poor-
1y?” asked Law during the meeting

Thursday.

“We are going to meet with prison
officials Friday and we are not golng to

leave until we have assurances. If not,
we will get someone else to run the
prison. This is not an on-the-job train-
Ing program. It can’t be run like the
city of Detrolt. We are not going to
leave until we bave an agreement.”

Law said the Phoenix Correctional
Facility, located across Five Mile In
Northville from WCCF, did not have
the problems which WOCF allegedly
has

“We're going to blow this thing up in
their face,” said Law. “There will be no
splitting of hairs. We are going to find
out what s going on. Apparently there
is an administrative problem there. We
want to put the superintendent up for
some accountibility. Somebody is re-
sponsible.”

Breen said he had been assured there
would be no problems with the network
of tunnels running under the prison.
‘“They said they were going to be as se-
cure as Phoenix. In terms of security,
they breeched the agreement.”

Breen also was critical of prison offl-

clals’ failure to notify the State Police
of the escapes.

BREEN DESCRIBED the situation

as “volatile.”

Lawsuit loss leaves
resident disillusioned

Taking someone to court has always

been a risky proposition but for Plym- ¢

outh resident Tony Henry it was all
pain and no gain,

Henry, 30, had sought damages from
‘the City of Plymouth Police Depart-
ment following an incident that oc-
curred at 1:15 a.m. Nov. 12, 1982, on
Postiff Road in Plymouth.

Henry claimed four city police offl-
cers used unreasonable force in effect-
ing his arrest and in so doing violated
bis constitutional rights,

But instead of receiving compensa-
tion for alleged injury and loss of em-
ployment, Henry found himself owing
the City of Plymouth more than $5.000
in court costs and his own lawyer more
than $5,000 to plead his case in US.
District Court. -

But for Henry, it could have been
worse,

The city's attormey, Bernard
McClorey, originally had asked the
court to award the city $47,000 in at-
torneys’ fees, $4,000 in court costs and
$7,000 in special costs.

Henry had been involved in an auto
accident in 1982 and while waiting for
the driver of the other car to return to
the scene with her husband, Henry got
into an argument with a tow truck
driver about whether or not to haul
Henry’s car away.

Henry already has paid a lot. He
owes doctors’ bills, his own attorneys’
fees and has, he claimed, lost Income
through his inability to work immedi-
ately after the incident and his Inability
to work at full capacity today.

Although the cities' point of view, to
try to avoid tying up patrol officers in
litigation, may be understandable it
also can be argued that cases of actual
abuse of police power may go uncon-
tested by citizens who don't want to
find themselves in Henry’s position.

“We want to make It unrewarding
for them to file,” McClorey sald.

But Henry said he filed not to get
rich but to get justice.

“Things done were not right,” said
Heary. “1 didn’t feel justice was done. I
asked, ‘Why are they doing this to

me?”

Henry said he was willing to take a
lie detector test to prove he was right.

“At this time, one of the officers put
the cuff on my right wrist, just as tight
as the left wrist. They hit me with a
billy club, then let go of my neck. I fell
over the hood of the police car and bled
on the hood from my nose, from the
pressure, from grabbing me around the
neck.

They then
grabbed my arms and shoved me into
the police car.”

State and local government officials met face-to-

face with state and local prison officials Friday af-
ternoon in an attempt to find out why prisoners
have been escaping from Western Wayne Correc-
tional Facility (WWCF) ln Plymouth Township.

Within a one-week period eight prisoners escaped
through steam tunnels which led to manholes and
freedom on the other side of a newly installed con-
certina-wire fence.

Bob Brown, state corrections director, and Em-
mett Baylor, superintendent of WWCF, met with
state Rep. Gerald Law, R-Plymouth, state Sen.
Robert Geake, R-Northville, and members of the
boards of trustees of Plymouth and Northville
to .
“We want proper security at the prison,” said
Law, geiting right to the point.

“The escapes were unanticipated and unaccept-
able,” said Brdwn. “But we are in the process of
remodeling and we have checked the tunnels.”

Law claimed the prison was staffed by inexperi-
enced employees who were holdovers from the
time when the state prison was the Detroit House of
Corrections (DeHoCo). He said many of the employ-
ees were untrained and not qualified to work at a
secure state prison. ;

"We cannot discount the ence the employ-
ees gained in operating DeHoCo,” said Brown.

BUT BAYLOR said that out of 230 prison em-
ployees, only 15 had worked in a state facility.

“The state has much more rigid standards than
DeHoCo,” said Law.

Brown said he did not completely accept Law’s
definition of an inexperieneed employee. “They
must still come under our policies and procedures.
TI'd insist on it,"” sald Brown.

Because WWCF still is being remodeled to quall-
fy as a medium security prison, barracks-type
housing has not yet been converted into cellblocks.
Because roam freely on the grounds in
the barracks area, they have more opportunity to
look for escape routes. Both Law and Brown agreed
on that point.
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But Brown and Baylor also pointed out that there
constrection

had been delays becauge former areas
using asbestos materials had to be approved and
fire escape facilities also were not ready.

“There has never been an escape from a
cellblock area at DeHoCo,” said Baylor. “But there
are catacombs of tunnels and those areas are still
being worked on.”

Law sald that without a cellblock area to house
all the prisoners, WWCF could not qualify as a me®
dium security prison.

Geake made a direct plea to Brown to halt the
transfer of any more to WWCF until
there are adequately secure facilities.

BUT BROWN said a freeze on transfers into
WWCF could back up the prison system In other
areas.

There are 300 Inmates at WWCF now and the
number is expected to reach 650 when the prison
reaches full capacity.

“Judge me by my actions,” Brown asked. “I
speak to every new class of employees. One thing I -
dwell on is my credibllity. I'll come back to you if
I've got a problem. But let me apologize for the
errors that have been made.”

Plymouth Township Supervisor Maurice Breen
said the prison had not lived up to the agreement it
made earlier to have a secure facility.

“I intend to keep those
“Ultimately I will take y.
weak spot in the system, I will do what is necessary
to plug it up.” ;

Brown said there was shortage of qualified em-

oyees.
“I do not have a lot of experienced employees. It
I could move some in on a temporary basis, I would
do It, if I could. But I don’t have any more experi-

pl

enced employees.”
Brown came criticism for allowing the
conditions to exist that led to the two escapes from

His illness was de-
scribed as hepatitis until Aug. 27 when
one of the doctors revealed a new diag-
nosis, leptospirosis.

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Birch descendants recall city’s last farm

1985 marks the 160th anniversary of
the founding in Plymouth of what later
became known as the Birch Farm.

Located at the corner of South Main
and Ann Arbor Road, it was the last
real farm to operate in the city limits.

The sources of my information are
Bruce Richard and Carol Dodge whose
grandfather, Robert Birch, bought part
of the original acreage in 1888 when he
arrived in Plymouth from Fairport, N.
Y. Birch farmed the land until his
death in 1926 at age 88.

The o 1 owner of the property
was Waltér McFarlane, one of the first
settlers in this area’

On Aug. 18, 1825, when John Quincy
Adams was president, McFarlane
bought from the U.S. government 160
acres described on the deed as the
northwest quarter of Section 35 of
Township 1 south, range 8 east.

Plymouth’s first tax roll in 1827
shows that McFarlane was assessed
$1.51 on his property that year. The
farm had dwindled to 37 acres when he
last Birch family owners, Nellie Birch
and her daughter Carol, sold the prop-
erty to the Dales in 1831.

. Robert Birch, the first of his name to
own the farm, was borm at Butler's
Cross, Buckinghamshire, England, in
1838. At 17 he enlisted in the British
Army and fought against the Russians
in the Crimean War. A

In 1857, he sailed from Liverpool on
the clipper ship, Dreadnaught, arriving
at Castle Garden, N. Y., the site of the
American debut of the famous Swedish
sopranc Jenny Lind seven years earli-
er.

AFTER FARMING three years in
Fairport, N. Y., Birch moved to Wash-
ington, D. C. In 1860, he entered U. 8.
military service, serving with the
North.

Early in 1862, while on the battle-
field at Shenandoah Valley he almost
died of typhoid fever. Released from
the hospital in the fall of that year, he
enlisted in the U. S. Navy. After his dis-
charge in 1864, he married Margaret
Ann McMurray at Palmyra, N. Y. Af-
ter she died in 1887, he married Anna
Richard of Fairport. They moved to
Plymouth in 1888.

In that year, they bought from Fran-
cis and Mary Hodge 37 acres of the
original 160 that McFarland had home-
steaded 63 years before. They pald
$4,000 for the farm and the Greek Re-
vival type farmhouse.

Bruce Richard, who was born in the
house, remembers that when he was a
boy, the Birch Farm extended along
Main from the present Main Street Car
Wash to Ann Arbor Road, and extended
in depth toward Mill Street.

Bruce traces his descent from Rob-

ert Birch through Birch's second wife,
Anna, who was born in Switzerland. His
mother was Nancy Birch. Carol's fa-
ther, Winfield Scott Birch, who eventu-
ally ran the family farm, lived in an
adjacent house after he married Nellie
Oliver. He operated a produce farm
and was vice gresident of the _Market
Gardener’s Association in the early
1920s.
.. Carol remembers that when she was
a girl, South-Main had farms all the
way north to Wing Street. On the appo-
site side of Main from the Birch farm
was the farm of William Sutherland,
father of Donald Sutherland, the well-
known local CPA.

Carol recalls a conversation between
her father and William Sutherland dur-

19186. It extended from Ann Arbor Road
along South Main to the house in which
Jessie and I now live on Forest Avenue,
just south of Linden.

Carol, who was 18 when grandfather
Birch died, remembers what they did
for recreation on the farm when she
was young. They played phonograph
records and enjoyed cards, especially
Pedro. They took rides on Sunday af-
ternoons, visiting other farms to see

how the crops were doing.

They gathered around the piano to
sing, accompanied by Bruce's mother,
Nancy Birch. Carol also remembers

farm's first truck, acquired in 1914.
On one occaslon, the driver couldn't
stop It and it ran into the Birch green-
house.

AT THE GREENHOUSE, started by
Robert Birch and later operated by
Carol's father, flowers and vegetables

were grown for sale. It went out of
business on a cold day in December
1944 when it was consumed by fire.

The farm's chief crop was tomatoes.
In addition to being a farmer, Carol's
father was an expert plumber. He de-
vised an over-head irrigation system
for the Birch Farm, an innovation in
those days. ~ ’

Although Bruce Richard was born in
the Birch family farmhouse, his par-
ents, Howard and Nance, soon built and
moved to a house which was once the

office of Dr. J Salan. It is now the
office of Dr. burdhun at 1257 S.
Main.

Bruce's fdther worked for Ford’s,

then became a partner with Roy Par-
rott in the real estate business. At one
time, he had a market on Penniman

Avenue where Johnny's Market (now
Penniman Deli) is located. He sold
farm produce including watermelons,
which he bought by the carload. Bruce

Some said, “They left out several scenes.”

Others noted, “The scenes were ot of order.”

Still others felt there were ry sequences in the film.

The correct answer, please: “All of the above!”

For two hours the audience was tprmented with “Plenty,” a mad
film written, produced, directed and acted by talented people who
should have known, and done, better. “‘

Streep is a luminous, talented actress whose performances, in
“Silkwood” and “Sophie’s Choice” easily place her in the frapt
ranks of contemporary actresses. Sir John Gielgud needs no intro-
duction. Neither Streep's glowing presence nor Sir John's occaslon-
al flash of brilliance can save this film from t.ohﬁ disaster.

_ Although produced by Joseph Papp (and Edward R. Pressman),
who has previously demonstrated his talent on Broadway and on

" film, “Plenty” belies his credits and those of the entire company.

Poorly directed by Fred Schepisi in a confused screenplay by Da-
vid Hare, the leaden result drags the audience this way and that,
but mostly down.

“PLENTY” FEATURES Streep as Susan Traherne, a British se-
cret agent working with the French Resistance during World War
II. Her lover, another agent, Tony, is caught by the Nazis and sent
to Buchenwald. Still another British agent, Lazar {Sam Neill),
parachutes into her bed and bicyeles out of town the next morning.

Whether because of these agent/lovers or the pressure of work-
ing in the underground, Susan goes mad and sets about destroying
every relationship she enters, including the one with the audience.

Every facet of film craft is poorly executed in “Plenty,” with the
exception of the photography. There are lots of nice-looking
scenes, but what one has to suffer through to view these lovely
vistas just isn’t worth the price. Much dialogue is incomprehens-
ble because of heavy British accents. Of course, that may be a

blessing. ; i
Each time a coherent story seemed about to emerge from the

mists of Schepisi’s uninspired directing and Peter Honess’ abrupt
and disjunctive editing, the film swiftly cut to another time in
another part of the forest.

It is no defense to produce a bewildering and perplexing film
and say that it follows the pattern of the character’s madness.
There is a logic to everything. Surrealism, the dream world, the
unconscious, the subconscious — even insanity — all have a set of
rules by which events transpire.

GRANTED, IT IS often difficult, in the physical world, to com-
the flow of the psychological world.
