This year the Symphony has a new
sponsors category, which has created
some interest. There are people who
want to support the Symphony but
are unable to attend the concerts.
There also are people who enjoy the
Symphony's performances but are
unable to attend for financial reasons.

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The 15 crossing guards in Plymouth-
Canton Community Schools can expect
to see a little more green in their pay
envelopes retroactive to the beginning
of the school year courtesy of the
Board of Education.

The school board last week also ap-
proved a pay increase effective Nov. 4
for substitute cafeteria workers, custo-
dians, educational aides and secretar-
ies as they are called for spot duty.

Increases range from 5 to 15 per-
cent.

Beginning crossing guards will earn
$4.81 per hour, up from $4.58; those in
the second year of service to $5.25 per
hour from $5; and those with two or

more years experience to $5.84 per
hour from $5.56.

The new rates represent a 5 percent
increase.

Substitute cafeteria workers, who
were paid at an hourly rate of $3.35 per
hour, will make $3.85, an increase of 15
percent. Substitute secretarles were
boosted to $4 per hour from $3.51, a 14-
percent hike.

Substitute educational aides go to
$3.75 per hour from $3.35, a 12-percent
increase, and substitute custodians to
$4.90 per hour from $4.60, up 6.5 per-
cent.

“A lot
depends on supply and demand. It's not
something that has to occur every
year.”

veying what's offered at neighboring
school districts, said Walt Bartnick, ad-
ministrative assistant for labor rela-
tions. “We felt for many rates we were
behind the times.”

None of the substitutes is paid at the
same rate as regular workers when
filling in. “A regular employee who
comes to work every day has more
work obligations than a substitute,”
Bartnick said.

Beginning with the 1986-87 school
year, administrators recommend that
substitute wage rates be adjusted to re-
flect percentage increases granted to
regular employees, Bartnick said.

APPLICATIONS for substitute work
are available at the Board of Education
office at 454 Harvey just south of Ann
Arbor Trail.

“I guess we can always use substi-
tute custodians, cafeteria workers and
crossing guards,” Bartnick said.

Appropriate training will be provid-
ed, he added.

High school co-op students who work
for the school district also will receive
a pay raise beginning Nov. 4. First-
year students will earn $3.35 per hour,
up from $3.10, while second-year stu-
dents will earn §3.60, up from $3.40.

Plymouth-Canton band
tohost state competition

James R. Griffith would just love to
see the CEP athletic stadium filled
with supporters Saturday when his
Plymouth Centennial Educational Park
Marching Band tries to defend its
Michigan Competing Band Director As-
sociation (MCBDA) state champion-
ship.

However, he knows it probably won't
happen.

The stadium likely will be filled,
though, thanks to family, friends and
supporters of the other 33 competing
bands from around the state and Wind-
sor. Griffith says he's resigned to the
realities of the situation.

“We have one of the top high school
bands in the country here,” Griffith
said. “It's difficult to get a local follow-
ing. You have the community chorus,
symphony, the Fisher Theatre. We're
not the only act in town. I think that's
just a fact of life.”

Another fact of life — perhaps not so
commonly known — is the quality of
Plymouth-Canton’s marching band.

LAST YEAR, the band was judged
best in the state.

Earlier this month, the 175-member
band, comprised of students from
Plymouth Canton and Plymouth Salem
high schools plus the district’s five mid-
dle schools, placed first among 10
bands in its class at the Tropicana Mu-
sic Bowl in Cincinnati.

Griffith concedes that it won't be

easy to repeat as state champion. “The
Detroit Tigers found that out this
year,” he said. “We've been finding it
difficult. We’ve been working hard. It's
going to be close.”

Don’t get the idea, though, that the
Plymouth Centennial Educational Park
band has thrown in the towel.

“The kids work hard, of course, and
they have good instruction,” Griffith
said. “We practice 3:15-4:45 p.m. every
day. Sometimes we have extended re-
hearsal.

“Everybody depends on everybody
else. I guess there’s not room for star-
dom.”

During competition, a panel of
judges rates each band on sound, style,
individual marching, overall form, con-
tinuity, creativity, overall appearance
and audience appeal. Each band has 15
minutes to make an impression.

THE PCEP BAND'S show is titled
“All That Jazz.” It includes the Perry
Mason theme, ‘“‘Mission Impossible,”
“First Circle” and selections from the
Broadway show “All That Jazz.”

“Qur show is very creative,” Griffith
said. “We're quite unique in what we do
on the field. We use a lot of electronics
and amplification that doesn’t take
away from the wind instruments.”

The PCEP band uses electric and
bass guitars, synthesizers and marim-
bas. “All of those things are not nor-
mally seen with marching bands,”
Griffith said.

Four student field commanders —

David Anason, Jane Lindamood, Rhon-
da Sherman and Susan LeBeau — coor-
dinate movements on the field. Nearly
a dozen professional assistants work
with the percussion section, color
guard and general marching.

The state competition will begin at
7:45 a.m. Saturday with opening cere-
monies. The smaller bands, those in
Flight III, will compete 8-11:15 a.m.
PCEP, competing with the largest
bands in Flight 1, will perform at 1:45
p.m. Westland John Glenn, also among
the eight Flight 1 bands, will perform
at 11:45 a.m.

The 14 medium-sized bands wiil play
2:30-6:15 p.m.

The four best finlshers in each flight
will return for the finals 7-10:30 p.m.

Firefighters celebrate on 2 accounts

Plymouth's eight firefighters have
negotiated a 8 percent pay Increase af-
ter working the past two years under a
wage {reeze.

The three captains will earn $30,552
per year, the five firefighters $27,661.
The raises are retroactive to July 1.
They had been making $28,823 and
$26,095, respectively.

The City Commission has approved
the increase.

It was bargained as part of a re-
opener clause of a three-year labor
agreement which expires next July. All

He runs

eight firefighters belong to the Plym-
outh Firefighters Association (PFA).

“We ratified it, but it was by no
means unanimous,” said Tom Len-
aghan, vice president of the PFA. “We
asked for more . . . but that was the
final offer the city made.”

According to Lenaghan, the increase
puts Plymouth firefighters in about the
middle of a scale in comparison with
other departments in western Wayne
County. ''We're not doing bad.”

Wages will be one of the biggest con-
cerns of his union when bargaining re-
convenes next spring, Lenaghan specu-
lated.

“But anything the city brings in

could take precedence over wages,” he
added. ““Any changes, historically, are
proposed by the city.”

IN A RELATED matter, City Mana-
ger Henry Graper said he intends to ap-
peal a Michigan Employment Rela-
tions Commission (MERC) ruling that
the city committed an unfair labor
practice when replacing ambulance
service provided by the fire depart-
ment with a private firm last year.

A MERC panel ruled that the city
didn't bargain the issue in good faith
and ordered recision of the contract
with the private firm until the city and
PFA the issue in good faith.

An administrative law judge earlier

had ruled that the two sides had bar-
gained in good faith.

“We will appeal on the grounds
MERC didn’t follow procedure or law,”
Graper sald. “We don’t feel we negoti-
ated in bad faith. We negotiated in good
faith. We negotiated four different
times. I don't want to be on the losing
end of an unfair labor practice.”

Ronald G. Acho, the city’s labor law-
yer, echoes those sentiments. “We want
the record to be clear,” he said of an
appeal to the state Court of Appeals.

THE ISSUE of who supplies ambu-
lance service has since become moot,
Lenaghan sald.

The city subsequently decided on a

joint emergency response, with fire-
fighters being the initial respondents
and the private firm offering transpor-
tation to a hospital, if necessary.

“I do not see a problem with the ser-
vice,” Acho said.

Lenaghan said he doesn’t belleve the
union will pursue the ambulance ser-
vice issue now or in negotiations next
spring.

“From our standpoint, we're a com-
munity service,” he said. “Any time we
can upgrade a service at no cost, that's
it. To take it further at the expense pos-
sibly of interrupting or disrupting ser-
vice . . . the end doesn’t justify the
means.”

History repeats itself

at area haunted houses

Late October: Cold winds blow dead leaves
from the trees. Thick, leaden clouds hurtle
through the sky, angrily dragging night behind
them. There is winter in the air.

And evil.

Feel it? It's always been there this time of year
— brooding, foreboding evil, thick as a morning
fog on a lake. Summer becoming winter, life be-
coming death; and evil lurking as they merge on
these cold, creaky, howling nights.

Late October: the eerie time. We feel it. Our
ancestors felt it. The spirit world feels it.

It has always been. It may always be. From
Scotland to Michigan, the eerie winds have blown
chilly fear into men’s and women's hearts.

Halloween: a saintly name undone by evil. It's
not the saints who occupy us Oct. 31; it's satanic
things — ghosts, goblins, the dead come back to
life, devils hiding from the light, witches and
things that go bump in the night.

HALLOWEEN CAN be traced back to the
Druids in Ireland and Scotland about 200 B.C. Big
on rituals, rites, blood sacrifices and magic, the
Druids had festivals for two major gods, a son god
and a god of the dead, whose festival was Nov. 1,
the beginning of the Celtic new year.

By the ninth century A.D., the Christian church,
as it did with many pagan holidays, expropriated
the day of the dead and turned it into the day of
the saints, All Saints Day. The night before All
Saints Day became All-Hallows (as in “hallowed
be Thy name’") Eve, or Halloween.

Yet, the pagan aspects prevall How many
priests go door to door Oct. 317 And how many
ghosts and goblins? So many, another night was
needed, and Oct. 30 became Devil’s Night.

In Europe during medieval times and later,
elves, fairies and witches, who often took the
shape of cats, came around the last night in Octo-
ber. Bonfires were lit to keep the spirits away.
Which spirits? Those of all the dead in purgatory,
who returned to their earthly homes one night a
year. The current residents would depart, leaving
the lights on and food out for their temporary
guests.

But the feel of evil wasn’t confined to Europe.
It was universal.

Indian tribes in ‘Mexico made human sacrifices
to appease the corn gods and keep the souls of the
dead from returning in November. In Cambodia,
the great festival of the dead took place at the end
of a two-month period known as Phatrabot,
roughly Nov. 1. Indians in Ecuador thought it
provident to kill 100 children at harvest time. In
Egypt, ghosts swarmed about during the festival
of Osiris.

SACRIFICES ARE no longer necessary to keep
the spirits and goblins at bay. t the Ob-
server area, concerned cltizens such as the Jay-
cees and Masons have joined forces to round up
the scary, bump-in-the-night things and banish
them to various haunted houses.

Think you're tough? Think you're able to laugh
in the face of evil? Think ghosts and goblins are
figments of someone else’s imagination? Then,
boy, or girl, do we have some scary news for you.

And the latest example is that shown
by Ila Marsee whose daughter, Judy
Langer, has been sick for months and
finally outstayed her days in St. Joseph
Hospital.

Knowing that her daughter was not
fit to remain at her own home in Can-
ton, Mrs. Marsee brought her to her
liome on Penniman Avenue in Plym-
outh and tends to her every hour of eve-
ry day.

Mrs. Langer is covered by Blue
Cross/Blue Shield but is allowed only
so many days in the hospital. That limit
was reached after a stay in the Mayo
Clinic and then in St. Joseph.

Faced with no coverage for hospital-
ization anymore things looked dark.
Then her mother brought her home to
care for her.

The daugher has been ill for 14
years. Now she has been suffering from
kidney trouble and is in need of help
constantly.

AS AN example, she requires atten-
tion with syringes 38 times a day and
Mrs. Marsee is there each time.

“These times come from one o’clock
in the afternoon until one o’clock in the
morning. The most difficult time is in
the morning when she has been given
11.

“But she needs the help, and 1 want
to be with her. She has suffered plenty
and what little I can do to comfort her
I'll do.”

For her daughter’s care Mrs. Marsee

always has been helped. She is a mem-
ber of a Tuesday-morning Bible study
class at Ward Presbyterian Church in
Livonia.

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New era begins in history of area’s libr

On Sept. 10 of this year Plymouth
City and Township voters went to the
polls to elect a Plymouth District Li-
brary Board of Trustees. The event
marked the beginning of a new era in
the history of the local public library.

A full history of the library appeared
in my column on April 14, 19883, In
brief, the library began in 18920 when
the Wayne County system of libraries
asked Mrs. Zehra Palmer Griffin to es-
tablish a book station at her home on
Canton Center Road. The Griffin tarm-
house was one of only five libraries
then operating in Wayne County.

In 1923, the Women's Club of Plym-
outh spearheaded a movement to es-
tablish a public library within the vil-
lage limits. That library opened in June
1923, in Roy Parrott’s real estate build-
ing on the east side of Main Street. In
1924, Mrs. Griffin became librarian of
the new library which became the
Plymouth branch of the Wayne County
Library System.

In 1945, when Ada Murray was li-
brarian, the library was located in the
old Roe residence on Main Street which
the library board leased. Two years lat-
er, Mrs. Bessie Dunning and her daugh-
ter, Margaret, purchased the Roe prop-
erty and presented it to the city for li-
brary use. It became known as the
Dunning Branch of the Wayne County
Library.

An addition was built in 1953 at a
cost of $45,000. Later, with a substan-
tial sum of money provided By the Ed
Hough and Mary Kimble Hough Foun-
dation, a larger addition was made and
the library became known as the Dunn-
ing-Hough Library. The addition was
dedicated in March 1958.

CANTON, WHICH HAD been part of
the Plymouth Library District, built its
own library and split off in the fall of
1980.

At the time, Canton had been con-
tributing almost 40 per cent of the cost

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of operating the Plymouth library.

On July 1, 1981, after being part of
the Wayne County Library System for
61 years, the City of Plymouth and
Plymouth Township officials decided
to pull away from the Wayne County
System. -

Although the library had been sup-
ported entirely from local funds, the
money had been channeled through
Wayne County administrators. Plym-
outh officials felt those administrators
were too far away to be fully respon-
sive to local needs.

From 1981 to the present the library
has been governed by the Plymouth
Community Library Commission com-
posed of city and township residents
appointed by officials of those govern-
ments. This commission is a policy-
making body, but has no control of
money, hence little power. Its mem-
bers, not being elected, had to repre-
sent the views of those who appointed
them. Technically, that commission is
still in charge until the contract be-
tween the township and the city expires
in December of this year.

.TWO-THIRDS OF the users of the li-
brary live in Plymouth Township.

But the township has been paying
only one-half the cost of running the li-
brary in accordance with an agreement
reached with the city in 1981. The city
wanted it that way, preferring to keep
control of the building which it owns.

Recently the township announced
that, due to budget problems, it would
not continue to contribute to the sup-
port of the library.

Which brings us to the election to be
held Nov. 5 when city and township
voters will be asked to grant the newly-
created Plymouth District Board eight-
tenths of a mill for use in operating the
library.

If that millage vote fails, and Plym-
outh Township officials adhere to their
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decision not to contribute to the sup-
port of the library, library users of this
area may be in big trouble.

When the most recent addition to the
library building was opened in Decem-
ber 1884, it doubled the square footage
of the gound floor, which went from
6,000 to 12,000 square feet. The addi-

tion was paid for by $200,000 obtained
from a bond issue floated by the city
with the understanding that the town-
ship would pay half of the indebted-
ness. Presumably the township will
continue to honor that obligation unless
the new library board decides it can
take it over.

The new library board consists of
Judy Morgan, Jack Bologna, Carol
Davis, Betty Pint, Stephen Harper,
Jack Kenyon, Janet Campbell, Maryan
Prchlik and Cathy Doetsch. Five are
residents of the city, four of the town-
ship.

The library, which has about 46,000

‘volumes, provides a number of addi-

tional services. It has educational toys
and puppets which circulate like books.
1t has a growing number of large-print
books which the staff says are heavily
used. It has records; audio and video
tapes for entertainment, education and
foreign language instruction; and a
home computer for use in the library
by students in doing their homework

ary

and by adults who want to familiarize
themselves with the equipment.

The library is a member of the
Wayne-Oakland Library Federation
which enables it to borrow books from
60 other libraries. A new computer ter-
minal at the library enables the staff to
make an immediate check with other
libraries to determine if they have a
book requested by a local reader. .

I have been in many libraries in my
life, here and abroad, and 1 can safely
say that we have in Plymouth one of
the finest anywhere for a community
of this size. Those of us who would like
it to stay that way will vote yes for the
eight-tenths of a mill at the Nov. § elec-
tion.

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Pickling — a delicious way to preserve food

Many techniques have been devised to preserve
food for future use, but pickling i perhaps one of
the most time-honored home cooking traditions.

The technique of preserving certain foods in
brine (water, salt, vinegar and spices), sealing it
airtight in bottles and boiling it, dates back to the
days of Napoleon when this technique was devised
as a way to preserve food for the French troops
doing battle.

Realizing that a large percentage of his soldiers
were dying of starvation, due to food spoilage, Na-
poleon offered a prize of 12,000 francs (the equiva-
lent of $250,000 today) to the man who could devel-
op a safe, effective way to preserve food.

A French confectioner by the name of Appert
won the prize and, ironically enough, had no idea
how or why his discovery of sealing food airtight
inside of bottles and boiling them worked.

Louis Pasteur explained the theory many years
later: microorganisms spoil food and can only be
destroyed by heat sterilization. Appert's monumen-
taldiscovery is what is known today as “the boiling
water bath.”

This form of sterilization is necessary for high
acid foods such as pickles, relishes and tomatoes, as
well as jams, preserves and fruits, which contain a
high concentration of sugar.

So, as you might have guessed, pickling does re-
quire preparation, and there are a few fast rules
that can help in this process.

Stock up on essential ingredients such as vine-
garp, herbs, spices and salt. Table salt should not be
used for making pickles or relishes, because iodized
salt has a tendency to turn pickles black and cloud
the brine. Pickling salt, or kosher or dairy salt, is
your best bet.

Pick fruits and vegetables just before pickling.
Once picked they lose color, flavor and vitamins, so
process them as soon as possible!

Make sure that you have the correct preserving
jars with closures, and seal each individual jar as
soon as it has been filled.

Pickling foods is a great way to preserve the
freshness of summer vegetables for holiday parties
and celebrations. Jean Anderson, author of “Jean
Anderson’s Green Thumb Preserving Guide”
{(Quill), suggests turning those end-of-the-season
green tomatoes that will never ripen properly into
pickles or piccalilli.

Pickled fruits and vegetables are also great for
barbecues and country-style meals.

Preserving these foods is a creative, inexpensive
way to enjoy a cornucopia of fresh fruits and vege-
tables. The recipes for Piccalilli and Pickled Apri-
cots or Peaches are taken from ““Jean Anderson’s
Green Thumb Preserving Guide.”

The recipe for Dill Pickles Is featured in “Deli:
101 New York-Style Deli Dishes from Chopped Liv-
er to Cheesecake" (Crown), by Sue Kreitzman.

PICCALILLI
(Makes 3 to 4 pints)

2 quarts coarsely chopped, cored but unpeeled hard
green tomatoes (you will need about 1% dozen
smallish tomatoes)

1% cups coarsely chopped sweet green peppers

1 cup coarsely chopped yellow onlon

1% cups coarsely chopped and seeded but unpeeled
firm cucumber

% cup pickling salt

1 cup sugar

3 cups white vinegar

1 Thsp. mustard seeds

? Thsp. mixed pickling spices, tied in cheesecloth

Place tomatoes, sweet peppers, onion and cu-
cumber in a large bowl, sprinkle with pickling salt
and toss to mix. Cover and let stand overnight.
Next day drain, then rinse vegetables in a large,
fine sieve, pressing out as much liquid as possible.
Place sugar, vinegar, mustard seeds and spice bag
in a large heavy kettle and set uncovered over mod-
erate heat. Bring to a boil, stirring until sugar dis-
solves, then boil uncovered for about 10 minutes.

Meanwhile, wash and rinse four 1-pint preserv-
ing jars and their closures; keep jars and closures
immersed in separate kettles of simmering water
until needed.

Stir drained vegetables into kettle and bring just
to boiling. Ladle hot relish into hot jars, filling to
within
inch of the tops. Run a thin blade spatula or knife
around inside edges of jars to free air bubbles; wipe
jar rims and seal jars. Process for 10 minutes in
boiling water bath (212 degrees F.).

Remove jars from water bath, complete seals if
necessary and cool completely. Check seals, label
jars and store on a cool, dark, dry shelf.

PICKLED APRICOTS OR PEACHES
(Makes 6 to 8 pints)
6 pounds small firm-ripe apricots or peaches
1 gallon cold water mixed with 1 tsp. ascorbic acid
and 1 tbsp. citric acid (acidulated water)
2 cups white vinegar
1 cup cider vinegar
3 cups water
4% cups sugar
3 cinnamon sticks, each broken in several pieces
3 blades of mace
1 thin strip of orange or lemon rind (the colored
part of the rind ¢uly)
Whole cloves (you will need 2 cloves for each apri-
cot or peach)

Planch the apricots or peaches, about 2 pounds at
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a time, in boiling water for 30 seconds. Plunge in
ice water to quick-chill, then slip off the skins, let-
ting the peeled whole fruit fall directly Into the cold
acidulated water (this is to keep them from turning
brown).

Place white and cider vinegars, water and sugar
in a very large enamel or stalnless steel kettle. Tie
the cinnamon, mace and orange or lemon rind
loosely in several thicknesses of cheesecloth and
drop into kettle.

Set kettle, uncovered, over moderate heat and
bring slowly to a boil. Working with 4 to 8 apricots
or peaches at a time, lift from acidulated water,
stud each with 2 cloves, then simmer uncovered for
5 minutes in the boiling syrup. Lift apricots or
.peaches to a large mixing bowl with a slotted
spoon. Continue studding the appricots or peaches,

them, and transferring them to the
bowl. When all have been cooked, bring the syrup to
a full boil, return the peaches or apricots to the
kettle and remove from the heat at once. Cover and
let stand overnight at room temperature.

In the morning, wash and rinse eight 1-pint pre-
serving jars and their closures; keep jars and clo-
sures immersed in separate kettles of simmering
water until you are ready to use them.

Using a slotted spoon, lift apricots or peaches
from syrup and place in a large mixing bowl. Set
kettle of syrup over moderate heat and bring slow-
ly to a boil; remove spice bag.

Pack the apricots or peaches as snugly and at-
tractively as possible into hot preserving jars, fill-
ing to within Y% inch of the tops. Pour enough boll-
ing pickling syrup in each jar to cover fruit, at the
same time leaving % inch head space. Run a thin-
blade spatula or table knife around inside edges of
jars to release air bubbles. Wipe jar rims and seal
jars.

Process jars for 15 minutes in a boiling water
bath (212 degrees F.). Remove from water bath and
complete seals if necessary. Cool completely, check
seals, then label and store on a cool, dark, dry shelf.
Let the apricots or peaches “season’ for about one
month before serving.

DILL PICELES

(Makes 25)
% cup kosher salt
25 small kirbles (unwaxed pickling cucumbers)
15 whole garlic cloves, unpeeled and lightly
crushed
1 generous bunch fresh dill
3 bay leaves
1 tsp corlander seeds
1 dill seeds
1 tsp whole black peppercorns
1 tsp mustard seedsl

Add the salt to 1 gallon of water and bring to a
boil. Let cool thoroughly.

Choose a clean widemouthed crock, large enough
to hold the cucumbers, with room for the brine to
cover them by 2 inches. Wash and scrub the cu-
cumbers very well. They must be firm and unblem-
ished.

Bag history
is tale of ‘kraft’

It’s a tale worth checking out — the story of gro-
cery bags and how American ingenuity helped de-
velop a top quality product.

Then: Before 1883, bags used to carry groceries
were cut and glued by hand. In 1883, an American
named Charle Stillwell patented a machine that
could produce bags with pleated sides — gussets —
and a flat square bottom.

The birth of the modern grocery sack occurred In
1810 when manufacturers began making bags with
a new kind of paper, called kraft, the German word
for strength. The advent of the American super-
market in 1930 led to the increased use of the kraft
sack. It was ideal for carrying the wide variety of
food and household items avallable, as well as
being ecomomical and convenient.

Now: According to a leading paper producer,
close to 30,000 supermarkets buy about 25 billion

sacks annually, enough to circle the earth
almost 27 times. Today’s grocery sack is call the
5.0.8. — Self Opening Sack — which refers to the
fact that the sack can open to its full shape with
just a flick of the wrist.

Grocery sacks are the single largest market for
kraft paper, using 2 million tons annually. The stan-
dard 176-barrel-size kraft grocery sack can hold up
to 40 pounds of groceries.

cucumbers by 2 inches. Place a clean plate on the
cucumbers and set a weight on it to keep the cu-
cumbers submerged. (A coffee mug filled almost to
the top with water makes a perfect weight.) The
cucumbers must remain completely submerged In
the brine. Drape a double-thick veil of cheesecloth
over the crock, to keep the dust out. Place in a cool

. corner of the kitchen.

Check the crock every day and skim off any foam

or scum. As the days pass, the winy, pickly, spicy
smell wafting from the crock will drive all resident
pickle lovers into a state of frenzy. Be patient. In
approximately 4 days (it depends on the tempera-
ture of your kitchen) the pickles will be half sour.

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Duck carving winging its way to fine arts status

UNTERS USED to carve
duck decoys for one reason:
to lure waterfowl within

shooting range.

But duck carvers competing in the
1885 North American Waterfow] Carv-
ing Championship In Livonia aim at a
different target these days.

The carvers, who competed recently
at the Holiday Day Holldome, strive
for artistic recognition.

“I consider duck carving an art be-
cause it's the oldest art form native to
North America. The first decoys were
made 1,000 years ago by the Indians,”
said Len Carnaghi, a past president of
the Waterfowl Association and a cham-
pion carver.

The original tule reed decoys were
found in Lovelocks Caves in Nevada.
Indians tied real feathers to marsh
grass and laid in ambush, waiting for
birds to approach. Sometimes Indians
dyed the feathers to resemble other
fowl too.

PEOPLE DIDN'T start carving
wooden ducks until the 1800s.

“This is the only art form that origi-
nated in the States,” commented Bob
Sakuta, a duck carver from Livonia
who won the 1983 “Best of Show”
award. “They didn’t do this in Europe.
We started it.”

Randy Tull agreed. Tull traveled
from Wisconsin to show his birds. He
won a blue ribbon for his decorative de-
coy. “It’s a true piece of American cul-
ture. And actually, it’s two forms of art
in one — both a sculpture and a paint-
ing.”

But being original to America and
beneficial to hunters does not qualify a
decoy as an art object. But what has
evolved during the last 40 years, how-
ever, is an artistic renaissance for
carvers.

Hunters no longer use hand-carved
ducks as decoys because it requires too
much time to make them. They buy

plastic or rubber birds Instead.
Carvers, therefore, now use their skills
in competition, or — as the case is now
— for the sake of carving itself.

GONE ARE THE days when a decoy
was one-sided, flat shaped and only
resembled a duck. Carvers experiment
with wood, sculpting the ducks in ac-
tive poses.

The result is a spectacular display of
mallard, bufflehead drakes, canvas-
back hens and green-winged teal. The
ducks’ tailfeathers curl and necks
stretch. Some of the birds are depicted
cleaning themselves with their bills in
their wings. '

The development of wood carving
has had another curious effect. Women
carvers are becoming more prominent
as the focus shifts from hunting to ar-
tistry.

“I'm a one of the woman carvers. 1

won a third with a mallard hen floater

today, competing with the guys. There
aren’t too many of us, but we keep
trying,” said Wisconsin resident Gloria
Gorzalski.

JUDGES CLASSIFY the decoys into
three species: decorative, decorative
decoy floater, and service decoy. :

The decorative class includes more
than wooden ducks. At the Livonia
competition, 8 swallows, car-
dinals and chickadees, owls and orioles
swamped the exhibition. A giant white
swan won a blue ribbon in the decora-
tive class — its natural beauty marred
by a bump on its orange beak.

Service decoys tend to be smoother
and less refined than the decorative
floaters. Service decoys are for hunt-
ing; the others are for the mantel.

Judges choose these decoys that cap-
ture the live species most accurately.
Every detail from color to webbed feet
is considered.

The wood-carving show is 40 years

old, started by Downriver outdoor en-
thusiast Hy Dahlka of Gibraltar.

“Hy was a hunter and he didn't carve
decoys, but he was interested in them,”
said Michael Rector, D.V.M. who oper-
ates Levan Road Veterinary Hospital
in Livonia. “He's the one who got the
whole thing going 40 years ago. It was
just a little get-together — a competi-
tion among friends and it expanded
over the year. It really expanded.”

AND IT REALLY has. Carvers
flocked to Livonia from as far away as
Maine and Texas in making the circuit
of exhibitions across the country.

Just as some art collectors will trav-

el anywhere in search of a Picasso,

_duck carving enthusiasts will do the
same for a well-turned-out peafowl.

In this show, service decoys were
auctioned to a crowd sitting in bleach-
ers.

The auctioneer shouted above every-
one with a crisp, staccato tenor. He
moved easily, holding a duck.in one
hand, pointing at bidders with the
other.

‘“We have $290. Do I hear $300 for
this nice bird? The judges said it was
real nice. Look at this ribbon. If you're
in it for $290, it's worth $300 for sure.
Ten dollars doesn't make a dime's
worth of difference on a bird like this,”
he cajoled.

Big name carvers like Tan Brunet,
Larry Barth or Pat Godin get as high
as $3,000 for their work. Sometimes
more.

AN ENTIRE CAJUN contingent
from Galliana, La. came to the show.
As you would expect,in that marshy
bayou country, duck carving is an art.

Among them was 21-year-old Jet
Brunet, current world champion. He's
been carving for 12 years. He learned
the art at his father's knee, so to speak.
His dad was a five-time world champi-
on. ,

“I feel that this competition and the
decoy carving In general is gradually
turning more toward an art form.
That's what I'm striving for. But when

it comes to judging, this is not too easi-
ly accepted,” he said.

Judges, he felt, still seem to favor
birds that are more conventional, pat-
terned after traditional wood ducks.

Brunet ts a lot. He never
uses a pattern when he begins a sculp-
ture. He does unconventional things
with wings, for instance.

“If 1 don’t open the wing,” he said,
“then the judges will have nothing to
pick on. But as soon as I lift the wing
and open it up, I'm really setting
myself up for criticism.

“But you know, you gotta take risks.
You have to take a chance. Sometime
you don’t win, but a lot of people appre-
ciate it and they’ll recognize you for it
— for trying something new.”

Another werewolf film:
You’ve seen it all before

F YOU REALLY like
werewolves, “Silver Bullet”
will fill your moon, but this
just-OK Stephen King story is

no great shakes.

In the moviemakers' minds all
small-town America is quaint and
picturesque. Tarker's Mills is no ex-
ception.

There, crippled since birth, 13-
year-old Marty Coslaw (Corey Halm)
is confined to a wheelchair. His dis-
ablement is an obvious burden to his
family, although small-town Ameri-
ca (in the movies) has no financial
problems. It just is inconvenient to
care for a crippled kid.

Marty's parents, Nan (Robin
Groves) and Beb (Leon Russom) are
properly bland. Mother Nan fusses
over her son while Father Bob seems
vaguely disinterested as well as an-
noyed at the inconvenience. Primari-
ly, Bob is vague.

It's not necessarily their acting,
however, for Stephen King's scenario
doesn't provide much character, even
for the best of actors. The action is
there, albeit cliched, but it is unin-

spired and not the terror-laden ex-
citement upon which King built his
reputation.

THE ONLY FAMILY members
with any personality are Marty, Sis-
ter Jane (Megan Follows) and Uncle
Red (Gary Busey). Uncle Red is a
beefy, good-natured drinking sort
who regularly gets divorced, and
other things. Uncle Red turns out a
pretty nifty motorized wheelchalr/
motorcycle contraption for Marty.

The best character development
and acting come when Sister Jane
and Marty conflict over the natural
difficulties of adolescence com-
pounded by Marty's disability. At
that difficult age in the maturation
process it's not easy to love a fa-
vored, crippled younger brother. As
any teen-age girl will testify,
younger brothers can be a pain.

Their relationship, as well as their
interaction with Uncle Red, provides
some decent moments, but the rest of

the film is a conventional werewolf- ..

plagues-the-good-town story with
rather cliched characters.

The good sheriff, Joe Haller (Terry
O’Quinn), is doing his best but it isn't
good enough and, naturally, one of
the town's malcontents stirs up the
Iynch mob, which storms the swamps
locking for the werewolf — much to
their dismay and destruction.

FROM THIS PLOT description,
you should have no difficulty figuring
how it all turns out. The obvious

cliches fill “Silver Bullet,” but those
who enjoy werewoll movies and a
pretty heavy dose of violent murders
will appreciate this one.

Carlo Rambaldi, who has won Os-
cars for his work on “E.T.,” “Alien”
and “King Kong" expended consider-
able effort In creating werewolves
for “Silver Bullet.” His work is quite
effective, again, if you like that sort
of thing, even when the production is
leaden and uninspired.

Director Daniel Attias is making
his directional debut with “Silver
Bullet.” Attias noted, “Truthfully, I'm
not quite clear on the exact details of
how I was chosen to direct this film.”

To which all but the most devoted
fan will add, “Or why.”
