Public safety will be on the minds of
many voters as they go to the polls to-
morrow.

Plymouth Township residents are
being asked to approve 2 mills - 1 for
the fire department and 1 for the police
department.

City of Plymouth voters will be se-
lecting four city commissioners and po-
liee-fire services have been the major
issue discussed in that campaign.

The township is seeking 1 mill for po-

hee services available as a result of

forming its own police department. A
slate of city candidates are running on
a platform which, in part, calls for the
restoration of police officers laid off
when the city lost its police contract
with the township

Also on the ballot will be a request
for 0 8 mill, or 80 cents per $1,000 state
equalized valuation (SEV), for the
Plymouth Public Library District.
Township and city residents will be

voting on the library millage.
The polls will open at 7 a.m tomor-

row and close at 8 p.m.

EARLIER THIS year city and town-
ship residents voted overwhelminply to
establish an independent libra dis-
trict and elected a library board.

That library board adopted an opera-
ting budget and voted to seek voter ap-
proval of 0.8 mill for library operation.

If approved, the millage will produce

$80,000 house. Discounting the expin-
tion, the total added cost of the 2 mills

would be $80 a year for the same
homeowner.

IN THE CITY, eight candidates are
vying for four positions on the Plym-
outh City Commission.

The top three vote-getters will serve
four-year terms while the fourth-place
finisher will be elected to a two-year
term.

The only incumbent running is Wit-
liam J. Robinson, mayor pro tem and
heir apparent to the mayor's slot.

The slate of candidates running on a
public safety platform to hire more po-
hee officers and firefighters, endorsed
by both unions, is: Robert Kroeger, 10-
cal teacher and former volunteer fire-

fighter, Jean Morrow; Anthony Anason;
and Robert Bingley, formerly active in
Northville.

Also running are: Karl Gansler II, a
former City Commissioner; Robert
Keller, a planning commissioner; and
Robert L. Jones.

Commissioners who have served two

successive terms and are barred by
city charter from seeking re-election
are David Pugh, Ron Loiselle and El-
don "Bud" Martin. Jack Kenyon had to
resign from the Commission after get-
ting elected to the Library Board.

Remaining on the City Commission

are: Mary Childs, a former mayor;
Dennis Bila, appointed to fill the va-
cancy created by the resignabon of
Mary Ellen McKercher, and Jaek Wil-
cox, interim appoinlee to fill Kenyon's
seal. The spot held by Wilcox will be
filled by tomorrow's balloting.

Pay lines held
by firefighters

Plymouth Township administrators
and firefighters have reached tentative

agreement on a one-year contract ex-
tension that freezes wages at current
levels.

Working conditions also will remaln
the same.

Township firefighters certified as
emergency medical technicians

(EMTs) with four years experience
make $28,603 annually. EMT-certified
sergeants, shift commanders, are paid
$30,775.

The department is staffed with nine
firefighters and three sergeants. Three
firefighter positions are vacant.

Township administrators also have
agreed to change the sergeant classifi-
cation to captain with no increase in
pay or changes in responsibility.

Additionally, the Plymouth Township
Firefighters Association (FrFA) would
receive an allowance of $2,500 to re-
model offices at StaUon 2 on Wilcox.

Both the township board and the
PTFA must ratify the tentative agree-
ment. Supervisor Maurice Breen and
Mark Wendel, MFA president, said
they don't anticipate problems with
ratification.

THE ONE-YEAR extenaion will run

through March 31, 1986.
"We went into contract negotiationa

feeling this would be a lean contract,"
Wendel maid. "Our contract ts fairly
reasonable when compared with sur-
rounding communities. We didn't go in
asking for the moon."

Breen said PTFA wages rank "in the
middle of the pack" when compared
with other departments in the area.

Wendel said he hopes voters in Tues-
day's public safety millage election
receive positive feedback by the fire-
fighters' willingness to take a pay
freeze

"We realize there's a money crunch
now. We're not greedy."

Firefighters have been actively pro-
moting the tax hike proposal. "We real-
ly have a very low millage rate for ser-
vice in the township," Wendel said.

Wendel also said he regards the

wage freeze as a one-time only proposi-
tion. Pay increases will be sought next
year, he said, "more in line with a cost
of living raise."

Tentative agreement also was
reached clarifying minor health-care
and residency questions, Wende] said.

"We tried to maintain our wage post-
tion - not at the top and not at the
bottom," Breen said of the township'i
position during negotiations. "We were
looking for improvement in productivi-
ty, and they were looking for matnte-
nance of what they've got."

Plymouth city firefighten recently
negotiated a 6 percent increale in a
contract reopener that brought pay lev-
els for firefighters to *27,661 and cap-
tain, to $30,552. That pact expires in
June.

Breen speculated that contract nego-
tiations will formally resume with
township firefighters In February.

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Proposed funding cuts target
Sheriff's patrol in Hines Park t,

A committee of the Wayne County
Board of Commissioners has taken

steps to slash funding to county park
services and sheriff patrols, threaten-
ing the comeback of the county's larg
est and often-troubled park system
along Edward Hines Drive.

The commission's Ways and Means
Committee in a budget session Thurs-
day voted 3-2 in favor of reducing cur-
rent sheriff deputy staffing levels from
31 full-time deputies to 10 next year,
eliminating 10 additional summer en-
forcements, and slashing a recom-
mended park system budget by $1 3
million.

The reduction would cut County Ex-
ecutive William Lucas' recommended

park budget of $3.3 million to $2 mil-
lion. In the area of sheriff patrols, the
majority voted in favor of the eIecu-
tive's recommendation, which was to

cut the park force by 21 full-time depu
ties and another 10 summer deputies

"THIS IS just a very difficult fight,"
said Commissioner Kay Beard, who
voted in the minority. It means a 75
percent reduction (in sheriff patrols) in
the summer and a two-thirds reduction

during the rest of the year "
Beard said the recommendations

come at an unfortunate time when resi-

dents have begun enjoying recent im-
provements to the parkway.

Voting in favor of the cuts were com-
missioners Clarence Young, Jackie
Currie and Freddie Burton Jr.

Manning, meanwhile, was hopeful,
saying Thursday's recommendation
was still tentative and could be

changed by the time the committee is
ready to make a full budget recom-
mendation to the board of commission-

ers. An informal deadline for that

passed without a full recommendation
last Thursday.

-We're gonna arm wrestle on this
some more," said Manning.

ACCORDING TO Beard, commis-

moners have become hardpresse.. to
look for ways to balance the budget be-
cause of an estimated 112 million re-
duction in federal revenue sharing pro-
posed for next year and another $11.7
million in new costs for one-time labor

settlements, cost-of-living adjustments
in the probate court and 1986 election
year costs.

Besides losses in federal sources, 10-
cal tax contributions are lowered next

year because of dropping property val-
ues,she said.

tem, it's up to the commissioners to de-
cide what that "level of service" is

going to be.

THE COMMITTEE is expected to
resume its work on Wednesday in an
attempt to balance a countywide budg-
et now $425,000 out of line.

Wayne County Sheriff Robert Ficano
said he expected the issue to be recon-
sidered then. 'We're hopeful the com-
missioners will reconsider and take the

necessary steps for the safety of the
citizens."

Said parks director Eric Relckel:
'We don't want to lose what we've

gained.

-We all know thot parks is the new
kid on the block. But we'd like to think

that the improvements that have been
made in the past 14 months have been
appreciated and will continue," he said.

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Saxton owned 3 feed stores in 1930s

In 1934 the year Dean Salton
opened his feed and seed stdre in Plym
outh, the city was about to settle a law-
suit with Plymouth Township

Tbe lawsuit bad grown out of a finan
cial dispute that began when Plymouth
became a city two years before, thus
separating itself from township gov-
ernment. The court had given the city a
judgment against the township in the
amount of 34.425 The township an-
nounced that it woujd appeal the ver-
diet. To avoid costs of further litiga-
tion, City Manager L. P Cookingham
decided to settle for half the amount,

During its hrit year under the new
form of government, the Gty realized a
tax saving of $23,700 This prompted
Cookingham to write m his 1934-35 an-
Dual report "One of the items which
has made possible tai reduction is the
elimination of the overlapping town-
ship government which was extracting
a considerable smount of tax money
from the citizens of this city for use
outside the borders of the city "

The spilt between the two govern-
m,mal bodies, and the resulting law
case, caused much acrimony. It
marked the origin of the animosity be
tween township and city officials,
which reached its peak during the
1950s when the city administration at-
tempted to annex all or parts of the
township.

LOCAL POLITICS, however, was the
last thing on the mind of Dean Sarton
when he opened the Plymouth Feed
Store on Main Street.

Sanon waa too busy trying to make a
profit. He also had two other stores to
watch over - one in Northvme that he
had opened siI years earlier, and an-
other in I:ledford begun only two years
eartier.

Nxton, who was born in Grand Fla-

pids in August 1897, was 31 when he
opened his first store When be was a
boy. hts father was part-owner of a
sawmill in Pomona The mill burned
and the family moved to Traverse City
where Dean's father and brothers open
ated a hardware store Dean attended
grammar school in Traverse City

Later, tbe Sartotls moved to Detroit
where Dean's father worked at the Ca-
dillac plant Dean graduated from Cen-
tral High School and took courses at
the Detroit Institute of Technology,
then near Grand Circus Park When he
was 15, he got a job making syrups in
Vernor's ginger ale plant, later becom-
ing traffic manager.

In 1917, when he was 20. Dean be-
came a member of the 32od Division
Artillery, which saw service in France
during the first World War 00 the way
across the Atlantic, Dean caught pneu-
monia He was in a hospital in Liver-
pool, England, for a time before golog
to the Continent Of English descent on
both sides of his family, Saxton got
along well with the British but was
soon off to Le Havre via Southhampton

In France. Saxton saw action on four
major battlefronts - Alsace 6orraine,
Meuse-Argonne, Chateau Thierry and
Soissons. For a while he was a member
of a gun crew, tben became what was
called a "runner" although all his run-
ning was done on horseback During
that period he learned to stay away
frorn crossroads.

"The Germans always had them
woed in with their big guns," he re-
calls.

AFTER THE WAR, Saxton worked
for the Ford Motor Co., first at the
Highland Park plant, then at the
Rouge

But his ambition as a boy had been to
establish a business for himself, so he
left Ford in 1928 to open a feed store.

.

Brandy can make good recipe better
The ancient Roman, Lucullus, was

one of the first apostles of the gourmet
life. He was so involved in gastronomic
delights, that he instructed his chef and
servants to spend $1,000 per person,
per dinner. Absolutely nothing was to
be spared for Lucullus' special dinner
guests.

One evening, after a long hard day in
the Roman Senate, Lucullus decided to
cline alone at his villa. As the evenlng
meal progressed, Lucullus discovered
that his chef had spent less than the
usual $1,000 per person. He called his
chef and demanded to know why he had
violated the exact rules Lucullus had
set down for gourmet dining.

Confused, the chef sought to explain
it away with, "But, Master, you were
dining alone..."

Lucullus exploded. "That is why din-
ner is to be extra special. Lucullus is
the guest of Lucullus."

Whether this story is true or not, you
don't have to spend $1,000 per meal per
guest when entertaining. But the one
thing you should Insist upon is the best
of ingredients.

It is foolish to skimp on ingredients
because, in the long run, you only fool
yourself and your guests. And some-
times you don't fool your guests be
cause they just might know that you
made the Hollandaise with margarine
and not butter.

There is nothing wrong in trying to
stretch the food dollar and practicing a
11tlle economy in gastronomy, but cut-
Ung corners to excess 18 not chic, but
chlcanery.

Take one of the major cooking
ingredients in thousands of dishes,
brandy. There are hundreds of differ-
ent brandies to choose from and there-
fore this prompts the question: "What
is the best brandy?" The answer Is Jim-
ple: "The best brandy is the brandy you
like best."

The best way to find out which bran-
dy you like best is to hold a brandy
lasting. Gather eight to 10 friends and
have each bring a different brand
name of brandy to the tasting. Wrap
each bottle in foil. Mix one part brandy
and one part room-temperature dis-
tilled water. Taste. Make notes on what
you like and dislike.

Once you have narrowed the field
down to the ones you like, unmask
them. Be ready for a surprise.

Here is a recipe that uses your favor-
ite brandy:

CHICKEN BREASTS VICrOR
3 whole chicken breuts, halved,
skinned and booed

2 tblp brandy
2 tblp olive oil

% tip each of oregano, basil and thyme

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Salem closes door on Barr era, 33-0

"We love Mo. we love Mo," chanted
the victorious Plymouth Salem football
players as they hoisted their coach
Tom Moshimer onto their shoulders
and carried him into the end zone.

On the other side, Plymouth Canton
coach Richard Barr - who had just
coached his final game at Canton -
huddled with his players. The mood
was much more somber.

1 told them if this Is the worst thing
that ever happened in their lives, they
were damned lucky," he said.

Thus, another football season ended
at the Centennial Educational Park
Friday night. Final score: Salem 33,
Canton 0.

Sometimes what is on the scoreboard

doesn't accurately depict the game.
This time It does.

Salem gained 290 total yards against
a normally sting Canton defense, 273
on the ground. Canton mustered 24
yards total and just one first down on
the night.

"THIS WASNT anything like the
way I envisioned it," said Barr after-
wards. 'Not this game, not the last six
years."

His Chiefs were simply outmanned.
Without the services of its top three
quarterback Canton was forced to go
with a wide receiver - Todd Wood -

at quarterback.
'We were very limited in what we

could do,- Barr said. But we dld the
best we could. The kids have nothing to
be ashamed of. They came out and they
played."

The very first play set the tone for
the entire contest. Salem quarterback
Paul Makara ran the ball for a sizable
gain before fumbling Each team had a
crack at recovering the fumble. Finally
Salem fell on it - 20 yards upfield
from where Makara originally coughed
it up.

Eleven plays later, Ron Piwko
Bcored the game'm first TD on a 5-yard
run.

The rest of the night, with the excep-
tion of one brief sequence of events, be-
longed to Salem.

'We wanted to just go out there and
play,' said Moshimer. "What we didn't
want to do was mistake ourselves out
of the ballgame. We made some mis-
takes, but the kids still came lo play..

ON THE Rocks' second offensive
possession, they marched 32 yards in
nlne plays and scored on Brian Tiller's

17-yard Makara-to-Chris Hill pass. It
was the first pass attempted by Ma-
kara all season.

After a failed point-after Salem led
13-0.

Late in the first half, Tiller returned
a punt 67 yards for an apparent TD but
the nifty run was nullified by a clipping
penalty.

When Salem took the second half

kickoff and marched 76 yards - 44 of
them gained by Piwko - and scored on
Makara's 2-yard run, the fight seemed
to leave the Chiefs.

They fumbled the ball right back to
Salem on the first play after the score.
On Salem's first play, Jerry Sumner
busted into the end zone from the 27.

Salem capped the scoring with 36
seconds left in the game. John Storm,
on a quarterback keeper, rambled 42
yards.

CANTON, WHO picked up its first
and last first down of the game with
4:45 left in the third quarter, had one
opportunity to score. It came late in
the third quarter after Dan Olszewski
recovered a Makara fumble at the Sa-
lern 26.

Dave Liuzzo, however, missed on a
39-yard field goal try.

SU11, the Chiefs had their standout
players, especially on defense.
Olszewski, Wood, Derrin Brege and
Brian Gothard were in on the majority
of tackles.

For Salem (34), Makara carried the
ball 22 times for 92 yards. He was also
a contributor on defense. Piwko gained
59 yards in eight carries and Sumner
chipped in 48 in seven.

Defensively, Kurt Urban picked off a
pass and helped jam Canton's running
game. Bill Juchartz also played an ex-
ceptional game on the defensive line.

While Salem's dominance over Can-
ton on the CEP gridiron remains intact,
another streak associated with the
rivalry ended Friday.
