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The Plymouth Township Board of
Trustees will be asked Tuesday night to
approve recommendations of Police
Chief Carl Berry and Fire Chief Larry
Groth to move forward with the imple-
mentation of an Enhanced 911 system
for the township.

The 'system would provide features
not available under the present 811 sys-
tem, such as locating the exact address
of a caller in trouble.

Plymouth Township has been meet-
ing with other western Wayne County
local governments to study the feasibil-
ity and costs of such a system.

Through the Conference of Western
Wayne (CWW), an organization of 17
western Wayne communities, local rep-
resentatives have been discussing the
system — primarily through meetings
of local police and fire chiefs.
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THE CWW LAST met Nov. 21 and
will continue to provide presentations
to community leaders on the advantag-
es of Enhanced 911 over 911, to coordi-
nate efforts among the CWW members,
and discuss costs, financing methods
and an implementation plan.

The presentations will be completed
by Jan. 31, 1986.

Ann Wagner, executive director of
the CWW, has recommended that each
CWW member community designate a
representative to work with other com-
munities to develop the implementa-
tion plan, disseminate information in
the community, and present resclutions
to governing bodies each step of the
way.

Woman killed
crossing ramp

A 28-year-old Belleville woman was
killed Thursday night when she was
struck by a car on the I-275 exit ramp
at Ann Arbor Road in Plymouth Town-
ship.

According to the Wayne County Sher-
iff's Department, the woman'’s car ran
out of gas on southbound I-275. The
woman got out and walked up the
ramp, apparently to reach a gasoline
station on Ann Arbor Road.

She was struck while walking on the
ramp by a car driven by a 24-year-old
Westland woman.

According to the Sheriff’s Depart-
ment report, the woman whose car hit
the pedestrian had her lights on and
was not speeding.

The victim, whose name has been

withheld pending notification of next of
kin, left her car near the I-275 Ann Ar-
bor exit ramp with its emergency
flashers operating.

Although the accident still is under
investigation, deputies say indications
are that the woman stepped in front of
the oncoming car.

No charges have been brought

against the Westland woman driving
the car which struck the victim.

The accident occurred at 7:55 p.m.
on the exit ramp about 300 feet away
from Ann Arbor Road.

The victim suffered massive head in-
juries and was transported to St. Mary
Hospital in Livonia by the Plymouth
Township rescue squad.

Youth to face trial
on break-in charges

A 17-year-old Plymouth youth is
scheduled to appear in 35th District
Court this morning on breaking and en-
tering and safe-cracking charges.

Brian K. McMullen was arrested —
following a police chase — in connec-
tion with crimes committed in Canton,
Plymouth and Northville Township.

McMullen is charged with breaking
into Cabaron, an auto reburbishing
shop, at 929 Holbrook in Plymouth, at
10 pm. Dec. 6 and stealing a 1982
BMW, according to Plymouth Police
Lt. Bob Commier.

From about 12:30 to 1 a.m. the same
night, the Canton Calvary Assembly of
God at 7933 Sheldon Road in Canton
was broken into.

ENTRY WAS GAINED by prying
open a church window. The thief en-
tered the main office and found a key
to a metal cabinet that held a safe con-
taining from $150 to $200. The money
was stolen.

Police said they suspect McMullen
spent the day Saturday driving the
BMW.

“Saturday night he was cruising
around Northville Township and North-
ville Township Police attempted to
make a stop on the vehicle,” said Can-
ton Police Detective Rene LeBlanc.

“They got into a car chase, which re-
sulted in him rolling the BMW over,”

not totaled, Commier said. No one was
injured.

McMullen was arrested by North-
ville Township Police and charged with
three traffic violations — never obtain-
ing a valid license, fleeing and eluding
police officers, and speeding, LeBlanc
said.

IN PLYMOUTH McMullen was
charged with unlawfully driving away
an automobile (UDAA) and breaking
and entering (B&E). Felony warrants
were obtained for both crimes.

Canton Township Police received fel-
ony warrants for B&E and safe crack-
ing charges.

The safecracking charge, “from an
old case law," carries a possible life in
prison sentence, LeBlanc said. The
UDAA charge carries a possible five-
year prison sentence.

McMullen was arraigned in 35th Dis-
trict Court before Judge John Mac-
Donald Tuesday on both the Plymouth
and Canton charges. Judge MacDonald
entered a plea of not guilty.

MacDonald set a $15,000 cash bond,
and disallowed a 10 percent surety.
McMullen failed to pest the bond and
was jailed until the preliminary exami-
nation.

A preliminary examination — to
determine if there is enough evidence
to link McMullen to the crimes — was
to be 10:30 a.m. today in 35th District
Court.

Plymouth and Canton residents
who want to avoid the holiday crowds
at local post offices might want to try
one of the two private services in the
area.

One such business is Express Pack-
age Service at Lilley and Warren in
Canton, and the other is The Shipping
Depot in the City of Plymouth.

At The Shipping Depot Inc., 631 S.
Main, Plymouth, the customer can
drop off an item for mailing, and the
store will do the rest: packaging,
stamping and delivery to the Plym-
outh Post Office.

The Shipping Depot has the advan-
tage of owner Jeff Flotkoetter’s years
of experience in the trucking busi-
ness

Flotkoetter can mail anything,
large or small, anywhere the sender
wants to ship it. He said United Par-
cel Service makes a daily stop at the
store. Or, if the customer prefers, he
will contact Federal Express and
have them pick up the package at the
Main Street store.

The Shipping Depot, Flotkoetter
said, also ships by Purolater Courier
and all common carriers.

Mail firms ease yule crunch

THE SHIPPING DEPOT, which
opened for business Nov. 23, makes it
possible for customers to bypass the
public post office completely, if they
wish.

The store rents private mail boxes
but allows customers to use the
store’s street address because some
prefer not to use a post office box as a
mailing address.

“The boxes are used by lawyers or
professionals who prefer that their
mail not be delivered to their office,”
said Flotkoetter.

Flotkoetter visits the post office
every morning to get his customer’s
mail, which they can pick up at their
private boxes at 9 am. He also takes
their mail to the post office daily.

Private mailbox customers don’t
have to worry about packages being
delivered to a vacant house because
The Shipping Depot accepts all de-
liveries to their boxes and holds the
parcels until they are picked up.

Having a private box is especially
useful during the gift-giving season.

The cost of leasing a private mail-
box is $10 per month, §15 for busi-
nesses. The store will throw in one
free month of box rental with a six-
month lease and two free months
with a 12-month lease. Minimum
rental period is three months.

Express Package will send or
receive packages, by United Parcel
Service, Federal Express or Purola-
tor Courier.

It, too, provides packaging materi-
als and services and mailbox “suites.”

But both companies supplement
their mailing-packaging-mailbox ser-
vices with an array of other services.

Express Package offers word pro-
cessing and sends telegrams or mail-
grams.

The Shipping Depot makes keys (in
addition to the ones that fit its mail-
boxes) and does photocopying.

The Shipping Depot also provides a
telephone message service; messages
are placed in customers’ boxes if they
rent a box.

The message service costs §18 per
month if the customer has a box; or
$22 for non-boxholders for 30 messag-
es or less.

For people who don’t stay in one
place for very long, or who don’t like
to stand In line, private mailboxes
could be the answer.

Give AIDS check
to all prisoners?

State Rep. Gerald Law, R-Plymouth,

Currently there are no guidelines for
corrections officials to follow regard-
ing AIDS. said Law  which creates
problems between prison guard unions
and the department

“It 1s clear that our prison system
must test each incomung :nmate for the
disease.” said Law ~and place those
who are afflicted. or who carry the vi-
rus. in isolation t¢ prevent widespread
contamination of other inmates ~

Law added that the prison guards un-
ion claims there are four inmates with
AIDS 1in the prison system while the de-
partment claims there are none “The
two sides are in the process of ironing
out their differences but I think legisla-
tion 1s needed to protect the public
health of both inmates and the guards
who come in contact with them ™

We just hope that all the mail
from other sections comes here on
time. We will get it out.”

Seasoned hunters rightfully ought to be more
than a little jealous of Cindy Smiatacz of Plymouth
Township.

The young mother of two, who never hunted any-
thing in her life, shot a 500-pound bull elk on her
first try Tuesday.

‘She and husband Mark moved into their Plym-
outh home on Terry only a month ago. Now they’ll
have to make room on their basement wall for the
mounted head and “five-by-five” rack of antlers of
the big beast.

“This has got to be a joke,” Cindy Smiatacz said
when her husband submitted her name on an appli-
cation for an elk permit.

Mark Smiatacz, a veteran hunter, helped his wife
learn to shoot a .30-.06 rifle at a shooting range.
When she became the only woman in Plymouth and
one of the few in the state to get an elk pemm
Mark joined her on her first hunting expedition, to
Atlanta, Mich., near Gaylord. "] was her assistant.”

HIS COMMENT after he saw his wife down the
big elk was, “This is unreal.”

“The hardest thing was getting through the snow
with my gun,” said Cindy. There were 18 inches on
the ground that day.

She had followed her guide for about 10 minutes
when she saw five bull elks. “I looked through the
scope and aimed through two trees,” she said.
There was another, larger elk next to the one she
was aiming at bu‘ sh~ fired and hit the smaller one
— from 125 yards.

I told my guide, ‘I think I hit it’ and he said he
didn't think so because he was looking at the other
elk. Mine was on the ground. I hit it on the first
shot,” said Cindy.

Her shot hit the elk in the shoulder area, in the
lungs. She fired two more shots into the elk’s head
before it finally died.

“The men at the DNR (Department of Natural
Resources) said, ‘Did you really shoot that elk?
They couldn’t bélieve it.”

The elk then had to be hauled about three-quar-
ters of a mile 'out of the woods, with the help of a
farmer and his horse.

IT MEASURED five feet from its hooves to
shoulders, eight feet from rump to nose.

The Smiataczes kept it in their garage until
Wednesday because the weather stayed cold, then
began butchering it into steaks and ribs. Elk is said
to taste more like beef than deer venison.

More than 52,000 people applied for elk permits
in Michigan but only 120 were ar irded, with Cindy

being only the second woman i . the state to receive

one.

“One woman saw a 17-point elk and froze up,”
said Cindy. “I guess she just couldn’t believe it, and
she missed the shot.”

But in Cindy’s case, seeing the elk didn't make
her uptight. “Getting used to the kickback of the
rifle was hard. But when I saw the elk and fired, I
didn’t even notice it. Getting up the ridges was
more exciting, catching my breath.”

The elk was taken on state land.

Cindy's guide, who was paid $100 for his services,
suggested the area, about 35 miles east of Gaylord.
Some guides charge $100 a day, plus $500 for a kill.

FARMERS IN the area also have been known to
charge for the use of their land, even though hunt-
ers do them a favor by getting rid of the elks which
eat their crops.

“These elk are tame compared to those out
west,” said Cindy. “They spend more money to
shoot western elk, too.”

The most dangerous part of the hunt, for the Smi-
ataczes, was driving home as other motorists near-
ly cut them off the road as they rubbernecked to
get a look at the animal.

Mark Smiatacz said it would take him three or
four hours to remove the elk’s hide and a day to
butcher and put the meat in a freezer for storage.

But if his wife can do this well on her first hunt-
ing try, he may need an extra freezer to store what
she shoots on her second try.

| (Part 3)

As a direct result of building a Frank
Lloyd Wright house on their Beck Road
property in 1941, Carl and Margaret
Wall of Plymouth began to meet people
who shared their interest in architec-
ture and other forms of art.

Among them were other Michigan
owners of Wright houses. They became
friends, for example, with the late
Gregg and Betty Affleck who built
s their home in Bloomfield Hills one year
before the Walls built theirs.

Affleck, who was brought up in
Spring Green (Wright’s hometown in®
Wisconsin), built his house on Wood-
ward Avenue just north of Long Lake
Road. In 1976, the house was given to
Lawrence Institiute of Technology by
the Affleck’s children and is now used
as a facility for Frank Lloyd Wright
studies.

THE WALLS ALSO got to know Mel-
vin Maxwell Smith who built his house
in Bloomfield Hills in 1954.

As a school teacher Smith didn't
have much money but he wanted a
Frank Lloyd Wright house. He wrote to
Wright saying he could afford to pay
only $5,400 for his home. Carl says
Wright accepted Smith as a client be-
cause he was always been more con-
cerned about a client’s enthusiasm than
his net worth.

. By acting as general contractor, at

* Wright’s suggestion, Smith was able to
have the house built for the figure he
had named. When he wrote in 1879,
Wall said Smith had placed his house in
trust with a banking institution which
has put an evaluation on it and the
property in the amount of $250,000. Ap-
parently having a Frank Lloyd Wright
house is akin to owning a Picasso.

An interesting sidelight is that
Wright usually charged only 10 percent
of the total cost of the house as his fee.

State Sen. Fobert Geake, R-North-
ville, has been appointed to a special
Senate task force studying Michigan's
organ transplant policy.

The Walls also vigited with Alma
Goetsch and Katherine Winkler, in-
structors at Michigan State University
for many years. Their Wright House
was built in Okemos in 1939 at a cost of
$6,300. Carl says that he was told that
the house was on the market in the
mid-1970s for $95,000.

Through Frank Lloyd Wright, the
Walls also met the famous Detroit ar-
chitect, Albert Kahn. He was the man
who designed, among other well-known
structures: the Fisher Building; the
General Motors Building; The News,
Free Press and Times buildings; the
Detroit Athletic Club and the William
Clements Library at the University of
Michigan.

Kahn took the Walls to visit Cran-
brook Academy in Bloomfield Hills
where they met Carl Miles, the famous
Swedish sculptor, resident there at the
time.

They met Alden Dow and his wife at
the Wright's School, Taliesin West, in
Arizona where Dow was one of
Wright's architectural students. Dow,
whose father founded the Dow Chemi-
cal Co., later opened his own architec-
tural firm in Midland.

The Walls also met Henry Russell
Hitchcock, author of a book on Frank
Lloyd Wright's works, who spent the
night at their Snowflake home. While in
Sweden, they also met and talked with
the director of the office of city plan-
ning in Stckholm, who had a great in-
terest in Wright's works.

PHOTOS OF THE Wall home began
to appear in articles about Wright pub-
lished in national magazines and news-
papers.

An example was the February 1948
issue of Architectural Forum, devoted
entirely to Wright and his designs. As a

Walls met a multitude of architects
and architectural students from vari-
ous parts of the world who came to
Plymouth to see the Wright house.

Soon after the house was completed,
professors of architecture from the
University of Michigan and Wayne
State University began to bring their
classes to the Beck Road house for
study and visitation.

In his 1979 paper, Wall wrote, “We
have come to accept the fact that we
really do not have a private home like
most citizens, but we do have a beauti-
ful work of art, which we are willing to
share with interested persons.”

He added, “This means, of course, at
times convienient to us.”

Carl says, “We always thought it was
our house, but Mr. Wright always
thought it would be his."” Once, when

visiting the Beck Road house after its
completion, Wright spotted a chair that
he had designed. “Carl,” he said, “get
me a saw. There's something wrong
with that chair.” Carl hesitated but
Wright insisted. When Carl produced a
saw, Wright immediately sawed an
inch off the bottom of the chair. Carl
was amazed, but had to admit that the
piece looked better after the operation.

Another Wright house owner told
Carl that the architect had done the
same with a table he owned.

“Wright liked to use the shock treat-
ment, whether in architecture or on the
lecture platform,” Carl says. “And
there was no doubt in his mind that the
house and the furniture were still his,
not yours.”

Wall says Wright designed not only
buildings but alse furniture, carpets,

Carolina and Rose don’t know each
other, but their fathers have an all-
purpose Italian seasoning in common.

“My father made it all the time,”
said Rose, a librarian whose dad isn’t
Italian.

“My father likes to make it for sal-
ads,” said Carolina, my new daugh-
ter-in-law from Montreal. Her dad is
Italian.

Carolina prepared a batch one af-
ternoon. The most difficult task is
peeling and cutting up a head of gar-
lic. The key ingredient is leftover dry
red wine, which can be refilled. You
just let the stuff sit and age.

You'll have to use a funnel to get
the ingredients into wine bottles with
skinny necks. When you pass by the
bottle, placed in a dark corner, just
shake it a few times.

I let the seasoning sit for two weeks
before using it on a green salad,
mixed with a little oil. It was fine, I
thought, but nothing spectacular. I re-
turned it to the kitchen counter.

But the seasoning is versatile. You
cam saute onions and mushrooms in it
or baste barbecue.

Two weeks later, I braised a roast
if{tt. It really flavored the eye of
round.

Naturally, I invited Carolina for
dinner. She and Tony made a meal of
theé roast. Lucky I'm a faster eater.

Pork scallops give New Year’s glamour

By the time New Year's arrives,
many holiday revelers are partied out.
Instead of big crowds and lots of noise,
celebrating the arrival of a new year
can feature a relaxed dinner for two or
four.

A quiet dinner with a few loved ones
can bring renewed meaning to the trad-
ition of reviewing the old year and
making resolutions for the new. Plan
ahead to break in a new tradition by
bringing together a few special people
in your life for an elegant New Year’s
dinner, featuring Pork Scallops Su-
preme.

Pork scallops, or boneless pork
cutlets, are extremely versatile. Cut
from the tenderloin, they can be pan-
fried, cut into strips for stir-fry, or
cubed for kabobs. The following recipe
features pork scallops at their most el-
egant — simply sauteed and beautiful-
ly sauced for a company-special pres-
entation. Accompanied by a tossed
salad and warm dinner rolls, these
pork scallops can be the star of an inti-
mate elegant dinner.

PORK SCALLOPS SUPREME
1'a Ibs. pork scallops or cutlets
Y3 cup butter
13 cup diced carrots
3 cup diced celery
i3 cup diced onion
2 Thsp. chopped parsley
2 Thsp. all-purpose flour
2% cups chicken broth

1 egg yolk, lightly beaten

Y2 cup dry red wine

1'% tsp all-purpose flour

1 Ib. fresh asparagus spears, cleaned
and cooked

1 carrot, thinly sliced and cooked

4 mushrooms, sliced and sauted

Heat % cup butter in a 1%-quart
saucepan, add carrots, celery, onion
and parsley. Cook and stir until tender.
Stir in 2 Tbsp. flour, then chicken broth.
Bring to a boil and simmer 30 minutes.
Strain, there should be 2 cups. Stir 1
cup into the beaten egg yolk, return to
heat for a few seconds. Keep warm.
Melt 2 tablespoons butter in a frypan.
Saute pork, turning a couple of times
until browned, adding butter as needed.
Keep warm. When all pork is browned,
pour off extra fat; add remaining
chicken broth. To thicken sauce, mix a
little wine with 1% tsp. flour, add re-
maining wine, stirring until mixture
boils and thickens. Return meat to
sauce and heat. Heat vegetables if nec-
essary. To serve, spoon wine sauce
over bottom half of 4 plates; spoon
sauce over top half. Quickly drizzle 3
thin lines of wine sauce in half circles
over egg sauce. Using a knife draw ra-
diating lines from plate center through
egg sauce to outer edges — arrange
pork scallops in wine sauce, asparagus
in egg sauce, carrot slices where
sauces meet. Garnish with mushroom
slices. Makes 4 serving.

Sour cream gives
flavor to muffins

Some of the world’s most time-tested
recipes, dating back as far as the 17th
century, include sour cream as a basic
ingredient. Many Old World dishes,
such as schnitzels and beef stroganofis,
owe a large measure of their populari-
ty to the rich, tangy flavor of sour
cream.

As its name implies, sour cream is
made through a fermentation process
with cream. The result is a thick,
smooth product with a rich, robust fla-
vor. In spite of its name, sour cream
has become an extremely popular
dairy product with American con-
sumers.

Until the early 1900s, however, virtu-
ally all the sour cream produced in the
United States was homemade — most-
ly by chefs preparing their favorite re-
cipes. The way it was made was rather
pri
