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Schools get grant to educate teachers

Plymouth-Can ton Community
Schools is one of 30 local and interme-
diate districts in the state to receive
money for teacher improvement.

The Michigan Board of Education
last week awarded $1.04 million to the
districts for teacher development pro-
grams in two categories - upgrading
teacher content knowledge and special
projects.

'We applied for the staff develop-
ment funds, which became available
for the first time under Section 98,"
said Mike Homes, assistant superin-
tendent for instruction.

The district applied for the money as
part of a consortium with Dearborn
and the University of Michigan.

'The program will allow us to focus
in on the Michigan Department of In-
struction reading assessment program
in 1988." said Homes.

Under the program, students in spe-
cific grades are tested in reading and
mathematics proficiency and the
scores compared with the state aver-
age.

The training of Plymouth-Canton
teachers is expected to help them know

in what areas to focus their reading in-
struction.

Homes said he was hopeful the dis-
trict's participating teachers could
receive the training in the district, or
on the University of Michigan campus.

THE TEACHERS will be from the

elementary level, primarily, Homes
said, with some from the secondary
level,

Plymouth-Canton Schools will
receive $55,000 from the state for the
teacher development program.

Other money will be allocated to

other districts for: curriculum and in-

structional improvement in math, sci-
ence and computers; writing: and lan-
guage arts.

"We wrote the grant to implement
the new state definitions of read-

ing,"said Shirley Spaniel, executive di-
rector of elementary curriculum for
the Plymouth-Canton district.

Spaniel said a district task force
looked into the implications of the
changed testing standards.

"We saw that monies were becoming
available I'm delighted."

Spaniel said teachers at the third-,

sixth- and ninth-grade levels would be
made familiar with the reading test
changes because the Michigan Educa-
tion Assessment Tests in reading are
given to fourth, seventh and ninth
graders

The training, under the grant, would
be extended to all elementary, middle
and secondary school teachers who are
involved in reading instruction.

She said the $55,000 covers one year
but the district will reapply for funding
in the next year for a period of three to
five years if the money is available.

The teacher training is expected to
begin during the 1985-86 school year.

Publisher aims for upscale book buyers

This could be a new ''Trivial Pur-
suit" question Did you know that the
original version of Stephen King's work
·Silver Bullet" was printed by a Plym-
outh publisher under the title 'Cycle of
the Werewolf"?

It's true. The name of the publishing
company is Land of Enchantment,
which operates out of the Plymouth
residence of Christopher Zavisa.

Zavisa became enchanted with living
in Plymouth, though that is not where
he got the inspiration for the name of
his company. That came from a Nor-
man Rockwell painting.

His wife, Gail, said she always want-
ed to live in Plymouth.

"When we came to the Ice Festival,
that did it," said Zavisa. who moved
here about two years ago.

Zavisa's company can lay claim to
several firsts the first and only pub-
lisher in Plymouth, probably the only
specialty book publisher in Michigan,
and certainly the only Michigan pub-
lisher of a King book.

HE ENTERED the publishing busi-
ness in 1976, specializing in posters,
prints and portfolios.

His interest in graphics led him into
the specialty book field, where the look
and feet of a book is nearly as import-
ant as its subject matter.

'The King book sold out in two
weeks," said Zavisa.

After favorable reviews of "Cycle of
the Werewolf" came out, Zavisa said he
could have sold 200,000 or 300,000 ad-
ditional copies above his limited press
run

The King book, as is true of the three
other works Zavisa has published, is
what he describes as a "lavish, coffee-

table" book All have pencil or color
illustrations. are printed in large type
on heavy stock and have expensive
bindings.

His latest book, for example, is Dean
Koontz' -Twilight Eyes," a 264-page
macabre story with a carnival setting

ZAVISA WORKED with illustrator

Phil Parks of Garden City in designing
the dust jacket and pages

"I usually went to New York for
illustrators but found that Parks' work

was as good as theirs," said Zavisai
"Twilight Eyes" is the latest work by

Koontz, who has written 20 books
whose sales have reached 35 million.

Koontz' first bestseller was

"Whispers," which placed in the top 10
on both the Publisher's Weekly and
New York Times lists. 'Whispers,
"The Visimi," "Phantoms" and "Dark-
fall" hava all been selections of the

Doubleday Book Club.
The 9-by-12·inch hardcover has a

wraparound color dust jacket, illustrat-
ed endpapers. 30 interior illustrations,
two foldouts measuring 11 by 24 inches
and heavy enamet paper. Retail price
is $32

"We must have looked at several
hundred carousels," said Zavisa, who
used the carousel horse painted in oil
by Parks on the dust jacket.

"I have gotten so much into the de-
sign aspect of it," said Zavisa, "I love
that part of it."

ZAVISA HAS dealt primarily with
wholesalers, who market his books
through small bookstores but he may
begin to deal directly with such outlets
as Little Professor and Waldenbooks.

"Twilight Eyes" can be purchased at
Waldenbooks in Novi and Zavisa ex-
pects it to be available at Little Profes-
sor in Plymouth, too

Zavisa likes the work of Frank Fraz-

zetta, Arthur Rackham and "early
Walt Disney stuff."

But his books aren't just for reading.
Some, like "Cycle of the Werewolf,"
appreciate in value quickly.

Zavisa knew King before he became
internationally known. -I knew King
from the time he wrote his second nov-

el. I wanted to do something with him
I obviously couldn't offer him the kind
of money he has been getting, but I
knew I could do something different for
him."

Zavisa's hardcover version of "Cycle
of the Werewolf" was a showcase for
King's work. It originally sold for
$28.95 about two years ago Today, a
copy goes for $150. A specially signed
edition sells for thousands.

"Cycle of the Werewoll" eventually
was made into the movie, "Silver Bul-
let" and that was printed later as a
paperback, based on the screenplay.

THE BOOK'S foreward, by King,
mentions Zavisa

With the computer revolution, peo-
ple are talking about the demise of the
book Books must be esthetically pleas-
ing There is a big demand for beautiful
books that people can hold and feel,"
said Zavisa "lt must be more than a
book - it must be an entertainment

event, visual as well as cerebral."

Zavisa plans to aim at an upseale
market for his books, which will contin-

ue to be mystery, suspense, or "dark
fantasy" as he decribes it.

Each book requires 18 months to pro-
duce, although, Zavisa said, once the
book goes to the printer, his work is
essentially done. He now has another
book "in the project stage," while
Twilight Eyes" is just reaching re-

viewers and bookstands.

This Christmas may be remembered among elee-
tronics retailers as the year when VCRs broke the
price barrier and pre-recorded video tape dealers
showed the first signs of price-cutting.

VCR prices broke through the $200 level during
1985, while pre-recorded tape prices in some in-
stances dropped by half.

In recent weeks, for example, the price of the
popular " Beverly Hills Cop" fell to $29.95 and less,
while the classic "Wizard of Oz" also was lowered

to $29.95.
'*'Beverly Hills Cop'" probably is our most popu-

lar tape," said Brian Kleiner, an employee at the
Video Rack in Westland.

He said the tape is the sales leader at the store,
followed by "Fonda stuff, a lot of exercise tapes,
some music videos and cartoons."

But video tapes still have a ways to go before
they become viable stocking-stuffers for the aver-
age buyer. The range at Video Rack, for recent
movie releases, is $59-$79. The popular "Ghostbus-
ters" still sells for $79 and the venerable "Gone
With the Wind" for $89.

"More are renting than buying," Kleiner said.
The Video Rack has a movie rental club, as is true
of most video stores. The Rack's club charges $20 a
year and gives members two free rentals when
they sign up.

Westland's Rent A Flick video club store report-
ed that its best-selling tape was "Pale Rider" with
Clint Eastwood, selling for $79. Rent A Flick also
has been doing a brisk business with "Beverly Hills
Cop" at the $29.95 price.

Rent A Flick has a movie club. For $9.95 a year,
the member is allowed to rent any title in the store
for $1.49 a day.

Rent A Flick sells used tapes for $10 and under,
and also stocks X-rated video tapes.

NOW YOU CAN rent video tapes at, of all places,
your friendly local U-Haul trailer rental company.

U-Haul has named its tape rental operation Haul-
ly'wood Video Rentals. It has seven locations, in-
cluding one in Redford Township, where the mana-
ger said "Scarface" and "First Blood" were the top
rentals. Haullywood does not sell tapes, nor does it
rent X-rated tapes.

Video Place, Plymouth Township, reported that
'Beverly Hills Cop" and "Ghostbusters" were the
top sellers. It posts a list of its "Top 40" in the
store.

Video Place manager Brenda Mundinger said the
store carries 2,500 titles, which it divides into three
rental classes - A, B, and C. The A tapes rent for
$2.75, the B for $2 and the C for $1 a day.

The rates are available to movie club members
who pay a fee of $20 for a lifetime membership.

All tapes are VHS. VCRs can be rented for $4.95.
Though Video Place rents X-rated tapes, Mund-

inger said they are not a major portion of the
store's business.

MOVIES TO GO in Canton Township lists "Bev-
erly Hills Cop" as the top seller but "White Christ-
maf' with Bing Crosby is very popular, especially

at its $24.95 price, according to store manager Jeff
Yuchasz.

VCRs rent for $5 a day at Movies To Go. The
store also rents X-rated tapes.

Video Entertainment II in Westland has still dif-

ferent movie club terms. It charges $12.95 for a
two-year membership and allows club members to
rent tapes for $2.50 a day. It charges $12.50 a day
for VCR rental, but includes two free tapes.

The store reported that X-rated tape rentals
were "pretty popular."

The Video Spot in Garden City also lists "Beverly
Hills Cop" as the top seller, with "White Christ-
mas" in second place. Store owner Mary Ward said
"Wizard of Oz" at $29.95 also is a good mover.

Its video club costs $15 a year and $1.50 a day for
rentals VCRs rent for $5 a day to club members.
The store rents X-rated tapes but, according to
Ward, "They're not the main part of our business."

IN LIVONIA, Now Showing Video'; Top 40 11:t
has "Beverly Hills Cop" on top followed by Jane
Fonda's workouts, "Ghostbusters, Pinocchio" and

"White Christmas."

"We have a lot of Disney, it's very popular," a
store salesman said.

Now Showing Video charges 19.95 a year or
$29.95 "lifetime "for its club, which allows the
member to rent a tape for 13 for two nights or
three films for the price of two. VCRs rent for $15,
with two free tapes, a current coupon special gives
the renter two movies with the VCR for $10.

The store rents X-rated titles for $3 a day, but
the adult films are not among its biggest rentals.

FOR THOSE who like togetherness in their film
clubs, the best bet is probably Stage & Screen Video
in Plymouth Township.

"We try to get to know our club member, and let
them get to know us during the first year. Then we
decide if we want to let them renew their member-

ship for the second year," owner Nancy Hill said.
"We turn Iome away, thoie who push and shove or
who are loco-iderate. It's like a family."

Stage & Screen Video often free, freshly-popped
popcorn to members. Members can buy tapes for
$5 over wholesale. A tape that sells for $89.95, such

as "Gone With the Wind," has a wholesale price of
$64.95. Under club terms, members can buy the
tape for $64.95 pitts $5, or 169.95 at Stage & Screen
Video.

Hill said Paramount Pictures im offering a ope-
cial this month. It has priced 25 films under $25,
including such titles as "White Christmas,"
"Grease, ".,Flashdance," and "Gallagher."

Club members also get special rental rates. For
the;12.50 yearly fee, they can participate in $1-a-
day specials.

Top rentals at Stage & Screen are "Gremlins,"
"Ghostbusters," "Beverly Hilla Cop" and "Heaven-
ly Kid."

"We get to know what people like," Hill said.
"Sometimes they'll come in at 10 minutes to 10 and
ask for a movie. If it's a terrible film for them, we
can tell them."

Hills said customers sign a receipt for damages
but damaged rental tap- are rare beca= the
tapes are difficult to break.

work-like manner. Louis Hassinger got
the job for $185.

IN 1901, THE board acquired the
Palmer lot and residence adjoining the
school house at a cost of $2,000.

The Palmer house was used as part
of the school for about a year. In 1903
it was given to the Athletic Association
to be moved to a point on the school
grounds selected by the board. No box-
ing was to be allowed in the building.

As early as 1903, the board tried to
get the electorate to approve funds to
build an addition to the brick school
built in 1884. In 1903, the work would
have cost $7,000. When voters finally
approved the addition in 1907, the bid
went to Cole Brothers for $13,675. The
addition made the school nearly twice
its original size.

Nine years later, in March 1916, the
original structure (built in 1884) and
the addition built in 1907, went up in
flames. For the balance of the school
year classes were held in a variety of
locations throughout the town.

A new school building, erected on the
site the old, was put up at a cost of just
more than $90,000. This building
housed all grades, kindergarten
through 12, until the Central Grade
School building was built adjacent to it
in 1924 "due to overcrowding and
Plymouth's rapid growth."

Nellie Bird was the principal. The

Strange things happen in the most

unusual places.

Some wineries seem to attract pub-
licity readily, becoming well known to
the public easily. They seem to know
what to do to attract the public's eye,
and wine writers' as well.

Present examples are Glen Ellen,
Folle a Deux, Robert Mondavi, Stags
Leap, Phelps . the list goes on.

Then there are others. Little press,
no hoopla, no pizzazz. Fine wine-mak-
ing skills alone are not enough to catch
our attention in this very competitive
and encumbered world of viniculture

Three of them have come to my
mind lately. Each deserves more atten-
hon than it normally gets in this col-
umn and others as well. All three pos-
sess quality programs, turn out fairly-
priced wines and are dependable.

Wente Bros., in the Livermore Valley
area east of San Francisco. easily the
ugliest wine region in al] of the North
Coast, has been in business as an essen-
tially family-run operation for more
than a hundred years. By California
standards, few rival it in durability and
stability, and practically none in the
value-per-dollar category as well.

BAY-AREA real-estate expansion
forced Wente, along with Paul Masson
and Concannon, to diversify its plant-
ings well over a decade ago. Most of its
grapes now come from Monterey Coun-
ty to the south and it has, for many
years, produced a wide line of most-
successful white wines.

Today it makes as great an array of
wines as any of the quality producers
and it does each with skill and a mini-
mum of oak to modify natural flavors.

Most popular around here is its Le
Blanc de Blancs, an essentially Chenin
Blanc blend designed for the Midwest-

ern palate. The wine's intense fruiti-
ness appeals to the novice and occa-
sional wine drinker (thus is the first
California wine I can recall ever enjoy-
ing many years ago>

More acceptance has been had in the
California market with its Grey Ries-
ling (both standard and. in some years,
late harvest) and recently, a brut
sparkling wine.

For the most part, its reds are to be
avoided and these are happily getting
to be harder to find. However, I have
enjoyed its massively-styled l'elite
Strah over the years

It was informative that, in my recent
quest for background on Wente wines. I
had a most difficult time finding them
in quality local wine stores. With a few
exceptions. they have been pushed
aside by other winerles in the never-
ending fight for shelf space.

The second -neglected" winery is Al-
exander Valley Vineyards, in the heart
of Sonoma County's most vital viticul-
tural region. Now some 10 years old,
A.V. originally made a whole gang of
varletal wines.

At present, consistent with the trend
among premium wineries, it does but
four, presumably those that it judges it
does best and that the marketplace will
support

in America, something network television ignores. For most
viewers then, this picture of another kind of black slavery, by
blacks, will provide unusual insight

AND ENTERTAINMENT GUIDE

Most of us have a stereotypical. narrow view of black life in
America, based on "Roots" and its sequels, plus "The Jeffersons'
and numerous other fictional portrayals of southern blacks op-
pressed by bigoted whites after Reconstruction.

It is a lesser-known fact that southern blacks held property,
even black slaves. and subjected their own to other kmds of slav-
cry.in the case of 'The Color Purple," the oppression is of black
women by their men.

ULTIMATELY that oppression shames and degrades the black
men who have power by virtue of economic circumstance. It is to
the film's great credit that we know those men understand their
sins before the film's story ends.

Celie (played by Whoopi Goldberg, with Desreta Jackson as
Young Celie} is closely and affectionately bound to her younger
sister, Nettie (Akosua Busia). Her Pa (Leonard Jackson) fathers
her two children which are taken from her at birth. Pa then
"gives" her to Mr. Albert (Danny Glover), a young widower with
children.

Mr. Albert, who is known pejoratively as "Mister," earns Celie's
disdain for his abuse and shameful treatment, which relegates her
to slavery. Worse, he desires her sister, Nettie. When Nettie re-
fuses his advances, Mister drives her away, depriving Celie of her
one joy in life - companionship with a kindred spirit.

Thus oppressed and repressed, Celie survives even the final in-
dignity Mister brings home his old love, singer Shug Avery (Mar-
garet Avery). The singer is the daughter of the Preacher (John
Patton, Jr), who will not speak to his daughter because of her
unmarned, sinful life singing in the juke-joints.

Although Shug is damaged psychologically by her father's rejec-
tion, she has Mister completely under her thumb. He, who is so
abusive of Celie, is himself a slave to Shug's every whim and wile.

"The Color Purple" is magnificient in all regards - acting,
directing, staging, music and photography. For nearly three hours,
its 40-year span of southern black history in the first half of this
century holds audiences spellbound.

From a directorial point of view, the film is a departure from
the adventure fantasies with which Spielberg is associated. But if
there was any question as to his ability to stage and direct magnifi-
cent celluloid moments, this film dispels all doubt.

The performances Spielberg elicits from an extremely talented
cast touch the hardest of hearts with a tenderness and strength of
spirit that is beautiful to comprehend.

Goldberg matures over the 40-year span, growing from a fright-
ened, abused girl to a woman of spirit and sensitivity, in Itself a
performance worth the whole show.

There are far too many excellent performances for the space
here allowed. Margaret Avery's juke-joint singer; Danny Glover's
abusive Mister Albert, and Oprah Winfrey, as his daughter-in-law
who runs afoul of the white establishment, combine with many
other characterizations In a marvelous display of ensemble acting
and individual performance.

Quincy Jones' musk, from juke-joint to gospel, and the touching-
ly soft and evocative clnematography of Allen Daviau round out an
absolutely magnificent movie.

Carolyn has some interesting if
not startling statistics. There are
4,000 adults in the Plymouth-Canton
community who cannot read and
write the English language. She
concedes that many of these are
"new" Americans. But, on a
national level, one of every five
native-born Americans cannot read
or write.

CAROLYN said, "I tutored a
high school graduate who could not
read or write. They had given him
all his tests orally."

The Plymouth-Canton Schools
Community Literacy Council was
organized to combat this situation.
Tutors work on a one-to-one basis
with the adult students. The classes
are is private and confidential.

More tutors are needed and the
literacy council is beginning a tutor
training program in January.
Volunteers will receive 10 hours
training in the Laubach System. She
explained that there are two
Laubach systems - ESL (English as
a secondary language) and TESOL
(teaching English to speakers of
other languages).

*'It costs $20 to reach one tutor.
We have to fly the instructors in.
The project is in need of corporate
funding. B. Dalton donated $500 and
MeGraw Hill is a contributor.

"If I could get on a soap box in
Kellogg Park, I would ask people
help fund this program," Carolyn
said.

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lafrate feels Briggs caught
right at home in coach's vIse

The fans never filed out of Joe Louis

Arena more disgusted. Red Wing die-
hards were insulted by their team's lat-
est escapade.

By contrast, the Toronto Maple
beafs' dressing room was buzzing over
their come-from-behind 5-4 victory
Thursday night over the Wings.

The Leafs, fighting to stay out of last
place in the National Hockey League's
Norris Division, erased a 4-0 deficit

capped by Peter Ihnacak's game-win-
ning goal with three seconds left.

For Al Iafrate, the Leafs' 19-year-old
defenseman from Livonia, the feeling
was just right. He was home for the
holidays and playing before family and
friends.

Once he dreamed of playing for the
Wings. but now he had a part in beating
them, collecting two assists on the
night.

"It's always a thrill to play here,"
said Iafrate, who left 25 complimenta-
ry tickets. "We knew this was the big-
gest game of the season so far and we
arose to the occasion."

THE VICTORY by the injury-riddled
Leafs put them ahead of Detroit by five
points in the playoff chase.

This is the biggest victory of my ca-
reer, but my career hasn't been too
long," Iafrate added. "But it's still a
pretty good feeling."

With injuries to Borge Salming. Brad
Maxwell and Wendel Clark, the Leafs'
defensive reins have been handed over

to the Bentley High School product.

"You can see Al's grown up in a
year," said Toronto Sun beat writer
Jim ·0'Leary. "He's rushing the puck
more and playing with confidence. The
last two months he's been their best de-

fenseman. And he's the best 200-pound
(plus) skater in the league.

Iafrate, who made the U.S. Olympic
Team at 17, came to the Leafs with
high expectations after being taken
fourth overall in the 1984 NHL Draft.

But the talented defenseman has

been beset by mishaps, which have
been well chronicled in the press.

Before his rookie season, Iafrate was
charged with careless driving when he
Dipped his car near Toronto. Then he
was charged with mischievous behav-
ior in an incident over in Windsor.

AND WHEN HE reported to training
camp, Iafrate weighed in at a hefty 241
pounds. Then he was involved in a fight
with Buffalo's Sean McKenna during
an exhibition game, fracturing his
cheekbone and nose. So distressed, he

left training camp and spent two days
at home, contemplating his hockey fu-
ture, on]y to return to the Leafs.

With his jaw wired shut, Iafrate
missed the first five regular season
games.

"That was the best thing that ever
happened to him," said O'Leary. "He
couldn't eat so he lost the weight in a
hurry.

"Right now he's everything the Leafs
expect and even ahead. They're happy
with him, and they'll be patient with
him."

Toronto coach Dan Maloney, accord-
ing to O'Leary, is Iafrate's biggest
booster.

"In all fairness to Al he had a tough
season last year," said the Toronto
coach. "But he came back through
some tough times.

"He can be as good as he wants to be.
He has all the tools. He's a big man and
a powerful player."

"THE 6-FOOT-3,220-pound defense-
man feels more comfortable with his

role.

"It's probably all confidence,"
Iafrate said. 'When you're not confi-
dent, you start to hesitate and that
leads to mistakes. Right now I know
when or when not to rush the puck.'

The statistics show that Iafrate is

better than a year ago. Through Thurs-
day night he had three goals and 18 as-
sists for 21 points.

It appears he's already turned the
corner. His point total all last season
was 21.

Canton hot-shots fare well

EAR OF change, a year of champions, a
year of controversy.

The year 1985 was all of that and more
in terms of Observerland sports.

A year of change Observerland's oldest active
league disbanded and its premier league expanded.
The Northwest Suburban League - the one that
featured North Farmington, John Glenn, Garden
City, Livonia Franklin, Redford Union and Redford
Thurston for 20 years - died, North, Glenn and
Franklin joined with the Western Lakes Activities
Association, making it a 12-team league.

A year of champions Four Observerland teams
captured the top prize available to high school ath-
letics, the state championship Livonia Stevenson
won titles in both girls and boys soccer. Redford
Catholic Central claimed the boys tennis title last
spring and. most recently, Livonia Ladywood
garnered its second girls basketball title in three
years.

A year of controversy The new Wester:] Lakes
alignment caused some friction between coaches
and athlette directors over scheduling procedures.
A proposed new' prep football playoff system
stirred some debate last spring. Coaching changes,
coaching vacancies, a new rule involving basketball
coaches and their deportment during games, even
the Observerland boys track and field competition
spurred controversy in 1985.

What follows is a non-inclusive list of some of the

major local stories that graced Observerland sports
pages the past year

THE U.S. OPEN GOLF TOURNAMENT: It is
rare when an international sporting event of this
magnitude comes to our neighborhood. But, there it
was, in al| its splendor, at the Oakland Hills Golf
and Country Club in Bloomfield Township. And it
provided us with supreme drama. While Tze-Chung
Chen collapsed during the final round, Andy North
surged to victory. Who among those who care can
forget Chen'sdouble-hit chip shot?

EMILY WAGNER, MISS BASKETBALL: Polite,
personable and charming off the court, dazzling,
inspired and in control on the court, this Ladywood
graduate became only the fourth person ever to win
the coveted title of Miss Basketball. Her year
wasn't all cake and ice cream, however After ac·
cepting a basketball scholarship to Stanford Uni-
versity, she seriously injured her knee. As of Dec.
14, she still hadn't stepped onto the basketball floor.

JOHN MILLER TO MSU: After a year's worth of
speculation, the two-time All-American football
star from Farmington Harrison called a press con-
ference in March and announced he would be play-
ing football for George Perles at Michigan State.
He played a reserve's role much of the I 985 season,
but ts considered a key component in the Spartans'
future plans.

GEORGE VAN WAGONER RETIRES: After 33
years and 492 victories, one of Observerland's most
respected basketball coaches called it a career last
March Van Wagoner guided Stevenson to a 19-4
mark his final year. Jim Mcintyre, former Frank-
lin coach, was named Van Wagoner's successor lal-
er in the year

YI

HALL OF FAME COACHES: Four Observerland
football coaches were honored by the Michigan
High School Football Coaches Association in April
with inductions into the association's Hall of Fame.
Harvey Heitman fex of Redford Union), Ken
Kaestner (Livonia Churchill), Jack Reardon (Ste-
venson) and Tom Moshimer (Plymouth Salem) were
feted.

NEW GRID PLAYOFF FORMAT: This issue, on-
going for nearly a decade, was finally decided last
May The Michigan High School Athletic Associa-
tion grudgingly voted to expand the football playoff
system from 16 teams to 64 teams (16 in each of the
four enrollment classifications). Although football
coaches from across the state politicked long and
hard for the expansion, the MHSAA OK'd the new
plan by just one vote.

JOHN SANDMANN RETIRES: A major archi-
tect of the Observerland sports scene,in particular
the Western Lakes Activities Conference, Plym-
outh-Canton Community School District athletic di-
rector John Sandmann retired last May. He had
served this area for 37 years.

OBSERVERLAND TRACK MEET: Always an
exciting event, the 1985 Observerland Track and
Field Meet took on a new dimension of excitement.
First, Observerland's Track Man of the Year, Bish-
op Borgess's Fred Owens, and four of his team-
mates were suspended from the team prior to the
meet What was to be a cinch win for Borgess, sud-
denly became anyone's meet. Churchill and Salem
were the ones to come forward. Host Churchill won,
barely. Some Salem backers are still seething over
a hotly debated disqualification ruling against a
Rock runner that wound up costing them the meet.

SCHOOLCRAFT INTERNATIONAL: In May,
Sehooleraft Community College was the site of a
rare athletic contest. A basketball team from the
People's Republic of China played the state's AAU
team featuring John Mcintyre and Terry Mills.

The AAU boys prevailed in a thrilling 89-85 bat-
tle. Later in the year, Schooleraft hosted a girls
basketball tournament featuring a team from Swe-
den.

YVETTE MAISON, TRANSFER: This Farming-
ton Hills Mercy junior just wanted to make the
starting lineup when she showed up at coach Larry
Baker's team camp over the summer. She got much
more. A transfer from Harper Woods Bishop Gal-
lagher, Matson was first ruled ineligible for the sea-
son by the MHSAA. After an appeal from Mercy
and a lawsuit filed by the Maison family, the
MHSAA retracted its first ruling and allowed her to
play.

GEORGE SOMMERMAN, RESIGNS: Shock
waves were sent through the Observerland girls
basketball community in mid-October when West-
land John Glenn coach George Sommerman quit his
post after a 7-2 start. He said at the time· Tve been
shot at by parents a little bit, and it got kind of
vicious, I tried to forgive and forget, but I kept
remembering.

COLLEGE FOOTBALL: The fall of 1985 was
made extra special by the scores of local athletes
playing college football across the nation. Closest
to home were Mark Messner at U-M and John Mil-

ler and Dave Houle at MSU But there were many
more.

CC, GLENN AND TONY BOLES: Catholic Cen-
tral, after getting jolted by Notre Dame, ran off
wins against De La Salle, Divine Child, Fordson and
Grosse Pointe North before bowing to Troy in the
semifinals of the Class A football playoffs. John
Glenn, buoyed by the brilliance of Imlfback Tony
Boles, went 9-1 on the season and scored a thrilling
victory over Farmington Harrison to win the West-
ern Lakes title.

The holidays - a time for celebration, fellow-

ship, cheer - and the annual hoUday parties at
home and at work And, u police will tell you, the
results are usually partygoers who overstepped
their limits of alcohol... overstepping their lanes
of traffic.

In an effort to help reduce the number of these
drivers on the nation's highwaya (drivers who en-
danger others as well as them»elves) the American
Society of Safety Engineers offers the following
suggestions for an enjoyable, sensible holiday par-
ty

1 Have an ample variety and supply of food for
partygoers and encourage its consumption. Food,
such as sandwiches and hot snacks may not only aid

in the absorption of liquors but, more importantly,
will help to space the number of drinks being con-
sumed. (It usually takes the body one hour to rid

iuelf of the alcohol of one drink.)
2. Provide a professional server or responsible

person to serve measured drinks. This avoids the
heavy-handed bartender. A partygoer can more
easily judge his/her own consumption if each drink
is standard size.

3. Offer drinks - don't force them. Don't pres-
sure your guests into exceeding what they know to
be their own limits for alcohol. Have plenty of non-
alcoholic beverages oo hand for the non-drinker.

4. Provide activities, such as dancing and/or
games throughout the party. If people are busy
with some acuvity, they usually drink much less.
Again, this helps to spread out the drinks so that the
body's blood-alcohol level doesn't build up u quick-
1y

5. Confine the party to a certain time frame. Al-
ways remember it takes the body one hour to rid
itself of one ounce of alcohol. If the party is a "late
one," remember to close the bar at least one hour
prior to the time you feel the party will end.

6. The last drink offered should be coffee. Not

because coffee sobers people up, but because the
time spent drinking coffee is time NOT spent drink-
ing alcohol.

7. Keep intoxicated people from leaving the par-

ty, arrange for a ride home for them. One of the
biggest favors you can do for your employees and/
or friends 18 not to let them drive when drunk. Call

a taxi for them or arrange for a ride in Bome other
way. (In some areas, taid companies or police de-
partments will provide the rides during the holl-
days for those who are intoxicated.)

8. Encourage people not to grink beyond their
