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Police chiefs favor improved 911 system
Computers to speed emergency response

Most police chiefs are convinced that
western Wayne County would benefit
significantly from an “Enhanced 911"
emergency communication system.

The police chiefs of the City of Plym-
outh, Plymouth Township and Canton
Township are among them.

John Santomauro, Canton police
chief, endersed the new system. “It's
still at the study stage, and we're ex-
ploring its implementation but I can
see that it would be a great enhance-
ment," said Santomauro.

“There are some features of interest,
such as providing a lecation when the
caller is incapacitated. Also, the call
can be traced so crank calls can be po-
liced.”

The enhanced system is being touted
as an improvement over the existing
911 system because the instant a caller
in trouble completes the phone connec-
tion by dialing “ES11" the police de-
partment’s computer knows his name,
telephone number and address — even
if the caller cannot speak.

Police then can send emergency
equipment and personnel to the address
and try to re-establish telephone con-
tact with the caller.

Santomaure said most officials have
agreed that E911 is beneficial. “It's
mainly a political decision. There is no
debate on the merits of the system. We

have to find out if the cost factor is
prohibitive.”

THE CONFERENCE of Western
Wayne (CWW), which is coordindting
the efforts of 17 communities interest-
ed in considering an E811 system, has
asked each of the local governments to
name a representative to a CWW com-
mittee that is studying E911.

Santomauro is Canton’s represenfa-
tive. Carl Berry, Plymouth Township
police chief, is the Plymouth Township
representative to the CWW E911 com-
mittee on which he also serves as
chairman.

Youngsters who fall into trouble with
the law at an early age may be divert
ed from a life of crime under a pro
gram launching next month in the
Plymouth-Canton community

[.abeled a diversionary program, the
project would take in youngsters as
young as 7 and up to 16 years of age
who have been cited by school officials
and police as having problems with tru-
ancy, vandalism, substance abuse, sho-
plifting or abusive behavior

The program is regarded as “good
opportunity” for first-time offenders,
and may plug a gapping need for juve-
nile attention in the suburbs

“I've felt for a long time that there's
been a need to do something of this na-
ture,” said Dale Yagilla, director of
Plymouth's Growth Works, which will
administer the program. “There are
over 10,000 cases handled in Wayne
County Juvenile Court each year, and
there’s a tendency for cases from the
outcounty area to be overlooked.”

RESOURCES are limited In the
county's juvenile system, he said, and
consequently reserved for only the
most severe cases.

“l was 1n a meeting with one local
government official who had a stack of
petitions that were rejected by the
courts He was saying that something
needs to be done about this thing,” Yag-
illa added

The program is partially sponsored
by Wayne County through a $20.000
matching grant with Growth Works
Three other similar programs are
funded through county tax dollars and
opening soon. They include two Detroit
locations, in the Warren-Connor area
and the 12th Precinct, and in River
Rouge Growth Works will handle Its
share of the program responsibility by
offering staff services.

The program is designed for children
and their families, Involving special
training sessions and classes. The ser-
vices would include Parent Effective-
ness Training classes and programs In
employment, work-service restitution
and youth mentors, a special focus of
the program.

“We’ll use volunteers, adults paired
up with youngsters and that person

Besides meeting with their mentors,
youngsters will be expecied to meet
with staff members and other partici-
pants in group setting each week.
Where it applies, parents will be asked
to attend an existing drug education
program in the Plymouth-Canton
School District and a “Tough Love®
program.

In the Plymouth-Canton area, Yagil-
la said drug abuse is at the core of
many delinquency problems. “We find

Santomauro, Berry and Richard My-
ers, police chief of the City of Plym-
outh. all have come out in favor of the
enhanced system.

Plymouth Township Supervisor Mau-
rice Breen and Plymouth City Manager
Henry Graper have said they believe
E911 would be an important improve-
ment in responding to emergency situ-
ations.

“It's a much better system,” said
Graper. “But we will introduce discus-
sion of it when it comes time to pre-
pare the new budget (April). The earli-
est we could consider it is during next
year's budget discussions.

“We will look at all departments be-
fore we make a decision. We have a 911
system now. It's been estimated that it
would cost us in the $15,000 bracket.
I'm in favor of it. It would be a great
service to the city and the police de-
partment,” said Graper.

Neither Canton nor Plymouth Town-
ship has a 911 system. Emergency calls
to those communities go through the
City of Plymouth Police Department
dispatcher.

The CWW has yet to present its pro-
posal to the City of Plymouth. Howev-
er, Chief Myers is already convinced of
the added benefits of the E911 system

“I'm definitely in favor,” said Myers.
“l have seen it in action in Chicago.
Technically, I was really amazed. On
the ‘computer screen, we can get the
name of the person calling and the ad-
dress. It's a good emergency service,
and it cuts down on false runs.”

Plymouth now has a basic 811 ser-
vice; that is, callers who dial 211 from
Plymouth exchanges that begin with
453, 455 and 459 are automatically
routed to the Plymouth Police Depart-
ment.

BUT PLYMOUTH also receives
calls from Plymouth Township and
Canton Township residents who dial
$11.

It prospers on an ability to recall
such esoterica as the four-letter word begin-
ning with Z that’s a name for a coffee cup
holder.

Squaring off against a crossword puzzle
has been called everything from stimulating
to more fun than mowing the lawn. Easier to
mull over zarfs, the coifee cup holders, than
to contemplate the encroachment of
crabgrass on your bluegrass.

“I could either cut the grass or do the
crossword puzzle,” is the way Mike Jablonski
of Troy describes his first serious introduc-
tion to erosswords. That was eight years ago.

Now, Jablonski, an advertising copywriter,
can't start the day without a puzzle fix. “It
gets the blood flowing through the grey cells.
To me, that’s what the morning's about.”

If he eats lunch in his office, it's compli-
mented by a crossword. He subscribes to the
_Sunday edition of a metropolitan daily news-

paper because it reprints the Sunday New
York Times puzzle.

“EVEN THE mathematical puzzle — I
can't pass it up,” he said.

“It’s a challenge and I love a challenge,”
said Bea Segel of Westland. “It keeps my

mind on the ball.” &

“It’s the first thing I look for when I get the
paper,” Virginia Cook of Livonia said.

On the other side of this game sit the real
word mongers, crossword editors such as
Linda Bosson, of the United Media Enterpris-
es in New York, from which the Observer &
Eccentric newspapers buys its puzzles. The
puzzles are created by freelance crossword
constructors.

It’s Bosson’s job to check for inaccuracies,
misspellings and repetition in the puzzles.

Among her most used sources are Webster’s
New World Dictionary and Wetster's Third
| International Dictionary. United Media’s puz-
zles range from tough teasers to easier ones
generated by computer. But alas for Bosson,
the computer program contains to0 many
crossword cliches for her taste. “It makes me
squirm,” she said.

She’'d like to edit those out and give clues

dealing with the extant instead of the extinct.
“l think names and faces in the news are
more interesting than the name of an obscure
bird.”

THAT’S AN attitude with which Jablonski
would agree. “I hate coming across a puzzle
that has obscure history and geography defi-
nitions,” he said. But he has learned a short
obscure word through the puzzles — rood, de-
fined in the American Heritage Dictionary as
a cross or crucifix. “It drove me absolutely
crazy. I had to look it up.”

Crossword cliches are almost inevitable
because the English language contains a lim-
ited number of short words beginning with
vowels. That’s why puzzle writers adore such
words as egret, em, erg, el, awl and OPEC.
“If a famous person comes along with a short
name beginning with a vowel, that name gets
snapped up by crossword puzzle people,” Bos-
son said.

Thus the names U Thant and Ara Parsigian
are familiar to even those without interest in
international politics or college football.

OCCASIONALLY, puzzle definitions gen-
erate a different kind of cross word. “We
once defined icon as an idol. We received an
irate letter from the Russian Orthodox
Church telling us that icons are not idels,”
Bosson said.

“You try to be very sure you don't offend
people. You have to be careful with anything
geographical or you're liable to get a letter
from the people who live there.”

Puzzle solvers evidently love to quibble
over clues or catch the crossword writer in
error. Letters labor over such oversights as a
clue placing a New England state in the
wrong location or mixing up the tibia, the
shin bone, with the fibula, the ankle bone.

Yet all this worry about fitting words to a
puzzle can divorce them from real meaning.
They are after all, convenient ways to fill in
the blanks and far enough removed from ev-
eryday North American conversation to seem
unreal. It's easy to believe that obscure
words, like quipu, a Peruvian string knotted
in a specific way to signify words, were in-
vented by crossword inventors to fill in those
odd spaces at the bottom of puzzles.

“The city is not as critical as are the other
areas,” said Myers, “if E811 does not come to pass.
But E911 would mean that we would no longer need
to receive calls from other municipalities and that
we would not have to transfer those calls.

Neither of the two townships has its own 211 sys-
tem, so those residents must first dial 811 and then
the city routes their calls back to their respective
police departments.

“Enhanced 911 would break those calls up and
the computer would route them selectively to the
townships,” said Myers. “Right now, it's actually
quicker for residents of the townships to NOT use
911 and instead, use their own police department
numbers."”

Myers said the city gets many emergency calls
from residents of Plymouth Township and Canton
Township as well as Northville Township.

Even though the city has a basic 911 system in
place, Myers said the basic system is not compati-
ble with Enhanced 911. The city, as is the case with
most other municipalities, would have to start from »

MYERS POINTED out that it is time-consuming
for the city’s police department to have to receive
emergency 911 calls from Canton and Plymouth
township residents and then relay those calls Lo the
proper police department.

“And time is of the essence in emergencies,” said
Myers.

Myers said he is “already sold" on the merits of
E911 and has so stated in a memo to Graper.

He said he expected the Plymouth City Commis-
sion to hear a presentation from th. CWW’s execu-
tive director, Ann Wagner, in 1986.

“But the big issue is how it will be paid for,” said
Myers. “It's like putting a man on the moon. It's up
to the people to decide where the money goes and
there's not a lot of it around.”

The CWW is trying to enlist as many of its 17
member communities as possible in the E911 sys-

dispatch console and call director could be tied into
ES11.

tem, to make the system efficient, comprehensive
and cost-effective.

“The economy of scale would hold the cost
down,” said Myers.

He suggested that, for maximum effectiveness,
the neighboring communities of Plymouth, Plym-
outh Township, Canton Township and Northville
Township should vote to participate in E911.

THE BIGGEST task, according to Myers and
other police chiefs, will be feeding every name and
address into the computer that the telephone com-
pany would use for ES11.

“Telephone boundaries do not follow geographic
boundaries.” said Myers. “Each municipality must
provide addresses to Michigan Bell. That is the
time delay "

According to Myers, even if the three townships
and the city voted to join E911 in January, it would
still take two years to get the system on-line.

“Getting the software is the complicated part,”
he said. "But the time requirement could be a bless-
ing, in a way, because it would allow the municipal-
ities the time to raise the money.

“For us, it's not as critical. We have 911, which is
the universally recognized emergency number. It's
quick and there's no need to fumble through tele-
phone books.”

The Plymouth Township Board of Trustees be-
came the first western Wayne County government
to endorse E911 during a December board meeting.

The CWW will describe E911 to each of its other
16 members in an effort to obtain the same kind of
endorsement it received from Plymouth Township.

Reader tells of
famazing stories’

To the editor:

I believe Hollywood screenwriters could
develop their own “Amazing Stories”
seripts from the tales that residents of
Plymouth Township have been receiving in
the past few months.

.- On two occasions in the past six months,
Plymouth Township residents were asked to
approve two different millage proposals
with virtually no specific data provided by
both past financial performance and future
needs.

- Of course we were given the customary
Hata of what one mill would cost to an
bwner of an average $80,000 home, but not
once were we provided details that would
allow taxpayers the ability to really know
how funds have been recently allocated or
how the proposed funds would really alter

finances, nor did township officials ever uti-
lize the township newsletter to clearly dis-
close both past funding or future needs.
Consider the probability of the most recent
millage request passing if the following had
been properly disclosed:

1. The minimal information of substance
received regarding the millage proposal
suggested it was solely to fund police and
fire protection. Your paper disclosed on

" Nov. 21, 1985, that the township would be

adding four additional clerks in the town-
ship offices above current staffing levels —
the ability to fund this staff was attributed
to reduced pressure on general operating
needs that the new millage funds had pro-
vided. Amazing that this was never dis-
closed as a probability before the election.

2. The concurrent passage of an addi-
tional one mill for the newly created library
district freed the township of more than
$100,000 that had been previously funded by
the township — Amazing {or is it?) :

I am obviously disappointed that the
elected leaders of the Yownship do not have

the confidence in the electorate to provide a

thorough summary of past and proposed
township financial requirements before put-
tlnganiaweontheb_dlot.

I am also surprised that the Observer
doesn’t feel the need to cover these matters
in the depth which they deserve. Ballot pro-
posals regarding financial matters of signif-
icance should be scheduled only after com-
plete details have been distributed to each
and every resident.

The township would never receive fund-
ing for block grants, development pro-
grams, etc., If it did not provide adequate
data to the funding scurce. Why should in-
formation to the taxpayers be so consistent-
ly incomplete? I really don't think we have
had all the facts presented and made avail-
able so that an informed decision could be
made (or would that be the most Amazing

Story of all?)

“A personal victory,” beamed state
Sen. Patrick McCollough, D-Dearborn.

“A pork barrel,” sniffed state Rep.
Lyn Bankes, R-Livonia.

“A very expensive piece of legisla-
tion,” intoned Sen. Doug Cruce, R-Troy.

‘“There was something here North-
ville Township wanted,” explained Sen.
Robert Geake, R-Northville.

“I don't see the Wayne State Univesi-
ty library project,” demanded Sen. Da-
vid Holmes, D-Detroit.

“They're zipping it through,” com-
plained Rep. Mat Dunaskiss, R-Lake
Orion.

THEY WERE talking about the
same bills — the joint capital outlay
package: $323 million in construction,
including $154 million for new prisons
and $58 million for colleges.

The companion bills meant different
things to different people.

While most Democrats supported it,
all area Republicans but two were op-

posed.

Sen. Richard Fessler, R-West Bloofn-
field, was absent. And the second ex-
ception was Geake, who sald constitu-
ents would be pleased by an unspeci-
fied amount for a renovation study of a
pewer plant at Northville Regional
Psychiatric Hospital. Nearby residents
complain their air Is polluted by
“heavy, black ugly smoke” from the
hospital.

BANKES, A first-term Republican
from Livonia, said she was “upset at
voting against prison money. The only
money absolutely necessary was the
prison construction money.”

Despite his own “yes" vote, Geake
agreed with her, noting that “the popu-
lar clamor for prisons was used to
drive through the bill for new build-
ings. The colleges are using the popu-
larity of prisons to drive through a bill
which does both (construct colleges and
prison buildings).”

Geake, a member of both the Senate
Appropriations Committee and Joint
Capital Out'ay Committee, said the
package also includes:

@ $10 million for continued con-
struction of the $33.5 million Scott Re-

gional Prison in Northville Township.

@ §1 million for clear title to the
former Plymouth Center for Human
Development properties west of Shel-
don Road. When the state acquired the
site from Wayne County, there was a
clause saying the land would revert to
the county if the state used it for any-
thing other than a children’s mental in-
stitution. The state intends to sell the
land, possibly to a private developer.

@ $225,000 for plans and the start of
construction of a $9 million library for
Oakland University.

McCOLLOUGH, WHOSE Senate dis-
trict includes both the University of
Michigan-Dearborn campus and Gar-
den City, trumpeted his victory In get-
ting $350,000 in planning money
toward $11 million worth of renova-
tions at the UM-D campus.

“This was not an easy assignment,
given a commission report questioning
the future of the UM-Dearborn cam-
pus,” sald McCollough, referring to a
report by Gov. Blanchard’s special
commission on higher education which
did indeed question the need for UM-D.

“The turning point in our effort came
this fall when budget director Robert
Naftaly accepted my invitation and
toured the Dearborn campus with me,”
the senator said.

“Only then — after witnessing the
need for better classroom space, the
replacement of 10 outmoded modular
structures, and the use of otherwise
abandoned space in the old student ac-
tivities building for university and
community-oriented cultural programs
— did he agree to include the initial
$350,000.”

(In a separate news release, UM-D
thanked McCollough and two Dear-
born-area state representatives for
winning $25,000 in special aid for
steam line and heating system im-
provements.)

DUNASKISS' northern QOakland
County district had been eyed by the
state Corrections Commission for a re-
gional prison, and he is unhappy about
it.

Area residents are vehemently op-
posed to the site — near an elementary
school — and the OQakland County
Board of Commissioners, after ducking

the issue last May, recommended in fa-
vor of vacant land next to a mental
hospital in Pontliac.

Dunaskiss voted against these two
measures.

Meanwhile, the Corrections Commis-
sion took the Orion Township site off its
Dec. 19 agenda and will consider it
again in January. Reason for the delay
is that the site is state recreation land
paid for with federal funds, and it may
not be converted to another use without
a federal waiver.

EACH STATE university got money
for one or more prejects. Examples: -

¢ UM-Ann Arbor got $1 million
toward a chemical sciences building
and $6875,000 to renovate their Natural
Sciences Building.

@ Michigan State scored $1.6 mil-
lion toward a veterinary center, $1.1
million toward an engineering building
and $3.5 million to complete a plant
and soil sciences building.

e Wayne State got $375,000 to start

renovations of Mackenzie Hall,
$350,000 to start a biology building and
$1.4 million to complete an engineering
building.

ONE BONE of contention was a sci-
ence building earmarked for Central
Michigan University, home base for
Senate Majority Leader John Engler,
R-Mt. Pleasant.

Engler demanded that in exchange
for Senate passage of the prison mon-
ey, Gov. Blanchard would agree not to

use his line-item veto. Blanchard had
earlier vetoed money for the CMU
project. :

Blanchard in a news conference
accused .

But Geake said Senate Republicans
fully supported the position and felt
Blanchard's veto of the CMU building
was “political.”

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* IF PRESIDENT REAGAN was looking
for something to boost his “lame duck”
term in the White House, he might ask for
a survey to find the community that made
the best climb from the recession to the
present economy. The hunt need go no
further than the city of Plymouth, Mich.

Little more tham a few years ago this
small community of only a few square
miles was on the edge of fading from the
picture.

First, the Alexander Hamilton Insur-
ance Co. moved. Then the National Bank
of Detroit moved its branch office to the
outskirts. The city's newspaper moved its
office to another area.

Along with these losses, Kresge depart-
ed its store on Main Street, Consumers
Power and Michigan Bell moved their of-
fices, and one by one the business folks
departed.

Most of all, the automobile row that
boasted Paul Wiedman'’s Ford Agency, Al-
lison's Chevrolet dealership, and the Lin-
coln-Mercury operation moved to other
sites — this time to Plymouth Township.

With all of that, Herman Bakhaus, who
organized the ice cream plant known as
Cloverdale, retired and moved away.

The Bennett House on Main Street was
allowed to remain idle, one of the big
brick shops of Daisy Air Rifle stood va-
cant, and there were vacancies on Penni-

man Avenue on the way to the post office.

THE BIG PARKING lot at the rear of
the Mayflower Hotel remained an eyesore
in the downtown area and the shops be-
tween Amelia and the city limits on North
Main were vacant.

‘Even the Mayflower Meeting House

- across South Main from the Mayflower
Hotel was just another building that had
seen its best days — or so it seemed.

There were only a few “die-hards” who
remained. There was the Mayflower Ho-
tel, built in 1927, Saxten’s Garden Center,
the Masonic Temple, and the Penn The-
ater.

Things didn't look good. It was the depth
of the recession. Then a few survivors,
who just wouldn't say “die,” decided to
take a hand in saving the city.

Leading the way was Ralph Lorenz, who
had been manager (and now the retired
owner) of the Mayflower, and George
Lawton, manager of the Plymouth Feder-
al Community Credit Union. Along with
them was attorney John Thomas and the
Jabara brothers — Jim and Kal. They
started things moving upward. )

With them setting the pace, Plymouth
has grown into one of the busiest cities
(for its size) in the state.

Lorenz, who just wouldn't let the city go
to pieces, started a move for a new bank.

What does future
hold for Plymouth?

WHAT WILL the City of Plymouth loock
like at the turn of the century?

In fact, what will it look like 10 years
from now?

These two questions are being discussed
by the Realtors these days and some of
their ideas are most interesting.

You see things are changing so rapidly
that one thing is assured — neither the
city nor Plymouth Township will remain
in its present stages.

Take the city, for instance. It is only a
few square miles and there are very few
residential lots available even if someone
wanted to buy and build.

Aside from that, under the present reg-
ulations, no new buildings may be higher
than two stories. More important there is
very little industrial property available.

So, according to the Realtors, the only
major residential sites are the Clarence
Moore farm almost in the heart of the city
and Central Middle School and athletic
field if it is not used as a school.

Because of this the Realtors predict the
‘city will have to change its regulations
and permit residential and buildings high-
er than two stories.

MEANWHILE PLYMOUTH TOWN-
SHIP, with more than 30 square miles, is
building rapidly and by the close of the
century should be the residential center of
the area.

More than that, it has plenty of indus-
trial property both on the north and south
sides. Industry is piling up fast on Five
Mile and will continue to grow.

One thing that is agreed upon is that
there will be no overpass or underpass at
the railroad crossings. They are much too
expensive and the cost will increase as the
years move along.

And the fact that there are about nine
areas where crossings could be improved,
there is no chance that the long waits at
the crossings will be eliminated.

Meanwhile the city has taken advantage
of the downtown business section which
will grow and become the shopping center
for the entire area.

Years ago the city was designed to
cater to the Daisy Air Rifle plant. In the
design there was little thought given to
other industries. The only plan was for
residential property close to the plant and
the railroad.

Now it is easy to see that a mistake had
been made. The city needs more residen-
tial property. It also needs industrial sites.
But there are none available unless some

drastic action is taken.

WHEN THESE things are studied by
the Realtors, the picture of the future be-
comes a bit clearer.

By the year 2,000 or perhaps a few
years before, Plymouth Township will be
heavily dotted with residentiaal areas. An
example is the plan of Joan Hulce to build
a series of condominiums. This is just a
starter. The entire township will develop
with residential areas and it is thought
that these areas could stretch almost to
Ann Arbor.

And strange as it may seem now the
city will profit by it.

The downtown area is a real business
and shopping center for the entire area.
More than that, with Kellogg Park, it will
become the entertainment center — espe-
cially with the annual Fall Festival.

So, if the Realtors’ predictions come to
pass, the township will be for residents
‘and the city will become the shopping
center for the entire area — both city and
township.

If you agree with the Realtors there are
good times ahead for both communities.

One thing certain in their view is that
the two never will join and become one

We even had a variety
of real stars that live in our area step
forward and join us hosting or auc-
tioneering. Indeed, the excitement was
starting to grow.

IT ALSO WAS a good time to bring
you up-to-date on the activities at the
Senior Citizen Center on Michigan Ave-
nue.

Diane Neihengen, coordinater, and
Louise Spigarelli, assistant coordina-
tor, keep things rolling, as the active
seniors demand. They are involved in
everything from trips to local attrac-
tions and, on a grander scale, to other
states and vacation spots.

Spending the night in Europe doesn’t have to be
done on land. Hotel barges which cruise up river
one week and back down the next are popular.
Above is one of nine hotel barges operated in

promotion by the Hotel Concorde La
Fayette on Place du General-Koenig, a
four-star high rise hotel near the fa-
mous Galeries Lafayette department
store. Rates through Feb. 28, 1986, are
690 French francs to the dollar (about
$89).

Regular rates are 1100 to 1250
francs double, or about $142 to $162.
For the new Top Club rooms, an ele-
gant French version of America’s con-
cierge levels, the price is 1450 francs
or about $188 U.S.

RATES FOR the Hotel Concorde
and for RHPS include taxes and ser-
vice, which can be a jolt to a North
American traveler who doesn’t expect
them. Taxes are 18.6 percent and ser-
vice is 15 percent, both added to a
French hotel bill unless already includ-
ed in the price.

Renting a car in France is also an
expensive proposition because of taxes.
I didn’t check that out before I rented a
car in France the last time; and ended
up paying 33 1% perceint tax on three
days car rental, raising the price one-
third!

Fly into Luxembourg on Icelandair,
directly from Detroit, for the least ex-
pensive route to Europe. Base yourself
in Luzxembourg City or use Icelandair
vouchers to go by train, air or rental
car to moat other parts of Europe.

Distance from Luxembourg City to
Paris 'is 338 kilometers or approxi-
mately 202 miles. Roads are excellent
to Paris or agy other major European

city. It is 392 kilometers from Luxem-
bourg City to Amsterdam, 254 to
Frankfurt, 725 to Milan, 1312 to Rome,
1602 to Madrid. Multiply by .8 to con-
vert to miles.

SPAIN IS also a very good country
in which to rent a car. Prices are low.
To sort all this out, the Automobile
Club of Michigan will provide informa-
tion. The club will tell you the best way
to rent a car in Europe. You do not
need to be a member to use the AAA
travel service, although I highly rec-
ommend joining AAA if you travel of-
ten. The free information and free tra-
velers chacks are well worth the small
annual fee.

Salem, pulled bhard for two

things to happen this football
season.

In four years at Hillsdale, the 6-1,
210-pound defensive back perhaps
came away with the bigger piece, but
he didn’t get his wish on two counts.

First, Hubert wanted a better result

for Hillsdale in the NAIA Champion-
ship than a 10-10 with the University of
Central Arkansas recently. Secondly,
he certainly yearned for a spot on the
Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference First Team along with his
partner in crime, free safety Paul Mac-
key.
- Instead, Hubert and Mackey were re-
legated to the second team for the gec-
ond-straight season, which really
cheesed off Chargers’ defensive coordi-
nator Dave Dye.

“That’s upsetting,” said Dye. “We felt
we had the two best defensive backs in
the league.”

JEFF HUBERT, who once ran the

IT DIDN'T exactly have Hubert
dancing in the streets either. He and
Mackey teamed up for 13 interceptions
this season as Hillsdale won the GLIAC
and advanced to the national cham-
pienship.

“That was just politics,” said Hubert,
a highly personable personnel adminis-

tration major at Hillsdale. “You know
we had the stats.” -

Numbers support Hubert’s and Mac-
key's case. Hillsdale was No. 1 in the
NAIA in scoring defense, second in both
rushing defense and total defense. Hu-
bert had seven interceptions; Mackey
had six.

Last year, after a 6-4 season, both
Hubert and Mackey were tabbed on the
second squad. This season, despite the
Chargers' championship drive, Hubert
and Mackey both were on the second
team again.

DYE, WHO felt that his players were
deserving of the award, made a stipula-
tion to the GLIAC coaching board that
either both get on or neither of them
get on. Instead Louis Scarpino and Rick
Wyka, both from Grand Valley, were
chosen to the first team.

But that’s not to say Hubert's career
at Hillsdale has been filled with disap-
pointment. Quite the contrary.

The converted defensive back lists a
number of high points in his four years
under Dick Lowry. One was his first
start as a freshman against Grand Val-
ley, who had Jeff Chadwick at the time.

ception 35 yards for his first collegiate
touchdown.

“Those were just highlights,” said
Hubert. “The semifinal game we won
to get to the championship. Nothing
beats that. The Mesa game is the best
thing that's happened to me at Hills-
dale.”

SO NOW Hubert hopes to take his act
to the pros. Both Detroit and Cincinnati
have offered him tryouts. Green Bay is
also on his list.

Playing against the likes of
Chadwick (who caught only two passes
against Hillsdale in Hubert’s freshman
year), plus his size and hitting ability,
he believues he has a chance. -

“That (Chadwick) shows it doesn't
matter what college you play for. If
you have the talent, they’ll find you,”
said Hubert, who in his junior season
collected 112 tackles.

The only concern in his quest for the
pros is speed. He'd like to trim his 40-
yard dash time from 4.95 to 4.65. In the
Hillsdale defensive backfield, he had

the slowest time amidst a bunch of
45'sand 4.6's.

As a strong safety, Hubert said he
excels more in a zone-type pass de-’
fense than in a man-to-man arrange-
ment.

“We had good personnel in the back-
field,” said Hubert. “We’d do preity
much what we wanted. (The opposition)
nickeled-and-dimed us to death, but
from 15 or 20 yards, we were pretty
stingy.”

HUBERT'S KEEN sense of where
the ball is can be traced to his quarter-
backing days at Salem. He turned down
offers from Miami of Ohio and Saginaw
Valley to attend Hillsdale, which quick-
ly converted him to a defensive back.

“I didn’t know I had it in me,” said
Hubert, who admittedly wasn't a defen-
sive standout for the Rocks. “It seemed
unnatural at first, but I just improved
from there. .

“It was hit or be hit,” he added. “It
was a lot more intense.”

“He has great fundamentals,” Brodie
said. “He has had a problem with his
stamina. He still can't go as long as
some of the other kids, but he's getting
better. His legs have gotten much
stronger.”

The basketball Diaz played in Spain

was very different from the high school
game he is playing at Salem. He played
in recreation leagues, usually against
older and stronger men.

“IN SPAIN, I played with more big
guys,” Diaz said in broken, but passable
English. “I prefer to play with the big
guys. It's easier. They are big, strong
and slow. Here, everybody is faster. It's
a faster pace game.”

Diaz, playing the role of Salem’s
sixth man and often getting more play-
ing time than the starters, has been a
big factor in Salem’s 4-1 start. He
scored 12 points against both Trenton
and Walled Lake Western and has been
a consistent force on the glass at both
ends.

“I really like having him on the

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Figures can be confusing

I get very confused when I try to follow
the figures for a company. For Instance, I
have been looking at the Standard and

Poor’s report in my library on Hasbro Inc.,

the world’s biggest toy maker.

In 10 years, sales have gone from $93
million to $714 million. That’s an Increase
of eight times.

When I look at earnings per share, they
are up from $.11 to $2.58. That’s an in-
crease of 23 times in 10 years.

The price of the stock has gone from a
low of 25 cents to a high of 39%. that’s an
increase of 158 times.

How could any company grow that much
in just 10 years?

Hasbro has been an excellent growing
company and when the figures come out
for the end of 1985, it seems likely that they
will show substantial advances again.

When you are Jooking at the figures for
any company, particularly one like Hasbro,
where mergers or similar consolidations
have taken place, it is a good idea to read

The first thing in the foothotes 'in the
Standard and Poor’s report is “Data as
originally reported.” What this means. is
that the figures you see in 1975 are for the

today's investor

of the Nahonsl Associalhion of investors Corp.

business as it was in 1975.

THOSE FIGURES have not been adjust-
ed for any of the changes that have oc-
curred since that time. One of the things
you sometimes see in the footnotes is “fig-
ures are pro rata,” meaning they have been
adjusted to show what the figures would
have been each year for the businesses that
the company now operates.

That kind of figure is useful in seeing
how much growth actually has taken place
in the present businesses, assuming that
they were part of the company all along.

There is nothing wrong with the figures
the way they are presented by Standard
and Poor's — as long as you understand
how they are constructed and what they re-
ally represent. When the figures are not
“pro rata,” they can give the effect of
much greater growth than what actually
occurred. Or to say it another way, they
don’t show how the growth came about.

OF COURSE, a very important gauge is
what has happened to the original share-
holder.

In this case, the 10-year-ago Hasbro

shareholder who has seen his value go from
25 cents to 39% dollars has fared very
well. :
Some of the services are estimating that
1985 earnings per share will be $3.50 to
$3.60. If that happens, the stock doesn't
seem overpriced at 39%.

Thomas E. O’'Hara of Bloomfield
Hills is chairman of the board of trus-
tees of the National Association of
Investors Corp. and editor of Better In-
vesting magazine.

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Miniaturist carves

Adams Collection

The newest creation in the miniature
world is a three-piece set of oriental
furniture called “The Adams Collec-
tion.” But the story began many years
ago in the lives of three women who
make the miniatures possible.

Hortense Adams, a Birmingham res-
ident, owns the antique Chinese furn-
ishings that are miniaturized. Her
caughter, Clarissa Goad, is owner of
Miniature Makers' Warkshop where the
collection is reproduced and sold.

Judy Shelthaas of Plymouth is the ex-
traordinarily talented wood carver
commissioned by Goad to carve the re-
plicas. It was destined that the experi-
ence and interests of these three people
one day would meld to create a new
product for miniature collectors.

The home of Hortense ‘Adams is
filled with family treasures from Chi-
na. Purchased shortly after the turn of
the century by Goad's grandfather,
Henry Carr Adams, each item of furni-
ture was carefully selected by Goad's
grandmother to bring back to Michi-
gan.

HENRY CARR Adams was a profes-
sor of economics at the University of
Michigan. He had been head of his de-
partment for 40 years when he was
asked by the United States government
in 1912 to go to China as a consulting
accountant on railroads.

“Railroads were in a terrible mess in

China back then,” Mrs. Adams said.
“Some were owned by Germany,
France, England, and Russia, and they
needed z neutral person to come in and
try to figure out what to do.”
. --Misary. Carr Adams earned 50 much
respect from the Chinese that they sent
an envoy to Michigan to place a memo-
rial on his grave when he died in 1922.

Thomas Adams, Hortense Adam's
husband and Clarissa Goad's father,
was only 12 years old when the family
went to China to live. Today, their
home is a showplace for unique orien-
tal cabinets, teakwood tables and
chairs, a pair of chests, various sized
stools, a Ming vase, a folding screen,
porcelain lamps and plates, -olid brass
incense burners, buddhas an¢ horse
stirrups, all from the Far East.

When Clarissa Adams Goad was a
little girl, her father gave her a doll
house. It was a replica of her home
where her mother still lives.

Goad's love for that doll house, not
now in her possession, may have set the
course of her destiny when she went
shopping in Royal Oak last Christmas
season at the Miniature Makers® Work-
-shop — and ended up buying the store.

GOAD WAS was 3 years old when
her parents built and moved into their
Birmingham farmhouse in 1935. Fami-
ly history and her mother's antigue
Chinese furnishings continue to influ-
ence her business sense.

The Adams Collection, recently an-
nounced, is a three-piece set of two in-
tricately handcarved basswood walnut-
finished armchairs priced at $320 each.
The D-shape matiching console table is
$430. Priced for connoisseurs, the set is
first in a series of miniature antique
Chinese furniture to be offered to col-
lectors.

Judy Shellhaas of Plymouth is a
well-known artisan and teacher of min-
iature wood carving. Shellhaas and

Goad are miniature soulmates and
seeyito be made for each other in the
businiss.

Like Goad, Shellhaas was influenced
by childhood memaries of furnishings
in her grandmother's house. Also simi-
lar to Goad's early dollhouse love,
there was a miniature house that Shell-
house loved and lost.

In high school Shellhaas, who was in-
terested in architecture, built a one-
inch-scale house that was four feet
long. It took her six months to make.
When her parents' home was destroyed
by fire, all was lost, including her mini-
ature house.

Later in life Shellhaas studied interi-
or design, but seeing a doll house in a
toy store one day excited her into
trying tiny furniture making and a new
career began.

At first, Shellhaas made Colonial
miniature furniture, then switched to
carving Viclorian miniatures copied
from inherited family heirlooms and
historic settings. She wields an X-acto
knife with the skill of a brain surgeon
to carve the elaborate flowers, fish and
swirls of the oriental motif into the

A LIFELONG resident of Birming-
ham, Goad is an accomplished jeweler
and metalsmith. She wants to encour-
age artists to work in miniature. She
says anyone who paints, sculpts, sews,

blows glass or works with metal can -

also work in miniature,

On the national scale, “It's a $300
million business,” Goad said. “There is
a huge market for handcrafted minia-
ture things. It is the largest adult col-

lective hobby in the United States.”

Miniature making is an ancient art
once used by pharoahs so that replicas
of their possessions could be interred
with them in their tombs.

Today a growing market for minia-
tures has turned the art Into big busi-
ness. :

Architects and real estate developers
use miniature models as sales and
planning tools; the advertising industry
uses miniatures for photographic pur-
poses and television commercials; mu-
seums devote whole wings of their
buildings tc miniatures depicting his-

torical events and settings; and theatri-
cal producers use them for stage mod-
els. !

When new pieces are added to the
Adams Collection each year, it will to-
tal 24 pieces, Goad said. Only one dozen
new sets will be produced so that only
12 people can own the collection.

The Adams Collection is adyertised
nationally in miniature collectors mag-
azines.'For a mere $1,070, the first in
the series can be purchased at 1725 W.
14 Mile in Royal Qak, where the Mina-

Remem-
ber the word commitment means “no
alternatives” or otherwise stated “go
for it.” Maybe all you need is a better
spot at home to do your art. Perhaps

your talent is apparent but you lack the
technical know how.

What if all you need is to start? Per-
haps all you may need is some en-
couragment from your family or
friends. Artists are “sensitive” {usual-
ly) and their art is dependent on the
maintenance of that condition. So the
push to begin or change subject/media
often comes from loved ones.

Oh, by the way, I said, “sensitive”
and not touchy! A touchy artist might,
just as well, hang a sign around their
neck that reads, “Hi, I'm a touchy art-
ist, I am insecure and will never im-
prove in my ability or attitude.* You
see, you never know until you are ex-
posed to a learning situation. Our oil
painting class, for example, is right
next to my sculpture class. Sue

Rothamel is an excellent oil teacher -

with a wealth of information.

So, often I drift into her class to lis-
ten or just watch. Then I give a know-
ing nod and walk out. But, just between
you and me, I am thinking, “Gee, I
didn't know that,” or “Wow is that a
neat technique.” Honestly I would be of
all men most miserable if I thought I

had to preténd to myself or others that
I knew it all. I learned, early on, the
very good feelings of the phrase "
don’t know,” and the challenge of the
following phrase: “But I will find out.”

It is true that this year many of the
circumstances and situations in which
you will find for yourself are out of
your control. It is also true that many
of this years situation and circum-
stances are a result of your decisions
and commitments. So make this the
year you decide to try art qr expand
your art. As for me this year’s going to
be terrific!!

Second-prize winner was cellist Ali-
cia Steging, who played three move-
ments from a Hindemith cello senata.

Third prize went to violinist Kevin
Case, who played the first movement
from the Symphonie Espagnole by
Lalo.These selections present an idea
of the total program, in which most of
the items were outside the familiar
repertoire.

The selection of winners isn’t a scien-
tific process and many people in the
audience had their own ideas about the
best players. Two of my own selections
coincided with the ones chosen, but it
would be inappropriate to state. which
ones.

THE PIANO, which was represented
by the largest group of four contes-
tants, failed to win any of the top
prizes. It was evident that a great ef-
fort was made to base the judgment on

the quality of the performance and
have it detached from the popularity of
the instrument.

It is nevertheless my opinion that
such contests should be made within
the same instrument category, chosing
a winner in each. Many exotic instru-
ments could still be lumped into one
category, but a comparison in each cat-
egory would make more sense.

We wish all of these contestants suc-
cess and satisfaction in their musical
careers. For those who did not win this
time, there are going to be other occa-
sions. Hopefully, genuine talent will al-
ways be in demand.
