When Judge John MacDonald ruled
Canton Township could not force An-
toinette Benner to remove her satellite

dish antenna, some guessed the decl-
sion might have far-reaching impact

They were right.
: The 35th District Court judge's 12-

page ruling. handed down last Septem-
ber, has been hailed by leaders of the
satellite TV industry. It also was cited
by the FCC in a related ruling last
month.

But its biggest Impact is demonstrat-
ed in the number of requests 35th Dis-
trict Court clerks have received for

copies of the ruling. Cities and town-
ships seeking guidelines for writing
their own dish-use ordinances are in-
terested

"We've had lots of requests - from
Colorado, California, Florida -

straight across the country,'' said Judy
Richards, deputy court administrator

r She estimates the requests at 15.20

PARTICIPANTS IN the case note

that satellite dish placement on private
lots seldom had been tested in the
courts at the time Benner's case was

decided And no wonder - the first
home TV satellite dish was built in

1976 by a man using spare U.S Army
parts

First commercial sales followed in

1979 Howard Postema. president of
the Satellite Dealers Association of
Michigan, estimates the number of
home satellite dishes in use at 1.5 mil-
lion. And Michigan, he said, is ranked
second in the nation in per capita use of
the television antennas.

Postema is understandably pleased
with MacDonald's decision ''We've

done our best to make it available to

anybody with any sort of a problem
We've sent copies of it to every city
government in the tri-county area just
to advise them it's a good statement of
the law, something you should take into
consideration "

Also happy with the ruling is the na-
fional Satellite Television Industry As-
sociation In the November issue of its

magazine, Satvision. the group printed
the judge's opinion in its ent,rety

In his written ruling, MacDonald
noted that unlike radio or TV antennas,

a dish must have an unobstructed line

of sight to the transmitting satellite A
huilding, or even a tree can block out

reception. The imposition of high-
ly restnctive zoning regulations may
so restnct the placement of TV dishes

as to effectively preclude their use on
residential lots."

Further. he wrote.'Because satellite

dish antennas provide users with the
unique ability to receive scores of pro-
gramming services. some of which are
not available through any other means,
an ordinance severely restricting . .
dish antennas would leave consumers

without adequate alternative means of
receiving these services.

"Judge MacDonald," Postema said,
gets into constitutional questions: The

Fourteenth Amendment providing
equa' protection and the First Amend-
menl providing freedom of speech: not
only to deliver communications but to
receive it.

MacDonald did acknowledge the
township's right to regulate satellite
dishes. But he wrote that Canton based

its case on a vague ordinance, and
failed to ''clearly address its contention
that the dish is aesthetically detrimen-
tai''

MacDonald, 51. practiced law in the
area for 25 years before winning elee-
tion to the bench in November 1984. Of

his decision. he said, "I knew there'd be
some reaction but not this much reae-

tion

A SPOKESMAN FOR the Michigan
Municipal League said thal while the
league had received many requests for
information on MacDonald's ruling.
those requests have tapered off follow-
ing the FCC ruling in February.

The FCC found >uch a ruling was
neccessary to insure that local and
state authorities ''do not interfere un-
reasonably with the federal right to
c'onstruct and use antennas " But local

rules are not pre-empted if they have
a valid health, safety of aesthetic ob-

Jective.'' according to the commission

Aaron Machnlk, Canton Township

or incorrect.'' Machnik said. adding
hA been studying several varying or-
dinances from around the country
while preparing an ordinance for pres-
entation to the township board.

Canton did not have a specific ordi-
nance regulating placement of satellite
dish antennas in March 1985 when
Benner was cited for violation of a
structure ordinance

 Panel OKs teacher competency tests

The state House Education Commit-

tee gave solid support to a bill requir-
Ing competency testing of would-be
teachers.

But a key member doubts such an
exam is the best way to pluck the
weeds from the crop

Everyone's for quality," said Rep
James Kosteva, D-Canton, vice-chair-

man of the 20-member panel "But
when you look at the total cost and
compare testing to the
alternatives . . ."

And because the House measure lS

far different from the original Senate
version, the House version must go
back to the upper chamber for concur

The bill is supported by the Michigan
Association of School Boards, Michigan

and the two major teachers unions.
One union, the Federation of Teach-

rrs. however, wants the bill amended

so that the examination advisory com-

Lawyers, doctors, nurses, architects
and many other professional persons
must pass state exams before being
certified to work, she said, "and par-
ents are demanding the same."

Rep. Tom Power, R-Traverse City,
agreed. "Schools of education have a
motive lo write an extremely weak
exam"

The first-term lawmaker said higher
salaries and in-service work may be
better alternatives, adding, "I hope
we're not through with the bill."

The bill would require that, prior to
receiving a state certificate, a person
would have to pass state exams in: ba-
sic intellectual skills; their specific
fields such as chemistry or history; and
teaching skills.

If enacted, the law would require ba-
sic skills testing for all teachers certi-
fied in the fall of 1991.

The subject area examination would

be phased in for fall of 1993.

REPRESENTATIVES are far from

through with the bill.
Education Committee Chairman Wil-

liam Keith, D-Garden City, noted the
measure (Senate Bill 447) must go next
to the Appropriations Committee,
which will measure costs.

Senior site improvements likely
Parking and landscaping improve-

ments probably will be made this
summer at the Friendship Station
Senior Citizen Center in Plymouth
Township.

Bids will be taken on an estimated
$65,000 of work that includes a new
entry drive off Schoolcraft Road,
about 25 additional parking spaces,
sidewalks and greenery.

Five Republican candidates for gov-
ior agree on that. They blistered the
st-term Democratic governor on
k of "leadership" on tough issues,
d they said his publicity machine ex-
gerates Michigan's economic recov-
i.

But they differed on what to do about
Lson overcrowding when they spoke
1 week before the Troy Chamber of
mmerce.

Wayne County Executive William
Lucas, Oakland County Executive Dan-
iel T Murphy and Brighton industrial-
ist Richard Chrysler got to speak. Two
latecomers to the campaign - auto-
motive engineer John Lauve and state
Rep. Colleen Engler - were inter-
viewed separately and asked the same
questions.

Here is how they answered questions
from newspeople on state issues:

SHOULD JURY awards for non-eco-
nomic damages (pain and suffering) in
medical malpractice cases be limited,
as proposed in state Senate legislation?

Chrysler, 43, didn't answer the ques-
lion direelty. He condemned "frivolous
lawsuits" and said those who file them

should be required to pay the attorneys'
fees of defendants.

4'We need to get people to think be-
fore they act," said Chrysler, who is
making his first bid for office.

Lucas, 59, said "I need additional
facts.' He blistered "those who had the
ability and did nothing. Something has
to be done," said Lucas, who spent 14
years as sheriff before becoming
Wayne's first county executive in 1983.

Murphy, 62, answered, "If it takes a
cap, I'm for a cap. The governor ought-
ta say something. The governor is not a
leader."

The inability to get malpractice in-
surance because of high jury awards is
costing Michigan doctors, "and we need
doctors," said Murphy, seeking state
office after 12 years as county execu-
tive and 30 years in county govern-
ment.

Lauve. 44, interviewed later, said he
advocates lifting the licenses of incom-
pelent doctors. Frequently a caqdidate
in the Grosse Pointe area, Lauve is best
known as leader of the unsuccessful
drive to recall Blanchard.

Rep. Engler, 33, interviewed by
phone, said, "I support malpractice
caps. It's impossible to (fully} compen-
sate victims for non-economic dam-
ages."

Defuls spill

Lucas said "many need welfare,
many take advantage of welfare," and
the state should crack down on cheat-
ers.

Engler said "I don't believe It 10"
possible to cut welfare without hurting
the needy. She added the I,eglglature

has kept ADC and general a-tance
benefits level since 1979, increuing
only "categorical" item, such u the
clothing allowance.

Lauve said, 'Bring payments down.
We should not have the incentive for
people to flock to Michigan."

PRISOA AN& overcrowded and
overburdeoed. What would you do?

Chrysler said "career offenders"
who commit 67 percent of the beinoum
crimes should be "warehoused" by -
ing existing space, not by building new
prisons at high union rates.

"We need prison space," said Locag
putting the need at 4,000 beds. He
charged Blanchard delayed a year be-
fore declining Wayne County's offer to
use a hospital grounds building.

Murphy said the problem ts difficult
because prisoners are quick to get fed
eral court ruling, that "that jail doesn't
conform to anything."

Hall awaiting trip
taken by Pilgrims

Dr. Gary Hill, Plymouth dentist, hopes to sail thli ship this
summer from Plymouth, England, to Rhode 1/land.

Ever since he was a student in
school learning that the Pilgrims had
crossed the Atlantic in The May-
flower, Dr. Gary Hall wondered about
the thrills of crossing the Atlantic
ocean in a sailboat.

This yearning caused the Plymouth
dentist to become interested in sailing
and now he hopes ta find out for him-
self. He has applied for a place in the
starting field of the race on June 2,
1988, that will start in Plymouth,
England, and end in Newport, R.I.

The course follows as closely as
possible the route taken by the Pil-
grims.

"I don't know if I will be awarded a
place in the starting fleet," he said,
adding that he watches the mail each
day, hoping and hoping that he will be
invited.

"I have sailed the Port Huron-
Mackinae race for 10 years and I now
want the thrill of crossing the Atlan-
tic as the Pilgrims did."

HALL IS certain they won't sur-
pass the thrill he enjoyed in the Mack-
inac race last year when he rode out
the storm,

He has sailed in the Atlantic sever-
al times, but they were short trips
near vacation resorts.

If accepted as a starter - it is a
one-man crew race - he will be at
the sailor's position in his 42-foot boat
- a 1972 Morgan sloop. He has
named it the Great White, which is
presently based in Lake Erie at Mon.
roe.

When asked how he got started in
actual racing, Hall said, "Would you
believe that I bought my first boat, a
12-footer, on my wedding day and we
spent our honeymoon sailing in Lake
Erie."

Ht has sailed, single-handled, in the
Mackinac race 10 times and this year
has assjgned his son, Bart, to sail the
240-mile course. He expects Bart, 17,
will be the youngest person to have
sailed the singlehanded Mackinac
race.

But these days Dr. Hall's mind is on

the English race that is officially
called the Oster and is sponsored eve-
ry four years by the The Royal West-
ern Yacht Club of Plymouth, Eng.
land.

According to Dr. Hall, the race is
expected to require 25 days.

"1'11 be ready for 25 days," Hall
said as he looked at the latest picture
of his boat, "and I will be expecting
the kind of thrills a sailor never for-
gets."

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New special ed rules to allow ]

New special education rules, which
sailed through the State Board of Edu-
cation last week, are "designed to last
into the next century," in the words of
one administi·ator.

The end of a two-year working pro-
cess was a unanimouavoice vote by the
state's highest elected policy board.

Board members raised only two
questions - about a possible six-year
age range in special ed classes and
about higher costs due to smaller
teacher loads.

They seemed satisfied the rules
won't hurt Michigan's 160,000 special
ed students.

Of the state'§ 124 special educa-
tion rules, enctly half were revised
by the State Board of Education. Dr.
Richard Baldwin, policy develop-
ment specialist, said only 17 would
have any cost impact.

Here are the four major cost
changes and how they would affect
Wayne Intermediate and local school
districts:

• Severely mentally impaired -
Current rule allows a maximum of

one teacher, four instructional aides
and 24 students.

The change sets a ratio of either a)
one teacher, two aides and 12 stu-

dents or b) a ratio of one teacher,
three aides and 18 students. State-

wide, the cost increase will be
$815,000 for 23 districts.

, (Put D

* second oldest fraternal organt-
zation in the community - Plymouth
Ro* Lodge No. 47, Free and Accepted
Ma®ns - has been in existence for the
pas* 135 years. But it had Its origin iii
Nonihville.

11e dispensation which established
theCodge in Northville, on the recom-
mliation of the officers and members
of Detroit Lodge No. 2, was dated Jan.
15, 1851, the year the first academic
degree was granted to a woman in
Michigan.

The lodge functioned in Northville
for five years then was transferred to
Plymouth. It remained in Plymouth un-
lil 1864, the year "In God We Trust"
first appeared on American coins.

In 1864, the lodge moved back to
Northville but its number was changed
to 186 and Plymouth retained the No.
47 and the charter. Local Masons then
adopted the present name, Plymouth
Rock Lodge No. 47,

In the following year, the Oddfel-
lows, Plymouth oldest fraternal organt-
zation, established here in 1847, signed
a 99-year lease on the third story of a
building built by Masonic member
Henry Fralick on Main Street, opposite
Kellogg Park. (Fralick was secretary
of the Masonic Lodge in 1860-61). In re-
turn for the privilege of sharing the
Oddfellow's space, the Masons agreed
to pay half the expense of the lease.

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Master of the Lodge was a well-known
Plymouth businessman, William N.
Wherry.

Wherry, who began a bicycle livery
and repair business in Plymouth in
1886, also was an accomplished taxi-
dermist. But his chief claim to fame
was the "famous self-setting Wherry
Mole Trap" which he made in a shop on
Dodge Street at the rear of his Main
Street home.

In an ad in the Plymouth. Mail on
Feb. 1,1889, whictr advertised his traps
as a "Dead Shot on Moles," Wherry
quoted a merchant in Wayne, Mich.,
who "caught twenty-nine moles in less
than one yard of space." Wherry traps
were shipped all over the U.S. and Can·
ada. In 1903, Montgomery Ward of-
fered Wherry traps in its catalog for 67
cents each or ;7.80 per dozen.

Masons met in the Fralick building
for the next 28 years. Membership de-
clined and activity was at a low ebb
until 1888 when Preston B. Whitbeck
was the Worshipful Master. Whitbeck,
who joined the lodge in 1885, and was
Master for four years beginning in 1887
and for a fifth time in 1894, had been a
master mason in Brighton. He moved
to Plymouth in 1884 where he operated
a farm.

During Whitbeck's time, the duties of
the Master were many and varied. A
Masonic leaflet, honoring Whitbeek at
age 90 when he was the oldest living
past master of the Lodge, noted: "Of-
ten, Brother Whitbeck was obliged to
leave for lodge in time to build the
fires, clean and fill the kerosene lamps

Today's brunch or luncheon party guests
expect more than food that looks good and
tastes great. There's an additional ingredient
required by our health-oriented society - food
that is good for you.

For women especially, one of the many
important factors in healthy eating is calcium
intake.

Calcium is essential for building bones,
muscle contraction, blood clotting and nerve
function. If the body does not get enough,
hormones will cause calcium to be released
from the skeleton into the bloodstream to
make it available for nerves and muscles.
Long-term inadequate intakes ofcalcium have
been associated with the development of
osteoporosis-porous, brittle, breakable

 bones. For approximately one out of every
four women over the age of 65, this disorder is
a]1 too well-known.

Although osteoporosis is most commonly
observed in persons in their sixties, the dis-
order may actually begin in the mid .30's. The
key to reducing potential risk is to build max-
imum bone mass befc,re age.35. But no matter
what the age, steps can be taken today to
insure an adequate calcium intake.

I) EXAMINE YOUR DIET: The Recom-
mended I)ietary Allowance (RDA} for cal-
ciumis800 mg fc,r adults. However, getting
the KI)A for calcium is not always easy,
especially fc)r women. In fact, two out of
every three women over the age of 17 do not
consume the RI)A fc,r calcium - most are

getting only about 600 mg per day. But
according to some experts, even this may
not be enough for the average woman.

Wilderness buffs oppose U.R timbering plan

Southeastern Michigan conservationists are giv-
ing poor reviews to a new U.S. Forest Service re-
source management plan for the 928,000-acre Ot-
tawa National Forest, located in Michigan's western
upper peninsula.

At an Ann Arbor meeting, many called the plan
flawed and urged public opposition.

The issue is whether the Ottawa National Forest
should be opened to increased timber harvesting.
The forest, abutting Michigan's Porcupine Mountain
Wilderness, is home to an extensive mix of wildlife
including the bald eagle and the nearly extinct east-
ern timber wolf.

National forests are designated as
multiple use lands - for timber and grazing as well
as recreation and wilderness.

Wilderness advocates charged the plan display* a
long-term philosphy of "building more roads and
harvesting more timber." They called the philoso-
phy unnessary, uneconomical and damaging to the
forest's wild resource values.

"We feel it is critically important for people to
know about the Ottawa Plan and how they can influ-
ence the outcome of the plan," said Mike Anderson,
a forest planning specialist with the Wilderness So-
ciety.

Anderson said the general public has until Feb. 28
to comment on the Ottawa plan. "Citizens have the
opportunity to affect the outcome of the final plan if
they act immediately.

THE BASICS of the Forest Service plan are:
• Increase the timber harvest to 86 million

board feet (mbf) yearly for the plan's 10 years. In
the second decade, annual harvests of 111 mbf are
planned; 130 mbf in the third decade, and 140 mbf
annually in the fourth and fifth decades.

• Increase the road system through the forest to
5,030 miles over 30 years. Currently 4,000 miles of
roads are in place.
• Designate aome 30,344 acres - Sylvania, Stur-

geon River Gorge and McCormick areas - as pro-
tected wilderness.

• Support four packs of endangered eastern tim-
ber wolf and 66 bald eagle breeding areas.
• Provide opportunity for semi-primitive non-

motorized recreation on 14 percent of the forest
semi-motorized recreation on 5 percent and roaded
recreation on the other 81 percent.

WH]LE CONTENDING the plan lacks enough un-
disturbed land to support wildlife needs, panelists
fired hardest at the proposed increase in lumbering.

Panelist Michael Kellett, citing figures showing
an average of $1 million a year loss in timber sales
from the Ottawa Forest, called for a slowdown in
Umbering.

"Using Forest Service data, we can show taxpay-
ers are losing money on the timber harvesting, and
we believe there is not strong enough need to do
what is planned," said Kellett who is on the faculty
of the University of Michigan medical school.

When questioned about the losses, Kellet indicated
the Forest Service lost money due to high overhead,
which included the costs of building roads. Timber
sold from non-national forest land usually includes
the costs of road building in the price.

In addition, Kellett said, "we propose the Forest
Service call it quits on road building for 10 years
and save the government money."

LOOKING AT the recreational aspects of the
plan, Mark Fly, Ph.D, of the U-M School of Natural
Resources, said it could reverse the migration trend
of city dwellers to the upper peninsula.

"People are making quality of life decisions to
move up there. They are looking for natural ameni-
ties of the area," he said. "Most land owners - new,
longtime or absent - want more wilderness areas.

 ERHAPS EVERYTHING wascalm for too long.
For went of a better term,

the recent splurge of collegi-
ate basketball coaching vacancies is of-
ten just referred to as cyclic. That
makes it sound as if, every couple of
years or so, there will always be a Mud-
den rash of openings. Uke the changing
of the seasons, supposedly.

The effects these possible changes
will have locally can not yet be deter-
mined. But that doesn't mean loads of

possibilities - some plausible, some
definitely possible, and some totally ri-
diculous - aren't being scrutinized.

The first opening came at Eastern
Michigan University, when coach Jim
Boyce resigned in January. Assistant
coach Ben Braun assumed command,

and Braun contlnues to be a top pros-

peel His recruitment efforts - Brian
Nolan of Muskegon has committed,
while Brad Soucy of Allen Park Inter-
city Baptist and North Farmington's
Rick Anderson are close to it - have

helped solidify his chances.
Others submitting their applications

are Charlie Parker, the Wayne State
coach, Bill Morris, formerly of Hills-
dale College and now at Fort Hayes
State, and Bernie Fine, an assistant
coach at Syracuse.

THE NEXT OPENING brought ru-
mor• that Oakland University's Greg
Kampe might be departing. Bowling
Green State coach John Weinert an-

nounced in January he would retire at
the end of this season. Kampe, who
played under Weinert, admitted he had
applied for the job, but has since with-
drawn his name from consideration.

WSU'* Parker, who was an assistant

al BG under Weinert, is allo interested

in that job. So is Eldon Miller, who is
leaving Ohio State.

Is this getting cor.fusing? Well hold
on, 'cuz there's more to come.

OU's Sue Kruszewski submitted her

resignation as womens basketball
coach earlier this month. Kruszewski,
who coached the Lady Pioneers to a 42-
40 record over three years, cited bur
nout as her reason for leaving.

OU athletic director Paul Hartman

is hoping to have a new coach by April
9, the signing date for high school play-
ers. As yet, no favorite for the job has
emerged, but the possibilities .

Like Ed Kavanaugh, the highly-sue-
cessful Schoolcraft College and Livonia
Ladywood womens coach. Kavanaugh
has guided SC to the Eastern Confer-
et}ce championship and Lady*ood to
the Class B state crown In the lut year.

So is he th¢#Nsted? "Not at all," said

NOW TO THE MOST intriguing of
candidates: the current Oakland Com-

munity College mens basketball coach,
Fred Thomann.

And when an old
friend, OCC coach Tom Mci'Ittillps,
asked if he'd like to assist him prior to
this season, Thomann agreed.

Llttle did he know what it would en-
tail. Just before the end of the regular
season, MePhillip, waa hospitalized.
Thomann waacalled on to take over.

It wasn't an unpleamant tak. OCC
was one of the Eastern Conference's
top teams. But it wagn't easy, either,
particularly on short notice, with key

Thomann was no more revealing. Clouding the
picture further was his background: He was the
only high school coach considered for the EMU post
before Boyce was selected, and he has shown an
ability to coach womens basketball, too.

Which means he could be a candidate at EMU
(again) or OU, as well as OCC - couldn't he?

"I haven't had time in the last three weeks to

think about any openings," said Thomann. "It's
been hectic I've been tied up with OCC Thursday
through Sunday for the past three weeks.

I can honestly say I haven't given it much
thought.'

Still. Thomann could be considered at any of the
three positions, although he said he had "not sub-
mitted my name for any position."

AND YET.

"The thought enters your mind," Thomann ad-
mitted. "I interviewed for the Eastern job when
Boyce got it, and they asked me to interview. Now,
m retrospect, I can understand why they were not
going to hire a high school coach, especially after
the Gerry Faust thing at Notre Dame, when he

couldn't do the job.
EMU does not appear to be a realistic possibility

for Thomann. OU, too, must be considered a
longshot. The school's administration has hired men
to coach its womens team (current University of
Detroit coach Dewayne Jones), but would probably
want someone with more college experience.

That still leaves OCC, where the unvoiced mes-
sage is that, should McPhillips not return, the job
would be Thomann's for the taking.

Trn still not even in a position to think about
that," said Thomann. "Being thrust into this posi-
tion, under these circumstances, is not the best way
to do it. That's why I told the players and the people
in the administration I would take it one day at a
time.

IT'S ALWAYS a shaky proposition to compare
films which are so diverse. In years less richly en-
dowed with new films, either of Lhese three or 'Out
of Africa" probably would walk away with most of
the Oscars.

But, given the heavy competition this year, I
think the emotion will carry the day for 'Purple,»
even though I'm picking "Spider Woman" because
''Prizzi's" sardonic irony didn't sell well. Besides,
that crowd already has won quite a few awards.

I do think John Huston will take home an Oscar
as Best Director for "Prizzi," reflecting respect and
honor for a filmmaker of great accomplishment
who made a very clever, entertaining movie.

P]unging right ahead, for Best Actor, I'm torn
between Jack Nicholson and William Hurt, Imme-
diately after screening 'Prizzi" I ordered Jack's
statue. Then I saw Spider Woman.' Both Hurt and
Nicholson deserve the award but neither wants

half, so I'll bet on Hurt since Nicholson's got a cou-
pie. Watch - after all this clever reasoning, James
Garner will get a sympathy award for "Murphy's
Romance." Not from me.

Best Actrehs, hands down, goes to Geraldine
Page for her bravura performance in "Trip to
Bountiful." After eight nominations, she finally
should get the award Whoopi Ggldberg did turn itt
a superb performance but "Purple" will win so
much that there's got to be some backlash. I'm bett-
ing on that in this category. Besides, Page did a
marvelous job.

ALL FIVE ACTRESSES in the Supporting cate·
gory are deserving but, to me at least, Oprah Win-
frey in 'Purple" is just a little bit ahead of the field
and gets my vote.

William Hickey is most deserving in the Support-
ing Actor column but, among "grizzi's" political
problems, it peaked too early. Hickey, primarily
known as a teacher of acting, should have a lot of
support, but 1'11 bet Don Ameche gets It on senti-
ment. After all, if he hadn't invented the telephone,
how could you call your agent?

"Miss Celie's Blues" from "Purple" for Best Song,
although the kids on the pop charts may win for
Tower of Love" from "Back to the Future or "Say
You, Say Me" from "Whlte Nights." If Miss Celle
doesn't get it, 1'11 pick "Power of Love.»

"The Purple Rose of Cairo" was a very clever
film, even though its box office wasn't smash. I'll
pick Woody Allen for Original Screenplay. For
Screenplay Adaptation, again the competition 13 in-
tense with Horton Foote's 'Trip to Bountifur
breaking into the select circle of *Purple," 'Print,'
"Africa" (screenplay by Kurt Luedke of Birming-
ham) and the "Spider Woman."
