The Plymouth Township Board
apparently won't take no for an an-
swer.

The board, rebuffed in an attempt
to acquire land owned by Plymouth-
Canton Community Schools to ex-
pand Township Park, wants a joint
meeting with the school board to
make its case.

The township board has set its
sights on a 17-acre parcel which con-
tains a sizeable woodlot just north of
Township Park at McCiumpha and
Ann Arbor Trail.

The township's master recreation
plan identifies as its first priority the
acquisition of the acreage

The township proposes to main-
tain the woodlot as a nature pre-
serve and use the open space for
soccer fields.

The school district purchased the
land for nearly $60,000 in 1968 as a
future school site. The parcel is
worth considerably more now, said

A Canton resident who recently
formed an organization to fight "ac-
cessibility and viewability" of sex-
oriented magazines supports a re-
cent police investigation of display-
inK pornographic material in local
stores.

Phyllis Counts and Derek Gen-
dron, 21, of Garden City established
Citizens United for Decency a "few
months ago."

Members of the group have since
visited some 30 stores and video
rental shops in Plymouth, Canton,
Garden City and Westland asking for
restrictions on the material.

"We anticipated that the complete
removal would be a lot more diffi-
cult task. and we are trying to limit
the accessibility by putting them be-
hind the counters," Counts said. "We
want them out of sight of minors by
having them completely covered.'

Township officials project, though,
that the land could command as
much as $170,000 on the market if
school officials were interested in
selling.

They aren't.
"There is no desire on the part of

the Board of Education to relinquish
the control of the property in ques-
tion - either now or in the near fu-
ture," Supt. John M. Hoben wrote to
Supervisor Maurice Breen

"The property has utility to the
school district as a location for a po-
tential elementary school," Hoben
continued. "It is the only site that we
have north of Joy Road that would
service the area of future growth be-
tween the corridor of Ann Arbor
Road and Penniman north of 5
Mile."

Canton police purchased a Pent-
house Friday from a local store and
officer Robert Sidor said he plans to
submit a report to Canton's lawyer,
C. Gerald Hemming this week.

AFTER REVIEWING Cahton's

pornography ordinance Hemming
said he will determine if a warrant
should be issued.

Miller attended the University of
Detroit and after graduating he ac-
cepted employment with the J.L.
Hudson Company in Detroit.

Just about that time his folks

moved out to Plymouth and settled
on Ann Arbor Trail.

There were no paved roads in
those days and he had trouble at
times getting to work. He was ap-
pointed to the boxing commission
and later to the racing commission.

HE LEARNED about horse rae-

ing and at one time managed the
track at Northville. But he had

enough of that because he was anx-
ious to get to work in his garden
plots.

While he keeps busy these days
taking care of his berries, Miller

Several times
he has spoken to the groups at the
Plymouth Historical Museum and
other places.
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Federal Community Development
Block Grant funds expected to total
$107,400 have been earmarked by
the Plymouth Township Board.

However, it remains to be deter-
mined if and when the bulk of the

money will be spent.

The board has authorized ;72,500
for road and/or sewer improve-
ments to a small portion of Hammill
and Garland streets in the northeast
corner of the township.

Additionally, the board approved
$10,000 for a study to determine

whether that area qualifies for block
grant expenditures, $10,700 for local
administrative expenses and $14,200
for a senior citizen van transporta-
tion program.

The major problem facing town-
ship officials is qualifying neighbor-
hoods as moderate or low income
areas according to standards set by
the Department of Housing and Ur-
ban Development.

Currently, at least 51 percent of a
census tract, subdivision or neigh-
borhood must have an annual family

income of $19.688 or less to be so
designated

"THERE ARE very few areas of
census tract you can do that in
Plymouth Township," said Planning
Director James Anulewiez.

"General condition of housing, age
of housing, cost of housing - there's
a good probability we're going to
have low or moderate income

there," he said of the targel area on
Hammill and Garland.

A house-by-house survey will
determine if that pocket qualifies.

Even if it does, construction prob-
ably won't begin until the spring of
1987 due to the bureaucratic appro-
vals needed, Anulewicz said.

Communities had much more

freedom to spend block grant funds
when the program was launched in
the mid 1970s, Anulewiez said.

"Substantially, what communities
were told is, 'Here's your dollars,
here's the activity you can do...
Tell us what you're going to do.'
Parameter was wide open what you
can do and where you can do it."

Municipalities could and now can

qualify on one of three counts - in-
come guidelines, eliminate blight
and community emergency.

"It's to the point you have to have
51 percent low/moderate Income,"
Anulewicz said. Very few proposals
are approved on community emer-
gency grounds, he added.

The block grant program may not
have much of a future.

"With cuts being discussed in
Washington, this is one program
being looked at and with severe in-
come limitations, you're eliminating
a lot of folks," Anulewic: said.

Some of the most interesting hai>-
penings of your lifetime come by ac-
cident.

It so happened they were in the
airport waiting to Feet thier son,
who was flying in from his home in
Arizona, when they met Chuck Bony
who works with Eric Childs at
Ford': and who had spent 18 years
hunting and vacationing in Africa.

After listening to him, the Childs
made up their minds to take the kind
of trip they had heard about. So it
was off to Africa with their sons and
their wives.

ERIC, WHO retired from Ford's
on April 1, got to enjoy the trip and
help bring back a number of sour-
venirs to deeorate a largq room in
their home on Ann Street.

"We arrived in Nairobi, Kenya,"
she said, "and I never saw such
beautiful scenery. There were all
kinds of mountains and the ground
below was green with grass. The en-
tire scene was much more thhn we
expected. In fact, it was so grand we
are planning another trip next year.

In contrast to a year ago when for-
eign manufacturers had the lastest
designs in lawn equipment, this year
the American manufacturers have
taken over.

The one firm (Honda) which paced
the foreign models last year is the
lone company adding anything new
for 1986.

Meanwhile most of the American-

built mowers and tillers have new

models on the market - supposedly
an improvement over the models of
last summer.

This was evident in the display at
Saxton's Garden Center in Plymouth
where many makes are on display.
But, just on sight, the American
models seem to be the better on the

market for this coming summer sea-
son.

There is only one foreign model on
display which wasn't in the race a
year ago - the Miteubiski mower,
made in Japan. It is the first Japa-
nese model to be shown in this area.

Meanwhile Saxton's is pleased
with the comeback of the American
models. Most of them have made

vast improvements, not only in work
but in appearance.

In the American line the oldUmers

of the last few years are the Roper,

ity. Great improvements have been
made.

"All of these models are able to do

good work on the lawn, or with the
tractor," pointed out Bill Saxton.
"But Roper and Torro have a better
hold on the market."

However, all eyes will be on the
Japanese model. The Japanese have
made a great indent in the American
automobile field, and the owners of
the spacious lawns are wondering
now if the Japanese are out to do the
same in lawn equipment.

"The American machines have
stood up well in the past years," said
Saxton, "but we will have to wait
and see. It is a big machine and it
will have to be watched closely.

"Meanwhile the big problem this
year is getting folks to handle the
machines on the average lawn.

"But help in many areas is diffi-
cult to get. With the new American
models the work could be easier and
help should not be too difficult to
get.

"We are just waiting for summer
to come when the lawns need work

to have an attractive appearance.
Maybe conditions will change but
from all appearances the American
models will be doing most of the
work."
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Canton has not always been part
of the Plymouth school system. Pri-
or to the 1950s it had its own schools.

The name -Plymouth-Carton
Community School District" did not
eome into existence until 1977, 124

years after Plymouth's Union School
District No. 1 was formed.

District No. 1 began in 1853 when
Plymouth's log cabin schools were
consolidated into one. The district

formed at that time included all of

sections 22 and 34 and parts of sec-
tions 25. 26, 27, 33 and 35. It was

bounded on the north by Five Mile,
on the west by an irregular line that
touched Ridgewood at one point, on
the east by a line about half-way be-
tween Haggerly and Eckles. and on
the south by Joy.

BY AN ACI' of the state territorial

legislature which divided Plymouth
and other over-sized townships, Can-
ton, which had been called "South
Plymouth." became a township of its
own in the year 1834.

Like other rural areas in Michigan
at the time, Canton met the educa-
tional needs of its 150 families

through the use of one-room school
houses located at road intersections.

Eventually, at least nine of these
one-room schools were scattered

throughout Canton Township. Each
was a school district unto itself.

By 1910, the state of Michigan had
as many as 7,333 school districts and
a movement began to consolidate
them. By 1950, the number had been

reduced to 4,800. Even that number
was considered too many by the
state superintendent of public in-
struction and others interested in

improving education in rural areas.
They pressured for a drastic redue-
tion in the number of districts by the
process of consolidation.

By 1967, there were only 740
school districts in the state. One and

two-room school houses were a thing
of the past. The instrument that
made possible this sharp reduction
in districts was the school bus.

EVEN BEFORE the state began
to promote consolidation in 1950, the
Plymouth School Board heard over-
tures for annexation from a number

of one-room school districts in Can-

ton.

On March 10, 1947, the board lis-

tened to such petitions from repre-
sentatives of: the Bartlett School, 10-
rated on Canton Center Road north

of Ford. from Hanford School, cor-

ner of Hanford and Haggerty; and
from Hough School. corner of War-
ren and Haggerty. Although no ac-
tion was taken at that time, Hanford

was annexed in 1948.

Hough School, founded in 1900,
and the Bartlett School continued to

press for annexation but were again
turned down by Plymouth voters in
the election of June 1950. Their ef-

forts were successful in 1952, howev-
er, when both were absorbed into the

Plymouth schools system.
Canton's Truesdell School, found-

ed in 1850 on Haggerty south of
Cherry Hill. was turned down when

The Meat Nutri-Facts program helps super-
market shoppers select meat cuts. according to their

specific nutrient needs, by providing them with a

nutrient profile of red meat products in a simple,
straightforward way-right at the meal case.

The voluntary Meat Nutri-Facts program is pro-
\ iried to meal retailers because they are the people

shoppers turn to with their questions on Ineal. The
me.,1 retailers will be provided with all the latest nu-

trient composition data in an easy to Liticlerstand
graph kirmat on beef, pork and lamb cuts. Then,
i,1 titrn, tlwy can pass this information along t{) their
clist (bilierS.

The riew Meat Nutri-Facts program was devel-

oped jointly by the National I.ize Stock and Ment
Board. the American Meat Institute and the Food Mar-

k, ling Institute. The program is unique because it
c ,(Ii·rs nutritiona] infc ir Iiiation that other programs
don't. and it offers it on a cut-by-cut basis. Cholesterol,
total lai or saturated fat. for example, are not listed oil
the 1,11[ritional labels of many products. But the Meal
Nutri-14,<'ts program lists them on a graph right al(,ng

with other nutrients because consumers want this

kind 01 information.

Before Meat Nutri-Facts was introduced nation-

wide it was tested by stores in four cities-Syracuse,
Seattle, Minneapolis and \#boster, Ohio. The 90-store
P & C Food Market chain in Syracuse-one of the test
stofs-lound that consumers responded well to mate-
rials in their stores during the test period. The number-
one benefit shoppers identified about Meat Nutri-Facts
was receiving direct information on calories. The sec-
ond most important benefit cited was tliat it provided
nutrition information: third was fat information.

Consumers Want Nutrition Information
Previous market research also found that con-

stiniers want nutrition information presented in a use-
ful and informative form. The overwhelming choice
was a graph which gives a visual picture of a meat
cul's nutrient content. It gives all of the nutrient data
needed to help shoppers decide. "what's for dinner?-

The nutrition information included on the graph
includes total calories, total fat (with a breakdown of

saturated, monounsaturated and polyunsaturated
fats). cholesterol, sodium, protein, iron, zinc, thiamin,
niacin and vitamin B-12. This information is based on a

cooked, trimmed, three ounce serving of each meat
cut Because the type of cooking method may change
the nutrient content, the charts also specify which
cooking method was used, For example, the beef sir-
Ioiii steak chart displays, "185 calories per 3 ounce
broiled, trimmed serving'

Because calorie information is hnportant to con-
sumers, it is highlighted in the Meat Nutri-Facts chart.
and is listed first ort the graph. Shoppers may be sup
prised to find that 22 meat cuts contain less than 200
calories per three ounce cooked, trimmed serving.

This includes cuts like beef round steak (160 calories):
beef tenderloin (183 calories): pork center loin (196 cal-
ories); boneless ham, 11% fat (151 calories); lamb sirloin
roast (173 calories); and lamb blade chops (195 cato-
ries). This is convincing evidence that beef, pork and
lamb are leaner.

At the Meat Counter

Meat retailers can place the Meat Nutri-Facts
charts right where the shopper needs this information
the most-at the meat counter. For example, when
shoppers approach the meat case where the beef sir-
loin steaks are located, they may find a chart telling
them that a three ounce serving of a broiled, trimmed
beef sirloin steak has 185 calories.

Then, if they look in the fresh pork section, they
may see a chart for pork center loin chops that shows
how much of each nutrient is in this cut. Shoppers will
notice that the bar graph for thiamin in pork center
loin chops is longer than any of the other nutrients.
One, three ounce serving of this pork cut meets 65
percent of the U.S. RDA requirements for thiamin, as
shown in the graph.

As shoppers continue to move along the meat
counter they may also find a graph p[aced by lamb
[oin chops. With several of these charts at the meat
case, shoppers can compare nutrient data, and decide
which meat cuts meet their needs best.

Making Informed Meat Purchases
Another advantage of the Meat Nutri-Facts pro-

gram is that it allows consumers to make more
informed meat purchases. If someone is on a fat-
modified diet, for example, he'It be able to find the
beef, pork or lamb cut that fits that diet. A person look-
ing for something else in the way of calories or nutri-

ents need only consult a nearby chart and select the
appropriate cut.

11, for example, someone is on a 1500 calorie diet,
how can they find out which red meat cuts could be
included as part of their diet? A look at the Meat Nutri-
Facts chart will show the calorie content of a par-
ticular meat cut, according to a particular cooking
method. Cuts listed under 200 calories are good candi-
dates for the calorie-conscious shopper.

Because of the variety of available lean cuts, indi-
viduals can make their diet work by selecting lew-
calorie cuts. 11 someone prefers lamb, they can choose
a three ounce serving of a broiled, lamb blade chop
for just 195 calories. However, il they crave a tender
meat cut, like the tenderloin, they can select a three
ounce broiled beef tenderloin steak at 183 calories or

a roasted pork tenderloin at 141 calories.

Additional Materials

Retailers may also provide their customers with
an assortment of consumer pub:ications. One pamph-
let explains the Meat Nutri-Facts program. A second
pamphlet provides consumer tips on how to cut calo-
ries in cooking; meat storage and handling guidelines;
and basic cooking instructions. Two additional con-
sumer pamphlets contain recipes-one on beef and
the other on pork. Each of the recipes has a Meat
Nutri-Facts graph providing consumers with c<,mplete
nutrient data on the entire recipe.

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Working together to fight illiteracy

OB APPLICATIONS, taxforms, medicine botlles, res-

taurant menus, newspapers
and street signs are just a few

of the things they have trouble with,
" For adults who can't read, the

printed word - in all of its various
forms - is a constant reminder that

they're different.
"When you can read, it's hard to

imagine what it's like not to be able
to read," said Mary Kay Frey, adult
basic education teacher for Plym-
outh-Canton Community Education,

, a service of the Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools "We just take it
for granted."

Frey, who has a master's degree
in reading from Purdue University
in Indiana, is student-tutor coordina-
tor for the Community Literacy
Council. That role involves serving

- as the liaison between the Literacy
Council and the Plymouth-Canton
community.

The Literacy Council was formed
last fall. Its purpose is to help non-
reading adults develop reading

' skills.

Since the Literacy Council's for-
mation last September, some 35 peo-
ple have gone through training and
are now working as tutors on a one-
on-one basis.

LAST WEDNESDAY night, those
who were instrumental in the forma-
tion of the Literacy Council met with
community representatives at the
Starkweather Center in Plymouth.
Those attending watched part of a
film on illiteracy, "Don't Call Me
Stupid," and also reviewed figures
on illiteracy problems at the local
level.

According to 1980 U.S. census
statistics, the Plymouth-Canton
community's total population of
81,630 includes 5,296 people with
eight years or less of formal educa-
tion. For an adbitional 5,440 Plym-
outh-Canton residents who are 18 or
older, English is a second language.

"We do have that situation in a

community like Plymouth-Canton,"
Sharon Strean, assistant director of
Plymouth-Canton Community Edu-
cation, told those at Wednesday's
meeting. "So the statistics are telling
us we have a lot to do in a communi-
ty like this."

Strean and Frey were involved in
the formation of the Literacy Coun-
cil last fall, along with Dodie Beck-
man, who leachel English as a sec-
ond language to Community Educa-
tion students, and Carolyn Burns, a
Canton resident who has been in-
volved in literacy efforts for a num-
ber of years.

"She's given us all kinds of help in
starting the council," Strean said of
Burns.

THE TUTORIAL program offers
free one-on-one reading assistance
for adults. Students and tutors set up
their own schedules, working around
job and family commitments.

So far, more men than women
have sought the reading help locally,

.·. Frey said. Those participating range
in age from their late teens on up.

"We have a lady who's 76," Frey
said. "She hasn't been in school for
68 years."

The tutors come from all walks of
life, Community Education's Strean
said. Although some are educators,
others do not have formal training in
teaching.

"Many, many of our tutors have
come from the churches," she said.

, "They are a really important group
,  of support to w."

Thole involved in the local effort
would like to have much of the
groundwork done by thi fall. At that
time, the ABC and PBS televt:ion
network: plan to broadcast docu-
mentariel on illiteracy. Ihe docu-
mentaries and other related pro-
gramming are part of Project LI-

captures the feeling
of Edwardian world

These are the answers to wine quiz
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"A Room with a View" is pleasantly mannered, of beautiful
visage and represents the very best British theatrical tradition

As an added bonus, the production brings together a raft of all-
star performers under the Merchant Ivory Production banner,
with screenplay by their long-time collaborator, Ruth Prawer
Jhabvala.

Although not all as well-known in this country as Maggie Smith
(Oscars in 1969 and '77 for "The Prime of Miss Jean Brodie" and
"California Suite"), the cast and crew, collectively, have a remark-
able list of awards and credits, most recently the 1984 "Bostoni-
ans."

"A Room with a View" is lovely to look at and so well-acted that
none of you will mind that there's very little plot.

In fact, any extended plot complications probably would disturb
your visual pleasure and your concentration on aIl these marvel-
ous but slightly daffy English folk as they go about being terribly
turn-of-the-century British.

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which they relinquish for the ladies.

In this very proper Edwardian world of chaperones and rigid
social behavior, free-spirited George has the audacity to kiss Ludy
- right out in the open countryside. Such is the society's morality
that Lucy and Charlotte depart hurriedly with their horrible se-
eret.

Much to Lucy's chagrin, George and his father move to Surrey
(Lucy's country home) where George becomes fast friends with her
brother, Freddy (Rupert Graves). Lucy must chose between
George's open romanticism and her engagement to the very prop-
erly repressed, post-Victorian Cecil Vyse (Daniel Day Lewis).

The wry and eminently dry British approach to the obvious
choice Lucy will make works so well because of the excellent
ensemble acting as directed by James Ivory Every role is played
to perfection by this masterful cast

THEIR WORK, the production and costume design brilliantly
photographed by Tony Pierce-Roberts provide a delightful film
with a plot that might not ordinarily appeal to contemporary ac-
tion-oriented tastes.

The visual design with its beautifully rendered late-Victorian
clutter is an appropriate setting for the rigid, cluttered behavior of
the times. The graphics of the titles and intertitles are bright and
airy in the best Romantic tradition and provide an interesting
counterpoint to the visual clutter The sardonic editorial com-
ments of the intertitles set the mood.

Above all, however, the cinematography raises A Room. . ." to
the level of a trip to the world's finest museum where one may
luxuriate visually in the best pictures.

In particular, one image comes to mind as Freddy and George
walk to the 01' swimmin' hole: The composition has a shimmering
quality, reminiscent of romantic painting at its best.

IN CONTRAST to « A Room's. . " lovely images, "The Ladies
Club' (R) is disgusting: at least the first 10 minutes, which was all I
was willing to watch and more than anyone should.

Some may gain sadistic pleasure in violence, but it is quite clear
to me that pain and suffering is no fun. It's not entertaining either.

Recent studies have demonstrated that intermixing sex and vio-
lence is upsetting, even to the most well-adjusted. I wonder how
many violent rapes will be caused, at least in part, by less well-
adjusted folks after they see this film?

It is also interesting to note the increasing incidence (in the
media) of violent rape of "liberated women," as is the case in "The
Ladies Club- whose victim was a police officer. Is this indicative
of masculine resentment of feminism and a metaphoric means of
warning and punishment?

I encourage you all to avoid this film and let theater managers
who show such trash know how much you object.

WHILE YOU'RE AVOIDING "The Ladies Club," you might en-
joyably spend Ume at Touchstone's latest, "Off-Beat,» which i• a
very funny romantic comedy that succeeds where Bo many silly
stories fat]. It works well because the characters are portrayed
naturally and effectively go that we are interested in them u
people.

Unlike mo many farces, "Off-Beat" has characters who run the
story, not the other way around.
