with money. In Tuesday's version,
the two thieves used a black money
bag stuffed with a two-inch thick
stack of Michigan Lotto tickets

Next to the tickets was a typewrit-
ten card which read: “These tickets
are worth $100,000. Will you please
take care of them for me because I
am illegally in this country.”

The bag had Arabic printing on it.
The victim gave police the following
account of the incident:

AS SHE was walking north on
Middlebelt near Wonderland Shop-

ping Center around noon, the white
woman asked her for directions

As the two talked, the black wom-
an ran up. She held up an unlocked,
zippered bag, said she had just found
it and asked what she should do.

The victim said she answered,
“Let's open it.” They found the tick-
ets.

The black woman said she was
bonded and worked for a lawyer who
works for a store at Wonderland. She
suggested they ask the attorney what
to do with the tickets. She went in-
side the store at Wonderland, leaving

the other two sitting in the black
woman'’s car.

When she came out she said the
attorney said he would give $30,000
to each of the three women and keep
$10,000 for himself. But each of the
women would have to prove “they
had money and show they knew how
to handle it.”

The black woman drove the vic-
tim to her apartment in Plymouth to
get her bank book and then drove her
to the Plymouth and Wayne Branch
of Michigan National Bank, where
the victim withdrew $8,000.

¢

THE VICTIM gave the cash to the
black woman at Wonderland, while
the white woman supposedly gave
her $4,000.

The black women took the money
to the attorney and returned a short
time later, saying the victim was to
go inside and meet him on a bench in
the mall. At that point, she would get
the $30,000 promised, plus the $8,000
she had put up.

The victim sat on the bench for
about 40 minutes, waiting for the at-

Wiland maintains that the television

“It's so glamorized, people come
here with such high expectations and
it doesn't happen,” he said.

ten on unless the defendant is collec-

“People’'s Court has given people
the idea there's recourse and that's
good. [ think the program has gener-
ated a lot of activity in small claims
courts around the country.”

Wiland, like Colthurst, said lay
people without training in the law
would likely come to the same con-
clusion as the magistrate or judge in
most small elaims cases.

Although county fiscal experts
project an increase in property tax
revenue for fiscal 1987, Wayne Coun-
ty Executive William Lucas’ pro-

$203 million budget calls for
“holding the line” on expenses.

Despite the modest increase in
property tax revenue — the first in-
crease in nearly five years — the
county is expected to lose $10.7 mil-
lion in federal revenue sharing.

“Wayne County’s financial picture
. for the 1986-87 fiscal year continues
to be severely restricted by reduc-
tions in revenue and increases in op-
erating costs. We have over the last
four years made great strides
toward acknowledging susbstantial
debt and obligations previously unre-
cognized by past county budgets,”
Lucass said in his budget message to
county commissioners, who must act
on the budget.

The budget, which Lucas de-
scribed as “stern,” calls for $3.1 mil-
lion less in spending over this year

They include the offic-
es of the Wayne County Board of
Commissioners and county execu-
tive, medical diagnostic service in
the sheriff’s department, the Wayne
County Youth Home, the Wayne
County Clerk’s office and the coun-
ty's office.

According to county budget direc-
tor Ervin Morehead, the 1986-87 rec-
ommended budget will be fueled by
$130.5 million in general property
taxes, representing a $4.5 million in-
crease over the current year. The
difference is projected to come from
an estimated and overall 3.5 percent
rise in property values (state equal-
ized property values).

THE NEW budget is based on the
current 7.07 general operating mil-
lage ($7.07 per $1,000 equalized
property value), which remains un-
changed. The budget year begins
Dec. 1.

The Lucas’ budget, down from this
year’s spending level of $208.8 mil-

million anticipated loss in federal
revenue sharing. Other factors are
the cost of medical care for county
indigents and disputed COLA pay-
ments now tied up in litigation be-
fore the state Supreme Court, said
Morehead.

“There's only two things standing
in the way of Wayne County’s good
health,” said Morehead. “(They are)
the Patient Care Management Sys-
tem and the AFSCME/COLA issue
facing the Supreme Court. Now
we've paid some of that (COLA
costs) because of decisions made in
the Court of Appeals but we're es-
timating (the remainder) is between
$8-$17 million.

“That’s going to represent a signif-
icant problem for our budget be-
cause there’s nothing in the budget
for that,” he said.

According to Morehead, this
year’s recommended budget draft
calls for $12.7 million more in five
key areas and some $2.5 million in
cuts in others. The balance will be
offset by rolling back other depart-
ment expenses to current levels and

Area Realtors are declaring suc-
cessful their first organized effort to
influence elections through the dele-
gate selection process.

The Realtors, members of region-
al real estate boards, formed a
group called Team ’88. The commit-
tee was part of a pilot program,
sponsored by the National and Mich-
igan Associations of Realtors, to en-
courage members to run as precinct
delegate candidates.

The effort resulted in 313 filing as
candidates statewide, according to
Phillip C. Davis, who chaired Team

'88. Incomplete tallies show about
170 were winners in the Aug. 5 pri-
mary.

THE NUMBERS ARE  astonish-
ing, Davis said. He is president of the
Birmingham-Bloomfield Board of
Realtors and also is vice-president
for corporate relations with
Schweitzer Real Estate/Better
Homes and Gardens in Birmingham.

“I'm so excited about what’s hap-
pened,” Davis said. “Realtors have
run before but not because they were
realtors. This is the first time the
National Association of Realtors de-
cided to test the waters to protect
individual property rights.”

AMONG THOSE elected were

about 10-12 Realtors in an area in-
cluding Southfield, Royal Oak, Bir-
mingham and Bloomfield, said G.
Warren Gould, executive vice-presi-
dent of the Birmingham-Bloomfield
Board of Raltors.

It was another day on the job
Friday for Oakland County Exec-
utive Dan Murphy. First, there
was a meeting to discuss where
they could build another jail and
how they would pay for it. Then
there was a meeting with the
roads people to plan highways in
and out of the new technological
park. Then there was a meeting
to discuss who the proposed work-
ing agreement between Volvo and
General Motors would affect the
people and economy of Pontiac.

Another, another thousand
things to do, or so it seemed. Al-
ready last week’s decisive and
disappointing loss in the Republi-
can gubernatorial primary
seemed far away.

IF THERE was any residual
disappointment in the loss — in
getting trounced even in his home
county — it didn’t show in Mur-
phy’s actions, his words or in his
voice, which was firm and quick.

They're
coming at you but it’s hard to tell
where one stops and the next be-
gins.

MURPHY ADMITTED he was
surprised by his big loss in Oak-
land County.

Murphy is 63; his term of office
expires in 1988.

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Plymouth 100 years ago fun at fairgrounds

(Part 2)

In April 1886, the same year Phil
Markham began his air rifle busi-
ness in Plymouth, a group of busi-
nessmen formed a stock company
known as the Plymouth Fair Associ-
ation. For the next 17 years, the
chief attraction in the community
every September was the Plymouth
Fair.

Among the prime movers in the
Fair Association were local banker
T.C. Sherwood, Plymouth Iron Wind-
mill general manager L.C. Hough,
and Dr. J.M. Collier.

Sherwood, who later became
Michigan’s first banking commis-
sioner, was the association’s presi-
dent. Hough was its treasurer and
Collier its secretary.

THE FIRST FLYER explained
that the purpose of the group was
“not to make money but to encour-

age agriculture and art and to pro-
vide a week's enjoyment for the peo-
ple of Plymouth and the surrounding
country.”

The 22-acre fairground, located
southwest of Ann Arbor Trail where
it crossed the railroad, was bounded
on the north by Ann Arbor Trail and
on the west by Depot (Hamilton)
Street.

The fair was enclosed by a high
board fence whose main entrance
was on Ann Arbor Trail. A secondary
entrance, where livestock and race
horses entered, was at the dead end
of Bowery (now Maple) Street.

Single tickets to the fair sold for
25 cents. Children were admitted for
15 cents. An entire family could buy
a ticket for $1. One day was set aside
children; on that day all under 15
were admitted free. School children
from one-room schoolhouses as far
away as Dearborn came to Plym-
outh by the wagonload.

FLORAL HALL, a wooden build-
ing with four wings radiating from a
central octagonal core, was the most
imposing structure on the grounds.

In the middle of the hall, on a plat-
form, Phil Markham’s daughter,
Maude, demonstrated Grinnell
Brothers pianos. Her technique was
said to be spectacular. “Her arms
would fly higher than her head as
she pounded the keys.”

It was in the hall that pumpkins,
squash, corn and other locally grown
fruits and vegetables were dis-

played. One wing of the building fea-
tured displays of home-baked breads
and pastries, marmalade, jams, jel-
lies and canned fruits and vegeta-
bles. Another wing had exhibits of
potted plants and cut flowers.

A collection of prize chickens, rab-
bits and white mice delighted young-
sters. A building east of the hall
housed a display of buggies, surreys,
farm machinery and other equip-
ment. There were barns to hold cows
and enclosures to contain pigs wait-
ing their turn to be judged.

There was a merry-go-round oper-
ated by horse-power. A single horse,
harnessed between the outer circle
and the organ in the center, hauled
the device around and around as
young cowboys and cowgirls rode
the horse’s wooden counterparts.

There also was a ferris wheel —
run by manpower. Two burly men
pushed the baskets of kids skyward
until the scheduled number of revo-
lutions had been completed. It was
no job for a weakling.

Sideshows, shooting galleries, bal-
loon sellers and taffy purveyors
lined the midway. Games of chance
were part of the carnival atmos-
phere, including a shell game car-
ried on without any sign of official
interference. There was a launching
pad for the balloon ascension, and a
baseball diamond where the Plym-
outh Pearls played most of their
home games.

A RACE TRACK with grandstand
was located about where Joy and
Fairground streets now meet. The
stands accommodated about 500
spectators.

The race track was said to be one
of the best in this part of the state.
Races included trotting, pacing and
the half-mile running race. Purses
ranged from $50 to $200. Many local
businessmen owned horses which
they entered in the races.

During the last two days of the an-
nual fair, bicycle races were fea-
tured at the track. There was no en-
try fee. Prizes were awarded to
those who placed first and second.

The balloon ascension was an ex-
citing event at the fair. A fire was
built under a huge bag and the
smoke and hot air trapped inside.
The balloon rose due to the lightness

»
of the heated air. When conditions__
were right, and the ascension went
off as planned, crowds cheered the
acrobatic antics of the daring bal-
loonist.

But Clara Todd, who lived near
the fairgrounds, remembered one
balloon event at the fair in which
men labored three days trying to in-
flate the bag. When the balloon final-
ly left the ground it barely cleared
the fairgrounds fence. Then it top-
pled over in a field on an adjoining
farm.

A “REST” TENT at the fair was
staffed by members of the Women’s
Christian Temperance Union, whose
local branch had more than 100
members.

The tent was a popular place with
mothers; it was equipped with rock-
ers, chairs, a couch, cribs for infants
and a variety of home remedies.
Periodic attempts to sell liquor at
the fair were beaten back by a coali-
tion of the WCTU, the Fair Associa-
tion, and the Village Council.

The fair came to an end in 1903. In
the preceding year, Floral Hall was
destroyed by fire. In 1903, rain fell
during most of Fair Week. The
grounds were covered with mud and
attendance was poor. The fair was
not opened the following year.

The property became a real estate
development known as the Fair-
ground Subdivision. The baseball
field was used until 1905. The wood-
en fence which enclosed the fair-
grounds came down about 1907.

Still existing to remind one of the
simpler pleasures of days gone by
are Fairground Street, which runs
south off Ann Arbor Trail, and Fair
Street which runs west off Mill
Street.

America’s preoccupation with
the perverse and the macabre con-
tinues unabatéd as filmmakers
feed on, and profit from, our fasci-
nation with aberrant behavior.

Psychopathology, caged women
and “Help me, please help me. I'm
being attacked by fly molecules”
are featured topics respectively in
“Manhunter,” “Reform School
Girls” and “The Fly,” all R-rated
for good reason.

Will Graham (William L. Peter-
sen) is the “Manhunter,” a former
FBI agent recalled to help Jack
Crawford (Stephen Lang) track
down a psychopath who brutally
murders entire families when the
moon is full.

Graham had been invalided out

of service after the trauma in-
volved in catching another psycho-
path, Doctor Lektor (Brian Cox),
who gets messages on toilet paper
from the current threat, Francis
Dollarhyde (Tom Noonan).
THE FILM IS pretty tense and
exciting, in good part because of its
technique, not because of the
scenario. The psychopathology of
both Dr. Lektor and Francis Dol-
larhyde is fairly mundane. It it gets
murky when director/scenarist Mi-
chael Mann delves into obscure
mysticism, with references to Wil-
liam Blake — a tactic apparently
better developed in the book, “Red
Dragon,” from which the film was
adapted.

Editing and photography by Dov
Hoenig and Dante Spinotti, howev-
er, induce a lot of tension. Wisely
understanding that our imagina-
tions are more powerful than our
vision, Spinotti filmed relatively
little gore for a slasher movie.

Instead, the threat of violence
and the authorities’ helplessness
constantly menace us. Full-faced
head shots of Graham and Craw-
ford, disturbed, perplexed but un-
able to track down Dollarhyde, are
contrasted with the 6-foot-7-inch
Noonan, able to come and go as he
pleases.

Although we don't see all that
much, Graham's obsession with
what the killer has done serves the
purpose. These images are rein-
forced with some pretty intense
music by the Reds and Michael Ru-
bini.

But, in the final analysis, the rel-
atively simple-minded psycho-
pathology, the forced solution and
cliched conclusion leave the “Man-

hunter” looking for style and intel-
ligence.

THE GIRLS in “Reform School
Girls” also lack style and intelli-
gence, but they show so much skin
that you'll never miss sophistica-
tion. The film is heavy on implied
brutality and lesbian acts, with just
enough shown to whet the appetite
of your ordinary pervert.

Producer Jack Cummins and
writer/director Tom DeSimone
have some pretensions about sati-
rizing women-in-prison movies, but
don’t you believe it. “Reform
School Girls” is more polished than
usual for this genre (photography
by Howard Wexler) and it has some
funny moments, but it’s just anoth-
er skin flick groveling in perversity
and exploiting the very thing it pre-
tends to satirize.

“The Fly” is back again, with
Jeff Goldblum hovering over Gee-
na Davis and slobbering formic
acid on anyone who tries to swat
him.

Times have changed since Vin-
cent Price got his head stuck on a
fly's body 30 years ago. The name
of the game now seems to be ex-
plicit gross-out rather than a good
scare or an imaginative ghost sto-

ry.

This time the great scientist,
Seth Brundle (Goldblum), is build-
ing a matter transmitter so that he
can avoid conventional travel. He
has terminal motion sickness.

WELL, HE SHOULD have taken
Dramamine because there's a fly
in his machinery. Brundle’'s molec-
ules are intermixed with the fly’s
and he begins to change into a fly.
One of the interesting thoughts
here: “Why is the fly’'s genetic ma-
terial so much stronger than
man's? Are we that weak and vul-
nerable?”

In any event, Brundle’s foil and
lover is an attractive young science
writer (Davis) and her nightmare
of giving birth to a fly larva is only
one of numerous, extremely dis-
gusting images director David Cro-
nenberg presents.

It constantly amazes me that so
many people enjoy depraved and
loathsome images. Life has suffi-
cient horror without spending mon-
ey to seek out repulsive images.
What does this preoccupation with
the gross and morbid tell us about
our civilization?

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City boy whips
rapids, sort of

Y STOMACH was thick
with apprehension. I was
fearing the worst.

From the minute 1 told
my brother-in-law, “White water
rafting? Pennsylvania? Sure, I'll go.
It might make for a funny story,” 1
regretted it.

I'm a city boy. I've got no business
in the mountains of Pennsylvania. I
don't belong there. I don't know how
to function there. I can’t get a Tigers
score there. I can’t even get a quar-
ter-pounder with cheese there.

I'd been camping once before and
hated it. I don't know how to pitch a
tent, build a campfire, co-exist with
an assortment of pesty insects or
any of those other pleasantries asso-
ciated with camping. I wear contact
lenses, for chrissakes. Where do I di-
sinfect my contact lenses in the mid-
dle of nowhere?

On top of that, I'm going to spend
two afternoens in a rubber raft on a
raging, rock-filled river.

Yeah, I'm into life-threatening
sports.

BUT THERE I was. In a car with
my brother-in-law Rick, his wife An-
drea, (who was perhaps the smartest
one of the group; she stayed far
away from the raging, rock-filled
river) and my wife Susan. In another
car were the leaders of the expedi-
tion: Dave Roszel and his wife Linda.
These are the experienced white-wa-
ter people in whose hands 1 placed
my future. Rounding out our rather
motley crew were Dave Starrin, Su’
Vaerten, Jan Hessellbacher and Mr.
Hockey himself, A.J. Baker.

It was only mildly comforting
having A.J. along. He was as out of
place as I was, but he’s a crazy man.
Crazy people know no fear. I was
going to be in a rubber raft, on a rag-
ing rock-filled river alongside A.J.
“Crash” Baker.

Yikes.

AS WE were driving up through
the mountains when [ say up I
mean up, we're talking ear-popping.
nose-bleeding ascent here -
couldn’t get the movie Deliverance
out of my mind. You remember that
movie, right? Not exactly a public
relations release for a white-waler
rafting outfitter.

The images from Deliverance
greatly increased my apprehension
I had visions of ugly, toothless moun-
tain men eyeing me with bad intent
“How y'all doin? Sure are a long
ways from home. Hee hee.”

It got to the point where I wanted
to hum a strain from Dueling Ban-
joes out the window to see if anyone
would answer

But the beauty of the place quiet-
ed my fears. For the moment. I've
never seen real mountains. (Mount
Pleasant and Mount Clemens aren't
real mountains, are they?) I suppose
if 1 was Thoreau I could come up
with the right words to make you see
and feel the power of those Pennsyl-
vania mountains But then, if [ was
Thoreau I'd be dead. Six of one. half
dozen of the other.

Let me just say that they were
breathtaking, awesome in the true
sense of that overused word We
pulled off the road at a clearing
marked “scenic view.” It was about

a mile from our camp sight in the
Ohiopyle State Park. Mountains, lush
green mountains, were below and
above us. They formed something of
a V-shape. At the very bottom on the
V, barely visible, was the
Youghiogheny River (pronounced
Yak-a-gainey). A few short hours
from then I would be risking my life
on that stupid river.

WHITE-WATER RAFTING, 1
found out later, can be both simple
and scary depending on such river
variables as water level, number
and size of rocks, steepness of falls,
maneuverability and rapid intensity.

Rivers are rated in classes from
one to five, class five being the most
perilous. There is a class six. Class
six is like dead man’s curve; you
don’t wa'k back from it.

I knew none of this as 1 was

strapping on my life jacket. A .

ranger with Youghiogheny Out-
fitters, Inc. — the people who police
the river, give tours and supply the
equipment — gave us some pre-raft-
ing instructions.

“Try to stay in the raft. If you fall
out the rocks can do serious damage.
If you fall inside the boat, get up
quick because the rocks will still get
you. If you should happen to fall into
the river, lay on your back and keep
your feet out in front of you and let
the river carry you to safety. The
life jacket should keep you mostly
above water.

“You'll miss most of the rocks.
Now, if you get turned around and go
under, and you happen to hit a steep
fall, you're done. There's nothing
anyone can do for you at that point.”

Excuse me? You're done? You
mean done like history, in the ar-
chives done? How many people do
you lose on this river?

“We lose about three or four a
year”

I'm going home, forget this.

HE WAS kidding, of course. The
Yough has never had a fatality. But
the ranger wants people to know
that if you fool around you can get
hurt.

The first day, they have you raft a
short course called the loop. It takes
about an hour. It's just to give us
novices a taste of the Yough.

I was in a boat with A.J. and Dave
Starrin. Dave Roszel went in his
kayak and acted as our guide.

Piece of cake. We had very little
trouble. We were like pros. Just zip-
ping through those rocks. The hard-
est part was carrying our raft back
to the outfitter We had to carry it up
this steep and slick rocky mountain-
side, no steps, then through about a
half-mile of woods. We also made
the mistake of deflating the raft
which made it twice as bulky and
twice as hard to carry.

Our first-time success served only
as a false sense of security.

WE DECIDED to run the loop a
second time. Disaster. Jan was
aboard with me and A.J. The rapids
spun us around and tossed the raft.
Suddenly, Jan was in the water,
clinging onto the side of the raft.

I panicked. [ envisioned her going
underneath the boat and never resur-
facing. 1 just stared at her. AJ.
calmly suggested that I might want
to help her get back into the boat.

Good idea, why didn’t I think of it?
Jan thought the whole thing was ex-
tremely funny. “You should have
seen the expression on your face”
she said once I dragged her back in.
Real funny, the woman could have
drowned.

Told you I wasn't right for this
type of thing.

THE SECOND day was the big
test. Four hours on the Youghioghe-
ny. Surprisingly, 1 was eager to
start.

We began with A.J., Dave Starrin
and myself in one boat, Dave Roszel,
Linda Roszel, Su' and Jan in the
other.

While the four-person crew was
cruising effortlessly, we were find-
ing every rock in the river. We got
stuck in the first three rapids and in
other parts that weren't even listed
as rapids. A.J. was yelling at me, I
was yelling back and poor Dave
Starrin was looking for help. This
was going to be a long, long day.

Luckily, Dave Roszel came aboard
to rescue us. Had he not, we would
still be out there.

The river's trouble spots have
names. I remember three of them.

e Dimple Rock. The river teases
you here. It lulls you to sleep with
calm waters, but the calm waters
quickly draw you into a speedy pock-
et. The pocket grabs your raft and
puts you swiftly on course for a huge
rock. You really have no control of
your raft as the water rushes you
toward this rock sticking about eight
feet above the water. My reaction
was to drop my oar, cling to the raft
and howl like a banshee.

The water pushed us up to the rock
and around it so fast that it felt like
we went right through it. From that
point, we were traveling backwards
into all kinds of trouble. Then, just as

quickly as trouble started, it
stopped. And we were in calin water
again.

We then watched the three-woman
crew scoot past Dimple Rock with-
out a problem.

e WHALE'S ROCK: This was the
ultimate in potential death. Dave
Roszel kept shouting to steer into the
eye of the whale There was a rock
carved to look like a whale Well, to
me, in my agitated state of mind,
there were about four rocks that
looked like whales. Dave Starrin and
I steered toward one whale-like
rock, Dave Roszel and A.J. toward
another.

We were in big trouble. The raft
went sideways into the rapids, a car-
dinal sin in white water rafting, they
tell me. We came up hard on a high
rock. A kayaker was resting atop the
rock, and we almost knocked him
off. The raft was thrown perpendicu-
lar to the water. A.J. and Dave Star-

and I at the top. I immediately aban-
doned ship for the seeurity of the
rock. Roszel, laughing his head off,
suggested that I return to the raft
unless 1 wanted to remain on the
rock the rest of my life.

Somehow all four us got to the top
of the raft and managed to slide it
away from the rock. The raft was
completely filled with water and we
had to trudge off to the side of the
river and dump it.

Meanwhile, the three-woman crew
calmly passed us by.

e DOUBLE HYDRAULIC. AJ
and I almost were ejected from the
raft by this bit of turbulence. We

It was hilarious though, be-
cause we were tossed at exactly the
same time. I couldn't get up at first
because | was laughing so hard.

The women, to our increasing cha-
grin and amazement, slid through
with minimal effort. I never did fig-
ure out their secret.

When it was all said and done, and
we were back at the camp site rest-
ing our weary muscles and enjoying
another in a series of super meals, I
had a feeling of tremendous accom-
plishment. I mean, I survived the
Youghiogheny rapids. Me, city boy. I
