“What that would do, from our
perspective, was eliminate over-
time. As of now, we're back to
square one,” Wendel said.

Breen was out of town last week
and unavailable for comment.

HOWEVER Charles Bokas, whose
law firm negotiated for the town-
ship, confirmed that Breen’s written
draft of the tentative agreement
contained some changes.

Firefighters had ratified the
agreement prior to receiving that
draft. The pact expired March 31,
1986.

“There were some additicnal
things the supervisor felt were im-
portant to be negotiated. The union
found them to be unsatisfactory,”
Bokas said.

“It could have all been worked out
in due time. Unfortunately, it got out
of hand and didn't work out.”

Wendel said the 13 firefighters
represented by the union are frus-
trated, especially considering that
they agreed to a wage freeze in 1985
to help promote a tax increase for
police and fire services.

“"We gave in on a lot of things”
Wendel said. “It was basically a
township contract.”

THE TENTATIVE agreement,
Wendel said, called for wage in-
creases totaling 10 percent over
three years and a lower wage scale
for new firefighters.

The union also agreed to some
callback concessions that would
have reduced overtime, he said.

The administration went into con-
tract talks concerned about over-
time costs.

Most firefighters earned a base
salary of $28,604 last year. However
during calendar year 1985 all but
one firefighter collected at least
$5.000 in overtime pay.

Firefighters have 24 hours on
duty, 24 off, 24 on, 24 off, 24 on, 24
off, then four days off in succession.

No new bargaining sessions have
been scheduled.

Firefighters, by state law, are for-
bidden to strike. However, bargain-
ing impasses may be taken to bind-
ing arbitration,

The last contract between the two
sides went to arbitration.

“I don't look to arbitrate any-
thing,” Wendel said. “I believe con-
tracts can be resolved if reasonable
people sit down with reasonable de-
mands.”

If a feisty O' Man Winter decides
to pelt Plymouth Township tomor-
row with a severe snowstorm, it
probably wen’t immobilize the com-
munity for long.

But more serious emergencies
present a question in the township,
where a disaster plan has been col-
lecting dust since April. That’s when
the township staffer who had been
working on the federally mandated
plan took another job.

Township trustees at their Jan. 13
meeting will be asked to get in or get
out of the disaster program, said
Charles VanVleck, formerly deputy
director of the township’s Office of
Emergency Preparedness.

“I shudder to try and use this plan
now, it's so out of date,” said
VanVleck, now lownship ordinance
enforcement officer.

“It’s like having to stop a machine
that's just getting up to speed and
then trying to start it up again.”

Until last year, VanVleck was a
township firefighter. In that job he
had time to assist Fire Chief Larry
_Groth in updating the plan — a hefty
document explaining how to react in
emergencies ranging from floods to
accidents at Edison’s Fermi II nucle-
ar plant.

“I'd be tickled to death someday
to retire, never having opened It dur-
ing a disaster,” said VanVleck.

“But the program is something we
need, need to expand and keep plan-
ning. I know with the flight patterns
of Willow Run and Metropolitan air-

ports, the railroads and roads, that
it's only a matter of time.

to protect the life and property of
citizens in time of an emergency or
disaster,” said Michigan State Police
Sgt. James Hostutler, who has
helped the township develop its plan.

“Citizens must be able to rely on
their local government for a timely.
coordinated and comprehensive re-
sponse.”

Local, state and federal laws di-
rect communities to write emergen-
cy plans. State aid is available to dis-
aster-stricken municipalities whose
plans are deemed '‘current and ade-
quate™ by state police. The state ac-
credited Plymouth Township's plan
some time ago.

“If local officials are not prepared
to act quickly and decisively or do
not have up-te-date emergency man-
agement plans, both lives and prop-
erty may be unnecessarily lost,” said
Hostutler, who with VanVleck and
Groth briefly addressed the township
board at its last meeting.

Fire Chief Groth is the township's
emergency preparedness coordina-
tor. But given his workload, he says
he has little time to wear his second
hat.

“Plymouth Township has pre-
pared for fire by providing our citi-
zens with a fire department. We
have prepared for criminals and
protecting our citizens by establish-
ing a police department. In turn, we
should also provide for that emer-
gency which could or has turned into
a disaster,” Groth said.

When winter’s here, Michiganders mourn or make merry

How do I cope with the winter?
By spending as much of it as possi-
ble as far south as possible. Seven
or eight times, I've gotten as far as
Jamaica. Otherwise, Key West will
do.

One Saturday afternoon in Feb-
ruary of 1966, I dropped a piece of
luggage out a second-floor window
while my buddy kept my mother
occupied downstairs. We were sen-
iors it high school.

Just after dark, we boarded the
Sunshine Express at the Greyhound
station downtown and were off to
Miami for two weeks. That got me
booted out of honors English for
the year and my acceptance to col-
lege ‘was rescinded when they
found out I flunked the class, but
there was never any question the
trip was worth it.

It was hot in the winter down
there. Imagine that. ’

Nearly every year since, I've
managed to make it to the heat for
at least a couple of weeks.

I've driven my car and gone in
friends’ cars. I've driven cars down
for rich people I never got to meet.
I've hitchhiked.

And once, in the days of the 70
m.p.h. speed limits (75 in Tennes-
see), I rented a big Plymouth and
made it from East Detroit to Key
West in 23 hours.

During my 20s, I worked a regu-
lar job and could only make it
south for brief vacations. During

my 30s, I've worked as a free-lance
writer and could indulge my taste
for warmth and sun. Life is too
short to spend 50 weeks a year
working, for one thing. For anoth-
er, it's just too cold and too dark
and too salty-dreary here to want
to make it through an entire win-
ter.

Since 1981 I've spent at least 10
weeks of every winter south. That
year, a friend and I left Detroit
with $275 between us. I ended up in
Key West and was gone for three
months. He signed on with a scal-
lop boat and was gone for six.

I've spent the winter sleeping in
a field just off the ocean, with a
tree root for a pillow. I've spent it
in a tent in a fishing camp, catch-
ing my meals from a bridge. I've
spent it in the back of a van. I spent
a couple of them in motel rooms
covering baseball’s spring training.

I spent one in a tent pitched 10
feet from the edge of a short cliff
on the west end of Jamaica. After I
watched the sun rise out of the
ocean, I could dive off the cliff for
my morning swim,; for breakfast, I
traded old T-shirts for fresh eggs
and veggies [ cooked over a hard-
wood fire.

Occasionally, up here, I wonder
about my lifestyle. Is it excessively
self-indulgent? Shouldn’t 1 be ac-
complishing a little more, like
maybe putting some money in the
bank? Or getting health insurance?
{(When you work nine months a
year, you make concessions, and

insurance is one of them. It's a lux-
ury; a southern winter no longer is.)

But once I'm south a few days, it
all starts making sense, seems so-
clear and reasonable.

I get lean and hard (well, leaner
and harder, anyway) from running,
and calloused by sun and wind and
ocean. I eat cheap, which means
eating right — mostly vegetables,
fruit, and seafood just hauled out of
the water.

I have time for things like histo-
ries of the 14th century and all of
Elmore Leonard’s old cowboy
books. I go to bed early and get up
with the sun.

When I'm running at noon on an
80-degree day in February through.
Old Town in Key West; or I'm eat-
ing a broiled steak cut from a
shark I caught 30 minutes ago; or
I'm paddling my rubber boat
through Florida Bay while por-
poises jump near the bow; or I'm
reading in the Miami Herald about
the 10-below temperatures in
Michigan; or I'm drinking a cold
beer over a plate of ice-cold oy-
sters on a second-floor open deck
and some exotic tree is blooming
these crazy looking flowers a few
feet away; or I'm hanging around
Lakeland watching the Tigers work
out — at those and many other
times I can’t figure out why we all
aren’t down there.

Why live any other way?

So, Jan. 25 I'm out of here.

April 7 or so I'm back.

You'd have to be crazy to miss
spring and summer in Michigan.

Though it has been a year since
Temple Baptist Church bought land
for a new site 1n Northville Town-
ship, the 8,000-member church will
remain in Redford Township for at
least seven years, said its pastor,
Rev. Truman Dollar.

Dollar said that although 64 acres
of land has been purchased for more
than $2 million, an architect hasn't
been hired and there is no timetable
for moving to a new facility

Dollar said a new church was so
early in the planning stages that it
hasn’t even been decided if it will re-
tain the columns that have become a
trademark of the church, at the for-
mer site on Grand River in Detroit
and the current site on West Chica-

80, just east of Telegraph.

It will be seven or eight years be-
fore we move, and that's the
soonest,” said Dollar last week.

THE CHURCH'S land-search com-
mittee studied three locations before
deciding to buy land adjacent to the
site of the new Ward Evangelical
Presbyterian Church at Six Mile and
Haggerty, according to Dollar.

Ward, with 4,500 members, is cur-
rently located at Six Mile and Farm-
ington in Livonia. Groundbreaking
for the new Ward church is expected
to take place late this year on a $20
million sanctuary, classroom build-
ing and conference center.

Temple Baptist considered buying
land at Eight Mile and Novi in Novi
Township and at Newburgh and Sev-
en Mile in Livonia before selecting
the Northville property.

“It was the best buy and was more
strategically located,” said Dollar.
“The current property is too small

- for our needs. And our people have

moved. We did a demographic sur-
vey and it showed that our members
had moved west and north of us.”

Dollar said that the church also
will be able to consolidate with its
475-member parochial school, with
grades K through 12, which is now in
Inkster.

WARD LEADERS have drawn up
a master plan that places their pro-
posed senior citizen complex next to
Temple Baptist's property, so that if
Temple also builds a seniors’ com-
plex, the two could share support fa-
cilities.

Dollar said the churches have held
preliminary discussions with Ward
officials but that Temple has no con-
crete plans to build a seniors’ center.
“I don’t know that it will even be
possible, considering the market-
place,” said Dollar, whose previous
church in Kansas City had built
more than 350 units for the elderly.

“l1 have great respect for those
people and for our relationship,”
said Dollar of the Ward congrega-
tion.

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‘Platoon’ shows grim reality of Vietnam War

Politicians, diplomats, generals,
colonels and asyome else coatem-
plating military action ought to
watch “Platoon” (R). The film should
convince everyone (o search for al-
ternatives (o the horrors of combat.

Scripted and directed by Oliver
Stone — billed as the only man in
Hollywood with a Purple Heart and
an Oscar (script for “‘Midnight Ex-
press”), “Platoon” is based on his
Vietnam War experience.

It's a grim, unpleasant but realis-
tic look at our Vietnam tragedy, a
film that deals with the daily exis-
tence of an infantry rifle platoon in
late '67-early '68 combat. It's the
tale of men mired in gruesome jun-
gle warfare and forgotten by their
own world.

The men in this film’s platoon are
led by Sergeants Barnes (Tom
Berenger) and Elias (Willem DaFoe).
Pfc. Chris Taylor (Charlie Sheen) is
assigned to their command. He's a
college boy who volunteered for
combat, something that the black
soldiers can't fathom. They have no
choice — but a smart honky who
could have stayed in college?

An effective drama lets the sto.y
make its point while avoiding annoy-
ing, overzealous preaching. So often,
scenarists with “something to say"”
write terribly dull scripts.

To “Platoon’s” great credit, the
story of Pfc. Taylor makes the cru-
cial point that American blacks suf-
fered disproportionately in Vietnam
because they were poor and couldn’t
afford college and the student defer-
ments that came with a “C” aver-

age. That point is made as a matter-
of-fact conclusion to plot and action.

“PLATOON” PULLS no punches
in depicting the cruelty of war and
the terrible acts men commit in the
heat of battle. Most distressing, how-
ever, is the film's clear lesson that
atrocities perpetrated under stress
soon become normal, accepted be-
havior.

Despite its realistic horror and un-
pleasant presentation of jungle war-
fare, every high school student in
this country should see “Platoon’
and participate in rigorous class dis-
cussions about Vietnam War issues,
problems that are still with us.

It wouldn’t be a bad idea, as well,
for adults to see this film. Vietnam
was a terrible tragedy, one we com-
mit anew each day vshen we forget.
In the words of Pfc.'Taylor, “ . . .
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Eddie Murphy and Charlotte Lewis

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Nutritious ideas to cure brown bag boredom

Lunch in a brown bag can certain-
ly lose its appeal when it consists of
a dry sandwich, bruised apple and
crumbly cookies day after day

The packed lunch is subject to
some limitations, but it can be cre-
auve, interesting and nutritious as
well as safe. It is estimated that 80
million Americans carry a lunch dai-
ly, so if you're having problems
being creative, you're not alone.

Why the surge in brown bag
lunches?” The reasons are many:
time, money, convenience and an in-
creased interest in health and good
nutrition. Lunches are packed for di-
eters, fitness fans who exercise at
noon, picky kids and adults as well
as hard-eating hard hats. Brown bag
lunches can be hearty or low-cal,
special diet or special taste, simple
or fancy.

Even when refrigeration is not
available, many sandwich fillings
will travel and keep well throughout
the morning. Nonperishable sand-
wich choices include dried meats,
fully cooked meats such as bologna
or salami, cheeses and cheese
spreads.

Vary the garnishes on these sand-
wiches — try pickle, cucumber or
green pepper slices. Liven up the old

favorite standby — peanut butter —
by replacing the jelly with mashed
or sliced banana, apple slices, apple
butter, dried fruit or grated carrots.
Try some mashed baked beans for a
different sandwich spread.

Sandwiches can be made from
many perishable foods, such as
sliced chicken, turkey and leftover
meat, and frozen ahead. Remove
from the freezer in the morning and
they will thaw in time for lunch.

Some items that don’t freeze well
are mayonnaise, egg salad, jelly, to-
matoes and lettuce. Substitute salad
dressing for mayonnaise if you are
freezing the sandwich. If you start
with frozen bread, it will keep the
filling cool and be thawed by noon
and safe to eat. If you are packing
sandwiches in plastic bags, be sure
to gently press out all the air before
closing. This helps sandwiches stay
fresh and moist.

The key to a good sandwich that
isn't soggy is to spread bread slices
with softened margarine to “seal”
them. Cream cheese, processed
cheese spreads and peanut butter
are other spreads that seal bread.
Spread evenly and all the way to the
edges

Another way to introduce variety
into the brown bag lunch is to vary
the types of bread used. Two slices
of white bread becomes boring — so
try one slice of white and one of
whole grain or oatmeal, pumper-
nickel, rye or pocket (pita) bread. In-
stead of a bread sandwich, include a
bagel or English muffin, hamburger
bun or use a hot dog bun to make a
reuben sandwich.

Make an “‘unsandwich” by packing
a container of sandwich filling and
add some crackers. Cheese and
crackers, graham crackers spread
with peanut butter, or nut or fruit

Soup season

Hot and sour recipe brings taste
of the Far East to your Kitchen

When temperatures outdoors start
to-tumble “‘soup season” can’t be far
behind. So take out your favorite
soup tureen and ladle and get ready
to sample a steaming bowl of your
favorite soup.

Soup cookery methods are the
same the world around, but the sea-
sonings and ingredients may vary.
Use a moist heat method — cooking
in liquid — and try a taste from the
Far East by preparing Oriental-
Style Hot and Sour Soup.

Start with an economical meat cut
like beef chuck arm pot roast.
Choose a boneless portion of meat.
You'll find you have less waste and
the job of cutting the meat into
strips will be much easier. This less
tender meat cut becomes tender as
it simmers slowly in liquid.

To hasten cooking
time eliminate several of the meat
browning steps. All you do is put the
beef, seasonings and liquid in a large
cooking utensil. Cover the utensil
and simmer slowly until the meat is
tender.

To provide an Oriental flavor to
the Hot and Sour Soup, add mush-
rooms, bamboo shoots and tofu. One
traditional method in Oriental soup
making is to add a beaten egg slowly
to the soup right before serving. This
gives the appearance of fine shreds.
The end result is a satisfying soup
that's easy on your waistline.

Encourage children to eat their
sandwich at noon instead of waiting
until the bus ride home. This will en-
sure a safer lunch. If they want to
save something for the aftermoon,
suggest it be the fruit or vegetable.

Fruits and vegetables are easy (o
include in a brown bag lunch. Raw
vegetables such as carrots, green
pepper, broccoli, cauliflower, celery
and radishes can add texture and
color. A litle container of sour cream
with onion soup or a creamy salad
dressing or yogurt can be included as
a dip for the veggies- A tossed salad
can be packed into a plastic contain-
er.

Try slicing an apple, spread each
slice with peanut butter or cheese
and rebuild the apple in original
shape, wrap in foil. If you are put-
ting an orange into a lunch bag, pecl
it for a child. Most children do not
like to “‘waste” time on that task.

Freeze fruit juice, cider, orange
juice, lemonade, etc., into plastic
containers to drink, especially if
milk is not available. Keeping these
in the box or bag will also help keep
the other foods cool. Don't send

Many of the individually wrapped
“treats” become very expensive lo
include if you are making lots of
lunches. Homemade cookies are gen-
erally more nutritious than the kind
you purchase. Instead of potato
chips, make a loasted mix with cere-
al, a few pretzels, peanuts and dried
fruits. Freeze it will be
thawed by noon, but still cool.

Hf you are dieting and carrying a
brown bag lunch, lunch needn’t be
dull.

Bread has approximately 60 calo-
ries per slice, and provides import-
ant nutrients including protein, com-
plex carbohydrates, vitamins, min-
erals and dietary fiber.

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Good health 1s @ common topic
for discussion this time of year

The arrival of a new year pre-
sents an opportunity to examine
everyday habits that contribute to
personal health. Whether it's ex-
ercising more often, eating more
nutritious foods or quitting smok-
ing. many of us resolve to do better
for ourselves this time of year

Losing weight and quitting smok-
ing are the two major resolutions
that Cheryl Hodges-Selden. a
Plymouth resident, sees people
make at this time of year. Hodges-
Selden 1s a registered nurse in am-
bulatory care at the Catherine
McAuley Health Center in Ann Ar-
bor.

“Unfortunately, it's easier said
than done,” she said of people’s
good intentions at the beginning of
the year.

People often resolve to improve
their health habits after the holi-
days, Hodges-Selden said. They feel
guilty abeut overindulging during
the holidays and are determined to
mend their ways.

For smokers, a variety of struc-
tured stop-smoking programs are
available, Hodges-Selden said.
Physicians can also prescribe nico-
tine gum, designed to help smokers
gradually kick the habit.

SHE RECOMMENDS that those
trving to improve their health hab-
its treat themselves kindly, work-
ing gradually to change their ways.

“Any cutting back is helpful Try
to gradually cut back on it."”

Gradually changing one's ways
gives better long-term resuits, she
said. Setting attainable goals each
week allows people to monitor
their progress.

“I find that the patients do better
with that. They get positive rein-
forcement.”

Those who “go off the wagon™ —
smoking or eating too much —
shouldn't berate themselves, Hod-
ges-Selden said.

“Be gentle on yourself." It's best
after such an overindulgence to get
back on the right track.

“Don’t quit if you have a binge If
it happens, don't panic.”

Those trying to lose weight can
also take advantage of structured
weight loss programs. The rein-
forcement provided by a group of
fellow dieters will help, the regis-
tered nurse said.

Those looking for a weight loss
program should be sure it's based
on sound nutritional principles, she
said.

It's importint to avoid fad diets
and to concentrate tnstead on es-
tablishing sensible eating habits. A
good dicr should include all food
groups ir sensible proportions

DIETERS ALSO shouldn't try to
lose too much weight right from
the start, Hodges-Selden said. It's

best to lose a small amount each
week rather than trying to lose all
excess weight at once.

“That kind of unrealistic goal
makes people cheat, too.”

Exercise is also an important
component in losing weight.

"It doesn't have to be marathon
sessions,” Hodges-Selden said. Vig-
orous exercise three times a week
for a half hour each time wiil help
people lose weight.

Plymouth Township resident
Ann Tai agrees. Tai, an occupation-
al therapist, teaches health en-
hancement classes through the
Plymouth Community Family
YMCA.

Three weekly exercise sessions
of sufficient intensity and duration
to work up a sweat are best, she
‘said. It's preferable to alternate
days, rather than making fitness
activities a weekend happening.

“They just overdo it and then
Monday they're in pain.”

It's best to concentrate on aero-
bic activity that contributes to im-
proved cardiovascular health, she
said. Brisk walking, jogging, swim-
ming and aerobic dancing are some
of the exercise options.

“Just so they'll work up a
sweat.”

SOME ACTIVITIES, such as
weightlifting, help strengthen mus-
cles, but don't contribuic to overall
health in the way that continuous
aerobic activity does, Tai said.

An exercise class can provide
the kind of structure to keep a per-
son on the right track, she said.
Participants in such a class can en-
courage each other and can share
ideas about what works best.

Weekend sports activities can
also be a part of an exercise plan,
Tai said. Increased walking and
stair climbing can also be incorpo-
rated into daily life with a bit of
advance planning. Parking the car
an increased distance from your
destination or using the stairs at
work can help contribute to im-
proved fitness.

The Plymouth Community Fam-
ily YMCA will offer an exercise
class during the lunch hour, sched-

Keeping those feet moving during an exercise session is im-
portant. Those starting exercise programs shouid begin grad-

uled to begin this inonth, Tai said.
The YMCA will also offer a low-
level exercise class ideal for begin-
ning exercisers, in addition to a va-
riety of other fitness classes. (For
additional information, call the
YMCA, 453-2904.)

By setting realistic goals and los-
ing weight gradually, it's more
likely those excess pounds will stay
off, Tai said.
